Convention

The eighteenth anmual convention
of the Ontario Horticultural Associa-
tion was held in the King Edward
Hotel, Toronto, on Thursday and
Friday, Feburary the 7th and 8th.

Delegates  registered Thursday
morning at 9 o’dock, there were a-
bout 350 delegates present. Con-
vention opened at 9.30 with George
Simpson of Ottawa in the chair.
Rev. W. M. MacKay read the Presi-
dential address of J. P. Jaffray of
Galt, who is at present in Scotland
as Canadian Immigration officer.
Then followed the report of the Su-
perintendert, J. Lockie Wilson of
Toronto, containing the information
that 24 new societies were organized
in 1623 and the total membership is
now over 50,000. Many of the new
societies were formed in the bown-
ships,

Rev. G. W. Tebbs of Burlington
gave an illustrated lecture on beauti-
fication by means of flowers and
shrubbery. In showing us his pic-
tures he gave us the view of waste
and swamp-like lands and then the
views when all was in flowers and
growing shrubs, trees, ete.

J. B. Spencer B.S.A., Ottawa,
spoke on strect tree planting and
horticuiture, as to the vaniety and
kinds, also spacing between trees,
pruning and trimming of trees.

COURIER’'S DUTIES AS

TO ROADS
Here are some instructions for
Couriers, taken from the pamphlet
Rural Mail Delivery in Canada’ and
Approved by the Post Office De-
partment.
(3a) Roads on which rural mail
delivery ‘is about to be established
must be in good condition. It s
to be understood that for the effec-
tive performances of the service
they must be kept passable for ve-
hicles at all seasons of the year,
either by the municipality or the re-
sidents who are being served. Rur-
al box holders should understand
that it is not the duty of couriers to
break the roads after storms.
Streams, gullies and ditches must be
bridged when necessary. Failure
to maintain i a passable condition
at all times the highways travelled
by a rural mail courier will be con-
sidered sufficient for the Department
withdiawing the service pending
the completion of the necessary im-
provements,

(3b) During the winter season the
roads must be kept open and the ap-
proach to the box sufficiently clear
of snow to enable the courier to
cover his route without unnecessar-
ily delaved or inconvenienced.

AN AUTO FOR WINTER

When, at the age of almost ninety,
the Rev. Sabine Baring-Gould died at
his home in England, his prolific pen
was stilled, but, of his many works
in poetry and prose, the Christian

church will keep immortal, through
countless generations yet unborn, that
stirring, martial, devotional song, and
his name will live as millions sing
“With the Cross of Jesus going on be-
fore.”

Surpliced choir boys have wafted

 as they marched up the vaulted aisles
of churches and cathedrals; at Metho-
dist revivals it has brought thousands
to the altar rail in repentance and con-
version; in Presbyterian and other
houses of worship it has thrilled the
Covenanter and dissenter; the Knights
of Columbus, a Roman Catholic fra-
ternity, sing it at their public gather-
ings, and, at the conclaves of the
Knights Templars, the watching
thousands on the streets feel an ex-
quisite thrill as the plumed Masons
march, twenty abreast, singing the
great battle hymn of the church.

Weritten in 1865, it never has lost its
hold on the hearts of men battling for
ideals. In the world war bands played
the hymn while the youth of the war-
ring nations rushed to the colors, and
in the camps of armed men there rose
the strain:

A proper understanding requires a
recognition of the fact that the mean-
ings as well as the spellings of words
suffer subtlé changes in the course of
time. “Child,” for instance, was 'often
a title in those days, and even to-day
we put various shades of meaning into
the words son, “sonny,” and brother in
addressing people colloguially.

All of the foregoing variations, with

the exception of Beaufiz and Beaufitz, |
which are not nearly so common to-!

day, have meanings which are obvious.
The word “bairn” is in use to-day in
Scotland, the descentant from the
same Anglo-Saxon word which gives
us “born.” It means “child.”

Parents often call their children
“gon,” “child,” “brother” and the like.
In many instances such names stick,
within the family at least. In the mid-
dle ages communities were smaller,
and speech was less formal. Hence
they sometimes stuck as regards the
entire community, and when the bear-
ers in turn grew up and had childrea
the latter came to be known as “Fair-
child’s-sons,” “Fairbairn’s-sons,” etc.
Later, shortening influences elimin-
ated the ending “son.”

“Fitz,” as has been pointed out be-
fore, was the Norman-French equiva-
lent of the Anglo-Saxon “son,” and

i was formed through the influence of

Teutonic tongues on the Latin “filius.”

| Indeed, even after the Normans came

to England they often spelled it “fils”
instead of as they pronounced it. The
names Beaufitz and Beaufiz mean “fair
child” or “fair son.”
