Sir Bartle Frere's Official Notification of
the Course that is to be Taken.

(From the Natal Colonist.)

Toward the latter end of July last two
large armed bodies of Zulus, retsiners of the
Chief Sihayo, and led by three of that chief's
sons and by one of his brothers, entered
Natal, and took away by force and violence
out of Natal territory two refugee women,
from two different kraals, one of them belong-
ing to the Border Police Guard of the ma-
gistrate, Umsinga Division. The women
were dragged over the border into Zululand,
and thore, it is reported, murdered. 2. The
two separate acts of out) were promptly
brought to the notice of Ketshwayo on the
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1st and 16th of A t by sep S
gers from his Excellency the Lieutenant-
Governer of Natal, and an exp'anation and
, by the surrender of the offenders

for the Colonial courts of law, were then and
afterward demanded from Ketshwayo. 3.
In the place of complying with this just de-
mand, Ketshwayo replied, excusing the
outrage as a boyish excess, and offering a
sum of money as a solatum for the violation
of British territory. 4. This offer of money
was declined, with a repetition of the de-
mand for the surrender of the offenders, but
they were not surrendered, and on the 11th
of December a final demand was made on the
Zulu King, in the name of the High Commi'_~
sioner, that the three sons and brother of Si-
hayo should be given up for trial, and that &
fine for non-comphance with the demands
already made should be paid within twenty
days from the date of the demand. 5. Those
twenty days expired on the 31st of Decem-
ber, 1878, and the demand not having been
complied with, the High Commissioner en-
tertains no hope that iz is the intention of
the Zulu King to afford the redress Her Ma-
jesty’s Government has a right to demand.
6. It appears clear to the ission-
er, from Ketshwayo's o to_comply
o ‘that the Zula King's in-
tentions are not friendly to the British Gov-
ernment, nor calculated to insure preserva-
tion of peace between the Zulus and the
subjects of her Britannic Majesty in South
Africa. 7. I therefore hereby make known,
for the information of Knu{wnyo and all
the Zulu people, that I have placed the fur-
ther prosecution of this and all other de-
mands for redress and reparation in the
hands of his Excellency Lieut.-Gen. Lord
Chelmsford, commanding her Majesty's
forces n South Africa, with a request that
his Excellency will take such steps as he
finds necessary to protect the territory from
further aggression, and to compel the Zulu
King to comply with all the demands made
on him for satisfaction due to the British
(Giovernment, or for the greater security of
British territory, or for the better and more
peaceable government of the Zulu people.
8. Lieut.-Gen. Lord' Chelmsford will care-
fully notify to all Zulu chiefs and people
who may come within his reach for making
ench communication, that the demands of
the British Government are made on Ketsh-
wayo as much in the interests of the Zulu
people as of the English nation, and that m
the 11th of January the Licutenant-General
will be willing to receive and transmit to
me any intimation of the unqualified and
complete acceptanca by Ketshwayo of all
the terms offered him on the 11th December.
o, If such intimation of unqualified and
complete acceptance be received by the
Lieutenant General before the 11th of Janu-
ary, no hostile movements will be made un-
less they should be rendered necessary by
the action of the Zulu forces. Lord Chelms-
ford wi 1 place his own forces in such posi-
tions as will best insure compliance with all
his demands, and up to the 11th of January
he will be ready te consider any steps the
Zulu King may propoze to take for the pur-
pose of giving real and permanent effect to
the demands of the British Government.
10. But unless such regulation and complete
accoptance of the terms imposed be inti-
mated to the Lieutenant-Gieneral on or be-
fore the expiration of the time specified,
viz., the close of the 11th of January, the
Lieutenant-General will no longer be bound
by any of the terms offered on the 11th of
December for Ketshways's acceptance, but
will take such measures as the forces
at his command will permit for com-
pelling the submission n}_ the Zulu King.
always bearing in mind that the British Gov-
ernment has no quarrel with the Zulu nation,
and that the future good government and
wellbeing of the Zulus is as much an object of
the steps now taken as the safety and protec-
tion of the British Territories of Natal and
the Transvaal. 11, And I do hereby warn
all residents and inbabitants of her Majesty's
possessions =n-d colonies in South Africa, of
whatever 1ace, to be guided by this, my
notification ; and I do strongly eharge and
command all her Majesty's officers, Minis-
ters, and subjects, and all others whom it
may concern, to govern themselves and to
act accordihgly, and to take due notice of,
and to pay due regard to, the tenor thereof,

Winter in the Pyrenees,

One of the few places in the Pyrences
which may be described as an essentially
winter residence is Pau, once the capital of
the Bearn, and the birthflwe of Henry IV.,
whose tortoise-shell cradle is still to be seen
in one of the chambers of the ancient castle.
Pau has aquired a new importance within
the last twenty years, having become a
favourite resort of Enfl ishman, and above
all Americans, during the winter months,

The rainfall of Pau is greater than that of
London, while to make matters worse nearly
the whole of it falls during the six months
of the Pau season. But xumt this fact
must be set the dryness of the soil, and the
Absence of damp in the air, which are such
that the effect of even twenty-four hours’
heavy rain is soon obliterated. Then again,

day by that the Py
nean chain, which so impressed Lamartine
that he declared the sea view from Naples
and the land view from Pau to be the two
most beautiful sights which he, traveller as
he had been, ever beheld. The panorama is
a most i one, as viewed from the

trial of her engines, when a boiler exp
occurred on board, killing more than forty
men, most of whom were scalded to death,
and inflicting injuries on nearly twice as
many.

It was not uatil the following January
that the Zhunderer was again made fit for
seavice, Her trial trip was, however, a com-
plete success, and she at once took rank as
the most powerful iron-clad in the English
navy. Her tennage is 4407 tons, and her
engines are of 8270 horse-power. Her arma-
ment,as may be conjectured, is of correspond-
ing weight and destructive force, Original-
ly each of her two turrets was fitted with
two 35-ton guns, but on the introduction of
the Armstrong hydraulic machinery two
38.ton guns were p{:u:ed in the forward tur-
ret. The ZThunde played a pi
part in the movements of the fleet under
Admiral Hornby, and she formed one of the
squadron in the Sea of Marmora when the
late terrible disaster befell her. The larger
gnns with which the original ones were re-
placed were the first of their class introduced
into English war vessels; but this tells in
their favour rather than against them, since
they are heavier and stronger than any guns
of the same calibre manufactured at a later
date, They are of smaller bore, and there-
fore of greater resisting power, and in fact
the ammunition used for them has been the
same as that of the 35-ton guns. The Thun-
derer's 38-ton guns have been fired with a
battering charge of 110 pounds of powder
and a shot of 700 pounds, while the more
recent weapons of the same class have taken
a charge of 160 pounds of powder, and a shot
of 800 pounds. It is a reasonable inference
that when so many of these weapons have
habitually borne the more severe ordeal, the
Thunderer's turret gun ought to have been
porfect]y safe when fired, not with a batter-
ing charge, but, as the official report states,
“ with full charge and empty shell.” - The
bursting of a piece of ordnance appears,
however, to be a calamity against which ar-
tillerists are not able entirely to provide,
even though every precaution be taken in
“proving ” the gan, and the loading and
firing be attended to by the most experienced
gunners,

Sailors are not now so
ignorant and superstitious as they once were,
but there is something glinlully impressive
in the brief history of this vessel which can
bardly promote cheerful thoughts among her
crew. &t is a mere coincidence, of course,
that a 38-ton gun should have burst for the
first time on board a ship which was wreck-
ed at Spithead by a frightful boiler explosion
two years and a half ago; but facts of this
kind hold their ground most obstinately in
the memories of sailors. .

tion of hostilities, but not a definite peace,
which, in one view, did not exist until the
ratification of the treaty of San Stefano,
which was two weeks later, and, in an-
other sense, had not been brought about
at all (at the time this question was argued.)
The Court held the plea good, and dismissed
the suit.

Ix Russia the machinery of factories and
the engines of railroads and steamers arc
chiefly in charge of foreigners, on account
of the lack of experienced native mecha-
nics. It is now realized that this state of
things is neither economical or patriotic ;
and besides theru hay idents be-
cause the foreign mechanics and engineers
did not understand the Russian language.
In order to bring about a change, the Gov-
ernment in 1871 ordered the railroad com-
panies to pay fifteen roubles per verst
(two-thirds of a mile) for the establishment
and support of railrcad schools. About
320,000 roubles a year are collected under
this order, and now there are about twen-
ty such schools.- Twenty more are to be
opened this year. ‘I'bese schools are situ-
ated on the railroad lines, and each of them
is provided with a machine shop, where
every pupil is obliged to work not less
a The full course re-
quires four years, Each student chooses his
specialty as mechanic, engineer, or tele-
graphist. Besides these there are five con-
ductors’ schools. As the railroad schools
hayve proved successful, other branches of
industry are to follow the example. Many
steamship companies and factories propose
to establish schools to secure experienced
hands for their service.

Marriage Settl t of a Duch

The Copenhagen correspondent of the Pall
Mall Gazette sends that journal the follow-
ing details of the marriage contract of Prin-

\ cess Thyra now Duchess of Cumberland :

“The Duke of Cumberland settled upon
the Duchees an -annual revenue of 50,000
reichsmark, or about 2,000 guineas, for her

ersonal use, which is to be paid in advance
Ey monthly installments as long as the mar-
riage lasts, If the Duke dies before her
Royal Highness, a sum of '150,000 reicha-
mark (about $7,000) is to be paid to the
Duchess as first charge on the property be-
]ongin% to the Duke at the time of his death,
annually and by monthly installments. Be-
sides this amouut in cash, the Duchess has
theright to select such articles in china,
copper, carpets, bronze, beds, and other fur-
niture as are sufficient to furnish an estab-
lishment corresponding to her rank, as well
as one complete dinner service of silver to
dine fifty persons, and a suitable number of
carriages, harness, and six horses from the
ducal stables. The Duchess retains as per-
sonal pmﬁerk{ her own silver dinner service,
her jewels, dresses, ornaments and ready
money belonging to her at the time of her
marriage, as well as of those jewels, dia-
monds, ornaments and ready money of which
the Duke or other persons may make her a
resent, and of any thing of which she may
at any later period have become possessed
by inheritance, On the other hand, the
jewels, diamond, or ornaments of which the
{)uohe- has only the right to make use,
and which belong to the Royal Hanoverian
family are, at the death of the Duke, to
be returned to the said royal Hanoverian
family. - With regard to such gifts or pre-
sents as may have been presented to the
Duke and the Duchess conjointly, the
Duchess has the right to choose one-half, or
to claim half the value in cash at the mo-
ment of the death of the Duke. In case the
Duchess dies before the Duke, and there
should be no living children or direct heirs
left, the silver service, jewels, diamonds,
parires, clothes, and other personal proper-
ty belonging to the Duchess at the time of
her death, revert to the King of Denmark,
or to his successor and heirs, unless her
Royal Highness has by will otherwise dis-
sed of part or the whole. The King of
enmark undertakes to submit to the Dan-
ish Chambers a law granting to the Duchess
a capital sum of 120,000 crowns (about
£7,0&)), which is to be invested in the name
of her Royal Highness, and which, in case
of her death is to revert to the Danish Ex-
chequer. It is expressly stipulated that
neitLer the Duke nor the Duchess is allowed
to contract debts. Should, however, either
of the high contracting parties contract
debts, the Duke is not responsible for those
of the Duchess, nor vice versa, nor can in
any case the revenue of the Duchess be ren-
dered liable for any debts contracted.”

THE ZULU WAR.

PARTICULARS OF THE ISANDULA
DISASTER.

A Complete Surprise—Cetywnyo's Overs
A ! Neot

a living Soul left in Camp.

Tarticulars of the terrible disaster that
hefel the 24th regiment at Rerke's Drift
have came to hand. It appears that en
the 2lst of January the main body of the
British advance, ander Lord Chelmsford,
penetrated a considerable distance into
Zululand, over 20 miles beyond Rorke's
Drift, near which a camp had been es-
tablished, with a convoy, censisting of
102 wagons, 1,400 oxen, 2 guns, 400 shot
and shell, 1,200 rifles, 250,000 rounds of
ammunition, and a rocket trough, the
whole valued at $300,000. Ten miles be-
yond Rorke’s Drift Lord Chelmsford left
the convoy guard and advanced with the
remainder of his forces somse ten or
twelve miles further into Zululand, “ te
look for the enemy,"” who, it afterwards
turned out, were at the same time 20,000
streng. Lord Chelmsford, being well out
of the way,they fell upon the convoy. The
British fought hard, and retreated grad-
ually upon the camp and its valuable
stores, thus getting the support of all
their immediate forces. The Zulus fell
fast before the deadly rifle; but they
carried out their courageous tactics with
a bravery which will not be forgotten
when the historian comes to tell their
story. To hurry an encounter to the
death-struggle, hand to hand, is the Zulu
idea. They advance in a body, the men
in the rear rushing inte the gaps wmade
by the enemy’s fire. Then the men,with
short knives and shields, sling back their
rifles and leap upon the foe. These who
are armed with s
short and convert them into short swords.
This is what happened at Isandula and
the camp at Rorke's Drift. The over-
whelming numbers of the Zulus, taking
the treops at & moment when there seems
to have been ne opportunity of availing
themselves of entrenchments or barri-
cades, enabled them to everpower the
red-coats. The British, both officers and
men, fought and fell where they stood,
each of them, however, slaying his two
or three to one in the unequal fight. The
colors of the regiment and the stores fell
to the victors, who thus came into pos-
session of valuable weapens and ammuni-
tion, which they could also show to pes-
sible allies as inducement to join them.
Not less than 51 British officers and
men lay dead in the sacked camp before
the Zulus carried off the spoi In the
meantime Lord Chelmsford was still
“ leoking for the enemy ! When it was
all oyer the news reached him, and lie
hastened back, to discover that the fo
he had left in his rear had been annih
ated. The Zulus had not held the camp,

but had carried off literally everything |

New York, March 10.—The Herald's
Tashkend despatch =ays the Afghan Em
bassador is officially notitied that Yakoob
Khan succeeds the Ameer of Cabul. A
letter from Yakoob Khan, dated Cabul,
Feb. 13th, has just reached MazarI
rif, announcing that two English bat-
talions, about 1,100 men, were complete-
ly defeated and pursued by the Eldji
tribes in Akosta Valley, where the Eng-
lish had established an administration
of their own. The British treops also
sustained a severe defeat at Lagna, Fort
Langar, at the foot of the Khonak moun-
tains, sixty miles south of Gazni; this
fort was taken by the Eldjiafter a severe
fight, and the English Governor bound
with ropes and carried in triumgph to
Cabul.

THE BURMESE MASSACRE.

The British Garrisons Noubled — The
Situation Serious for Europeans.

Caleutta, March 10.—Affairs in Manda-
lay are creating grave anxiety. The gar-
risons in British Burmah have been
doubled. The Burmese have interrupted
the telegraph line between Rangoon
and Mandalay. The situation in Upper
Burmah is very serious for Europeans.
It is stated that while the massacres at
the instance of the King only ameunted
to forty, the killing was attended by
every possible atrocity. The victims
were beaten and kicked, and the women
shamefully abused. The royal princes
were made to witness the torture and
death of their families. The bodies of
all were thrown into old wells.

MR. HESSON ON THEINSOLVENT ACT.

Mr. Ilesson said the insolyent act since
it had existed, had marked a period in
the history of the country which was not
at all creditable to the country. It was
not in the interests of the country that
that law should remain on the statue
book as it was and he proposed to vote
for its repeal atany time. Asan evidence
of the bad manner in which it worked,
he said that last year in the province of
Quebee the commissions of assignees
amounted to $33,850, the law expenses
to $25,141, and the miscellaneous ex-
penditure to §119,217, or a total of $178,-
208, And what was the result of this ex-
pense ? ‘lhe result was that after that
expense only $696,786 Lad been collect-
ed out of the linbilities of insolvents to
the amount of seven millions. In other
werds almost two-thirds of the monev
collected went to the creditors, and
about one-third to the assignees. In
Ontario, also, about one-half of the
money collected went for expenses. It
was because of this that there was so
much dislike to the assignees, and if it
was because of this that new assignees
had applied to be appointed to share in
the plunder he would not be surprised.
When some gentlemen in his county ap-
plied to be appointed, he thought they
should be appeinted, because he found
two Reformers holding the positions of
assignees in his county. Butwhen here-
commended theappointments he caution-
ed the gentlemen whom he recommended
that if ever the question came up in
the House he would stand up for the re-
peal of the law altogether. He was, as
he had promised, prepared to vote for
the repeal of the Act, and he would
rather see the old Act in force than the
present system,

It is understood that Booth declines to play
more than 30 weeks in a year. At his
terms of $500 for each performance, or, in-
cluding & matinee, $3,600 a week, this
would give him an annual income of $100,-
000 ; but he could easily play 40 weeks at
the same terms.
HOW SOTHERN RAKES IT IN,

E. A. Sothern estimated his property a
year or two ago at the pleasant figure of
three-quarters of a million. Real estate val-
ues have fallen some since then, but Sothern
has made money still. His terms are always
8500 a performance, unless he plays on share,
and in the latter specialty he has had as
high as 80 per cent. of the gross receipts.
An engagement made for him by Harry Wall
netted him in Canada, that extraodinary per
centage, and the management made money
at that, Unlike Booth, Sothern furnishes
the play. He either owns or virtually con-
trols nli his specialties, and, as a rule, insists
that certain specified artists shall support
him in the principal roles. Although he has
made much more t
would be a fair average for 45 weeks in each
of the past 10'years. In other words, he
can calculate definitely on $157,500 annual
income, not counting benefits, of which he
always has one in each city of his circuit,
or the large sums made when he elects a
percentage on the gross receipts. Some
years ago Sothern invested largely in real
estate in this city and elsewhere in the Uni-
ted States, making a mistake common in
those times, from which he not only derives
no income, but on which he has to pay hea
taxes. Occasionally-Mr. Sothern has essay-
ed the role of manager, but generally with
indifferont success. In new plays he has
found but little profit, but ** bur American
Cousin ” and *‘ Garrick ” are mines which
altbough worked incessantly for many years,
give no signs of being used up. It was said
some years ago that the man who would
write & first rate melo-drama for Edwin
Booth would make a fortune for himself and
add to Booth’s fame, as well as give him a
monumental estate. The actor has long
wanted a play in which Napoleon the Great
should figure, he, of course, to play the
leading role.  In this respect he «1'\.&:“ from
Sothern, who has bad many plays written
for him, while none were ever written for
Booth. Like Booth, Sotbern is married.
He, however, lives in style and spends liber-
ally in entertaining, while Booth carefully
saves and puts away for a rainy day.

| Cannibals in New Caledonia.

| (From Sidney Morning Herald.)

| A Noumea correspondent gives the follow-
|ing particulars of the murder of eleven
| men in New Caledonia: The place thrills
| with the news that in the beginning of this
| week (November 21) eleven men were add-
| ed to the list of victims. Again has over-
contidence in the black demons been the
snare. Three small coasters were engaged
to carry provisions and ammunition to the
military force under the command of Col.
Wendling, operating against the rebels in
the north at Poya, Adie, ete. Among the
eleven men composing the three crews was
a man named Marianne, whose son was
illed in the massacre at M. Houdaille's.
his man, so far as a perfect acquaintance
with their ] ; and t
was a native himself, He had served for
years on any requircd oceasion through an
extensive district and among many tribes.
He seemed, in spite of the loss of his son, to
have scorned the idea that the blacks would
do anything against him. It is stated that
he was warned not to go on shore, and that
he should keep a strict watch, Both cau-
| tions seem to have been neglected. The
| lamentable fact remains to be told that the
expected provisions not arriving, search was
made, and at the mouth of the Poya River
one pillaged boat was found, as also were
traces of a eanguinary ﬁsht, evinced by
broken cars, with natives’ hair adhering.
On the borders of the river, hidden away
in the scrub, were found provisions, muni-
tions and six native baskets filled with
freshly cooked human flesh, from which the
bones were extracted ; also the heads on
poles. Two th unds of Chassepot
idges fell into the hands of the re-

rifle cartri
bels, and these they employed against the
boats of the war steamer Lamothe Pigquet,
as they were searching the river on the 16th.
t many shots were fii the Ka-
naks hiding in the mangroves which fringe
the rivers in New Caledonia. The boats
were struck by five balls, but no one was
injured. The sailors could ounly reply by
blind shots, as it were ; for it is 1mpossible
for any but the bare-footed, agile savage to
move through these mangrove swamps, a
misstep among the snake-like roots of which
mvolves sinking to the neck or deeper in
the mud.

Lake Superior Copper.

In the counties of Houghton, Keweenaw,
Ontonagon, and Isle Royale, Michigan, 37
copper mines were in o[{)erltion during 1878.
The output exceeded by 20,000 tons the
yield of any previous year. Mora than half
the entire product came from the Hecla &
Calumet mive, This mine employs regular-
ly about 2,000 men, and each successive
year shows a larger product. Last year it
turned out 12,500 tons of refined copper,
worth over $4,000,000. The mine was
opened in 1868, and bas already divided
among its shareholders $14,650,000, retain-
ing a surplus of §3,000,000.

A REMARKABLE exhibition illustrative of
the history of printing and wood engraving
is to open next month at Ulm. The pro-
gramme qut forth by the committee includes
not only Incunabult (specimens from all tho
known early presses) ; examples of the Ger-

The fault is not confined to the school-
room by any means. Throughout life we
abuse and maltreat the memory, uiring
it to do not only its own work but that of
half the other mental faculties as well, and
when it fails us from sheer exhaustion we
complain of our *‘treacherous memory.”
Any one who will take the pains to observe
carefully, will discover that in more than
half the cases a bad memory is simply a
memory which is required to do that which
it is not its business to do.

1t is the office of the memory to receive
and retain whatever we commit to its keep-
ing, and this any ordinary memory may be
trained to do. But while we may cultivate
the faculty to almost any conceivable ex-
tent, pe?le who have anything else to do in
the world can not afford to waste time in
training one faculty to do the work which
properly belongs to others, even if the re-
sult were not, as it invariably is, to weaken
the other and more valuable ones.

We shall commit to the keeping of mem-
ory those things which it is necessary to in-
trust to it, and those only, sparing it un-
necessary burdens, not so much use
they are unnecessary and burdensome as be-
cause they are often essential to the well
being of other faculties of the mind.

In addition to matters of this class, how-
ever, there are many other things which it is
a waste of time to commit memory,
simply because they are not often needed at
all, and may be readily had from books
whenever wanted. Every book-keeper might
learn his ledger index by heart, if he saw
fit to do so ; but as it is a thing convenient
of reference, he has no occasion to do any-
thing of the kind, and to do so would be to
misuse time sadly. The same is true of a
hundred other things, chief among which,
as a stumbling-block to childhood, is the
matter of dates in history. Of the many
thousands of them which are given even in
school histories, hardly a dozen are ever
wanted after the recitations have been fin-
ished, and when one is wanted, a dictionary
of dates furnishes it unerringly, and with a
far smaller consumption of time than that
which would be necessary to the memor-
izing of an elaborate chronological table,
even if the table could be retained in the
mind with any degree of certainty, which it
can not.

In reading history, of course, a general
and approximate memory of the chronology
is necessary to a proper comprehension of
the text, but this may be had in many ways

Ethelred the Unready.

Of all the monarchs who have sat upon
the English throne, Ethelred the Second was
the most incapsble. Mournful indeed is the
strain of the history of the period covered
by his reign, culminating as it did in the
Danish conquest. The old Anglo-Saxon
Chronicle tells us that when the invaders
“‘were in the south, the fyrd (the original
militia of England) was northward ; and
when they were in the east, then the fyrd
was westward ; 7 and also, ‘‘ whatever the
Witan counselled it did not stand a month,
No wonder, then, the King, on whom every-
thing in those days depended, won for him-
self the title of *‘ The Unready.”

Though the Normans have left no trace of
Ethelred’s lineal descendants, every school
has it boys, and every community its men,
who unmistakably are members of the
ancient and noted family of the Unreadies.

Every success is thrown out in relief by a
score of failures, for life’s prizes are grasped
by those who have fixed a keen eye upon
them, The humbler walks are thronged by
those who have been wealthy, for commer-
cial panics find their victims in unsuspect-
ing self-complacency. Disease levels the
work of a life, and death hustles wife and
children on the chilling mercy of a heartless
world, because their approach has been dis-

And all this from want of fore-
thought—an wun-rede like Ethelred’s; for
thus the Unready got his name, because he
lacked rede, or counsel,

| The Passes of the Sierra.
(From Scribuer.)

| The sustained grandeur of the California
Alps is forcibly- illustrated by the fact
| that, throughout their whole extent, there
is not a single pass lower than 8,000 feet
above the level of the sea. In a distance

of 140 miles, between Latitude 36° 20° and
38°, the lowest I have yet found exceeds
9,000 feet, and the average height of all
that ave in use is, perhaps, oot far from 11,-
| 000,

A carriage-road has been. constructed
through what is known as the Sonora Pass,
on tha Stanislaus and Walker's rivers, the
summit of which is 9,600 feet above the
sea. Substantial waggon-roads have also
been built through the Carson and Johnson
passes, near the head of Lake Takos, over
which immense quantities of freight were
hauled from California to the mining regions
of Nevada, prior te the construction of the
Central Pacific Railroad.

A considerable namber of cum?untively

low passes, ble to wheel hicles,
occur in the northern half of the range
through whose rugged defrles long emigrant
traing toiled wearily during the exciting
ears of the gold period. But, however
interesting, thoss northern passes cannot
properly be brought within the scope of this
article.

Between the Sonora Pass and the south-
ern extremity of the Alps, a distance of near-
ly 160 miles, there are only five passes
l through which trails conduct from one side
| of the range to the other. These are barely
practicable for anima's ; a pass in these ro-
gions meaning simply any notch or canon
through which one may, by the exercise of
| unlimited patience, make out to lead a mule,
| or sure fuvted mustang.  Oaly three of the

| Alps.  The summit of the pass is over 12,000 |
| feet above sea-level : nevertheless, it is one |
| of the safest of the five, and is used every |
| summer, from July to October or November, [
by hunters, prospectors, and stock-owners, |
| and to some extent by enterprising pleasure- |
seekers, also, For, besides the surpassing
grandeur of the scenery about the summit, |
the trail, in ascending the western flank, |
conducts through a grove of the giant se-
quoias, and through the magnificent Yose-
mite Valley of the south fork of King's Ri-
ver. This is, perhaps, the nighest travelled
pass on the continent.
