| “I have been interested in agri=-
{culture through all my life. It has
|been a great interest with me. The
producing problem is one of great
importance for all of us, just now,”
said His Excellency.

Continuing, the governor-general
said that the empire was now in a
state of unprecedented upheaval and
that the supply of the food was not
only important, but perhaps the
most important problem which the
empire had to solve.

‘“There have been many changes in
the method of agriculture since the
war,”” he said. ‘The;changes had
been made with the sole object of in-
creasing the food supply. The peo-
ple of Great Britain had not realized
before what a tremendous menace
was hanging over the empire.”

The Duke continued to de-
clare that whatever combinations or
allianees there may be in the future
the British Empire would be more
closely united and every component
part would be equipped and ready to
do its share in maintaining the com-
mon integrity.

RELEF SHIPS

Agreement Between Bellig-
erents Whereby Food
Can be Carried to
Belgians

All doubts as to the work of con-
tinuing relief to the women and
children of Belgium have been dis-
persed by the receipt by the Central
Belgian Relief Committee in Mont-
real of an official statement from Mr.
Herbert Hoover to the effect that
the Belgian Relief Commission has
effected an arrangement with the
British government on the one side,
and the German government on the
other, by which a safe lane has been
agreed upon for relief commission
ships between this side of the Atlan-
jtic and Rotterdam.

This means that sailings for Belgi
uin, under the auspices of the Com-
mission, will be immediately re-
sumed. The members of the Central
Committee in Montreal are greatly
‘encouraged by this news, for they
are constantly receiving information
. telling of the increasingly desperate
ineeds of the Belgians.

How the more fortunate people of
Canada and other favored countries
come to the help of the Belgians by
providing money for the despatch of
food during the next month or so
will decide the fate of the Belgian
nation. These people will be either
wiped off the face of the earth by
starvation between now and the time
that they are delivered from the in-
vader, or they will be preserved by

outside help for the great work of
reconsfructing their nation.

; ment has. been from the beginning
one of conciliation based on the realm
and unity of the Imperial war effort.
i This no doubt will be the text of the
speech the Prime Minister is expect-
ed to make in the course of the de-
i bate. The difficulties of the situation
in Ireland make it impossible for the
Government to accept the resolution
that T. P. O’Connor will move on be-
half of the Nationalists, giving Ire-
land immediate Home Rule. The
Government are as anxious as anyone
to obtain a settlement of the Irish
question by consent, but are faced
with 2 situation which opens no such
prospect: The idea has been spread
about ‘that the Government might ap-
point a statutory commission to ad-
just the Home Rule Act and set a
time to bring it into operation, It is
understood, howewer, that the Gov-
ernment do  not' consider conditions
propitious for any considerable
change in policy. The Ministers will
not meet the Nationalist demand with
a direct negative. It is probable an
amendment recording the desire of
the House for a settlement without
coercion of any section of Irish opin-
ion will be moved from the Govern-
ment benches and adopted as the of-
ficial{ view.

As a direct result of the German
blackade decree of January 31,
which also closed to neutral shipping
the British ports of Kirkwall and
Falmouth, 53 steamers of American,
Swedish, Danish, Dutech and Norwe-
gian registry have been prevented
from sailing from the- port of New
York, or having sailed are now tied
up for an indefinite time at Halifax
for examination. According to fig-
ures compiled here today by ship-
ping authorities these ships, had
they sailed as scheduled, would have
taken from this port approximately
296,000 tons of cargo. Fourteen of
the vessels would have carried pas-
sengers and United States mails.

twenty-five vessels which would have
sailed under conditions prevailing
prior to February 1, are tied up at
their docks or have been detained at
Halifax for examination. Ten
freight ships of neutral nations,
classed as tramps, also are held
awaiting orders to sail.

One Lineé's Traffic Suspended.

The American Line, which now
has its entire fleet of six passenger
ships in port, has missed eight sail-
ing dates, and all passenger traffic
to Europe other than that carried by
vessels of the Entente allies and
Spain has been suspended, the same
conditions prevailing for west-
bound passenger traffic.

CONGRESS GOMING

Will be Called Early in June,
When U. S. Ships May
be Armed

What Will Subs. be Doing?
A Note to Austria

Washington, March 7.—An extra
scesion of Congress not later than
June now Iis generally conceded
among officials here to be assured.

Although President Wilzon has not

given any definite indication that he
has finally abandoned his hope that
an eoxtra session might be avoided,

{there is an almost unanimous senti-

ment among Senators, represent-
atives and officials of the executive
departments that one must first be
called. z

The progress made by Senators
yesterday toward cdrrying out the
President’s recommendation for a
rule limiting Senate debate generally
was regarded as strengthening the

likelihood of a special session within

a few weeks. It is pointed out that
in his statement Sunday night the
President conveyed the impression
by implication that such a revision
of Senate rules would be a step pre-
liminary to bringing Congress back
to finish its programme. After en-
umerating the important measures
which had failed, the statement con-
tinued that “it would not cure the
difiiculy to call the sixty-fifth Con-
gress in extraordinary session” un-
less the parliamentary barrier to ac-
tion in the Senate were removed.

Should the Senate limit debate and
the President’s legal advisers decide
he has no authority to arm ships
without Congressional authorization,
the armed neutrality bill undoubted-
ly would take first place among the
measures to be pressed by the Ad-
ministration at an extra session. It
might be urged even if it were held
unnecessary from a legal standpoint
in order to line up Congress behind
the President and wipe out the ad-
verse impression which Mr. Wilson
believes has resulted in some quart-
ers from the Senate’s failure to act
in the session just closed.

No Break With Austria

Austria’s reply to the American
request for a clearer definition of her
aititude in the submarine situation
was stated officially here to-day to
leave the door open for further ne-
gotiations. delaying temporanily at
lcast the break which has been re-
garded as inevitable since the sever-
ance of relations between the United
States and Germany.

Although in substance the long
communication upholds and defends
the unrestricted warfare waged by

| Germany, it is couched in most
!friendly terms and points out that

“Aystrian submarines solely are
operating in the Adriatic and Medi-
terranean and therefore an encroach-
ment on American interests hardly is
to be feared. There will be a reply
to this note and unless an overt act
precipitates the rupture which both
sides apparently earnestly desire to
avoid, the United States probably
will not be inclined to force the is-
sue for the present.

“The Russians still seem to be
acreed that the war is going on un-
til it ends in victory for the allies,”
gnid Viscount Milner. ‘All contro-
versy does not hinge on whether the
war is going to ¢ontinue to that end,
but whether it is being carried on
in the most effective manner. All
Russia’s domestie difficulties turn on
\that auestion.

Would Unshackle Power

“Phe Russians are confronted with
peculiar and special difficulties. Cut
off from their western allies by the
blockade of the Central powers they
are almost entirely dependent on
their own' resources, which are en-
ormous potentially, and quite inex-
haustible, but which have not heen
developed so highly as those of Bri-
tain and France.

“Russia has little access to for-
eign supplies. With her it isn’t the
will to win nor the strength, but how
to get her full weight on the oars.

“We went to Petrograd to discuss
plans for greater unity. fto study
Russia’s special difficulties, and to
offer our help in lightening her fin-
ancial burdens. Our reception was
most cordial wherever we went.
There was the best of good feeling.”

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HOW TO KEEP WEL

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THE BABY'S STOOLS. {

IESE ARE VERY IMPORTANT. A well baby has well-digested
movements. Undigested movements are often the first sign of
illness. Take note of:—

‘'he number of movements in twenty-four hours.

Ths color.

The size.

Whether soft or formed.
The odor.

The presence of anything unusual.

The ekange in food produces a change in the movements.

Meconium.

During the first forty-eight hours the baby’s movements are dark
greenish brown and very sticky.

Breast Milk.

A baby fed on breasi-milk has usually three or four medium-sized
movements in the twenty-four hours., They are bright golden vellow, soft,
and not formed. They smell a little sour.

Cow’s Milk.

A enw's-milk-fed baby has usually fewer movements than a breast-fed
baby, and may have but one in the twenty-four hours. The movements are
much firmer than those of the breast-fed baby and are often formed. They
are a ligiiter yellow and not golden, and the odor is often a little cheesy.

Skimmed Milk.

A baby fed on skimmed milk, has smooth-formed well-digested move-

ments, dark brown and often with a distinetly foul, cheesy odor.

A baby fed on whey has usually more frequent movements than one fed

on full miik, The appearance of the movements are otherwise the same,
Buttermilk. ¢

A baby Ted on buttermilk has dark brown, smooth, salve-like move-
ments with a peculiar acid odor.

% s Malt Sugar.

When malt sugar is used in the formula instead of sugar of milk, the
movemernts become a darker brown, frequently have a rather acid odor, are
smaaller and somewhat softer,

Starch,

When.starch is added to the food as in barley water, grnel, ete., the
movemernis become a dark brown and are shiny in color, somewhat like
mucus. 3

Mixed Diet,

Where food other than milk is added to the diet, the movements lose
their infantile appearance and begin to assume the adult appearance and
character. They are usually two a day: dark brown and formed. When
vegetables are added the movements contiin fibres and are less compact.
There is considerable variation from day to day, according to the kind of
food eaten. e

Changes in the movements other than those already mentioned usunally
indicate soms form of indigestion. If they depart from the normal, consult
your doctor and be able to tell him all about the appearance of the meove-
ments.

But against the Braves—that's a
different story. He was foiled quite
often. Twenty+two times did he bat
against the Boston flingers—aad
the average he has was only .264
against his débmplete average -of

The sole bead of a fuwily, or any male
over 18 years old, may homestead & quar-
ter-section of available Dominion land in
Manitoba, Saskatchewan or Alberta. Ap-
plicunt must appear iu person at the Do-
minion Lands Agency or Sub-Agency for
the district. Entry by proxy may be
made at any Domiuion Lands Agency y (but
not Sub-Agency), on certain conditions.

Duties—Six months residence upon and
cultivation of the land in each of three
years. A homesteader may live within
nine miles of his homestead on a farm of
at leust 80 acres, on certain conditions.
A habitable house XS requu'ed except where
residence 18 performed in tie vicinity.

Live stock may be substituted for cultl
vation under certain conditions.

In certain districts a homesteader in
good standing may pre-empt a quarter-
section alongside his homestead. Price
$3.00 per acre

Duties—Six months residence im each
of three years after earning homestead
patent also 50 acres extra cultivation.
Pre-emption patent may be obtained as
soon as homestead tent on certain con-
ditions.

A settler who has exhausted his home-
stead right may take a purchased home-
stead in certain districts. Drice $3.00 per
acre.

Duties—Must reside six months in each
of three years, cultivate 50 acres and ereet
a house worth $300.
