LIBERALS WON

Cornwall and Stormonti

Mr. Smetsinger's Majority Over
Mp. Mulock Sends a Warm
—Saskatchewan Elecis the
M nd Mr. Greenway’s Cams -
didate Carr.es Brandon.

Cornwall, Dec. 20.—To-day's
election is at an end, and has m!!lud
in a substantial victory for the Liberal
candidate, Mr. Snetsinger. The fight
from the day of the issuing of the writ
has been a very bitter one. No pains
or hard work has been spared by eith-
er party to make their candidate a
winner. Both organizations were com-
plete, and almost every vote available
was secured and cast. From the outset
the Liberals were confident of a vie-
tory, but took no chances. They toiled
day and night in their efforts to con-
vert the County of Stormont, which
has been true to the Conservative
platform for 18 years, and now to-night
they have the satisfaction of knowing
that their efforts have been successful.
The net result of the polling to-day is
that a Conservative majority of 425 for
Mr. Bergin in June is turned into one
of 467 for Mr. Snetsinger, which will
be increased 75 or 100-when the two re-
maining subhdivisions are heard from.

The majorities are:

Cornwall town : Snetsinger's major-
ity 22 ; Cornwall township, 202 ; Osna-
bruck township, 61 ; Roxboro township,
75 : Finch township, 107 ; total, 467 ma-
jority for Snetsin, ¢r. Lodi and Bonne-
ville, still to hear from, will in-
crease the majority to over 500.

A VERY SAD CASE,
Tragedy in the Higher Classes of Eng
Noclety Which Had Very Melan-
choly Features,

New York, Dec. 20.—A special frem
Mr. Ballard Smith, Lonaon, to a morn-
ing paper lrere, says: Never was there
a sadder tragedy in the higher classes
of English soclety, nor one more typi-
cal of its recent moral degeneracy
than the suicide this week of the beau-
tiful Mrs. Le Champion.

Reports of this suit
were cabled, but the fact was known
to only a few in London, and
not disclosed to the public,
The husband and the alleged
Jover had a fist fight last summer at
the fashionable Hurlingham Club, be-
hind an aristocratic force of men and
women epectators ai a polo match.
The wife was found dead a few morn-
ings ago with an empty laudnum bot-
tle beside her, and two letters. One
letter contained her poor little will,
leaving her diamond necklace to her
babe, another necklace to Lady de
Crespigny and a diamond ring to
Claude de Crespigny, the son. The
other letter, left unfinished, was to her
husband. There was only this sen-
tence : “Dear Loftus,—1 am sorry
to go without your forgiveness.”

| WHAY PRENIER CANOVAS STATES

Mr-wmuannucuo-u.ml-

James Creelman, The New York
Journal's special correspondent, now in
Madrid, who, by the way, is a Cana-
dian, thus describes his interview with
the Spanish Premier, Canovas del Cas-
tillo :

Prime Minister Canovas del Castillo

of Spain gave me a formal audience to-
day at the request of the -American
Minister, and in the presence of his
secretary, Viscount Irueste, made a
solemn declaration of the policy of his
Government toward Cuba.

It is a complete and emphatic an-
swer to the threats of American inter-
vention. The importance of this staie-
ment to the American people by the
actual head of the Spanish Government
can hardly be exaggerated.

Canovas is not only the Prime Min-
Ister, but is the supreme political and
moral leader of his people. He is the
lion of Spain. His voice is now the
voice of the nation. It was he who
seated the present Spanish dynasty on
the throne, and his hand wrote the
present constitution.

He looked likeé an old lion to-day, as
he sat in /hls splendid office under
Velasquez's'immortal portraits of Philip
V. and Louis XIV. as boys, his dark
eyes flashing under his massive fore-
head and shaggy brows of white halr.

No one could have looked upon that
strong, venerable face and have heard
that hard, steel voice to-day without
knowing that Spain is ready to meet
her fate, whatever it may be.

1 told Minister Canovas in plain lan-
guage what the situation was in Am-
erica, and assured him that the Am-
erican people would never consent to
the destruction of the Cuban cause or
the unconditional victory of the Span-
ish arms. At the close of the audi-
ence I submitted Canovas’ words (0
him in writing, and he approved them.

PREMIER CANOVAS I8 NOT ALARMED

Spain Will Grant feforms, but Not Aute-
nomy, to Cuba.

Madrid, Dec. 19.—The formal answer
of Prime Minister Canovas Del Cas=
tillo to the threats of American In-
tervention in Cuba was given to the
corre=pondent of an Amefican paper
as follows:

Although the official and complete
text of President Cleveland's message
to Congress has not reached me, the
impression of the Governinent of Spain
ix that the general tone of the Presi-
dent's language 1is favorable and
friendly to Spain. I desire to say in
the strongest possible manner that
Spain’ is ready to grant local self-
government to the island of Cuba as
soon as the Spanish arms have tri-
umphed over the insurgents sufficient-
ly to make it clear to the world that
the monarchy is granting these reforms
of its own free will and is not yield-
ing either to domestic or foreign
threats.

This Government ls ready_ to grant
even more liberal measures of home
rule for Cuba than were contemplated
in the - scheme formulated by the
Cortes, to which the word of the Queen
regent and the honor of the Govern-
ment are plighted, but Spain will not
under any circumstances grant to
Cuba autonomy  after the fashion of
Canada.

All essential prerogatives of sover-
eignty and powers of government in
that colony will continue to be 6x3r-
cised here in Spain. This Government
will not yield an inch to foree or to
threats of force. No concession of any
kind will be made until the insurrec-
tin in Cuba has been brought under
control, and until Spain can give what
she ‘refuses to allow any one to take,
either by armed insurrection or by
treasonable intrigues with other na-
tions.

1 cannot undertake to discuss the
domestic policy of the United States,
but I firmly believe that a majority
of the Americans who are assisting
this deplorable agitation are opposed
to the independence of Cuba and are
at heart in favor of annexation, The
commercial relations between the is-
lapd and the American mainland are
of great importance, but Cuba as a
Spanish colony is a much better and
more acceptable neighbor than she
could be were the impossible program
of independence achieved.

Independent €Cuba would be a re-
public dominated by negroes, not such
negroes as are found in the United
States, but African negroes, African
in every sense. Independent Cuba
would mean civil war between whites
and blacks; it would mean 50 years
of anarchy: it would mean destruction
of the island and its commerce.

Such a republic would be a menace
to the peace of the United States. It
would be worse than Hayti. The
United States have everything to lose
and nothing to gain by the indepen-
dence of Cuba.

Spain cannot undertake to be guided
in her domestic affairs by any other
Jjovernment, nor can she allow any
foreign agitation to influence her in
dealing with her rebellious colony.
This Government seeks peace, but will
not shrink from war in any matter
touching her honor. If the United
States forces war upon Spain we are
ready to defend ourselves, but we are
determined that Spain shall be the
nation attacked and not hersclf the

President Cleveland has
tendered the good offices of his Gov-
ernment to procure peace upon the
basis of Cuban autonomy. Spain has
made the only reply that could be
made to such an offer under existing
circumstances. I repeat that a gener-
ous measure of local self-government
will be established in Cuba when the
military situation in that Island is
such that the Spanigsh Government can
freely exercise its own discretion with-
out giving any opportunity for the
accusation that it acts upon com-
pulsion.

We will not swerve in the slightest
degree from that policy, no matter
what may come. We believe that the
campaign in Cuba ‘is progressing fav-
orably for our arms. The death of
Maceo is a substantial victory, for it
rem.ves from the insurgent forees the
most valiant and aggressive leader of
that party which is most bitterly op-
posed to re conciliation with the mother
country upon any terms. 'The negro
jnsurgents, who are in the majority,
have ldst their one able man., It is
true that Maximo Gomez still remains
in command of the rebellion, but he
is @ white man and a foreigner, and
cannot exercise the influence possessed
by Maceo,

Spain
is willing to see that the United States
gains everything possible by leglimate
commerce with Cuba. Should the
Amy 1 Government desire to remew
the reciprocity treaty, which proved
10 be of such great advantage to both
gountries, Spain would consider the
negotiations favorably, but every
American must see that the honor of
Spain compels her to restore order.in
her owa territory.

All the newspapers here express the
most intense feeling because of
unwarranted interference of the Uni-
ted States with the rights of Spain.
They declare that no Govern-
ment. would dare to base
settlement of the Cuban ques-
tion on granting autonomy to the
island in view of the strong popular
opposition to the granting of any re-
forms while the rebellion is in pro-
gress. They therefore contend that
tHe Government will be compelled to
maintain its position. They add that
the Government is resolved to repress
hostile agitation /against the United
States or its representatives in’ Spain.

SFECY. OLNEY DECLARFS WIMSELF

Congress Is a Mere Consultative Body, the
Exrentive Belng Absolate.

Washington, Dec. 19.—Secfetary Ol-
ney, being asked his opinion as to the
nature and effect of the proposed re-
solution recognizing the independence
of the republic of Cuba, said to a
United Associated Presses reporter to-
day: “I have no objection to stating
my own view respecting the indepen-
dence of the so-called republic of
Cuba, which it s reported is to be laid
before the Senate on Monday. Indeed,
as there are likely to be serious mis-
apprehensions regarding such resolu-
tion, both in this country and abroad,
and _as such_apprehensions have in-
jurious results of a grave character,
it is perhaps my duty to point out
that the, resolution, if passed by the
Senate, can probably be regarded only
as an expression of opinion by the
eminent gentlemen who vote for it in
the Senate, and if passed by the
House of Representatives can only be
regarded as another expression of
opinion by the eminent gentlemen
who vote for it in the House. The
power to recognize the so-called re-
public of Cuba as an Independent
State rests. exclusively with the Exe
cutive. A resolution on the subject
by the Senate or by the House, by
both bodies or by one, whether con-
current or joint, is inoperative as leg-
l.svl;ulon and is important only as ad-
vice of great weight voluntarily ten-
dered to the Executive regarding the
manner in which he shall exercise his
constitutional functions. The opera-
tion and effect of the proposed resolu-
tion, therefore, even if passed by both
Houses and Congress by a two-thirds
vote, are perfectly plain. It may raise
expectations in some quarters which
can never be realized. It may inflame
popular passions both in this country
and elsewhere, may thus put in peril
the lives and property of American
citizens who are resident and travel-
ing abroad, and will certainly obstruct
and perhaps defeat the best efforts 'of
this Government to afford such citd-
zens due protection. But execept in
these ways and unless the advicc em-
bodied in the resolution shall leai the
Execytive to revise conclusion: al-
ready reached and officially dec ined,
the resolution will be without sfect
and will leave unaltered the attitude
of this Government towards the two
contending parties in Cuba.”

NEW PHOTOGRAPHY.

A Method With Ch
and the Dark Room.

From Paris, the origin of so many
art sensations, comes the news of an
entirely new or novel method of pho-
tograaphy in which chemicals and the
dark room are dispensed with and the
whole process greatly simplified. Arti-
gue,. the noted Parisian artist, is the
patentee of the process. The printing
paper he uses is covered with a gela-
tinuous substance, which has the pro-
perty of becoming indissoluble if ex-
posed to light In proportion to the
amount of light which is allowed to
act upon it. The sensitized sheet is
placed in a printing frame under the
negative in the usual way, the ex-
posure taking place under artificial
light and for a few seconds only. The
operator has no way of telling when
the print has been sufficiently exposed,
experience b('lngw.gw only guide, as the
picture will not show until develop-
ment.

The method of bringing out and
finishing the picture is very curious as
compared with the old methods. Two
or three quarts of sawdust are mixed
into a fluid mass with a sufficient
quantity of warm water, maintaining
the temperature at about eighty de-
grees Fahrenheit, The exposed print
is first dipped into cold water to make
it soft, and is then fastened by means
of clamps to a plate of plain glass. A
portion of the sawdust mixture is then
poured . over the print. The —picture
comes out slowly if the exposure has
been properly made. If.the picture
appears too fast it is a sign that it
has -been over-exposed, and a cooler
mixture must be quickly taken and
poured over the picture to retard de-
velopment and save it definitely, If
the picture should come out too slow
the opopsite process is observed, rais-
ing the temperature of the sawdust
mixture as high as eighty-five degrees.
When the print is strong and clear
¢nough it is simply placed in
water to wash off every trace of bi-
chromate, and it may then be im-
mediately mounted upon cardboard.
These prints are of a mellow black
color, and it i+ said will never fade or
deteriorate, The greatest advantage
in using this kind of paper for printing
photographs is the fact that no chemi-
cals of any description except the
bichromate are used. And as paper
sensitized with bichromate may be
carried along and used for a long time,
there is no necessity for carrying even
that chemical; and the sawdust, of
course, can be procured anywhere,

tion on th wonders of Norman gen-
erosity.

But what .have these Normans be-
queathed to us of Christmas customs?
Nothing distinctive, for their ancesiors,
the sea kings, were but offshoots of the
same Scandanavian forefathers of the
Saxons, and thus we had already re-
celved through Dane and Saxon the ob-
servances of northern Yule. But a
greater luxury and love of display in
every form entered English life. Qual-
ity, no longer quantity, was the fash-
fon of the board. The ox and calf flesh,
sheep and swine flesh appear as beef,
veal, mutton and pork; huge horns of
home-brewed ale give place to wines;
spiced and highly seasoned dishes first
appear. But at heart the Norman is
no more refined than the Saxon. Where
the Saxon is simple-minded, trust-
worthy and faithful, the Norman is
crafty, cunning and deceitful. His fair
words may sound sweeter, 'tis all.

Many and varied now are the dishes
at feasts. Our terrapin and canvas-
back duck had their prototype in the
crane, indispensable at all aristocratic
feasts, and in Becket's days, for King
Henry was a veritable gormand, we
find such dishes as ‘dillegrout,” “kar-
umpie” and *“maupigyrnun.”

Dillegrout required great skill on the
cock's part, for it was composed of al-
mond milk, the brawn of capons, sugar
and spices, chicken parboiled and chop-
ped and Is. often known as “le messe
de gryron.” If fat were added to it,
then it became ‘‘maupigyrnun.”

The tenant of the manor of Adding-
ton In Surrey held his lands in return
for a mess of dillegrout on the day of
the King's coronation,

The Norman Kings had learned to
appreciate the stewed lampreys of 1he
Severn, and the loyalty of Gloucester
was tested every year by the preparas-
tion of a huge lamprey pie for the sov=-
ereign.

So fond was Henry II. of this rich
dish that his gluttony overcame his
prudence, and his last illness and Jeath
resulted from the® same. John, too,
fined the citizens of Gloucester for not
sending him their usual tribute,  But
when lampreys cost 50 conts apiece,
and a whole shecp's carc s conld be
bought for the same sum, need we
wonder at the economical tendencies
displayed toward the worthless king?

BEEKEEPERS "IN CONVENTION

The seventeenth annual meeting of
the Ontario Bee-Keepers' Association
was held in the council chamber of: the
City Hall, Toronto, on the 8th, 9th
jand 10th inst, The first session was
opened at- 2 p. m. on Tucsday with
President R. F. Holterman of Brant-
ford in the chair. After the usual for-
walities of opening, Hon. Sidney Fish-
er, Dominion Minister of Agriculture,
was introducei and received with ap-
plause. During the courso of his ad-
dress, Mr. Fisher gave expression to
the pleasure it afforded him to be pre-
sent for a bricf space to listen to- the
proceedings” of the association, whose
interests were an important part ot the

gatherings l

agricultural interests of the country.
He regarded it the duty of the Gov-
ernment to encourage the higher pro-
cesses of agriculture.  Hehadiio plan to
advocate, but would wait the pleasure
of the Bee Keepers.

Taking advantage of Hon. Mr. Fish-
er’s willingness to assist them, a resc-
lution was passed suggesting  “That
experiments be conducted'in bee-keep
ing, with the object of cheapening the
cost of production and improving the
general quality of the honey put upon
the market,” and “recommending R. F.
Holtermun of Brantford to the position
of apinrist at the Dominion experi-
mental furm, Ottawa.”

At this staze of the meeting, M. B.
Holmes - moved, seconded by J. K.
Darling, a resolution expressing deep
regret at the great loss the #sso-
ciation hd sustainel by the death of
Allan Pringle of Selby, Ont,, a man
who had done much to advance the
interest of the bee-keepers of the pro-
vince, and extending hearifelt sympathy
and condolence to the bereaved widow
and family. The resolution was
carricd unanimously.

During the morning session Mr. S.
Macfarlane, Dominion Analyst, Otta-
wa, addressed the convention on" the
protection  of heney-producers ugainst
adulteration, which is being prac
tised by dealers in large towns and
citics. He suggested that samples of
su-picions goods be sent to the depart-
ment for analysis,

Mr. F. Hurison, bacteriologist at
the Guelph model farm, gave a most
elaborate report of experiments with
<he foul brood baccillus. “The professor
demonstrated very clearly that it was
upon the larve that the gerwination
takes place.

The Mayor of Toronto gave an ad-
dress of welcome, during which he took
occasion to say, that he was not a bee-
keeper, but he mdde it a point to al-
ways keep a good supply of honey in
his house and would advise its use gen-
erally, for, said he, “I have found that
a liberal use of this delicious article
has been very helpful to me; especi
ally about the time of the year when
votes are needed.”

IT WILL BE MORE WONDERFUL THAN
THE EIFFEL TOWER.

One of the Semsatiomal Featues of t
Parls World’s Fair of 1900—Some Par-

“A castle in the air,” is no longer a
mere saying. It is an accomplished
fact, or will be within three years.
Paris is preparing to electrify the
world during her great Exposition of
1900 with something far more wondenrful
than her Eiffel Tower of the past or
Chicago's Ferris Wheel of 1893, and
even more wonderful tham the great

sphere representing the earth, of which
s0 muvch has been written lately, and
so much has been written lately, and
which is also to be exhibited in Paris
in 1900.

The greatest feature of this greatest

exposition will be this aerial castle, |

the first of its kind in the world. It has
just been designed, and the manufac-
ture of some of the parts of this won-
derfu? building has already been be-
gun. A conception so unique and, from
an architectural standpoint, 80 dar-
ing, could mot have originated any-
where save in the fertile brain of a
Parisian architect. The accompanying
cut will illustrate this wonderful con-
struction better than a lengthy de-
scription. The architect is M. Hennl
Gaillard, of the Rue de Rivoll, a young
fello®r whose daring
startled the older and less original
‘members of his profession more than
any design which has been attempt-
ed in years. '

This air castle is new in every par-
ticular, in material as well as design.
Aluminum, the “youngest metal,” as it
has been aptly termed, will be the
chief metal used in the construction of
the castle itself, as well as in that of
the bands holding the balloon to the
earth. /

One of the
will he the balloon

extraordinary features
from which the

| aluminum ¢astle is to be suspended. It |
will be the largest in the world, having

a capacity of 150,000 gallons. It will be
inflated with hydrogen gas, which lat-
ter will be manufactured in a bullding
especially eonstructed for the purpose.

The bottom of the castle will be two
hundred and fifty feet from the earth,
and the top of the castle itself, which
is to be just thirty feet in height, two
hundred and eighty feet from the
ground. The balloon will float more
than one hundred feet above the alum-
inum castle.

The material
will be of
covered with catgut net.
um bands encircling the upper half
of the balloon, and connected with
other aluminum bands attached to the
earth below, will prevent its rising
above the desired height, while the
hydrogen with which it is to be in-
flated will prevent it from sinking be-
low that point. /

Everything in conhection with the
castle will he sclely-of aluminum, the
floors, the pariifion walls, the doors,
the furniture, window casings, bric-a-
brac, and, in short, everything in the
entire chateau, whether for use or or-
nament, will be of this new metal, and
especially designed and manufactured
for the occasion.

The ecastle will be used chiefly as a
pleasure resort, and will be divided
into several apartments for that pur-
pose. There will be a music hall, where
there will be singing dancing and
music, something after the plan of the
famous Champs Elysees. The concert
hall, however, will be only one fea-
ture of this unique air castle. The
feature that will doubtless attract
most attention will be the wonderful
bhieycle room, where only the newest
and most improved makes of bicycles
will_ be admitted in competition for
the 5000 frane prize to be awagded the
one that is judged most perfect in every
detail. In connection with the bicycle
exhibition will be a bicycle race track
of aluminum, as smooth as glass and
as glittering as silver. Here there will
be daily and nightly races by the most
expert professional bicyclists of the
world, for prizes of various kinds and
values, There will -be other races in
which only members of the most ex-
clusive circle of Parisian elegantes
will be allowed to take part. There
will be races between men and wo-
men, and other races in which women
only will compete with each other. A
prize of 2000 francs is to be ayarded the
designer of the most perfect bicycle
cogtume for women. The three points
to be taken into consideration being
originality, utility and beauty.

There will be an aluminum skating
rink for those addicted to the recently
revived® sport of roller skating. 1t is
expected that an international exhibi-
tion of plain and fancy roller skating
will be carried on here.

In addition to the features already
mentioned there will be a gymnasium,
where the gymnastic apparatus will
be almost entirely of aluminum. Here
several sets of prizes will he offered,
some for men, others for women, and
separate prizes for professionals and
amateurs.

There will be several restaurants
and cafes in this unique building,
which the French have aptly termed
the “Chateau en Ciel.”
