SAVED FORCE
IN DOBRUDJA
FROM CAPTURE

Russians Evacuated Rou-
manian Province With-
out Great Loss.

GXINS ELSEWHERE

Bulgar Field Post Annihil-
ated in a Surprise
Attack.

London Cable.——Except for a nar-
now strip of land projecting into the
Danube marshes toward the Mol-
davian town of Galatz, all of the Do-
brudja has been cleared by the Teu-
tonic allies of Russians and Rou-
manian troops. After the fall of
Matchin and Jijila the defenders be-
gan a retreat across the Danube to-
ward Braila, and, according to Ber-
lin, a force of Russian rearguards on
the peninsula projecting toward Gal-

atz comprices the only Entente troo 1]
now in Roumania betwecn the Danube
River and the Black Sea.

In Moldavia the Teutonic allies, de-
epite heavy snows, are continuing
their invasion of the country from
the south and west, although along
the front of Field Marshal von Maek-
ensen in the former region they are
meeting with stroug resistance at var-
fous points from the Russian and
Roumanian troops.

Petrozrad Official says: ‘"After ar-
tillery preparation our detachments
attacked heights southk of Botochu
Mountain. They broke through the
position of the enemy, who displayed
a stabborn resistance, and captured
600 prieoners, three cannon, 16 ma-
ekine guns, sowme mine throwers, and
trench mortars. Six persistent at-
tacks by the enemy on our trenehes
southeast of Brushurgasu, in the Ta-
troch valley, were repulsed with great
losses for the enemy. Two attacks
on ons of the heighte north-east of
Scenezo were beaten back by our fire,

“Along the entire front from Fok-
chani to the Danube there is infantry
firlng.”’

“In Dobrudja during the night a
Rulgarian field post was annihilated
by a surprise attack. In the morninsz
the enemy launched an attack in the
region of Malchin, but was beaten
back: Later in the day tlie enemy re-
‘sumed his aftacks and pressed back
our delachments, which began to
withdraw towards Braila. Enemy at-
tackes on the heights east of Vokorono,

15 versts east of Braila, werc re
pulged.”
' TOOK 1,000 PRISONERS.
Dobrudja has been cleared of Rus
slan and Roumanian definders, with

the exception of a Russian rcar-guard
whieh occupies a narrow strip of iand
leading towards Galatz, says the Ber-
lin War Office announcement to«ay.
About 1,000 prisoners and ten machine
guns were captured in the taking of
Matchin and Jijila. The official state
ment &ays:

“Front of Archduke Joseph: In the
wooded Carpathians Russian detach-
ments succeeded in gaining a footing
in a most advaneed positon north of
Meste-Canesci.  German and Austro-
Hungaria troops captured the north
of Oituz Road and both sides of So-
veia, in the Suchitra Valley, taking
several heights by hand-te hand fight-
fng, and maintaining them aguinst
strong hostile attacke.

TELTOXS THROWN BACK

Russians Launch Successful Of-
fensive Near the Sereth,

Enemy ldmits Reverse in This Dis-
trict, but in the Sushitza Valley
the Dourianian and Slav Forces
Are Still - Retiring  Before the
Steady ‘anee of the Vietorious
Invading Armigs,

Ad

LONDON, Jan. 8. — The Russian
Torces in Ceniral Roumania took the
offensive along a fifteen-mile front
south-west of the Sereth Saturday,
and threw the enemy back at sevoral
points The counter-attack, which

launched on a line running from
ishany south to Fundeni, midway
between Duzeu and Rimnik-Sarat,
succeeded in  piercing {he German
front near Obilechti, Berlin admits.
Substantial gains are claimed by
Petrograd, which states that I"alken-
hayn’s troops were driven back be-
yond the line of Raspitza Lake,
south-cast of Rimnik-Sarat. The Rus.
sians suffered Leavy losses, according
to Berlin,

Two other Russian atiacks along
the Moldavian froant were successful.
A surprise assault won trenches from
von Gerck’s troops in the Oituz Val-
ley, and the points northwest of Fok-
shany, near Kapatung, lost to the
Germans on Friday, were restored.

The Russo-Roumanian forces in
the Sushitza Valley are still retiring
before the enemy’s onslaughts. The
loss of ground in this sector was ad-
mitted by Petrograd Sunday night.
The Teutons captured by storm the
summit of Mount Adobesti, four

miles north-west of Fokshany, and a |
dominating height that will greatly |

assist von Gercy in his efforts to take
that town.

The southern bank of the
Sereth, for a stretch of some thirty
miles, is now held by the Teutonic
forces, according to the Overseas
News Agency, which also points out
that just one month has elapsed since
the capture of Bucharest and the be-
ginning of the drive for Braila and
the Sereth line. Braila, it is stated,
is expected to be used as a base for
the subsequent Teutonic operations
in this region.

The fall of Braila, Roumania’s
g8reatest storehouse of grain and oil,
seriously imperils Galatz, the strong-
€st Roumanion fortress, ten miles
farther north just at the bend of the
Danube. It threatens the defensive
line of the Sereth across the country
from the Danube to the Carpathians,
with Galatz, Namaloea, and Fok-
shany as chief fortified points of sup-
port.

The collapse of this
probability would close definitely
the Roumanian campaign, for it
would seem folly for the Prussians
to attempt a drive against Odessa or
Kieff, not to speak of Moscow, which
would extend their front hundreds
of miles, weaken their communica-
tions and invite disaster in case of
any great success by the Allles east
or west.

The Kaiser Talks.

AMSTERDAM, Jan. 8.—A Berlin
telegram says that the following
order of the German Emperor to the
army and navy has been officially
published:

“Conjointly with the allied (Cen-
tral powers) rulers I proposed to our
enemies to enter forthwith into peace
negotiations. Our enemies refused
my offer. Their hunger for power de-
sires German’s destruction. The war
will be continued. Before God and
humanity I declare that on the Gov-
ernments of our enemies alone falls
the heavy responsibility for all fur-
ther terrible sacrifices from which I
wished to save you.

“With justified Indignation at our
enemies’ arrogant crime, and with
determination to defend our holiest
possessions and secure for the Fa-
therland a happy future, you will be-
come as steel. Our encmies did not
want the understanding offered by
me. With God’s help our arms will
enforce it. (Signed) Wilhelm L.R.”

Governor
McGibbon and Constable Chapman
will take him back to Milton, where
other serious charges await him.
Fifiy dollars reward was offered for
his arrest.

Colonel Bruce Resigns,

LONDON, Jan. 8.—Colonel Bruce
has handed General Turner his re-
signation from the medical forces.
General Turrer suggested to Colonel
Bruce that there were many oppor-
tunities ton render good work if he
continued to serve, but we learn
these representations did not appeal
to Colonel Bruce who proposes to re-
turn to Canada forthwith,

COMMENTARY.—I. John the Bap-

‘ tist’'s testimony concerning himself
(vs. 19-28). 19. The record—The wit-
'mess or testimony. John—He is call-
ed John the Baptist because of his
mission es the forerunner of Jesus.
An important part of his work was to
preach repentance and to baptize. His
title, ¢the Baptist, distinguishes h!m
from the apostle John. He was th2
‘sor of Zacharias and Elizabeth, and a
relatbve of Jesus (Luke 1; 35, 36).
Sent priests and Levites from Jerusa-
lem—The report of the preaching of
John the Baptist had become wide-
spread, and vwhen it reached Jerusal-
em, the Jews, who constituted the re-
ligious authority in Palestine, were
aroused and curious to know whether
the Messiah had come. Priests, who
performed the religious rites about the
temple, and Levites, whose duties
there were secular, were sent out to
make Inquiry of John the Baptist and
report the findings of the Jewish lead-
ers. Who art thou—The records do
not show whether this delegation was
hostile to Jesus or was seeking hon-
estfy for the truth. The preaching of
John the Baptist was in severe denun-
clation of the sins of the Ieaders of
the Jews, and it is not unlikely that
those who asked him,“Who art thou?”
were grepared to bring him to account
before the Sanhedrin if they could
make out a case against him. His
answer, however, gave them no basis
for an accusation. 20-22. Iie told
them frankly and positively that he
was ol the Messiah. He had no dis-
positian to pass himself off for what
he wag not in reality. Pursuing their
investigation turther they asked hlr{l
if e was Elijah or “that prophet”
who was foretold in Deut. 18;15, and
he answered in the negative. Hav-
ing ascertained mnothing from their
questioning thus far, they asked him
plainly who he was. They must have
been struck with his rugged, manly
and, fearless bearing. He was a child
of ¢k wilderness, clad in coarse gar-
menty and feeding upon the simple
foof that the desert afforded. He

wa$ bold, from a consciousness that he '

was fulfilling the mission to which
God Gad called him.

23, & am the voice. ....- in the wil-
dernees—John the Baptist was not in
doubt, as to bis mission. Ilis convie-
tiont swas clear, and he had tha neces-
gary €aith and coarage to do the work
assigned fiim and to give a ciear and
definite auswer to his guestioners. He
callgd himselt the “voice” because he
was bearing a divinely-inspired mes-
sagd o the world. He was fulfilling
the grophecy uttered hundreds of
years before (Usa.

1~ hadl strong indi-
viduality and transparent honesty, Hig
ministry was such as to deserve and
demand inquiry. o partook as much
of the majesty of thLe oming King,
that it was natural to suspoect {hat he
might be the King himeelf.

man’s nature Christ so0 covered his
glory with the veil of His flesh that
He could not be known from other
men without divine revelation and
evidences from God. John referred to
divine inspiration as the source of his
knowledge. John's sermon was effec-
tual for eoul winning. He was sum-
moning men in God’s name to a high-
er life of righteousness and faith. He
bade men get ready for Christ’s com-
ing and for the work of grace which
He was to accomplish. To behold the
Lamb of God, embraced the transfer
ence of the trust and effections of the
whole heart to the object on which it
looked, a look which drew after It
the entire desire of the soul. The her-
ald and forerunner of Christ perfeet-
ly comprehended his own relatiom to
his Master and felt it a dignity to oe-
cupy a position of inferiority in res-
pect to Him, Christ was to be offered
as the world’s sacrifice that all might
be saved.—T.R.A.

BERRY PATCH IN FALL AND
WINTER.

In regard to adaptation to eolls,
blackberries and raspberries are near-
ly os cosmopolitan as strawberries.
But the best results with daspberries
are obtained in deep, moderately
sandy loams, or clay loams contailping
an abundance of humus; blackbarries
are often at their best when the soil
is slightly heavier. The soil should not
be too wet, as this condition e apt to
Increase the amount of winter injury.

There is no particular brand of fer-
tilizer best adapted to either raspber-
ries or blackberries, under all condi-
tions, The kind of plant food needed
must be governed by the kind already
in the soil, and also on the physical
condition of the soil. In some soils
there is a lack of nitrogen; in others
a lack of potash, or phosphoric acid;
and ‘in many there is a deficlency in
humus, which not only supplies plant
food. but i a great help in holding
moisture. For supplying humus, stable
manure and cover crobs are available.
In making applicatiors of nitrogen-
ous fertilizers care must be used, or
the resulting growth will mnot
mature, and cause eevere winter in-
humus, it would appear desirable in
some cases to avold the use of stable
manure. and use instead commercial
fertilizers. Where needed, wood ashes.
muriate of potash, acid phosphate,
etc., are valuable. The best way to as-
certain what is needed, and the am-
ount, is to leave check rows for couwn-
parison.

PREPARATION OF LAND,

Unllke etrawberries, raspberries and
blackberries occupy the soil for a
number of years, It is therefore im-
portant that the preparation be very
thorough. Where the land is too wet.
it should be underdrained. 1f for one
or two years preceding hoea crops

have been uscd, there viili be tewer
weeds to fight. The land should be
well plowed and thezroughly fitted  to

recejve the vlants.

Plant mainly only those kinde that
appear to succeed In the immediate lo-
cality, testing newer cacs in a small
way., The varicties best suited for one
set of conditions may be failuree else-
where.

Red raspberries are usually propz-
gated by transplanting the numerovs
suckers which come up frecly around
the original hills. Black raspberries
are increaced by rooting the Yips of
the nearly mature canes in late Aug-
ust or ecarly Septembre. The cnds of
the canes are covered lightly  with
earthi. and by late fall a large mass of
of {ibrous roots will be formed with a
well developed erown, Varieties of
purple raspberrics are hybrids, pro-
Guced by crossing red and black rasp-
berrics, and scme of thein may be pro-
pagated eithier by using suckers or by
rooting tue tins of tie canes Black-
berries do nut sucker us freely as the
vedraspberries. These suckers have
but few fibrous roots, and as a ru'e
do not make such good planie as those
starecd from cuttings of the black-
berry roots.

The roots mav be dug in the fali,
cut into two or three-inch lengths,
stratified over winter and sown in
nursery rows fn the spring, ana moest
excellent plants are usually  secured
after a season’s growtl;. Only strong,
healthy plants should be selected. and
it js frequently an advantage to sel-
ect these from a young piantatiom ra-
ther than from an old bed of plants,
which may have deteriorated in vig-
or and may be infested withh various
inscets and discases.

Dlackberries and

red raepberries

may be set either in the 1ull or in
the early suring. When sct in late
October or early November, the

rows should be plowesd up, too, making
a back furrow alongz cach row of
plante, which will afford a great pro-
tection agzainst winter injury. The
earth suould be remoyved irom the
hills os scon as the ground is in work-
ing order in early epringz. Sueh, plants,
as a rule, begin growth earlicer than
those sct in the spring. They should

be set as deep, or slightly deeper,
than they where in the eriginal bede.
Black raspberry plants, and the

purple kind rcotz from the cane tips.
should He set in the spring instead of
the fail, not covering the crown too
deeply, and epreading the roots in a
circle about the centre of the crown.
It is an advantage to set the planta
in the bottem ol a shallow furrow. fil-
ling in as the prants aevejop. Under
these  conditions  they withstand
drought better, and the cane are not
50 easily blown over by the wind.
The distance apart of rows and of
plants depends on the system of cul-
tivation, the varieties, the natural
richness of the ground and the loca-
tion. In general, the plants should
not be crowded. Red razoherrics :}my
be set’closer than black raspberries,
and blackberries eiiould be et the/far-
thest apart. These distances may” vary
from 3 by 6 feet to 4 by 8 fezr, depend-
ing on conditions.

During the first two years it is net
always necessary to give the land
solely to the berry plants. Potatoes,
cabbages, strawberries, etc., ars often
grown with advantage between the
rows so that a considerable income
from this source may be obtalned be-
fcre the berry plants fully occupy the
ground.

Summer pruning is not generally
practieed with red raspberries, bm

may often be done with advantage to
blask raspberries and blackberries. It

v £0ll8 it mmay some- .
drable in some ceasons mf

consists in pinching or cutting off the
tender ends or tips of the new shoots

4§t a height that may vary from 18

inches to 24 or even 30, the blackber-
ries usually being pinched somewhat
lower than the black raspberries. The
result, of this pruning is the forma-
tion of rather low, stocky plants, with
numerous lateral branches which will
not require a trellis. As the young
plants do not all develop at the same
time it is necessary to go over the
plantation several times in order to
pinch the growth at the proper height.

The canes growing one summer,
bear fruit the next season and then
die, while new canes develop each year
for the succeeding year’s crop. Fre-
quently the canes which have fruited
are allowed to remain until the follow-
inz spring before removal, but better
results are ueually secured by cutting
them out and burning as soon as the
berry crop is harvested. By this me-
thod the insects and fungus diseases
frequently fnfesting these canes may
be destroyed and the young canes
have more room to develop. Each
spring the plants should be gone over,
cutting off the weak ends of the canes
and thinning out some of the smaller
ones where the growth is too dense.
From three to five canes per hill are
usually preferable to a larzer number.

FARM NEWS AND VIEWS.

Brood sows as often suffer from
over-feeding as from under-feeding.
An abundance of fat is the worst ene-
my of the litter. Sows that are to
raise pigs should be taken away from
the rest of the hogs and be fed a dif-
ferent ration. These excellent rations
are: (1). Ome part high-grade tan-
kage, 12 parts corn; (2). skim-milk or
buttermilk and eorn; using three parts
of the milk te one part corn, (3),
wheat and shorts. Whichever one of
these rations i: used, a rack contain-
ing alfalfa should be so placed that
the sows have free aceess to hay at all
times.  In addition, the sow should
be supplied with minerals. It is a
good plan to dump the wood and coal
ashes in the lot where the sows run.
A mixture composed of a basket of
charcoal or fine coal, 5 pounds of sali,
5 pounds of air-slaked lime, and 2
pounds of sulphur will give good re
turns,; if kept easily availuble.

Some dairies of 20 cows will often
proeduce as much milk as others of 4¢
cowe.

RIGHT MUST TRIUMPH.

If justice comes to wreck, said the
philosopher Kant, human life - will
have no worth. This statement bears
intrinsic evidence of truth and the
mina accepts it as such. A state of
society in which injustice permanently
prevailed would be intolerable. It
would be no privilege to live therein,
and life would have no value.

Surveying the past with such knowl-
edge of it as we have, we find no
epoch in which injustice did not exist.
We find no time when the selfish-
uness of power and the passions and
malevolence of man did not make
many lives as miserable as heartless
{innumanity could make them. Nor
is there an era known in history, when
subjugated peoples somewhere in the
world were not oppressed. We can
never be sure, however, how much the
diseipline of servitude profited a par-
ticular people. The lsraelites, to take
the most familiar instance, learned all
that Egyptian civilization had to teach
In much less time than their oppres-
sors learned it. And is it not appar-
ent that our negroes have been civ-
flized much more quickly than if
slavery had not brought them here?
As for individual suffering, there is
uever in any age a lack of that, and
rthere are as many cases to-day as
ever of what seems upon the surface
of it to be injustice. Neither inno-
cence of evil-doing nor excellence of
intentlons can  guarantee anybody
happiness or freedom from. disease or
length of days. Yet we know so lit-
tle about the evolutionary process and
see only so small a segment of life
that we are not warranted in condemn-
ing the creative plan. We must as-
sume, although we do not understand
it fully, that it is just to the last de-
gree,

Surveying the world and contracting
our own times with former times is it
not manifest that injustice and cruelty
on a great scale, to subject peoples,
races, states, Is steadily lessening? Is
it not now the exception to the rule
that weaker peoples are exploited and
oppressed? Turkey is barbarous; and
no zlien race as far as known is re-
conciled to German rule. But general-
ly speaking, civilized nations treat
their dependencies kindly, justly, as
we have treated our Filipinos, improve
their conditions. and win their loyalty
as both England and Russia have won

Justice is not ccming to wreck upon
our planet. Human history shows a
great and steady gain, an upward trend
and has persisted through the ages.
