It is a well established 
fact that had Nova Scotia not entered 
the confederation and received such 
ample assistance from the Federal Gov­
ernment in the shape of subsidies, such 
gratifying increase in our railways could 
not now be chronicled. May this boom 
in railway building continue, opening up 
in all cases valuable country ; and tha* 
those counties in Nova Scotia which 
have not as yet succeeded in procuring 
rai'way communication may do so in 
the near future is our earnest desire.

Our Railways. 29DATSThe Acadian. 29 IIIn India, and all the other principal 
British colonies except the Dominion of 
Canada, the railways have been largely, 
and in some cases entirely, built by the 
Government with public money ; and 
large portions of the public debt have 
been incurred for that purpose. But in 
this country the Government has only 
built such roads as were required by 
public policy, notably the Intercolonial 
and Prince Edward Island railways,— 
the first being built in accordance with 
the w ishes of the Imperial Government 
and the second to fulfil the pledges made 
with the “tight little Island” when that 
Province entered confederation. The 
Dominion Government, however, has al­
ways been active in encouraging private 
railway enterprises and in this way has 
expended no less a sum than $132,155,' 
546, or at the rate of $10,405 per mile 
of the roads already completed. The 
several Provinces have also given liberal 
assistance in building 1 ai1 ways, Nova 
Scotia having up to the fiscal year of 18S® 
contributed $1,678,637, besides $250,000 
contributed by the municipalities in the 
shape of ways, bonuses, Ac.

The total mileage in operation in the 
Dominion up to June 30th, 1888, was 
12,162, and the total miles of railway 
completed up to the same time was 
12,701. With the boom that our rr'l ways 
has since received these figures will be 
largely increased in the very near future. 
Nova Beotia as well all the other Prov­
inces has received its full share of the 
activity evinced in railways now under 
construction and about being begun. 
King’s county, too, lias its rt'lway under 
construction. Not a long one by a iy 
means but no doubt one that when 
completed will be an rssMance to the 
township of Cornwall» which w '! derive 
all the benefit in having railway 
municaton with the rest of the continent- 
Whether this road will ever pay 
nut now lie determined, hut .1 the 
promoters arc all live business men they 
wi'l probably be able to place it at 
upon a paying basis. Our repriten­
tative, Dr Borden, is not the man who 
will go into any undertaking unie he 
sees l - way clear in making it a pa)ing 
venture. We a'l hope his expectations 
in the Cornwallis Va'by Railway w 'l be 
folly realized.

The adjoining county of Annapolis
also enjoying her share of the booini 

and her energetic 1 «présentâtive, J. II. 
Mills, Esq., may ju tly feel proud of the 
share he has taken in securing aid from 
the Dominion Government in making an 
early completion of the N. H. Central 
Railway from Middleton to Bridge wafer. 
I his is expected to he completed and 
ready for passenger trains the coming 
autumn. Active operations 
being carried on on the road, the com­
pany now having three locomotive*, 
and track-laying, bridge building and 
ballasting going on a'l along the line.

railway system implies that thin slate of 
things has thus been brought about. 
In 1836 what i* now Canada bad just 
16 miles of railway. In 1850 the 
mileage bad been increased to 71. In 
1867 we bad 2,258, the countiy 
having been ujiencd up with railway* 
for 31 year* at the rate of 72 miles 
per year. In 1888 wc had over 13,000 
miles, or in the vicinity of 400 miles per 
year. In 1867, when the Provinces 
were united under confederation, the 
Maritime Provinces had some fragments 
of railway, amounting in oil to about 
200 miles. In 1888 we bad over 1500 
miles, our own Province having nt the 
present time nearly 900 miles of road 
completed or nearing completion,-—not 
taking into conrideration other important 
railway venture* that are now agitating
