(Dr.'j. G. Shearer. Social Service '
Council of Canada.)

A kind hearted gentleman, conceived 
the i dea that a Home should be establish­
ed for blind babies or . children. His 
kinaness was Ciristlike. His method 
was unscientific. It is not enough to 
have Christian or humanitarian sym­
pathies.
