THE FUTURE OF ST. JOHN.

THE opposition newspapers pub-
lished in St. John have been direc-
ting the attention of the provincial
public to the lamentable decline in
the trade of the Commercial Capital
of New Brunswick for a number of
weary months, and charging the
decrease in the volume of the city’s
trade to the policy adopted by the
Government of the Dominion. To
really thinking people their utter-
terances are as meaningless as the
hoarse croaking of the ill-omened
raven who from the withered
branch of a decaying tree startles
the slip-shod peasant as he trun-
dles homeward after his cattle to
their nightly fold.

We say that these utterances con-
vey but little meaning to thinking
people, since the latter class well
know that a small reduction no
more than a small increase of the
duties on certain articles depresses
the vigorous business of a well-to-
do City or State. In proof of this
we may instance the United States
with its Home Policy. When the
warended such taxation as the
nation had never known before be-
gan. Though many since have de-
cried that policy like the many who
decry a similar policy -in Canada
the nation approved ofit, and has
continued it since. But with that
policy, America to-day is the most
flourishing country in the world,
and never was in as hopeful a
condition as now. It is the gene-
ral plan to assign causes forevery
effect, and with none is it more
common than the newspaper edi-
tor.. In St. John every calamity
not understood is traced ip to the
N. P. Every man who leaves the
country was driven out by the
N. P. Every business failure is in
consequence Of that hateful policy;
but we must admire the generous
and fair treatment of the Zelegraph
in this regard in dealing with the
potato bug. In fact no grit news-
paper that we have seen, seems to
connect the beetle in the remotest

degree with the National Policy.|.

We have some ideas derived from
observation and past history, and
dwelt upon in the clear and beau-
teous air of Frederiction, on  the
causes which have helped to bring
St John to what she is to-day.
We may if it be npt too presumptu-
ous cite two or three of these
causes.

As the first we may mention the
substitution of iron for wood in the
construction of vessels, thereby
reducing the demand forand value
of wooden vessels.

Not many years since hundreds
of thousands of tons of superior
white pine timber was borne past
our city downwards to the harbour
of St John, there to be Joaded for
the British and other foreign mar-
kets. The supplies for the pro-
curing and manufacturing of this
timber were taken from St John
to the head of the river, to the
profit of the =t John supplier.
Add to this when the said timber
reached St John, it had to be taken
into the ponds, where it was re-
hewed and surveyed, then towed
through the falls. In all this there
was money for St John, but that

source of profit has gone like
Noah’s crow, never to return.

At one time large quantities of
spruce logs were to be had by a
short haul into the. streams of
York and Carleton. The cost of
hauling was small, and then. there
was no stumpage. The parties em-
ployed were supplied by the St
John storekeepers, but that day too
is past. What few spruce logs re-
main in York and Carleton on the
St John River are in the hands of
the New Brnnswick Railway Com-
pany; while the same is true of the
birch timber which used to be
taken down the St. John long ago
in such large quantities.

Yes! St John has lo# all this
business— the logs which descend
the river are now cut either onthe
Aroostook, in Maine, or on the
Upper St John. Very little of the
supplies to carry on the operations
are procured in St John, but are
got insteadin Maine or in Quebec.
Then we may mention that nearly
all of the best timber lands on the
St John River are in the hands of
Bangor capitalists, and they will
not allow the wood to be cut from
them without a very handsome
stumpage; so that all that St John
can expect to derive from the manu-
facture of the timber from these
limits is the actual money spent in
sawing in St John, and even this
business will naturally pass into the
hands of the American citizens re-
siding in that city. Indeed all
the late purchases of Mills there
have been made by citizens of the
United States.

Last but not least comes the fire,
which annihilated the energy and
savings of generations. But with-

'out the fire at all St. John never

could be what she has been ; so long
as the veins and arteries of her life
and energy as we have above point-
ed out, have been so largely cut off.

Every place has its day, as the
old proverb says, and now York
and Charlotte will divide between
them what once was the heritage
of Saint John. Passamaquoddy
Bay and the harbours of Charlotte
when the contemplated railroad
change is effected will be the win-
ter harbours of the Dominion,while
the City of Fredericton will be the
port by which hundreds of summer
visitors and large quantities of sum-
mer freight will be conveyed in
fast steamers to their places of des-
tination. St. John has lost the
trade of the up-river counties al-
most altogether: the completion will
of the New Brunswick Railway to
the St. Lawrence will take away
the little remaining ; and thus the
city which so long wore the palmwill
have to devote itself to some other
industry than that of the lumber
business, nearly all the profits of
which, as we have already said,
have passed away from it forever.
A new business must be created;
a new future sought by that city
before she can ever expect to at-
tain the position which she once
occupied. What these should be
and where they are to be sought
for would be a much more useful
subject to occupy the attention of
the city daily and weekly journals
than long diatribes on Dominion
politics, which afford neither in-
formation nor instruction to the
public and which one moment
glanced at are the next thrust
into the waste basket, there to

remain until applied to their only”

useful end, that of lighting the
morning’s fire.

Our readers will be able to infer
from the above that a great change
has taken place across the river.
General Warner, and Mr.Robinson,
Thos. R. Jones and others will be
happy. The N. B. R. R. is not to
be much longer a cul de sac, but
having the same guage as the In-
tercolonial, will soon touch the
banks of the St. Lawrence. New
blood by which we mean new indi-
viduals and more money has been
infused into the old company, aud
vigorous lumbering and settlement
schemes may be looked forward to.
We may say Mr. Alex. Gibson with-
out whom a road never would have
been built along the St. John, will
retain the management of affairs,
as well as a very large interest in
the business. A great deal more
might be said, but we leave it till
other issues.

MODERN THEATRICALS.

Theatricals, like a good many
other things, are runing to seed.
In olden times,say when Beaumont
and Fletcher, and Ben Jonson, and
Shakespeare wrote, theatricals had
a meaning. Some popular feeling
was dressed out in a garb of be-
coming ridicule, some vjce was
painted in all its hideousness and
personified by the actor. Or vir-
tue always a bright jewel was
woven into form and imbreathed
with life by the poet—and the
actor showed it to the people.
When Shakespeare wrote the Mer-
chant of Venice, Friendship and
Avarice he painted in undying

colors; or when he gives us Hamlet | P

he personates Hesitation — this
never striking the iron when ’tis
hot. But now-a-days one must be
either a philosopher ora fool to see
head or tail to the trash they put
upon the boards. Last night, for
example, we were treated to East
Lynne in the City Hall, a play that
has infatuated American low tastes
and delighted the groundlings even
in London. Look at what an abor-

tion of a play itis: A young gen-
tleman comes in and marries a
lady Isabella. Both love each
other deeply and truly, but the
husband suddenly finds himself i
charitable work. He is scre‘emﬁ
an injured man from the wrath of
mistaken justice. To do this he
meets a young lady alone, and al-
ways under such circumstances as
could not but make any woman
madly jealous. The seducer, Sir
Charles Levison seizes his oppor-
tunity. He says, Lady Isabella
your husband is false, I will prove
it. She says, Begone ! would you
breathe aught against him. Black
heacted villain! Again she has
what seems good proofs of her hus-
band’s  faithlessness—she comes
upon him as he walks away with a
woman whom now she hates. She
asks him for an explanation, but
like Czesar in the play there were
things which even his wife should
not know. She then doubts him,
but loves him passionately. Again
the temptor comes and says, I will
prove his perfidy. Give me the
proof she cries, and I shall fly his
house. The proof is a silent grove
and a meeting between her hus-
band and the other woman—the
sister of the hunted man—alone.
She is maddened and she elopes.
But her heart stays with her hus-
band and her children. When she
comes back her husband has mar-
ried another, her children does’nt
know her, and she dies broken
hearted. The play is an abortion,
and the dunderhead who wrote it
should be horsewhipped. The stage
trash of the present, is simply dis-
gusting.

ANOTHER SHOCKING ACCI-
DENT.
THE followi;g telegram came
last night from College Point, Long
Island : :

The steamer ¢‘Seawanhaks,” ruan-
ning between New York and Roslyn-
dale, and touching at various interme-
diate points, generally carrying a large
number of passengers, which left New
York at 5 o’clock, was burned-to the
waters edge, off College Point, at 5
o'clock this afternoon. The O. 8. 8.
Co. saved a majority of the passengers,
although about 40 were lost.

Later aceounts say there were
about 500 persons on board, and
that of this number no fewer than
50 could have perished. Those
drowned, jumped overboard in the
panic and sank before aid could
reach them. The papers tell of
Pilot Charles Smith remaining at
his post till burnt to death: equal
in valor to Jim Bludso whose
“ghost went up alone in the smoke
offthe Prairie Belle.” Among the
passengers on board the unlucky
boat, was Chas. Dana, the world-
known writer of the New York
Sun.

i In close proximity to the Station of
' the North Shore Railroad, I noticed an
{insignificant building of yellow brick
‘crowned by a turnip-shaped cupola
having a diameter of from twenty-five
ito lhirty feet, the whole thing sur-
[mountex by a dingy-looking wooden
bgll, in the centre ot which stuck a
great rusty iron spike, the whole affair
‘& disgrace te the city of Quebec. This
i building called Saint Paul’s Market,
;was without the walls; the others of
. which I have spoken were within them.
' Having been pleased with the ap-
! pearance of the old Church and Uni-
versity, I determined to visit 1h§m,
ot
‘having a friend at hand to gunide me, I
ichoose one irom among the carriage
'drivers who stand about the St. Louis
' Hotel, and following him as implicitly
a8 once the great Florentine did the
! Mantuan bard. We entered the doors
jof the venerable Basilica of Quebec.
{ The front of this building darkened by
i the lapse of passing years, was of the
! same style of architecture as that of the
.old churches of South America. Im-
mediately inside the door was a box
with the inscription, ‘pour les pauvres’:
into this I dropped a small sum.
Around;the walls of the church were a
number of paintings, which there is on
my part neither time nor ability to
describe. Over the high altar stood
the Crown of France, of large propor-
tions and richly gilt, as in the daye of
old, and everything in the old building,
with few exceptions, was probably the
‘same a8 when Montcalm made his last
public prayer before fighting his last
battle. From the Basilica we went to
the Seminary of Quebec. We were
here met by a porter who allowed us
.to enter the chapel of the institution,
~which was also surrounded by paint-
lings, many, I presume, copies from
great masters. In one part of this lit-
- tle church there was a shrine in which
a wax figure about life size lay in a
' coffin which had 'a glass plate in the
. side; before this a yonng woman was
| kneeling in an attitude of devotion, un-
'heeding the strangers who passed back
land forth. I asked my guide who the
| wax figurere presented: he did net ap-
[ pear to know, but thought it might be
| St. Joseph. From the style of dress I
iwould rather believe it to have been
{ St. George without his coat of mail and
j arms.
' We were in too’ great a hurry to see
! Laval to allow our spending more time
here, so following my pilot, we entered
Laval, where a polite porter met and
.accompanied us over the building,
The first thing which strikes one on
'entering Laval is its scrupulous
‘neatness. The first room which we
shown into was one devoted
to painting. Almost the first thing
,which struck my eye was the
. title page of a book as follows:
i “Iustitutio Christian®e  Religiones
Johanne Calvino Anuctore.” Beneath
this was painted a copy of
steel engraving of the portrait of the
stern Genevan reformer. I asked the
porter why this was there, but he could
give me no imformation. Each paint-
ing was numbered, but there was no
catalogue. I will therefore say nothing
; of those which surrounded the walls of
! this room with the exception of a little
.group which recalled to mind the
former possessions of Quebec. These
were the following original portraits:
'one of Lounis XV, and one of Louis
{ Dauphin Pere de Louis XVI, both by
| Quentin de Latour. There were also
iby F.*Boucher portraits of ‘Marie
Leczinska Mere du Dauphin,”’—¢‘Marie
Josephe de Saxe Mere de Louis XVI,”
—¢“Madame Victorie fille de Louis
' XV,”—¢“Madame . Adelaide fille de
{ Louis XV,” and Madame Louise (Car-
i melite) fille de Lounis XV. These were
all beautiful portraits of beautiful
women, but the gentle face of the fair
Carmelite attracted me more than that
of any of the others. From the gallery
of paintings we entered a room whose
walls were smrrounded by large glass
cases which contained various philoso-
phical and chemical apparatus arranged
in the neatest manner. In another
room were minerals and fossils and a
beautiful collection of the woods of the
country. -In another was the Natural
history collection where venemous ser-
pents beautitully mounted were attach-
ed to the walls inside of glass cases;
beneath these sharks and other fishes
were shown on shelves. There was
also a large collection of birds, the
whole arranged with the most perfect
neatness.

After viewing as many curious ob-
jects as time permitted, among others
I examined an Arquebuss in excellent
preservation. This had been found at
Chicoutimi under three feet of earth.
We proceeded to the library.- where
60,000 volumes surrounded the walls;
some of these were of great value aud
antiquity. We were here shown the
¢“ Heures de Marie Stuart,” an illumin-
ated work which was kept under a
glass cover.

On descending from the library the
porter took us into the reception room
bung with portraits of various illustri-
ous persons, some of whom were con.
nected with the institution. Among
these we noticed one of the celebrated
Abbe tFerland of whom Quebec is so
justly proud. Asthe shadows of evening
were drawing on apace,l bade my guide
adieu and bettook me to_ the Mountain
Hill House where any one desirous of
visiting Quebec will find accommoda-
tion at reasonable rates and where he
will be politely and. kindly received by
Dion & Co., who will spare no pains
to render his stay agreeable.

Mr. “Pete” McFarlane, of the firm
of McFarlane, Thompson & Anderson,
left this week for his annual trip
through the Maritime Provinces. The
firm supplies Horse Rakes, Cultivators,
Mowing Machines, &c.,’of the very best
description. A STAR reporter called
into the establishment a day or two
ago, and asked how the tariff operates
against the business, it at all.

The proprietors said. ¢ We are least
troubled with the tariff; but Canadian
concerns bring down their inferior
wares and sell thema on the ‘‘long
credit ’’ system all through the country
We work on a cash basis, now and
again accepting approved credit. By
the N. P. as they call it, we pay 30 per
cent. on steel teeth, and certgin woods
used in our business, and the Americans
manufacturer pays 25 per cent. on his
whole wares to get them in.”

In other words our manufacturers
pay 30 per cent. on say ten per cent. of
the material they use, which would be
something like a duty of 3 per cent.
‘When home industries are established
no doubt the home manufacturer as
well as others will have to contribute
to the revenue from his business. But
we endorse what the above “firm” say
about the shoddy goods supplied by
other firms, and how the ¢‘‘cheap
Johns” selling them ruin the trade. We
all remember when a certain Jew open-
ed a boot and shoe store up town. He
undersold all others in the trade, till
like Sampson he brought distruction
on himself and ruin (nigh) on his ene-
mies. So, too, with some of the
‘‘cheap Johns” 1'e¥reseming Canadian
concerns here. hey go out and un-
dersell respectable manufacturers and
fill the country with the paper of the
poor farmer who is delighted at two
ﬁears to pay for hi§ mowing machine.
