Paris, Sept. 24—Despite all efforts
o.L the part of the Germans to lift
the pressure op their right wing, the
Allies’ turning movement continues.
Official information received at mil
tery headquarters today emphasizeld
this fact. The British and French
columns continue to force the Ger-
mans backward all along the line oc-
cupied by Gen. Von Kluck.

Reports received this morning stat-
ed without qualification that the Ger-
man right had been turned and that
the AMies were assaulting in force in
ap effort to divide the army and cut
ofl its move southerly.

K London, Sept. 24—Nine miles of
trenches filled with unburied dead
were the fruits of yesterday's fight-
ing by the British troops, now mak-
ing up the Allies’ left wing.

They were taken, according to re-
ports received from several sources,
unofficially but well authenticated, by
the successful turning movement b:
tween the district just south of St
Quentin and Peronne.

For hours before the British charg-
ec the line the artillery shelled the
German positions. The range was
deadly. From aeroplanes that flew
low, defying the skill of the German
bullets, the range was given and the
shells burst like deadly hail directly
over the top of the great line of par-
allel trenches jammed with German
troops waiting for orders to charge
the British line, Twice they essayel
to> do so, but the British fire was so
accurate, so deadly, that all finally
had to crawl back to the shelter of
the earthworks.

When the British finally charged
there was hardly a single unwound-
ed German left in the lines. Thou-

san(;s were dead. The wounded and
the dead were so mixed that it was
hard to rescue those who yet had a
cbance to recover, but the movement
had been accomplished with

point and the position marks the first
real ground gained against the enemy.

From these trenches it will be pos-
s.kle to check any further attempt to
push southwest and it gives the Brit-
ieh a strategic position on the hills

‘CRUIBER CARMANIA SINKS
| GERMAN STEAMER

Montevideo, Urugay, Sept. 24—De-
tails of the sinking of the German
steamer Cap Trafalgar by the British

of the British vessel which arrived
here today.

The battle took place at a point

Loundou, Sept. 23—The  London
Mail's war correspondent states that
he hears that two trains of badly
needed German reinforcements were
blown up between Peronne and St.

On Way to Europe

Summary of Events from Seat of War

Events of Interest in the Great European War as Recorded Day by Day

Transports Heavily Armed and Convoyed by Preparing For One

Fleet of Battleships, Cruisers and
Destroyers.

Valeartier Camp, Sept. 24—The major part of Canada’s con-
tingent for service in Europe is already on its way to the front, in
transports heavily armed and guarded by British men of war, in suf-
ficient force tp prevent any attack by German cruisers. A fleet of
war vessels, consisting of battleships. ernisers and destroyers, had
been gathered at Quebee by Admiral Weymiss and other war ships
collected at convenient points. More than a week ago the transports
at Quebec commenced taking on war stores, and since then there has
been a steady flow in the direction of Quebee from the camp.

As the transports were loaded they steamed seawards and the
convoying war vessels picked them up, forming a sufficiently strong
protective foree for the various groups. All the transports carry
heavy guns. A large proportion of the infantry and all the artillery,
with much of the equipment, have already departed. The departure
of the remainder will quickly follow.

London, Sept. 24—The official press bureau tonight issued a re
port from Field Marshall Sir John French's headquarters, supple-
menting the despatch of September 22 on the British operations in
France. The text follows:

“The enemy is still maintaining himself along the whole front
and in order to do so is throwing into the fight detachments compos-
ed of units from very different formations the active army, re
serve and landwehr, as is shown by the uniforms of the prisoners re-
<ently captured.

Montreal. Sept. 24—3.30 p. m.—Despatches received today indi
cate that some decisive result of the nine days’ battle on the Ainse
may be expected very shortly. While the Germans are still in a
strong position, they are being gradually driven back for good. They
have recently made a series of night attacks, but in all cases they
have failed to break the Allies’ lines.

Von Kluck’s army has been strongly reinforced, but notwith
-tanding this, the British turning movement continues. This is nec-
essarily slow, but if it can be accomplished it will cut Kluck off from
all support. He must either retreat precipitously or be cut up.

Conditions of the Kaiser's army now is such that he cannot
stand any more losses than he is obliged to. His front ranks are now
being filled up with second class reserves.

Montreal,, Sept. 24—3.30 p. m.—Austria has completed the
task of filling up the gaps made in her army, and is now said to be in
a better position than since the beginning of war. She is, however,
confronted by the main Russian army. which has been heavily rein-
forced from home centres. The morals of the Austrian army are
bad, however. The appalling losses it has suffered have had a most de-
moralizing effect on survivors.

“To the south of Przemysl the Rus-
sian operations are now being iirect-
ed with a view to the capture of
Khyruv, a junction station 20 miles
south of Przemysl, which will com-
pletely cut off the Autrian's last Ga-
lician fortress from railway communi-
cation in any direction, and give the
Russians command of all th. routes
toward Cracow, and the lines passing
into Hungary.

“The position now held indicates
the rolling up of the Austrian forces
right up to Cracow. It is believed here
pow that the investment of Przemysl
has been practically completed, and
that another week at least will bring
news of the final crushing of Austro-
German forces.”

Petrograd, Sept. 24—While skir-
mishing in force is now in progress in
Galicia along the line of the Austrian
position, which holds the fortified
lines from Przemysl to Peeszow and
Dynow, and extends across Galicia to
the great fortress of Cracow, it will
ba two or three days before the fight-
ing will assume the proportion of a
general battle. Austria is now fight-
ing along lines commanded by rail-
roads and has rushed her second line
to the front. It is made up of the
Landwehr, the Honvedseg and the
Ersaez, the latter being used to fill up
the gaps in the first line.

As a result she now presents a
much stronger front than at any time
since the beginning of the war, but
against her line there is now boing
moved into position the main Russian
army, greatly augmented by ‘the
troops that have been brought for-
ward from the interior mobilization
centres. The situation as described
by the War Office is excellent from
the Russian standpoint. While Ger-
man forces have been moved to sup-
port the Austriams, the morale of the
entire Austrian ferces has been .liat-
tered by their teryible losses. In ad-
dition the Austrian field surgeons are
compelled to figit disease that has
broken out in their ranks.

Situation in East Prussia

. The situation in Bast Prussia as
described In the latest official reports
is practically unchaniged. - The Rus-
sians have withdra entirely from

connoitering. They are strongly for-|

tifying the Czentochoff-Kalisch line
and also portions of the country fur-
ther north, at the same time acting
entirely on the defensive.

Paris, Sept. 27—The official communication issued_tonight says
that the Germans ‘continued night and day attacks of unpreccdented
violence but have not been successful. The text follows:

“It is confirmed that since the night of the 25th to the 26th and
up to far into the day of the 27h, the Germans have not ceased, night

| or day, to renew on the entire front attacks of unprecedented violence,

with the determined purpose of trying to break through our lines.

“These attacks were made with a uniformity which denotes in-
structions from the highest command to seek the solution of the
battle.

“Not only have they not been able to accomplish it, but during
the action we have captured one flag, some cannon and many prizon-
ers. The flag was taken from the enemy by the Twenty- fourth Regi-
ment of Colonial Infantry.

“All our army commanders make special mention of the fact
that the morals of our troops, notwithstanding this uninterrupted
struggle, continues to be excellent and that they themselves even have
trouble to hold back the troops in their desire to rush on the encmy
who is sheltered in defensive positions.

On the Battlefront, via Paris, Sept. 27—A French lieutenant-
ant, M. Verlin, is the hero of the day as the result of an affair in
which he was the main figure yesterday.

The lieutenant and fifty men of his company were reconnoiter-
ing ten miles in advance of the main body on the Oise Tiver when
they encountered five thousand Germans. The Frenchmen took re-
fuge in nearby woods and from this shelter fired volleys until ~uly
thirteen of their detachment remained alive and of these four were
wounded. The party then crept away. The Germans hesitated to at-
tack the woods for fear of a trap.

Desperafe attempts made by the Germans on the western end of
the long line of battle to break through the allies forces which are
engaged in g turning movement, have resulted in the most furious
fighting whi¢h has taken place since the beginning of the campaign.
