The kitcheh is the !argest unit of
the hotel. Here there are a chef
with forty-eight as::stant conk: to
serve the dining-room and gril, For
the lunch counter there are three
separate cooks. Two of the cooks
do nothing but broi ing, thrae 40 no-
thing but frying, three cook vege-
tables exclusively and there are six
pastry cooks. In addition, there are
cooks for- boiling eggs, some who
make tea, others for coffee, one man
who spends his life making toast and
another whose sole duty is to clean
and open oysters.

The quantity of food necessary to
feed the guests in one day would
appal the average housewife. No
less than ninety dozen eges are vsed
daily. Between 2,000 and 5,000 lunch
and dinner rolls ars baked each day.
To butter these, and for cooking, 190
pounds of creamery butter are used
each day. Carrots ate consumed a:
the rate of 100 pounds a day and
between 800 and 1000 pounds of
potatoes are used each twenty-four
hours. Other vezetables are used in
quantities of from fifty to 500
pounds according to how many
guests there are in the house.

It takes from ecighteen to twenty
gallons of cream, fifty gallons of
milk and from 175 to 200 pounds of
poultry each day to satisfy the de-
mands of the guests. Winter and
summer the ice plant of the hotel
turns out ten tons of ice each day.
