The text of Busenbaum is as fol-
lows : “ Qui pro se alio in extrema ne
cessitate constituto aliemum accipit
quanfum necessarium est, nec furatur
nec tenetur restituere postea sic assump-
tum, si quidem re et spe indigens fuit.”

It is to be remembered that St.
Alphonsus consulted for his theolo-
gy some eight hundred authors, and
his decisions, therefore, rest upon
the widest foundation, and may be
safely followed.

St Alphonsus says that this doc-
trine is certain, and is founded upon
the doctrine of St, Thomas, that in
such a case “all things are common” ;
for the law of nations, by which the
division of goods was introduced,
cannot derogate from the natural
law. “ Though in extreme necessity
A poor man has a right (jus habet)
to the goods of others, he has not a
right to the extragrdinary goods of
others, but only to those which or-
dinarily suffice for the sustenance of
life.” He says that “as the poor man
has a right ( jus Aabet) to take what
he needs, no one ought to hinder his
taking it.” “For as much as in ex-
treme necessity all things are com-
mon, a rich man is bound in justice
to give help to the poor, because the
poor man may justly take it, even
without the will of tgo owner” (cum
ille juste possit eam surripere etiam
mvito domino, et suam facere).

The
speech was, consequently, much
shorter than like speeches have

hitherto been in the House of Com-
mons. While showing quite clearly
that the trade of the country is on a
sound basis, the Finance Minister's
statement was of & cautionary nature
throughout, and plainly indicated
that it is the intention of the Gov-
ernment to exercise the greatest
prudence and economy in the ad
ministration of our finances.

The fiscal year ending on the 30th
of June, and the session of Parlia-
ment coming early in the year,
nocessitates the consideration of
three distinet periods in the annual
financial statement—the past, the
prosent and the coming ydar. Sir
Charles’ report of the financial opera-
tions of 1886-87 was very satisfuc-
tory. When he delivered his budget
speech last year he anticipated that
there would be a deficit of $300,000;
but there had been instead a surplus
of $97,313, notwithstanding the fact
that the actual expenditure had ex-
coeded the estimate by $57,680.
Following are the figures : Revenue,
$35,754,993 ; expenditure, $35,657,-
680. This increase in the revenue
over what had been estimated was
caused chiefly by large quantities of
merchandise being taken out of
bond previous to the first of July
last, in anticipation of changes in
the tariff. The taking from bond of
unusually large quantities of goods
towards the end of the last fiscal
year, caused a falling off in the cus-
toms receipts during the early part
of the present year, and, although
the receipts in this quarter had sub-
sequently somewhat increased, on
the 20th of April last they were
$227,000 less than in the corres-
ponding period of the previous year.
The Finance Minister, in view of
this fact, had reduced his estimate
of revenue by $400,000. 8o that
the total revenue now expected is
$36,000,000, while the estimated ex-
penditare is placed at $37,082,000.
This would leave a considerable de-
ficit at the end of the year; but the

THE FAR NORTHWEST.

The select Parliamentary committee
on the resources of the McKenzie
Basin, has elicited much valuable in-
formation regarding the remote re-
gions of northwestern Canada. Among
those examined was the venerable
Bishop Clut, who has spent many
years in those regions. We take the
following ry of his evid
from the Toronto Empire :

“The climate of the McKenzie
Basin is generally dry ; there is very
little rain in summer, and even at the
end of winter there is seldom more
than two or two and a half feet of
snow on the ground. The frost pene-
trates very far into the ground, pos-
sibly as much as twenty feet, at the
polar circle; the ice on Great Bear
Lake attains a thickness of eight or
nine feet, on Great Slave Lake a
thickness of six to seven feet, and on
Lake Athabasca it is about four feet.
Even the barren groynds are covered
with lichens, on which the reindeer
feed during the summer, and swarm
with white partridges, or ptarmigans,
which ‘take to the wood country on

“ Barley ripens at Fort Norman, at
the mouth of the Great Bear Lake
River, in latitude 65 deg.; it could
therefore be cultivated successfully at
Forts Wrigly,Simpson and Providence,
which lie mych further up the Mc-
Kenzie to the south ; and it aiso suc-
ceeds well along the Laird and Peace
Rivers.

getables of excell quality —tur
nips, carrots, beets, radishes, etc.—
are regularly grown and harvested at
the mission stations at Providence
and along the McKenzie, Laird,
Peace and Slave Rivers. Wheat
grows, but rarely comes to maturity,
as far noyth gs Forts Providence and
Simpson ; but it ripens well ou theg
Laird and Peace Rivers; and very
fine wheat has been raised at the
Mission of the Nativity, near Fort
Chippewayan on Lake Athabasca.

* Grain-sowing begins when the
land has fairly begun to thaw out,
which is generally from about May 15
to the 8th or ioth of June—a little
earlier in some places and later in
others. The harvesting of barley and
wheat is generally over about the end
of August ; and all crops are usually
taken up by the 25 of September.
Rye does not ripen any earlier than
wheat, but very little of it has been
grown ; and the same may be said of
oats. Indian corn cannot generally
ripen below (i, e, north of) Lake
Athabasca. Strawberries are plentiful,
and usually begin to ripen about the
16th of July,, currantsand i
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principal are the lynx, the fox, the
fisher, the martin and the cunning |
wolverine, with his ‘unparalleled
malicious instincts.” Then there are
the ermine, the muskrat, and bears

three varieties—grizzly, black
brown.

“The waters swarm with fish—the
inconnu, (a species of salmon), white
fish, salmon trout, pike, pickerel,
carp, etc. It is ‘ certain that the gen-
eral Government of Canada  can
derive a good deal of profit from the
fisheries in the basin of the McKenzie.
These will be a resource almost in-
calculable” The Polar Sea, too, is
reported to be exceedingly rich in
sea cows, sea wolves and other valu-
able marine animals

Along the Great Slave River there
is an immense amount of forest,white
spruce or larch from three to four feet
in diameter ; and even larger trees are
found along the Liard River. The
white spruce is the most abundant
and useful tree of the McKenzie
Basin ; but in addition to this there
are the red spruce, aspen, poplar and
birch, all in immense gqantities and
extended through the whole district.

“Gold, copper, silver and salt
occur in different localities ; and be-
sides gypsum there is excellent clay
for the manufacture of bricks ; lime-
stone and granite are also abundant
and of good quality for building pur-

“Birds are very numerous—
