A greater mistake
was mege when the House was not
consulted as to the terms of the con-
tract. He further stated he ‘consid-
ercd the bonds of the railway had not
been advantagebusly sold. .

Turning. to, the agreement he asked
why certain sections of the provincial
railway act had been eliminated when
applying to the A. & G. W. railway.
Why should the province deal with
& company whose shareholders wers

utiknown? - Why was. this compsany
relieved of the requirement to put up
a 25 per cent deposit that the work
would be completed? There might be
satisfactory anSwers for these ques-
tions, and if there were he was pre-
pared to support the government te
the last ditth, but he wanfed to know
the reasoris before he recorded his
vote.
Other Points at lssue.

The $50000 paid up siock of Loe
company, e pointed out, was not suf-
ficent to pay the interest on the bonds
for half a year. Further the agre:-
ment gave:.no guarantee that if the
road were completed it would. be oper-
ated. The clause. dealing with the
Edmonton  terminals . providing for
their releage to the company at the
price at which they were obtained was
aiso a poiat which he wanted ex-
plained. 'Bhese terminals would be-
come immensely wvaluable and he
could not see why the province should
be deprived.of thig.

The specifications issue no longer
worried-hims This had been explain-
ed. The cost of thé road, however,
had not yet been sufficiently explain-
ed, Neo twa engineers had given tane
same opinioni on this point. The plans
and profiles should be presented be-
fore the probable cost of, the ro d
could be ascertained.

In conclugion- he said -he- was not
here. directly opposing the govern-
ment. He eriticized the agreement
because he considered it failed utterly
in several essential features.

“I am a Eiberal” he said. “I-have
always been a Liberal. My father and
his three -brothers fought for Liber-
alism in Ontario under McKeénzie,
Blake and Moweat, and 1 -could not
be anything but‘a Liberal. I -would
like to see the size and shape of the
man who can read me out of the
Libertl party. ‘Liberalism is immortal.
As Winston Ohurchill says, Liberal-
ism is as strong in storm as in calm,
and has stood; and stands for free-
dom.”

Member for Lloydminster.

Bramley Moore, of Lloydminster, in
a speech strongly supporting the gov-
ernment dealt almost entirely with
the sale of-bonds. He said that cri-
ticism of the bill delegating the exe-
cutive in gouncil the power to make
an agreement -with the A. & G. W.
railway company, was ill-timed. The
members of the last legislature had
passed this bill clause by clause.

The agreement. with, the A. & G. W.
eonipany should not be considered as
a bargain. It was not such. The
capitalists of the  world were not
tumbling over themselves {o secure
the permission of the province to build
a railway into the north country. The
province had to go after these people
and make’ concessions to them.

The bonds weére for forty years ,re-
deemable at the end of ten -years,
which made  them  aétually 4 920
bonds. ‘C.N.-R. Alberta bonds guaran-
teed by the province of Alberta, 'd
for 4 520, which was 15 per cent.
less than the rate of interest on the
A. & G- W. railway company.

“I have heard some members de-
claiming ‘aboit the gilt-edged wariety
of provincial guaranteed bonds. May
I suggest that it is questionable
whether either the capitalista of New
York ‘or London know very much
about the province or the government
of Alberta. The fact that the preési-
dent of the A. & G..W. railway com-
pany was unable to sell the bonds in
Europe is evidence of this. He had
to come back to America, and secure
J. Pierport Morgan’s interest in the
undertaking before the bonds éould ze
sold. This to me proves eonclusively
that bond purchasers look more at
the actual busines® on which they re
loaning meney than to the endorsers
of the bonds.”

Member for Leduc.

R..T. Telford, of Leduc, supported
the agreement on general grounds, de-
claring that it would work out in
practice satisfactorily. It was impos-
sible to secure a company to build
a colonization road on the same terms

app-ied the other roads through
proven territory. He stated that the
alleged government supporters, who
were opposed to the government on
this question, were opposing the
policy on which they had been elected
to the legislature, and he contended
that when the division was taken, and
they voted against the government
they should resign their seats and go
back to their constituencies for re-
election.

Member for Sedgewick.

Chas. Stewart, of Sedgewick, said
he was elécted by acélamation on the
record of the Rutherford government.
He was proud of this, and of being
a follower of the preinpier. But when
he had a difference of opinion he did
not int&d to follow him blindly.

He asked for explanation of certain
things in the agreement. He said he

| was supporter of public ownership of

wick ™ (Mr. Stewart) and Camrose (Mr.

He theought, considering the fact
that it was mearly midnight on Fri-
day night when he started speaking
and almost two o’clock when he clos-
eéd, that he would be excused if he
now took up some of the questions
that he did not have time to refer to
when addressing the house before,

The first question essked was as to
how the country was safeguarded in
connectio with the Edmonton ter-
minals, and this he proposed to thor-
oughly explain. There were two ways
of dealing with this question. One
was to pass a-separate bill for the
$400,000. guarantee of the Edmonton
terminals. .- The other was to incor-
porate the guarantee of términals in
the bill guaranteeing the line of the
railway. He pointed out that in the
making of a railway agreement as
any other -agreement there was two
parties to the bargain. ¥For example
the government had to forego in deal-
ing .with the G.T.P. the labor clauses
inserted in the contracts “with the
other railways. Mr. Hayes, 'the pre-
sident of that company, had come to
the premier and had said that these
clauses had been cut out by the Dom-
inion' government and he would ab-
solutely refuse to deal with the pro-
vincial - government if they insisted
on their being inserted. 8o in deal-
ing with these railway companies
there were peculiar circumsiances
that had to be considered in each
case.

Followed Precedents

When the terminal question arose
in ‘connection with the guarantee of
bonds of the Alberta and Great Wa-
terways the government went for pre-
cedents to the statutes in other pro-
vinces with reference thereto. The
Alberta government- then dealt with
the Alberta and ‘Great Waterways on-
ly in the same way as the other pro-
vinces had dealt with other railways
whose terminals they guaranteed. The
govérnment went to the statutes of
Manifoba and Ontario and th2-e they
got their precedents, be they righ: or
be they wrong. Exactly the same
course was taken as the provinces of
Manitoba and Ontario had taken.

The argument had been advanced
that the terminals might be redeem-
ed- for $400,p00 though they may at
the time of redemption be worth a
great’ deal more and - the. -eompany
would get the balance, which should

line,

As a matter of fact it would cost
must more than $400,000 to secure the
terminals . .One had only to consider
the value of property in Edmonton
at ‘the present time and the distance
out that it is subdivided to realize
this. If the -company actually sell
their terminals and get out of the
country as some of the members think
the government would have been tak-
ing little protection. As a matter of
fact such was not the case. Should
they sell the terminals for more than
$400,000 the money could not be taken
out of the country but would be put
in. the. betterment of the road.

He could say, however, without be-
traying any secrets of the governmentg
that the G.T.P. and the O.N.R. would
be applying for terminal guarantee In
Calgary before long. The legislature
would then have to deal with the
matter as hey had done with the Al-
berta and Great Waterways.

Why Bonds Sold In Fall

Another question raised by the
member for Camrose was as to why the
bonds were sold last fall when the
money was Dot required until the
spring.. He could tell the members of
the house that there was a fime to
sell bonds and a time that it was un-
expedient to sell bonds. For exam-
ple. At present there was an exten-
sive feeling in Great Britain promul-
gated by the Unionist party that Ger-

Canada the party led by Hon, R. L. |
Borden is calling {for Dreadnought |
after Dreadnought to be built. What |
waquld be the result if such a war
arose? The result would be that a
bond could not be floated even if}|
it was guaranteed by all the countries
of the world. Again two years ago |
at the time of the financial panic, |
it was impossible to obtain a cent of |
moneéy no matter how good thé secur-|
ity was.
The Best Time to Sell Bonds

The reasons these bonds were sold |
when they were was becausé the
company thought it was the best time
to sell and they were willing to fore-
go the 12 per cent. difference bkul»
tween the interest being paid and |
that received from the banks as ap

The interest on the money per mile
of guarantee for building the road
was always considered®an item in
the cost of construction of the road.
That charge is always put in the es-
timates of the cost of building as it
was in this case by the government
engineer W.R. Jones who charged up
$1,500 per mile as interest during the
construction,

Speaking of the paid up capital of
the Alberta and Great Waterways at
$50,000, the attorney gemeral pointed
out that no one knew the paid up ca-
pital, if any, of the Grand Trunk
branch® lines company or the .share-
holders of ‘the Canadian Northern,
with the exception of Wm. McKen-
zie and D. D. sMann and even now he
was doubtful if anyone 'knew who

were the directors of the Grand Trunk |

Pacific branch lines company, which
was a company altogether
from the G.T.P. $Still ne
were being asked with
these lines and ne one was

‘“What better would we have been,”
Mr. Cross asked, “had we asked the
A. and G, W. to put up a million
dollars in stock. We would have on-
ly been crippiing them and not giv-
ing - ourselves any better guarantee.
The company will sell their stock as
they need the money for development
as the C.P.R. has done from time to
time.”’

Fimancial Credit: of Company

There had been discussion as to the
financial oredit of the promoters of
the Alberta and Great Waterways
Railway company. The president had
saic, and there was no reason to
dovubt his word, that his company
had purchased a million and a half
denars worth of steel from the Algo-
ma Steel company.

“Do you think,” inquired the
speaker, ‘“that this steel company
weuld consent to construet a mil-
lion and a half dollars worth of steel
it they did not know the financial
standing of this company. The com-
pany ad $7, 400,060 in the bank give
liveay of 200 cars of produce to be
delivered this winter, Do you think
they would have got this credit if
‘rey were not men of financial stand-
ing?”’

With regard to the remarks on the
statement quoted of the premier
when the bills were passed last year
he contended that the premier had
not said that ‘the government would
only guarantee for the actual cost of
construction and not necessarily for
the full $20,000 which was the max-
imum. His recollection of the pre-
mier’s statement then . was that he
would give the question considera-
tion. Despite this,” however, he con-
tended that it was understéod by all
the members of- the legislature that
the guarantee was at the rate of $20,-
000 & mile for the entire distance.

Speaking 0i the question of guaran-
tees he though’ every reasonable mem-
ber would agree that the government
did what was best for the province.
The government had in all the cases

| joilowed the precedents of the older

provinces and he did not think a
voung province could be far astray
in following the precedents of older
ones in this regard.

He took the position that the pro-

| wince was amply protected by the-con-

tract but if there was further guaran-
tee required the company had come
forward and offered to give further
grarantee. In this he did not sce
anything wrong. The company’s fin-
ancial standing had been questioned
by members of the House and they
had as a result offered additional as
surances of their good standing.

The Evening Session

W. F. Puffer resumed his address
when the house sat shortly after eight
o’clock. The . exceptions in the A.
and G. W., he said, were found in
every similar case where a mortgage
was givén as security in return for
railway bonds guarantee. The same
applied_to the exceptions with regard
to the terminals. It was peculiar to
hear criticisms of the Alberta gov-
ernment for what all other govern-
ments had done in’ similar circum-
stances. 2

He took up the cost of constructing
the Crows Nest railway, upon which
the A. and G. W. railway was mod-
elled, showing that labor then was
cheaper and material could be secur-
ed at much less lost. The same ap-
plied to the C. and E. Taking into
consideration the cost of construction
of the latter the province would be
doing well if they could get a railway
built to Fort McMurray for -$30,000
or even $35,000 a mile.

It had often been said that it was
impossible to make a perfectly legal
document.

ment endeavor to secure from said)
company the privilege of retaining |
said money for a further period of five |
years after completion as a guarantee |
of operation and payment of interest.

Therefore be it resolved that in the
opinion of this House the proposition |
of the president of the said company
offering to make certain changes in
the said contract be ' accepted and |
lpgalized and that the said road. be
hastened to coinpletion with the great- |
est possible despatch.” |

! SUICIDED AT HIGH RIVER

Was Formerly in the Dominion Bank
Here—Dying When Found by Friends
in the " Room of One of Them—

Had Relatives in Different Parts of’

Province.

The com-
pany would stand self-condemned.
They should then be expropriated by
the Province;. should fbe eliminatad
from the project, and the work pro-
ceeded with as a Government enter-
prise. Under the circumstances they
could have no legitimate ' ground of
complaint. Neither could the. ‘bond-
holders. The bond-holders have no in-
terest in the concern tbeyond getting
their interest and principal. For this
they hold the company liable in the
first instance and the Province in the
ultimate. The only difference would
b: that the Province would then be
firstly as well as secondly -liable for
the money. The bond-hohlders would
in_all probability be highly pleased
with ‘the change. At any rate they
would have no legitimate grievance.
Nor would the ¢redit of the Provinee
suffer, for the circumstances would be
evidence: that we took over the money
to save it and to put it into the use
for which the bond-holders advanesd
it.

CONSERVATION.

The Conservation Commission seem
to be taking the cotrect view that con-
serving resources does mot mean tieing
them up from public use, but rather
securing their development under con-
ditions dair to the people who now
own them and for whose use they
should be made available. At the
annual meeting, held in Jenuary, this
resolution was adopted :—

‘“That in future no unconditional
titles to water-powers should be given,
but that every gnant or lease of powers
shcuid be subject among others, to
the following <¢onditions:

~‘(1)—Development within a specified
time.

“(2)—Puiblic control of rates.

“(3—A rental with the power to re-
vise same gt a later period.”

THE CITY AND THE C. P. R.

Western officials of the €. P. R.
will meet at Edmonton this week. Ii
is to be hoped some arrangement may’
be made with them for extending the |
time during which the City -must put'
up the money for the traffic decks on
the bridge. By the present arrange-
ment this money must be put up by
April 1st. As it is practically certain
that the bridge will not be ready for
use for a year or more, this means
that the City must pay interest on
something more than $200,000 for a
year without getting anything in re-
turn for it, while through the street
railway department we must pay on
another $150.000. It would not be fair
t4 ask the Company to pay interest on
this meney after it has been put into
the bridge of course, but neither is it
iair that the City should have to pay
over the money until it-is actunally re-
quired to carry on'the ‘work or to buy
materials,

There is really no good reason why
the company should insist on the City
putting up the money before they be-
gin work. Szcurity should undoubted-
ly be given, for it wouid be unreason-
able to ask them to spend money in
providing the heavier -substructure
without any sufficient assurance that
we would repay the amount. But the
City has not been a defaulter in regard
to its contracts, with railway compan-
1es or other concerns. ' The bylaw for
the money has been passed by the rate-
payers. All the security that should
be needed is an undertaking from the
City that the bonds will be sold and
,the money paid over as it'is needed for
the work. This would allow us to
avoid paying interest for nothing and
'also give us some time to airange for
a sale of bonds on favorable terms.

Unfortunately the City is not in
position to demand an extension of
time. We must ask it as a favor. We
were bound by the agreement to put
up the money. or give the Company
satisfactory assurance that we would
do so, by February 1st. 'The Company
declined to take any assurance . but
the money, and we did not pay this
over, As a concession they extended
the time until April 1st. They did
not have to make this concession, nor
are they obliged to give us any further
extension. According to the letter of
the agreement we have already fallen
down on our part and the Company
would be quite within ‘their rights in
rciusing ys any further extension whe-
ther they go ahead with the work or
not, *

As we:wére the parties to break the
agreement we cannot now hold the
Company to a strict fulfilment of their
part, ° ‘Whether they began work in
the . required. time or not might have
been a matter of Coubt. But it makes
no difference now whether they did so
or not. ‘We broke the agreement, and
by breaking it we forfeited our right
to compel them to live up to it. We
dare not now attempt even to make
them do so. For if we did so they
could defeat our purpose by simply
complying ‘with the demand and pro-
ceeding with the work. As we have
not satisfied them as to the money
they would .of. course proceed with a
railway tbridgas - only. - To attempt to
press the matter would therefore-mean
simply that we would get a railway
bridge and nothing more, if we even
succeeded in compelling them to begin
work at all.

Our position is that we must ask for
favors instead of demanding the fu!
filment ol the ‘bargain. We are now
the parties who want something, and
something which the Company are nét
bound to give. Obviously they can de-
cline to give it without endangering

the concessicns we have granted them.
For if we threatened to withdraw anyl
of these concessions they could effectu- |
ally call our bluff by declaring the deal l
regarding the traffic decks to be off.
Iy would seem to be the only course,
therefore, to meet the officials and ask
them. for an extension of the time
limit whieh will not compel us to pay
interest on idle money.

Cold Recention for’ Writer of “Woman
With Serpent’s Tongue.”

London, February 27.—A most awk-
ward contretemps occurred at the big
Liberal political reception at  Wim-
borne House just before the parlia-’

mentary session opened, Mrs. As-l

quith, whom Wm. Watson chose to
call “the wemen with the serpent’s
tongue,” was brought face to face with
the poet, who thus designated her.
Mr. and Mrs. Iver Churchiil Guest
were hosts at the reception,: which
really was .a crush. The invitations,
of which there were 3,000, were in-
scribed. “‘to meet the prime minister.”
The- function being purely of a poli-
tical nature, the guests list was not
revised by the hosts. The premier
stood beside the hostess and shook
hands with everybody who arrived.
Mrs. Asquith, who was formerly
Margaret Tennant, and once a eentral
figure in a rather aesthetic set, went

{ to the reception early and took a place

by her husband and Mrs. Guest, Mrs.
Asquith was all vivacity, beaminggon
everyone presented to her.

Suddenly a footman announced Mr.

DUE 1:0 HIS OWN NEGLIGENCE,

Coroner’s Jury Returns Verdict in
Case of Kensley, Killed at Broderic_k.

Outlook, Sask., Feb. 27.—The in-
quest®cal'cd by Dr. Redden, coroner,
to inquire into the cause of the death
of Harry Kensley, section foreman,
killed last week at Broderick, was con-
vened- yesterday ‘and the jury brought
in the following verdict: '

“That Harry Kensley came to his
death by the collision of a handcar,
upon which he was riding, with C.P.R.
engine No. 1436, while going in oppo-
site directions, at a point about a mile
east of Broderick. We believe death
was ‘due to the culpable negligence of
the deceased.” :

It was brought out in the evidence
that G. Iara, who was on the hand-
car with Kensley, warned him of the
approaching train, a way freight, but
was told to “‘pump hard and make the
crossing.” both men had their backs
to the approaching train, on account
of the cold wind blowing towards
them, and when Izta looked around
again he found the train within a
rail and a half of the handcar. Call-
ing upon Kensley to jump, he did' so
‘himself just as the car was struck and
was thrown down the bank unhurt,
but Kensley failed to jump in time
and was thrown upon the cow-catcher.

Owing to the escaping steem the
engineer and the fireman failed to
see the hand-car approaching, and the
first intimation they had of an acci-
dent was upon being stopped at Gien-
side by one of the section hands, who
noticed the empty handcar being push-
ed ahead of the train. TUpon exam-
ination, Kensley was found on the
cow-catcher, dead.

OLD SOLDIER: DEAD

Was Continuously in the Service for
Sixty Years.

Let me deal very shortly with -ae
country which this railway will tap
when it reaches Fort McMurray..: i
reaches, and will open up practically
a new province; a new empize.

that ‘mot only is the undertaking an
undertaking of vast benefit to the pro-
vinee, of great provincial importance,
but also of great national importance.
We, who have lived in Canada for
years; we. who were born in Canada,

mnespber the days when the people of
the United States referred to Canada
as a narrow strip of country lying to
the north of their boundary. I, as
a 'Canadian am proud of Alberta, be-
cause of the fact . that here we are
sitting in the capital of this provines,
three-hundred and fifty miles north ot
the boundry line, and you have a
counfgy three hundred and fifty miles
still’ Turther north. They can grow
just “as good grain 350 miles to the
north of us as they can 350 miles
seouth, and I say it makes any one
proud to belong to a country such as
Alberta is, and will be. in the future.
(Applause, and hear, hear.) In this
province of Alberta to the north of us
we have a place; not a town now, but
what will be a town, nay. I say, a city
in the near future, named Fort Smith,
and it may be of passing interest to
inform you that Fort Smith is a sea-
port town. Ocean ships can go up
the Mackenzie river from the Arctic
Ocean right to Fort Smith, and as
soon as the Great Waterways railway
is built to Fort McMurray, there will
be navigation for vessels for three
thousand' five hundred miles. That
river taps a greater country than tne
St. Lawrence river and -the Great
Lakes. It is in extent something like
one .million, one hundred  thousand
square miles. It is what is known as
the great Mackenzie watershed. After
you get north of Edmonton about 25
miles.. instead of the water flowing to
the sguth it flows to the north, ‘and
so you get into the Mackenzie water-
shed:

Timber in the North.

The only timber in this provinee of
real commercial value is in its north-
| ern pert. and there we have timber,
:juﬂ. as good as in‘the sister province
| of British Columbia. Each year out
| of that northern country, there comes

|in value of fur, something lke omne
! million dollars. Last year I under-
{ stand there was much more than a
{ million dollars worth of fur taken out
| of this country by the traders. - All ot
that vast area of agricultural land;
all that vast area of mineral land will
be made accessible to the people n
this province if the Great Waterways
railway is built, as I am certain it will
be built. I am only referring to these
matters, gentlemen, to show you. the
attitude of the government when we
came to deal with these railway mat-
ters, and the conditions which existed
when we came to deal with the Gre~t
Waterways company. To my mind
the most outstanding features of the
Great Waterways railway are, that it
is a colonization road, and it was be-
cause it was a colonization road large-
ly that the government assisted the
railway company in the manner in
which we did.

102,200 CATTLE
EXPORTEDIN 1910

Rapid Growth of Alberta Shown in
& Report of Department of Agri-
culture Tabled in House.

The annual-report of the Provinecial
Department of ‘Agriculture was tabled
in’ the Legislature on Friday by Hon.
Duncan Marshall. It is a voluminous
dccument and contains a great deal of
valuable information about the agri-
cultural development of Aiberta dur
ing the past year. = In its opening re-
marks, reference is made to the
growth of the department since the
late minister, Hon.. W. T. Finlay, took
charge. In the four years’ develop-
ment the.staff had grown from three
members to over fifty in number, with
all the branches thoroughly organized.
Reference is made to the appointment
of the new minister and the death
of the late T. B, R. Henderson, chief
inspector of nexious weeds.

One of the most importgnt state-
ments in the report is that there were
102,200 head of cattie shipped in 1910
from Alberta, making a considerable
increase over the former year.

A General Increase.

Turning to the general work of-the
department, the report shows that
there has been a steady increase in
the general correspondence of the
department, and in fact in the work
of all the branches thereof. The en-
rollment of staliions each year shows
a slight increase in the percentage of
pure-bred animals enrolled as against
the grades. It is-a sad commentary
on the horse industry of the province
to note that there are two grade stal-
lions standing for  service to evdry
pure-bred one.

Stock inspection returns show that
approximately 10,000 -head of horses
were exported from the province,

while in the neighborhood of 13,000'

head were shipped -from one part of
the province to another. In all, over
79,200 head of cattle were shipped east

| out of the province, and over 23,000

west as export caftle:- In all; making
a grand total for export stock of some-
thing over 102,200 head. This shows
a considerable increase in the num-
ber of animals exported, and on the
face ofr it does not justify the report
of the large cattie dealers of the coun-
try to the effect that the industry is
on the decline. It is trie thes large
ranches are being broken up, but the
great number of small-fefthers-making
homes for themselves in all parts of
the province is going to steadily coun-
teract any diminution®in the number
of animals available for-expzsf. On
the contrary, and in consequence-there

| will be a steadily increasing -number
