Yarmouth Woman

IN FLU TED BY HER lll’SDAND.

of brutality came to light shortly be­
fore noon, when the death of Mrs.

The Voyage 
aud Its lessons.

With the arrival of the s.s. Diana, 
yesterday, the sealing voyage for 
1914 closes. The voyage stands cut 
unfortunately[ as the worst vovage 
ever .known for the toll exacted in life 
and limb._ It has been marked by the ■
loss of 77 lives and the maiming 
of a number of others in the case of 
the disaster to the crew of the New- 
fouudland, and the loss of the South­
ern Cross with 173 souls. This terri­
ble less has aroused the sympathy 
of thousands of people at home and j 
abroad, and now some $200,000 is in 
sight to cope with the distress and 
destitution which these disasters have 
brought in their train. In number of 
seals brought in and especially as 
regards weight the voyage has been 
a good average one, and will be sup­
plemented by a large shore catch on 
the French Shore. The Gulf has 
shown up particularly well, and. the 
number of seals killed and put 
aboard was exceptionally large, al­
though the large trip in the Southern 
Cross was lost. April proved itself 
an exceptionlly bad month for storms 
and dirty weather. Otherwise the 
catch would have been much larger. 
The Neptune, for instance, was

be done. The disasters of the voyage 
are such as to give a pause to the 
country and to make those in au­
thority and those interested in the 
voyage, ship owners and sealers 
alike, stop and think as to what can 
be done to eliminate the risks which 
have proved so deadly this year, from 
the voyage. Everybody is awaiting 
the report of Judge Knight in the 
matter of the inquest on the New­
foundland victims. Everybody recog­
nizes that a Commission must be held 
to go into the whole .question of the 
sealing venture. Everybody feels 
that legislative provisions must be 
made to safegukrd sealers from such 
deaths as some of them met on board 
of the Southern Cross and on the ice 
when hunting from the Newfound­
land.

WASHINGTON. To-day.
Three South American envoys who 

have undertaken the task of pacifying 
Mexico, by diplomacy, to-day made 
another decisive move in their plan 
bv requesting the States Government. 
Huerta and Carranza to appoint re­
presentatives to confer with them ct 
Washington. The envoys felt confi­
dent that the step they had taki n 
would meet with favor by all concern­
ed. ’ Thus far responses from Huerta 
and Carranza have not been clear r.s 
to whether the differences between 
the United States and Mexico, arising 
out of the Tamnico incident alore 
would he considered by them, • or 
whether they would consent to a gen­
eral discussion of the Mexican prob­
lem by sending representatives.

Holes 6D Foxes 
jml Other Fur Bearers

• a half-dozen silver foxes consigned 
to Messrs. Graham Bi os., owners of a 
big fox farm in Bobo township, were 
found dead upon arrival at Komoka, 
Out,, Graham Bros, breed silver, 
black and red foxes, minks and other 
fur-bearing animals and hitherto 
late had excellent luck. In the pre- 
i®t case they claim that the death 
of the animals was due to lack of care 
in transit. The foxes were shipped 
from Fort William by the Dominion 
Express Company. On reaching Ko- 
ska station they were found to 
bave been smothered to death. Mes­
srs. Graham Bros, valued the animals 
at over five hundred dollars each and 
entered a claim against the express 
company. The amount is said to be 
between three and four thousand dol­
lars.

On the last trip down the 
life, the captain v.as at the wheel 
Wing through the thin ice, when he 
tatted Mr. Fox on a floe of ice, be­
tween the boat and open water. The 
tat was rapidly cutting off all re­
treat and finally left the animal 
stranded on an island of ice. The 
tat was turned around and the ice 
breaking up deposited the fox into 
the lake where it was easily caught 
and killed. It was not of the fancy 
lor variety but an. ordinary, every­
day red fox. whose pelt was worth 
1 few dollars. The method of cap­
ture, however, was unique.

Fox farming in Alberta is fast pass-, 
ing the experimental state and bids 
fair to develop to large proportions, 
as well as to become a valuable as­
set in the already large fur business 
of the city of Edmonton. It is esti­
mated that no less than one million 
($1,000,000) dollars worth of raw 
furs are sold in Edmonton alone each 
year.

Let it be noticed that fox pelts 
from the farms in the maritime prov­
inces bring a much higher price than 
the pelts of the wild animals; that 
farming obviates the cruelty of 
trapping and saves the species from 
the meance of extinction, and that 
the provincial legislature passel, last 
session, a law which makes it a mis­
demeanor to hunt, trap, or possess a 
wild fox between April 1st and De­
cember 1st.

“Fox breeding in Newfoundland of­
fers one of the best inducements to 
investors to-day,” says Mr. Barrett, 
who is manager of the Western Star, 
the pioneer paper .of the West Coast 
of Newfoundland, and published at 
Curling, Bay of Islands, the heart of 
the herring, salmon, hunting and fox 
breeding country. Mr. Barrett, in 
company with his brother, had quite 
an experience on the Exploits River 
on the East Coast of Newfoundland 
last April while returning from a trip 
to Twillingate. They were out all 
night in the bush at Exploits, having 
missed the trail leading to. the pilot 
station, where they had made a dash 
to connect with one of the A.N.D. 
steamers going to Botwood. The 
next morning they reached the shore 
where a whale had been cast up by 
the sea, and they secured trophies 
therefrom. The following day they
experienced the time of their lives.
In a forty mile trip up tie Exploits
River in a very tiny rowboat they
got caught in the grip of the ice which 
was being swpet down the river at a 
maddening speed and were carried 
miles out of their course, during 
which time they had all they could 
do to keep the frail craft from being 
curshed to matchwood nr swept un­
der the ice-floes. But it was only af­
ter a continuous battle for four hours 
they succeeded at last in reaching 
land and barely escaped being swept 
out to sea. “Newfoundland,” contin­
ued Mr. Barrett, “is the home of the 
famous black fox and possesses all 
the natural requirements for its pro­
pagation.”-—Rod and Gun for April.

The care of foxes at a Lacombe, 
Alta, farm is a matter of particular 
interest, when one learns that Mr.

An elec­
tric light button is within reach of his 
hand at the head of his bed; and in 
case of any disturbance or trouble, 
a flood of light from numerous arc 
lamps is thrown over the entire en­
closure, making it possible at an in­
stant’^ notice to discover any marau­
der.

Henry Rosenbaum recently brought 
in $14,000 worth of live foxes and 
pelts from Battle River district to 
Edmonton. The consignment includ­
ed two live blpck foxes, and three 
live silver foxes and eleven silver fox 
skins. The pelts go to the St. Peters­
burg market but the live foxes have 
been purchased by a local ranch for 
breeding purposes.

At this season of the year for Farm­
ers with up-to-date ideas is, what are 
the best means to use to get the best 
returns from the land.

Fertilizers must be used liberally 
If large returns are looked for. There 
are several good chemical fertilizers 
which may be recommended, but Sul­
phate of Ammonia has been proved tc 
give the best returns, and is the most 
valuable and economical source of 
Nitrogen for agricultural purposes.

For vegetables, grass, and all leafy 
crops, about one and a half cwL per 
acre* Is the best quantity to use, and

If a liquid manure is preferred, a 

(4 oz. of Sulphate to one gallon of 
water should be used, and applied 
once a week for a month. This quan­
tity should not be exceeded.

It Is a good plan to reduce the Sul­
phate to a fine powder, and mix with 
four or more times its own bulk, for 
the purpose of diluting the manure, 
which is very powerful.

For potatoes the following mixture 
is strongly recommended :— s
10 lbs. Superphosphate.
26 lbs. Fine bone meal.
10 lbs. Carbonate of Magnesia.
15' lbs. Sulphate of Potash.
21 lbs. SULPHATE OF AMMONIA.

1 cwt
Apply at the rate of 10 to 11 lbs. to 

43 square yards.
The use of Carbonate of Magnesia, 

In conjunction with Sulphate of Am­
monia, Is of great Importance In po­
tato culture.

For turnips use the following:—
66 lbs. Superphosphate.
13 lbs. Fine bone meaL 
13 lbs. Sulphate of Potash.
20 lbs. Sulphate of Ammonia.

1 cwt.
