In the course of the 
ihv Birrell said, soldiers arrived 
from the Curragh, and the situation 
ms uow well in hand, although, as 
communication still was exceedingly 
difficult, he would not be able to give 
any further particulars, but the House 
ie continued, might take it from him 
that the situation was well in hand. 
There had been arrests, but he could 
not give any names. At seven last 
'night. Birrell said, four or five differ­
ent parts of Dublin were in possession

DUBLIN OFFICIAL.
LONDON, April 25.

An official this evening concerning 
the situation in Dublin, says: At 
noon yesterday serious disturbances 
broke out in Dublin. A large party 
of men identified with the Sinn Fein 
party, mostly armed, occupied Ste­
phen's Green and took possession 
forcibly of the Post Office, where they 
cut the telegraph and telephone wires 
and occupied Stephen’s Green, Sack- 
ville and Abbey Streets, and along 
the quays. In the course of the day 
soldiers arrived from Curragh-. The 
situation is now well in hand. So far 
as is known here three military offi­
cers, four or five soldiers, two vol­
unteers and two policemen were kill­
ed; four or five military officers, sev­
en or eight soldiers and six volunteers 
are wounded. No exact information 
has been received of the casualties on 
the side of the Sinn Feiners. Reports 
received from Cork, Limerick and 
both ridings of Tipperary, show that 
no disturbance of any kind occurred 
in these localities.

SECRET SESSION.
' LONDON, April 25.

The most crowded House since the 
war began was drawn into Westmin­
ster Palace to-day by the excitement 
attending the secret session, coupled 
with the news of various stirring inci­
dents. At the close of the session, 
members' of, Parliament received con­
fidential information regarding the 
number of men who have enlisted, in 
.accordance with the compromise 
reached at the Ministerial crisis over 
recruiting last week. That the inter­
est was not confined to members of 
Parliament, was shown by the large 
crowd which assembled to watch the 
arrival of ministers and members. 
After Birrell had made his statement 
regarding the disturbances in Dublin, 
Mr. Asqquith made a motion for the 
secret session which was carried. To­
day's- session was the first secret ses­
sion of Parliament during the war. In 
the Lords the only procedure was to 
give notice that no one except mem­
bers would be permitted in the Cham­
ber. The traditional customs were 
followed in the Commons, which was 
to open as usual. Attaches, repre­
sentatives of the press and spectators 
remained until the end of the question 
period. At that time Asquith observ­
ed the ancient practice of taking no­
tice that strangers were present. The 
question was put that strangers must 
be ordered to withdraw, and nothing 
be published concerning the proceed­
ings of the secret session, except what 
may be issued officially. This was 
provided for in a recent Order-in- 
Conneil. Under arrangement, the 
Ctimmous sacrificed this privilege, 
jealously guarded for centuries, de­
ciding independently of the King and 
his Ministers, whether their proceed­
ings should, or should not, be pub­
lished. 'The session of the Lords, like 
that of the Commons, was the most 
largely attended of any in months. 
Earl Curzon made his first appear­
ance since his illness; Ear! Rosebery, 
who has not been seen in Parliament 
since the commencement of the war, 
was in his seat. The desire of the 
members of the Commons to obtain 
seats at the earliest possible moment 
on account of inadequate seating 
facilities, was more marked to-day 
than has been the case for several 
sessions. The first member to arrive 
reached the House about 7.30 o'clock 
this morning. He was followed close­
ly by a number of others.

BRITISH WARSHIPS BOMBARD 
ZEEBRUGGE.

LONDON, April 25.
The Despatch says that the follow­

ing message has been received in Am­
sterdam from Flushing: Several
British warships, accompanied by de­
stroyers and other vessels, yesterday 
bombarded Zeebrugge and the Ger­
man batteries off Heyst, Blanken- 
burghe and Knocke. The bombard­
ment was one of the heaviest since the 
beginning of the war, and also of the 
longest duration. The damage done at 
Zeebrugge is said to have been enor­
mous. The harbor docks were hit 
several times, and some ships sunk. 
British aircraft also threw bombs on 
the German batteries. In the engage­
ment two British light cruisers and a 
destroyer were hit, but none were 
sunk. Seventy bombs were dropped 
during last night’s Zeppelin raid. One 
man was injured. Four or five Zep­
pelins. the official press bureau says, 
took part in the raid. The German 
airships opened fire, on the coast be­
fore departing. Two men, one wo­
man and a child were killed. The 
material damage was small.

THREE DESTROYERS REPORTED 
HIT.
LONDON, April 25.

The Amsterdam correspondent of 
the "Central News telegraphs, that dur­
ing the bombardment of Zeebrugge, 
fire from the British warships was 
answered by three German destroy­
ers It is said that these destroyers 
were driven into Zeebrugge harbor, 
and that all of them appeared to have 
been hit.

ANNIVERSARY CELEBRATION.
LONDON, April 25.

The anniversary of the landing of 
the Australian and New Zealand army 
corps at Gallipoli was celebrated in 
Loudon to-day by a parade of Aus­
tralasian soldiers and a memorial ser­
vice at Westminster Abbey. Between 
3,000 and 4,000 attended in the Abbey, 
where the service was conducted by 
the Dean of Westminster. The ser­
vices at Westminster Abbey were at­
tended by the King and Queen, and 
General Birdwood, who commanded 
the Australians and New Zealanders 
through ‘the campaign, being describ­
ed in official despatches as the soul of 
Anzac. Official representatives of 
Australia and New Zealand also were 
in the audience, which filled the great 
Cathedral. The parade to the Abbey 
gave Londoners their first opportunity 
since the beginning of the war to

cheer trdops safely returned from the 
front.

SALONIKA RAIDED.
PARIS, April 25,

A squadron -of German afeoplanes 
has delivered another attack on the 
entrenched camp of the Entente Allies 
at Salonika, according to a despatch 
from Salonika, to-daÿ, Airmen flying 
over the camp from all directions, 
dropped bombs at various points, but 
little damage was done.

HOSTILE (AMP BOMBARDED.
LONDON, April 25.

Eight British aeroplanes bombard­
ed the hostile camp at Quatia in 
Egypt, near the Suez Canal, is an­
nounced officially to-day. The camp 
was destroyed, and the hostile troops, 
the aviators reported, have apparent­
ly begun to withdraw form that dis­
trict.

At the House.
Tuesday, April 25, 1916.

The business of the House was re 
sumed yesterday after the Easter re 
cess. Petitions were presented 1 by 
Mr. Stone and Mr. Targett, and the 
Prohibition Bill was fead a first time.

Mr. llnlfyard moved the adjourn­
ment of the House to have the Auditor 
General's report of the inquiry into 
certain irregularities in the expendit­
ures of the Public monies at Victoria 
Village, Carbonear, in 1913. He read 
the report of the Auditor General 
who stated that a grave misuse of the 
public monies had taken place. A 
number of statements made at the en­
quiry were read to the House as was 
also the evidence of Mr. Goodison and" 
Mr. Powell. Mr. Goodison admitted 
in his evidence he had no legal rights 
to authorize the spending of road 
grants, hut contended that he was fol­
lowing the custom of the country in 
this respect.

Mr. (.rimes, in supporting the mo­
tion, referred to the utter disregard 
for the law on the part of representa­
tives, as pointed out by the Auditor 
General, the “watch-dog" of the peo­
ple’s money. He said the member for 
Carbonear had usurped the powers of 
the Department of Public Works and 
thought that some definite action 
should be taken on the part. of the 
House.

Mr. Clift said the matter was a pub­
lic one of grave importance and it 
rested with the members of the House 
and the Premier in chargé of its dig­
nity, to take action. The report of 
the Auditor General had reflected on 
the conduct of a member - of the 
House and it was only due to that 
member that he should have an op­
portunity of making an explanation 
for himself. He noticed that the evi­
dence of the member for Carbonear 
stated that he knew what he had done 
teas not legal but that he justified it 
hv stating he was following! the cus­
tom of the country. He (Mr. Clift) 
had been connected with that House 
for 25 years and he had heard for the 
first tinye the claim that such a cus­
tom existed. He denied emphatically 
the existence of any such custom. 
There was only one course a member 
could take and that was to make a 
requisition to the Board of Works and 
the Minister of that department allo­
cated the money and the persons au­
thorized by that department spent the 
monfey. There was- no custom for a 
member to usurp the function of the 
Minister of Public Works.

Mr. Lloyd suggested that the Lead­
er of the House find an occasion op 
which to move the House into Com­
mittee of the Whole with a view to af­
fording an opportunity to the member 
for Carbonear of giving an explana­
tion. He said there was no question 
about the gravity of the evidence and 
of the finding of the Auditor General. 
The charge was (1) that a breach of 
the law was committed by a member 
who holds an exalted position in the 
House, (2) that the member went out­
side his duties and usurped the func­
tion of the Minister of Public Works 
and of a Road Board, and (3) in a 
most objectionable way by using an 
agent, who was not even a jnember of 
a Road Board, to distribute patronage 
largely on the truck system. He 
said he thought it was due the dig­
nity of'the House and the member to 
have such an explanation from the 
member concerned as he deemed fit­
ting.

The Premier agreed to Mr. Lloyd's 
suggestion, and asked that further 
discussion be adjourned till to-day.

St Thomas’s 
Parishioners Hold

The annual meeting of the above 

parishioners was held in Canon Wood 
Hall last night, Rev. Dr. Jones pre­
sided. Mr. F. M. Sterling, Secretary 
of the Select Vestry, read the minutes 
ot- the last meeting. Hon. R. Wat­
son, People's Warden, submitted his 
report which showed the accounts of 
the Parish to be in a flourishing con­
dition. The Church délit which 
amounted to $3,500 has been practi­
cally wiped out, and in addition $2,000 
was spent on repairs to the Church. 
The total amount raised by the Parish 
throughout the year was $12,500. The 
jGeneraVChurch. Fund was the largest 
in the history of the Church.

The Rector then read his report on 
the spiritual and social work of the 
Parish, which showed a general in­
crease in every branch of the Church 
The Women’s Association and the St. 
Margaret's Guild had increased in' 
membership over 50 per cent. The 
Llewellyn Club was organized a few 
months ago and has upwards of 200 
members enrolled.

THE SINN FEIN 
REVOLT IN DUBLIN.

Tlle outbreak -°f a Sinn
l six IK* Fein revolt in Dublin

shortly after the attempt­
ed landing of the rebel, 
Sir Roger Casement and 

the attempt of a German raider to Land 
arms and ammunition in Ireland
points to concerted action between 
Germany and the Sinn Fciners. Sir 
Roger Casement went to Germany 
soon after war broke out and lias been 
aiding and abetting the enemy ever 
since. He made himself objectionable 
to liriiisii prisoners of Irish Nation­
ality in tlie German prison camps by 
attempting to bribe them to betray 
their country and fight against their 
hug. His advances were rejected 
with scorn and he lire,I to (lee from the 
camp to save his life from his,' in­
censed countrymen, who mobbed him. 
Now. lie is a prisoner in London and 
he will meet with his just deserts.

At the time of our writing there are 
few details, of tlie outbreak in Dublin 
of these Sign Fein rebels. The in­
formation afforded makes it appear 
that the rebellion was located to the 
Irish capital, and that the authorities 
have the situation well in hand. That 
is well, but the outbreak itself shows 
the difficulty of the task of the Irish 
Nationalist leaders in their campaign 
of enlisting men for the flag. The 
most bitter opponents of John Red­
mond. T. P. O'Connor and John Dev­
lin have been these same Sinn Feiners. 
It was as well to have their open re­
volt as a secret conspiracy sapping all 
tlie efforts of John Redmond and his 
colleagues to work on constitutional 
lines and support the flag under 
which they live.

The Verdun Tactics.
(From the New York Post.)

Yesterday was seven weeks since 
the Brandenburgers stormed Fort 
Douaumont and the German press 
awaited the news of Namur, Antwerp, 
Maubeuge, and Novogeorgievsk re­
peated at Verdun. In the course of 
the two months’ battle round Ver­
dun it Seemed. for a time as if a new 
form of tactics had emerged, a battle 
that was neither manoeuvre nor 
trench work, but a sort of progres­
sive siege, moving forward at a pace 
that was slow enough in itself, but 
impressively fast when compared with 
the deadlock in the trenches. If this 
process—someone has vividly com­
pared it to a cancer eating into the 
body—continued, Verdun was lost. 
But as we see it now. the fighting 
around Verdun does not differ so 
radically from previous “piercing" 
operations. To the east of the Meuse 
it has been that from the beginning 
—a furious bombardment, a few day's 
ruéh, and stoppage. West of the 
Meuse conditions have been different, 
in the same sense that the fruits of 
the preliminary bombardment were 
not garnered in a short rush, but 
had to be gleaned bit by bit. That is, 
the French positions were not so ut­
terly demolished as to prevent all re­
sistance, though they were knocked 
around badly enough to make sue 
ccssful resistance impossible. But 
once the Germans had covered the 
zone of their preliminary bombard­
ment, their progress stopped also to 
tlie west of the Meuse. That is the 
situation to-day.

5»Say “ Cheero.
Is The Advice of ('apt. Redmond.

"Two soldier members of the Com­
mons, both of them homo from the 
Flanders front, have recently address­
ed the House on the conduct of the 
war, hut the two speeches nave been 
as far as the Poles apart in tone and 
temper,” says the London Sunday 
Times.

“Col. Churchill came hack to 
launch a hitter philippic it his former 
colleagues, and especially at his suc­
cessor at the Admiralty, Capt. Wil­
liam Redmond to sound a clarion note 
of good cheer and confidence. Col. 
Churchill gave his fellow-members a 
pretty clear hint that if (hey knew 
their business they would not let him 
go back; Capt. Redmond was happy 
to say that I am going back to the 
front almost immediately, and it is 
not likely that I shall be here again 
for some time.”

"The one speech showed dissension 
and discord ; the other, as a later 
speaker said, brought a breath of 
manliness from the trenches, and was 
for the heartening not only of the 
immediate audience, but’ of the nation 
at large.

“At the front, where every day and 
night the Angel of Dealh comes so 
close that they can hear the beating 
of his wings, ‘the common salutation,’ 
says Capt. Redmond, is one of cheer.

“Send us out the reinforcements 
which are necessary,” exclaimed Capt. 
Redmond ; “and then trust the men. 
When victory does come you can 
spend the rest of your lives in dis­
cussing whether it has been won on 
proper lines or not. There had never 
been enough Germans born into this 
world to depress our men : they could 
be depressed only by controversy at 
home. The men under all conditions 
in tlie trenches call to one another, 
"Cheero!’ We ask you at home as 
well to say to us. ‘Cheero!’”

RAID BY GERMAN CRUISERS.

NEW YORK, - To-day.
A German battle cruiser squadron 

made an attack on Lowestoft opening 
fire on the coast, killing lwo men, one 
woman and a child. The British light 
cruisers, torpedo boat destroyers and 
air craft chased the Germans, who put 
back hastily toward Germany. Two 
British cruisers and destroyer were 
hit by German shells but. none was 
sunk. Whether Germans suffered any 
damage is not known. Some Ger­
mans obtained a footing on a portion 
of a French salient but latter were 
driven out with heavy losses. Around 
Hill 204 and in the region of Esnes 
and Cumieres northwest of Verdun 
bombardment continues intense; to 
the east of Verdun around Moulmin- 
ville there also has been violent bom­
bardment. In Argonne *he French 
have destroyed with their guns the 
German post and shattered a Gentian 
trench over a small front. Consid­
erable perial activity by French air­
men took place in which four Ger- 
men machines were brought down. 
Or, the eastern front near Garbunovka 
the Russians made a heavy attack 
against the Germans, but according to 
Berlin were repulsed with sanguinary 
losses.

EXPELLING THE HUNS.

LISBON, To-day.
Government decrees expelling Ger­

mans from Portugal and sequester­
ing their property, have been extended 
to include all Allies of Germany. The 
expulsion of foreigners favourable to 
Germany is also provided .or.

11.3» AM.
AIR RAIDERS DRIVEN OFF.

LONDON, To-day.
Hostile airships raided the coun­

tries of Essex and Kent on Tuesday 
night, according to an official state­
ment. The number of raiders is un­
certain. the communication adds, but 
they did not exceed four. Raiders 
were met by a brisk anti-aircraft gun 
fire and retreated after achieving little 
or nothing.

AT MAR.

Germany Emptied 
Banks to Raise 

Latest Loan.
London, April 17 (New York Tri­

bune).—The Telegraph’s Rome cor­
respondent says that, according to in­
direct information from Berlin, Dr. 
Liebknecht disclosed a fact of con­
siderable gravity during the sitting 
of the Reichstag on April 8, regarding 
the latest German loan. The presi­
dent, ministers and deputies alike 
made the most determined efforts t-> 
prevent Dr. Liebknecht from speak­
ing and the censorship prevented the 
newspapers from publishing any­
thing about it.

Persons in Germany do not know, 
or know imperfectly what Dr. Lieb­
knecht said, but great fear prevails 
in Germany that to cover the loan the 
government emptied the savings 
banks and kindred institutions.

The ten milliard loan is a colossal 
mystification and Dr. Liebknecht 
would seem to have disclosed that in 
the Reichstag in two or three senten­
ces heard in the ‘umult. After the 
sitting it was impossible for Dr. 
Liebknecht to communicate with any 
newspaper. There was a demand for 
his arrest, but the government was 
afraid to take this step fearing the 
indignation of the working classes, 
whose savings had been commandeer­
ed.

The conclusion ta be drawn from 
the above is that it would be impossi­
ble for Germany to float any further 
loans. Echoes of the scandal must 
have reached Austria-Hungary and 
will have a prejudicial effect on Aus­
tro-Hungarian borrowing.

MORE RUSSIANS LAND 
SEILLES.

MARSEILLES, To-day.
Marseilles is again the centre of 

tremendous enthusiasm to-day. An­
other contingent of Russian troops ar­
rived unexpectedly. Word that more 
Russians were coming were soon 
spread and great crowds gathered on 
the quay to witness their disembarka­
tion. It was a stirring scene, as the 
Russians lined the decks of the trans­
ports, returning cheers from the 
crowds along the shore, while a flotil­
la of warships and merchantmen in 
the harbor saluted with flags and 
salvos of booming" cannon.

of to-day’s sitting of Parliament. The 
Fishmonger-General is Major ‘Hughie’ 
Green, a wag of a Spot, who was sent 
over to England last January by Ma­
jor-General Sam Hughes :o organize 
the supply of a Canadian fish ration 
to the troops at the front. Major 
Green does things in a somewhat 
original way not usual to the red tape 
of military discipline or Government­
al advertising.

When the House met to-day E. 3. 
Devlin (Wright) produced a copy of 
The London Star of last month, con­
taining a picture of Major “Hughie,” 
who was labelled "Canada’s Fish­
monger-General,” and who held in iris 
hands a large glass vase in which a 
fish was swimming. Dr. Devlin, in 
mock seriousness, asked the Acting 
Minister of Militia if he had seen this 
advertisement, if the Government was 
paying for it, and if he knew anything 
about the trained fish called "Maggie.”

Mr. Kemp said he had never hear I 
before of a fish called “Maggie.” He 
explained that the Militia Department 
had sent Major Green over to Eng­
land, where fish were now high-priced 
to see if the Canadian troops would 
like to eat Canadian fish, and also if 

ood stroke of business might be 
done for Canada in introducing Cana­
dian fish into the British market. Mr. 
Kemp understood that the experi­
ment was working well.

St. John. N.B., April 14 —Some idea 
of the cunning of the German people 

given by the fact that about sev­
enty barrels of action oil and other 
liquid fuel for submarines hidden on 
board the Italian steamer Sigmarin- 
gçn. now lying at West St. John load- 

grain. have been secreted there 
inee the first of the war.
The Sigmaringcn, at the beginning 

of the war, flew the German .flag. 
She was owned by a German concern. 
For some months she ran the block­
ade and once butside traded between 
neutral countries. She was, how­
ever, caught off her guard and when 
Italy declared war on Germany the 
Sigmariugen was lying at Naples. She 
was immediately interned there.

The Italian authorities, after search­
ing the ship and confiscating her car­
go. decided that she would be of use 
to them and turned her over to an 
Italian shipping firm.

Manned by an Italian crew, she 
made her first trip, and a few days 
ago tied up at the dock at West St. 
John. The ship was being cleaned 
out to take on a cargo of grain when 
the discovery of the oil was made. It 
was found concealed in the ballast 
tanks.

The theory advanced by the officers 
is that this 0)1 was being carried by 
the Sigmaringen in order to supply 
any German submarine in need of 
fuel she might come in contact with. 

It is now believed that this method 
as generally adopted by the Ger­

mans at the beginning of the war, 
and thus their undersea boats were 
supplied with fuel while on the high 
sea from these freighters, the loca­
tions of which were given daily to 
the German Admiralty by wireless.

Let one 
meal be of modified cow’s milk alone 
and the next of milk and toast, with 
milk next and then a bit of mashed 
potato and so on. w 

A normal baby of twelve months, 
weighing twenty one pounds, will 
need five feedings of modified cow’s 
milk of eight ounces each and at in­
tervals of four hours in addition to 
the alternate meals of toast, rice, etc. 
But if the child weighs only sixteen 
or seventeen pounds, six or seven 
ounces of milk wi$} be sufficient. By 
the same token, if it .weighs more 
than twenty-one pounds it may well 
take a bit more than eight ounces.

I visited Carbonear in the early part 
of the present month and held 'he en­
quiry. The delay in holding the in­
vestigation was due to the absence, art 
Sydney, of nearly all the witnesses, 
who did not return until iate in De­
cember or in January.

in connection with the enquiry I 
have the honour to repart as fol­
lows, viz.:—-

There was no evidence adduced 
which would tend to show that the 
Chairman has been guilly of ap­
propriating to his own benefit any of 
the pubjie moneys entrusted to him.

There was, however, sufficient evi­
dence to show that he was to some 
extent indirectly a party tç what is, in 
my opinion, a grave misuse of public 
moneys allocated for special pur­
poses.

It is necessary that I should call at­
tention to a case in which life Chair­
man. apparently, paid a labourer for 
one day's work which he, the labourer, 
says he did not perform. In his evi­
dence Robert W. Clarke says:—

"Mr. Clarke (the Chairman) 
paid me for one day's work I 

“did not work for. Didn't tell me 
"why he paid me the extra money.

I hadn't time to work out the ex- 
"tra day's work as I was going 
“to Sydney. I knew I was taking 
“more money than I earned hut I 
“made no objection.”
This is the only case in the evi­

dence given in which the Chairman 
gave an order for the payment of 
money for work which he had appar­
ently apportioned hut which had not

been done. As the Chairman (who 
was present during the whole exam­
ination) raised no objections to this 
statement, I am of opinion that he be­
lieved the witness had worked two 
days. The irregular method, if meth­
od it can be called, employed in ac­
counting for the work, the absence of 
regular Inspector’s payrolls, the in­
termittent inspection and the absence 
of the Chairman, all render the mak­
ing of a mistake such as this possible 
and even probable. So far as the evi­
dence shews, he did not "ontribute 
directiy in giving out the work, pay­
ment for which entailed the misuse of 
public funds. He was, however, a 
party to this irregularity inasmuch as 
he paid these men (in some instances, 
directly; in others, by orders on Mr. 
Nicholas Powell, who had made ad­
vances in goods to the men), he en­
tered the men’s names on the Public 
Works return sheet and he signed the 
certificates required by these returns 
although he did not set the men to 
work and, apparently, did not know, 
in many instances, if they had done 
the work for which he was paying. He 
does not appear to have fully realized 
the responsibility attached to his 
position.

A consideration of the evidence giv­
en established clearly the following, 
viz.:—

1. The Chairman and Members of 
the Road Board have clearly failed to 
appreciate, in its fullest extent, the 
duty which they, holding a public 
trust, owe to the public. The Chair­
man paid over public moneys without 
personally acquainting himself as to 
whether the work, for which payment 
was made, was performed. He paid 
for work which he did not authorize. 
He certified returns for work done 
of which he knew nothing. This was 
due to some extent to much of the 
work having been authorized and per­
formed during his absence. But he 
could have informed himself by ap­
plying to the men who had worked 
and, in any case, his inspectors could 
have given him some information. 
These latter appear to have perform­
ed their duties in a very perfunctory 
manner.

2. Public moneys were misused. Al­
locations were made for a definite pur­
pose, i.e., repair of main line and local 
roads and the construction of a well. 
To apply these monies to the purpose 
of poor relief and repair and construc­
tion of roads partly, if not entirely, on 
private property, is clearly irregular. 
Evidence to the contrary notwith­
standing, there exists in my mind no 
doubt that much work was done for 
private benefit.

3. The undue interference by unau­
thorized individuals in the expenditure 
of public moneys.

No person other than the Chairman 
of the Road Board had any authority 
to send any one to work, to advance 
money on account of such work, or 
to direct the payment therefor, wheth- 

| er completed or not. The plea that 
I the Chairman was absent and that.the 
j difficulty of obtaining a competent 
J person to accept that position was 

insuperable, deserves some eonsidera-

■I

lion. It seems to me, however, that 
failing the Chairman, some other 
Member of the Board, or the Board 
acting in Commission, should have 
undertaken the work.

4. The construction of the well (“at 
the Neck”) was ordered by the menV- 
ber for the District, and the liability 
for payment therefor was incurred 
both before the Public Works Depart­
ment had authorized the vork and 
had made allocation for the service. 
The intervention of the Member for 
the District in the matter was dis­
tinctly irregular. He could recom­
mend the Public Works Department 
to authorize the construction of this 
well, but his recommendation should 
not have post-dated the completion of 
the work which hq, personally, had 
authorized. His action is a clear 
breach of Rule 10 of the Orders-in- 
Council made under the provisions of 
the Audit Act. This rule, which has 
all the force of law, reads as follows:

"Expenditures Under Legisla­
tive votes may be authorized by 
“the head of a Department on ac- 
“count of appropriations managed 
"by his Department, so soon as he 
“has been notified by the Treas­
ury Board as to the votes assign- 
“ed to his Department, hut he 
“shall not operate in any way on 
“such appropriations until such 
“notification has been transmitted 
“to him, and a letter of credit has 
“been issued in his favour. Nor 
“shall he expend, during the first 
“six months of any year, a sum 
“greater than two-thirds of the 
“appropriation under open vote. 
“I’rivided further that no person 
“or persons other than the Gor- 
“emor-in-C'ouiicil or the head of a 
“Department (so far as the votes 
“managed by his Department, are 
“concerned), shall have the power 
“to authorize the undertaking of 
“any work or the incurring of an 
“expenditure upon any appropria­
tion account. Votes which are 
“by statute placed under the con­
trol of the Governor-in-Coun- 
“cil shall not be operated upon 
“until specifically allocated by 
“Order-m-Council and placed by 
“such order under the manage­
ment of a Departmental head."
Mr. Goodison, in his evidence, when 

asked what right he had to authorize 
the construction ot this well, says: 
“I understand I have no legal right to 
authorize such public expenditure, I 
have followed the custom of the coun­
try in this respect."

With regard to this reply I have to 
say that no plea of expediency (as to 
assuming the direction of road mat­
ters in the absence of a Chairman) or 
of the impoverished condition of the 
people (as to authorizing advance on 
work to be done, to people in want) 
or of custom, should he allowed to 
hold good against the well recognized 
principle that those officials only who 
are responsible to the Legislature 
should be permitted to dispose of the 
public moneys entrusted to their care 
by act of that body.

These then are the principal points 
brought out by the enquiry. There 
are others of minor importance which 
a desire to be as brief and concise as 
possible has led me to pass by. Those 
given are, however, sufficient to show 
(if my conclusions are correct) that 
the allocations which are the subject 
of this enquiry have not been man­
aged with that strict regard to the re­
quirements of the Public Service and 
of the Audit Acts which should govern 
the action of the persons responsible 
for their management.

In conclusion I desire to draw at­
tention to the evidence and affidavit of 
the witness George Peckham.

In his affidavit (T.P.I.) he says he 
did not perform any work on a well 
or any road on the Neck for the $19 
he is alleged to have received as per 
return sheet dated May 12th, 1913, for 
an allocation of $150. That he was 
not asked by any person to do any 
work whatsoever for the said sum. In 
his evidence he also says he did no

work for the $10 and admits he sign­
ed a receipt for this money. The re­
ceipt (J.R.G.F.) is as follows: "Re­
ceived from Nicholas Powell the sum 
of Ten Dollars, Special Roads, to re­
pair road near my house. Sgd. George 
Peckham. Victoria Village, April 21st, 
1913.”

It is quite clear that this man and 
others of the witnesses obtained mon­
ey on the promise to do certaiii work 
which they did not do. They certain­
ly should be made work out the value 
of the advances given them.

SOME OK THE EVIDENCE.
Lionel Baldwin (Sworn)—Cannot 

read or write. I worked on Victoria 
Village roads somewhere about May, 
1914. Worked one (lay and was paid 
for that work one dollar and a quar­
ter by Mr. Clarke. I think I was paid 
in cash. This is ail the road work I 
did in 1914. (See Statement “B.") In 
addition to that I was paid for digging 
a. diteh the sum of five dollars. 1 dug 
this ditch for my own advantage and 
for the benefit of the road, but I did 
it without any authority, and then 1 
went to Mr. Powell and asked him if 
I could be paid for it. He paid me. I 
kno\^ Mr. Ash, the Inspector; told him 
afterwards that the work was satis­
factory. I received payment in goods. 
Mr. ' Clarke did not pay me. Mr. 
Clarke was Chairman of the Road 
Board at that time. People were in 
the habit of going to Mr. Goodison, so 
I heard, to get paid for work done, 
but I wouldn’t go, so I went to Mr. 
Powell and asked him if I couldn’t get 
paid for it and he told me “Yes” and 
paid me. This is all the work I.did 
on roads.

Moses Taiers (Sworn)— Cannot 
read or write. I remember working 
oil a well at the Neck in the spring of 
1913. I worked four days and earned 
five dollars, which was paid me by 
Nicholas Powell in goods. Some in 
goods and perhaps some in cash. 1 
worked two days on the roads under 
Mr. Clarke, for which he, personally, 
paid me in cash. This payment had 
nothing to d.o with a note for $2 on 
Mr. Nicholas Powell drawn by Mr. 
Goodison in favor of my wife. , My 
wife told me it was to get something 
for her Xmas. 1 never did a stroke 
of work to pay for that and I wasn’t 
asked to do so.

Robert Cole (Sworn)—Cannot read 
or write. Remember working on the 
Carbonear to New Perlican Road in 
the spring of 1914. Don't remember 
how many days I worked. Mr. Clarke 
paid me for the work I did on the Old 
Man’s Marsh. Don't know how much, 
hut think it was about four dollars 
and one-half. I also worked the same 
year on the local roads of Victoria 
Village. I swear I only worked one 
day. I was paid one dollar and a quar­
ter for that by Mr. Clarke. I also re­
ceived four dollars for work I did in 
making a turn off to the road to my 
house and partly in my oxvn yard. I 
was paid for this by Mr. Powell on an 
order from Mr. Goodison by telephone.
I asked Mr. Goodison for help as 1 
was in need of food, a drop of molas­
ses and the like of that. Mr. Powell 
paid me in molasses and cash, and 1 
used tlic cash in buying oil and other 
things for the house, in different pla­
ces.

John M. While (Sworn)—I remem­
ber working one day on Peck’s Brook 
fixing the bridge in 1913. Was paid 
one dollar and quarter by Mr. Clarke.
I don’t think I could have worked in 
1914 on the roads, because I had my 
legs broken in the fall of 1913 at Syd 
ney. I don’t remember getting any 
money from Mr. Clarke in 1914. Just 
as I could walk after my accident I 
got some .help from Mr. Goodison, the 
member. He gave me a note to Mr 
Powell for four dollars. He also gave 
my wife a note for six dollars. My 
wife and I took it up in eatables, 
did no work then nor since for that 
ten dollars. I could not speak for 
my wife I did not know what it was 
given me for. When I went to Mr. 
Goodison I asked him to help me as 
I wanted some relief. I did not know 
where, the money came from and I 
have not been asked to do any work 
tor it.

George E. White (Sworn).—I work­
ed on Carbonear, New Perlican road 
two days in the spring of 1914. Was 
paid for same in cash hy Mr. Ed 
Clarke. To the best of my knowledge 
I did not do any work of any sorl for 
the "Government in 1914 except the 
above. I was told, though to go to 
work but, not being able to go, James 
Cole took my place. Mr. Clarke gave 
me a note in 1914 to go to Mr. Powell 
First of all I took a note from Mr 
Powell to Mr. Clarke and it was then 
Mr. Clarke gave me a note to Mr 
Powell for two dollars which 1 took 
up in goods. I went to Mr. Powell 
and asked him to let me have a gal 
Ion of molasses and a pound of tea 
and he asked me if I had tried to get 
some work from Mr. Clarke on the 
roads. I said “No" arid he (Mr 
Powell) gave me the note to Mr 
Clarke above mentioned. I never 
worked out that two dollars, nor was 
never sent to. I looked upon the 
money as relief. Mr. Clarke did not 
tell me that I would have to work out 
that two dollars when he gave me 
that note to Mr. Powell. I cleaned 
out what they call the Double Brook 
the previous winter. Then I went to 
Mr. Goodison and asked him if 1 could 
get paid for it, and he gave me a note 
to Mr. Powell, who paid me at that 
time either one dollar fifty or two dol­
lars. This is not the same as the 
note Mr. Clarke gave me to Mr. Pow­
ell for xvhich I did no work.

George Peckham (Sworn)—On May 
16, 1914, I worked one,day on Carbon­
ear to New Perlican road. My signa -, 
ture is on return sheet for $1:25. In 
May, 1913, I did not. work at the con­
struction of a1 well at Victoria Village. 
If my name appears on the return 
sheet marked “À” as having worked 
on the construction of a well at the 
Neck it is not correct. I received ten 
dollars which appears on said return 
sheet, but did not work. The ten dol­
lars was not promised me for any 
thing particular, but I went and got it 
from Nicholas Powell. Mr. Goodison 
promised he Would do something for 
me and it was on this promise I went 
to Mr. Goodison, who telephoned Pow­
ell to know if there was any money on 
hand. Mr. Goodison then told me lo

I liearij' of 
one man, a civil engineer a year ago, 
who found his normal occupation 
gone, and who now employs 120 hands 
in the toy-making trade.

THE USE OF PERFUMES.

The use o£ well chosen perfum is 
not only right but adds to the charm 
of your daintiness and beauty. If you 
happen to go into the country this 
summer when roses are in bloom, 
there is no excuse for your not com­
bining beauty culture and pleasure by 
early rising to pick roses, for the per­
fume of the exquisite blossoms is the 
most powerful when they are wet with 
dew.

Make up a rose jar and have for a 
whole season plenty of the most fav­
orite perfume at small cost. Stone is 
the best foundation rose jar. Put the 
dried petals in alternate layers of fine 
salt. Stir the rose leaves gently each 
day. When the last layer is in place 
let the mass stand ten days, with the 
daily stirring. N.

At the end of this period take the 
.rose leaves out and mix them with 
an ounce of cloves and aVepice 
ground coarsely and an equal amount 
of shredded stick cinnamon. Place 
them back in the jar in alternate lay­
ers and set away in a dark place for

three weeks.
Then mix together a fourth of an 

ounce of mace, allspice and cloves, 
coarsely ground, half a grated nut­
meg, quarter of a pound of dried -lav­
ender and an ounce of powdered or­
ris root, Fill permanent jars, useing 
the rose leaves in layers, alternating 
with the mixture of spices, and on 
each layer dropping a little oil of 
rose and geranium. When the jar is 
filled pour an ounce of rose extract 
over the whole.

For the woman who has a fondness 
for heliotrope sachet here is a recipe 
that is delicate and lasting : Half a 
pound of rose petals and one fourth 
as much tonka beans, mixed with one 
pound of ground orris root. For extra 
strength and lasting quality add four 
ounces of vanilla and a little musk. 
Mix well together and let stand for a 
month in an airtight receptacle in 
order that the blend may be perfect. 
This quantity should last a year.

go to Nicholas Powell and get ten 
dollars. I did not see Mr. Clarke in 
this connection at all. At the inter­
view with Mr. Goodison, Mr. Goodison 
said: “Boys, if this was known on 
me, what would become of me?” I re­
ceived ten dollars without working 
for it. I signed a receipt for the 
money. This ten dollars I received 
was in either 1911 or 1912.

Ephraim Peckham (Sworn)—Can­
not read or write. I worked one day 
by order of Edwaj-d J. Clarke on the 
Carbonear-New Perlican Road in the 
spring of 1914. I was paid one dollar 
and a quarter for this work by Ed­
ward Clarke. 1 was also paid 10 dol­
lars (ten dollars) but do not remem­
ber exactly when. I don’t think it 
was in 1912. I did a certain amount 
of work on the road going up to my 
house. I applied to Mr. Goodison for 
money, he said I should have to do 
something for it, and I considered the 
work I did represented the value of 
the money. I cannot say that it exact­
ly did, because there was no one there 
to inspect it. Mr. Nicholas Powell 
paid me the money, some in cash and 
some in goods. 1 took no order from 
Mr. Goodison to Mr. Powell for pay­
ment. I got paid before the work was 
done. I had nothing to do whatever 
with Mr. Clarke in this matter. When 
1 asked Mr. Goodison for the money, 
there were other people present, I do 
not know their business with him. 1 
didn’t, hear him make any remark. 
He said something, but I don’t like to 
say because I am not sure.

Willis J. Cole (Sworn)—Can read 
and write. Can't remember if I got 
any work on the Main Line of road 
Carbonear-New Perlicon in the spring 
of 1914. On second thought, 1 think 1 
did get some work and was paid for 
it. I do not remember how long or 
how much I got for it, but I think 1 
got some work from Mr. Clarke. I 
think it was in the spring of 1913 that 
I got a contract to do some work 
around my own house to the Salmon 
Cove Valley Road. Some of this 
work was outside my gate, and some 
inside. The amount of the contract 
twenty dollars in goods by Mr. Nicho- 
twenty dollars in goods by Mr. Nicha- 
las Powell.

1 
think I told Mr. Clarke that I had that 
contract hut I am not sure. Mr. 
Clarke did not give uîe the contract. 
I am not aware if there was anyone 
else with Mr. Goodison when I asked 
him for that work.

John I'ye (Sworn)—Cannot read or 
write. I remember doing two days 
work on the Carbonear-New Perlican 
Road in 1913 and I was paid two dol­
lars fifty for it by Mr. Clarke. The 
following year on the same road I did 
one day s work for which I was paid 
by Mr. Clarke one dollar twenty five. 
In the month of March, 1914, I was 
paid six dollars by Mr. Nicholas Pow­
ell. Mr. Goodison by note delivered by 
me and my wife authorized the pay­
ment of that six dollars. Mr. Powell 
paid me in goods from his store. I 
built the bridge for which this $6 
is payment, in the fall of 1913, in the 
month of November. I was paid for it 
in March following. I went to Mr. 
Goodison, told him the bridge was bad 
and he told me to go ahead and fix it. 
Nobody inspected the bridge upon 
completion, to my knowledge. I found 
my own timber and nails and that six 
dollars was in payment for the labor 
and material. To my knowledge, Mr. 
Clarke knew nothing whatever of this 
matter. There is another John Pye, 
but I am the man who had to do with 
tlie six dollar payment referred to.

Edward J. Clarke (Sworn)—I went 
away sometime in the spring of 1913. 
I was working with the Carbonear 
Electric Company, at the poles, while 
away; the method used was this: The 
men would apply to Mr. Goodison for 
work. He would put them to work, 
direct Mr. Powell to advance their 
payments and I would pay Mr. Powell 
for those advances when the money 
came. Mr. Powell would pay them in 
either cash or goods. Mr. Goodison 
and Mr. Powell did the work between 
them whilst I was away. With regard 
.to Arch. Newman, now in Sydney, I 
paid Mr. Nicholas Powell two dollars 
for him on May 16tli, 1914. I also paid 
through Mr. Powell the men who 
worked on the roads under the in­
structions of Mr. Goodison. The 
note I gave George E. White to Mr. 
Powell was for two dollars and fifty 
cents. The usual warning that my 
evidence may be used against me in 
the event of further proceedings, was 
given to me before I volunteered the 
above evidence.
