Premier Botha and South Africa---
Ultimatums Still Going Strong---
Great Britain Holding H. C. H.
Enquiry --- Another Strike in

S. AFRICAN STATESMEN SPEAK.

LONDON, Aug. 6.
(Reuter’s)—Premier Botha of South
Africa and Lieut. Gen. Smuts were en-
tertained at a luncheon to-day, at
which a company of over four hundred
were present, including many promin-
ent public men. Premier Botha took as
the theme of his speech conciliation
and ‘development. Emphasizing that
South Africa’s great nmeed was, ships,
he suggested that the time had come
for a conference of representatives of
the dominions regarding the establish-
ment of a dominion shipping line.
Three German prize ships, he an-
nounced, had been allocated to South
Africa. These ships which were cargo
boats would be utilized for the con-
veyance of coal from South Africa.
He expressed the hope that the Im-
perial Government would allow South
Africa to retain the thirteen prize
ships taken in South African waters.
Referring optimistically to the future
development of South Africa, he ap-
pealed to the captains of industry who
had made money in the country to
spend it in South Africa. Premier
Botha in this connection warmly com-
mended the recent example of Jagger
and Garleck in donating thirty thou-
sand pounds sterling and iweniy
thousand pounds respectively for ex-
tension work in connection with the
University of Cape Town. Lieut. Gen.
Smuts laid stress upon three outstand-
ing impressions of the Paris confer-
ence: First was the immense pre-
ponderance of the British Empire in
the world. Those who in days gone
by had felt its mighty hand always
had respect for the British Empire,
but the conference brought out most
clearly not only the material but the
political and moral preponderance of
the Empire which was the most pot-
ent instrument for good or evil which
existed in the world. When thrashing
out the League of Nations it was the
precedents of the British censtitution
which gave the best guidance. His
second impression was the rising pow-
er of America which was the only
great Power to emerge from the war
unscathed and even with resources
vastly increased. The third impression
was the decline of old Europe, not
only relatively but intrinscially, ow-
ing to a war of exhaustion. The day
of young people had arrived, and none
had better prospects, he coNdcluded,
than South Africa.

RCUMANIANS SEND ULTIMATUM

TO HUNGARIANS.

PARIS, Aug. 5.

The Roumanians have served an
ultimatum on the Hungarian govern-
ment, according to messages reaching
the Peace Conference. The ultimatum,
it is stated, makes demands far in
excess of the armistice and gives the
Hungarians until eight p.m. to—d\ay to
comply with them. It is greatly fear-
ed in conference circles that the Rou-
manian action will result in the over-
throw of the Hungarian government.
French circles state that the Rou-
manian army is not under command
of Marshal Foch, tha Allied com-
mander-in-chief. Roumanian generals
refuse. to . accept orders from the
French. In the ultimatum the Rou-
manians demand reduction of Hun-
garian army to 15,000 and surrender
of fifty per cent. of harvest animals
and farm mechinery and fifty per cent.
of railway supplies.

GREAT BRITAIN "NQUIRING INTO
COST OF LIVING.

LONDON, Aug. 6.

CGreat Britain purposes establishing
a general authority to deal with pro-
fiteering, it was announced by Sir
Auckland Geddes, Minister of Recon-
struction, at the resumption to-day
of the hearings by the House of Com-
mons sitting as a select committee to
inquire into the high cost of living
and profiteering.

HONCURING LLOYD GEORGE.

LONDON, Aug. 6.

King George to-day conferred upon
Premier David Lloyd George the Order
of Merit as a sign of his appreciation
of Mr. Lloyd George’s war services.

s War Mysteries.

The fact that His Reyal Highness
the Prince of Wales will make his of-
ticial visit to the North American Con-
tinent on board H.M.S. Renown, gives
an added interest to the following de-
scriptive article, on this ship' and her
sister battle cruiser, Repulse, reprint-
ed from “The New Navy" series in

THE HUSH SHIPS.

When war broke out the Renown
and Repulse were already in an early
stage of construction at Clydebank
and Fairfield, being then slightly modi-
fied “Royal Sovereigns,” i.e., 25,000
ton battleships barrying eight 15 in.
guns and designkd to steam 21 knots.
The great success of the, battle cruisers
at Heligoland Bight, Dogger Bank and
the Palklands, however, had demon-
strated the necessity for adding to our
somewhat inadequate squadrons of
these ships as quickly as possible in
view of the fact that the Germans had
the Derfflinger, Lutzow, and Hinden-
burg variou'sly advanced towards com-
pletion, while no further battle cruis-

ers beyond thg Tiger had been provid-
'ed for in our own estimates.
On the initiative of Lord Fisher,

therefore, the construction of the “Re-
powns” as battleships was stopped
and the D.N.C/ was instructed to pre-
pare deBigns for thém to be transform-
ed into battle cruisers, This was at
Christmas, 1914." In ten days the gen-
eral design had been drafted and ap-
proved, and by the 21st of January,
1915, the builders were provided with
the necessary drawings to enable them
to get under weigh with the hulls and
both ships were laid dewn on the 25th.
The new design provided for ships 170
ft. longer than the keels already on
the stocks (794 ft. against 624 ft.),
and with an armament of six 15 in.
guns instead of eight 15 in., the speed
being raised from 21 to-32 knots. By
April the final drawings and speci-
fications were completed and as Lord
Figsher had specified that the ships
were to be completed in 15 months
from the date of laying dcwn, their
construction was expedited to the ut-
most capacity of the firms centracting.
As, however, it took 12 months to build
the Dreadnought evean with complete
designs and specifications ready, and
a good deal of her material assembled

before the actual work on the hull was .

ed Until January, 1916, and the Re-
pulse followed her into the water in
April, both being completed between
August and September of the same
year, a record which no shipbuilders
in this country or abrcad had ever ap-
proached, and are never likely to beat
for many years, reflecting the very
greatest credit upon the builders, the
naval construction staff, and all con-
cerned, : ;

In appearance the *Renowns” were
unique. Their nug2 length—they are
90 feet longer than the Tiger—dwarf-
ed all gxisting war ships, 2xd with a
sea speed of 32 knots '(Renown maile
32.6 on trials) they were able to cver-
haul any enemy cruiser or destroyer
while the six 15 in. guns gave them a
superiority in offence over all the Ger-
man battle cruisers, none of which
carried weapons of more thgn 12 in.
calibre.

The hull dimensions are 794 ft. by
90 ft. by 25% ft. (mean load draught),
and the foreeastle shows a marked
sheer with plough bow of the Japanesé
variety. There is a pronounced flare
almost as far as the foremost turret
which ‘gives the impression that the
fore part of the ship is not water
borne, and modified ‘blisters” filled
with oil fuel instead of water, with an
air space between them and the boiler
and engine rooms, give her additional
protection from torpedoes without
greatly adding to her beam; they pro-
ject about 3 ft. beyond the hull-side
perpendicular at the water line.

The main armament is mounted in
three turrets, i11-7 ins. in thickness,
with 10 in. barbettes. These have an
elevation of 20 degrees,.and an arc of
training of about 60 degrees abaft the
centre line in the case of the forward
guns, and forward for thoso aft. The
secondary armament shows. reversion
to the smaller calibre which had been
discarded in the Iron Duke and Tiger,
4 in. guns being mounted -instead of 6
in. These are disposed in an entirely
original fashion, fifteen of the seven-
teen being grouped in triple mountings
and two disposed singly. These latter
are situated on the ‘forward shelter
deck, one on each side of the conning
tower, the magazines being immediate-
ly abaft the A and B 15 in. magazines.
On the flying deck abaft the bridge
are a pair of triple positions, the guns
being carried on wings projecting well
out over the deck, the hoist forming
a cylindrical base, Tke three r?mQ\ib-
ing groups are disposed ‘along the
centre line, one just forward of the
mainmast, and two on different levels
superfiring aft. Viewed from the
stern, the ships have a most formid-
able appearance, the tiers of 15 in.
and two sets of 4 in. guns being sur-
mounted by the bulk of the after
control positions and huge funnels.
The masts are stepped on to the up-
per deck and are both tripods. That
fo?'ard carries an upper spotting top
with the 15 in. and 4 in. guns director
towers below, the forebridge being of
the usual heavy battle cruiser pattern
with searchlights at the wings. The
main mast carries a 4 in. director tow-
er, and a complicated erection of
spotting and control positions.

As first completed searchlights

jwere mounted on platforms project-

ing from the funnels, the forward
ones being on a level with the upper
bridge and those on the after funnel
staged at different levels to avoid in-
terference. In 1918 all these were
regrouped and mounted on the new
pattern towers around tibe  second
funnel. Incidentally, beth funnels
were originally the same height, but
the foremost was raised some 6 feet,
to clear the bridge level after the
trials had been run.

The big shelter deck ends at the
fore funnel, and amidships there is a
light continuation carrying the four
inch guns, alongside which the boats
are stowed. Abaft the mainmast is a
light 3 in. conning tower and shelter
decks. The forward C.T. is 10 jin,
thick, with a 6 in. revelving hood for
the range finder, and a 3-2 in. base
down to the main deck.

Two 21 inch torpedo tubes are car-
ried just forward of the A turret, and
two 3 in. H.A,, and four 3 pounders
are disposed around the funnels.

The propelling machinery consists
of Brown Curtis turbines driving
four screws and similar to that in-
stalled in the Tiger, but additional
boilers were provided to increase the
H.P. from 100,000 to the 120,000 de-
veloped on trials.

The fuel consist§ of oil only, of
which some 4,250 tons are carried in
the double bottom and “blisters.”

Pre-“Dreadnoughts”

As regards sea keeping -qualities,

the ships have been very successful,
being able to maintain and exceed 32
knots and none of the struetural
weaknesses which characterized the
Coyrageous class were developed.
Although not completed in time for
Jutland, they were employed to back
up the light cruisers during sweeps
of the German littoral and rendered
timely assistance on more than onej
gosasiNm. . ., :

The Repulse and Renown present
many features which will probably
never again be introduced into HM.
ships. The triple mounting has been
abolished in the Hood—an enlarged
and” armoured edition of them—and
p.5 in. guns replace the 4 in. The
absence of side armor has not been
justified by war experience, and in
future a strong offence cannot be
reckomed as the best defence—thick
decks and all the armour that can b8
worked in even at the expense of in-
creased- displacement and diminished
gun power must be a postulate for the
suryival after a hitting in the next
naval action and the ideal seems a
happy combination of the U.S. “All
or Nothing”—i.e., thick belts, bulk-
heads and turrets with heavier decks
and magazine protection, plus our
own system of fitting that medium
thickness of plate on hull side over
belt which can be allowed, and the
development of the “blisters.”

They are probably the last battle-
cruisers we shall build—in future the
battleship- must combine all the
functions of both types and progress
will be along the lines of the Hood
with regard to big ships. Jutland
showed that while the German battle
cruNers could stand a hammering
which would have placed our ships
hors de combat, their armament was
on the light side, while if the-British
ships had the best of it in the matter
of gun power they lacked the thick
armour where it was wanted; and so,
as it is obvious that we cannot have
both speed -and thick armour in con-
junction with big guns and expect to
keep displacement around. the 27,000
ton mark, then the gun power must
be reduced in quantity, but not cali-
bre and displacements soar up to
40,000 tons and more.

His experiences
gained on the battlefields of
France and Flanders, have
learned him not to take shelter
behind his royal privileges, and
he comes to us as one of the
men who fought. The dignity
of our reception of this son of a
royal democrat will be best
maintained by receiving him as
the popular heir of a popular

monarch, and if the watchword !

of all our people is the Sursum
Corda of the Psalmist, then the
success of all the celebrations
will be assured, and the first
coming of our future King will

remain to all, not merely

princely motto “I serve,” there
will be no jealousies; bickerings
or annoyances to irritate or dis-
appoint.

McMurdo’s Store News.

Now is the time, when eggs are con-
paratively plentiful, to see about put-
ting away some for the winter. The
best means of preserving eggs is un-
doubtedly by immersing them when
fresh in a solution of silicate of soda,
or as it is commonly called, Water
Glass. One gallon of this solution
(and a twenty five cent tin of Water
Glass will make a gallon) is sufficient
to preserve 6 or 8 dozen eggs, for an
indefinite period, if directions on the
tin are followed carefully. Besides
the twenty five cent size there is a
large size which sells for sixty five
cents, which will put away a corre-
spondingly larger quantity of eggs.

wrecked at the Crystal Palace. Ia

All troubles were eventually sur-
mounted, and in May, 1909, Mr. Cody

succeeded in flying a mile at a height

of about 30 feet, a flight that was’

witnessed by the King and Queen.
From that time the aviator mnever
looked back. His machines were de-
veloped, his flights grew longer and
longer, and in the end he triumphed,
winning, with his huge biplane, the
Government prize of £4,000 open to
the world for aeroplanes made in
any country, and £1,000 open to
British subjects for machines manu-
factured in this country. In recog-
nition of these victories the Royal
the gold
medal. At the Aero Show at Olympia
in 1913 King George greeted the
famous airman as an old friend, and
asked if he remembered him as
Prince of Wales, watching his ex-
periments with kites. Then, con-
gratulating him on his victory in the
military trials, the King called him
Colonel Cody. This was a good
enough warrant for the successful
airman, and he claimed the title then

and there.

First British Cruiser
Sunk in.the War.

In the course c¢f reconnoitering
after the mine-layer, ‘“Koenigin
Luise,” had been sunk on the morn-
ing of August 6, 1914, H.M.S. “Am-
pion” struck a:mine and foundered.
The fore-peak of the ship was shat-
tered by the explosion, Paymaster
George and over one hundred men
being instantaneously killed. In the
forepart of the ship were twenty-four
German prisoners who had been
taken on board when the “Koenigin
Luise” was sunk. Twenty of these
were killed by the explosion, the re-
maining four being rescued and
taken to hospital, but died the same
evening. The captain, sixteen of-
ficers, and one hundred and thirty-
five men were taken off by the “Am-
pion’s” own boats before she sank;
four of these were badly injured and
' died in hospital. These, with the
four German prisoners, were buried
together. The “Ampion” was an un-
armoured cruiser, and was built at
Pembroke, launched in December,
1911, and commissioned in 1913. She
had a displacement of 3,440 tons, an
indicated horse-power of 18,000, and
a speed of 25 knots. Her armament
consisted of ten 4in. guns and two
! 21in. torpedo-tubes above the water-
fline. The ship’s complement was
'992. The cost of the ship, including
guns, was £277,781. She was the
parent-ship of the third destroyer
fiotilla, was of the light cruiser class,
and the same type of ship as the
“Trearless,” “Active,” “Blonde,” and
“Blanche.” One of the ship’s car-
penters, David Christie by name, had
been terribly injured previously in
the Highland Bridge disaster, had
been in hispital for months, and had
only rejoined his ship shortly before
the disaster; he was one of those
killed by the explosion.

Mining and Other Notes.

The schr. Ethel G., which is equip-
ped with hoist and gear for hoisting
coal from the bottom, was recently
loaded at Lewisporte for Little Bay
Mine, this being the second cargo se-
cured in this manner. This coal is
the accumulation of nearly twenty
years’ unloading and loading at the
Reid piers there, it being estimated
that over 350,000 tons -have passed
over the pier during this period. Es-
timating the wastage to be quarter of
one per. cent., there should be in the
neighborhood of 1,000 tons on the
bottom. Mr. W. A. Mackay has made
a contract with the R. N. Co., for this
coal and has equipped the Ethel G.
with a unique dredging apparatus,
which raises quite a tonnage daily.
The coal is being used at Little Bay
Mine with most satisfactory results.
Work on the tunnel is proceeding ex-
peditiously, being on three eight-hour
shifts, and although exceptionally
hard rock is being enzountered, one
hundred feet a month progress, is
made. Several hundred feet have
yet to be driven, when the old work-
ings will be tapped and an enormous
tonnage of ore will be available with-
out pumping or hoisting. As the
mouth of the tunnel is at the head of
the new loading wharf, the mine will
have the unique distinction of being
the most accessible in the whole
world.

Copper, which declined to 14 cents
per pound after the signing of the
armistice, has now advanced to 25
cents per pound, and it is predicted
it will go much higher, and, as one
of the necessities, will remain above
25 cents for many years to come.
When this famous mine closed down
in 1894, the metal was selling at 6%
cents in London, so that with modern
metheds applied, the Little Bay Mine
promises to rank high as a producer;
also with its unique physical condi-
tion, its costs per pound is as low as
any other now in operation.

Mr. W. A. Mackay, who has been
most plucky and industrious in stick-
ing to the property, now has good
promise of meéting the success which
his enterprise and patience, in the
face of difficulties, deserves, and we
trust that his reward will be com-
mensurate with his endczavors.

On Wednesday, August 7, 1844, a

; dreadful accident occurred during the

at
Nottingham. The crime for which
capital punishment was inflicted on
this occasion was of a kind that
might well stir public indignation.
A man, twenty-nine years of age, had
murdered his wife and their three
children, aged respectively seven,
five, and four years, by cutting all
their throats. There was a riotous
rush to reach the scaffold and behold
his execution, and the crowd was

said to be urged on by the crowd of
lawless scoundrels. But as a result,
twelve persons, chiefly between the
ages of fourteen and twenty, were
crushed to death, and twenty-one
others were conveyed to the hospital,
severely and dangerously wounded.
The possibility of such a catastrophe
being thus caused in the British Isles
was in 1868 rendered impossible,

- Poems of Warm Regard.

Officers and enlisted men of the
‘American dreadnoughts that served in
the Grand Fleet under Admiral Sir
David Beatry, as units of the Sixth
Battle Squadron, are mailing to re-
latives and friends, both here and in
England, copies of a book entitled,
“Comrades of the Mist and Other
Rhymes of the Grand Fleet.” Just
such a book was never before compil-
ed for the reason that never before
in history was there a squadron that
served in the same capacity as did the
squadron commanded by Admiral
Hugh Rodman during the great war.
This squadron was made up of the
New York, which was Rodman’s flag-
gship; the Texas, Wyoming, Arkansas !
and Florida.

As the title indicates, the volume is
a tribute tn the officers and men of the
British Grand Fleet under Admiral
Sir David Beatty. The book contains
thirty-nine poems, written by officers
and bluejackets of Rodman’s com-
mand. It was compiled by Lieut. Com-
mander Eugene E. Wilson, U. S. N,
and is printed and copyrighted by the
New York publishing house of George
Sully & Co. By their courtesy The
Times is able to print some of the
verses written by Amecrican officers
and enlisted men who served under
Rodman and Bz2atty in the North Sea
in 1917-18.

The first copy of the book went to
Admiral Rodman, the nsw Comman-
der-in-chief of th2 Facific Fleet, and
the second to Admiral Boatty. Hund-
reds of other copies are now in the
mail-bags on the way to officers and
men of the British service who served
side by side with the Americans in the
war, while other hundreds are finding
their way into civilian homes in Ameri-
ca and in Great Britain.

The dedication of the hook reads”
*To our Comrades of the Mist—the
officers and men of ‘he British Grand
Fleet, this volume is affectionately de-
dicated.”

In a foreword Commander Wilson
writes that “in collectinz these verses
the names of the authors have been as-
certained and are given under the titles
where possible,” and ae thea adds that
“after months in the North Sea T feel
capable of assuming the respousibility
for the others, no matter how reckless
it may seem.’

“It is hoped,” concludes Commander
Wilson’s foreword, “that these rhy-
mes by reflecting some of the spirit of
the Grand Fleet may help to brirng

Versés that have appealed with
particular force to Admirals Beatty
and Rodman are said by officers of
the Sixth Squadron to be those that
are captioned “When the Grand Fleet
Goes to Sea.” These were written by
an enlisted man, and they tell the
story of those mysterious but un-
successful forays of the Grand Fleet
in search of the German High Seas
Fleet. These verses, which follow,
are by many considered among the
finest penned by fighting men in the
course of the war.

General Protestant ™7
Cemetery.

Editor Evening Telegram.

Dear Sir,—One of the characteris«
tics of civilized humane and eultured
Christian people with a belief in im-
mortality, is respect for the dead. A
neglected cemetery, with fences falle
ing down, and walks and graves un=
cared for, is an index of a community
that is blinded with the materialistie
spirit of the world, taking a distorted
view of life, and certainly a wrong
view of death and the Christian
teaching, about the resurrection of
the body, which in this life was a
living temple of the Holy Ghost, that
will after the last great day be hon=
ored and glorified for ever in Heaven,
I am led into these reflections after
visiting the General Protestant Ceme<
tery in the West End, and viewing
the fence both on the Topsail Road
and Waterford Bridge Road. Those
as dear to me as my own life are
buried there, and the sight of the con-
dition of their last resting place and
its surroundines is tn me a silent and
unspoken accusauon whnich gives,
grief and pain too deep for words. I
have done my very best to honor their
remains by keeping their graves neat
~nd tidy, and decorating them with
fiowers ‘in season, but I realize that
the work is only sinful mockery, in
view of the general condition of the
Cemetery, especially the dilepidated
condition of the fences by which it is
enclosed. The four Methodist
churches of the city, the Congrega-
tionalists, and the Presbyterians all
have relations buried there, and it is
a question that should concern them
all. Lack of means cannot stand as
an excuse. Why then is it that the
condition of this cemetery is so bad
to-day that a double pain is inflicted
on those who go there to attend the
interment of a relative or a friend.
There is a committee representing
each of the above named churches
appointed to care for the cemetery
and see to its upkeep. They evidently
are making a great success in being
impotent witnesses of its downfall
without as far as T can see making
an effort to improve the fence or the
grounds. Maybe some of them wills
be good enough when this appears to
publish a few lines in the paper ex-
plaining the cause of their gross
dereliction of duty in this matter. I
feel certain that it is not the fault of
the people, and that if the commtitee
had been active and appealed to those
who have relatives buried there they
would at least get sufficient funds to
erect a decent enclosure around the
cemetery in place of the old fence
placed there 40 or 50 years ago. This
is the age of drives, and it seems to be
no trouble to raise a quarter of a mil-
lion to half a million dollars amongst
the very people, the foundation of
whose prosperity was in many cases
laid by those who now sleep neglect-
ed, in graves to which the cattle will
soon have free ingress. “Drives” can
also be made successfully for all
kinds of sensational schemes, fads,
and fancies, but not a dollar seems to
be collectable by the Cemetery Com-
mittee to put this cemetery in decent
condition. The new ground near Tor
Cottage purchased a few years ago is
fenced with longers and reminds one
of a grazing ground for cattle. T
know that one of the committee men
gave as an excuse that they were
waiting for the street line before they
could erect a fence. This is nothing
short of ridiculous. If a man wants
to build a house. will he wait years
upon years for the street line,—not at
all. He will apply for it, get it and
go to work at once. The whole situa-
tion suggests a deplerable lack of
sentiment in respect for the dead. If
the congregations are satisfied to lie
under the charge of neglect implied
in this belief, let them continue to
allow conditions to remain as they
are, and they cannot divorce them-
gselves from the abloquy with which
all right thinking people will regard
their conduct. I would suggest., if
they are open to appeal, that  they
take a leaf out of the book of those
committees that manage the ceme-
teries to the north of the city which
are a solace and a consolation to visit.
Their work is a live wire connection
between this life and the next, and
affords an intimate linking up be-
tween the life temporal and the Life
eternal and evidences a practical be-
lief in the latter.. Let the committee
ask the co-operation of the clergy-
men of the churches mentioned, and
arrange for a cemetery conectiot{ one
Sunday in the year, and I have no
doubt that the people will respond so
well that we shall be able to erect an
iron rail fence around the cemetery,
that will last for a century, and in
addition, will, by following the same
course the next ' year, raise money |
