Ages ago, infantile Egypt played
with dolls, boats, balls, dishes, wag-
ons, miniature horses and other
animals, just as the twentieth-century
children are doing. The little Greeks
and Romans amused themselves with
much the same playthings, except for
the further possession of a rattle,
which some wise Grecian gentleman
very kindly invented for them.

We know this from the chance
words of a few early writers, from
the sculptures which have been saved
of the different ancient nations which
represent children in the act of play-
ing—and also from: the fact that
many small toys, closely resembling
many ‘oys of to-day, have been found
in the tombs of the children of by-
gone ages—dolls, balls, boats, tops
and tiny dishes, added to which there
were small warlike implements for
the boys, such as javelin, and bows
and arrows.

In the Metropolitan Museum of Art
in New York, there is -a fascinating
terra-cotta boat, complete to the
smallest detail. It was found in the
tomb of an Egyptian boy of 4,000
years ago.

Germany’s Year
of Peace.

Results of the first ~year of the
revolution in Germany are summar-
ized by the Socialist Monthly as com-
prising a decline in the value of the
mark, increase in the cost of living,
decreased production of coal and
steadily mounting public debts. The
paper casts a balance for the year
in a bitter and sarcastic vein.

It points out that the mark has
declined in value within the year
from 72 Swiss francs to 20.25 francs.
It gives a long list of articles of food
showing increases ronging up te 100
per cent. for butter, and nearly 200
per cent. for eggs. The paper states
that the cost of transportation h:s
increased.

The production of coal is asserted
to have declined from 190,000,000
tons a year before the war to 70,000~
000 tuns in the first year of the revo-
lution. This is notwithstanding an
increase in the number of persons
employed in the mining industry ex-
clusive of war prisoners who now
have been sent back to France and
Belgium,

Debts and taxes are declared to be
steadily growing into an unbearable
burden for the taxpayers., The paper
asserts that Germany’s debts will ag-
gregate on April 1, 1920, 213,000,-

000,000 marks, exclusive of debt to

the Entente. The deficit of tthe Prus-
sian railroads for the year of the
revolution is declared to total at least
3,963,000,000 marks.

In conclusion the paper waras the
people of Germany that they, must
pay for those “achievements of the
revolution.”

Astonislljn_g_ Figures.

At last evening’s sealers’ meeting
Hon. Dr. Campbell, Minister of Agri-
culture and Mines, read out some as-
tonishing figures on agricultural and
horticultural matters. There were in
this country, at the end of 1918, horses
valued at $2,401,550; horned cattle,
$2,398,620; hay, $2,43]1,191; potatoes,
$3,131,490; turnips, 239,977,—or a
total of $10,742,642, not _including
sheep, pigs, poultry, eggs, milk, but-
ter, oats, fodder and other farm pro-
duce, . Thus agriculture is second only
to the fishery and exceeds the forests
and mines of the country. Canker in
potatoes has been a great draw-back
and an order to England for 400 bar-
rels of canker-proof potatoes has been
sent. Another unfortunate circum-
stances prevailing s the scrubb con-
dition of horned cattle. The average
yield of milk per day in Newfoundland
is a gallon and a half per cow. The
yield should be at least 5 or 6 gallons
a day and such thoroughbred cows
will eat no more than the scrubb-ani-
mal now infesting the couatry. The
new Governmens has flnalized plans,
seid the Minister, whereby, in five or
six years, all horned cattle will be of
& vastly improved stock and scrubb
animals will have engirely disappear-
ed.

The seventh round had gone two
minutes and 26 seconds.

It was safd Russell weighed 115
and Wilde 106 1-3,
