'How to Care for N
Carpets and Rugs.

Rugs are expensive and they must
have the right kind of care if they are
to give us our money’s worth in wear.

They should he cleaned thoroughly
before storing,™then spread out and
covered on. the. right: side with clean
newspapers which have been sprinkled
with gasoline, turpentine or benzine;
as a protection against moths. The
liquid evaporates and the odor left is
but slightly noticed when they are op-
ened in the fall.

Roll the rugs on a light stick or
pole, as tightly as possible, then cover
with heavy wrapping-paper, sealing
the edges ‘smoothly’ with liquid glue.
Now they are ready to send to cold
storage, or if a dry, cool cellar is avail-
able, swing the rolls from the ceiling
by heavy cords and the rugs will keep
in excellent shape.

Mending rugs and.carpets may be
done at home,-but it is a heavy job to
handle and the professional menders
are fair in their charges and do won-
derful work.

If carpets must be cut and fitted,
then in sewing the seams the over-
hand stitch is used. Regular carpet
thread and curved needles come for
the purpose. Curved carpet scissors
are also needed for the work.

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New Atlantic Cable.
LARGEST BETWEEN THE STATES
-~ AND BRITAIN.

Plans for the laying of a new uble
for -direct communication between
New York and London, have been
made public in a statement issued by
Clarence H. Mackay, President: df
the. American  Postal  Telegraph+
Commercial Cables System, says a
Router message: The new cable will
be the largest ever lald in the Atlan-
tic Ocean, Mr Mackay states.

He further points out- that = this
cable will be the first to be laid in
the Atlantic between this -coeuntry
and Europe since 1910. Work on it
has already been begun by the Tele-
graph Conmstruction and Maintenance
Company and Siemens Brothers, and
it is expected to be laid by August
1st.

The Fastest As Well.
The new cable represents an im-
! portant addition to the existing means
of .communication between America
and Burope. Mr. Mackay says it
will have a capacity twice that of any
cable now in service from this coun-
try. Engineérs of the Commercial
! Cable Company, who designed the ca-
. ble, estimate that its speed will be
about 600 lefters per minute, making
it the fastest cable the world has yet
{ known. The new construction will
!involve an expenditure of between
!310 000,000 and §15,000,000. The route
| of the cable will be from New York

to Nova Seotia, a distance of about
1,000 miles, and from Nova Scotia to
the Azores, approximately 1,750 miles
making a total of 2,760 miles of ca-
ble to be laid on this stretch. At the
Azores it will connect with a cable
helonging to the company already laid
and which in turn will connect with
a new cable of 320° miles, also to be
laid this summer, from Ireland to
England. Still another cable will be
laid from the Azores to the Contin-
ent of Burope in the near future.

X ‘The first qnestlon subnmet! eo
me is whether the Govemmnt is
‘bound to pay to the Bauweycompm
u,soo 000, althongh the actual loss in
‘operating the ‘railway had ' mot

‘| amounted to that sum. In my opinion
| they .are not so bound. Clause 4 of

12 Geo. V. c. 16, imposes on the Gov-
ernment the obligation of paying the
actual loss incurred in operating the
railway up to a maximum of $1,500,-
000. It is impossible to construe this

i{ as imposing an obligation to pay $1,-

500,000 unless and until a loss of that
amount is incurred; nor does it im-
pose- any obligation on-the Govern-
ment to make advances in order to
finance the working of the railway.
By its refusal to operate the railway,
unless the Government advance funds
for that purpose, the Company had
committed a breach of its obligations
under Clause 4 of the 1898 Agree-
ment; and in my opinion this is a
breach going to the root of the Agree-
mernt ° between the - parties, and
amounting to a repudiation by the
Company of its obligations thereun-
der.

2. The Government has in these
circumstances two alternative courses
open to it; it can' (1) accept the re-
pudiation and treat the contract as
thereby determiped, or (2) refuse to
accept the repudiation and to treat
the contract as still alive. The rights
of the Government vary according to
the alternative which they may
select.

3. If the Government elect to treat the
Contract as determined it is at an end
for all purposes., There is therefore
no obligation to go to arbitration;
there i8 no obligation to buy the Com-
pany’s rolling stock or improvements;
the rights and interests which the
Government sold in 1898 -and  re-
purchased in 1901 remain in the Gov-
ernment freed from any claim by the
Company; but the Government has no

right to the rolling stock or improve-‘

ments added by the Company, since
its only right to these would be by

{ virtue of the forfeiture clause of the
*Agreement and the Agreement is at

an end. The Government could bring
an action for damages; the measure
of ‘damage is discussed later in this
opinion.

4. If the Government. elect to itreat
the Agreement as still in - existence
their rights are regulated by its pro-
visions. These rights would séem to be
(1) forfeiture under Clause 38 of the
1898 Agreement, (2) penalties under
Clause 27 of the 1901 Agreement, (3)
damages to be assessed by arbitration.
These remedies require careful con-
sideration.

5.”An important point arises under |
the forfeiture clause, in my opinlon;

ment by virtue of that clause is the

three years ago by the creation of a
Roads Commission, has met with con-.
siderable success, and to any person

work accomplished has more than jus-.
tified the Commigsion’s existance. For
years past the annual Government
grants have not been sufficient to re-
pair the ordinary wear to which the
roads are subject, hence the beds are
worn out and no attempt whatever has
been made to remove boulders, widen
the highways or cut off dangerous
turns. The Commission, with limited
means at its disposal, has undertaken
the job of remedying these conditions.
Splendid results have heen obtained
on the Petty Harbor Road, Portugal
Cove Road, Torbay and Pouch Cove
line, and particularly on Topsail Road.
The latter undertaking, as everyone
who has gone over the road knows,
fairly bristled with difficuities. Thanks
fo the faithful work of commpetent fore-
men and a keen desire on the part of
those responsible for the Commission’s
formation ‘to get 100 per cent. value
for funds expended, many of the dif-
ficulties have been overcome,
Yesterday afternoon Mr. R. Hibbs,
Secretary of the Commisgion, and Mr.
T. Sopem both of whom have been
very active in tpe campaign for better
roads, took representatives of the
Press out to Holyrood by motor, in
order to view the work so far accom-
plished and especially to see what was
formerly known ‘as 'the ‘Cowpath”.
This particular piece of road, extend-
ing from Hopewell Church to Maher’s
Bridge, Holyrood, a distance of eight
miles, was in a very bad shape. It
nowhere exceeded 9 feet in width,
whilst at nearly every hundred yards
there was a dangerous turn or a men-
acing .boulder. This same cowpatl
.has been transformed into & Toad
from 12 to 16 feet wide, enahling two
cars to pass without the slightest
trouble, the boulders have all been
blasted out and dangerous .curves
eliminated, and although the work is
now only new, in the course of a
few weeks it will be amongst the best
sections of the road along the South
Shore of Conception Bay and a
pleasure to travel over. The objective-
of the Commission is a good highway
from St. John’s to Carbonear. Be-
ginning at Ayre's Cottage on Corn-
wall Avenue the road to Holyrood, a
distance of 28 miles, has practically
been  rebuilt, with the exception of
Topsail Hill, where the blasting of
innumerable boulders and removal of
short turns is mow in progress. In
the course of the drive which the
newspaper representatives had over
the road it was noticed that mater-
ials for filling had to be conveyed in
many instances for long distances.
In some sections there was abundance
of switable material, ‘whilst at other
points not a load could be obtained.
At Topsail, for instance, there is an
abundanee of material composed
principally of - shale, At Manuels
there is shale, whilst nearing Holy-
rood there is plenty of disintegrated
granite. To convéy these materials
any distance requires vehicles cap-
able of rapid tramsit. The tractors
with their dump waggons appear al-
together too slow in comparison with
the dispatch with which other parts
of the work of building are being
done and the Commission feels that
much more efficient work would be
accomplished were some light motor
trucks available. It is understood
that when sufficient funds are avail-
able these will be procured, mean-
while as an improvement negotiations
are in progress to obtain' the two
four ton motor trucks that were used
at the South Branch. coal mining
project. ‘With suitable trucks and a
good road roller fhe Commission
feels that one of its greatest construc-
tion problems will be solved. There
is one difficulty, however, which
hampers the proper ecarrying out of
the good road movement and that is
the want of sufficient funds. When
one considers that the total amount
available is only about $17,000. the
desired .objective seems impossible of
accomplishment. The  Government’s
annual contribution of about $10,000
has been so judiciously expended that
an increase in the grant would be a
move in the right direction. It is
therefore hoped that during the pres-
ent session of the House the wisdom
of placing sufficient funds at  the
disposal of the Commission will be
given due consideration and encour-
agement thereby given to eontinue the
exceptionally good work so far ac-
complished. The “Cowpath” is only
one example of the work done.. Re-

The Bank of England is the only
joint stock company in England which
is allowed to issue its own mnotes. This
privilege was granted during the six-
teenth century in return for substan-
tial benefits which the Bank was able
to advance, Certain Scottish and Irish
banks, however, issue notes.

STOCKHOLM—(A.P.)—The regu-
lar week-end exodus of 7,000 indus-
trial workers armed with garden
tools is one of the unique signs of
spring now appearing in the Swedish
capital. Every one of these amateur
gardenners has his own “colony lot”
in the large co-operative garden col-

,onies situated in what appears to be

country, though actually within the

city limits. Here he grows his own
flowers and vegetables, and finds a re-
treat from the factories and = city
streets.

The 7,000 colonists are grouped in-
to fifty different garden -sections in
the outskirts of the city, and the ad-
ministrative work is in the hands of
co-operative garden societies. The
plots of ground worked by individuals
vary in size from 1,800 to 5,500 square
feet, and the.rentals range from $2.-
50 to $15.00 for the season. Greens,
vegetables, strawberries ,and var-
ious other garden products are raised,
enough to supply ihe worker’s own
table and to yield him a small profit
beside.
