Bociety, 750,000 by the North Britis
Society, the issues gent out by the Hib-
ernian, Continental and other Societies,
and we had a grand total of about 6,000,
000 copies in 275 different languages.
He then referred to the charge which had
sometimes been brought against the
Society of circulating translations of the
Bible made by Catholice. They all knew
that there was only one version of the -
Bible issued under the sanction of the
Catholic Church—the Douay Bible.
But other iudependent versions had been
made by pious Catholicz, and sometimes
when a door was unexpectedly opened,
the Bociety sent in these faithful transla.
tions until they could supply one of their
own. He observed that there had been
a marked decrease in the circulation ol
copies in Great Britain, from the fact that
the supply previously was go large as to
meet and satisfy all demands. In speak-
ing of the work done by the Parent
Society he referred to the way in which
every orphan brought out by Miss Rye
to this country was provided with a
copy of the Bible. In regard to the work
abroad, the Mahometan worid was being
opeuned up, 6000 inhabitants of Damascus
—stillMahometans-—having made & vow
to reau the Scriptures, which they heard
had done 80 much for the nations in the
West. In Turkey salso, through the
efforts of the Society, and the British
Government, sny one who embraced the
Christian religion was not only, freed
trom death —which was before the pen-
alty of every convert—but secured his
liberty a8 well. In Egypt the Emir's
daughters were now instructed in thé
Bible by christian ladies_from England.
In the vast heathen world over 1,100,000
copies had been distributed during the
past year. In the Roman Catholic world,
the Society had been remarkably success-
ful. InSpain there wasjhardly a house
in which the Scriptures were not opened
and read. In Italy there was now the
fullest measure of liberty to circulate the
word, and though the memories of for-
mer religious persecutions had to a cer-
tain extent & depressing effect in prevent-
ing the people {rom at once embracing
the opportunities now offered, still the
work was satisfactory, and the results
cheering- One great reform he noted,
was that the Italian eoldiers last year,
when being sworn anew, were sworn on
the Bible instead of as formerly on the
crucifix. Last year 20,000 copies had been
circalated in Italy, chiefly by colporteurs
and Bible readers. In Portugsl a'so the
work was progressing. Syria was once
more occupied, and Jerusalem had be-
come the headquartera of the Society.
During the war. between France and
Germany 417,000 copies had been cir-
culated among the French soldiers and
904,900 among the Garman soldiers,one
halfof which were bought at fulimcokt
price. And the Society had since resolved
that a copy of the Scriptures should be
given to every family who had lost a
relativein the late war. The Basle
(Switzerland) Bible Society had given
copies of the Seriptures to each man in
Bourbaki's army, while lying there. The
receipts of the Parent Society last year
were £182,000. He then spoke ot the
liberality of the Guelgb Society in dise
tributing copies of the Scriptures last
year to the Voiunteers before going
to the camp, and gave somse inter-
estfng . facts in relation to the ealu-
tary effect this and other means had
on the men, After giving some par-
ticulare with referecc: ‘to the American
Bible Society, the speaker ‘cloged with
an earaest appeal to go onward and re-
double their efforts until the Bible was
lirerally spread from pole to pole!

The trial of John Traviss for the
mutder of John Johnson in the town.
ship of East Gwillimbury on the 23rd
day of Noverber last, by shooting him
with a revolver, commenced at the Tor-
onto Assizes on Tuesday, and was finish.
ed the following day, Traviss was found
guilty, the jury strongly recommending
him to mercy. His Lordship then
passed sentence that John Traviss be
hanged on the eight day of February
next. The prisoner was cool and col-
lected during the passing of the sentence,
‘and at its conclusion asked that he
might be allowed to see his friends, who
were not then in Court.  This was ac-
ceded to,aLd the prisoner left the room.
The circumstances attending this
murder is a8 follows :—The accused, it
appearg, entertained a revengeful feel.
ing towards the murdered man for hay.
ing related something of a detrimental
nature to the character of the accused,
to a young woman to whom he (Traviss)
was at the time paying his addresses,
The prisoner is & young man eighteen
years of age, and exhibits a most deter-
mined looking countenance, and one
which would not tend to convey a fav-
orable impression to an observer ; be.
yound a. slight twitching wof the upper
lip he displayed no emotion whatever,
On his entering the dock some of the
female witnésses in the case who were
in court burst into tcars and were com.
pelled to retire, the appearance of the
‘prisoner, no doubt, bringing the horrid
affair most sadly to their recollection.
The general public was excluded, All
day Tuesday was taken up with exam-
ionig witnesses for the Crown, From
the evidenoe it appesis that John
Traviss was paying attentions toa young
woman in his neighbourhood with
rather indifferent success, which he be-
lleved to be the result of statements to
his dicredit made by Johnson, the
murdered man, About six weeks pre-
vious to the murder Traviss showed a
friend of his that he was an excellent
marksman with a pistol. He was also
heard to say laughiugly that he would
like to scalp Johnson., No suspicions or
fears were entertained by anyone agairst
prisoner, for, during the past six years,
he has borne a very favorable character
his acquint On the

g
night of the 22nd of November, Traviss
wont 10 Johnson's house and remained
all night with the family. Inthe morn-
iag some snow having fallen, Mr John-
sonand Traviss' took a double sleigh to
drive to a relative of prisoner’s, named
Ausman, The distanco was several
miles, They were seen by a witness
Iaughing and acting apparently in d very
friendly manner, About 9 o'clock the
sleigh, without a driver, was paesing a
blacksmitl’s shop, when several men
overtook it, and, stopping it, found John-
son lying, quite dead, on his back in the
sleigh. Puleation was still apparent.
At the Coroner's inquest it appeared
from evidence that 1ravies, who was
sitting at the left side of Johnsor, had,
unwittingly to the deceased, - drawn his
pistol, and, placing it behind Johnson's
head, discharged it at once. Two balle
entered the flesh ; one, halt-way between
the sLoulder and left ear, which piercing
the spical column, caused icstantaneons
death to ensue ; the other was found
ledged & couple of inches higher up.

SIR FRANCIS CROSSLEY'—This gentle-
man, M. P. for the Wegt Riding of York-
shire, England, whose death has been
announced by telegraph, was & pro-
minent Reformer, and a leading mem-
ber of the great manufacturing firm
of Messrs John Crossley & Sons,
Halifax. Their business transactions
were enormoud, the last annual balance
showing a clear profit of $238,000.
