A Remarkable Pic-nic.
The New York Tribune has an account 

of a novel pic-nic which was given on 
Monday last in that city to the newsboys,

The procession moved 
into Broadway, which was cleared by the 
police, and the boys marched up that 
street singing the chorus to the “ Mulli­
gan Guards,” both bands accompanying 
them. As they marched up Broadway 
they were received with cheers by the 
thousands of spectators who gathered 
on the sidewalks to view the scene. 
From every stage and vehicle that gave 
way to the column handkerchiefs and 
hats were waved, and every window 
along the route was filled with interested 
spectators. The boys returned the 
cheers, and Broadway seemed to be a 
sea of hands and ragged hats.

My dear sir,—In all our acquaintance' 
and friendship I have never received 
from you a letter of the tone of yours of 
August 4th. It seems unlike yourself, 
and to have been inspired by some ill- 
advisers, who have so lamentably carried 
your private affairs before a Committee 
of your Church, and then before the 
public. In reply, let me remind you 
that during the whole of the past few 
years all the documents, notes and me­
moranda which you and Mr. Tilton have 
entrusted to me have been so'entrnsted, 
because they had a reference to your 
mutual differences, I hold no papers 
either of yours or his, except such as 
bear on this case. Yon speak of memo-' 
randa of affairs not being connected with 
the Tilton matter. You probably allude 
here to the memoranda of your difficul­
ties with Mr. Bowen, but these have a 
direct reference to I your present case 
with Mr. Tilton, and were deposited 
with me by you, because of such refer­
ence. You speak also of a letter or two 
from „your brother and sister, and I am 
sure you have not forgotten the appre­
hension which we entertained lest Mrs. 
Hooker’ should fulfil a design which she 
foreshadowed to invade your pulpit and 
read to your congregation a confession of 
your intimacy with Mrs. Tilton. You 
speak of other papers which I hold, sub­
ject to your wishes. I hold none such, 
nor do I hold any subject to Mr.1 
Tilton’s wishes. The papers which I 
hold, both yours and his, were not given 
to be subject to the wish of either Qf the 
parties ; but the very object of my hold­
ing them has been and still is, to prevent 
the wish of one party from being injuri­
ously exercised against the other. You 
are incorrect in saying that Mr. Tilton 
has had access to my depository of ma­
terials ; on the contrary, I have refused 
Mr. Tilton such access. During the 
preparation of his sworn statement he 
came to me and said his case would be 
incomplete unless I permitted him the 
use of all the documents, but I refused, 
and all he could rely upon were such 
notes as he had made from time to time 
from writings of. yours, which yon had 
written to me to*be read by him, and pas­
sages of which he caught from my lips 
in shorthand. Mr. Tilten has seen only 
a part of the papers in my possession 
and would be more surprised to leant 
the entire facts of the case than you can 
possibly be. What idle rumors may 
have existed in newspaper offices, I know 
not, but they have not come from me. 
In closing your letter you say, I do not 
ask you to place before the* Committee 
any papers which Mr. Tilton may have 
given you, but I do demand that you 
forthwith place before the Committee 
every paper wliich I have written or de­
posited with you. In reply, I can only 
say that T cannot justly place before the 
Committee the papers of one of the 
parties without doing the same with the 
papers of the other, aiid I cannot do this 
honorably, except cither 4>y legal pro­
cess compelling me or else by consent in 
writing, net only of yourself but of Mr. 
Tilton, with whom I shall confer on the 
subject as speedily as possible. You 
will, I trust, see a greater spirit of jus­
tice in this reply than you have infused

The fair was better attended than is 

usual at this season of the year, a large 
number of cattle being on the ground. 
Prices were not considered to.be tip-top, 
but they seldom or never arc so, and 
perhaps never will be. A good many 
cattle, however, were sold at such prices 
as wire < f’v.ed, and 140 head were 
sent off by the T. G. and-Bruce Railway 
in the afternoon. Prices ranged as fol­
lows Heifers from $20 to $25, steers 
$20 to *30, vows $20 to §30, oxen .<75 to 
$120.
•The weather has been very favorable 

for all sortsgof out-door work, and the 
bay crop, which was exceedingly good, 
lias been saved. Fall wheat and barley 
are now being harvested; and .* a few 
weeks of continued good weather will 
give the farmers an opportunity of hous­
ing up one of the best crops ever produc­
ed in this section of the country. There 
has been a slight frost on some nights 
during this and last week—not sufficient, 
however, to damage anything.

The Ha iris ton Base Ball Club played 
four games last week. They were beaten 
at Walkcrton and miserably beaten at 
Durham, but managed afterwards to re­
gain what they had lost by beating the 
Mount Forest and Orangeville clubs. 
The games were all played on their op­
ponents' grounds. At the return matches 
they expect to do better.

Improvements go on daily ; but your 
usual correspondent, who is now enjoy­
ing a ramble through the country, takes 
a prospective as well as a present and 
retrospective view of things in general, 
and may have already made them public.

Mr. Laughlan McLean; of Minto, a 
young mail, equal for anything be under­
takes, has secured the contract for open­
ing up leading streets to the T. G. and 
B. Railway for $850, and those who 
were most opposed to the Council for 
creating a debt of $1,000 for a work 
which they maintained would cost nearly 
$2,000, ought now to be better satisfied. 
As the railway had been procured and is 
doing good service, one or more routes 
had to be made to the station, and there 
was no other way of doing it. A large 
portion of Harriston is situated on low 
flat land, and when the streets were 
opened up deep ditches had to be dug for 
the purpose of obtaining material for 
their construction. There are consider­
able portions j where this is yet to be 
doue,and these ditches and others yet to 
be dug must in time be filled up. Money 
will be needed for that and other pur­
poses, and it is enough to drive any 
Council to its wits’ end to make the sta­
tute labor money do the required work 
for putting new and old settled streets 
into town-like condition. The Harris­
ton Council have already done a good 
deal, and are now studying what further 
improvements can be made in the way 
of ditching, grading, gravelling and lay-

Winterbourne Items.
The Crops. — The winter wheat is all. 

safely housed around here. The sample 
is good and crops were fair ; some would 
have 35 bushels per acre where it was 
sheltered, and the soil, sandy loam;- hut 
in heavy soil and where exposed, it was 
very thin on the ground. The crop all 
through will average 20 or 25 bushels per 
acre. Spring wheat looks well and 
promises to be a good crop. Oats are 
splendid ;and last Monday some lields 
were being cut between Breslau and this 
village. Peas will also soon be ready. 
Those having flax are busy pulling it ; the 
crop is heavy. Potatoes look well, hut, 
as in other places, the bugs are trouble­
some. Turnips look well, and judging 
from present appearances, will be a very 
heavy crop. Mangle Wurtzel looks well ; 
those I have seen must be all of 5 inches 
in diameter.
