A House with a Romance,

Three miles west of the village of George~
town, Madison County, New York, is a
place known as Mather Farm It comprises
some seven hundred and thirty~five acres.
A correspondent of the Oneida Dispaich
farnishes some interesting facts in its early
history : »

In the year 1810, an individual known at
that time as Lewis Anathe Muller, a French
refugee, settled on this tract, then a wilder-~
-"ess, more deselate than ‘now, and attempted
/%> establishment of a village. He erected a
sp_tiops dwelling, strong and solid walls
beilg “construcied of hewn timber, every
bent being raised closely against another,
making a wall of solid timber twe.ve to
fourteen inches thick.  This  fortresselike
frame was well covered withont, and most
carefully finished within, after a style best
fancied by the strange builder. The walls
present a nice finish, and time has proved
their durdbility. The building is of the Euw
ropean style of architecture of that time, be-
ing not far from eighty feet long, and of pro-
portionate width, divided into rooms and
balls. Originally, there were seven fire-
places. It is’said that in the cellar an aparts
ment, undiscoverable by a -stranger, whose
sacred purposes were never told, was provid-
ed, Large, commodious out buildiugs were
erected, two large store houses, numerous
fruit trees planied, and an artificial pond
raised, the dam of which years ago was le-~
velled by subsequent occupanis, none of
whom, to my knowledge, have owned it or
aoy part of it.  Muller brooght here with
him about one hundred and fifty hands, as
etated by some of our oldest men, who knew
him and assisted him in his enterprise, and
$150,000. Many sapposed him to be Louis
Phillippe himself, King of France, and that
he sounght this secluded hill and constructed
this house in its peculiar manner as a means
of defence in case of danger. At any rate
there was not, and is not to-day =any
doubt that™-he was one of the nobility of
France, for when Bonaparte abdicated he
returned to France, leaving his family (wife
aod children) in New York._ Evidently no
pains were spared to make this lonely place
pleasant, and render the' lands, naturally
sterile, fruitful and agreeable to the apparent-
ly cultivated taste of the exiled Frenchman.
Consequently forests were levelled, and hun-
dreds of acres cleared with particular care.
Money wag lavished, and labor without stint
applied to beautify this wild, seeluded hill;
On going to France he left his property in
care-of some of his servants who accompani=
ed him here.  Baut after a few years he  re«
targed to New York, thence to Georgetown,
tofind his adopted home nearly deserted,
everything in'a dilapidated state ; his valu«
able and costly furniture carried away or
broken, and of all the property which‘ he
bought, amounting to $150.000 or more, it is

TeEE Fire oN Drapuan’s IsLaxp—The
fire ot Sunday evening on Deadman’s lsland
destroyed the Indian graves and rema ns.
The Island has been used as a burial place
by the Songish or Flathead Indians for
many years. The dead were placed in boxes
or square coffios and left above the ground
to decay. All the » big” men of the tribe—
the hyas tyhees and their wivds—were sent
to the Island for their last sleep. Carved
images, intended to represent departed chiefs,
generally appeared at the side of the boxes,
The favorite Weapons, canoes, trinkets, and
occasionally a few blankets, were deposited
by the side ot the ccrpse in the belief that
the right of possession did not cease with
death, and that the more the deceased was
encumbered with this world’s gouds when he
departed for the happy huntiug-grounds, the
more acceptable he would prove 10 the Great
Spirit. Al the relics and mementoes were
destroyed on Sunday. The torch of some
sacreligions incendiary fired the shrubbery
that covered the island, and the fire-fiend
sent forth  his ‘tongues in every direction,.
The flames raged all Sunday, destroying
nearly every coosumable object on the isa
laod ; the neighborhood was pregnant
with the horrid smell of burning animal mate
ter, while the rats, disturbed in the
midst of their. horrid meal, leaped ‘into
the water and swam across the her-
bor to the nearest shore. Thz trees,
shrubbery and the relics were copgumed.
while the ghastly skeletons, bluckened
by fire and smoke, yesterday lay exposed on
the ground. The scoundrel who fired the
heap, if discovered, should be well punished.

LORD LLANOVER.

The Right Hon. Sir Bepjamin Hall, PO,
Baron Llanover, of Llanover and Abercarn,
in the county of Moomouth, and a Baronet,
Lord Lieutepant of Moomouthshire, who died
on the 27th ult., at his town house, 9, Great

Stanhope street, Park Lane, after a prolonged
and painful illness, was the eldest son of Ben;
Hall, Esq., of Abercarn, Monmomhshiro, and
Hensol Castle, Glamorganshire, M.P. in 8evs
eral Parliaments for Totnes and Westbury,
and for some years previous to his death for
the county of ‘Glamorgan, by bis wife, Chare
lotte, daughter of William Crawshay, Esq.,
of Cyfarthfa, Glamorganshire. He wag born
November 8, 1802, and was educated at
Westmioster School, and at Corist Church,
Ozford. He entered Parliament as member
tor Monmouth in 1831, but lost bis seat on
petition. In 1832 hé was again elected for
Mobomouth, and sat for that borough till the
general election in 1837,
cessful candidate for Marylebone, which he
continued to represent up toJ ne, 1858, He
was highly popular as a member for Mary-
lebone. He bad voted in favor of the Re~
form Act in 1832, and was an early advocate
for the, repeal of the corn laws and also of the
window tax. He.advocated the entire abo-
lition of charch rates, admitting Dissenters
to both Tniversities, and a great extension of
the suffrage, togetber with vote by bailot. He,
from August, 1854, 10 Auvgust, 1855, held
the appointment. ot President of the Beard of
Health, when .be was made a Privy. Coun-~
cillor. He was subsequently, till February,
1858, First Commissioner of Pablic Worke,
Under bis‘administration greal improvements
wete made in the Royul and public parks.
He was created a Baronet in Jualy, 1838, and
was raised to the peerage, as Baron Llane
over, June 27, 1859. Lord Lianover mare
ried, December 4, 1828—Augusta, daughter
and. coh:iress of Benjamin Waddington,
Eeq., of Llanover, and had issue two sons,
who died young, and a daughter, who sur-
vives him—Augusta Charlotte Elizabeth,
the wife of John Arthur Herbert, Esq., of
Llanarth Court, Monmouthshire, nephew,
maternally, of Arthur James, ninth and pres«
eot Eurl of Fingall, K.P, As Lord Llan-
over has died without male issue, his baron«
etcy aond peerage become extinct. Lord
Llanover’s widow, the present Lady Llan-
over, has done good service to literatnre by
ber able and interesting publicetion, in 1861,
“The Diary-of Mrs De any.” This eminent
Mrs Mary Delany wus of kin to Lady Llan-

The old man is perhaps the last
surviving Canadian slave, and ove of those
emancipated by the statute abolishing slavery
in this country. He was born in the present
United States, when they were under the
British Crown, and continues a British subw
ject still, He was brought a slave to this
country by his master, cne of those U, E.
loyalists who left their old homes to enjoy the
privileges of British rule in preference to that
of democracy. The old man fought all the
way through the war of 1812, and continnes
at this day hale and hearty. In Court he
walked pimbly to tbe highest tier of seats,
and as soon as it became apparent that the
absence of the defendant in the suit rendered
his testimony unnecessary, he walked down
tbe steps with the agility of a man of forty
years.— Canadian paper.

The jewels presented by the Count de Flan-
cre to the Princess Marie, now his wife, are
estimated at upwards of £60,000. , The pre«
cious stones of which they are composed
formed part of the jewels of the Princess
Charlotte, the first wife of Leopold I, the
latter baving bequeathed them to the Count
de Flandre. Sixteen workmen were e ploy=

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Lynch Law,

As a rule, we are not an admirer of
Vigilance Committees. Yot there have
been oceasions, when the law has been
openly set at defiance through the
cowardice or connivance of its ade
ministrators, that a rising of the peos
ple bas produced a wholesome mora]
effect. To one of the Western Amer-
ican States, we believe, attaches the
credit of having first instituted a code,
known as Lynch Law, for the speedy
trial and punishmentof criminals, The
country av the time was infested with
murderers, gamblers and horse thieves,
and the culprits were either in eolln.
sicn with the authorities or the officers
were afraid to do their duty. At any
rate, whatever wmight have been the
cause, the outrages continued for
years, and none of the offenders had
been brought to justice, when the pa~
tience of the citizens was exhausted,

. and one day; under the leadership of a

bold spirit ‘named’ Lynch, they rose
and Hanged all the bad characters they
ocould find. The way the fellows were
tried and executed was simple enough:
A jary of twelve men was empanneled,
and Mr Lynch sat as judge. The
duty ‘of the jury was to convies the
prisoner ; that of the judge, to sen~
tence him to be hanged ; and the duty
of judge, jury and populace (so” that
ail might be equally involved) was to
lay their hands on a rope and run the
villain up to & tree-branch, This
summary mode of disposing of evii~
doers soon ric the locality of desper.,
adoes, and the example was soon
followed in other States with benefi.
cial resulis, The code has obtained
& worldswide reputation under the
appellation of “ Lynch Law,” in hon-
or of the first “ judge.” Its operations
have been confined prineipally to the
American States and territorios. Yery
-few instances of the administration
of Lynch Law bhave occurred on Brigs
ish ground. Here, inBritish Columbia,
in 1858, the California miners who
first rushed to Fraser River destroyed
several Iodian villages and killed some
of the inhabitanis, That affair, more
properly speaking, was a * war ” in
which the red man was the aggressor ;
and the only real case of Lynching
(previous to yesterday) we remember
to have heard of in the Colony
was where a number of miners
hung an oid  Indian, near Lillooet,
early in 1859, for stealing. The Koote~
nay case (10 which brief allusion is
made by telegrapb) seems to have
been a terrible -affair. One account
clsims that Gaggin, the Magistrate,
was poisoned by ihe desperado: but
this 18 doubttul, as it is well koown
the deceased gentleman had lain ay
the point of ‘death for some weeks.
That the constable of the district was
8hot and killed is undoubtediy correct.
The murderer then appears to have
made for the Boundary Line, to which
he was pursued by the inturiated
miners and killed. Ardent believers
ip law and order may deprecate the
infliction of summary punishuiens by
an unauthorised body; but we con-
ceive that the executioners of the
wreich Brown showed by the course
they adopied a proper anu Jjust appre

ciation of the law. The magisirate
was dead. Who was to issue a war-
rant? The constable was shot. W ho
Wwas to pursue the assassin? Clearly,
with the representatives of the law
power of the Government lying dead
betore them, the right, the duty of the
people ‘was™t0 prevent the flight ot
the evil-doer. They had 1o choose
botween the escape of the murderer
and his summary punishment. Aware
tuac he was guiity of a capital offence
in the eyes of the law, and well know-

ing wuau it he crossed the line he was
Sale from pursuii, they decided to
shoot him down. Paradoxical as the
assertion may appear, when the
miners took the law into their own
hands and executed the criminal, they
showed & high appreciation of thai
law and apueid iis mujesty.

From Victoria to Metlakilah with
some Account of the Mission there,
H. M, S. Sparrowhawk, with Governor
Seymour on board, left Esquimalt June Tth,
arriving the same eveniog at - Nanaimo,
and left next morniog, acchoring off Fort
Rupert on the evening of the 9:h. Very few
Indians were left in the village, the majority
being up Knigh: Iolet, engaged in Ealachop
fishing. Next morning got underweigh ard
arrived off Bella Bella the same evening. This
village is situated on a small isiand ip Lama
Passage, and consists of atout 9 huts, con-
taining about 200 of a population. The
meon appeated .robust and well made, es-
pecially the chief, a’young man about twenty-
four ; the women were painted with a pro~
fusion of black and red bars atross the face.
They have slightly ‘flattened heads (the
women alone ‘flatten the heads), broad faces
and rather fair, ruddy . complexions. We
'8aw for the firat g ¢
Albino, a woman with fair, rubicand com-
‘plexion, white hair and teddish-eyes, and on
loquiring of the chi¢f as : to har geoneaoloey,
hetold us she was “ Sitkum,” The sitoa-~
tion - of tue village on .an Island of about
an acre in extent, where there is neither
wood nor waler, is rather peculiar, but
chosen ' many years ago as ‘a place of
defence. Here was observed, among
some of the old, extensive gcars on the
arms, the resuls of the custom of riting,
during their medicine oigies, when the candi~
dates in their frenzy are supposed to be ingpir-
ed, and it is considered 3 maiter of religious
duty to offer them an arm to gnaw, spch
scars being highly honorable. Another pecn-
liar custom also is said to prevail ‘on the og-
casion of the death of a chief—a Practiee thap
somewhat resembles embalming, The body
is disembowelled,‘tbe cavities' filled with
cedar bark, and then conveyed 1o a cavern
‘on the opposite shore, where it is deposited.
Tue chief came off in the evening, bringing
with him a collection of curious masks,
rattles, &c,; these he caretully brought on
deck, and would not exhibit except oo the
after part of the ship, hid from the eight of
the canoes. ‘Qn some of them the carving was
very well executed. Qoe of hig whistles
was decidedly ingenious, congisting of a
tube fitted into the neck of a bladder, which
being compressed in the band, gave oat
mausical notes: Qo shore they appeared to
bave a pleatifal supply of the necessaries of
life, a8 numerous deer, beaver, halibut, were
seen in their houses. We left Bella Bella
next morning (12th) and anchored the
same evening at Lowe Inlet, situated in
Greenville Chanpel, a soug auchorage, the
inlet runoing up about three miles, where a
river falls iu, Here some of. our party who
went oo shore saw numerous tiny glittering
specks in the sand, brought down by the
river, and fancied they had discovered valua
ble diggings. The -8pecimens brought on
board, however, turned ont to be ouly iron
pyrites. Nexi ‘day (12th), we proceeded,
passing the surveying steamer Alexandra in
Lawson harbor, and arrived in the lorenoon
in Metlakatla roads. ' The voyage from
Fort Rapert was through a saccession of
sheltered channels; the ocean sweil being
only felt for about 20 miles, in passing be-
tween Cape Scott and the entrance of Fitz-
bugh Sound. The rest was inland Daviga-
lion, intricate, but perhaps the smoothest in
the Pacifio, .. Many ot the arehipelagoes
passed throogh  ~were ~ of surpassingly
beautifal, the scenery being almost of a high-
land character, the shores wooded close 10 the
water's edge, numerous canals resembling
a succession of inland lakes, dotted with
many beautiful islets; the scenery ever-
varying in shade and outlige,“ and con-
sisting of open glades and gently sloping
aclivities, at others, of snow clag peaks and
mountains, cleft by deep ravines, dowan
whose sides thundered impetuous moun-
‘ain torrents; while now and again a glimpse
wag caught of the snow clad Cascade range.
In passing along thers might be seen ocea«
sionally a long avenue cleared in tbe forest
from the top to the botiom of the mountaing—
the work of some devastating snogw avalcnche;
the result of the melting of the snow,
pesbapsin some instances proceeding from
distant glaciers. Metlakathia ig situated
on tha coast, about the middle of the
western side of the Chympsean peninsula,
This peninsuly, inhabited by the Chympsea
tribe, is about 40 miles long by 20 broad and
is washed on three sides by Chatham Soand,
Port Essington and Work’s Capal. The
Misgion of Metlakathls s sitaated on a
little bay protected by several small islands ;

Two yourng \‘men, named Peter Scully and
Hebbard, are charged with setting fire
to the Indian burying-ground on Deadman’s
Island on Sunday last, Scully was arrested
at the house of his mother and underwent a
partial examaintion yesterday. Hebbard has
disappeared, and, it is feared, has gone to the
American side. Scully, it is understood, lays
the blame on his associate, and acknewledges
being present when the graveyard was fired.
Several parties in boatg were passing the
island about the time the flames broke out,
and one man saw a young man go under a
bash and immediately after run out and leap
into a boat, in which another yeung man was
seated, and row away. The flames sprang up
immediately afterwards from the bash under
which the young man was seen. Scully is re
manded for three days, Itisa fact wortby of
remark that when the country swarmed. with
rough characters in 59 and ‘62, not a man of
them ever offered to outrage the feelings of
the natives by disturbing their dead ; and it is
truly lamentable that the less turbulent times
of 767 should have witnessed an act of Vandal-
ism g0 horrible as the wilful destruction of a
burying-ground.

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Paris Letter,
{Special Paris and Continental Correspondence.)

Paris, April 30th, 1867.

‘We still continue to live in a state of uncer-
fainty as regards the future.. War or peace ?
that is still the question. Will the war cloud
that is now threatening Kurope eventually
vanish or burst upon us? When the clouds
gather together, and the storm threatens, a
preliminary silence generally reigns every-
where, and the atmoesphere becomes heavy and
oppressive and the werld holds its breath.
To judge by the Symptoms, and all the indica-
tions which we look for and examine with an
attentive eye, this state of things is about the
one we are in. A terrible conflict seems near
bursting on the banks of the beantifal Rhine.
France and Prussia, who would be the two
great actors of the drama, the sad incidents of
which, perhaps, are about to commenze, are
looking at each other, Comme deux chiens de
Jaience, as the French say. As yet there has
not been one single note exchanged between
Paris and Berlin, and this calm rather alarms
the public, as it deviates from the ordinary
habits of diplomacy, ever so fertile in dubious
conclusions, but prodigiously fruitfal in des
spatches, notes, circulars, etc. We must,
however, hope up to the last moment, as Herr
Von Bismarck, notwithstanding the calumny
~ heaped tpon his head, is & man of great intel:
- gence, and he khows full well that war is a

? ! 7, and that Prussia soue gros’
“sow, and’ that one unlucky turm of the die

‘would ruin the house of Hohenzollern and the
mnew confederation. These considerations are
grave and must be well borne in mind. The
danguage of the Prussian papers is still depre-
catory. The Kreuz Zeitung and the Kolmischel
Zeitung tall out lustily to Bismarck not to give
up anything! Ours are indeed sad times, and
what with war threatening us from without
and strife between master and man at home,
we do not know what is to become of us, for
shortly we shall have no clothes to put upon
our backs.

THR S8TRIKB OF THE PARI§ TAILORS.

The resolution taken by the master tailors
in consequence or the demands of the work~
men, has been unfortunately carried out.
There is a general eutcry in Paris at present
for waistcoais, coats, trowsers, &c., but the
tailor is non est inventus. The tailors’ shops
are everywhere closed. On the shops of such
tailors as Dusautey’s on the Boulevard des
Italiens, Raynard’s and others, on the hermeti-
cally closed shutters is to be seen the follow
ing notice:—“Closed on account of the strike
of the worsmen.” Such a spectacle has never
before been seen in Paris. Crowds of loungers
stop and look upon the inscription with awe!
This notice forms a& most terrible blot in the
usually animated, brilliant objects of the Boule~
vards, at a time when foreigners are flocking
to the French capital from all parts of the
Globe. Thirty to forty thousand workmen are
now without work, which must at least repres
sent 60,000 persons who have not only voluns
tarily deprived themselves of their usual re~
sources, but-also of an increase of 10 per
cent. which was offered them by the master
tailors. The Workmen’s Society has decided
that each single workman shall receive one
franc and a half, and every married workman
two francs and a half. Who can say how
long this strike, or greve as it is called here,
will last? The journeymen tailors are getting
assistance from their colleagues in London
and in Brussels. The consequence is that we
shall either be very badly dressed or that we
shall be obliged to have our clothes sent over
to us from England, which will cause us to be
taken for sons of perfidious Albion by the
foreigners who come to visit us during the
. Exhibition. We shall have to take to the sky
blue trowsers and the low crowned hats worn
by the Englishmen.

THE GREAT FRENCH EXHIBITION.

Notwithstanding the badness of the weather
and the rumors of war afloat, the Exhibition
received a goodly number of visitors during
the Easter holidays. The mumbers of people
who passed the turnstiles on Easter Sunday
amounted to 70,000, and the number who
passed on Easter Monday exceeded 100,000.
Though one would fancy that the place was
too large ever to be over-crowded, yet the
number of visitors has became so great that
the Iron Palace was on Sunday week uncom«
fortably  fall. All Paris and his wife seems
bent on seeing and doing the Exhibition thor=
oughly, although the weather is persistently
bad—wet, wet, wet—everlasting rain, so that
& visit to the numerous attractions iu the
park—in our opinion the most interesting—is
an impossibility, excebpt for those provided
with a diving diess. The races of La Marche
and the Bois de Boulogne, as well as the
cricket matches, got up by the English and
Awmerican residents in Paris, and which in
other years attracted immense crowds, are
now neglected for the Champs de Mars.
People are beginning to crowd hither from all
pirts. The Grear Eastern arrived a few days
ago at Brest with a goodly cargo of Ameri-
cans, and in a week or two we are to have an
invasion of riflemen from England. The want
of proper conveyanece to the Exhibitionis a
gerious evil, and the commission cannot be too
geverely blamed for having neglected to make
arrangements for taking peaple to their im:
‘mense shop, or rather bazaar. To get to the
Exhibition is not so difficult; it is in that res
spect much like a’' mousestrap; but to get
. away, to get bome to dinner after a ‘walk of

gome two miles round and round the gasome-

ter—oh, ‘there’s the rub.. The cab-stand is
- about & mile from the Exhibition, and at about
“fiver o’clock; ‘when the ‘public wish to get
away all at once, the confusion is something
awful to' look: at, and. the suffering of women
and ehildren is very great. The Champs de
Mars is at a very great distance from the cens
tre of Paris, and a visit to the Exhibitiou ens
tails the sacrifice of & whole day. It must,
moreover, be recollected that there is hardly
any possibility of sitting down, and those who
wish to rest their weary limbs mast go to the
eentral prisounlike gardens and pay a sou for a
seat, Let all those who are not able to stand
much fatigue provide themselves with a small,
light camp stool, which they will find of the
utmost service in their ramble through the
oval galleries. As for getting a ve_hicle of any
.kind, or getting # place in the railway train,
when it takes three quafMera of an hour to
bring one to the St. Lazare station, it i3 quite
out of the question, unless one has the energy
and muscle necessary for that arduound under:
taking. - It is to be hoped that when the com-
mission has beard howlings and wailings
enough on this head it will take active steps

10 remedy the evil.

Paris, May 7th, 1867,
NEWS OF PEACH.

There seems to be such a general idea that
the Conference which meets in Londen to~day
will give us the consummation so much to be
wished, that people are already beginning to
talk of a mecting of crowned heads which will
shortly take place im the French capital,
This would indeed be a triumph for the Em-
peror; but:let us not cry until we are out of
the woods. ‘There is- mnany a slip ’twixt the
cup and the lip,’ and we have already seen
several wars preceded by a Congress. We can
now assert that the Lugemburg question,
which has caused us so much uneasiness for
the last two months, has decidedly taken a
pacific turn. A peace league has just been
formed, and petitions to the Emperor, begging
bim to use every endeavor to maintain peace,
are being signed all over the coantry.

SI VIS PACEM PORA BELLUM,

Though there is every probability that the
Conference in London will give us peace,

active preparations for war are being made in

all the arsenals, and but & few days ago the
Emperor and Prince Oscar ot Sweden (who is
now doing the Exhibition)  proceeded in an

open carriage, with. postilions and outriders,

‘along the Boulevards te Vinceinnes, to witness
some experiments . with. the ob

which all the French regiments. are to receive
in succession. In eonsequence of .orders re—

ceived, the battalion of the foot Chasseurs of

of the Guard left their barracks in Paris at
eleven o’clock, and marched to the firing
ground near the fort, where they were soon
after their arrival joined by Marshal Regnault
de Saint Jean d’Angely, and Generals Bour~
baki and Brencourt. At two o’clock the Im-
perial party arrived, and, on the Emperor
alighting, the firing commenced. The regie
ment was plaeed at 600 yards from the mark ;
after a period of precisely two minutes the
trumpet sounded the trumpet sounded the call
to cease firing. It was then found that the
battalion, 800 strong, had fired 8,000 balls, of
which 1,992 had struck the line of objects
aimed at. Some of the persons present, how-
ever, affirmed that better practice had been
obtained both at Chalons and Satory, and that
the men were nervous from firing for the first
time in presence of His Majesty. All the
ground immediately in front of the mark was
cut up by balls in such a way as not to show a
blade of grass left. The battalion afterwards
executed several times a similar exercise, but
at distances increasing to 1000 yards. His
Majesty, during the whole time, remainedgin
the midst of the men, questioning them as to
their experience of the arm, on its superiority
over the old, and on the recoil, which they all
agreed in representing as insignificant. The
Emperor also fired one shot himself, to'judge
of the effcct, and then ordered the men to go
on loading and firing as they had done before.
At a quarter past three, the Emperor,  after
expressing his entire satisfaction, left the
ground amidst the cheers of the men, and,
with Prince Oscar, returned to Paris, The
battalion then marched back to their barrack,
highly pleased with the approbation that had
been expressed.

THE GREAT EXHIBITION,

The World’s Fair is now daily visited by the
Emperor and Prince Oscar, of Sweden, who,
as I have already meutioned, is ‘doing’ the Exs
hibition, and het work the roysl guest ef the
Emperor has of it, for the heat of July has sad-
denly come upoh {us, and is bringing with it
numerous visitors to the wonder of the day.
Yesterdey the Emperor examined & portion of
the foreign section, especially the English des
partment, where he made some purchases.
He then proceeded to the Russian village and
caused the norses inthe stables te be brought
out and put through their paces,

EVENINGS AT THB CHAMPS DE MARS,

The soirees of the Champs de Mars have
already begun, and thousands remain in the
park after the doors of the building are clesed
to enjoy the pleasures at the ount-of<door
cafes. Almost all of these places of refresh=
ment remain open until eleven o’clock, and the
drinks of different nations are sipped and
quaffed by the gay Parisians and by the
thousands of strangers now visiting ' the
French capital, 'There has been some slight
improvement in the means of conveyance to
the Champs de Mars of late, but still much re-
mains to be done, The small steamers, called
Mouches;are too few, and many who wait for
more than an hour find when the boat comes
alongside that it can eonly contain about an
eighth part of those who have been waiting.

Tae Prince IupErRIAL.—We are enabled
to state upon aathority that the progress of
the Prince Imperial has been very satisfact-
ory. The abscess on the posterior part of

And Mr John
Bright is good enough to advise the working
men to assemble in bis thousands at the
hoofs of Mr Beales, and to follow that crea-
ture’s bray up and down the town, until the
superior classes, weary of the incessant de-
mopstration, resiga everything to the man-
agement of men, the majority of whom pro-
bably never bad need to study enough of
of finance to know how to lay out a ten
peubd note in all their lives. We sincerely
think that those who are ready to accept. the
artisan at his own valuation (snd it is no
reproach to bhim that it .is a high one, when
wesee the slavish adulation and fawning
homage offered to his ‘nobility ) may as well
consider a few of the many sides of his
character, and made up their own minds
whether they will abet the demagogues or
support the Constitutior. For, when we
come to think of it, the end is not everything;
there is something in the means. At lowest,
they give us a guide to the nature of the
person who is aiming at an end. And even
if the end be laudable, and the man who seeks
to gain it by violence, by merace, or by
reckless'selfishness, enables us to judge a
little of the way in which he will avail him=
gelf of the advantages when gained. We do
pot say that to desire the franchise is wrong;
we do not say that to desire bigher wages
is wrong, but when we see myriads of those
who seek to be the possessors ot power
i rush at their object with a savage contempt
and defiance of the feelings and convenience
of their fellow-citizens, we have a right to
believe that in matters of more consequence
than an insolent trespass, or a refusal to
work, the artisan will display the same
kind of dealing. We may be wrong; but
we are at a loes to see how, from park-meet-
ings and suddea strikes, we should infer the
existence of the temyper that would make its
owner trustworthy in the case of private
property, and the interest on the Natiooal
Debt. Atleast, one does pot habitnally

one’s spoons.

We are sory to see that at a time whean it
ig of the last importacce that all classes
should pull together, respect each other’s

there ehould occur so many demonstrations
that tend to alienate man from mao. This
perpetual menace and defiance, which was
bad enough when merely verbal, but which

under the direction of demagogues and union+

which will be seen in the after time, It is
ugeless to despise and ridicule such men as
the leaders of these demonstrations—the
men are despicable and ridiculous, their talk
is beneath contempt asd.their personal ob-
ject: are base and mean. Bat if their dapes
cannot see this, and take fustian for oratory
and shout applause when they are bedaabed
with fulsome and clumsy praise, what mat-
ters the scorn of decent peopie? It is to the
discredit of a higher class of Liberals, who
can command the attention of the mavy, and
cap open their eyes to some wbolesome
truths, that the people are left to be gulled
into outrage by the shallow but mischievous
teachers who are now canting and raviog
over the land. They are fools, but a fool
with a lucifer box can set a house in flames.

A Dreadful Death,

[From the New York Tribune, May12th.]

Mrs Julianoa Nangle, the wife of Johny
Nangle, who owns a brewery on Reuben
street, between Hubbard and Indiana, came
to berdeath on Friday last, in the following
shocking manoer ; At about half-past six in
the evening she went into the brewery in
which, at the time, there was no one bat her
brother~in-law, her husband having gone
down town. She stepped up to the great vat,
about seven feet high, and containing 'n.euly
five feet of water, very hot, but not boiling—
and by some means lost her balance and
plunged headlong in. Her screams was
beard by her brother-in-law, who ran to the
spot and tried to draw her out of the blister=
ing water. He found, however, that bis ef-
forts alone were insufficient and was obliged
to leave the poor woman alone while he went
for aesistance. When she was finally drawn
out, she had been fifteen minutes in the
fearfal prison, and the skin was boiled off the
lower part of the body and in some places the
flesh had parted from the bones. She had
managed to keep her facelabove the water,and
80 the features were not materially injured,
but the rest of her person formed a shocking
spectacle.

‘A Modern Knight-Errant,

The Pall Mall GQazette says: ‘“A month ago
there died at Stockholm g man who had been
for half his life a knightwerrant of freedom.
For thirty years of the last half century Major
Myhrberg was to be found fighting wherever
the cause of liberty appealed to the sword.
The old martial 8pirit of the Vasas and the
‘madman of the North,” which brought spch
glory and loss to Sweden, seemed to find a
modern embodiment in him, A ‘mere strip-
ling, he abandoned the peaceful career for
which he had been prepared by his education
at Upsala. He sailed for Portugal, passed
into Spain, and fought bravely against the
French invaders, by whom he was captured
and carried to Margeilles, Such a bird could
not be caged. We fing him free again, and
enrolling himself in a body of French volun~
teers, who, under the command of General
Fabvier, struggled desperately for Greece, In
this war Mybrherg performed extraordinary
feats of valor as a cavalry officer. He main-
tained himself and men tor six months in
1827, in Chios, against a host of Turks, and,
at last outnumbered, brought away safely the
major part of the force under Fim, At Kol-
dohri he had a leg broken by the bursting of

the coast, Gordon, the historian off the war,
says of him: ‘He was the best and bravest of
