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mTHE QUEEN.
The departure of the Queen on Mon­

day for the south of France has drawn 
forth a p .th^ie account of thq increas­
ing feebleness of her majesty. It is said 
she is evidently grieving greatly at the 
loss of Prince Henry of Batten berg, who 
was never tired of waiting upon his 
mother-in-law, and who no doubt had a 
sincere love for the aged sovereign. In 
view of the state of Her Majesty’s 
health much of the usual state was 
abandoned, and she was carefully 
wheeled on board the ■ royal yacht in a 
specially constructed chair. Upon ar­
riving at Cherbourg there was a dense 
fog, which did not tend to improve the 
Queen’s condition. The gangways, it 
was noticed, were decked with black and 
white flags, and by Her Majesty’s com­
mand all the floral and other decorations 
were removed, and so she was escorted 
ashore, a pathetic picture of woe, the 
almost heart-broken woman mourning 
the dead and seeming to take but little 
interest in her surroundings. As a 
mark of respect to the Queen the band­
master of one of the French infantry 
regiments in garrison at Cherbourg com­
posed a piece in her honor, but she 
would not allow it to be played, though 
she did not forget the bandmaster’s 
thoughtfulness, as a nice little present, 
taken to him by one of the gentlemen in 
waiting, testified.

When the under secretary of foreign 
affairs, Mr. Geo. N. Curzon, rose to re­
ply the attention of the whole house 
was immediately centred upon his 
utterances. Mr. Curzon’s answer was 
in the shape of a long and evidently care­
fully prepared statement, in which he 
pointed out that the threatening Der­
vishes’ advance would be to the danger to 
Egypt and that the movement of the 
troops arose partly from a desire to aid 
Italy in the struggle with the Abyssin- 
ians.

Continuing, Mr. Curzon said the gov­
ernment was sure that all the subjects 
of Her Majesty would have the most sin­
cere sympathy for Italy in 
which the latter’s army suffered in 
Africa, and he expressed regret at the 
defeat of General Barietieri at the battle 
of Adowa. This statement brought 
forth loud Nationalist cries of “No.” 
Mr. » Curzon having replied, said 
the courage of the Italians leads to the 
hope that they would arise from their 
reverses and vindicate the honor of their 
flag, Mr. Curzon then said : “ At the
present moment influences are at work 
and forces are unchained in Central 
Africa which, flushed with victory and 
swollen by a perfectly possible combina­
tion of forces, would constitute a most 
serious danger, not merely to Italy, 
Egypt, or British occupation of Egypt, 
but to the cause of Europe, which is the 
cause of civilization.”

Continuing, Mr. Curzon said that the 
government had for some time been 
aware of the threatened advance of a 
large force of dervishes. The advance 
threatened three widely objective points, 
among them Dongola. The government 
had been in possession of this informa­
tion since the end of February. The

Fur­
ther this meeting is of the opinion that, 
whilst approving of the principle of open­
ing up the country and thereby aid in the 
developing of its latent resources, the 
period has not yet arrived for the con­
struction of another transcontinental 
line of railway, which even if built, 
must result ini great loss to those* at­
tempting to- operate if, and that? the 
government must be respectfully me­
morialized- finally to decline any finan­
cial aid to the aforesaid railway, this 
board being of the opinion that" the 
province, having granted a liberal - land 
subsidy, has done qpough ; that further 
the thanks of this meeting be tendered 
to Premier Turner and his cabinet for 
the firm stand taken by them in the in­
terests of the country.”

The following resolution was adopted 
by the city council : That this council 
heartily approves the action of the pro­
vincial government in refusing a grant 
of $6,000,000' in bonds in aid of the 
British Pacific railway, as involving the 
imposition of an insupportable burden 
on the finances of an already heavily in­
debted province, and as likely to lead- at 
a later date to- further demands of mone­
tary aid towards proposals that arealike 
immature and premature.

A copy of this resolution was ordered 
to be forwarded to the Premier.

f: SICKCecil Rhodes is accused of having aid­

ed and abetted Dr. Jameson in his inva­
sion of the Transvaal. But such an in­
vasion “ Africander,” in the Contem­
porary Review, shows is opposed to- the 
principles which Mr. Rhodes has long 
held. He has been working for the 
ion of South Africans of all races and 
governments. He would have them 
bound closely together without giving up 
their independence. What his aim was 
is clearly expressed in a speech which he 
made in Cape Town a little more than a 
year ago, of which the following is an- 
extract :

“ No one will remove from myself the 
idea that the day will come when there 
is one system south of the Zambesi. With 
full affection for the flag I have been 
born under and the flag I represent, I 
can fully understand the senti­
ment and feeling of a Re­
publican who has created his inde­
pendence and values that before all, 
but I can fairly say that I believe in the 
future that I can assimilate this system 
which I have been connected with with 
the Cape Colony, and it is not an impos­
sible idea that tne neighboring repub­
lics, retaining their independence, shall 
share with us as to certain general prin­
ciples. If I might put it to you I would 
say—-the principle of tariff, the principle 
of railway connection, the principle of 
appeal in law, the principle of coinage, 
and, in fact, all those principles which 
exist at the present moment in ttie 
United States, irrespective of the local 
assemblies which exist in each separate 
state of that country. I. fully recognize— 
and excuse me for wandering into this 
—that even if, so far as the flag were 
concerned, we were one united people, 
it would be better in so- far as con­
cerns the gold of Johannesberg, and the 
coffee, tea and sugar of Natal, that there 
was a local assembly dealing with those 
matters ; and whether that local assembly 
happens to be under our'flag, or whether 
it is not, surely is not a very high concep­
tion to think as to general questions— 
those broad questions of railways, 
tariffs, coinage, and dealing with the 
natives—we should have a unanimous 
policy.”

What Mr. Rhodes was striving for was 
a South African federation, and if he 
could get the different governments to 
unite on the general matters he men­
tioned he appeared to be quite indiffer­
ent as to the form of government any 
one or two of them preferred. Holding 
this view it fcertainly is not likely that 
he would adopt a course which 
was calculated to convert one, [of 
the commonwealths with which he 
was desiring to unite into- a deadly 
enemy, for it is not to be supposed that 
tbe Boers would not resent, and resent 
bitterly, even if they were defeated, an 
invasion of their country by am armed 
force composed of British subjects, and 
encouraged if not maintained by British 
authorities. Dr. Jameson’s foray, though 
intended to accomplish a good purpose, 
has, for the time at any rate,.completely 
ruined Mr. Rhodes’ scheme of a South 
African confederation. It is giving that 
statesman little credit for discernment 
and political sagacity to suppose that 
he imagined however it might end, it 
would have any other result. Is it like­
ly then that he would with bis 
hand kill the great political scheme 
which he had formed and >which he had 
cherished so solicitously ?

I FOOLISH AND IMPOLITIC. *

We hear a great deal in these days 
about the importance of developing the 
mineral resources of the province 
and of the duty of the Legislature to en­
courage' in every possible way those who 
are engaged in the work of utilizing 
them. The most effective way of develop­
ing those resources is by constructing 
railways through the mineral districts. 
But no sooner does a company offer to 
open up one of the most promising of the 
mining districts by means of a railway 
without fee or reward than members of 
the Legislature treat the promoters as 
if they were the enemies of the province, 
and do their best
and discourage them, 
in which the promoters of 
the Columbia and Western Railway 
Company are being treated by a few of 
those members says very little for their 
public spirit and their regard for the 
welfare of the province as a whole. It is 
said that the company intend to ask for 
a grant of land as soon as they get a 
charter. It will be time enough when 
the company asks for a land grant for 
the Legislature to- say on what con­
ditions it shall be given, 
when nothing is asked for, it is difficult 
to see what is to be gained for any part 
of the province by regarding tbe com­
pany with suspicion, and distrust and by 
placing obstacles in their way.

It is 
claimed that some of the finest timber in 
West Kootenay is found in great quan­
tity on Crawford’s creek.and tributaries, 
while water- for power and other pur­
poses is there in plenty. Those inter­
ested in this section claim there are large 
quantities of ore already exposed which 
will pay well to mine and ship after be­
ing assorted by hand, but the main bulk 
of the product will in time be concen­
trated on tbe ground.

One of the chief history-makers and 
empire-builders of our time is Cecil 
Rhodes. This great man has devoted 
his life to the extension and the 
strengthening of the British Empire. 
He is a statesman of high aims and 
large ideas. He has worked hard and 
successfully for the acquisition of new 
territory in South Africa, and for the 
union and development of the" resources 
of those parts of it already under the 
rule of Great Britain. His object is, in 
the first place, to unite the Queen’s 
dominions in South Africa, and in the 
second place, to- bring about a closer 
union between Great Britain and her 
colonies. He was premier of Cape 
Colony for five years, and under 
his administration the colony prospered 
as it had never before prospered. He 
put life into the Government, and by his 
example infused energy into the South 
Africans.

London, March 17. — An autobio­
graphical sketch entitled “ Fire and 
Sword in the Soudan,” just issued from 
the pen of Slatin Pasha, is of particular 
interest just now, in view of the British 
advance and Slatin’s participation 
therein. As Governor-General of Dar­
fur, Slatin Paetiti was in a position to 
understand and explain the ethnologi­
cal, social and political conditions which 
made the triumph of the Mahdi pos­
sible, and during his long cap­
tivity at Omdurman, he was an 
eye-witness of the ruin which the 
revolution brought on the greater part 
of the native population. Slatin Pasha 
is of the opinion that the whole situation 
in the Soudan might have been changed 
if in the winter of 1882-83 the author­
ities at Cairo had accepted the good ad­
vice which they received not to dispatch 
a large expedition with the aim of re­
conquering Kordofan, but to station re­
inforcements from Egypt in strong de­
fensive rosirions along the White Nile, 
and to letftre for the tin^e being the rebels 
to themselves.

In the author’s judgment, the military 
forces at the disposal of the royal offi­
cers were quite sufficient to stamp out 
the revolt in the so-called Cesira, or 
island between the Blue and White Nile, 
and to check the advance of the Mah­
dists from the west. Had this plan been 
adopted, it is pronounced more than 
probable that the complete ab-v

would have soon caused an outbreak
and at a late period, tbe Egyptian gov­
ernment would have been able to recover 
the ground it had lost. The extent of 
country now governed by the Khalifa is 
little altered from that occupied origin­
ally by the Egyptian government; but 
prosperous districts that once possessed 
a teeming population have been reduced 
to desert wastes.

their new masters.

According to Slatin Pasha, it is folly 
to imagine that the country can right 
itself by international revolt. The help­
ing hand must come from without, and 
the local populations must be made to 
believe that the first step to establish 
Egyptian authority having been taken, 
there will be no drawing back. They 
must be convinced that the Khalifa’s 
power is doomed, and that the brighter 

oi civilization is assuredly returning.
Then, and not until then, will what is 
left of the river tribes throw in their lot 
with the advancing forces, and lend 
their aid in breaking down the power of 
the now waning Mandist empire.

The under secretary of state for for­
eign affairs, Mr. George N. Curzon, 
nounced in the House of Commons to­
day that Italy had expressed her pleasure 
at the proposed advance of British- 
Egyptian troops up the Nile.

Paris, March 17.—The French govern­
ment up to this time have not defined 
their position towards the proposal to 
despatch an Egyptian expedition up the 
Nile. There is reason to believe that 
the proposal came as a surprise to the 
French government. French statesmen 
had been entertaining the hope that an 
opening of negotiations was near at 
hand looking to the evacuation of 
Egypt by the British troops. Next to 
the sovereignty of Germany over Alsace- 
Lorraine, probably the greatest source of 
irritation known to French diplomacy 
is the British occupation of Egypt, 
present move on Great Britain’s part is

Italy did not wish to 
conquer the Tigri district and did not 
desire a protectorate over Abyssinia. 
He asked for a credit of 140,000,000 lire 
for the African campaign, which was 
granted, and in conclusion» said : •* Let 
us follow the same precedent course in 
our foreign policy which 
secured us friends and alliances.

ex BEHRING SEA CLAIMS.
Toronto, March 17.—Referring to the 

numerous adverse criticisms by Can­
adian journals of the United States Gov­
ernment’s delay in settling the Behring 
Sea claims, Goldwin Smith thus writes : 
“We cannot afford to add an unneces­
sary drop to the cup of international 
bitterness, or increase in the slightest 
degree danger to which that bitterness 
is giving rise. The $425,000 award ought 
to be paid by the American Government, 
but the sum is not, like the Geneva 
indemnity, payable under the ‘ award ’ 
of an international tribunal. If it were, 
the refusal to pay it would be a distinct 
breach of international faith. It was 
the amount named by Mr. Gresham as 
what he deemed satisfactory, and he 
recommended congress to pay it, but 
congress demurred.

“While under the cabinet system of 
government the executive commanding 
a majority in parliament can pledge the 
assent of the legislature to a diplomatic 
agreement, under the presidential sys­
tem it has no such powers. The incon­
venience is extreme in the case of treat­
ies, which after being framed ^ith the 
president may be thrown out by the 
senate. But those who negotiate with 
the United States know the con­
ditions of the negotiation, 
ground on which congress demurred to 
the payment was the nationality of the 
claimants and that of some of them 
was fictitious they being not really 
Canadians but Americans. The require­
ments of an affidavit of nationality 
might perhaps help to cut the knot. I 
am inclined, however, to suspect that 
party feeling was at the bottom of the 
mischief and that the actuating motive 
was not so much unwillingness to pay 
the money as willingness to differ from 
Mr. Gresham.”

and it is announced that numerous tele­
grams passed between Paris and St. 
Petersburg to-day on the subject.

It is understood here that Great Brit­
ain also sounded the Russian govern­
ment before announcing the Egyptian 
programme. But the action of the Czar 
in conferring upon the Negus Menelek 
the military order of St. George, is ac­
cepted as a peremptory notice that 
Russia has no sympathy with Great 
Britain’s plan for aiding and relieving 
the Italians in Africa. As one of the 
guaranteeing powers to the Egypt­
ian bondholders France has more 
than the usual interest of the 
other powers in the disposal of the 
Egyptian revenue and may refuse to 
consent to the cost of the Nile campaign 
being charged to the Egyptian budget. 
The scepticism semi-officially expressed 
by the French government as to the 
alleged necessity of the campaign in the 
interest of Egypt indicates a purpose to 
try to restrain the disposal of Egyptian 
revenues.

The apprehensions aroused in France 
by a British campaign up the Nile ex­
tend beyond Egypt, beyond Dongola and 
Khartoum and inter-Central Africa and 
the sources of the Nile, where French 
colonial expansion has been as active as, 
or more active, than it has been in Tonk- 
ing and up the Mekong. The French 
expansion threatens to absorb the valley 
of the Nile itself and to push 
the borders of the Italian pos­
sessions in Ethiopia, thus forming 
an obstruction between British Uganda 
and Egypt. Great Britain has viewed 
these encroachments with impatience, 
and French observers do not fail to note 
that even Liberal members of the Brit­
ish parliament express the belief that 
Lord Salisbury is looking to reoccupy­
ing the Soudan and opening a wav to 
the British possessions in South Africa.

A returning commissary gentleman 
from the French Congo recently gave 
public expression to the hopeful pros­
pects for France of gaining access to the 
valley of the Nile from the Franco- 
Congoese territory. It is for us now, he 
added, only to follow persistently the 
road which is open to us, and to sur­
mount the obstacles which the powers 
interested may place in our way. 
Access to the valley of the 
Nile from the south is the 
only way in which we may be 
enabled to settle the Egyptian question 
in a manner consistent with our inter­
ests. By this means also we shall be 
able one day to successfully oppose the 
progress of our rivals in regard to colon­
ization. The vast territory eastward to 
Lake Tschad.includingthe Mohammedan 
states of Baghuiri, Wadai, and Darfôur 
have also been rapidly brought under 
French influence and form another point 
of vantage for advance into the Nile val­
ley. France fears that the Egyptian 
advance to Dongola covers a British ad­
vance to Khartoum and to Uganda, and 
an interference with her prosperous co­
lonial expansion in Central Africa. The 
British occupation of Egypt is suffi­
ciently galling in itself, but more so is 
its threat to French plane in Africa be­
yond Egypt.__________

Sir John Willoughby, the 
military commander oi the expedition, 
Trooper Hill said in the conclusion of 
his testimony, also made a speech to the 
men on the same lines as the remarks of 
Dr. Jameson, and expressed the hope 
that the troops would do their best.

A letter from Johannesburg, dated 
December 20, aud appealing to Dr. 
Jameson to assist the Uiilanders against 
the oppression of the Boers, was intro­
duced in’evidence.

A despatch sent by Sergeant White 
with orders to overtake Dr. Jameson 
and recalling the r,aiders was also sub­
mitted, and the hearing was adjourned 
for a week.

"1force to-day to welcome 
and liberty the leader of their party, 
Guiseppe de Felice, formerly member of 
the chamber of deputies, who, early in 
the year 1894, was arrested on a charge 
of planning with the exiled anarchists 
Cypriote and Signor Casilli, another 
deputy, a revolution which had for its 
ultimate aim the overthrow of the mon­
archy.

On July 
18 last the chamber of deputies annulled 
the elections on the ground that the men 
elected were convicts. The Socialists, 
however, denied this on the gron 
the prisoners were sentenced by 
tary tribunal, and claimed that their 
offences were purely political, and in 
consequenceitisexpected DeFelice, Bosco 
and Barbate will appear in the chamber 
of deputies to-day, when the new cabinet 
makes its first appearance. Although 
their elections were annulled, it is 
claimed that they can under the law 
take their seats at least until an amend­
ment is reported unseating them. The 
Socialists hope to succeed in retaining 
their seats. They add that they are de­
termined to sit next to Signor Crispi, 
who brought about the prosecution, and 
who was mainly instrumental in causing 
the suppression of th'e outbreaks which 
were to a great degree caused by the 
fiery speeches of De Felice, Barbate and 
Bosco, the recognized leaders of the 
revolutionary movement.

When the Socialist leaders reached the 
railroad station they found about 5,000' 
of their followers and admirers assem­
bled about the depot, with a band and 
half wild with enthusiasm, determined 
to show that Signor Crispi was in truth 
overthrown. Here and there a black or 
red flag fluttered in the air, despite the 
order of the police and loud cries of 
“Long Live Rudini,” “Down with. 
Crispi,” rose every now and then, and 
was taken up by the throngs which filled 
the streets in the anticipation of wit­
nessing the Socialist demonstration. 
But this was peace comparatively speak­
ing, to the roars of cheering for Social­
ism, for De Felice, for Rudini, and 
against Crispi, which swept over the 
multitude as the Socialist leaders left 
the depot and entered a carriage in 
waiting for them. The three leaders 
were compelled to stand on the seats 
of the vehicle, bareheaded and bowing 
for several minutes before they could be 
heard. Then De Felice succeeded in 
making a short speech, during which, 
on behalf of his companions, he thanked 
his friends for the cordial welcome ac­
corded them on their 'return to Rome, 
and called for cheers for Marquis di 
Rudini, which were given with a will, 
after which the Socialists made a rush 
for the carriage containing their lead­
ers, dragged the horses from the bars, 
and pulled the vehicle triumphantly 
through the principal streets, waving 
flags on both sides, with bands both pre­
ceding and following the procession.

PERMANENT ARBITRATION.

Washington* March 18.—In view of 
the fact that a widespread desire has 
been manifested both in the United 
States and Great Britain for the estab­
lishment between these two countries of 

permanent system of arbitration, a 
call has been issued for a national con­
ference, to be held at Washington City 

Wednesday and Thursday, April 22 
and 23 next, to express the general con­
viction that such a system of arbitration 
should be speedily provided for by the 
proper authorities and with the most 
comprehensive application practicable. 
Invitations will be sent to representa­
tives, irrespective of party or creed, in 
every state and territory .in the unidn, 
the combined membership of the two 
houses of congress being taken as a gen­
eral basis of numbers and appointment. 
The call reads :

“ Assuming you to share our belief as 
to the importance of the end proposed, 

deem it unnecessary in this qommu- 
nication to enter into an extended state­
ment on the subject. By repeated acts, 
as we1! as by repeated declarations, our 
government has appeared beforp the 
world in advocacy of international ar­
bitration as a measure conformable to 

interests and to the genius of 
our institutions, as well as to the cause 
ot general justice and civilization. To 
this effect, patriotism, philanthropy, 
statesmanship and religion have spoken 
as with one voice. In confining the pre­
sent movement to the promotion of arbi­
tration between the United States and 
Great Britain, we are not unconcerned 
for a wider application of the principle 
involved, but taking into consideration 
the importance and value of practical 
results, it seemed wise to concentrate 

immediate efforts upon the attain­
ment of a permanent system between 
the two great English-speaking peoples.”

Owing to representations to the Dom­
inion Government by Collector Milne, 
steps are shortly to be taken for the 
better protection of Canadian interests 
at Herschell island, where, according to 
latest reports, they are being grossly 
infringed upon. The island, situated in 
Mackenzie bay at the immediate north 
of the Mackenzie river, in the Arctic 
ocean, affords the best winter quarters 
for shipping in the whole of that region, 
and it is, in fact, the only safe sheltering 
place know east of Point Barrow. In 
its snug little harbor, in the southern 
portion of the island, whalers have long 
been known to rendezvous in winter but 
the Americans have abused their privil­
eges and the Dominion Government do 
not propose to allow them to carry on 
their high handed work any longer. 
What method will be employed to put a 
stop to the illegal proceedings has not 
yet been definitely decided on, but it 
will be done effectually.

Three weeks ago a young man named 
Sam Kelly, with a companion, set out 
in a small sloop down the straits to fish 
for halibut. He expected to return in 
five days, but nothing has Since been 
heard of the sloop or its occupants. 
There has been a great deal of stormy 
weather since the sloop left, and fears 
are entertained that some mishap has 
befallen the vessel. Inquiries are being 
made along the coast for the missing 
vessel. Kelly was the eldest son of S. 
Kelly, sr., and was until recently a 
member of the Fifth Regiment band.

In the County court yesterday, the 
case of Peter Oakes v. Michael Hare, 
was tried. The plaintiff brought suit to 
recover on a mortgage amounting to 
$410, and interest, for which he had held 
as security 42 shares of the steamer 
Mary Hare, which was burned last 
month near Sidney. The defendant did 
not dispute the debt, but pointed out 
that the sum was due, not on St. Pat­
rick’s Day, but on the Twelfth of July. 
This being established, the plaintiff was 
non-suited. Mr. R. Elliott appeared 
for the plaintiff'; Mr. Thornton Fell for 
defendant.

The Divisional court (Davie, C.J., and 
Drake J.) on Monday heard the appeal 
of the defendants in Guichon v. Fisher­
man’s Cannery Co., from that part of 
the order of Judge Bole, sitting as a local 
judge of the Supreme court, which 
directed the defendants to furnish the 
plaintiff particulars of the time, place 
and circumstances of the representations 
and conduct of the plaintiff relied on by 
the defendants in their defence 
stituting'an estoppel against his main­
taining that the boundaries of the lands 
in question as claimed by the defendants 
were not the true boundaries thereof for 
the purposes of the action, which is for 
trespass. The court delivered a written 
judgment, dismissing the appeal with 
costs to plaintiff in any event. Mr.

A. J. Dallain, secretary of the Agricul­
tural Association, wrote on behalf of the 
association asking that $1,000 be granted 
them for their fall exhibition, and a 
guarantee of $1,000 further in case the 
exhibition was not a financial success.
This was laid on the table pending the 
consideration of the estimates.

The Council were asked to assist the 
movement which had been taken up by 
the Canadian branch of the Naval 
League, to aid in the defence of the 
Empire. The letter of H. Wickham, 
honorary secretary of the League at 
Toronto, succinctly set out the idea pro­
posed as follows; The branch of the 
Navy League proposes to agitate in favor 
of the establishment at the chief colon­
ial ports of training ships in which Can­
adian seamen may be enrolled and 
drilled, and ultimately qualified to form 
either members of thé-local defence or 
the Royal Navy reserve. We think 
the establishment of such ships is needed 
for the reasons expressed in the address.
Of course the details of a scheme will 
have to be prepared and I am now en­
gaged in working upon them. In the 
meantime I shall be glad to learn 
whether your corporation will co-operate 
with our branch of the league when the 
time comes, in pressing the matter upon 
the attention of the Dominion govern­
ment.

Ald. Williams considered the matter 
to be a highly important one, the chief 
naval station of the Pacific coast being 
at Esquimalt. He would move that the 
city clerk reply that the council would 
give the scheme all the support they 
could.

Ald. Macmillan would not vote for 
that resolution ; he did not anticipate 
that Canada was going to be made the 
subject of a murderous assault by any 
people, and intimated that it only meant 
government pap and soft berths for 
someone.

In order to prevent work being done 
which, in my opinion, would be injur­
ious to the character of the works at 
Beaver lake, viz: depositing the con­
crete floor on the newly filled in bottom 
of the filter beds, I instructed Mr. 
Brown, clerk of the works, not 
to allow of that work being proceeded 
with mntil further orders. Clause 5 of the 
contract provides that the engineer may 
with the consent of the corporation give 
such further orders for the execution of 
the works as may appear to him neces­
sary. I therefore avail myself of the 
earliest opportunity to bring this matter 
before you, and consider the best course 
to adopt would be to have the water 
turned into the filter beds and allow it 
to stand for, say a week or ten days. 
The pressure of the weight of water 
would, in my opinion, sufficiently solidify 
the filling in at the bottom of the beds to 
prevent damage to the concrete 
floor through uneven settlement. Please 
to advise me as to whether 
your honorable body consents to adopt 
the method suggested or to have the 
work of laying the concrete floor pro­
ceeded with at once.

A Port Townsend dispatch says : The 
board of pilot commissioners of Puget 
Sound, consisting of Captains Charles 
H. Jones, E. Biondi and John Barneson, 
met yesterday at the office of the secre­
tary, James G. Swan, and licensed Capt. 
George E. De Lano and Capt. Melville 
Nichols as pilots for Puget Sound and 
the Straits of Fuca. Capt. F. W. 
Gatier has also been recently li­
censed, and Capt. E. M. Green- 
leaf, Capt. J. L. Oliver and Capt. T. J. 
Powers have applied for licenses and will 
be examined by the board next Satur­
day. These men propose to secure a 
staunch pilot boat, and cruise off the 
Cape, offering their services to incoming 
vessels, both sail and steam, from foreign 
ports. It is said that since the recent 
wrecks on the west coast of Vancouver 
island, and the stranding of the Kilbran- 
nan on Point Wilson, the underwriters 
are ready to acknowledge the necessity 
for pilots coming in the Straits. The 
pilots say they will work in hatitiony 
with the tugboat company.

OFF FOR ALASKA.
On Monday the steamship Mexico, 

whose passenger rates to Alaska had 
been advertised at $5 and $2.50 respec­
tively, sailed from the Sound with 186 
people on board. She left Seattle about 
the same time as the Rosalie and from 
the frequent stoppages she made, ap­
peared to have something wrong With 
her machinery.

3>MARINE notes.
Puget Sound tugs, which have for the 

past few months enjoyed pretty much of 
a monopoly of business, will now be re­
lieved to a certain and considerable ex­
tent. The Lorne, the queen of tugs on 
the coast, will enter service to-day after 
her long and extensive overhauling: She 
is now if anything better prepared to 
look for the lion’s share of work than 
ever she was. Capt. Brown, her ship­
per, ran her out to Trial island yester­
day and found her in perfect condition, 
everything working very smoothly about 
her gear and in her engine room. The 
steamer bears much of her former ap­
pearance in regard to color, the only 
change made being in the painting of 
her hull, which in the matter of con­
struction cannot be equalled on the Paci­
fic coast. So great are the dimensions 
and strength of her timbers that it is 
said she could pound on the rocks for 
many an hour without breaking up.

Yesterday the U. S. warship Monte­
rey was thrown open to public inspec­
tion and at any time during her stay 
here, which will be until the 19th inst., 
visitors will be allowed to go aboard. 
Capt. N. Ludlow and his offi­
cers and men were nearly all ashore yes-1 
terday and the usual courtesies were 
exchanged between them and the officers 
of the British navy. It is now thought 
that the ship will not test the new dock 
at Port Orchard until the first of the 
coming month, but on the 19th, it is 
understood, she will go to Seattle.

The steam schooner Excelsior is now 
at Seattle and expects to sail for Alaska 
to-morrow. She is under charter to a 
company in which Victorians are inter­
ested and carries an immense freight; 
principally taken on at San Francisco. 
It includes 20 horses, purchased in Cali­
fornia at $3 per head, and is intended for 
use in prospectors’ work at Cook’s Inlet. 
Hydraulic machinery also forms a part 
of the vessel’s freight.

When the steamer Barbara Boscowitz 
sails for the West Coast to-morrow she 
will be laiden to her capacity with 
freight, which in spite of the frequency 
with which the Maude was run, had ac­
cumulated on the wharves. Her cargo 
will consist principally ol lumber which 
she was busy loading yesterday.

The weekly steamboat service to Sooke 
shows signs of improvement in the 

f business done, and the Rain­
bow in making her regular trip yester­
day carried a very fair freight. " After 
her return she left for Comox with a C. 
P.N. coal barge in tow. ^

In view of the large freight now being 
shipped down the West Coast, the 
C.P.N. Company have made arrange­
ments by which the steamer Barbara 
Boscowitz will sail on the next schedule 
date of the Maude, viz., on the20th'1nst.

Union—John W. Hutchison, senior 
constable ; salary, $70 per month.

Elijah Smithurst, spe­
cial constable ; an allowance of $20 per 
month is paid to this officer for his ser­
vices as night watchman at the town of 
Union. The necessity for a proper court 
house for the use of the stipendiary ma­
gistrate and the local justices of the 
peace is verv badly felt in this town.

“ As telegraphed to the Spokesman- 
Review, the result of the work there was 
most gratifying. Thé bill provides for a 
tax of 2 per cent, upon the gross output 
of the mines. Before I left Victoria I 
had sufficient assurances that a tax not 
greater than 1 per cent, upon the smelt­
er returns would oe imposed.

“ A 2 per cent, tax upon the output 
would mean that every ton of ore,' irre­
spective of its grade or value, mined 
would be subject to this tax, whether on 
the dump or sold, and that no prospec­
tor or miner, could undertake develop­
ment without being subject to the pen­
alty. In other words, that in addition 
to the cost of prospecting and develop­
ment the item of a 2 per cent, tax on 
the assay value of the ore must be added.
The seduction to a 1 per cent, tax upon 
net smelter returns is a saving, taking 
all charges into consideration, of at least 
two-thirds of the penalty, and besides 
eliminating discouragement to the miner, 
provides for the provincial government 
a fair revenue, which it is justly entitled 
to, and saves to the miner at the present 
output about $500,000 per annum. As 
the mines of British Columbia enlarge 
in development and numbers, the sav­
ing will of course be proportionately 
larger, and in the same ratio will the 
coffers of the province be enriched, and 
will unquestionably result in a larger 
revenue to the government, taking into 
consideration the stimulus to mining, 
than a 12 per cent, charge would.”

“ Do you think the tax of 1 per cent, 
upon the smelter net returns fair?”

It is fair from a number of stand­
points, and yet I do think that much 
more encouragement could have been 
afforded the developer of mines had a 
tax upon the profits been considered 
only, and I further think that greater 
impetus would have been given to de­
velopment. But the province is en­
titled to a revenue from the mines. It 
is in qeed of funds for its support, and 
since ÿ has already done more than any 
other government in the way of good 
roads, trails and smelter subsidies to en­
courage mining, it is but fair that the 
miner submit to a reasonable charge ; 
nor do I think that they will seriously 
object toit.”

Mr. Dennis said the Spokane delega­
tion were accorded a reception that was 
courteous in the extreme. He had a 
two hours’ conference with the Premier,
Mr. Turner, and although that official’s 
time was valuable, the legislature being 
in session, he cheerfully heard the argu­
ments presented against the bill.

“ I was forcibly taken with him,” said 
Mr. Dennis, “ as a man of fine sensibili­
ties, keen in business affairs, alive to 
the best interests of his government, 
and withal a man capable and well 
worthy of the confidence of the people 
and of the high and influential position 
he holds.

“ The following day the Hon. James 
Baker, minister of mines, called. This 
was-a second pleasant experience. Col.
Baker is a gentleman of high merit, 
scholarly in the extreme, a diplomat, 
and thoroughly conversant witn the sub­
ject of his honorable position. With 
him as with the premier, I discussed 
mining as fully as the opportunity 
afforded, and was charmed with their 
convereancy with the various phases of 
it. Col. Baker is of the old type of the 
English gentleman, and of that broad­
ness of mind and intellect, which at 
once commends him to the respect and 
affection of his first cousins, the Ameri­
cans, as often as they come in contact.

“ The speaker of. the house, the Hon.
Mr. Higgins, R. P. Rithet, one of the 
most influential men in the government, 
a resident of Victoria and a gentleman 
of large wealth, G. A. Kirk, the junior 
partner in business with the premier,
Dr. Milne, a gentleman in every sense 
of the term, also wealthy and influen­
tial, Arch. J. C. Galletly, manager of 
the Bank of Montreal, who graces with 
dignity and ability the resposible posi­
tion he holds, a banker of high order, 
a gentleman of acquirement, polish 
and finish ; Mr Anderson, manager 
of the Hudson Bay Company, with 
whom I spent a delightful and instruct­
ive hour, and who carries the responsi­
bilities of a great commercial business 
creditably upon his shoulders; Captain 
John Irving and Colonel John Grant, 
vice-president of the Northwest Mining 
Association, both splendid men ; W. H.

4PROTECTION FOR THE COAST.

Frequent appeals have been made by 
settlers and others residing on the coast 
of the Island and Mainland for a better 
system of police protection, their pro­
perty being more or less a prey to wan­
dering whiskey peddlers and smugglers, 
who constantly infeat our shores and 
travel in sloops and boats of all descrip­
tions. Many of these offenders come 
from the American side with whiskey 
and all sorts of dutiable goods, which 
they sell to whites and Indians all along 
the coast, returning to Washington or 
Alaska with goods which they have 
stolen from unprotected settlers,whocan 

.ill afford to suffer such loss. The effect 
of this sort of traffic is seriously felt in 
the logging camps and in Indian vil­
lages visited by these law-brèakers, who 
leave a trail of drunkenness and misery 
wherever they go, sometimes being fol­
lowed by the most fatal results to hu­
man life.

I have been asked to urge upon the 
government the necessity of providing a 
police patrol steamer for coast protec­
tion, but I hesitated to press for the ap­
propriation of so large a sum, since to 
secure a proper and efficient service at 
least two steamers would be required ; 
and further, the nature of the crimes so 
far reported does not, in my opinion) war­
rant such a heavy expenditure. I would 
strongly reccommend that proper recom­
mendations be made to the Dominion 
government to induce them to equip a 
suitable steamer as a revenue cutter, to 
protect their customs laws and régula-1 
lions, now frequently violated. If this 
were done, the Provincial government 
might co-operate with the Dominion 
authorities by furnishing police assist­
ance for such steamer, and in this way 
better police protection might be afford­
ed, with reasonable cost to the province.

*#£**#*£** BEST FAMILY FLOUR iNumerous complaints have been made 
to me by ministers of religion and 
otliers, concerning the large supply of 
intoxicating liquor which is furnished to 
Indians throughout the province. These 
statements are undoubtedly true, and I 
may say at once that I believe the In­
dians succeed in obtaining nearly all the 
intoxicating liquor that they are able to 
pay for. Notwithstanding the fact that 
tiie penalties for infractions of the “In­
dian liquor act ” are very heavy, and 
although the act is rigorously enforced 
by the authorities in each of the coast 
cities, it is safe to say that: in these 
towns there are always to be found per­
sons who will take the risk of supplying 
liquor to Indians. The same may be 
said of other parts of the province ; 
and in many places where spirituous 
liquor is not easily obtainable, the' In­
dians manufacture an intoxicant which 
is ireelv used by them, with far more "in­
jurious effects than are produced by 
liquor obtained by purchase.

The police use every effort to suppress 
this traffic, or at least to keep it within 
bounds, but they realize that it is almost 
impossible to do so, in 'Spite of the large 
number of convictions annually ob­
tained. I am pleased to he able to re­
port that in all other respects our In­
dians are peaceable and law-abiding, 
and that breaches of the criminal law 
amongst them are of rare occurrence. 
They are self-supporting and indus­
trious.

Davie and Turner in regard to the Gov­
ernment’s relation to the scheme. They 
would consider a business proposition ; 
the proposition for a guarantee of $6,- 
000,000 was not a business proposition ; 
therefore they would not consider it. 
That answer was made in April, 
1893 ; it was repeated on the 5 th 
instant in Mr. Turner’s letter, nearly 
three years later. Whatever may have 
been the effect desired or expected, it is 
quite evident that the correspondence 
and the journals of the Legislature, 
which were referred to by Messrs. Rith­
et and Bid well, have established the 
fact to the satisfaction of any impartial 
person that the Government has kept 
faith, both with the province and the 
promoters, during the three years in 
which this matter has been under con­
sideration. Even as regards Victoria it 
would not be difficult for the Govern­
ment to claim that if it misled the elect­
ors of that plage, it was because it 
placed too much fpJiapce on the state­
ments of the promoters as to the pro­
gress made on the sgheme,

This testimony is the morevaluable as 
it comes from an avowed opponent of 
the Government. The News-Advertiser 
as may be supposed closely watched every 
move which the Government made with, 
respect to the British Pacific, and care 
fully noted every public utterance of the 
members of the Government with regard 
to it. If on review it found that the 
Government had acted a deceptive part 
and had shown indications of insincerity 
it would now be only too ready to show 
how and when the Government had be­
trayed and deceived those who had 
trusted them. But it does not do this. 
On the contrary, it declares that “during 
the past three years the attitude of the 
Government towards the promoters has 
been perfectly consistent and entirely 
in accord with the statements made by 
Mr. Davie and Mr. Turner.” What has 
the Times to say to the strong testimony 
of its co-laborer in the cause of the 
opposition, in favor of the Government?

AN ENTERPRISE KILLED.

The House of Commons a few days 
ago knocked the Chignecto Ship Rail­
way in the head. This was an extra­
ordinary project. Its object was to unite 
the Bay of Verte on the north side of 
the isthmus of Chignecto with the Bay 
of Fundy on its south side. Ships fully 
laden were to be hauled across this neck 
of land in a few hours thus saving a long 
voyage around the peninsula of Nova 
Scotia. The work was undertaken by a 
company which was to receive a subsidy 
of $170,602 a year for twenty years after 
it was completed. It was to be finished 
and In working order within a specified 
time. ' Although the promoters spent 
three and a half millions of dollars on 
the work it is not finished. Parlia­
ment had granted the company 
two extensions of time and 
a third one was applied for this year, 
which Parliament refused to grant. The 
company was incorporated in 1882, so 
they have had plenty of time in which 
to complete the railway. But they found 
it very hard to raise money, and the 
mercantile community of the Maritime 
provinces had very little faith in the 
project. They said it would be of no 
great use if it were in operation, and 
they did not think that it could be 
operated successfully. If this ship rail­
way had been completed it would be the 
first work of its kind in the world ; and 
if it could be worked others would, no 
doubt, be built. A ship railway across 
Mexico has been projected, but it does 
not seem that there is any prospect of 
its ever being built. The Dominion 
Government does not lose any money on 
this Chignecto project, as the subsidy 
was not to be paid until the railway was 
finished and in operation. The prob­
ability is that the investors will lose 
their three millions and a half.

the school will undermine its op­
ponent and that it will topple 
over. In this district there are 
two schools and the Indians from these 
two villages have been absent to-day 
ten weeks potlatching in two other vil­
lages. There are no signs of their 
speedy return and the deserted schools 
for a while, at least, are second best. So 
much for morals under the potlatch. 
Now, how does this system affect the in­
dustry of the province in general and the 
merchants of Victoria in particular.

There are, as I have stated, assembled 
to-day in two villages, 800 Indians pot­
latching. There they have been nearly 
three months and may remain five. 
This is the season to procure furs and 
oil. Have they (Say 200 able 
men among them) earned or produced 
$2 per day, i.e. 1 cent per man 
during this stay? I believe not. Now 
there are many tribes on the coast who 
have given up the potlatch, and from 
them I will mention three totalling also 
about 800—the Bella Bellas, the Kitkat- 
las and the Kincoliths. Will anyone 
dare to say these non-potlatchers will 
not produce this season ten times the 
value of furs produced by the 800 now 
potlatching? Probably fifty times more 
would be nearer the truth.'

By all means give the Indian his lib­
erty. But there is little fear under a 
government which treats its aborigines 
better than any are treated in the world, 
that they will ever lose that. The es­
sence of the potlatch consists in this, 
that a f 3w in every village terrorize over 
the many, and thus the law which for­
bids the potlatch is not against liberty 
but license, It is ia the interests of this 
province that we keep our Indians alive ; 
they are worth preserving. What they 
generally produce is in addition to what 
our settlers produce. They occupy land 
the white man does not require. They 
love the white man, and their ultimate 
future must be absorption and assimila­
tion to the whites.

I""f MR. LA URIER’S SPEECH.
-

We see that the Opposition news­
papers are loud in their praises of Mr.
Laurier’s soeech on the Manitoba 
School Question. That speech was un­
doubtedly a good one. It would have 
been very singular indeed if it had not 
been as eloquent a one as he could pos­
sibly deliver. It is Mr. Laurier’s busi­
ness to make speeches. Oratory is his 
forte. He can furbish up threadbare 
commonplaces, give a new gloss to an­
cient fallacies and tell an old story to 
illustrate a self-evident propositiou, bet­
ter, perhaps, than any man in this Dom­
inion. He is emphatically sounding 
brass and tinkling cymbal. But what 
was the outcome of his grand effort? It 
was really nothing but a cloud of rhe­
torical dust to conceal his retreat from a 
position which he had held for more 
than two years.

What has Mr. Laurier been advocating 
for the last two years and more? Is it 
not that a Commission be appointed to 
inquire into the facts connected with 
thq Manitoba gçhpol question? That
qüèstion he has said over and ovér agaiii 
is a question of fact and not of law.
Nothing can be done towards its settle­
ment until all the facts connected with 
it are known. To get a knowledge of 
these facts a commission must be ap­
pointed. The Government are going 
into the business blindly and are con­
sequently dealing with it in the wrong 
way. Let us have the facts before the 
Government takes another step in this 
most important matter. This being the 
line which Mr. Laurier took on the 
Manitoba school question it was 
natural to suppose that he would 
take the first opportunity that 
offered itself in Parliament to 

• demand a Commission to investigate 
everything connected with the grievance 
that the denominational minority in 
Manitoba complained of. Did he do 
this? Not he. His thirst for knowl­
edge had been by some means allayed, 
and at the conclusion of his speech he 
made a motion, not for a Committee of
Investigation, but that “ the bill be INDEPENDENT ISLANDERS. 
read this day six months.” This motion, 
if it is carried, will kill the Remedial 
Bill.

This then is Mr. Laurier’s attitude to­
wards the Government’s Remedial Bill : 
he, according to his own account, had 
not sufficient knowledge of the facts to 
vote for that bill, but he by his action 
made it clear that he knows enough about 
the facts to kill the bill altogether. He 
threw away the opportunity to ask for 
the inquiry which he had been advocat­
ing for two years, and he insisted on the 
bill being killed outright before he had 
found out whether or not it was needed.

Mr. Laurier has made his great 
speech, and the House and country 
are as much in the dark as 
to what are his views with regard to 
the settlement of the question as ever 
they were. He professes to favor a pol­
icy of conciliation, but if the Manitobans 
will not be conciliated, what then?
Would he leave the grievance of the min­
ority unredressed? No one knows 
whether he would or not. But Mr. Lau­
rier contrived in this speech to create 
the impression that he was in sympathy 
with both wings of his party. To please

THE YUKON TRADE.

To the Editor :—The unprecedented 
rush that is now taking place to the gold 
fields of the Yukon, but further exem­
plifies the proverbial dilatoriness of the 
average British Columbian to make the 
most of the opportunities that rightfully 
belong to him. Here we see shiploads 
of men and merchandise passing by 
Victoria for the northern Eldorado. 
Where do our merchants stand in the 
matter? As an illustration, the other 
day I happened to be present at the 
outer wharf when one of the Alaska 
bound vessels callejf in on her way from 
Seattle loaded from stem to stern 
with miners and their outfits. With but 
a single exception these men procured 
their outfits in Seattle and I was in­
formed that several young men who 
went up from Victoria were induced to 
obtain their supplies from Seattle also, 
on account of representations that had 
been made to them that no freight would 
be taken on at Victoria. It is needless 
to point out that they will be required to 
pay duty on these goods on arrival at 
their destination, which might have 
been avoided had shipping facilities been 
such that would have enabled them to 
procure their supplies in this city. But 
this is only a single instance 
of what is occurring at regu­
lar intervals, now that there 
are four large ocean steamships running 
regularly on the Alaska route, and still 
they are not able to meet the demands 
of the enormous traffic that is pour­
ing into that "northern country, 
since we see that several sailing vessels 
have been called into requisition. In 
the meantime the merchants of our 
province look supinely on at the trade 
that is slipping through their grasp, 
waiting, as you naively intimate, for the 
government to help them out in the 
matter. Verily, “ the gods help those 
who help themselves.” There is no 
reason, with proper transport facilities 
being given, why our merchants should 
not capture the bulk of this trade, as 
they did in the olden days of Cassiar. 
It is certainly a desirable one as those 
accustomed to its ready bullion features 
can testify. Cannot something be done 
to arouse that old-time spirit so long dor­
mant?

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CONTEMPTUOUS CENSURE.

The way in which the United States 
Senate has disregarded every rule of in­
ternational courtesy and set at naught 
the dictates of prudence, has disgusted 
the majority of intelligent United States 
citizens.

A lot 
of old fishwives yammering over some 
real or imaginary grievance is a more, 
honorable spectacle than the senate of 
this great nation spending many days of 
the people’s time exciting baneful pre­
judices at home, creating distrust abroad, 
provoking animosity in Spain and ex­
citing false hopes in Cuba. The senate 
has nothing for Cuba but sympathy, and 
that has a string to it. Every one has 
heard of the bully who cries out to his 
restraining friends, “ Let me at him !”

■ VANCOUVER ISLAND RAILROAD.

To the Editor :—Railroad talk is the 
order of the day, so I cannot resist bring­
ing to notice once again the Vancouver 
Island railroad, i.e., a railroad from 
Nanaimo to the north end of the Island.

Rithet and 
others boomed the Canadian Western 
railroad, now the B.P.R.R., and so over­
shadowed and swamped the Vancouver 
Island scheme, of which, however, the 
Vancouver Island to the north was to 
form part and first to be built.
