5. The city in ofe Instance made a test
case and had the property connected in ac-
cordance with provisions of bylaw regu-
lating sewer connections, ete., (see clause
4 of bylgw: No. 341), and up to the pres-
ent time it 'has beem impossible to collect
from the property owner the amount of
sald expenditure.

Says Lessees of Pribylofis Might
Bring Action Agasinst U. 8.
Government,

Al letter received at the Treasury da-
partment from Collector Ivey, says the
'Washington correspondent of the Post-
Intelligencer, explaining his recent order
closing the port of Unalaska to sealing
schooners, would unquestionabiy result
in his' removal from the federai service
were it not for the fact that his successor
has already been appointed. In this let-
ter he severely criticises the government
and incidentally makes a fling at the
revenue cutter service that will be re-
sented ' by the officers of that service.
The letter is addressed to the Secretary.
of the Preasury, and after referring to
his order, which he explains was directed
against “the vile and lawless industry
of exterminating the seal herd,” he says:

“As the season is near when the cus.
tomary instructions are issued by the
department to revenue cutters to cruise
in Behring sea, I take the liberty of say-
ing that to give some practical vitality
to that branch of the ecustoms service
one of its vessels should be stationed at
Unalaska, not at anchorage in port, but
to cruise along the ‘Aleutian islands dur-
ing the sealing season in prevention of
pelagic operations, seizing and harassing
seal huuters lying in wait within the
marine jurisdiction of the United Strtes
for the seals as they pass to and from
the ocean to the sez.

“I see no reason why the 1essees of the
Pribyloff islands, when their lease ex-
pires, should not bring an action against
th.e'government for fifteen to twenty
million doHars for damages sustained ir
consequence of the feeble efforts put

{ forth by the government to prevent seal

herding upown a reservation of the United
Btates, The very least it <¢ra do now
18 to refnse these depredators the use
of the ports and harbors of the United
St_ates as. bases of operations and sup-
plies.

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PREPARING DOGS.

Bench Shaw.

The following article on preparing dogs
for the bench show should be carefully
read by fanciers who intend showing at
the Viotoria Kennel club’s show, which
is to be held on April 3, 4 and 5:

While condition is not everything in
dog showing, it goes a’ long way towards
influencing the judges in their decisions,
and is therefore of paramount import-
ance im a show specimen, In getting a
dog into condition, the purpose for which
each breed exists must be carefully
borne in mind, for whereas one would
be in condition well clothed in flesh, an-
oithier similarly constituted ‘would ‘bel
voted’ out of condition. This is what
puzzles the novice. He sees a St. Ber-
nard clothed with flesh, and a grey-
hound ‘which appears to him to be noth-
ing but bones and muscles, and both,
he may be told, are in first class show
condition. Each breed has its peculiar-

Bernards, Mastiffs, and some of the
large breeds, in ‘which size is a point of
great value, may be shown in a higher
condition  than a Collie or a Terrier,
which ought always to appear in the
ring in a supple condition, in order to
display his activity to the best advan-
tage. ' Overfeeding in any breed is not
only detrimental to the health of the
dog, but i8 very often the cause of
§perility in the bitches. There ought to
be ays @ certain amount of condition
if the dog is to be maintained in good
ealth, and be a pleasure to hig owner,

if he has been regularly fed, groom-

ed, and exercised, and his kemnel kept
scrupulously cleamn, it -will be no very
difficult task to make him spic and epan
for the show ring. But a dog cannot be
put into condition or made ready for
a show at a day’s notice, if he has been
previously meglected. If dogs are in-
tended for show, they must have strict
attention paid them from the hour of

eir birth. .

DANISH WEST INDIES.

United. States Senate Adopts Treaty to
Purchase the Islands.

to country

Washington, Feb, 17.—Today, in a lit-
tle more than an hour’s time, the Sen-
ate in executive  session disposed of the
treaty “with Denmark, ceding to the
/United States, for a considergation of
$5,000,000, the islands of St. Thomas,
St. John and St. Croix, compesing the
group of the Antilles known as the
Panish West Indies, and lying just off
of Porto Rico, and thus, so far as this
country is concerned, consummated a
transaction which has been under con-
sideration intermittently since the ad-
ministration of President Lincoln,

+ Senator Cullom, as chairman of the
committee on foreign relations, made a
speech, explaining the advantages of the
acquisition of the islands, and Senators
‘Bacon and McLaurin Mississippi) .made
brief remarks, saying that, while they
could not endorse all the provisions of
the agreement. they would place ne
obstacles in the way of ratification.
Senator Bacon moved to amend the
treaty by striking out the second para-
graph of article 3 of the treaty, reading
as follows: *“The civil rights and the
political status of the inhabitants of the
jslands shall be determined by con-
gress, subject to the stipulations con-
nected in the present convention.”

The amendment was rejected without
division.

Senator Cullom explained all the pro-
visions of the treaty, and gave a de-
tailed account of the resources of the
islands and of the trade value to the
United States. He said the provision
affecting the civil rights of the inhabit-
ants was similar to the provision on the
same subiect in the Spanish tieaty con-
cerning Porto Rico.

Senator Cullom =aid in taking the is)-
ands the United States would assume
no burden of debt. as by the terms of
Agreement the claims held by Denmark
against the island treasury would be
cancelled. He said the total of the
claims were $2.000,000. He also said
that on the Danish franchise it would be
Jnecessary to pay a subsidy of $4,000
per year for three or tour years, and
that in this case, and the St. Thomas
Floating Dock company, there was an
Agreement to protect the charters for the
time granted by Denmark.

Every word of the foregoing is true
and there can be little question of the
success of the Tacoma. company if its
affairs are. judiciously managed. The
Dity of it ‘js that our own people are
allowing the opportuhity to slip for estab-
lishing iron works on Vancouver Island,
where the ore, coal, lime, and every
other necessary for the manufacture of
steel, exists in unlimited quantities, svhile
the shipping facilities are . superior to
those of any_other porton of the ceast.

The benefit or profit to be derived by
British Columbia from the operations of
the Tacoma company is insignifieant. A
few men wil be engaged to mine, or
quarry, the ore which will be shipped iu
United States bottoms to the 'works at
Tacoma,
wages and supplies will serve to build up
thot city at our cost. The forests ‘of
Ontario and Quebec were threatened
with denudation to supply the sow mills
and pulp mil’s of the United States, and
thousands of. their workingmen -were
forced to  seek employment and make
homes for themselves south of the in-
ternational boundary, umtil at last the
governments of those provinces wisely
imposed an export tax on logs and pulp
Wwood and thus put an end to the bleed-
ing process which was slowly, but surely,
draining their vitality—for the life of
a country lies in its matural resources.
The beneficial effect of the export tax
became almost immediately apparent, for
within a_couple of years some of the
largest lumber manufecturing plants in
Michigan were moved to Ontario and
large pulp  mills ‘were , established in
Quebec, forming new centres of popu-
lation and adding immensely to the gen-
eral prosperity of the country,

The methods by which the mill ‘men
of iMichigan and New York enriched
themselves at the expense of Canada are
now being attempted by the capitalists
of Washiugton with respeet to our iron
ore, aud the government of British' Co-
lumbia  would do well to. cry, halt, be-
fore the affair goes any further. These
gentlemen of the Pacoma company, and
their conipetitors of Irondale should be
informed courteously, but firmly, . that
they. cannot use Vancouver Island as_a
quarry, that-if they want our ores:they
must come here and smelt them. The
Dominion goveroment offers a bonus on
every ton of pig irem and steel manu-
factured in Canada, about equal to the
import  duty charged by the United
States, so that the question of a prohibi-
tive tariff should not stand in the way.
If the Tacoma and Irondale people
should ‘decline ‘to accept the suggestion,
it would lbe in the line of duty for the
government to impose an export tax on
the ore, as they did last sessien on cedar
logs. \ ¢
The beneficial effect of that legislation
is manifesting - itself in_a ‘remarkable
way. In 1900 the total export of shin-
gles from British Columbia was 225,000,-
000, - while this yeer, if the mills now
established, or in course of erection fn
the neighborhood of Vaucouver  alone
are worked at one-half their capacity,
their output will amount to 360,000,000.
The law was strenueusly opposed by
the shingle men of Washington, who
brought every possible influence to bear
upon the Government and the TLegisla-
ture to prevent its passage, It was aleo
opposed by 2, few British Columbia log-
gers, who feared Joss* of employment
through the shutting down of the Sound
shingle mills. Threats jwere made that
an enforcement of the law would bring
about an imcrease in the United States
tariff on shingles that would effectually
shut out the British Columbia article
from the United States market. Unde-
terred by specious arguments or threats,
the Dupsmuir government put the low
in force as soon as existing contracts for
the supply of logs to the Sound mills
had been completed,.and mark the con-
sequence. The law came into force on
January 1, less than two months ago,
and \alteady the shingle mamfacturers
of Washington are Jostling ‘each” other
to get mills built on this side of the
Straits. : >

INSURING AGAINST TAXATION.

Novel Risks Written at Lloyd’s,” Lon-
don—Curieus, Policy Forms.

Among the curious forms of indemnity
written at Lloyd’s, London, budget in-
surance is perhaps the most novei. This
is represented by various pclicies cover-
ing every form of mencantile risk. Some
merchants insured last year against the
risk of a tax on whieat; otkers, against
the risk of a tix not being impos_ed on
sugar. The reason.for this latter insur-
ance 'was that large quantities of sugar
had been put on the English market at
great expense. in anticipation of reaping
the benefit of highér prices occasioned
by the increased duties.
imposed on sugar, and not on wheat, the
underwriters had no cause to complain
of the budget proposals. Previous'to the
announcement of the budget, anxiety was

They were carried down to the
steamer andstaken to Ketchikan, Febru-
ary 13. The Redmen took charge of
MeDavitt’s remains, which were to be
interred at Ketchikan the. following Sat-
urday. The disposition of the remains
of the other two is not given in the ad-
vices received. .

At Ketchikan the rescue party is re-
ceiving great praise for going $0 promnt-
ly to the scene of the accident.

‘Vancouver, Feb. 17.—“As a 'direct re-
sult of the mandate of the provincial
government, that cgpgr logs shall not be
shipped to Puget Sound, we are install-
ing a plant in the old Buse sawmills,
‘Hastings, ‘which, when running, will cut
more shingles per ‘day than any other
mill on the Canadian Pacific (Coast.”

J. G. Hutchinson, president of the
‘Canada Shingle Mill company, made this
statement to the Colonist correspondent
tonight. This makes the third big mill
being erected here as an outcome of the
provincial government’s law. .The ICan-
ada,\ Shingle Mill company had been run-

December 17
iCapt. Toole and two of the crew started
in'a small boat for Manga Reva, 300
miles away, for assistance. There was
no help at Manga Reva, and Capt. Toole
determined to start for Rapeete, 1,200
miles away, but the French commandant
refused to let him go to’'sea in the small
boat. On Fanuary 10 a trading schooner
put in at’ Manga Reva and offered to
take the crew of the Savarnoke to Pa-
peete for 1,200 French dollars.

{While they were mnegotiating = over
terms the gunboat Zelee came into.the
harbor with the crew of the Savarnoke.

When nearing Enterprise channel the
captain and crow had an argument, and
the wheel being for th¥ nonce neglected,
the scow. piled up. two- days the
Katie remained fast, and then the ef-

forts of the Chinese who acted as wreck-

ers were successful and she fioated.
She did not remain lonmg in safety,
however, for being without steam, she
drifted over into McNeill's bay, where
she went ashore again. 'Ah Chum went
“to work to save her engines, and after
much labor had the . bolts Joogened by
nightfall, and slept in his blankets on
the bedach near by, ready to start work
again at daylight. That night came a
gale, blew away Ah Chum’s blankets,
and he eaught cold and the Katie broke
up. he is now a complete wreck, her
sbottom having fallen out, her engines
foundered’and her sides broken in pieces.
Before she passed into the possession
“of Ah Chum, or rather Sam Kee, for
she was mortgaged, the Katie lay for.
a long time in the ‘upper harbor.. One
night she foundered:at her wharf, and
was sold at auction as she: lay.

Capt. Gaudin: says the words attrib-
uted to his despatch by the 'Tunes are
wrong, for the' words *“Reliance, ng
Franciseo,” are.not -contained therein,
and must have been added, for what
purpose he cannot say. The chronometer
was found on some wreckage which
came ashore some time ago, together
with 'a goid svatch, numbered 55833,
and a man’s belt, and also some fishing
line, * 3

‘When the wreck was first reported in
the ‘Colonist; the news was given that a
hatch combing had comé ashore with
the letters “L Paint 75 tons” cut in it,
and later a board was found with the
letter 0. So far, however, nothing
cau be learned to identify the vessel.-

SAILORS MUTINIED.

Crew of Overdue Alice McDonald at
Pago Pago Refuse to. ‘Work.

~ Advices received from Tutuilla, Sa-
moa, under -date of I'ebruary 4, say
that the three-mhsted American schoon-
er ‘Alice McDonald, with a cargo of eoal
from Newecastle to San Fraucisco, is tied
up in Pago Pago harbor, and her crew,
which mutinied, is under arrest. The
crew will be sent to the:United States.
The trouble with the erew began at
'Apia. The Alice MeDonald put in at
Apia in a leaky condition. . About 200
tons of coal were sold, -and the.vessel,
being lightened, a survey was held by
order of Vice-Consul Blacklock. The
surveyors reported favorably on the con-
dition of the ‘boat, but the whole crew
refused to go to sed, and absolutely re-
fused to work. Consul Blacklock sent
to Commandant Sebree, of Tutuilla, for
him to go up with the Arbarenda to Apia
to see if the presence of the United
'States ship would not-have a moral ef-
fect on the crew. 'Capt. Sebree persuad-
ed the erew to go to sea. The Arbar-
enda towed the schooner out of Apia
harbor .for a . distance -of about eight
miles. . After the tow rope was let 20
and the schooner was ou her way, a sig-
nal was made to ‘the warship that the
crew still refused duty. Capt. Sebree
sent an . officer over, who took charge of
the vessel, caused the disobedient crew
to be arrested and sent to the warship,
and once more the Abarenda took the
sch®oner in tow.
