TIGE-ROTALTY ABROLD,

PROGRESS OF LORD LORNE’S PER-
AMBULATIONS.
P R
Visiting the Bow River Ranches—A Council With
the Red Men—The Weather Dull and Very
Cold in the Northwest.

WinNipEG, Oct. 6.—The following details
of the governor-general’s movements in the
west have been received : The stay at Fort
Calgary was prolonged to the 15th ult.,
and was much enjoyed by all. His excel-
lency visited Mr. Livingstone’s and Mr.
Glen’s farm, and was much struck with the
splendid quality of the wheat and vegetables
grown there. The governor-general also
paid a visit to the ranch lately started by

the Hon. M. H. Cochrane, Mr. Gibbs, and
Mr. McEachran, which, although contain-
Ing over 2000 cattle, was just being rein-
forced by 1700 head which ‘were met on the
way. All seemed in good condition. No
incident worthy of note occurred during the
threé days’ journey to Fort McLeod, which
was over splendid grazing and well-watered
prairie.

His excellency held a council on the 19th
of Blood, Blackfeet, Peigan, and Sarcee
Indians. The Bloods, to the number of
about one hundred, were monnted, and
went through a number of evolutions in
capital style. The Peigans have so far done
well on their reservations, and in this
their second year have over two hundred
acres under crop. The Bloods have also
settled on their reserve. His excellency,
after words of advice and encouragement,
gave a medal to Red Crow and presents to
the other chiefs, and ordered a feast for the
whole of the Indians, The chiefs all talked
sensibly at the counail, and appeared anxious
to abide by the treaties.

The party left Fort McLeod on the 20th,
and encamped for two days near the police
farm at Pincer Creek, then crossing the
Kootemais, Belly, St. Mary’s, and Milk
rivers, passed over the boundary line on
the 24th, and next day reached the Indian
agency of the United States, where the
news of the death of the president was first
heard. The weather was dull and very
cold, and there was a heavy fall of snow
early in the morning and for some hours on

ADIPATHERIAEPIDEMIC.

Its Pearful Ravages in Central Russia—Sev-
enty-seven per Cent. of the Cases Fatal |/ :

Loxpox, Oct, 6.—The reports from Orel,
a province of central Russia, show that
diphtheria still ‘prevails in that distressed
community. No outbreaks of which the
history of the place has any record has been
worse than this. ‘It is actually stated on
the authority of local doctors that in sev-
enty-seven cases out of a hundred the per-
sons attacked by the disease dies. It at-
tacks all classes and baffles the skill of the
oldest, physicians. . The epidemic so far has
not seriously affected any of the adjoining
provinces, and as the boundaries of .Orel
are exceedingly irregular many of the out-
lying' districts are yet unattacked. The
province covers about 24,000 square miles,
and is one of the most thickly populated
in central Russia, containing ne less than
1,500,000 .people. .. The. soil. is" productive,
and there are rich mines of iron and copper
ore and wother minerals. The people are
panic-stricken, -and all who can do so are
flying for safety to other parts of the coun-
try. The despatches received are by mo
means full, but the scenes now being
enacted in the devoted province must be
distressing beyond description.

THE FRENCH IN TUNIS.

MERIRE S
A French Occupation ef the Forts Ordered—Oper-
ations Against the Arab Chief.

Paris, Oct. 6.—Regular communications
are now established with Tunis in reference
to the defence of Kairwan, and are carried
on by emissaries favored by the Italian
couriers. We are assured that the porte
does not countenance such intrigues ; but
should an outbreak of Mussulman fanatics
occur, Turkey will be accused of being
partly responsible.

.Gen, Saussier has sent a telegram to Gen.
Farre, minister of war, announcing that he
has given orders for the French occupation
of the forts of Tunis.

GUITEAU’S TRIAL.

Some Notes of His Autobiography—The Indict-
ment in His Case Completed—Efforts of His
Counsel to Obtain Assistance—His Arraign-
ment Expected Next Week.

‘WasHINGTON, Oct. 6,— It is understood
that Scoville, failing to secure the assist-
ance of Merrick and Totten of this city to
act as associate counsel for Guiteau, went
to New York to obtain legal assistance
there. - Scoville is expected to return on
Monday or Tuesday. ~The arraignment of
Guiteaa for trial after his indictment is re-
corded by the court will uot -occur until
after Scoville’s return.

New York, Oct. 6.—The Herald prints
extracts from Guiteau’s autobiography.
Guitean traces all his misfortunes and fail-
ures in life to his early training, and is
especially severe on his father, to whom he
attributes most of his calamities and ill suc-
cess. He shows how he persistently followed
the late president with intent to assassinate,
and re-affirms that he believed he was act
ing under special divine authority. He
denies any legal liability, and says that for
twenty years he has had the idea that he
would be president. Most of the facts in
the autobiography have already been pub-
lished.

The indictment in the assassin’s case has
been completed, and is now in the hands of
the printer. 1t will not be given to the
grand jury to-day, and owing to the absence
of Scoville, Guiteau’s couusel, it is possible
the jurv will not act on it until next week.

PRESIDENT ARTHUR.

His Movements at Washington—No Hearing

Given t0 Applicants for Office.

WasHINGTON, Oct. 6.—It is stated that
the president thinks the extra session of the
senate will be brief, and until it is over he
will remain in his present quarters. After
that it is probable he will remove to the
soldiers’ home nntil the White house papers
are completed, caming into town daily to
attend busine#s. A cabinet meeting will
be held next Tuesday, by which time it is
expecfed all members of the cabinet will be
here. The president privately declines to
hear applicants for office, and thinks the
vacant minor offices should be filled by the
heads of the .various departments.. He is
looking well ‘and is in the best of health.
New Yorg, Oct. 6.—The Star says it
is evident to'all shrewd observers that a
strong hand has taken the helm of the re-
publicau campaign.. That hand belongs to
President Arthur. The policy of Arthur is
very plain. Hé intends to carry this state
in November as an endorsement by the peo-
ple of his accession’to power.

Incompstent Dominion Appraistrs— The'Govern.
ment to ba Memorialized —Cheap Railroad
Tickets During Trade Sales—Insolvency.

A meeting of the board of trade was held
in Exchange buildings yesterday afternoon,
the president, Mr. W. B. Hamilton, in the
chair,

A letter was received froni the secretary
of the Guelph board of  trade, forwarding a

copy of a regolntion passed by that -body
in regard to increased postal facilitiss, It
was decided to memorialize the government
on the subject.

CHEAP RATILWAY TICKETS.

A communieation was received from the
Grand Trunk railway saying  that
they were ‘prepared to issue trade
sale tickets at single  fares  from
any station between Montreal and Toronto,
but that their arrangements with the Great
qutem railway precluded them ' from
giving such privilege for points west of
Toronte. . -Considerable discussion took:
place as to the advisability of having a
trade sale at the end of October and making
arrangements with the railways, which
resulted in a resolution being “passed in-
structing  the secretary to communicate
with the various companies with a view to
getting tickets at reduced rates, to extend
from the 24th October to the 6th of Novem-
ber.

THE USE OF AMERICAN BILLS
then came up for discussion. Mr, R. W.
Elliot said that supposing a million dollars
worth of these bills were in c'r:ulation in
Canada—a very moderate  estimate—it
meant aloss of interest to the government
and the Canadian banks of about $60,000 a
year. He suggested that such a discount
be placed on the bills as would tend to
remove them from circnlation, Mr, Wm.

After a long discussion, Mr. Worrell pro-
posed, seconded by Mr. Campbell, ‘shat the
minutes should be amended by the inser-
tion therein of a copy of the letter as pub-
lished in the Globe of the 5th of August.
Mr. Holmested moved in amendment, se-
conded by Dr. O'Reilly, that the question
of confirming the minutes be deferred until
the next vestry meeting. The amendment
was lost and the original motion carried.
Mr. Taylor then moved that the minutes
as amended be confirmed, whereupon Mr.
Beatty and Mr. Holmested objected that
they were nof amended, but only proposed to
be amended. Mr. Holmested asked the ruling
of the chairman on the point. The latter
was very unwilling to rule, and wished to
leave the question to the meeting, but Dr.

THE RATE OF INTEREST.

Time was when loan companies iv Dntario
had things all their own way, apZ could get
almost any rate for money they liked to
ask. All this is now changed. The in-
flux of English and French money and the
formation of new companies has steadily
lowered the rates, until now the borrower
is master of the situation. Loans on good
security are being freely offered at 6 and 6§
per cent., and borrowers who can afford to
wait are not over-ready to take them even
at these reduced rates. With a continua-
tiom of good harvests and good times the
probability is that even a lower point will
be reached ; and when it is, the outlook
for loan companies will mot be as bright as
it has been in times past. But though they
may suffer to some extent, it is not likely
that cheap money will do the country any
harm.

PHILOSOPHY IN CANADA.

| Kant and his English Critics : A Comparison of Crit-
ical and Empirical Philosophy. By John Watson,
M. A, LL D., professor of moral philosophy in
Queen’s University, Kingston, Can. Macmillau
&Co. :
It we have not a Canadian school of phi-

losophy as have the Germans, the English,

and the French, and as bad the Greeks of

begun to read and study this, the highest,
if not the most practical, of all the depart-
ments of knowledge. In our own provin-
cial university the most popular of the five
departments open to students is that in
which philosephy—or,as it is called, mental
and moral science and logic—forms the
principal part. There are three theological
schools which farnish students in
this department, and many of the
university undergraduates ~who intend
following law after graduation choose
this part of the -curriculum as the
one likely to be of most assistance to them.
And on the whole we think they choose
wisely. In several of the other Canadian
universities this study is fairly encouraged,
and quite a number of students give the
greater part of their time to it, In King-
ston, at Queen’s, the ‘stndy of philosophy
ought to be popular, for an able and an ener-
getic young Scotchman has been put in the
chair of philosophy. And it is to a
book written by him that we now wish to
call attention.

Of all the schools of philosophy the Ger-
man is the most difficult, and of the [dif-
ferent German philosophers the deepest
and the one requiring the closest study,
and the one that best repays the effort re-
quired in grasping it, is that of Kant, whose
era-making book was published about one
hundred years ago. Eaglishmen, as a rule,
have not been able to masteér it, and it gets
little recognition in the English universities.
Scotchmen, however, have tackled it and
succeeded much better—perhaps because
Kant’s grandfather had emigrated from
Scotland to Germany, that Kant was more
of a Scotchman than some suppose, and
that Kant himself admitted that it was
from meditation on the writings of a great
Scotchman, David Hume, that first led
him to work that fruitful and original vein
of thought which he was first to open.
Anyway, Scotchmen have been hammering
away at his works, and they are forming
quite a collection of writings thereon. One
Irishman, Professor Mahaffy, has also made
quite a successful exposition of the Kantian
philosophy. . Of the Scotchmen who have
written on Kant are Dr. Hutchison Stir-
ling and Edward Caird, both professors,
The latter is of (ilasgow university, and a
student of his, Professor Watson of Queen’s,
has now entered the lists as an expositor of
Kant and as a defender of his doctrines.
Professor Watson’s book is a creditable
production, and is original in many re-
spects. It is not for an everyday news-
paper to give a eritical review of such a
book, but we can say at least of Mr. Wat-
son- that the account he gives of- Kant’s
philosophy is perfectly clear and accurate,
Many of those who write and lecture on
Kant are, we are afraid, verv superficially
acquainted with him, and incompetent to
handle the subject. Mr. Watson knows
whereof he writes, and states his position,
or the position of Kant, clearly.

In-the next place, Professor Watson's
criticism of the positions taken by the
leading English experientialists is very
complete, and to a follower of the opposite
school convincing. - As a philosophical
student, who takes the same side as Mr.
Watson, remarked, ‘“he makes mincemeat
of Herbert Spencer.”

While Mr. Watson does justice to Kant
and sets forth his great merits, and the
great service he has rendered to philosophy,
hedoes notshut his eyes to the imperfections
He points out that

of Kant’s philosophy.

| one who adopts Kant’s forms and principles

must go-further—if we ask in what direc-
tion, Mr. Watson replies in the direction of
Hegel.

A very essential part of Kant’s Critique
is his discussion of substance, cause, and
I‘O‘Iill'm:zﬂ action. L'ke his Pro-
fessor Edward Caird, Mr. Watson defends
Kant's views,
actly Mr. Caird’s view of the Kantian
position. - He delicately intimates that Mr.
Caird doesfnot fairly state that position, but
gives what he thinks it to be himself, and
which appears to be nearer. Kant than his
master.

On the whole, the bock ‘is an able one,
and a credit to a Canadian university pro-
fessor, - It has been favorably noticed by
Scotch and English critics. One of the best
notices we think it has yet received is that
Professor Young of University college—
who, by the way, is another Glasgow uni-
versity man, and one ef the best anthorities
on German philosophy in this or any other
country—has warmly recommended the
bo-k to his students.
