FLOATING THEIR STOCK.

The Money, What 18 s Wanted For and

Where What They Nad s Gone—The
Dutch Bankers and the Rate They Ask

—New York Bankers Looking Round.

The paramount question ot the day is,
will the syndicate succeed in raising the
money they want to push on the Pacifi~
railway ? They want money both for the
construction of the road and for the pur-
chase of connecting lines. They had first of
all their own capital of $15,000,000 : next
they had the produet of the bonds they
issued ; after that they had the government
grant of §25,000,000, paid over as they
earn it at the rate of $10,000 5 mile |
snd lastly, they have the proceeds of the
sale of their 25,000,000 acres of land. Byt
this is not enough. They are going to in-
crease their capital stock from fifteen to
one hundred millions. That is, they have
stock of the face value of $£85,000,000 to
sell. Of course this will not all be issued
at one deal. It will be made up in parcels.

But who want it. and what will they give
forit? These questions are hard to answer.
But from all that can. be learned it would
appear that a syndicate of Amsterdam
bankers are willing to take s good many
millions. But they will not give much
more than sixty cents on the dollar
for it, and they have a certain number
of days wherein to accept or refuse. It is
no small undertaking to handle such a
stock ; and those who conseat to do it
want big profits. If they buy at 60 they
want to see their way to selling it at 75 or
80 to the small and cautious European in-
vestors. And thisis the point where they
stick. They don’t always see how they can
sell it. For instance, many years ago the
big London banking house of Glyn, Mills,
Currie & Co. were asked to' flost Grand
Trunk stock. Their judgment was that it
would mot pay. But they were forced to
float it or lose the Canadian account, They
chose to float it, and let in their host of
friends. So in running such risks
big banking houses want big margins.
Bat if the Dutchmen do not want to take
$he syndicate bonds at 60 there are some
American houses who will take them at a
lower figure. So there is considerable like.
likood of the syndicate raising the money.
They are not so much conzerned about the
am st of stock they let out astheamount
of mov ey they get'in.

MILWAUKRERE'S LAST.

Cause of the Calclum Light Fxplesion—
Another Man Dead—A Stage Carpen-
ter’s Presence of Mind.

MiLwaukee, Wis,, Jan. 19—At the
Grand opera house this morning the follow-
ing was given as the cause of last night’s
explosion : One of the gas cylinders had
been leaking, and when it was repaired

Farrington, the manager of the calcium
light apparatus, concluded, for some unex.
plained reason, to put oxygen gas in the
hydrogen cylinder and vice versa. The
cylinders were not entirely emptied before
being filled with the different Zases, and
when the light was started the explosion
occurred, Farrington died early this morn-
ing. Albert, a stage employee, was the
first to die from wounds in the head. Wsr-
rington’s ability had been guestioned and
8 new man had been engaged to commence
to-night in his place. Some of the incidents
were almost miraculous. One young man
was blown over twenty ‘feet. His
trouser legs were torn in shreds, but he was
otherwise uninjured. The scene on the
stage when the gas jets were lighted was
horrible, The scenery was a mass of ruins,
Spots ot blood and pieces of flesh lay all
around. A panic was averted by the stage
carpenter. He seized the remaining cylinder
of the apparatus, bore it to the front of the
curtain with the burning gas still escaping,
placed it on the stage and coolly sat down
upon it to impress the sudience with the
tact that there was no danger to the front
of the house,

The Newhall House Fire.

Scheller, the alleged Newhall house in-
cendiary, was returned to jail this morning.
He never left the city, but was concealed
in the house of the deputy sheriff.
Another body was found to-day.

The remains of Wm E Wiley, the unfor-
tunate passenger agent of the Michigan
Central, formerly of Toronto, who perished
at the burning of the Newhall house, Mil-
waukee, have been found, and are now on
the way to Port Huron, at which place the
funeral will take place on Sunday.

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THE NEED OF A NEW COURT HOUSE.

Probably between one-fourth and one-
third of the whole number of cases tried in
Ontario by the judges of the high court of
justice are tried at the old court house on
Adelaide street, The assizes are held in
Toronto four times during the year, and
each assizes last about a month ; so that
the judges, jurymen, counsel and officials of
the high coart of justice occupy the place
for one-third of the year. The county
court has its numerous sessions in the same
building, and the business of the division
court is transacted there too. In fact the
court house is occupied by some legal tri-
bunal or another during the whole year
with very short intermissions. = Neverthe-
less our court house has less necessary ac-
commodation than almcst any other in the
province. Some of the county towns in
which not one-twentieth of the work is
done have superior court houses, and better
accommodation for interested parties than
has the rich and populous county of York
and city of Toronto. Jurymen are loung-
ing about the court house for about six
months out of the twelve, yet no place is
provided for them. No wonder their at-
tendance at court is somewhat indifferent.
Except the court room itself, where the air
is poisonous, the poor jurors from the eoun-
try have no place to withdraw to while

away the . lonesome  hours, except
indeed - it be to the  neighbor-
ing  taverns. The accommodation

is just as excellent for witnesses and coun-
sel as for jurors. The same bill of fare is
meted out all round. Judge and jury,
counsel and witnesses are all huddled to-
gether during the entire day in the one
inadequate chamber, and no wonder Judge
Armour orders all the windows to be thrown
open that he may be able to breathe, while
Judge Cameron ardently recommends some-
one to indict theold hovel as a nuisance.
If any corporation can be held legally re-
sponsible in this matter we would like to
se¢, and judges, counsel, jurors and offi-
cials also would like to see that corporation
brought before the courts to show cause
why they should continue not only to
inconvenience the transaction of public
business, but should also endanger the
health and lives of all who are connected
in the administration of justice in this
city.

' HOW COAL PRICES ARE MADE.

We find the following in Laward’s Coal
Trade Journal (New York) of a recent
date :

*“ The Toronto coal dealers have resolved
to concur 1n the action taken by the west
ern shippers, at tneir last meeting in New
York, in making prices for the Toronto
market, and azree to maintain such prices,
viz : §6 75 per ton retail, delivered ; $6 25
per ton in yard ; and $6 00 per ton by car
load, on cars, for all sizes of anthracite coal;
and that the coal producers be respectfully
asked to make prices for this market Srom
time to time in future ; and also, that they,
the coal producers, refusé to supply eoal to
any dealers failing to maintain such prices
and who will not agree to do so at time of
purchase.”

This is letting the cat out of the hag, we
should say. The Pennsylvania coal pro-
ducers are *‘ respectfully asked ” to make
prices for the Toronto market from time to
time, and to refuse to sell to any dealers

who cut below the prices agreed
upon by the ring. Some people
are severe on the N. P. tax of

fifty cents per ton on hard coal, and think
that if it were abolished coal weuld be so
much cheaper immediately. In view of the
tactics adopted by <coal producers in the
States, and the large dealers in Cauada,
there is room for the suspicion that, were
the duty abolished next week, the lion’s
share of it would go to the coalmen, and
only a very little to the actual consumer.
Recently the coal producers held a meeting,
at which it was resolved to work the mines
only three days per week, thus cutting
the miners down to half time, and this very
week the new rule comes into operation.
The talk about the fifty cents duty is in
great part designed to throw dust in people’s
eyes and to prevent them from seeing the
real cauges of dear coal.

THE NORTEAWEST AS A WHEAT COUNTRY.
It may well pe doubted whether there
arein all Canada two men better qualified
than the brothers Ogilvie, of Montreal, to
judge of the capabilities of the Northwest
as a wheat producing country. Inthe mill-
ing business they have had long experience,
and on a very large scale, and from the
very opening of the new era in the North-
west they have paid special attention to
the wheat trade there in its smallest begin.
nings. Recently Mr. A. W. Ogilvie
(senator) bluntly told Manitoba farmers
that they had spoiled their wheat greatly
by allowing it to get wet in harvest time,
and that they must mend their ways if
they expected to get the price of good mer-
chantable grain. They cannot all have
large barn¢, to be sure, but what they
might do would be to secure the services of
old country farm hands who understand the
art of stack-building, In the British Isles

Large quantities of flour and provis-
ions are now purchased in Winnipeg for
important districts in the Northwest, which
were formerly bought in the American
markets. Mr Ogilvie states that no one
has any idea of the marvellously rapid rate
at which the Canadian Northwest is being
rettled, save those who have witnessed it.
It is evident that, in the judgment of the
shrewd, practical men who compose the
Ogilvie firm, there is a big future in store
for the Northwest as a wheat exporting
country. e
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PROVINCIAL STATISTIOS OF INDUSTRY.
The 8t. John (N! B.)'Sun, 'after quoting

a report to the effect that Manitoba is
about to follow the example of Ontario in
éstablishing a regular system of crop re-
ports, says :

‘“Here is an example for imitation, in
part, by our own province. We do not
however need here so ‘much a hoard of
agriculture as we do a bureau of industries
or a bureau for the collection of statistics
bearing upon the industries of the proviace.
Sach a bureau is deing excellent work in
Ontario, and indeed has placed the province
in the position of being the only one in the
dominion with the facilities for collecting
annual statistics and prenentinf annual
comparisons of the condition of its indus-
tries,
would not be called for in our own prov-
ince, a8 the work might be done through
an extra clerk or two attached to the pro-
vincial secretary’s office.”

The example of Ontario is likely to be
followed ere long by all the other provinces;
and we may conjecture further that if the
industrial statistics of -each ' province be
well andfaithfully exhibited the N, P. will
not suffer in the process.

THE FISHERY QUESTION—DATES TO BE RE-
MEMBERED. -

We have already drawn attention to the
fact that in the United States semate a mo-
tion requiring the president to give notice to
Great Britain on the second day of July
next to termiuate the existing fishery ar.
rangements, had been referred to the com-
mittee on foreign relations. We find in a
contemporary a portion of the speech made
onfthe occasion by Senator Frye, the mover,
as under. The Washington treaty was
signed in May, 1871:

“The articles of the treaty referred to
touching certain rights on lakes and rivers,
and fishing privileges, had to remain untit

certain sanctions of provincial legislatures
and of the United States . were given, but
these did not takeeffect until July 1, 18783,
The prescribed termr of ten years for which
the treaty was made will expire next July,
but as congress will not be in session then
my joint resolution direets the president to
give notice by that time. ‘ The continuance
of this treaty,as provided for in the articles
referred to, is in the interest of Canada,
That country derives great  benefits from
the treaty, but we get nothing. We paid
$5,500,000 in tne first ar for this, and
we are now paying annually $400.000 in
the way of remission duties.” By the terms
of the treaty we gave Canada permission to
fish above the 39th parailel of  Iatitude, and
we in return are given permission to fish in
their bays. Under this privilege they take
100 barrels of fish in our water for every
barrel that-we tuke in theirs. I regard
the treaty-as very detrimental to American
interests, -and hence offered the resolution
directing the president to give notice of
our desire to terminate articles 18 to 25 and
30.”

There is great difficulty in getting Amer-
ican legislators to agree as to a revised
tariff, and just now the tariff business is in
a perfect muddle at Washington. It need
not surprise anybody, however, should they
be found wonderfully unanimous on the ques-
tion of abrogating the fishery clanses in the

DUTCHMEN TO 1HE FRONT.

In railway and financial circles the sen-
sation of the day is the [question whether
the Canada Pacitic railway company has
succeeded in getting its new stock taken
up, to the amount of some fifty millions
more or less. The syndicate which is
expected to “*chip in” is composed of New
York and Dutch capitalists, the latter being
the parties out of whom the chiefs of the
Canada Pacific railway syndicate got such
a rousing bargain in the purchase of St.
Paul, Minneapolis and Manitoba railway.
Ii the scheme we now hear of turn out an
accomplished fact, we may safely conclude
that the Dutch bondholders of the Minne-
sota road have been well compensated in
the present bargain for what they lost in
the former one. The fact that they have
been negotiated with at all shows on the
face of it that the Canada Pacific railway
was anxious to come to terms with them.
According to the prevailing expectation in
Montreal, the result of the negotiations
either one way or the other ought to be
made public ere the present week closes.
The Guazette speaks of negotiations going on
with London capifalists, it may be that
they have been going on in both quarters
at once.

NOMINATION BY KNGLAND OF 4
CANADIAN FOR GOVERNOR
GENERAL.

(To The El;tor of The World.)

SIR: In reference to my article on this
subject published in your paper of Monday,
January 15, a correspondent of yours the
next day alluded to it, and seemed to think
that I did not understand the position or
duties of the United States president and
the American state governors. Buat in
this he was quite mistaken. I know the
state governors have duties to perform
quite independent of the officers of the
states and of the legislature, and can veto
any law passed by the legislature. Our
governor general, as your correspondent
says, is a mere puppet in the hands of the
ministry of the day, and so are the respect-
ive provincial governors.

Aikins do now as against the Manitoba
ministry and legislature ? and of what use
is he or Mr. Robinson at their respective
government houses ? (respectab'e of course
in their way), but only figure heads causing
a large and useless expenditure of public
money !  Our governor at Toronto for
Oatario probably cavses an expenditure of
near a hundred thousand dollars—not
reckoning the use of government property
occnpied. American state governors
receive only a small salary, never as much
as our local governors, and pay for their
residences  Ouar governor-general is a mere
fizure-head now certainly. It may well be
asked if what is called in this dominion
and in the provinces **responsible govern-
ment ” is really so. It may well be asked
whether a government of merely a legisla-
ture, such as the New York state legisla-
ture, with a senate, checked by an elected
governor, is not a government preferable to
one like Quebec, Ontario or Manitoba, In
these provinces the time of the ministries,
as now seen, is tsken up with trimming
between sections of the people, in view of
offices for their friends, to carry out jobs for
their official friends or to serve certain fac-
tions of the pecple ! (such as the Roman
catholic faction in Ontario); and the legis-
latures are whipped into line to support the
ministry of the day, to the utter iujury of
public interests ! ! If our governor-general
were elected by the people, our system of
government would probably have to be like
that of Washington.
