OAPSIZED IN A SQUALL.

Two Men Die on »n Upturned Boat From
-Exposure.

LaxcastER, Out., Sept. 17.—A sad
accident happened Tuesday evening, about
o’clock. The yacht Nancy -Lee, with
D. M, McCrimmon, postmaster of South
Lancaster; C. J. Woods, and Chatles
Dickson, of this place, set ssle from the
south shore of Lake St. Francis for Lan-
caster,  When m  the channel mear
Johnston’s lighthouse the yacht was
struck/by a squall and capsized, All three
succesded in seating themselves on the
hoat, which was then béttom up, and they
floated down -stream in this position.
It being dark, they kept calling
loudly for help, sad although heard
by people on the south shore in the
vicinity, end also at Stanicet, none at-
tempted a rescue, About two o’clock om
Wednesday morning the steamer Bohemian
tried hard to signal her,
but were unheard. After the boat passed
them, 'and about Port Lonis, Dickson
succumbed fo the exposure and fatigue,
and dropped dead into the lake. McCrim-
mon meanwhile exerted himself to the
utmost to keep Woods warm and alive by
rubbing him. After holding him for three
bours and doing all that was possible,
Woods died in his arms. McCrimmon
then tore up his shirt and made &
cord by which he lashed the dead body
of Woods to the yacht, The yacht was
now about four miles off Port Louis and
drifting into Hungry bay. Getting into
shallow water McCrimmon wadsd ashore
and got a farmer $o drive him to a'hotel at
Port Louis, which_was six miles from
where he came ashors, ~Upon reaching the
hotel he dropped exhnnst‘eg‘: and he is now
lying there in a very precarious condition.
Dickson’s body has not yet been recovered.
The deepest sympathy.is expressed for the
bereaved ' families and relatives, and a
gloom has been cast over theentire vicinity.

MoONTREAL, Sept, 17.— According to the
returns at the health office to day there
were 35 deaths from smallpox yestetday.
The number of new cases reported are not
furnished now. .

At-a meeting of the board of health this
morning, it was decided to build a fourth
temporary wing to the smallpox hospital.
1t was decided not to enforce compulsory
isolation for eight or ten days, and tp try
the present system during that time,
depending upon the influences of the
medical men and clergymen.,

The civic health board are now trying to
secure the government exhibition buildings
for a convalescent home, to relie 8 the
smallpox hospital. ~ A branch health board
is to be opened in the infected districts to
facilitafe sanitary matsers. |

When the trial of Consedine, charged
witn murder, was resumed in the Queen’s
bench to-day Mr. Curran, Q.C., intimated
that as the jury had been discharged
on account of one of its members hgving
smallpox in his family, he submitted.a ples
of autrefois acquit, which set forth |that
the crown should not proceed furthgr, as
the prisoner had been lawfully acquitted.
The jury, it was claimed, was discharged
without any valid cause or reason as
regards the prisoner. The defence™had
offered their consent that the trial should
proceed by the substiiution of another
juror, which was refused. The discharge
of the jury was, it was therefore held,
equivalent to the acquittal of the prisoner
and the defence, He claimed judgment
accordingly. i

Mr. C. P. Davidson, Q.C., entered a
demurrer to the application on bebalf of
the crown. He contended that according
to all the authorities a jury sworn might
be discharged by the judge, if he con-
sidered that there is a high degree of need
and the judge’s decision was not subjeet
to rebnke. He thought that the action in
the present case had certainly been one
of a high degrees of need for the public
gafety, and that the judge's action was a
most proper and legal one, He therefore
demanded that the oaee proceed. « Judge
Baby ordered the case to go on and
reserved the point,

Precautions on the Fromtier.

W ASHINGTON, Sept. 17.—The following
is the official statement of the action taken
by the government in regard to the epidemic
of smallpox threatened from Canada :

The alarming jncreaze of smallpox in
Canada induced the government to take
early action in the matter, and last month,
upon the request of the governor of the
state of Miobigan, inspectors were appointed
toboardtrains in Canada before crossing th
Detroit and St. Clair rivers,opposite Detroit
and Port Huron respectively. In regard
to the prevention of the introduction of the
dieease by rail into Maine, New Hampshire,
Vermont, Massachusetts and Northern
New York, no action has yet been taken
by the department, but inspectors will
immediately be appointed to board trains
upon the requisition of the governors of
the respective states im tely inter-
ested, or of any one of them, ¢ com-
manding officers of revenue cutters plying
on lake Ontario and the St. Lawrence river
have been ordered to cruise actively for the
purpose of watching the introduction. of
refugees and their baggage by merchant
vessels and immedistely report ' such
vessel to the nearest local suthority, For
the protection of revenue cutters, the
commanding officers of all cutters have
been directed to proceed with their crews

'to the nearest marine hospital station for

the purpose of having them viccinated.
Fresh vaccine matter was forwarded from
the marine hospital bureau yesterday to
all marine hospital stations on the lakes
and the Atlantic seaboard.

The City Water Front.

Editer World: A commdnication in
gour journdl, relative to some late articles
of ntine concerning the above, may serve
to'give your readers a lively idea of the
pectliar kind of reasoning and observation
whidh have had, of all things, most to do
in placing our city, our harbor, our transit
accommodation-aeress the railways to our
water front, and our means for eonveying
sewage toa distance, in ‘the vondition we
now tind them—a condlition so awkward,
80 unhealthy, and 8o utterly unnecessiry
hiad any forethodght been exercised, as to
present the most strange mixture of the
grotesque and the hotrible to be found, I
think, on the contiment.

The weirér fallsinto the error—a natural
sne—of imaginiog a cliangeable scene per-
petual. That has been tco much the mis-
take of she builders of Torotto, and in this
mistake we every year spend many thoue-
and dollars, 4n constructions which a short
time obliges us to tear to pieces
and replacde by others suited to the later
day. With what domparative ease—with
what comparative cheapness—could all the
trouble now before us have Deen saved,
had we but remembered that no build:r
works for the pregent, and thought what
the future of Toconto necessarily must be.

But if one had tried to set people in the
course he thought right, and had suggested
what must gurely come, what would have
stood in the way ? Why, surely, some one
remarking oracularly, ‘‘Yours is a very
glowing scheme, sir ; but I am persuaded
that the actnal conditions will never .per-
mit its realization. 1 fail"to see, sir,
cannot help feeling, sir. And will not
professionul opinion declare that impoesible
which you say is inevitable it

Let me suggest an improvement in the
writer’is style of calculation, He tells us
that the few houses on the south side of
Front street—that is, the whole esplanade
—are not going to injure the bay much by
their drains. Now, the other might, the
burning of even & fow of these few was
thought a very large fire, But let him
look forward.
