THE RULER OF THE LAND OF THE
PHARAOHS SUCOUMBS T0 GEIP.

His Son, Who Has Just Attained  His
Majority, Will Succeed Him as Reigning
Sovereign—The Dynasty Very Popular
in the Country~-General Foreign News
of a Night.

Carro, Jan. 7.—The Khedive is dead.
He had been suffering from influenza which
developed into congestion of the lungs.
This was complicated with a cardiac affec-
tion and this afternoon he succumbed.

The death of the Khedive was entirely
unexpected. It was stated this evening
that he was in [mo apparent danger from
the attack of influenza, when suddenly the
complication set in and developed with
startling rapidity, Two physicians were in
attendance, but' they did not appear to
realize that the Khedive's condition was
critical until this morning, when it became
known that the ruler of Egypt was danger-
ously ill. Groups of people gathered at
the gates of the Helorian Palace, where the
Khedive was lying. At 6 o'clock this
evening (Cairo time) a bulletin was issued
stating that the Khedive was dead. He
will be succeeded by Prince Abbas Pacha,
his eldest son, who was born July 14, 1874.

Had Béen Sick Some Days.

LoxpoN, Jan. 8.—A despatch to The
Times from Cairo says: ‘‘TheKhedive had
been” ill for a week and had been treated
for “simple influenza until Wednesday,
when an acute disease of ‘Iungs and
kidneys surpervened. - Three Kurope-
an doctors were summoned and every
known remedy was administdred with-
out -success. The Khedive succumbed
after a long period of insensibility. The
Vicereine is inconsolable over his death and
has retired to another place.

Paris, Jan, 7.—The whole city was sur-
prised to-day to learn that “Mot But-
terfly” is lying at the Morgue, for she was
a character, who, in one way and another,
had managed to make herself very well
known. {

She was the danghter of h Prefect under
the Second Empire, who had educated her
and her brother, his only children, in the
best possible manner, and who, after spend-
ing his money with a lavish hand, died ab-
solutely penniless, in consequence of his ex-
travagance.

The daughter went on the stage and be-
came notorious at the Alcazar d’Niver, when
Theresa ran it. She was taken off the stage
by a very rich Amercan, who, after making
her his companion on his journeys. all over
the world, and spending a fortune o her,
quarreled with her and left her in Phila-
delphia without a cént in Her pocket.

he managed, however, to return to France
and then went to live with her brother,
shortly after which she fell in love with an
actor and eloped with him, taking 10,000
francs which belonged to her  brother,
With this sum tliey started a circus,  the
lover doing the equestrian act. Eventually
the circus was buryéd out and ‘“Meve Papil-
lon” had a narrow escape from a terrible
death. . Then she was taken il and
finally became insane, when she was put

There she used to téll anybody’s for-
tune for two sous and a glass of absinthe.

Positive Besults Obtained from a Cultiva-
tion of the Orgaunism--Prof. Kdch
Examines the Specimnens and the
Metl of Investi Pursued 'hy
the Two Doctors and Establishes the

Identity of Their Results.

-BrruI¥, Jan, 7.—Dr.’ Pfeiffer presented a
report on his discovery at & meeting of doc-
tors in Charite Hospital this evening. He
said that he had discovered’ minute bacilli
in the sputum of 24 patients suffering from
influenza, and that he had inoculated mon-
keys and rabbits with a cultivation of the
organism with positive results,

r. Canon of the City Hospital also made
areport. He had exawined 20 patients
and had discovered the. bacilli in the blood
ot ly, .

Prof. Koch examined the specimens and
the methods of investigabion pursued by
the two doctors and established the identity
of their results.

Dr. Pleiffer showed specimens of the
bacillus enlarged with the magic lantern.
A characteristic of these bacilli is their re-
maining dispersed and not eglomerating in
colonies. or groups. They have been found
in no diseases of bronchial tubes or lungs
other than those associated with influenza.
The Doctor suggested the disinfection of
the sputum as aprophylactic.

Asfnpanese student read an interesting
paper describing experiffients he had made
in cultivation of influenza germs in kela-
tine. These experiments showed the germs
to be enormously prolific, a fact which fully
accounts for ' the rapid spread of the
disease, g

Many prominent medical men who listen-
ed to the reading of the -papers privately
expressed their conviction that the discov-
ery of the influenza germ is an event of
great importance.

EVOLUTIUN OF THE BIBLE.

Rev, Lyman Abbott Begins a Series of
Sensational Lectures.

Bosrox, Jan. 7.—Dr. Lyman Abbott of
Brooklyn delivered Iast night the first of a
series of lecvures before the Lowell insti-
tute’ on ‘“Evolution of-Christianity.” A
notableaudience was present. He announced
the object of his course substantially as fol-
lows: Evolation is the continuous progres-
sive change of phenomena according to cer-
tain laws and by means of resident forces.
Religion is the life of God in the soul of
man. - I accept the verdict of all modern
scientists in favor of evolution. I agree
with them that all life proceeds by a regu-
lar and orderly sequence from simple. to
more complex, from lower to higher forms,
and I desire to show that - religion is itself
subject to the laws of evolution, and that
the Christian religion has proceeded by a
regular and order%g sequence from simple to
more complex and from léwer to higher
forces resident in humanity itself. Assuming
the truth both of evolution and of Christi-
anity by divine life' I shall attempt
to show how the latter has grown up
in accordance with the laws of the former;
that the Bible is an evolution of
man’s ' eonsciousness of God or his-
tory. of the growth, of the knowledge and
life of God in a specially endowed ‘and
chosen mation; that the church is ‘the|
growth of the hufan organism inspired by
this life, making its way against error and
superstition and gradually conquering
paganism; that theology is the necessary
mixtureof truth and error, the truth winnin,
its wag' over theory by intermingling wit
t. We shall not be surprised to find errors
in the Bible. - Weshall remember that it is
the work of God,as it is expressed in human
lives, struggling through the imperfections
of human intellect and human ion. We
shall not’ be surprised to find limhitations of
knowledge-in Christ Himself; - The word of
the l;ible to us is not “‘halt,” but ‘“forward,
march.”

No New York mer-
chant if he is going to save 24 hours will
hesitate to .mark his envelope ‘via Lows-
bourg” or sich other fit and proper port as
in the opinion of experts may be found the
best in Cape Breton. This then is the scheme
on which our Government and the C.P.R
_should concentrate.  Let us have the short-
est way from this hemisphere to London a.
" Canadian way,.a privilege of which nobody
éan robus. Let us utilize this privilege and
give up wild talk aboutHalifax and Plymouth.
Over that route New York and Liverpool
will always have the advantage. That has
been reduced to little over five days at sea.
Our chance is to advertise four days at sea, a
reduction which the Halifax-Plymoutb
schemé can mever pretend to realize. A
great advantage in the short passage is that
three steamers will be ample for - the service.
while cogling can be done on the .Canadian
side as easily as at Milford Haven. If sec-
fional jealousy or railway politics are to be
allowed to thwart this projeet, & great in
justice will be doue to Canada. Halifax and
St. John are snarling at- edch other and a
worse remedy could be applied, even from a
political point of view, than the removal of
the bone of contention.

The troop-ship Tyne arrived from Halifax/
at Plymouth on Christmas: Day with her
contingent of British tars from Vancouver,
and which left by the C.P.R. on the 5th.

80 much attention has of late been attract-
ed to.the Province of Hunan in connection
with the series of alarming outbreaks in the
Yangtze Valley, that the deep-rogted enmity
against foreigners in our own province  has
been almost ‘overlooked. For some time it
has been known that the poisonous literature
from the south has been freely _circuéax.ing
here, in the nature of things out! reaks
‘were only to be expected. The church will
not have forgotten the looting at Ch'u-wang
8 year ago, and now we are sorry to inform
%t:u of an outbreak at our vew station 1n

in Chen. .On Thursday afternoon,
Jot. 29, an organized attempt Was
made to levy blackmail and drive us out, and
repeated attacks with knives were made upon
our persons, although not resulting in injury.
A band of professional beggars was amploy=
ed, who burst open the outer aud inner gates
of the compound, whereupon crowds frow
the streets came in until the compound was
filled. One of the beggars threw himself
down to be trampled upen and lay far the
rest of the afternvon feigning death; the
others after an. interval rushed rigi-
ously forward with blond sweamiug
down their faces, after the approved fas.uion
of Chinese beggars. In effecting their en-
trance they also took paius to smear the door
posts with their own blood, another device
for exciting sympathy couimonly adopted
by thig moroughlp-orznnlz«-\d and recoguized
class of menuicants. A demand was made
for 200 taels of cash (about $80) and this de-
maud enforced by three disuict assaults
upon as, in all of which knives were frealy
vrandisned but never used. . The crowds
trom| the stieets filled all the houses and
courts fu the compotind, stamping noisily on
the wooden fibors by way of calliLg marked
attention to the fact  that they were
hol@w, and thorefore in. the popular
imagination, sure receptacles for the
eyes and hearts of Chinese chiluren.

The Viceroy's Proclamation
