He came with therush
of a panther and again dashed his left fist
into Sgllivan’s face, knocking it to one side.
Then like lightning he drove in bis right on
the point of his jaw. Sullivan put up his
bands weakly, turned Lis blood-blinded eyes
mﬂhi- persecutor, trying in vain to keep him
off,

Corbett's fists flew like windwills, and
gvery swish of the flying glovesmeant a blow
in Sullivan’s face. A vicious right hand'
stole 1n the jaw, and the big fellow was gone.
He foll as falls an oak tree, slowly and ma-
jostically. The back of his bhead hit the
sand withi a dull thump, and for a moment
he lay like a slaughtered beef. Then through

Lospox, Sept. 8.—The Times Paris cor-
respondent has had an interview'with Pas-
teur, the inoculation specialist, n which
the latter says his experiments with anti-
cholera vaccine have never failed wigh ani-
mals. But he had been unable to apply the
test to human beings ' without introducing
the virus into the bowels as he did with
dogs. He had vaccinated persons living ia
contagionated centres and none of them had
taken cholera, and to further his work he
had applied to the King of Siam to be al-
lowed to experiment in that country, when
cholera is epidemic.

his visitations of so vast a diocese told upon
his constitution and ob%pd bim to rnlgn
his charge and return to Europe.

A few days ago The World published an
extended digest of 4 pamphlet by Mr. Robert
H. Lawder of this city dealing with *Com-
merce between-the United States and Can-

.evidently expended much care and attention,

ciprocity of tariffs. The author sets out by
showing through extracts from the official
tiade returns of botl coudtries that a great
bulk of trade is done between the two, the
value of which js not found in these returns
at all, and he adduces figures and facts which
make this assertion incontestable, In the
United States exporters are required to re-
port at custonis houses such merchandise as
1s exported by water, and as a great propor-
ion of the exports to Canada are shipped by
yuil these are not included in the statistical
reports and are not included in the total for
the year, and can only  be found
in appendices to quarterly  reporis,
wherein the corrections are usually
juade and seldom seen by those who
- write on such subjects, but.comparison of
the Trade and Navigation -xeturns of the
Dominfon with the statistical which
‘are issned at Washington_supplies the hiatus
and gives a tolerably correct statemenu of
what the figures should be, Proceeding in
this line Mr. Lawder shows without fear of
eontradiction that now and previous to the
passage of the McKinley bill the balance of
trade between the two countries was largely
in favor of the United Statés, and that on
this side of the International boundary the
duty upon imports from the United States is
Jower than Canadiau exports would have to
pay to enter that country, but that despite
this flliberal policy on the part of Canada’s
neighbor the exchange of comgodmes has
gone on to the great advantage of the
Btates, '

This pamphlet, which is well worth study
by all who wish to be well informed on the
trade relations existing between the two
countries, was written for the information
of the President of the Oswego Board of
T'rade, and it prosents a line of reasoning
based on data hitherto obscured or overlook-
ed, the presentation of which at this time is
as appropriate as it is vnlgable in throwing
new light on a most important subject. Not
only to Canadians should it prove instructive
reading, but the political economists in the
neighborfag Republic, who are now arrayed
on different sides in one of the greatest
struggles on the tariff question they ever ex-
perienced, would find much in it bearing
pertineutly-on the subject they are now so
loudly discussing. The reciprocal trade
policy whick Mr. Blaine formulated and
President Harrison adopted, offering reci-
procity to the Central American republics,
is shown to be fallacious inasmuch as it was
an offer of something for nothing, an offer
wherein the advantage would be on the side
ot the Central Americans. Canada was ex-
eluded from the trade union which Mr.
Blaine proposed, yet Canada, as Mr, Law der
eonvincingly proves, is the only country in
this hemisphere that it wouldbe really profit-
able for the United SBtates to have recipro-
ity with, yet.the politicians in Congress and

+, the members of the administration suppressed
the question in the larger hope of Canadian
snnexation, to which they were encouraged
‘by’ the treasonable office-hunters and re-
ereant newspapers that undertook to hamper
Canadian progress by nourisbing the idea at
Washington that Canada was on the’ verge
of throwing off her old allegiance and seek-
ing admission to the American union.
