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THE SEEING EYE

Principal Reynolds of the Ontarlo
Agricultural College thus delivers
himself in the Agricultural Gazette
of Canada:

The teacher who hopes to take a
right place in the life of the country
schopl district must’ cultivate the
seeing eye and the understandiug
heart for persons and things rural.
The wusual, "popular, melodrama,
comic supplement, moving picture
eonception of the farmer and of
country people must be forgotten,
It is essentially and perniciously
false. The farmer is something of a
humorist and tekes delight in deceiv-
ing the simple-minded by a some-
what unfinished exterior. The city-
bred perszon makes tha fatal mistake
of judging by ontside appearances.
To the city-trained eye there are two
classes of persons, one wearing over-
alls and the other wearing white
collars. The former class work with
their hands. The latter class work
with their brains. That is the super-
ficial judgment, which ignores the
fact that there'is a very great deal
of clear, hard thinking done today
by the men wearing overalls. At
any rate, the farmer belongs to both
classes.” The more he understands of
those discoveries, which it is the
business of the agricultural college
to make, the more he absorbs the
teaching which it is the business of
the college to spread abroad, the
better farmer will he be.

Landmarks of
Mackenzie

INCE William Lyon Mackenzie
King, the Liberal leader, has
been visiting some of the
shrines of his illustrious fore-

bear, from whom he gets Lis Chris-
tian names, it is permissible for the
average citizen, regardless of his poli-
tics, to do the same,.

The remains of the rebel leader
rest beneath the low spread
branches of a mountain ash in the

Necropolis in Toronto., Within a
small plot, bordered by a hedge, four
little stones, only a few inches high,
mark a row of graves. One bears the
word “Father” and brlow “William
Lyon Mackenzie, next to it is a stone
marked ‘“William l.yon and George
Mackenzie,”” and the fourth “Barbara
and Helen.” A substantial monument
has heen erected to William Lyon
Mackenzie 'in the same God’s acre
where a granite shaft commemorates
Lount and Matthews, two of his chief
lieutenants, who gave up their lives
for the faith they had in their leader
and his cause.

Parts of the bgsement walls of the
old Toronto Jail, in a ocell of which
Lount and Matthews were kept till
their execution, are still traceable in
the office building at the southeast
corner of Toronto and Court streets.

From the Necropolis we pass to
Bond street where at No. 82 stands
the three-storey dwelling in which
Mackenzie died. Toward the end of
his strenuous life, which was one of
almost continuous opposition to
things as they were, some of the
rebel leaders’ friends, moved by
sympathy for his condition, presented
this property to him, though against
his will, for his native Scottish in-
dependence never forsook him.

Here he spent his closing years—
years of gloom and despair, it is said,
and with a consciousness that he had
not achieved all he sought in the
realm of reform, After sixty-six years
of strenuous struggle he passgd away,
and with his passing a page of Cana~-
dian history was closed.

As one sits at the old desk used by
Mackenzie when 4 member of the
Upper Canada Legislature (now pre-
served in the cabin of the York Pio-
neers in Exhibition Park), it is easy
to conjure up the exciting scenes in
which he figured and of his five sue-
cessive expulsions from the old Front
street chamber. It must be admitted
that he drew fire as when he wrote
that ‘“‘the House was an assembly of
sycophants” and the Government ‘“‘a
band of public robbers.” “If a Gov-
ernment emanating from England can
cherish such’ a corrupt star chamber
crew (as the Family Compact), then
the days of the infamous Scroggs and
Jeffreys are returned upon us! They
were tools of a servile power, official
fungi more numerous and pestilential
than the quagmires and marshes that
encircle Toronto!*’

No wonder there was a ‘‘come
back’” “William Lie-on Mackenzie”
was a comparatively gentle: re-
joinder. He was, according to his
enemies, a reptile, a spaniel dog, a
seditious little liar, a firébrand, a
political mountebank, a squip scrib-
bler who began to feel his import-
ance among small people and, like
the frog in the fable, to swell with
pomps and vanity. i
Another Mackenzie reminder in
Toronto still exists in the old Doel
house, on the ‘northwest corner of
Adelaide and Bay streets. John Doel
became associated with the leaders
of “the Party of Reform.” During
the exciting days preceding the
actual outbreak of  the rebellion at
the skirmish at Montgomery’'s Farm,
the house was a rendezvous “for
Mackenzie sympathizers, while larger
gatherings were held in the adjoin-
ing brewery where ‘‘The Canadian
Alliance Society” was probably dis-
cussed if not formed, and other
plans laid for the raising of an
armed force, and where their leader
no doubt frequently met with them.

Yet another wvisible reminder of
Mackenzie is a pleasant one in his
portrait, in the City Hall, as the first
Mayor of Toronto, in 1834; indeed, -
as the first mayor ever elected in
Upper Canada, It was during his year
of office that the “little mountebank"
proved to be a hero in personally
risking his life during a cholera
plague; in fact, he was stricken with'
the disease, but fought it sucecessfully.

Among the Mackenzie relics in the
John Ross Robertson collection in the
Toronto Public Library are some of
the military orders issued by Mac-~
kenzie and his rebel army, as well as
the proclamation offering £1,000 for
his capture. A curio in the Normal
School Museum is a cane apparently
given to Mackenzie by some political
enemies in a spirit of irony, the let-
tering reading: “This vine was cut
on Navy Island, C. W., after the Lion
(Mackenzie) and his pirate followers
fled to the boats on January 16, 1838,
finding the. grape of Canada too
potent for their relish.” (Signed)
“HEMP.”

POULTRY NEED AIR.

Hen Is Fast Breather—Houses Must
Be Open.

‘“The prime essentials in poultry

houses,””  says an expert of the

United States Department of Agri-

culture, ‘‘are fresh air, dryness, sun-

birds comfortable.”

This expert here names principles
in poultry house construction that
have a universal application. Just
why these are the important items
is evident when we consider the
nature of the birds. Mr. Charles L.
Opperman gives these characteris-
tice in a recent issue of the Country
Gentleman, as follows:

‘““The hen is a fast breather, has a
high body temperature — average
106 degrees — and oxidation within
the body is very rapid. Unlike
most animals, she does not sweat or
pass liquid wurine, which necessi-
tates rapid respiration to throw off
most of the body moisture. Thus it
is plain to be seen that unless the
air in the house ig8 changed con-
stantly it will soon become  laden
with moisture and contaminated by
impurities given off by means of
respiration and feces.”

Obviously the air of the poultry
house becomes saturated very quickly
unless the air be of the best, And it
is just here that we find the explan-
ation of the success of the open-front
house, We have all noticed in the
clogsed house in cold weather how
quickly the moisture frosts on the
walls. This would be inimical to the
health of any animal, much more the
warm-blooded hen. Hence, in all
countries, no matter how cold, the
open-front house is proving its merit.
Mr. J. W. Clarke tells of a hotei-
keeper in North Bay, Ont.,, whose
hens roosted in the.irees with the
temperature 40 degrees below. Thyse
hens, Mr. Clark tells us, were per-
fectly healthy and were laying. We
would not advocate such exposure,
but the incident does illustrate the
foolishness of wasting good money in
building what are mistakenly called
“‘comfartahle hanses

Amount of Fruit In Niagara Orchards
In 1920 Established Something
Iike a New Record, But Shortage
of Sugar and Supplies Caunsed
Much Waste and Ontcome Was
Unsatisfactory.

The fruit season just finished has
been the most disappointing to grow-
ers and consumers of any in the past
many years, and its effect is certain
to be noticed for at least another
season. Never in the history of fruit

was there so much waste of good
material as there has been this sea-
son and it is doubtful if would-be
copsumers were ever more poorly
supplied, even though the demand
was not at all in keeping with the
prosperous condition of the class of
people usually looked to to account
for the bulk of fruit crop In a season
when the crop is heavy, and prices
reasonable.

Since the first fruit of the season
began to mature, a series of adverse
conditions has occurred so far as
both grower and comsumer are con-
cerned, and the result igs that the
bountiful crop has proved no greater
benefit to the country than“would
have a very ordinary, or even a poor
crop. Beginning with strawberries,
the package shortage prevented effl-
cient distribution, and to this was
added the high sugar price, which
became most evident when sour
cherries began fo' come to the mar-
ket, and continued tfrough the plum
8eason, making plums. a drug on the
market because people could not af-
Iord the expense of canning them.
“A8 2 result of conditions when the
crop was at its height, thousands of
trees of che1 ries were left unpicked,
and though plums were cleaned Up
fairly well, it is doubtful if the grow-
ers more than cleared expenses on
the crop, in the face of prices that
were no higher than those of pre-war
times, when labor cost little more
than half what it does now. Small
fruits probably paid all who had
them to- sell, mainly beciusa the
supply was entirely too small for the
number of consumers to te supplied.
The production of strawberries and
raspberries has got to a stage where
it is so far behind the possible de-
mand, that the amount of fruit avail-
ahle is only sufficient to provide for
immediate consumption, and preserv-
ed fruit of that sort is becoming a
thing of the past so far as the aver-
age consumer is concerned. Black
currants, always a l&xury, dre now
beyond the means of all but the
rich.

The most that can”be said about
it by one who is not acquainted with
all the underlying reasons, is that it
was most unfortunate, that when a
slight drop in sugar prices occurred,
just when the season for best can-
ning peaches brought a phenonemal
supply of cheap fruit within reach of
those who desired to preserve as
large a supply as possible, the supply
of glass jars gave out. It is com-
monly remarked that it is impossible
to continue with the manufacture of
glass during the warm weather of
account of the t: lous heat
thrown off by the fuynkvvs. Bl il
this is the case, surely the manufac-
turers of glass s for preserving
fruit have learned long befors the
weather gets too warm.

Control of Insects.

Insects which attack vegetables
may be divided into two groups—
those which eat or chew the leaves
or fruit, and those which suck the
plant juice. 3

Biting insects may be poisoned by
spraying the plants with polsonous
solutions or by dusting them with
poison powders. Potato beetles, flea
beetles, cabbage worms, striped cu-
cumber beetles and similar biting in-
sects may. be held in check by spray-
ing the plants with arsenate of lead
paste at the rate of two pounds to 50
gallons of water. The spray sticks
better, especially on smooth plants
like cabbage, if a little soap or mo-
lasses is dissolved in the spray. The
arsenate of lead may be obtained as
a dry powder, mixed in a quantity of
flour or alr-glaked lime and dusted
on the plants, b

Sucking insects like plant Hce.xzn‘z;
be held in check by spraying with
soap suds, kerosene emulsion or to-

bacco decoction. Most insects are also
repelled to a greater or less degree
by ehe presence of fine dust, which
tends to close their breathing pores.
For that reason, it is best to keep
the surface soil welil tilled to main-
tain a dry, surface dust mulch. Wood
ashes, air-slaked lime, insect bowder
or tobacco dust sprinkled on and
about the plants also help to keep
down inseets.

Most fungous diseases such as cel-
ery rust and potato ht, ‘may be
held in check by spraying with bor-
deaux mixture; four pounds copper
sulphate; four pounds lime; 650 gal-
lons water.

Where both insects and fungi are
present, it is wcll to add two pounds
of aresnate of lead paste to the 50
gallons of bo mixture, This
combination 3 8 to be recom-
mended esg ally for potatoes to
control the potato beetle and potato
blight.

i ly to decay.

4, The quality of the fruit is us-
nally better on plants that are pruned
and staked.

as the oxygen has been used up, a
corresponding amount of carbon
dioxide being produced. The com-
plete absence of oxygen is alone suf-
ficient to kill weevils, without taking
into account the presence of carbon
dioxide, though the weevils are able
to remain alive when only small per-
centages of oxygen are present. The
general advantages of air-tight stor-
age of grain, are summarized in the
report of the Grain Pests Committee
of the Royal Society, and the im-
portance of this method is urged as
a means of maintaining a reserve of
cereals in case of war or failure of
€rops.

People of avérage means can hara-
ly afford in these days to keep ser-
vants. Households which formerly
kept two or three now get along with
ome maid, Many manage with half a
servant, sharing her with a neighbor.
Not a few housewives have been
driven to-the necessity of doing their
own cooking and sending the wash-
ing to a laundry.

This has meant a great deal of
discomfort, but there has been an
incidental gain. Waste es enormously
reduced.

Servants make nearly all the waste
of a household. Many housewives,
deprived of ‘“lady help,” have been
astonished to observe a shrinkage of
their food bills, notwithstanding the
present doubled and trebled prices.

When a domestic establishment
employs half a dozén servants the
waste is enormous, Nearly always in
a house run on that scale the butler
and cook ‘“‘stand in" with the buteh-
er and grocer, and their rake-off in-

gcreases with the amount of food they
throw away.

Recent investigations proved that
the average family living in a pri-
vate house, with one or more ser-
vants, ‘throws away a pound and a
quarter of perfectly good food every
day.

It was found that the average
apartment house family throws away
only one-fifth -as much — largely,

' doubtless, because such families re-

duce domestic service to a minimum,

In the tenement districts.of To-
ronto one garbage can- usually suf-
fices to hold the food refuse of twenty
families. But in the “private house
districts’” it was found that 163 fami-
lies had 175 garbage pails, or more
than a pail apiece. ‘

Examination of the 175 pails re-
vealed eighteen pounds of bread and
rolls, fifty pounds of meat, thirty-five
pounds of potatoes,, sixteen pounds
of cereals and large guantities of per-
fectly edible fresh vegetables.

Always the amount of food waste
varies directly with the number of
servants employed. As a matier of
fact, the full garbage pail seems hith-
erto to have been regarded in this
country as a manifestation of pros-
perity. Not until very recently hawe
people begun to think that posfibly
this was a foolish idea.

Mitchell Kept the Bridge.

A modern Horatius at the bridge
was Capt. C. N. Mitchell, V.C., of the
4th Battalion, Canadian Engineers,
who is now located at Scottsbluff,
Nebraska. It was due to his valor
and decisive action that an important
bridge across the Canal de L’Escaut,
near Cambrai, was saved from de-
struction in October of 1918,

In total darkness, and unaware of
the position or strength of the enemy
at the bridge-head, he dashed across
the main bridge over the canal. This
bridge was found to be heavily charg-
ed for demolition, and whilst Capt.
Mitchell, assisted by his N.C.0., was
cytting the wires, the enemy attempt-
ed to rush the bridge in order to
blow the charges, whereupon he at
once dashed to the assistance of ‘his
sentry, who had been wounded, killed
three of the enemy, captured 12, and
maintained the bridge head until
reinforced.

ued his task of cutting wires and
removing charges, which he ‘well
knew might at any moment have
been fired by the enemy.

From Farmers.

Cream and Milk Purchasipg—Dog
and Sheep Protection—Sale of
Formaldehyde — Marketing Loan
~—Prevention of Bec Disenses.

(Contributed by Ontario Department of

Agriculture, Toronto.)

OLLOWING are brief outlines

of some of the provisions of

certain bills passed at the last

session of the Legislature, and
which touch very closely the interests
:of farmers of the Province, furnished
by the Agricultural Gazctte of
Canada:

Cream and Milk Purchase Act.

This is a measure designad to pro-
‘tect the producers of cream in ‘he
matter of test. It provides that all
cream purchased in a wholesale way
shall be purchased on a basis of the
butter-fat content, and tha: all milk
that is paid for orn a butter-fat basis
shall be tested by ths Babcock
method. At the present time, of
course, practically all cream purchas-
ed by wholesale is bought on a basis
of its butter-fat ccntent, so that the

‘| chief purpose is to standardize the

test and see that the producer gets a
fair test. The Act and Regulations
" prescribe the method of testinz. and
‘also provide that the shipper shall
be entitled to a statement in detail
of the quantities of cream received
and the amount which each tested.
The inspectors are given authority to
enter factories at all hours and make
tests, and also look over the books
vof the companies, and check up the
quantities of cream received and the
manner in which it is disposed of.

Dog Tax and She\ép Protection
Amendment Act.

The dog nuisance is so general and
.80 serious to owners of sheep that
there is an effort almost every ses-
sion to further strengthen the legis-
lation to protect sheep owners from
losses by dogs. The act introduced
at the recent session provides that
all dogs in the province shall wear
‘tags, to be secured from the officers

of the municipality. Any dog found
off the premises of its owner and not
under the céntrol of any person and
not wearing a tag may be killed by
any person, and there is also a fine
to the extent of at least $10 for those
who fail to secure tags. This section,
however, does not come into effect
until April 1, 1921, so as to give peo-
ple concerned proper notice.

Another amendment gives the
councils of counties power to take
over all dog taxes collected and to.
pay out the losses which may be in-
curred through damages to sheep. At
the present time these logsses are
borne entirely by the townships,
which also receive and control the
revenue from the dog tax.

The Sale of Formaldchyde.

For some years past the Depart-
ment of Agriculture and many lead-
ing farmers have been advocating the
use of formaldehyde for the treat-
ment of seed grain for smut. Fre-
quent complaints were heard that as
formaldehyde was only handled in
drug stores, it was not convenient in
many rural sections where drug
stores were often ten or twelve miles
apart. It was found that all that was
needed was a slight change in the
Pharmacy Act which would put for-
maldehyde in the same class as Paris
green and other poisons that are
handled by hardware stores or gen-

that formaldehyde can only be sold
in sealed packages carefully labelled
“Poison’ so that the handling may be
properly safeguarded. ° {

The Marketing Loan Act. : !

This is an important measure in-
tended to grant financial ‘assistance
to organizations of producers incor
porated under the Companies Act
who desire to construct and operate
seed centres or potato warehouses. A
I6an up to Aifty per cent. of the value
of the land, building, and equipment
may be made, provided that such loan
does not exceed the sum of $3,000
in any one case. This loan is free
of interest for a period of two years,
but fifty per cent. must be repaid in
five years, and the balance at the end
of a further period of five years. The
act provides the usual machinery for
the safeguarding of the investment,
This measure is introduced in re-
sponse to an indication that there is
a real need in Ontario for encourag-
ing the development of local seed
centres where mcdern equipment for
cleaning seed grain can be estab-
lished, and in this way a market
secured for the good seed produced
in many sections. Similarly, there are
indications that several sections
would like to eréct potato warehouses
in order to earry their produet for!
a longer period, instead of forcing it|
all on the market in a short time,
thereby placinz the stock under con-|
trol of the dealer and speculator. |

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7 A ‘measure passed having tor-its
object the preveution of the spread
of diseages nmong bees provides for
the enlargement of the scope of the
act which has been on the statute
books for some time. The old act,
however, is contined to foul brood.
While this is one of the most serious
diseases of bees, there are otner that
have developed ‘later that require
the attention of the inspector. The
amended act also provides that bees
or appliances from aplaries where
disease has exitsed may be moved on
certificate from the Provincial Apiar-
ist. Formerly there was prohibition

SWAT THE SCRUB BULL

Big Campaign On for Improved
Type of Cattle.

The Scrub Bull a Menace to the Cattle
Industry—Like Begets Like—Use
Pure-bred Bulls With . Proven
Prepotency. ;

(Contributed by Ontario Department of
Agriculture, Toronto.)

HE great subject of conver-
sation among the rural peo-
ple to-day is the present
scrub bull campaign.

3
Already, meetings are being held in

a great many of the counties in con-
nection with it and at every agricul-
tural meeting of any importance at
all, the scrub bull is being “cussed”
and discussed with a vim and ven-
geance that people have seldom put
into other branches of their work.

It seems as if the veil of mystery .

bhas suddenly lifted and people have
been enabled to see distinctly the vast
importance that a pure-bred sire of
good individuality and breeding has
on the stock of the country.

It is also true that a great many
are taking exception to the cam-
paign, and they raise some objections
which they think are perfectly legi-
timate, but whieh do not hold water
when analyzed by the practical man,
who hag made a success of live stock
,by the use of a puré-bred sire of good

breeding. Some farmers are saying
that the Government has no right to
try to make them discard their scrub
sire and use a pure-bred of good qual-
ity. The Government is not, in any
way, trying to force anybody to dis-
pose of his herd sire for a better one;
everybody has a right to use any
kind of an animal that he wants to

{‘and it is nobody’s affair but his own.

But what they are doing, is to make
plain to the owners of grade and

eral stores. It is, of course, provided "

scrub pure-bred sires the value of
a bull that has a reasonable amount
of individualism and breeding behind
him, and then leave the whole ques-
tion to be turned over and threshed
out in the farmer’s own mind.
Although the present campaign in
Ontario is a new idea in this province,
such work has been going on for
some time in different parts of the
United States, particularly in Wis~
consin, which is one of the banner
gtates of that country. In that state
they are going about” it in a little
different manner than is being adopt~
ed in Ontario. Instead of the state
Government doing the greater part
of it, the different breed associations
| are the ‘“men behind the gun.” They
| got the school children interested in
taking a census of the cattle in the
different counties. After this was fin-
ished, meetings were held in differ-
ent parts of the county and discus-
sions 6n the value of good bulls were
held. In order to give the campaign
a starting impetus the different breed
associations decided to donate pure-
bred sires to a common cause. These
pure-bred sires were given to a farm-
er in exchange for his scrub pure-
bred or grade sire, which was in turn
sold for beef and the money re-
ceived, used to carry on the cam-
paign to a greater extent. In this way
there was no money exchanged be-
tween the farmer receiving the good

pure-bred and campaign authorities;
the farmer thereby getting a good
{bull for the price of beef, and a
| surety of reaping some benefit from
| the influence on his herd. The cam-~

paign was carried on very energeti-

cally and systematically and gave ex-
| cellent results. Other counties and
| states have adopted their general

methods and are carrying oa cam-
[ paigns in different localities with
good results, and it is safe to say
that if the rural people of this pro-
vince are as easy to teach, and there
is no reason why they shouldn’t be,
the campaign in Ontario should be a
huge success.

In dealing with the scrub bull or
grade sire there are one or two prin-
ciples in breeding that are easily
understood, and should be compre-
hended by all owners of bulls. The
old saying that ‘like begets like”
goes to a certain extent, but in using
a grand sire one is one always sure of
what one is going to get in the off-
spring because, in the use of an ani-
mal with several infusions of blood,
there is always a breaking up and
gegregation of characters which does
not get anybody any place in the de-
velopment of their herd. Whereas, in

resulting service being better than
the parents.” Pure-bred sires of good
breeding are endowed with 'a char-
acter ~or power called prepotency,
which means that an animal has the
po'm stamp on his offspring some
dest; e . characteristic ‘more than
some other.

' scrub - pure-bred has. no prepotency,
| there is a reason that this class of
' animal should be discarded as soon
as circumstances will permit and good

usually deals the weeds a knock-out
blow without losing a c¢rop. The
plough, disk and spring tooth harrow
are the only implements needed to do
efiicient work. .

IMMIGRATION.

Trade Will Not Fiow Strongly For
Over a Year.

Probably a year, or slightly more
than a year, will elapse before the
movement from Great Britain to
Canada reaches a really large num-
ber, in the opinion of Hon. James A.
Calder, Minister of Immigration and
Colonigation. Mr. ‘Calder, who has
returned to Ottawa, after an official
trip to England and Scotland, finds
that shipping conditions are at pres-
ent operating to restrict the move-
ment. Moreover, Canadian immigra-
tion 'agents overseas have instruc-
tions to take every precaution to see
that no more people migrate to the
Dominion than can at present be
absorbed.

They advise persons not likely to
find employment within a reasonable
time of their arrival in Canada to
defer their departure from England.
Shipping agents, too, in view of the
penalties to which they are liable for
bringing unsuitable persons to the
Dominion, are careful to scrutinize
applicants for passages. In conse-
quence, Mr. Calder asserts that Can-
ada is securing a better and more
suitable ¢lass of new citizens than
ever before.

The shipping situation, however,
prevents any immediate increase in
the volume of immigration. Mr. Cal-
der interviewed officials of the North
Atlantic shipping conference, and
was informed that accommodation
on vessels coming to Canada was
booked for about a year. In so far
as the outlook for immigration ip
the future is concerned, it will de-
pend a good deal upon economic con-
ditions in Great Britain. ‘For in-
stance, Mr. Calder statés that there
is at present almost as great a short-
age of domestic servants in England
as in Canada. Women, who were
trained for domestic service, found
employment in industry during the
war, They are only gradually leav-
ing that field and returning (o do-
mestic service. The Minister of Im-
migration, however, found in Great
Britain a feeling that a fairly ser-
ious unemployment situation might
develop there in the near future.
Such a condition would tend to drive
people to seek homes and livelihoods
in other countries. It has been var-
iously estimated, moreover, Mr. Cal-
aer points out, that Great Britain has
A surplus population over pre-war
days of from 600,000 to 1,200,000.
Before the war 250,000 people left
Britain every year. At the same
time, having regard to the shipping
gituation, Mr. Calder inclined to the
view that immigration would not
reach really large numbers for prob-
ably a year, or until the spring of
1922.

It Will Improve the Number of
Eggs.

Hens given meat, fish, or milk pro-
duets in their diet will fay from 38
to 66 per cent. more eggs than those

{ which have only grain food and what

bugs and worms they can pick up on
free range, recent experiments made
by the U. 8. Department of Agricul-
ture show, ,

The birds used in the experiments
were given ccenditions as nearly like
those on a normal farm as possible.
The experiments were repeated under
different conditions and in different
years to avoid, as far as possible, any
error due to the varied characteris-
tics of the birds.

The average farmer feeds very lit-
tle meat, fish, or animal protein feed
of any kind to his poultry, and con-
sequently géts few eggs during the
late fall and winter when eggs are
selling at the highest prices.

In the experiments conducted on
the Government poultry farm, pens
of pullets on free range were fed a
mash of corn meal, bran, and mid-

dlings and a scratch mixture of
wheat, oats, and corn. This is greater
variety of grains than is' used by
many farmers. In addition the birds
had absolutely free range on land
where bugs, green feed, and worms
were plentiful. Other pens were giv-
en the same ration, with one pound
of commercial meat scrap added to
every four pounds of mash.

The pullets without the meat scrap
laid only 90 eggs apiece (which is
more eggs per hen than the average
farm flock lays), while those receiv-
ing meat scrap averaged from 125 to
150 eggs apiece.

Meat scrap is not produced on most
farms, and has to be bought at a
higher price than grain. It produces
eggs, though, several cents a dozen
cheaper.than where no meat scrap is
used. Milk products or fish give as
good results as meat in increasing
egg production.

Trick of Painter's Trade.
