Fitzgerald on receiving
the Ilblue ribbon"» of their profession, viz.,
the coveted IlQ. C.»

As sorne of the brethren don't understand
anything about the great privileges which a
Q. C. confers, we will explain. Every Q. C.
has the right to paint his bag red, to brow-
beat witnesses, patronize the junior ïàemnbers
,of the profession and Ilsass " the judge.
They have the righit to sit at the head of the

Brother Rowan bas done the Order a real
service in pointing out the defects in the new
Form, sonie of which had already been noted
at headquiarters for correction in next issue,.
but others, we are afraid, %vould have gone
unnoticed but fcr Brother Rowan's letter.

Brother Rowan's No. i will be noted, and
in next issue of Formn it vill be made plain
that the age asked for is the assessed age of
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each brother, which of course means the age
at which each joined the Order, uniess there

r has been a re-ratiny at soine subsequent timc
when being re-instated.

NO. 2 is a serious defect in the Forni,
which can be ternporariiy rernedied by the
Financiai Secretary drawing a line immedi-
ately in front of the first double line in No. i
of the Forai in îjhich. to write the date of
initiation of each member.

No. 3 will be attended to as indicated in
Brother Rowan's letter.

NO. 4 can be remedied by simply striking
out the deducïion on the endorse page.

We are afraid that to niany the suggestions
of Brother Rowan, of carrying the totals for
assessments right through to NO. 4, wvould
resuit in greater disaster than is likeiy to be
expierienced with the Forai as it is. How-
ever, if rooni can be found on the endorse
page to carry out Brother Rowan's sugges-
tion in part, and ive think it can, it Nvili be
done ini next issue.

COURT V.ALLEY, No. 232, I. O. F.
EAST SAGINAW, MICa., 1890.

DEAR SIR AND BRoTEFt-I desire to cail
your attention to the provisions of our Con-
stitution relating to the payment of

blO4NTI[LY ASSESSNIENTS.

SEO. 241. At or before the close of each and every
month, each beneficiary mexnber of the Court shall
pay into the bands of thie Financial Secrettaiy, to be
placcd to the credit of his endownment accounit for the
next cnsuing nxonthly assessment, a suni sufficient; to
leave a balance at the beginning of each month of
that account in bis favor, of at least one full assess-
ment for every tkou8and dollars of endowmnent held
by hin.

PENALTrY FOR NON *rAYMENT.

SEC. 242. And in case a beneficiar7 xnember has
not tu bis credit in the Court Treasury the full aniounît
of one assessînent for each one thousand dollars of
endowment held by bin on the llrst day of cach and
ever-y month. bu shahl stand suspended, and lie shahl
flot be .aaedto any benefits from, ibe Couart or
Orde- during the time of such suspension, and until
1.e bas been duly and lcgally Yeinstated.

NO SAFETY IN DELAY.

Should sickness overtak2 you *hile sus-
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pended, the Financial Secretary wouM, not
be authorized to receive your assessment, and
ini case of death, your beneficiary ivould have
no claim against the Order.

The Constitution requires the Financ;al
Secretary to remit to the Supreme Court the
first of each month. Should the remittance
flot be received by the Supreme Secretary
previous to the iotb, Court Valley would
stand suspended. You therefore see the im-
portance to your Court and yourself of pronmpt
payment.

COURT DUES.
At the regular meeting, z9 th December,

the Court resolved that thereafter Court dues
should be collected monthly, instead of quar-
terly and semi-annually as heretofore. The
amount was fixed at thirty-five (35) cents
each member, which wvi11 cover ail Supreme,
High and Subordinate Court expenses.

The Constitution requires each member
to pay bis dues to the Financial Secretary.
It is no part of the duties of that officer to
visit members and collect assessments.

Our Court is rapidly increasing its mem-
bership, rendering it impossible for your Fi-
nancial Secretary to cail upon each member
for bis assessment and dues. I will do mny
best to protect your interests, but would urge
you individually to give personal attention to
the matter.

If more convenient for you, assessments
may be paîd to Brother Frank B. Godard,
.,x13 Genesee avenue, wfho will duly receipt
for the same.

The New Constitution.

At last the New Constitution has been de-
livered from the printers, just about one
month later than was expected. Meantime
Courts have been wondering wby the Execu-
tive have not sent the New Constitutions to
the Courts. It was delivered at 6 o'clock,
p.m., one day, and at i i a.m. next morn-
ing a copy addressed to each C. D. H. C. R.
was in the post office, so that the Executive
have not delayed in the matter. We wish
each member would examine the index and
note all errors and omissions, and when any
is found point it out at once to the Supreme
Chief Ranger, so that the second edition
may be perfected, as far as possible.

0

Remittances.

The Supreme Secretary bas informed us
of his intention to follow the Constitution
strictly as regards remittances, and is deter-
mined to accept only Bank Drafts, payable
at par at the head office, or P. O. Orders, or
Express Money Orders.

One or two Courts in Michigan persist in
sending drafts on Detroit instead of on New
York, which by special arrangements with
our Bankers, are accepted aipar in Toronto.
Those on Detroit are not payable at jpar in
Toronto ; hence, the Supreme Secretary,
under instructions, bas declined to accept
them. One Court marked its draft on De-
troit for exchange on New York, or sone-
thing to that effect. This when sent to the
bank would not be accepted at par, and was
returned to the Court with the information,
that the draft was sub;ect to discount, and
could not be accepted by the Supreme Sec-
retary at its face value. The Court promptly
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returned the draft a second time with the
information that they knew better, that the
ç%aft was payable at par anywvhere in the
United States or Canada. Again theSuprenie
Secretary sent it to the bank, and again it
was refused a par valuation, and again re-
iurned to the Court. The Suprerne Secre-
tary îs like the Irishman who when placed in
the lock-up for an alleged offence, sent for a
lawyer, who told his client that he couldn't
be put in jail for sucb an offence. IlOh!1
begorra," said the lrishman, 'Il amn in jail
altogether entoirely."l While our Michigan
brother is protesting tliat a draft on Detroit
is payable at par everywhere, the banks here
refuse "'altogether entoirely," to accept such
drafts atpar. Under these circumstances we
know of one solution, and that is to follow
the d&rections of the Constitution and send
drafts on New York. It rnay cost a few cents
extra each month but it will corne cheaper
in the end. It will cerraînly corne cheaper
than suspension of the Court.

It might just as wcll be understood that
the Supreme Secretary wil! accept frorn
Courts in the UJnited States on/y drafts on
New York, P. O. Orders. (international) or
Express Money Orders, ail made payable to
the Manager of the Bank of Toronto at To-
ronto. Now that is plain enough. XVe are glad
to say there are only one or two Courts that
persist in offetiding.

On the saine lines two or tbree of the
Financial Secretarips in Canada send their
personal cheques, in some cases the sum re-
quired to pay ti-te discount is added, in others
it is not. Thse Suprerne Secretary in bis good
nature, 4 nd contrary to our advice, accepted
such cheques as had the discount added.

One day, however, he woke up and found
one of these personal cheques returned to
iim, protested, and he said to us Il Be dad you
were right, here is this; hanged cheque re-
turned protested ; be dad Plil not accept an-
other remittance uniesb, it is nmade as the law
directs." "lBe dad " is the swear word of
the Supreme Secretary, and is of equal effect
to the oriental Ilby the bontes of my fathers,"
and when the Supreme cSecretary in addition
uses the word "hanged " as an adjective,
maIre up your mit-d be is in dead earnest.

Vie therefore warn ail Courts that they
must remit, as the Constitution requires, or
they wçill find tbemselves iza bot wvater.

The S. C. R. in Michigan.

The foilowing account. of the visit of the
Supreme Chief Ranger to East Saginaw,
where he ivas the guest of the High Chief
Ranger of Michigan, Brother Geo H. House,
is condensed fromn the report of Daitv
Couricr-Zlerald:

Dr. Oronhyatekha, of Toronto, Ont., Supreme
Chief Ranger of the Independent Order of Foresters
of America, and one of the organizers of that Ordete,
spent yesterday in the city, and between the hours off
3 and 5 p. ni. met a nut-aber of members of the local
Court of the Order at the office of George Hl. Hlouse,
If igli Chief Ra.iger of Michigan. During t he after-
ivoon the doctor gave a few minutes af his valuable
time ta The Courier-. ferald and talked concerning
the Order ai wliich he is the highest officer.

The doctor, as his namne implies, is an Indian, a
large, po'.erful mani, highly e(lucaied, courteous, a
fine conversationalist, and a genial gentleman in every
respect. fie has traveled extensively, having sment
five or six years of his lufe in Europe, and bas'aLso
had the advantage of an education ini the United
Sates, having spent two years in an academy at
Wilbraham, Mass., and four years in college iii Ohi.
Hie is well versed in aIl the mysteries of Forestry a.nd
is evidently much in love witls tlîe Order, of wvhich
lie has a Iund of information.

'rhe Independent Order of Foresters is an ont-
growth, or rather secession of the Ancient Order off
Akresters, organized in England aver 150 years aga.
It is chartered under the Dominion Governrnent, and
is the only secret society which lias been granteda
charter under that Gaver-iment. Since its org<yaniza-
tion in iSSi !lhe Order à,.as grown until it now nom-
bers i7,000 members and is steadilh' growing. Sinoe
the last raeeting of tlie Supreme Cauncil in Septeni-
ber, 1889, six Courts have been instituted in the
State of Newv York atone, with others un the eve off
organizatian, wlîile the Order is steadily grawing ini
Dakota, Californin, Minnesota and other States.

FebruarY 4, 1887, the Court wvas instituted in tliis
city, at wvhicn time the Order of Foresters numbered
but i10 members in ïMicl'igan. Since that tume it
bas steadily increased, and it is confidently expected
that at the meeting ai the Higli Court af the State,
in July, there will be 3,000 Foresters in Michigan.
Three years ago, ta use the words af Dr. Oronhya-
tekha, there were $15 000 in the trea.-ury ot the
Order and it thouglit it wvas uich ; now there is
$i88,oo0 in the treasury and they are kicking because
it is nat $200,aoo, and it ivill be soaî. "We bave
paid aIl <grippe' lasses and other lasses," said the
doctar, "stili there is $î 1,000 af a surplus for the
one month af December ta lie carried ta the Reserve
Fund ta pay future lasses, which is nat a bad showing
for à young Order wvhich had up.hill work for the
first haif ai its existence. There are many aider
Orders which cannot make s0 good a showing."

Dr. Oronhyatekha is a mani af wonderful memoMy
and readily recagnized people whom, lie met here
three years ag',, among themn a reporter for 20%
Cozrier-Herald, who lie met but a iew moments on
that occasion. * He is a very pleasant gentleman,
affable, and lias none ai the austerity aften met with,
by gentlemen in bis exalted position.

The doctor delivered a lecture at the Unitar.:a
Church last evening on the subject af "19Forestry,"
which was largely attended by ladies and gentlemen
Hie appeared -ý* the full uniform and regalia of fris
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office, and was covered with gold lace and medals.
11e is a fine talker and bis address is an interesting
one. He explained the objects and aims %)f the
Order. and told of thie good it had accomplished,
among which wvas the pa) ment in eight and a haif
years Of $326,ooo ia insurance, to say nothing of
szck and funeral benefils. H-is address was inter-
upersed wiîh mucli bumor and was listened to xith
close attention by the audience.

After the lccture an Encampment of Royal For-
esters, the unifoimed rank of the Order, mas insti-
tuted with 40 charter members and the following offi-
cers were installed :

The doctor leaves this morninz for Grand Rapids,

where lie will continue hi.s work for bis Order.

Early Thursday, 1 6th January, the Su-
premne Chief Ranger, accompanied by the
H-igh Chief Ranger of Michigan, took the
train for Grand Rapids, arriving there about
noon. They were met at the depot by the
Reception Conimittee and driven to the
Bridge Street Hotel. The following is conl-
densed fron-t the rc,-ort given by the .Daily
Democrat of the proceedings at Grand
Rapids :

If amy one bas the least idea that a meinber of
thec Order of Foresters is a man who plants or culs
down trcs, or is a fellow who hasn't come out of the
woods yet. he simply mll show bis own ignerance if
hLe hereafter presumes to express these mistaken ideas
ini Grand Rapids. The fact is a real, live Independ-
cnt Forester is a briglit, intelligent citizen, and one
who, wvhile hie enjoys the blessing of to-day, loobs:
forward, to the necessities of to-morrow ; he has to
be such a man to belong to the Order.

The reception given by the four Courts of Inde-
medent Foresters in Grand Rapids to the Supreme
Chief Ranger of the Order, Dr. Oronliyatekba, of
Toronto, at the Bridge Street House last evening
vas a most auspicious affair, and in fact marks a new
era in the work of the Order here. About 200
Foresters witli their friends attended and nft Dr.
Oronhyatekha and Geo. House of Saginaw, H.C. 
of the State. The company gathered in the dining
room of thec bote], wvhcn A. A. Weeks read an ad-
d1ress of welcome. After alluding in complimeatary
language to. tbc guests of the evening, Mr. Weeks
gave some infoTrnation ia rega rd to the local Courts
of Forestry. Hle said : " Independent Forestry, an
organization of foreign origin. is a branch of the old
Ancient Order, and tnas founded in l874 and incor-
porated in iSSi. The number of member s 5 Janu.
=xy, 1890, was nearly 20,000, and the cash reserve
fund was about $i9o,ooo. It givcs to members a
bcneficiary indemniuy of $1.ooo 10 $â,000 and a
weelcly sick benefit from $5 to $z5. The funda are
provçided by assessments upon its members monthly.
Forestry was introduced into Grand Rapids a few
months ago, but at preseat there arc four Courts

with an aggregate membership I -i
Court Kent, was organiZed 22nld August, 1889, witb
26 Charter members. Court Rescue m'as organized
later un and then Court Lyon and then Court Leon
ard. 1%any of the members are w'orkingmen, wvho
flnd the benefits of the Order very desirable."

Dr. Oronhyatekha opened with a pretty compli-
ment to the ladies in the audience. In referring to
the statement of Mr. WVeeks that Forestry is of àforeign

origin he said it was one which Mr. Weeks millht not
be cal]led upon tu n.ake in the near futur:-, as he feit
that the sentiment on botb sides of the line between
the United States and Canada was strongly foi an
early union of the Iwo countries. le wvas bure the
people of Canada would have no objection to -.dmit
Michigan to the Confederation of happy, contented,
and prosoerous Provinces wvhich foi mcd the Great
Domninion_ sa soon as Michigan was iready fur such a
happy union. (Laughter and applause). The In-
depend.ent Order of Forestry wvas organized in New-
ark, N J.. in 1874, and after a treatment of a few
years in Canada wvhere it wvas improved it bas been
brought back to the United States to recelve a wvarif
reception. As rcconstructed the Order is but eight
and a hall years old, but since ils ieorganization it has
steadily snoved onward and upward, everything
woqking like dlock work. After paying $326,000 t0
widows, etc., the balance in the trt-asury is over
$188,ooo, w'ith every dlaim paid. TIhe benefits of
the Order are the most liberal of any similar organli-
zation. The Sick, Benefits, Life Insurance and An-
nuily ]3enefits, wvhereby a man may derive some
bencfit witbout bcing a dead man. In the interior
organizaticn of the Order above the local Courts is a
Bigh Court for eacb Province or State, Nvhich in turn
elect representatives to a Supreme, o! whicb the
speaker is the presiding officer. N~o Order ir. mak-
ing greater strides at the present timc thrin the
Foresters, and in a few years it bas been placedl
shoulder to shoulder with other older great bcnevol-
ent Orders of the day. In December, i 8S9, cver 6So
applications were r.ade to the Order, and the surplus
increased during that montb by over $11.000o.

After Dr. Oronbyatekha's address, wbich in an
hour covered many interesting points and was de-
livered in a finislied ntanner, the dining room was
prepared and a banquet spread.

THE BA'ýNQUET.*!

.After Dr. Oronhyatekha had finished bis lecture
the Foresters present to the number of over 8o took
seats around the festive board. The banquet mas a
grand succeçs, the bill of fare abounding in oysters,
chicken and turkey served in every form of cookery.

Prof. A. E. Verex responded to the toast "9Edu-
cational Intercsts of the State 1 with a happy speech.
He refcrred withi stronig argumnents to the superfluous
number of text books in use in the State.IF

Oronhyatekha responded to the toast " Foresters'
Wives and Sweetheart.ç." He said he was in favor
of admiuting women .to the Order, and altbough
bis brothers w4re against it lie was sure that the pre.
sent minority in favor of the admission of womien was
growing larger.

The Floresters met after the banquet and organizcd
a higher Dcgree, known as an Encapment of Royý
Foresters with the following officers:

onhyatekha, S C. R. of the Order. The spacious din-
hall of the well.known hostelry was filled witlh mem-
bers of the Order, and spectators outside of the Order,
the country superv'isors occupying the bald-heade
row.

A. A. Weeks. of this city, miade an able and ap-
propriate addfress of welcome, and Miss Jessie If.
Keller played several selections on the piano.

Professor 'Verex actcd as chairman of the meeting,
and introduced the doctor. It is seldomn that one
sees a gentleman of such s.iperb physique and such a
g.enial, winning nianner, and he 15 besides a very en
tertaining speaker. 1-is speech wvas simply a lucid
explanation of the plan upon which the society con-
ducts its busin ss, and ibis would ordinarily be a prosy
subject, but the speaker's address abounded in sallues
of sparkling wit and yet conveyed the ideas intended.
Tb4ý Order wvas lounded in Newark, New jersey, in
1874, and was afîerward transplanted to Canada. In
1881 it wvas reorganized, and since that tune has made
rapid progress. At the age of iS the dues of the
Society are 6o cents a month, arnd this insures the lite
of the member for $1.000.

In case of total disability one-half of the amnount
of the insurance i. paid at once, and ail future assess-
ments are reiied, and the balance of the insurance
is paid at death. At the age Of 70 ail assessments
cease.

George 1-1. Husse, the Supreme Officer of 24ichigan
High Court, svas sick, and unable to leave his roomn
last evening. After the address those present sat
down to a fine banquet, and the toasts and speeches
were continued tintil a late hour.
