Tle 3 ' liad four large prayer meetings, iu -four
of the city chiurclies, every inoruing froîn liall
past, six o*clock tiii half past seven, wvhule
niany poople m-ere stil! iu their beds; thon
t.liree ineetins a day ini the drill hall and ilirce
in the tout, at whicIi grand addresses wvere,
giveu out inany diffécrent subjects by miany
diflreuet mn, chiefly Alinisters.

And niow w~itli Che Convention for a texi, a
big toxt, 1 wvaut to preacli a, little sermon with
three divisions to it.

1. Lt was a v'ery pure gatlieriing. Never in
Canada, neyer but once or twvice ini the world,
lias there been so large a gatirri iig," pu îre ini
lip and lite. No unclean words, no pîrofane
words, wero heard. Nothing vile or unelean
cameU ont ofit lieir mouths. Feui ther, iuclean
tlîings did not go inio i hîeir moutlis. 1 did
ilot see any of the I c w~itl pipes, cigars, or

cigaîrettes ini their inoiiLs, and they did miot
go near t lie saloon-.s or bars, 1<) drink.

Froni ail this, 1 learned'thiat Christianity
keeps peOople pure, and does îîot lend t hein to
(leflo and liolinte tlenseives, and tliat if 'we
%vould miake ont' liearts and homies, pure; oir
townus and cities, pure ; the %vorld, pure ; it
umust he doue liv Christ.

2. It was a very peacoful, patieut, gathîcring.
WVithi ail tliose sixtoeeî tlîousand yonng people,
tiiore %vas not, as far as I lieard, a single liasty
impatient wyord or act,ali those days. Crowvded
ini doorways wvaitiug MIi they could get out,
%vaitiug, lmuigry on tuie steps of restaurants,
unitil othors wviio wvere iside sliould iiiilî
eating and niakze rooni for thomn, paeked ini
tie street cars, wvaitiiig w'hile the car wvas
stopped for sorti reason or othier, it vas ail the
.5ame, .vhiatevertlie wvaiting or d isconi fort, thiat
whichi so often niakeýý people angry or imipa-
tient. Tlîey citlier,%NvMtted quictiy or m-hiled
the tUnie by singiîîg :îno impatience, aIl wvas
peate and content. No otlier tlîrong of such a
size ivas ever gathoredl, except wlhen thiey met
a year ago in New-York, vit1î so mnuei patience
and peace.

I learnod froin this picasant fact thiat to 1)0
Clîristians mnakes people poacoful amni patienit.
If wvo have bad tenipers, nobody caut sweeten
thcmi as Christ cail (Io. The Angels kuie%
this, for ivi'în Christ camie they sang, LPeace
on eartli.

3. fleing pure and peaceful, it tvas a very
hiapp)y gathiering. 1 nover saw so niany hiappy
faces together before. And why should thocy
îîot ho hiappy ? With sin forgivenî; at peace
wvith God ; with Hini as a Father and Friend;
