But un-
doubtedly the grandest work of ail ls
the recumbent atatue of the asaint,
is marvvellously reailstic, The hirow 13
deeply wrinkled: the face has the ap-
rearance of that of a man who was
ascetle to @ derrve and severe to him-
relf. The repose of the features Is al-
nost Atern, even In death; the pomse of
the body, arrnyed In the robes of o
mitred abbaot, shows that the inat sleep
han come, and that the ardent spirit of
Culumban has at length found rest.
The statue altcgether is an admimable
epecimen of the art of the early part
of the 16th century. It I8 gilded in
parts: the rings on the fingers, the
carved work on the mitre and on the
crosier, the borders of the robes, and
+uch itke, were pick :t out In gold—now
almost faded away—which added a
charm and a richness to the statue,

The ashes of St. Columban rest tn
& richly gilded shrine that stands up-
on this altur. Four years ago they
were bornz in prucession through the
streets of the little town of Bobblo,
and tmongAt thode who assisted 1o
corry on that occasiun the relws of
the Irish salnt was Moasignor Michael
Kelly, Rector of tue Irish College at
Rcme. The memory of that event
and the glory and the religlous joy
wlith accompanied It, are deeply «n-
graved in the h~art of the priest of
this church, Rov. Panlu Guarna. <helli.
Inscriptions, calling upon the peuple
to rejolce on the celebration of 81,
Columban's Feast on that uceasbou,,
may stil be seen un the walls of the

1ug to the ruling cinsses in Venlee were
Intersperaed among the black ones of
the commonalty, and draperies worn
by both moen end women trad stately
sweep unknown in modern Europe. All

was fair and comely that the eye
©oould reach.
N—not all. There was a wretched

sickiy ohild of four daid upon the steps
of St. Mark's Lion, who nw)::‘lod teeh-
1y and persistently, and whose vneee-
n’l’g eyen told of brain trouble, He was
4n the charge of am olden child—s little
gIrl of elght ar nine, who held & guitar
upon her krees. She was pleturesque
enough: her long frock of {aded bronge
.coler wan Just the right tint, to throw
