The Pottery and (lass Trade.

The one great trouble now is the question of
prices. We do not often meet any one actively
engaged in the glass, china, or earthenware
business, whether as manufacturer, wholesale
dealer, or retailer who does not lament, if he
does not plainly anathematize his trade, as one
in which there is no profit now-a.days. This is
not merely a general remark, for we have in
mind an interview we bad very lately with a
manufacturer who made just such a complaint,
Our reply to him will suit everybody, “You
ought to get a profit It is uno part of our
busivess just now to say how this is to be done.
Those who are actively engaged in trade know
the necessity for having a profit—some profit—
on all transactions, big and little, If traders
would only insist ipon this, leaving the extent
of the profit to be regulated by circumstances,
there would be fewer failures and a far more
regular trade. There should be a profit on
everything sold—excepting only when reduc-
1tions are made on old stock that is just donbling
its cost by standing on the shelves and losing
interest.

There is a good sprinkling of vovelties in the
market, particularly ip small goods—cspecially
in pretty flower holders for table decorations.

New designs are always safe in these things,
because people soon want a chabge, and those

who regularly use them will always buy the
latest out. In addition to being very saleable
these are “good goods” to put on show, because
they set off the other fancy goods in a shap very
effectively. Some of our best selling English
goods ave of the French type.

Fluted shapes seem to rather numerous—in
toilets, dinners, and dessert sets, as well a8 tea
sets. This fluted stylo ia also adopted by some
of our leading pressed glass manufacturers, and
with considerable success. Similar ia character
are some pretty looking pillared pressed glass
goods. Sugars and creams and bowls and
dishes with slanting pillars are having a good
run. The idea came originally from America,
but in some respects has been improved upon.
—British Trade Journal, Sept. 1.

Carry Insurance.

Provision for an emergency is the business
man’s sheet anchor.  With ample capital and a
thriving business everything looks prosperous
and hopeful, but if no provision is made for a
remote possibility, that possibility is almost
sure to become o reality, and misfortune will
sweep away sucsess; asa clond would suddenly
shut out the light of the sun, All commercial
forces are more or less under our control, but
not entirely 80 ; yot there ara vastly more
subject to man’s domination than the forces of
nature, the most destructive and relentless of
which isfire. But if firc is the more des-
tructive it is also the easiest to provide against,
and herein lies a priviege which at once be.
comes a duty.

The securing of reliable insurance should be
considered of as much importance as any other
investment which a business man is bound to
make. The size of his business has nothing to
do with the principle. It is as important to
have an insurance on a small plant as on a large
one ; and yet, among those who do not carry
insuraunce, nearly all are small concerns, who
perhaps need it most.

Small stores are the worst offenders, dnd it is
to this class that we direct our words. A
merchant owes it to himself that he secures
insurance on his store the moment it is ready
for business. To continue nne day without it
is more than he can afford. Let him be ever
go careful he is liable to burn out, because he is
in jeopardy, not ouly from his owa house, but
from fire in adjacent buildings.

No one better: than the merchant’s paper
knows the neccessity for insurance, for no one
knows better the history of the_thousand
and one fire disasters that occuramong them.
Therefore, it is with the best data of informa-
tion that we feel the necessity of urging upon
them the importance of providing against fire
loss.—Kausas City Bulletin of Commerce.

THE HARVERT.

It is only now that it is safo to speak with
any degree of certainty regarding the harvest.
The fino weathsr which has prevailed roceatly
has enabled the farmers to secure the balanco
of their crops under favorable conditions, and
the harvest of 1890 inay now be said to be com.
plete. At this timo a glance over the past
sesson may be taken. Though the spring was
somewhat backward, the seed was placed in the
ground in fairly good condition, and through-
out the growing season prospeots weore very
favorable. 'The rainfall was abundant all over
the wheat distriots,with the exception of some
limited local areas which suffered somewhat
during the earlier portion of the growing
scason. Later these exceptional districts re.
ceived abundance of moisture, and the crops
mede rapid progress, promising a good average
yield even in the least favored sections. Thia
year relieved all anxiety on the score of
drought, in which dicection thers was con-
siderable anxiety at the commencemecnt of the
geaton, owing to the oxperiences of recent
years,

The outlook continued very favorable for a
very heavy crop of all cereals up to nearly the
commencement of harvesting ; but immediately
preceding and during the harvest season the
crops suffered from unfavorabls weather, which
materially reduced the quantity and quality of
the wheat crop, aud also injuriously wJected
zome other crops.

During the growing season one of the dangers
which crops ave liable to suffer from are starms.
This year the most damaging hail storm which
over visited Manitoba came just about the time
the most advanced grain crops were nearly
ready for cutting, and swept away in the
neighborhood of 40,000 acres of promising
crop. Distributed throughout the province a
little from each farmer, the destruction of this
quantity of grain would never have been folt
in the totals. But when the destruction was
confined principally to a continuous strip of
couatry, as it was in this instance, it can be
seen that the effect of the storm would be to
cause severe individual loss in the district
visited. In addition to this storm, some dam-
age was done in localities by excessively warm
weather just previous to harvest, which impair-
ed the quality of wheat. Damage on this
score, however, was not serious, and like the
hail storm was not of such importance as to
materially affect the crop ot the country as a
whole,

The next feature was the frost of about
August 22, As to this frost it is impossible
even yet tlo state in figures what damage was
done. The frost was not general, and was very .
light in most instances, Large sections escaped
entirely, and in other sections the frost wasso
light that even tender vines were not injured
Al over the country for long after this date
theve was very little sign of frost having visited”

Manitoba Exporimental Farm, at Brandon,
Government standard.instruments did not reg-
ister frost until Septembor 8. Grain, however,
was touched in some gectidne by the frast of
August 22, tho oxtent of the damage amount.
ing in most cases to low spots here and there.
For instance, in one of tho districts visited by
frost, ove large farmer had four acres touched
in a ficld of about 200 acres. Similar instances
were reported frbm other sections, which shows
that the frost was of a very light, local nature,
and just touchod spots hero and there, I the
western portion of the wheat belt the frost
was more severe, the instruments at the Experi.
mental Farm a4t Indian Head having shown
five dogrees of frost. Ia that region considora-
ble grain was injured. At a number of country
markots in Manitoba, as well as at some points
in the wheat country westward from this
province, there will bo some samples of wheat
touched by frost. Some of these samples,
howover, ave so slightly injured as not to mate-
rially reduce their value, and the most of the
grain affected will bring & good price, From
oue-third to one half of the wheat crop had
been cut previoua to the date of the frost, and
the balance was so nearly matured that it
would not receive much damage. Thercfore,
so far as frost is concerned, tho country has
escaped damage this year to s great extent, and
if there were nothing more serious than this to
take into consideration, there would be every
reason to be thoroughly satisfied with the season
of 1890.

Unfortunately other adverse influences have
been encountered, Heretofore a wet harvest
has been almost an “upkaown quaatity” ia the
prairie country of Western Cavada. With the
exception of the ycar 1884, anything approach-
ing a wet harvest has not been experienced for
many years, This year has been a tremendous
exception to the rule, and from early in August
until past the middle of September the weather
was 80 wet that it was almost impossible to
stack the grain. Farmers went on cutting be.
tween the showers and the crops were all
placed in shock, but there it had to stay.
Refore the sheaves were sufficiently drisd to be
fit for stacking, the rain would set in again.
Harvest dragged along very slowly until past
the widdle of September, when fine weather
set in and allowed farmer to complete their
harvest, ’

The result of the repeated soakings which
the grain received while in shock has been to
materially -reduce the average quality. Fine,
bright samnples will be rare this year, while the
butl‘of the crop will be more or less bleached.
There were some reports of sprouting, but it is
not believed that much damage was caused
from sprouting in shock, as the temperature
was very low during the latter portion of the
wet period. Some farmers have been foolish
enough to stack their grain before the sheaves
were properly dried out, and in such instances
the loss will be severe. To what extent the
stacking of damp sheaves has been carried, it
is impousible at present to have any idea, snd
it is to be hoped the cases rrported are isolated
ones, Stacking demp sheaves meaus the des.
truction of the grain, and thoss who have been
80 utterly devoid of common sense aa to do it,

praotical experience of this naturo before,

Uwing to tho variety of {afluence: affecting
the crops this year, it is s vory difficult matter
to estimato tho probable crop, previous to mar.
keting. Tho last crop bulletin of the local
govornment cstimated the average yiold of
wheat for Mavnitoba at 24 6 bushels per acre.
The ofticial figures would indicate a total wheat
crop for Menitoba of about 17,500,000 bus, , after
making a deduction for the acreage destroyed
by hail. The last government report issued was
dated August 1st, and it is since that date that
the crop has suffered its principal drawbacks,
If the official estimate was ncar the mark at
that time, it wonld be nccessary to reduce the
estimuto now. At the recent annual meeting of
the Dominion Millers’ Association the wheat
crop of Manitoba (includiog wheat grown in
the castern portion of the territory of Assini-
boia, adjoining Manitoba to the west) was
placed at 15,000,000 bushels. On the basis of
the millers’ estimate, we would have between
12,000,000 and 13,000,000 bushels of wheat for
shipment, after allowing amply for home re.
quirements for bread and seed next year. If
our shipments reach that amount we will have
no reason to grumble.

With sll the drawbacks of the present
harvest, there is no reason to take a gloomy
view of the situation. Qur wheat will not be
as fine a quality as we could desire it, and will
not come up to the usual Manitoba standard of
excellence, but even with the lowest estimates
the yield is large when compared with other
principal wheat regions on this continent, The
higher prices ruling for wheat this year will
make up for the poorer gquality, and oun this ac.
count the cash value will be as great as the
finest wheat would bring, in recent years,

In other ways ourfas 1ers will not fare badly
this year. The oats crop is very large. The
average for this crop was placed at a fraction
over 44 bushels per acre, and this estimate is
not likely to prove excesaive. Indeed, itis
often regarded as under the mark, Threshing
veturns have shown individual yields varying
from 75 to 90 bushers per acre. Wet weather
is not as damaging to oats as to wheat, and
there will be a large surplus of oats for ship.
ment. Barley i3 pot an important crop, but
where it is grown the yield is large, being esti-
mated at 34 to 35 buchels per acre. This grain
is badly stained, and will be used for feed
principally at home. Potatoes and vegetables
generally have produced enormously, potatoes
having produced between 300 and 400 bushels
per acre in individual instances, while the aver-
ago yield will be very large. Already quitea
number of car loads of potatocs bave been ex-
ported from Manitoba this fall.

All things considered our farmers have not
fared so badly. Manitobans, who pride them.
selves on heating tie world in the quality of
their wheat, will naturally feel a little put out
that the sample is not up to the average, but
this cannot be helped. 'The country -has suf.
fered some from unfavorable weather, such as
all agricliltural regions are subjeot to. Fine
woather for harvest cannot always be expected,
and the result of this year should be a lesson to
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farmors, that they may learnhow to govern them-
selves under possible similac conditions in scmo
future year. Even under tho unfavorable condi-
tions, when the result of the scason is totalled
up it will bo found that this country will com.
pare favorably with any other part of tho
continent.

TWO MORE RAILWAYS,

At intervals during tho past foew yecars this
journal has had the pleasure of chronicling the
opening of new railways in wostorn Canada,
In a new country thore is nothing which indi-
cates and encourages progress like railways,
I is pleasing therefore to again have toannounce
the oponing of two more very Important rail.
ways. The railway conuecting tho Saskatche-
wan town and district of Princo Albert with
the main lino of tho Canadian Pacific at Regina,
was taken over from the contractors last week,
aod is now open for trafic. This road is
especially important from the fact that it is
the first to reach the great Saskatchewan
country. This vegion has long been known as
an excellont agricultural and stock country,
but horetofore it has beon isolated from the
world through Iack of railway communication.
The earliest setticrs who went into the terrl-
tories, selected locations alung the Saskatche-
wan river, on account of the superior advan-
tages offered for settlement. Important
sett'ements were formed years ago at Prince
Albert, Battleford and Edmonton, and all that
has been wanting to incresse the importance
of these sottlements was railway accomodation.
Without thisit was useless for the scttlers to
produce any larger quantities of produce than
were required for local consumption. The open-
ingof the railway to PrinceAlbert willadd to the
exports of the country, as it will afford a con-
siderable number of people an opportunity of
shipping out the products of their farms,

The construction of a railway to Privce
Albert,under the control of theCanadian Pacific,
was commenced Jast year, end the road was
completed for a distance of about 120 miles by
the beginning of last winter. Work was
resumed last spring, and pushed vigorously
until Prince Albert was reached, and the road
is now an established fact, The length of the
road will be in the neighborhood of 250 miles.
Tt croszes the south branch of the Saskatche-
wan river at Saskatoon, where an important
settlement was formed ia 1882, known as the
temperance colony. About Prince Albert is
one of thelargest and bestsettlements anywhere
in the territories, and the establishment of this
large settlement, so far from a railway, speaks
much for the value of the district as}an agricul-
tural country. It isexpected that this road will
be extended in a westerly direction from
Saskatoon to Battleford, another important
settlement on the Saskatchewan river.

The opening of this railway marks a new
era in the history of this great prairie region.
It is an event of secondary importance only to
the construction of the main line of the Canadian
Pacific.. As a colonization road it opeas up a
fine region along its eatire length, and it can
be extended, for hundreds of milas further
through as good a country as that now served.
The great Saskatchewan can now be reached
in & few hours from Winnipeg. In a short

time the Prince Albert branch may be expeoted
to become an important feeder to the main line,
and tho country along that road will o doubt
add materially to the sgricultural oxports of
the country.

The other railway of which we have to
speak is the road botween Lethbridge, Alberta
and Great Falls, Montans, which is now about
completed, and will be formally opened in &
short time. The construction of this road is of
special importance from the fact that it is the
first road to cross the boundary into the-United
States west of Winnipeg. This railway also
differs in its other important features from the
Prince Albert road, It isnot built as a coloni-
zation road, and there are no settlemonts along
ita line to be opened up on this side of the
boundary, It passes through en open prairie
country, in whice there is practically no agci-
cultural sottlement and devoted only
to & limited extent to ranch-
ing. ‘The primary object in building the rail-
way waa to opea & warket in Montana for
Lethbridge coal. The Lethbridge coalis of a
superior quality to that found in Montana, aud
it was believed that by the construction of »
railway to Great Fulls, a large market
would be opened for Alberta coal. The length
of the railway from Lethbridge to Great Falls
is about 200 miles, of which about 80 miles runs
through Canadian territory. v

Preparations have been made during the past
summer to increase the output of coal from the
mines at Lethbridge, in expectation of a large
demand on the completion of the railway.
Three new shafts have been put down, and
other preparations made for a large output.
If cxpectations are realized, the opening of this
railway will more than double the output of
the Lethbridge mines at once, and add vastly
to the importance of the coal mining industry
in Alberta.

FINALLY DISPOSED OF.

The new tariff bill has at last been finally
passed, and it is to come into force on Septom-
ber 6th. The effect will certainly be very
injurious to Canadian trade with the United
States. Nearly all exports from this country
to the Republic will now be subject to higher
duties, in tome instunces the new duties being
practically prohibitory. The advance in the
duties was shown by the publication in this
journal last week, of the new aund old duties in
parallel columns. The balance of trade is
already against this country in our commercial

dealings with the United States, and the new
tariff now goinginto force will increass the

balance against us. Last year wo bought
goods from the United States to the value of
850,029,419, while we exported to that
country in return goods to the valueof $42,738,-
074, showing a balance agaiust us of $7,201,345.
For a series of fifteen years the balance of trade
against us has varied from three and a half to
wonty millions dollars, while only during
three years in that period bas the balance
been against the United States, and then ouly
from abont one and a third to five million
dollars in the different yeara.

Mr. Blaine complained ssvercly because the
balance of trade was againat his country in its

commerce with the southern republics. The fact
that the opposite {s the case in regard to Canada,
has not induced Congress to give this country
any consideration in framing the new tariff,
In fact it would appear that the taciff had been
prepared with the object of discriminating
against the Dominion, as on about éverything
which we export the duties have been advanc-
ed. Wo do not, however, believe that this was
the intention of the framers of the, bill. The
exports of Canada are mostly in the line of
agricultural products, and they belong to the
same clasg of produots as are produced in the
northern states. One of the avowed intontions
of the new tariff war to ‘‘protect” the farmers,
and accordingly the duties on sgricultaral
products was increased all around. That
Canada is hit the hardest is probably due
more to the fact that our exports™ are .
similar to the products of the northern States,
than to any studied discrimination against this
country, Something had to be done to. keep
the farmers in line, as they are evidently get-
ting their eves opencd to the injustice to them
of the protective policy, hence the advance in
the duties on agricultural products.

The important matter for Canada, ‘is the
effect the tariffi will have on this country.
Injure us it will, but we will survive,and no
doubt even continue to prosper. The effect
of the higher duties upon our exports will
probably not bo as keen as we expect. Our
trade will adjust itself in a short time, and find
new channels, To some extent the new tariff
has already been anticipated here. Expecting
the bill to come into force sooner, the quantity
of barley grown in Canada was greatly cur-
tailed this year, and the area taken from this
grain was given to wheat. Inatead of exporting
barley to the United States, we will have more
wheat and flour to export to the United
Kingdom, and in this we will compete vith the
United States, thus evening up the trade on
the score of barley. No doubt we will find
ways of evening up our trade in other commo-
dities, and instead of being crusbed by the
discriminating duties which the United States
has justadopted aguinst us,we will be surprised
to find that we are not so badly off after all
We must simply go to work and endeavor to
find new channels for our commerce. Canada
was not crushcd by the abrogation of the old
reciprocity treaty with the United States, as
it was claimed by the pessimists that we would
be. We have even prospered wonderfully
since that time. The outlook is no worse now
than it was then, and though sume may take a
very gloomy view of the situation, we will no
doubt continue to progress as we have done in
the past.

LINSEED OIL.

Tulloch &Co., of London, Bng.,writingon Sept.
4, report ap advance of from 10 to 15 shillings
per ton, during the provious week. Stocks
were reported tobe very low and prices ad-
vancing, the risein eastern exchange having
held back shippers.

the market is comparatively bare at times.”

paritively trilling yet.  Discount rates ure
steady st the usual figure of 8 per cent for
ordinary commercial paper, with some choice
accounts taken at seven, There has been con.
siderable doing on city real estate, ut 7 to 8 per
cont.

WINNIPEG WHOLESALE TRADE,

The continucd fine weather has kept a favor.
able feeling in commercial circles, thouga deal.
ers are anxiously waiting for an incoming move-
ment of cash, which has not yet put in an ap-
pearance. As the scuson is late, owing to the
long delay during havvest, it is Lelieved that
farmors will not market much more grain at
once than they areactually obliged to, to securo
a little cash for immediate wants. ‘The general
movement of grain may be delayed until it
freezes up, as farmers will be obliged to push
their plowing for all it is worth.  Iu this case
cash will not circulate very freely for some time.

In clothing lines dealers are preparing spring
samples alceady, and there is some buying in
dry goods and clothing, on account of delayed
orders. Some retailers are buying in a hand to
mouth way. Receipts of country produce are
light, egge being practically nil. The tendency
in grains, flour and feed is toward lower values.
* here was a big movement in exportiog pota-
toes to the United Stutes last week, before the
new tariff came into force, shipments goinglfor-
ward not only by the car load but by the train
load. Saturday, October 4, was the las. day
on which shipments could be made to getin
ahead of the new duty, and special traine were
Tun on that day to carry out the last ship-
ments. Cattle have also been moving forward
largely for export via Montreal. Stocks of
green fruits are large.

WHOLESALE PRODUCE MARKETS,

WINNIPEG.

WHEAT

The general situation in wheat has been dull
and upinteresting. In leading American mar.
kets prices have been confined to a narrower
range, and values are just about where they
were a week ago.  If anything the tendency
hag been weaker,  ‘There has been no encourage-
ment from abroad to stimulate prices, but
rather the contrary. Old Country markets
were cabled id lower on Monday, and with
liberal supplies of home grown wheat offeving.
British and French crops have been harvested
in better condition thaa expected and the yield
in cach instance is reported to be exceeding
eailior estimates. Three wecks of very fine
weather was cxperienced which permitted of
the completion of the British harvest in good
shape. European crops with the exception of
Russia, are reported upon very favorably. The
visible supply on Monday last, Chicago state-
ment, Qecreased 749,000 bushels, but this was
duc priccipally to 900,000 bushels going into
private store, at Minncapolis. The wheat was
not dieposed of, but merely oc® of sight tem-
porarily.  Still, there is a large consumptive
demand in the United States and stocks are
not piling up yery fast. Cables were again
quoted id lower on Tuesday, with a poor
demand. There was practically no oxport
movement. On \Wednesday, however, Liver-
pool cables were 3Q higher.

Locally there has been considerable increase
in the movement, but it is yet small. Oaly at

about three country markets wera farmers de-

liverics fairly large, Emcrson, Portage and
Gretoa being the heaviest poiots.  The weather
was very favorable, allowing the completion of
atacking under favorable conditions. Thresh-
ing was started pretty generally all over the
country, and u large movement of wheat may
be expected soon, though fall plowing will {a.
terfere with doliveries. A feature of laat week
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was the meoting at Winnipeg to arrange stand.
ards for grading the crop.  The samples collect.
ed for this purpose from all parts of the countey
would indicate closely tho averago quality of
the wheat. Nearly all the samples were more
or less bleached. A considerable number also
showed frost, and an unusual quantity of green
and sl runken kernals were observable in many
samples, the latter imperfection being due to
premature cutting and uvoven ripening. A
peculiarity of the samples this year is that no
soft grain to speak of was shown. Oun thisac-
count the examiners were unable to fix stand-
ards for No. 1 northein, which is a soft grade.
All the samples were hard.  Inspectors will,
bowever, grade No 1 northern for any grain
offering suitable for that grade, rogardiess of
the fact that no standards were selected. Tlie
standards as sclected are very low this year.
In addition to the regular grades of former
years, a grade of No. 3 hurd was fixed this
year. This is on account of the poorer quality
of wheat this year, and will allow of grading »
large quantity of crop which would otherwise
go rejected. Two grades of No.1 and No. 2
frosted have also becu fixed this year, to allow
for grading foosted wheat, separate from the
_vest of the crop. There is some diflerence of
opinion as the advisibility of making the
atandards 50 low this year. Evenasit is the
«uantity which will grade No. 1 hard from
this year’s crop will not be large, as the wheat
will not have the weight. Threshing returns
are showing very favorable yields in some
sections, and though the quality will bo low,
the quantity will be fairlylarge. Pricesat points
of shipment have started on rather a high basis.
" For best samplos from 70 to 85c is paid ja
different country markets, and in somo few
instances up to 90¢ has been paid.  These
“'hest samples” will average considerably under
No. 1. hard. Millers, who were completely
out of wheat have been most active buyers, and
after theirwants are supplied casier prices are
looked for.
FLOUR.

There has not been much change in {lour
locally, though low grades are lower. The
outside situation is casier, but locally the light
pressure on the markets keeps prices steady.
The mills have becu doing very little for some
time, as the wheat for grinding was pot to
be had. Millers expected to be able to com-
mesnce work on new wheat earlier, but owing

* to the long spell of cold weather, which delayed
- harvest and kept the graio soft, stocks of

»1d wheat were exhausted with nearly all the

mills some time before new wheat was fit to

work on. Even yei the mills are doivg very

little, consequently there is no pressure to sell
- flour, and prices are thus maintained. Outside

mills are practically not offering anything as

yet. New wheat is not in good shape for

working, and as hardly any of the millers have
. any old wheat for mixing, an indifferent quality
of flodr would be turneC out. The poorer
quality ot wheat this year will cause a lower
tendency on low grades, as compared with high
grades. Quotations in jobbing lots to the local

BUTTER.

Receipts have not come forward as largely as
usual at this season. Some fairly large stocks
arc held in the city, Good prices are being
obtained for small lots from the locsl trade.
These consist in sales of one or more tubs to
local dealers. and for small lots in this way 15
to 16c is obtained for choice. This is above
the market value for shipment in large luts,
For western shipment prices must be regulated
by prices in ¢istern murkets, Butter can be
shipped through from Oatarie to western points,
to nearly as good advantage as from here, and
therefore local prices for western trade must be
mado to compete with eastern markets, ,1dito
15¢ is the top price in eastern markets for
buntter equal in quality to cur best local dairy
makes. About 13 to 14c would therefors bo
about valuc'here foc choice dairy in quantity.

CHE:SE.

The situation in cheese in the east has been
dull, as faciaries have been holding above views
of huyers. Late makes are being held at 10¢c
and over by the factiories, which is almost
above export basis. In this market thereisa
firmer tendency, with jobbiug of earlier makes
at about 10¢c.

EGGS.

Eggs are still quoted at about 19 to 20c ver
dozen.

The Cattle Market.

Cattle markets continue dull and low. Cables
from Liverpool carly last week, did not show
any improvement, though it is perhaps some
satisfaction to know that no further declines
were reported in prices. Offerings were lighter
but the market was described as dragging.

Receipts at’ Montreal were lighter, up to
carly last week, but larger shipments were re-
parted to bie on the way. The fecling was dull.
A number of Manitoba cattle were offered, but
were slow sale. Choice butchers’ stock were
not plentiful. At Montreal, export cattle were
quoted 4 to 43¢, medium to good butchers’ at
3} to 4c, and poor 2} to 3c. Livérpool cables
quoted finest steers at 12¢, good to choice at 11
to 114c, poor to medium at 10 to 104c, and
inferior and bulls at 7} to 8c.

Vancouver, B. 0.

Vancouver has three [chartered banks
and several private banking establishments.
The first chartered bank to establish an agency
was the bank of British Columbia. J. C.
Keith is the manager of this bank. The man-
agers of the bank of British Columbia have
shown full faith in Vancouver from the com-
mencement, and this year the contract has been
et for a handsome new building for the
Vancouver branch. The building will be on
the corner of Hastings and Richard streets, and
will be 32 by 120 feet in size. Itis said it will
be the most handsome building yet crected in
tha city. The other chartered banks are the
bank of Montreal, C. Sweeney, manager ; and
the bank of British North America, D. Simpson,
manager.

Considerable business is done at Vancouver
in oriental goods, no doubt due to the fact of
the existence of a line of steamships plying
regularly between the port aud China and
Japan. There are several stores handling these
goods, some of -which are kept by Japanese.
The oldest established store in this line is that
carried on by J. F. Galbraith, a gentleman
who was once a resident of Manitoba, and who
at one time published the Morden News. A
visit to Mr. Galbraith's store is well worth
taking. He carries a large stock of Chinese
and Japanese manufacture, some of which are
very costly. To those who are not acquainted
with Oriental wares, the store will contain
many curiositics. Carvings inivory are among
the most handsome articles, in which the Japan-
ese ave said to lead the world, Visitors to
Vaucouver always carry away souvenirs from
some of the stores handling these goods. Mr.
Galbraith has a large trade both in retail and
jobbing departments.

The journalistic field is well represented in
Vancouver, There are now no less than three
daily papers cateriog to the requirements of tho
citizens. The News-Advertiser, conducted by
Mr. Cottin, is the oldest cstablished of the

trio, It isa morning paper, eight pages in

size and a creditable journal.  The World,
publish: d every ovening, is under the manage-
ment of J. C. Maclagan, «t one timea \Winoi
nipeg journalist. The World has been a
couple of years in existcnce, and it seems to
be holding its own with vigor. The Teleyram
is the latest addition to the list. It wascstab.
lished early the past summer. W. J. Gallagher
is the manager. The field seems rather small
for three dailies, and the youngest one will no
doubt have to struggle for existence for a
while at least. It is makinga very creditable
fight and may succeed.

The traveller who goes to Vancouver with
the idea of finding a rough, new city, with the
frontier style of accommodation, will bo agree.
ably disappointed Though the youngest city
in Canada, Vancouver is aot behind any in its
hotels. Early in its history one of the finest
hotels in Canada was established at Vancouver,
This is the Hotel Vancouver, a large brick and
stone building, five stories in height, above the
basement. The house contains 100 rooms, and
is olegantly furnished throughout, has steam
heating and electric light plant on the premises.
No effort is spared to render the service up to
the standard of the best hotels on the continent,
S. Kinnear is the manager.

The Leland Housc has been known since the
early days of Vancouver. It took a leading
position at the start as a commercial hotel and
has maintained it since. It is well situated for
commercial trade, and convenient to railway
depot and steamship landing. Prout & Insley
are the proprietors, .

Not far from the Hotel Vauncouver is the
Manor House, corner of Home and Desmond
streets, This i3 a new house completed
and opened last spring, and kept by John
Whelan, formerly of Winnipeg. The building
has a frontage of 125 feet on one streer, and
55 feet on the other street, four ficors. It is
nicely furnished, in modern style. It is built
with a flat roof, and a broad stairway reaches
this part of the building, which overlooks the
the harbor and city. A dancing platform has
been arranged on the roof, while a fine promen-
ade can be had around and around the
building.

The Douglas House is another well known
commercial hotel. This year the old hotel
building has been moved to adjoining vacant
property, and a fine new brick and stone build-
ing is being erected, in its place. The new
building will be (6x132 feet in size, three stories
and basement. The location, corner Cordova
and Ahbott streets, is a good onc for the com-
mercial tiade. It will have about §0 rooms.
Dougall and Jackson are the proprietors.

The Winnipeg Free Press is responsible for
the following: ““ln view of the fact that the
McKinley bill imposes a duty of six cents per
pound on Canadian butter, parties here who
are interested aro now asking the Goverament
to impose a corresponding duty on American
goods, particularly with a view to excluding the
California article, and also are demanding an
investigation into the alleged adulteration of
California rolls, with a view to probibiting the
import of the same into Canada.” A large
quantity of California butter is imported into
British Columbia, and it is claimed that this is
largely adulterated. This is probably why the
special refcrence is made to California butter.
‘The importation of adulterated batter is now
prohibited by law.

U
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. British Columbia Salmon Pack,

A very erroneous report has besn seat out
from Ottawa regarding the sahaon pack of
British Columbia for 1890. The roport which
was telegrophed to London, England, reads as
follows :

"“The Iisheries Department have been advised
that the salmon pack in British Columbia is the
largest known for years. 'This year 500,000
cases of cauned salmon have beea exported, the
bulk of which goes to Loadon.”

This statement is very wide of the truth,
The pack is not the lurgest kuown for years,
and it is along ways under 500,000 casee. Somo
time ago it was estimated in this journal
that the pack would be about 400,000 cascs.
More recently, after some of the returns were
in, it was stated in these columns that the total
Jack of the Province would not fa'l far short of
400,000 cases  These figures are practically
correct, as the roturns now in show that in
round numbers the pack is 400,000 cases. The
returns from the Fraser river place the pack ut
246,030 cases, und the pack on the other rivers
and inlets is placed at 163,000 cases. Instead
of being the largest for muuny years, these
figures are slightly under last year. ‘The
Ottawa report is theiefure very wide of the
truth. Itis & peculiar fuct that many of the
most erroneous statement regarding western
miatters are seat out from Ot:uwa. Some of
the most absurd reports concerning Maanitoba

-crops, which are circulated freely every year,
are dated from Qttawa. Tue CoMMERCIAL has
frequently been obliged to puncture some of

" " these ridiculous statements, This one regard-

‘ing the British Columbia salinon pack is in
keeping with the reports concerning western
crops. London is the principal wmarket
for our canved salmon, and this Ottawa dis-
patch about the British Columbia pack is cal-
culated to_do great injury to the holders of the
fish. “Attributed as it was to the ‘Fisheries
Department” it would no doubt be regarded in
Londou as autbentic, even in the face of state-
ments to the contrary from other sources. The
salmon matkets have been in a Cepressed state
for some time, owing to the large stocks from
last. year, and this exaggerated estimate of the
British Columbia pack for this year would have
a further depressing eflect upon the market.
The despatch was also wrong in stating that
the pack had been exported, as at that date no
ghipments had been made. Probably not
over 300,000 cases of salmon will go to London
from British Columbia this ycar, as a portion
of the pack will be used at houe, and some will
go to Australia,

Regarding the situation for canned salmon
Iatest advices are more favorable. Advices
received from San Francisco note a change
for the better in the tone of the salmon market
at thag point. English buyers, it was stated,
have purchased somewhat liberally of Alaska
fish, taking the cheaper varicties to a remark-
ably good extent. Goods available at 90 to 95¢
on the coast, it is said, have been pretty well
cleaned off, leaving very little if anything to be
had at less than $l there for either prompt
or future delivery. The Columbia river pack
is said to be well cleaned up. Alaska salmon
is the only ‘‘uncertain quantity” now 10 be
reckoned upon, returns from that quarter being

yet incamplote, It is quite possible that the
low prices may 0 incresse consumption that
the large stacks will soon melt away.

The Crops.

Calgary has a turnip weighing over eighteen
pounds, and thea it was pulled before it was
fully grown. \

Mr. Donald Ross, of Edinonton, Alberta, has
four heads of cablage weighing 85 pounds, ono
of them tipping the scales at 21 pounds,

A farmer named ‘B. Car, vear Moo .:min,
Assa., reports nine potatoes from one root,
averaging one pound each.

Winnipeg markot gardners are viemg with
each other as to who can produce the largest
cauliflower. Soveral specimens have been
shown weighing fiftecn to twenty pounds each.
A good many have been sent away to the States
and the East, to show what Winnipeg mugd will
produce.

Jas. Walker, near Manitou, Man,, hasshown
turnips which weigh between 20 and 25 pounds
each, and carrots over two feet long.

Neepawa, Man., Register says: *Threshing
is now in progress. The yields of wheat on
different farms so far as learned are 30 bughels,
29 bushels, 27 bushels, and 25 bushels per acre,
80 that so far the average yield is 27§ bushels
per acre.”

Calgary Tribune: *“Threshing operations
are now the order of the day. Mr. Joddph
MecPherson, of the Elbow, has been having his
grain threshed A measured acroof two rowed
barley gave a return of fifty bushels. Unfor-
tunately, during the wet weather it became
discolored, but otherwise it is as fine a sample
as any one could wish for. Oats are going
about 40 and wheat 20 bushels to the acre.”

. Information ubout the great northern country
is always interesting. The following is clipped
from a recent issue of the Fdmonton Bulletin:

John Hodgson, who arrived from tho T.essor
Slave Lake a couple of weoks ago, went to
Peaco River from Prince Albert by way of
Edmonton in the summer of 1887 to mine gold.
They reached Peaco River early in August 1887
aud began ining on the bar near Fort St.
John, about 50 miles below the Rocky Moun-
tain Portago, in September. The gold is found
oxactly as in tho Saskatchewau, in very fine
dust, amongst the sa1d and gravel of the bars,
They wintered at the mouth of the Montanais
River. The winter was not severe but the snow
was deep. Chinooks were felt strongly several
times during the winter which cleaved the snow
from the hill sides. The ico was late in leaving
Peaco River tho next spring and did not go out
until May 10th. The men started mining
again in the lattor part of May ard took out
$100 in ten or twelve days, when the high
water stopped them. They then laid up for 36
days. At tho end of that time the water had
lowered sufficiently to permit them to work,
and out of the bar they had already worked
they took $150 more. They then moved to
another bar and took out $100 in two days and
in four following days took out an ounce a day.
They then moved to the bar worked out the
fall before and took out $70. The last bar
worked on during that season was near Fort
St. Jobn and yielded $257 in ten days.
Hodgeon left P’eace River in July 1889 and has
since resided at Lesser Slave Lake post.

His opinion of the Peace River as an agricul.
tural country is not favorable, as summer frosts
arc prevalent. ‘The river flats on which the
H. B. posts are situated are eomparitively free
from frost but are not of great area, while the
upland isfrosty. Lastyear, however, the upland
land was free frost and a crop put in by Rev.
Mr. Brick at old Wives lakes, in rear of Dun,
vegan, was a success. The gardens at Hudson’s
Hope, Fort St. John and Dunvegan are alinost
uniformly successful. A. Mackensie at the
mouth of the Smoky and Rev. Mr. Brick seven
wiles above have about ter and twenty acres
under crop respectively. Cattle aud horses do
well, the country is cf pleasing appearance and
the winter climate not as severe as at Princo
Albert. Game is not as scarce as has been
reported. At the Narrows on Peace River 30
miles below Fort St. John Mr. Hodgson has
counted 13 bears feeding on a single flat of not
more than 200 acres. In February and March
0f 1888 an Indian killed 27 moose between St.
John and Hudson’s Hope, and the same Indian
in the spring killed five bears at Moatanais
river. At the same time there have been some
cases of atarvation amongst the beaver 1ndians,
but of old people or those incapable of provid-
iog for themselves, such people as would be in
the poor house in the old country. Speckled
trout are caught in the Peace as far cast as the
wmouth of the Smoky. There are no Sturgeon
in the Peace, Whitefish are found iu a small
lake near Hudson's Hope. )

At Slave Lakeq there is no scarcity of food, as
whitefish are abundant. At Whitefish lake,
north of Slave_lake, there was some scarcity
1sst winter. A large fish, called bull trout, is
also caught in the lakes and is very good eating,
The hali-breeds settled around Slave lake all
have small patches of potatoes, and msny of

-+

them catile and horses as well. Last year was
very dry and the potatoe crop was not very
good, 80 that a full crop was not planted this
year as seed was scarce. Frost was general
this scason throughout Peace river about June
4th, all the crop sown being injured, but oo
injury was doune at Slave lake, owing to the
influenco of the water.

Canada's Mun@tary System,

A marked feature in tho monetary systom of
Canadu is the complete maintenance of o gold
standard, although there is scarcely any gold in
circulation, and, compared with most other
countrics in which similar results are attained,
but little gold in reserve. The account money
consists of dollars, conts and mills Provision
is made by law for the coinage of a five-dollar
gold picce, but this has never been carried out.
The British sovercign by law passes current
at $4.865, and the American eagle at $10, and
multiples aud halves are full legal tender : and
gold in this form is the basis of the paper cir-
culation, the monetary unit being identical
with the dollar of the United States, ils value
in British gold being 4s, 1.31d. Dominion notes
aro the full legal tender currency of the country.
‘. hey areisssued forfractional partsof a dollar, as
well as for 1, 2, 4, 5, 10, 20, 50, 100, 500, aud
1,000 dollara. Their holder can claim their
conversion juto gold by tendering them at the
place at which they are made payable. Their
issue is limited, and their convertibility is
guaranteed as follows:—

(a) Not more thau 1,000,000 dollars may
be issued at any one time, and not more than
4,000,000 dollars in any one year.

{(») The issuc department must hold 25 per
cent. of their value in gold and Dominion se-
curities guarantecd by the British Government,
not less than 15 per cent. being in gold.

{¢) Dominion debentures must be held for the
balance of issue 1.p to 20,000,000 dollars,
overything in excess of that being covercd by

old.
¢ The total issue of Dominion notes on Novem-
ber 30, 1889, amounted to 15,928,960 dollars,
ot which 6,531,961 dollars was in one’sand two’s,
and 8,364,000 dollars in notes of 500 and 1,000
dollars.

‘The are thirty-nine banks, which issue notes
of 5 dollars and multiples thereof, to the extent
of their uuimpared capital, These notes are
issuel for 5, 10, 20, 50, aud 100 dollars. They
ave not legal tender, but they must always be
received in paymont to the bank of issue at par,
and are redeemable in specie and Dominion
notes at the place at which they are payable.
The amount of cash reserves to meet these
notes is not fixed by law, but as a rule the
banks keep a reserve of from 25 to 50 per ceat.
cf their cirulation and call deposits. They are
required to keep a3 near as practicable one. half,
but never less than 40 per ceut. of their reserves,
in Dominion notes. Payments not exceeding
G0 dollars must be made iv notes of 1, 2, and 4
dollars, at the option of the receiver.

The total circulation of the bauks on Novem-
ber 30 last amounted to 34,899,530 dollars,
against which there wore reserves of 6,620 069
dollars in specie, and 9,669,644 dollars in Do-
minion notes.

Silver dollars are not legal tender in Cauada.,
The subsidary coins consist of silver coins of
the following denominations—50, 23,10, 5
cents, and, of coppef 1 cent. They are all
manufactured in Kogland. The silver coins
are legal tendernp to 10 dollars, and the copper
up to 25 cents,—Colonies and India, London,

The Paper Barrel.

A recont issuo of the Paper Trade Jowrnal
contained tho following description of the paper
barrel as lately improved for storing and trane-
porting all kinds of liquids as well as flour and
otliet finely powdered substances: The walls
of the barrel are composed of a series of paper
blanks, provided in their longitudinal edgos
with a series of trangular or tapercd notches or
gores, so that the blanks have the appearance
of a number of united barrel staves placed sido
by gide. The first blank is placed upon a suit-
able collapsible core, und at its ends is secured
to the bevelled ouier surface of a series of rings
by means of cement or other adhesive material,
the ends of the blanks extending to the outer
edge of tho rings. Tho sheots or blanks are
placed in such o manner that the joints are not
over each other, but alternately the solid por-
tion of one blank covers the goves of thead.
Jjacent blanks, The several layers on the core
are then pressed together by suitable means,
and thus form a rigid shell. The core is then
collapsed and covered, as the shell formed has
suflicient strength and thickness to serveasa
core for the following layers.

The heads of the barrel counsist each of two
strong paper disks, securcd to each other by
means of cement or othcr suitable adhesive
muterial, of which the interior disks fit pre-
cigely within the rings. The diameter of the
outer disks is such that their rings are flush
with the outer surface of the shell. Then more
paper blaaks or sheets are secured on the shell
in tho manner previously described, foraing
the thickness of the barrel and extending some
distance beyond the outer edge of the disk ot
the heads, and arc cemented or secured by
other adhesive material to the heads, and the
projecting part of the shell and the ends of the
shell are turned off flush with the outer faces of
of the rings on the head. Before the heads are
ingserted the bunghole is cut in the shell,
Strong iron hoops or bands are then applied
on the barrel, and the ends or heads are secured
by means of screw clamps, aud the barrel is
then filled with linseed oil under pressure and
in this way impregnated with oil from the
interior toward tha exterior. The remaining
oil is then drawr ff. The impregnated barrel
is then baked at » temperature of 120° o 140°
R. Thetemporary hoops or bands are removed,
and then permanent bands or hoops are aprlied,
and the heads may be secured by means of
angle irons.

The Vancouver World says: *‘John Hewitt,
of the firm of Hewitt & Fraser, foundrymen,
Lachute, Que., has been in the city for the
past week, and is so pleased that he is decidedly
in favor of moviog his manufactory here. He
will leave for the east in a day or two to make
arrangements with his partaer,

2Northern,No ltroated No. 2frosted. It willbe
obeerved that thegrade of No. 1 Northera has
been omitted. This was due to the fact that
no grain examined suited this grade. Inspeot-
ors will, however, grade No. 1 northern for any
grain offering which meet the requirements of
the act for this grade.

The stock of wheat stored in private ware-
houses bas becoms so large that the visible
supply stutement is losing much of its value,
For instance, on Supt.

Competition in
milling is keen and the profits are smull, but
when carried on on a large scale, under efficient
management, there is atill a margin on the
right side. Near the base of supplies of the
great Manitoba wheat fields, prodacing & fine
quality of grain, and with an unlimited waver-
power for operating the mill, milling shonld
return & margin of profit, if il can be made to
pay anywhere. The surplas wheat crop of the
osuntry will goon increasing year by year, and
the more that can be exported in the form of
flour, inatead of wheat, the better for the
oountry.

An item has been going the rounds of some
of our exchanges to the effect that there are no
flour mills in British Columbia, This is &
mistake.

Oats sold at 40 to 42¢ at Torouto early last
week.

Oatmeal at Montreal last week sold at $5 to
$5.15 for granulated and standard at $4.80 to
$4.90 in bags.

Potatoes in car lots were offering at Toronto
at 60c per bag.

There are but sixty iron furnaces now in blast
in Scotland, against eighty-four at this time
last year.

The Moutreal Trade Bulletin, ot Sept, 27th,
says of the flour market: “‘It is evidext that

the top prices of a few weeks ago ave no longer
obtainable, and although city strovg bakers are

buoted at 96 some state Lthat they can bay for
loss money. Manitoba strong bakers flour has
been sold at $5.50 t6 §5.75. Spring patents are

T selling at $6.25 for choice. New wheat flour

from Ontario is arriving in very good oondition,
owing to the aplendid quelity of the -wheat,
Straight rollers have sold at $4.90 to $5, aad on
track at $4.85 with more offored at the same
figure. Ontario millets are shipping .through
to Great Britain, as it is said they chn,dispose
of certain brands. to better advantage on the
other side than here.”

Fastern Dairy Markots

At Woodetock, Ont., on Sept. 24, .t the
cheese market, ten factories boarded 3,983
boxes of August make; 190 sold at 9fc. Mar.’
ket dull,

At Brockville, Ont., on Sept. 23, offerings on
the cheese board were 5,000 white aud 870
colored cheess. Sales werc: white, 670 boxes
at 10§c; 418 boxes at 10 3-160. Colored
cheese, 300 boxes at 10 3-16 ; 50 boxes a¢ 10}c.
The cheess so0ld at 10}0 wers all Augusl maks,
that briuging the highest figure mostly Sep-
tembers ; and buyers were generally anxious
for cheese at the figures offered, but would not
sdvance to meet the views of sellsrs who stood
out for higher prioes.

At Ingersoll, Ont., on September 23, 19
factories hoarded 9,200 boxes of cheess, August
mns‘ke. Sales were : 580 boxes at 950. Market
duil.

Toronto Empire, Sept. 27.: ‘Butter .is in
good demand for choice dairics, which is
scarce.

C.lgary Herald: *Mr. Thouason, of the
Hudsoa Bay cumpany, his been engaged all
the afternvon in checking over another oonsign-
nient of furs, which has just been brought in
from McKenzie river and Athabasca, Nearly
the whole of the consignment consists of musk
ox, and probably weighs about 20,007 pounds,”

C. M. Lampron & Co., London, fur dealers,
have isaued the following circular: “Wae beg
to inform you that we have had advice from the
North American Commercial cvmpany that
their steamer has arrived at San Francisoco with
21,000 Alacka fur seal skins, and that 3,500
more seal skins taken from seals killed by the
natives for food purposes will probably come
forward later oa. The compauy informs us
that the United States government agent bad
stopped the further killing of seals, in conse-
quence of the small number of animals found
on the islands, and that the above will there-
fore conatitute the total catch of Alsska seals
this year. We propose to oﬂ'ertho‘)l,ooo on
the 27th of October next.”
