New issues of stock have been
lloated to pay for the good-will of the firms who have
heen closed out; also to private funds to remunerate the

-promoters; and to enable other financing operations to

Thus, while the aggregate -profits of the original firms
may have been enough to pay, an average of, say, 5 per -

cent. on their aggregate of capital, under the new condi-

tions, the sum of those profits would not pay 3 per cent.

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CARRYING TOO MUCH STOCK. ,

. 'The present is an opportune time for the retail dry
goods merchant to carefully inspect his stock in order to
know whether he is earrying too much. Among the
numerous resolves made by the average dealer from time
to time, for the betierment of his business, that of re-
ducing his stock if need-be, is the most difficult to carry
out.  T'o the merchant who is fortunate enough fo ex-
tend his purchases at will, and discount all bills, this re-
solve seldom comes into the category; hut there are too
many less favored who earry stock from year to year
largely in excess of their requirements, and really much
in excess of their actual knowledge. That such dealers
take regular account of stock, and recollect the amount
is nob questioned, but the fact of them holding stock of
such as varied nature as to be beyond their real know-
ledge, is a detailed way, would be readily admitted it the
(uestion were asked.

In some instances, this is the result of buying bankrupt
or five stocks, and the inability to afterwards clear them
off.  In such cases goods bought at a heavy reduction,
are looked upon too often as so much money actually
made.  The fact thai nothing had been made in pur-
chasing does not enter their minds, 1t was only an in-
investment. The knowledge that it is only in selling goods
that profit is shown, is given no thought. And the fur-
Lher faet that it is only after the last yard of dry goods
in the total purchase has been turned into cash, the real
profit or loss can be reckoned correctly, is seldom allowed
to hold first place. .

1t is a common expression that “goods well bought are
hall sold,” but to the merchant of wide experience this
remark will admit of wide interpretation. A dealer
cannot buy a bankrupt or fire stock and place it with his
regular goods, and retain the reputation of his store. If
he buys such a stock it is bought in bulk, the good with

~ the Dad, and his only hope for benefit is in rushing it of¥
again at a big reduction thereby making extra sales and
a name for his store as having sold hargains.  Other-
wise his purchase is a failure, for the longer he holds it
the less saleable it beconies and the more his shop takes
on the appearance of being behind the times. ‘

A retail dry goods dealer who buys carefully as he re-
quires and docs not allow any unsaleable goods to linger
over the season on his shelves, might well wonder at
the loads of goods carried by some others in the same
line.  Reckless buying alone can account for it. . But
in looking around no attempt at disposing of this surplus
stoek is apparent.  Thousands of dollars are thus tied
up only to be subject to greater depreciation each season
hesides not earning a cent of revenue to pay for the
money invested. The man who fails on account of bad
debts or imsufficient capital to properly conduet- his
store, is not viewed by the wholesale house in as bad a
light as he who purchased more goods than he needed.
The former he could not casily guard against, or was
powerless to avoid, but the latter could easily have been
prevented if he insisted on it. Without. determination
this is a hard matter to combat.” A dealer will make
up his mind on elosing his store at nght that he has
enough goods of all kinds and will buy nothing whatever
for three weeks.  This will give him threé weeks’ time
at the end of a stated credit “period in which he will
have no payments mataring and can ‘accunulate ahead.
But before he has had time to fairly look around the next
morning a fraveller enters wlio insists on “just showing
the goods anyway.  No need fo buy but just see what is .
being offered and you will he benefited by the knowledge.

.The retail dealer who insists on lowering his stock
need merely to buy in small quantites, and keep perpeti-
ally closing out the oldest sfock; if not at a profit, at
cost or a trifle below, never hesitating until the last rem-
nant of the undesirable goods has moved out. The day
this has been accomplished will be the dawning of a bet-
ter era of business prospects, for the store has heen re-
novated and need only be kept clear of old goods to insure
sufficient call for that which is attractive and new.

All which is absolute nonsense,
but it glitters, therefore passes as oratory. . To add to
the literary finish of his obituary. oration he tells a some-
what vulgar story culled from a Western paper which
smacks indeed of -having been invented.to raise a laugh

This address, which offends literary taste by the utter
irrelevance of many of its allusions, its manifest struggle
after top-loftical phraseology, and its mixture of flippant

his  business “to bed with him,” who never gave a
thought to any person, or to any interests hut his own,
as having received “a patent of nobility from Nature.”

It is aflimmed on good authority that Am-
eriean importers of Iavana tobacco will, in future, be de-
pendent on the English in Cuba for a supply, - The in-
veshimenls of Britisht capital in Giba and Porto Rico,
since the war, are estimated to have been from 28 to 30
willions of dollars.  “L'he trade of these islands is falling
into the hands of English eapitaliztz. = The Cubans and
Porto Rieans preler to deal with Baglish merchants he-
cange they arve represented hy Spanish speaking agents,
and they give from 60 to 90 days time, whereas the
Awericans demand part payment in cash.

T'HE VILTE MARTE BANK,

The affairs of the Ville Marie Dank have been under in-
vestigation Dy the Cuanadinn  Bankers’ Association. A
meeting of this body was held on the 16th inst, in this
city, the chair being oceupied Ly Mr. Thomas MeDougall,
General Manager of the Quebee Bank.  Other bank offieials
present at this important meeting  were: Messrs. B. 8.
Clouston, general manager of the Bank of Montreal; B. .
Walker, of the Canadinn Banlk of Connner‘ce; Thos. Fyshe,
of the Merchani{s Bank of Canada; 1. Coulson, of the Banlk
of Toronto; . Stykeman, of the Bank of Brifish North
America; J. A, Prendergast, of the Bank of Mochelaga; J.
A. Richardson. representing D. R. Wilkie. of the Tmperial
Pank of Canada; R. B. Kessen, representing Mr. George
Purn, of the Bank of Ottawa: G. T, Balfour, representing
Me, Webl, of the Union Bank. At the request of the
Ttankers’ Association, and with the consent of the divee-
tors of the Bangue Ville Marie, Messis. W, . Nowers, of
the Merchants Bank of Canada, and T. W, Taylor, of the
Bank of Montreal, were appointed some time ago as in-
spectors to enquire inlo the cireulation of the Ville Marie,
and report to the association at ‘a subsequent meeting.
This report, which lins been carefully prepared by the in-
spectors just mentioned, was read, at the meeting held on
Wednesday, and after discussion, it was unanimounsly re-
solved to withhold the document in question from publiea-
fion. Tt is understood, however, that Mr, Conrtney, deputy
minister of finance. was present, and took cognizance of
Messvs. Nowers' and Taylor’s veport.  After this meeting’
there were warrants issned, for the arrest of Mv, William
Weir, the President of the Ville Marie: Mr. T. Smith, a
director; and T, Temicux, chief accountant, The warrant
charges them with a breach of the Bauk Aef, by, having
issued, or been a party to the issuance of, “a wilfully false
or deoeph\c statement, 1‘0tm‘n. report, or other document,
respecting the atffairs of the bank” The penalty is “im-
prisonment for a term not exceeding two years.” By the

- terms of the Act every official of the bink-who.is cbgnizqnh
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of & return being false is liable to this penalty. The grent
age of the President renders this step peeuliarly painful,
but it is felt that it would tend to undermine the confidenee
reposed by the public in bank statements if they could» be
talsified with impunity,  As we have already intimated,
the Finance Department is not wholly blameless in this
mitter. .

THE PHILADELPHTAN COLTTSION,

If the arrest of the pilot of, the Philadelphinn on a charge
of manslaughter, avising out of the collision of this vessel

with the Ella Sayer, at Quebee, and the death of two sea- .

nen, opens up the question of proper supervision of stean
steering gear before ships are allowed to clear for sea, the
unfortunate sailors who were erushed by the impacet of the
eollision, will not have died in vain, Defective steering
gear is the root of nine-tenths of mavine accidents, and, in
particular, faulty gear is most apt to prove disastrous in
Canadian waters, because of the generally insuflicient
knowledge navigntors have of the tides and currents in
these.  Tn the ease of the Philadelphian eollision, the ac-

cident was, so it is alleged, due entirely to the absence of

lights on the anchored vessel, but the verdict rendered evi-
dently fails to countemance this, 1t is reported that u
nomber of pilots who were in the vicinity on the same
evening, will give eivdence at the trial that no lights were
visible. A warrant is out for the arrest of the Captain of

the Leyland steamer, who is held cql‘m]ly blamable with the .

pilot, and this will be served when he returns to this side,
lis ship having left for Liverpool hefore the proceedings
fook on the present serious aspect. \Whatever may be
the natnre of the finding of the Court as to culpability,
certain it Is that the dangers of just such accidents are
very great to vessels anchored in fhe stream opposite the
Rocky City, where the terraced shore lights tend fo dis-
tract and mislead vessels under way.

In connection with the recent serious collisions in the
river, namely the Turret Court and Ramillies, and the one
under notice, the sailors’ superstition that one aceident jn-
variably brings three, is worth recording.  The third in-
stalment to complete the chapter is now due.

and simple division gives the gross profit at the close of the
day.

and consequently any department that is not paying is

tested in referdncee to its non-earning powers and changed
wround until it has been put on n puying basis, or clse
closed out to make room fr something more_profitable.

This system of complete command over the manage-
ment of a husiness, in all its details, is one of the chief se-
erets of suceess in the condueting of large establishments
which are known fo he subject to many lnrge items of ex-
penditure unknown and unneeessary in the management of
individual coneerns. The simall leak preys with more
deadly effect on the life of the small store than the large
leak on the large establsihment: hence the greater need of
serutiny in the ordinary small general store or special line
of husiness.

BOSTON’S IMPOKRTS () CANADIAN SHINGLES.
