iminaries' to the sermon. Hence people ask
each whom they are going to ¢ hear,’ instead of
where they are going to *worship,; while
preachers too frequently rush through the first
part of the service in order to have more time
and soope for their sermon, Finally, the
writer pleads for refinement and beanty in the
sanotuary, as well a8 reverence. He believes
that & true sense of the ‘beanty of holiness’
must lead to a deeper sense of the * holiness of
beauty,’ and says that an age that has heard
Ruckin with rapture, csunot exclude beauty
from its conception of religion, ‘The Rev. H.

A SHORT METHOD WITH SCEPTICS.

———e

Wirnour going too fully into the present ori-
tical controversy connected with the Pents-
touch and the Pealms, we desire to put before
our readers an aspect of it that has been satis-
factory to ourselves, One really cannot always
have his Faith at the mercy of every fresh

oritic ; and it is well to have some well-founded
basis for it which will practioally make him in-
dopendent of Biblical oriticism. We have no
desire to check the process of literary orlti
cism ; it mugt go on, and shall go on whether
wo like it or not; and it is one of the distine-
tions of the Anglican Churoh, both in the past
and the present, that she has done her part no-
bly in this special field. We believe there is
much truth in the following words : —

‘ God has, we must beliave, special tasks in
store for the Anglioan Church—taska for whioh
the Roman temper and the Roman theclogy
are by their very charaoter and tone disquali~
fied. It ceems likely that it will belong to us ra-
ther than to Rome to work out the relations of
religion to critical knowledge, and to vindicate
the true charaocter of Inspiration in its relation
to historioal research,”

Spesking generaily, with regard to difficul-
ties raised concerning alleged inacouracies or
contradiotions in the letter of Soripture, it is
well to bear in mind that many of those owe
their very existence to an extremse and unten-
able theory of Verbal Inapiration. This theory.
which oktained widely some thirty years ago,
had never any Church authority to sanotion it,
and is nmow held by comparatively few. The
late Archdeacon Lee helped largely to refuts
and explode it. Most people now recognize
that the Bible is what St. Jerome called it, ‘s
divine library.' A lidrary, cbeerve, the hooke

‘of which extend over many centuries, and ex-
hibit an undeniable progressive eloment. His-
tory is largely inoluded in it, and the history
shows the gradual growth upwards out of poly-
gamy to monogamy, ¢.g., 88 one instance of
morsl elevation.  But our space is too narrow
and ocircumscribed to permit of much detail,
We oan only deal with this question in the
bulk aud in the rough. However, we will jast
say, is there anyone in the present day who
finds it 8 matter of painful diffioulty that one
Evangelist records that Christ healed one blind
man near Jericho, another that He healed two ?
Or, again, that our Lord quotes the 110:h
Psalm 85 & Psalm of David ? As regards thie
latter difficulty—if some people will insist on
making it one—fairly educated theologians
know that there are five books of Psalms, the
endings of the first four of which are marked
by the doxologies appended to Paalms 41, 72,
89, and 106, The first of these alone is Davidic;
but stauding at the head of the collection it na.
turally gave a name to the whole. And it
seems the very excess of hypercriticism to at

tribute to cur Lord an inacouracy in quoting &
Psalm oomposed after thereturn from the Cap-
tivity as the work of David, when it is 60 na-
tural to suppose Him treating the whole collect-
ion as Davidio in a popular way, for the reason
just stated. But enongh of detail.

Men like Professor Huxley, whose reoént ar-
ticle in the Ninetecnth Century shows the faro-
oity witn which he pursues this question, af-
tempt to make every verbal error a death.
wound to Christiapity. To men who hold an
extreme theory of verbal Inspiration, such an
argumentum ad hominem as Huxley nses would
no doubt be very powerful, but does it mot
apply now as it would have done thirty years
ago. After all, what are these criticisms when
put in the soale against the Aistory and work of
the Christian Church. Our Lord prophesied,
in 8t. Matt, xvi. 18, that the gates of hell
ghould never prevail against His Church. In
spite of perseoutions, heresies, schisms, seasons
of ooldness and dryness, that prophecy has
been amply fulfilled. 'We see the work of the
Church in the past and in the present, convey-
ing deliverance fo the oaptive and recovering
of sight to the blind.  She hands on that Gos-
pel, which is the power of God unto salvation
to every one that believeth, We see her
trinmphs in the mission fields of those dark
places of the earth which are full of the habita-
tions of oruelty. We see our work in the hos-
pital, in the refuge, in the reformatory, in the

school, We see her &till going forth, conquer-

ing and to conguer, as she has done all down
the centaries sinoce Christ foretold her indes.
tructible career. And when some oaptious,
carping oritie, who oannot make up his mind
whether there is a God, or a human soul, or any
bereafter, and whe prides himself on having
invented the name Agnostio, comes to uvs and
says, Look at this disorepsncy and that.
David did not write the 110th Psalm, Abiathar
was not priest when David ate the shew bread,
We reply—My dear sir, you seem to us to have
no senge of asroportion. Compare these ob-
jections you addnce with the general charaoter
of the whole Bible—and at most are they even
gpots on the san—and, still more, think of
them in conneotion with the history snd work
of the Cbristian Church during all the centar-
ies, and the promise and potency of her fature
course, snd then say are these objeotions of
yours even small dust in the balance,

To anyone who has grasped the idea of the
Christian Church, as pictured in prophecy by
our Lord in St, Matt. xvi. 18, there will be no
difficulty in the matter. We have only briefly
sketched in outline what is to ourselves 8 most
convincing and’ comforting head of Christian
evidence. We are well aware of the imperfec.
tion and incompletenass of the treatment of the
subject, and leave our readers to-fill in the out-

lines more at leisure.—Irish Ecclesiastical

said :—“If I could be empowered to ‘runin’
all such persons as seemed to me to require
chatisement, correction, and amendment, I
should like to be a policeman. I should com-
mende with those who might work but won’t
work, with hand or head, body or mind ; the
snimals (it is & misnomer 1o oall them men)
who loaf, and lounge, and yawn, drones in the
hivo, barren trees in the orchard, dumb notes
in the organ, dead herrings in the net, In the
neighbour county of Nottingham, we call thew
‘ shacks *; and I would ron them in—not only
those who wear battered billycocka and anoient
oordaroys, but those who deck themselves in
splendid raiment, from silken hat to patent
leather shoes ; not only the abjects at the corn-
ers of the streets, but swells in grand saloous,
all who are living useless, idle lives, I wonld
run them into some such receptacle as that
whish was prepared for their predecessors, two
thousand years ago (for they belong to & very
old and numerous family), by & severe ruler, I
think, at Sparta. He put them into & spaciovs
tank which contained a pump, Water was in«
troduced in such proportions that, if the inmate
negleoted the process of ejection, it attained
disastrous elevations, He must either pump
or die, and, as a rule, he not only preferred to
pump, but earnestly besought his employers to
give him some drier ocompation. Within the
memory 4{ msan, there was a notice on the
bridge as you enter St. Asaph, ‘ All vagrants
will be whipped.” Ishould be inolined to run
in for flaggellation, slight on & first conviotion,
all persons who are continual gadabouts, and
who were away from their duties, except for
business, information, or health, All absentees,
landlords, eccolesiastios, proprietors, who could
not show just oause of absence, should be
whipped and sent home. I wounld not only run
in and panish the drunkard, but those who help
to make him drunk; those who, haviog miger-
able houses to let, oare nothing for the tenant,
but only for the rent; those whose duty it is
to maintain the health of the people, but who
permit men and women to crowd together in a
poisonous atmoephere, whish is alike destrue-
tive to the life of body, mind, and soul. *You
come snd live in our court,” & drankard said to
a philanthropist, who was pleading with him,
‘and you’ll goon take to the drink.' I should
run in the browers who use drugs which in-
oreage rather than satiefy thirst, and which
excite and madden the brain, together with the
publicans, who serve drink to those oustomera
who manifestly have had enough. I fear that
I should be constrained to inclode not a few of
the fairer sex. Wives who are slatterns, dow-
dies, and gossips, standing at the door instead
of tydying the house, thinking more about their
neighbours’ sins than of their husbands’ supper,
I would give them practioal illustrations as fo
the uses of soap, and teach them how to boil
and roast. Shakspeare says that ¢ Love, which
has nothing but beanty to keep it in good
health, is short lived, and apt to bave agne fits':
and a neat room, with a bright fire, and & sav-
oury smell, and & pleasant smile of weloome,
have a great power to preserve it, and make
men satisfied with home. 1 should run in
gamblers and’ bettors, touts, tipsters, welshers,
ropers, and ocopers, three-pard -and thimble
men, all who were endeavouring to overreach
and paunperise each other, wherever found, in
the ocard-room of the London club or the tap
room of the Tom and Jerry.'—Family Church-

Mr. Paller says, mojority—a strange word to
use when the only names he is able fo olaim in
the English Church are Bishop Jeremy Taylor,
in the 17th century, Bishop Rattray, of Dunk-
eld in the 18th, and Mr. G. H, Forbes, of Buen.
tisland, in the 19th. Now I have not acoess to the
writings of the two latter divines, but the slight-
est examipation of Bishop Taylor's writings
will show that however strongly he speaks of
the grace of Confirmation, he certainly did not
hold with those who deny that the Holy Ghost
is given in Baptism. Let any one turn to the
gection on Baptism in his Life of Christ and he
will find the fullest, clearest, most emphatic
statemonts that the Holy Ghost ie given in Bap-
tism. T extract two brief sentences:—* This
is the Baptisam of our dearest Lord : His minis-
ters baptize with water; our Lord at the same
time verifies their ministry by giving the Holy
Spirit.” * The descent of the Holy Spirit upon
18 in our baptism is a consigning us for God.
And in this sense the Spirit of God is called a
Seal, ‘' the water (says S. Basie) washes the
body and the Spirit seals the soul.” To quote
strong langusge about the gift of the Holy
Ghost in Confirmation proves pothing ; the
question is, does the writer demy the gift in
Baptiam 7-

There has been, it is safe to say, no name 8o
universslly revered in the English Chuvrch of
this century as the name of JomN KxsLx,
whether we oconsider him as brilliant Scholar,
Poet, Parish Priest, Theologian, Saint—migity
breakwater against the Romeward movement
in the hour of the Church of England’s mortal
peril,—who was there like him ?

Tar PsorRSTANTISM OF THE PRaYEs Boox—
By Rev. Dyson Hague. (The J. E
Bryant Co.)

This is an important contribution to the
Literature of those who veer to that guarter of
the Boolesiastical horizon known as Ultra-
Protestantism., We would regard it as & usefal
work for cironlation where wesk sounls were in
davger of infeotion from R:formed Episcopal
ianism or Nooconformist prejudices, The due
proportion of faith is lacking in the treatment of
the Prayer Baok; and while one * voice ' of the
Prayer Book is proolaimed with commendable
earnestness—other ¢ voices ’ aro silenced which
should be as potent in the grand harmony of
Christian Truth and Apostolio praotice, The

respected author in our judgment fails in that
grasp of History and Liturgies which is de

manded for any fair or exhaustive exposition
of the Prayer Book of the Church of England.
His method could be as oleverly applied by
Calvinist or Ultra Ritualist, and like satisfaot

ory conolusions evolved by each. Amid all the
profuse appesls to individusl opinions of Ra
formers, the author appears to iguore the ool

lectiva pronoancement of all in the authorit-
ative Preface of the Prayer Book which parti:
ocularly recognizes ¢ the whole Catholic Church
of Christ’ in contra distinotion even to the
Church of England as a fraction. It is not in
Mr, Hague’s work that any will learn to ntter
more intelligently the artticle of the Creeds. *1
believe in one holy Catholic and Apostolic
Churoh;’ rather his watch-word ie; I believe in
the Reformers. So do all loyal members of the
Church of Eogland ; but not as sole expounders
of the deep things of God—nor fiaal arbiters of
Christian Faith or Prastice. To impute Infalli-
bilitv is to aggravate travsgression of the Arti-
ole XX, to assert finality is to confliot di eatly
with Article XXXIV. While wo know
that the term * Protestant ' (by the method of
Mr. Hague's reasoning) is absolately exoluded
from the Church of England, We fally endorse
the wide definition given but neatralizad
throughout the volume—* the Church is Pro

testant, not merely in that she presents s
powerful dieclaimer both in hor Articles and
Liturgy against the perversions of Popery—bat
Protestant equally in her standing protest
against other forms of error which by
negation or subiraction have peorverted the
truth, 'We are pleased to find the continuity
of the Charch of England, ¢ Founded in all
probability in Apostolic days and perhaps even
by Apostoiic men "—olearly stated ; and that
for ¢ many centuries previous to the Reform-
ation, the Church of England was independent
to a certain degree of the supremscy of the
Pope, and agserting its antonomy ss a Natioaal
Church.,’ Touching mere Roman-phobisa it is
satisfactory to find this quotation from the
judicious Hooker ; ' Touching our conformity
with the Church of Rome—as also of the differ-

ence hetween some Reformed Churches and

ours—that which generally hath been already
snswered may serve for answer to {bat excep-
tion which in these two respeots they take par-
tioularly agsinst the form of onr Common
Prayer, To say that in nothing they may be
followed, which are of the Church of Rome,
were violent aud extreme. Some things they do
in that they are men—in that they are wise men
aad Christian men some things—some things
in that they are men misled and blinded with
error, As far as they follow reason and trath,
wo fear not to follow the self-same footsteps
wherein they have gome, and to bo their fol-
lowers, Where Rome keepsth that whioh is an-
oienter or better, others whom we much more
affeot (that is the Reformed OContinental
Churches) are leaving it for newer and chang—
ing it worse, We had rather follow the per-
faotions of them we like not—than in defeots
re:emble those whom we love.”

RESCUE OF AN ALASKA INDIAN BOY.

Captain William Brown arrived in San Fran-
oisc0 recently with a seven-year-old Indian boy
whom he recently resoued from death in the
heart of Alaska after an exoiting fight with the
nalives, Captain Brown said that, while trav-
elling through the wild region of Alasks, he
heard that a little Indian boy was about to be
barned at the stake for witchor aft.

The tribe had been attacked with * la grippe,”
which the medicine-man could not oure, and
the boy, who was the son of the ohiofs, was
cbarged with being in Jeague with the Devil to
thwart the effect of his medicine, After the
deliberations of the council the fathe: agreed to
the boy's death. There was bat one escape for
the boy. If the ¢ld medicine man, who was
himself sick, did not die, the boy should live,
bnt meanwhile the little fellow was bound to a
gtake for seven days during very severe
weather, with nothing to cover him.

It was believed that the more terrible his
suffering the sooner the Devil would be brought
to terms ard the medicine man oured, Oa the
eighth day, the old dootor grew rapidly worse,
and it was resolved to burn the boy alive, All
the preparations were made. Fires were to be
lighted on the following morning af sunrise.
Savaga fiands were already singing death songs
when the oaptain and his men arrived in the
neighborhood. Hidden by the darkoess of the
firest, Captain Brown and his men crept for-
ward on ther hands and knees. They saw the
boy tied amid the fagots, and the black savages
lying aroand him. When the savages went to
sleep, the ocaptain orawled up to the boy and
cut him loose. The lad remained perfeotly
quiet., Suddenly oue of the Iodians awakened
und gave the alarm. The oaptain's force
rushed in with cocked revolvers aud over-
powered the savages, He then refreated with
the boy to the river, where the party embarked
by the first steamer.—Selected.

Ag doubte are thrown from time to time on
the statement that the Church of England, with
all her ritualism, is pressing hard English Non-
cenformity, let us produce a further startling
evidence from the pen of that hierophant of
English dissidence, Dr, Parker, minister of the
City Temple, Holborn, London, Dr. Parker
writes thus to the Editor of the November
number of the .vewbery .House Magazine on
' The Decay of Nonconformity ':—* As astrong
Nonconformist——never sturdier than at this
moment—I recognise with grateful delight the
holy ardorard broadening service of the Church
of England. Never was Nonconformity so hard
driven as it is to-day by the clergy of the
Church of Bngland, I am bound to adwitthat
I am unable to see that Nonconformity is at
the present moment msking any substantial
advancement.’ Words like these speak for
themselves. If Dr. Parker is to be taken a8 an
authority, the latest developments of English
Churchmanship are tending in the direction of
making away with Nonconformity and substi-
tuting for it the Church’s doctrine and _disoi-
pline, Here in Ireland this truth should not
be lost upon us, The olergy must, see inDr.
Parker's. confession an acknowledgment that
Nonconformity is impotent where the Church
is faithfaily worked, where the Word of God is
presobed and the Sacraments duly administered
‘sacording to our Lord’s holy institation, On
the other hand, dissent from the Church wiil
slways flourish where Church principles are

igoored.

There are probably many causes which com.
bine to hitder the Church muking such head:
way against the world, aud false systeme of
religion, #s She ought to.do.  Not the least of
theseis probably the principle of centralization,
sometimes called the *one man system.” It
must be admitted that to concentrate, to &
certain extent, contr.lling power in one man,
especially if ho be a man of organizing genius,
has advantages ; but oarried to excess it gives
the people the ilea that the clergy are the
Church, srd that its success is no immediate
oconcern of their own : supporting the Church,
they think, is simply supporting the clergy.
The work and success of the Church belong to
the people in truth more than to the olergy;
and we shall only begin to feel our combined
power when uvaoh person feels hia individual
responsibility, The more individuala ars per-
suaded to engage in definite work for the
Churoh, the broader will be the foundation, the
larger and stronger will be the walls of her
citadel. We think our task is to find people
who have the intereat of the Church at heart,
and as soon as we discover their capacity for
certain kirds of work to give them the fullest
responsibility. Responsibility is the very soul
of success, axd it is just when & man feels that
be osn carry out his own ideas, and is respon-
pible for their success that he puts out his best
efforts; but when he is unneceesarily restricted
and has 1o true reeporsibility he naturally
takes but little interest in his work and iays
{he blame of failure on other shoulders. Give
a good conscientious workman & free hand and
it is surprising what a pride he will take
in his work. In England the church has orys-
taliged into a system that leaves responsibilities
and their accompanying honors in the hands
of the few who are greedy to retain them lon
after their incompetence is made plain, an
men are not generally irusted with respousi-
bility until long after the fire of enthusiasm
has died away. %ut a young Churoch in a yourg
Colony ought to be able to break free from thexe
oramping traditions, and ought not to be too
lofty to learn the leszon auccessful Dissent has
tanght, Chnrohmen should be made to feel

that the succesa of the Church is their own af~
fair, and shoulder to shoulder we ought to be
msking & surréme effort to place the Church
in her rightful position, To do this we should
raske mse of every force whioh oan be pressed
into the service of God—and one of these is
ocertainly the power whioh is gained from a
gense of respomsibility. To formulate our
thoughts we would say :—Discover earnestness
and eapacity and then give the fullest responsi-
bility, " If the Church acted on this principle
we should see interest in its work increased,
and -a wonderful advance all along the line,
The olergy are charged with being too auto-
oratio, is it altogether urtrue?

One of the notes of improvement in our ser-
vices everywhere, is the greater attention given
to the matter of musio, adapting it more
thoroughly to its real position as an important
part of the worehip of God, The general intro-
duction of vested choirs has had a great and
exoellent inflnence in this direction, by lessen-
ing the sentimental and increasing the devo-
tional element in rendering the services. It is
certainly, and in many respects, an improve.
mentupon the professional and quartette choirs,
wherever it has been properly trained and
directed. The prominent position, however,
which is thus given to the choir in the house
of Gad, exaggerates any untoward behavionr
of its members during divine service, and this
requires more minute and persistent attention
thun it often receives, The chorister in his
vestments ought to be as circumspeot in manner
and devont in behavionr as the priest in his.
Otherwise, the spirit of praise is depraved, and
its beauty marred. Other religious bodies are
moving along the same needed line of improve-
ment in the charsoter of their church musioc.
Speaking on this subjeot, the United Presby-
terian offers some o>unsel and advice which
shouid be free to all, It says:

# Leaders in church musio onght to be suk-
jeoted to a character test, similar to that
imposed upon ministers, Musical proficiency
is not the only thing uecessary to fii them for
their position. They sbould be members of
the Church, men and women of manifest piety,
and interested in all parts of worship and all
departments of spiritnal work, How can they
profitably lead the worship of others if they
themselves are not sincere worshippers? Many
of the members of the Charoh, says the same
paper, are not well acquainied with the work
of the Church, Pastors, in their vigitation from
house to houss, are often sarprised at this igno-
rance, Who is at fault ¥ Maoh of the blame
must be laid to the pastors themeelves. If
they would secure the entrance of the Church
papers into the families of their congregations
they 'wonld preach to more intelligent audi-
ences,”

DIOCESE OF NIAGARA,

The Bishop of Niagara in his address at the
opening of the Sanday Sshool Convention lately
held in Hamilton, said : :

One of the most serious and far-reaching ovils
entailed upon us by the religious divisions
which prevail in Canads, is the exolusion from
our common schools of all direot religious in-
siruction, All are agreed that man is 2 moral
being, and that morals must rest mupon and
spring out of religion—deriving from religion
the imperative claim whioh ean alone enforoe
them under all cironmstances, and the power
to mest that claim which religion alone can
supply. But the State, 88 it must exist in a
commanity which is divided in its profession
of religion-—can know no religion. If it under-
takes the vital work of eduoation it must place
all religions on an equal footing by excluding
all, by ondeavoring to put asuander and keep
apart three things whioh are, in the estimation
of all, insoparable : religion, eduoation, and
morality. The only morality which our com-:
mon 8ohools can teach is that which has to do
with suocoess in life, the avoidance of all snch
offences a8 will be detested and punished by
the law of the lard, or by the withdrawal of
confidence and credit, and the parsuil of such
virtues as will ensure a good name and repata-
tion., The morality to which onr common
schools must confine themselves cannot reach
the heart and oconscience, or develop faith,
hope, and cbarity. It csnnot enable young
men and women to control and rule their
whole being, They will recogunize no valid
rearon for self denial and self control except in
guoh ouses as bring with them serious seoial
cousoquences and public disgrace. Now, thig
standard of morality will not always satiefy the
community, because thoy know better, The
teaching they receive, even in the narrowost
snd smallest sects amongst us, is essentially
deeper and truer. All are aware that & moral-
ity which rests on social sanotions and social
approvals is wholly insufficlent for the battle of
lifo, that it oan afford no sufficient forco against
the wily passions that are within us, no real
protection againat the tompting opportanities
tor wrong-doing all around us, Now, one or
other of two results will, in my esatimation, be
reached sooner or later. Either the imperfeot,
ipsufficient moral training of our common
schools will prevail over and extinguish the
truer instinels, the better inflaences which are
kept alive by the teaching of all religious
bodies in their sermons and Sanday-schools ;
or, the commanity will become utterly dis-
satisfied with the exclusion of religion trom
onr common gchools,

The strength, and earnestnoss, and intel-
ligence whioh are to be seen in all Christian
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It must be the concern of each of us to make
our misaion funds go as far as possiblo. A miss.
ion must never regard a grant from those funds
as ‘a means of saving 1teelf, Such & grant
~ simply supplies what the Church considers
. beyond the means of the mission. The.
travolling expenses incurred in supplying va-
canoies are a very heavy charge on our funds,
In most oases they should be entirely met by
the missions supplied, and there must be an
honest and honorable endeavor to do with as
small & grant as possible—not to look on the
grant 88 a perquisite—a payment to be selfishly
claimed 88 a right, but as & benefaction to be
thankfully received, while really needed ; but
to be more thankfelly done without as soon as
possible. It is written, ‘It is more blessed to
give than to receive.’ The experience of all the
Ohurohes testifies most eloguently to the trath
of this, There 18 usually far more nngelfishness
—far more spiritnal love—far more united
effort—far more loyalty to the Chureh in a
giving than & receiving parish. The contribu-
tions to the home mission fund, instead of
iroreasing, have rather fallen off in the past
year, and this is not swprising. The organiz-
ation recommended by the Synod 18 uot
introduced into our missions. Associations in
aid of the home mission fund are not formed,
Bupscriptions to it are not meked] We have
gone ibrough & period of trial in the country
when perhaps it was well not to push orgariz-
ation, but things have now settled down, It
should be our aim and ambition that every
member of the Church should be a contributor
10 the mission fund, Let us not think littie of
small contributions. It is through such that a
great deal of the Lord’s work is done, I hope
taere will be an earnest effort to begin our new
Churoh year well with liberal offerings to the
migsion tund on the day of Thankegiving.

We
mies him in many ways, I rejoice to eay his
letters are encouraging, We trust he will re~
turn in restored health and vigor, When a
namber of vacancies come together on us the
isolation of our position causes great diffioulty
and must do 80 till we bave more olergymen in
several of our parishes than the incumbent. As
it is, the supplying of all vacanoies is thrown
on the College and Cathedral staff’ Aund with
the heavy work all the week, both in theology
and arts, there is &t times, a8 at present,
almost an unbearablo buarden thrown npon the
olergy snd students on that ataffl. The
Cathedral olergy are.thus unable to do that
helpful work in the diocese in visiting and en.
couraging their brethren and their parishes
thas | hope for from them, snd that tho diocese
would gladly welcome. Iostead of that they
have the drudgery of filling up every gap, that
bursts out in our work, Last summer our
missions “were well supplied with clergymen
or students, and I trusted that the time
had come for utilizing the Oathedral clergy in
& more satisfactory way. A deacon in charge
of & mission placed under & neighboring priest
can hardly at present ever receive the Holy
Commueion with his people or in fact at all,
An arrangement was, therefore, suggested that
would put one of the Canone in touch with a
gection of the country in which he would take
charge of any mission under & deacom, and
from time to time give the Hoiy Communion,
Canon O Meara was thought of for Southern
Manitoba, Oanon Matheson tor Northwest Mani-
toba, and Canon Coombes for Central Manitoba.
But the vaoancios that have ocourred have, for
the present, to & great degree, prevented the
oarrying out of the plan. We are in great need
of six or seven olergymen, How hearty we

ARE INDEAD ARDUOUS

and their oiroumstances at present are often
the reverse of comfortable, but a few years will
change much cf this. The difficulty of filling
Missions with effactive men ehould make our
parishes and missions very considerate in their
treatment of their clergy and anxious to make
their position more assured and comfortable.
Bome missiore have declined to enter into any
engagoements or to give a guarantee.. If the
guarantee were for life, there might be sume
soruple about it; but, as it is only for & year,
st seems hardly honorable or fair to the clergy-
men to deoline this seourity. Bat.the erying
wanl in 80 many missions is the want.of a
fitting residence. The majority of the clergy

of our Church are married men and we believe
that this is well. Bat in not a few of our mie—
sions it is very hard for even an unmarried man

to get lodgings, where he can have any privacy

for seeing his people and any quiet after his

laborous work and travel, for rest or for oppor-

tbnity for study. It is a great pleasure to see 8o

MANY CRUROHES BISING TP

No progress in this direction is possible
without good text-books and carefully instruct-
ed teachers. The bocks are, provided for us al-
ready in the publications of the English Sun-
day-school Institute and other associations. It
remains that theteachers be directed and aided
In preparing themselves to use the text-bocks
intelligently and efficiently so as to throw life
and interest into each Sunday's portion.

The experience to the only clergyman in
this diocese who, so far a8 I am informed, has
aided the teachers in his Sonday-school in pre
paring for the examinations of the Sanday
school Institute, is very encouraging. The
pleasure which both the Archdeacon of Guelph
and his teachers have found in prepsring for
thege examinations has renmdered them insen-
gible of any irksomeness or weariness. Honor-
able positione in the examinations have been
attained in every case, and I have had the joy
of receiving and handing to them their cerufi
oates of merit, The rubjects 10r examination
are announced in good time, and the examin-
ation is hold simultaneously in every diccese of
the Anglican communion where there are can-
didates, Our Diocesan Sunday-school Asso.
clation have adopted a system of exsminations
founded on the experience gained by the San-
day-school Institute of England. I hope that
all our clergy will invite and induce their tea~
chers and senior scholars to offer themselves
for examinations by forming olasses even of
two or three at a time, for preparation,

Once fairly started, the work will prove to
be full of interest and aitraction to ali, and the
result will be an improvement in our Sunday-
schools and congregations such as we can
hardly exaggerate, Bat let me hasten to a
third point, In proportion as our teachers and
our Sanday-schools become more effective, and,
therefore, more -interesting for all, so will the
disposition show it:elf to sabstitnte attendance
st the Sunday-school for attendance at the
Church’s servicos, This fatal blunder has
been aotually committed in some quarters, Jt
may have been promoted by the plan which hes
been adopted in some parishes, of having &
gervioe of prayer and praise for the opening and
closing of the Sunday school, founded upon the
model of our Prayer Book, The aim of the
Sunday-school irom ficst to lost should be to
prepare the children to join intelligently, de-
voutly, and with large taith,in the Church’s
worship.  As they learn the meaning of wor-
ship they will recognize the impoassibility of
foregoing it for the sake of the Sunday-tcheol,
or ot confosing the lessons which the one tea-
ches with the lowly homage and devotion
w:‘iioh the other offers unto the Most High
God.

The letter will represent, in simple language,
the daty which belongs to all who love our
Lord Jesus Christ in sincerity, of sending on
the good news and the precious privileges en.
trosted to the Church for the benefit of a]l
mankind. It will also urge that the little
savings which may, with tbe approval of their
parents, be effeoted by their acts of self-denial
during Lent, may be stored up until Easter and
then solemnly offered unto God for His Charch'’s
work in some part of the mission field, As
other geeasoms children may be formed into
Bands of Mercy for the pnrpose of spending an
hour on Satardey afternocon in studying and
hearing of the ways and habits of God’s dumb
creatures around uve, and oultivating habits of
attention and kindness to thom.

The Children’s Ministering Leagne also may
be utilized at other seasons in order to estab-
lish and bring out in all children that thought-
tulness for all around them which will leave no
day without its deed to crown it.

I must not detain you longer now than to
express the encoursgement and joy which this
and every effort to render the Church's work

DIOCESE OF RUPERT'S LAND.

The Bishop of Rupert’s Land in his addross
to his Synod at last meeting gave some inter-
esting particulars, whioch we reproduce. He
gaid ;

1 am happy to be able to congratalato you to
dayon a greatly improved condition of the
country; Though the harvest will -not from
various causes by any means give a}l the result,
of which there was at one time such a splendid
promise, yet there will be & large return over
& great part of the province. The most serious
loss is from hail in Southern Manitoba. Oar
missions ut Melisa, Deloraine, Killarney, Bois-
sevain, Clearwater, Manitou and Swan Lake all
suffered severely, A recogaition of the bright
praspeots before industrions settlers in this land
has given again a confidence to the poasessors
of cxpital. Land, which for years has been
more or less unsaleable from the want of pur-
chasers, has once more recovered an appreciable
value. Not only as citizens, but as Churchmen
we cannot be too gratefnl for this changs, for
the dispersion of the immigrants coming to the
country still continues, The area of gettloment
is ever widening, while in most districts the
population remains very sparse, There is from
this & constant demand for the opening of new
Missions. Yet the older Missions are not suffi-
oiently ¢trengthened to do with muoh less help,

At the rocent meeting, at Kingston, of the

more than a comparatively small number of
families and adherenws. - Even in the liftle
towns there i8 frequently only a discouraging
pumber of at least active and - contributing

members, yet sll these Missions involve an
enormons smount of trouble, both in taking
gervices and visiting. - They are properly mea-
gured, not by acres, but by square miles, They
consist not of farms, but of townships, eaoh
containing over 20,000 acres, To minister at
sll adequately to our scattered people we re-
quire & force of Missionaries altogether out of
roportion to our numbers, What are we to
0? Must we leave our soattered families,
because few, to the ministrations of other bodies
of Christisns, whose numbers are often pot
greater than our own? Or are we to exert
ourselves that owr Church may do its part
worthily in this country, and our people may
bave, as far as possible, the services they prefer
and enjoy ? The answer to this must be largely
with our people themselves To what degree
of eelf sacrifice do they prefer and enjoy the
sorvices of the Church ¥ Neither the Bishop
por the Church can farnish money on demand.
Wo are under the deepest obligation to Bnglish
Sooieties. But looking at the wide field of their
operations we cannot depend on larger help
from them. Experience tells us that we oan
look for little from Kastern Canada, unless we
are able and have leave from the Bishop to
gend & sofficiently qualified and energetio re-
pres<ntative to plead for us. Csnon O'Meara
kindly went last year and was eminently suo-
cessful in the few weeks at his command. We
feel very grateful to those who responded so
kindly to his appeal. 1t is clear thav there are
many willing besrts in Canads, if we could bat
reach them with our story. - But straitened as
wa are for men and over burdened with work,
the sending of such a representstive is not an
easy condition, and I am not sure whether we
shall be sllowed to continue and complete
Canon O'Mesara's effort, The Canadian Board
of Miesions is, indeed, this yesr inviting the
Bishop's of our provinces or their representa-
tives, but not to solicit funds for their own
diocese, but to swaken & wider missionary spirit
80 88 to increase the general fands of the Board.
But, brethren, whatever we may receive from
outside, the time has come when we must look
more resolntely st what we can do for ourselves,
bodies in our day forbid us to believe that
indifference to religion, and a fesble, inadequate
morality can spreuad from our schools over the
commaunity. )

Do we not, moreover, recognize in 8 good
many quariers & growing disposition to secure
some moasure of Christian instruction for the
week-day life of every child? Every attempt,
howeve. carefully considered with the view of
offending no religious seot, and of engaging the
beurty interest of sll, is found to be not merely
hindered but destroyed by the divisions which
prevail everywhere. The healing and removal
of these divisions is clearly a condition without
whiob religion oannot be introduced and
assigned its proper place in schools maintained
and carried on by the Government for the
whole community. Happily a disposition to
trace back our divisions to their origin with
the view of banishing them, and a desire for
the discovery and restorstion of unity are
spreading far and wide,

There is, accordingly, good ground for
encouragement and hopefulness, We maust,
however, remember that all movements which
a_ifeuy deeply thbe habits and associations of &
lite time, from childhood on to old sage, are
necessarily very slow in their progress,

We may not, therefore, look for the hesling
of onr divisions and the restoration of unity
such as will admit of Ohristisnity having its
trne snd legilimate yplace in our common
schools, within any definite period. In the
meantime, our duty is to be patient and hope-
ful, and to weglect no effort which will make
up for the exolusion of direot religions instruo-

tion from the daily lessons of our children.
And this, I take it, ia the very purpoae for
whioh our Banday school Association exista in
this diocese—it is the end for which we are
mot on this ocoasion, We wish to help each
other to be patient and hopeful.  We desire to
stady together the best mesns and.methods
which may be open to us of imparting to the
ohildzen of the Church of England as much
religions instruction sas we can, of trsining
them in the faith and fear of God, of teacking
them the sure foundations on which Christ has
Himeelf placed all the relative duties of life and
our ability to discharge them. There is press-
ing need that the olergy and all faithful Iay-
men who are ready to co-operate with them,
shonld draw very olose to eaoch other in
frequent gatherings such as this, Oaly thus can
wo help each other to see how the best use can
bs made of our soanty opportunities. Only
thue can parects and Sunday school teachers
be sided to see how much they do to help esch
other—the best means and methods they can
use for the purpose of instilling into the minds
of the young, in no shadowy, uncertain way,
but definitely, snd distinotly, and exaotly,
what the faith and practice of & Christian per-
gon if, and what the Church ,is in which Christ
hag placed us—His own mystical Body—the
instrument of the Holy Spirit for accomplish-
ing His blessed purposes in us. The papers
and addresses with which we are to be favored
will place before us many excellent aspeots of
Sanday school work.

I would use the opportunity afforded to me
of asking your attention to some points which
are, in my estimation, very important. I will
seek to siate them very briefly, Firet of all ;
The Bishops of the Anglican Church, assembled
from all parts of the world in Conference at
Lambeth, deolared that, in their judgment, the
religious teaching of the young is eadly
deficient in depth and reality, especially in the
matter of dootrine. Thie deficiency is not con-
fined to any oclass of sooiety, and the task of
remedying the defanlt is one which the laity
must be prepared to share with the oleryy.
On parents it lies a8 a divine charge, God.
tathers and god-mothers should be urged to
fulfil the duty which they bave nndertaken for
the children whose sponsors they have been,
and to see that they are not left-uninstracted or
inadequately prepared for Confirmation, The
use of public catechizing and regular prepara-
tion of candidates for Confirmation is capable
of much development. The work done in San-
day schools reqaires, as the Bishopa add, more
constant supervision, more sustained interest,
The instruction of Sunday sohool toachers
ought to be regarded as an indispensable part
of the pastoral work of a pariah priest. Every
olergyman in our day needs to set himaself to
lead his congregation to recognize the definite
relations between worship, faith, and work.
The first step in this is to seoure definitencss in
our Sanday schools—deflniteness in presenting
and impressing the lvasons of the Prayer Book,
the Catechism and the Creeds,

to the glory of God over the country, Since
oor last Synod churches have been opened for
Divine servioe at Clearwater, Neopawa, Ruasset],
Boissevain, Osk Lake, and Maringhurst, and
ohancels have been added to the churches at
Rat Portage and Birtle. But I am anxious to
see more parsonages rising up. I often see the
Presbyterian manse or the Methodiat miniater's
honse near their churches, but too seldom the
chorch parsonage. L desire to impress on
those parishes and missions that have no par-
sonage, the neceesity of taking steps without
delsy to provide one. Lmst year we opened
the missions of Mefila and Miami and Carman,
and supplied several other new miasions
temporarily, As soon as we oan find the
olergymen, wo must divide the miassions of
Clearwater and Rounthwaite and to establish
miasions at Swan Linke, MoGregor, and between
Bradwardine and Birtle, I desire to exproess

our de~p gratitude to Wyoliffe College, and our
appreciation of the mission spirit that animates -
its members, They supply the grant for the -
new mission, Miami, They also sent us the
missionary. 'The College will be glad to hear
that the mission is promising well. St, George’s -
Charch, Ottawa, has continued its kind part to -
the Rounthwaite miesion; but the future is un.:
certain by probable congregational expenses,

There has been little change in
OUR INDIAN MIBRIONS.

I paid amost delightful visit last Janusary to
the mission of Fort Alexander, helding Con.
firmations at Fort Alexander and Black Rivar,
Everything was most eatisfactory. Betweon
Euster, 1889, and Easter, 1890, I confirmed in
the various Indian missions 300 Indians—being
about a8 many as in all my numerous Con-
firmations through the towns and settlements
of the provinoe, This shows the importance of
our Infi&n work, The Rainy River mission is
the only one in an unsatisfactory condition,
For years we have been prevented from erect~
ing permsanent central buildings and placing
the mission on & proper footing by our being
unable to secure & legal title to the land we co.
cupy. _

We began the Mission before the reserves
were solected, But the Government agents,
contrary to all precedent and usage, ignored
our presence and by bringing two large reserves
ep to our buildings, one on each side, crowded
it out. We have, however, held our position
with temporary baildings. Until lately the
gettlement of the question was put otl by the
contention between the Dominion and QOatario
Governments. And up to the present we have
1ot received from the Dominion Government to
whom these things are assigned the help whioch
we think we are entitled to for the removal of
the difloulty in which we have bsen pluced,
Waolaim for Mission purposes & lot with &
frontage of ten chains. That site in 8o very
much the best we could huve for our work thut
its abandonment would be quite a blow to our
Mission, : .

The aim of Sunday School work (1) asto im.
parting instruction. (2) forming ohar.
aoter,

It is most important in all work that the aim
bo defined and adhered to.  Aimless work is
sure to be unprofitable.

All school work is an attempt to impart in-
struction and the more thorongh the school
work the more sucressfully will instruotion be
imparted. The more thoroughly a Sunday
Sohool is carried on, the more systematioally
the better. A Sunday School should not be
playing at school 8o to speak ; it should not be
100 amateur-ish, Just at onoe it was thonght
that any man who had failed in life who pous-
essed & msp of ‘Eugland and & cane was oap-
able of teaching boys or us the daughter of any
impecunious gentleman was supjosed to be
qualified for being & gouverness, so it is some-
times thonght that any person whois good and
amiable will do without farther training to be
a Sunday School teacher. :

The aim of the School being to impart in-
gtruction systematically, to secure this aim, one
requisite will be to have the teachers thoroughly
truined and systomatioally irained. Thia 1s
not meant to dissuade any person from becom.
ing & teacher, on the contrary every encourage-
ment should be given to membera of our Church
who are willing to work for Christ to become
teachers ; but there shonld always exist gnilds
for training teachers, or at lesst the Pastor or

‘chief religious teacher should prepare the
teachers systomatically, 80 a8 to weoure har

monjous teaching, 8o that the school on all im-

yportant points shonld

with diverse voioes, 9 should know whae i

taught in the sohool. There is a certain value
in manuals or text books of some kird, or a
system such asthe lesfiets,. These help to pro-
duce a healthy uniformity or oconsistency in
the teaching; and the aim should be to impart
conwistent teaching, so that the whole school
at lesst should teaoh with one voice. And
bere how simply has the Church directed us;
whether we consider her Catechism or her
system of collects, Epistles and Gospels; or
her system of Sunday Lessons ; or when these
aro studied (they never oan be exhausted) her
daily Liessons and her Psalme. If we were to
say briefly that the instruction to be imparted
should be the Bible and the Prayer Book ; the
Prayer Book in the Bible and the Bible in the
Prayer Book; and do »not forget that the
Prayer Book inoludes the Bible when it orders
us toread the Old Testament through once 4
year and the New Teatament twice, The ma-
terial of Sunday School inatruction is that
' which is found in these books—and ultimately
what is fourd in the Bible, for there is the Re.
velation which the Church recognizes as final,
If we could raise up a generation of boys and
girla in our Sunday Soiools, who koew their
Bibles from an intellectual point of view, we
stould have achieved a great intellestual resuls;
one aim of imparting inetruction would have
been secured, :

The aim of the instruction afforded ls ina
word to teach those committed to our care to
recognise the voice of God, to recognisa the
voice of Christ, to recognise the voice of the
Holy Ghost. We must, in a certain sense, then
teach theology ; and much more of theolog
could be taught than is generally supposed,
not perhaps, exaoily in the form in which it
is taught in the Theological Department of a
University. Thus it will not suffice for the
teaching to be of the mind—such matters as
History, Geograpby, Antiquity, which illus-
trate Scripture s0 admirably will be secondary
to the real theological teaching, the teach.
ing whereby we wish to bring the mind of the
child as well a8 his soul into toush with the
Father of his mind, Oar aim shounld then be to
teach such truths as to lay the {oundation of
sound ideas on theology—so that a Sunday
scholar who went on further and graduated in
Theology at & University should have nothing
to unlearn,

For instance take the Apostles’ Oreed, The
teaching given on this should be such that if
ever the pupil came to study such a treatise as
Pearson it would be to amplify the germ trath
he bad already received: and let me say that
here the cycle of fertilsing knowledge might
well bo complete ; the Pastor or Instruotor of
the Teachers having himself at College studied
fully such & treatise would be able to give the
Teachers & sonnd commentary on the Creed
such as would supply the germ truth, required
to bo handed on to the pupils, Some outline
of Chriatian evidences should be given to senior
scholars, though this should be done in a way
not to oreate or suggest doubts, The difounl-
ties of honest boys and girls shoxuld be listened
to with sympathy «nd loving direction should
be given,

Doubtless the best one for difionlties and
doubts is to live near to Christ onrselves, and
to bring him .nesr to the children by our
example and words. Love and devotion are
the best arguments, and a Christian love that
ia fruitful of love is really one of the strongest
arguments for the truth of Christianity.

- In teaching the Church Cateohism which
muat be the backboue of all Church teaching
till ita J)rinoiplen and applications are fully
mastered, and to which the mind of the mature
Christian must be always reverting as to a
standard, the aim must be not only that the
ohildren shall know it by rote; but that they
shall nnderstand it and grasp ite spirit, and
that ite principles may have become their
mental and spiritual life blood.

e sim of Yupday sohool work should be

the same as the sim of all work, the glory of
God. This is the énd of all hesalthy activity,
bodily, mental as well &8 spiritoal, and I think
it quite usefal to assert this and not to take it
for granted. The keeping in view of the
vltimate aim of our work is of the highest
importance, for no other argument will kesp
us from unthorongh and slipshod work and
that is how I understand my duty in this paper
—to speak of aims ultimate and proximate
rather than of methods or matters of detail,
The aim of servioe to one’s country is always
vhderstood say in warfare, but that man who
ia full of burning patriotism and does not allow
the aim of his righteous warfare to be forgotten
will do infinitely more than one who fights
meohanically. In our warfare we must keep
the aims in view, the obvious nltimate aim of
the glory of God should be our proximate aim
in impsrting instraction. In impartivg in-
gtruotion we should bear in mind that we are
not only to bring all our teaching hefore the
touohstone of the glory of God, to bring sall the
words and actions of our teacher life before the
Judgment Seat of Christ as it were, wo are also
to remember that we are eduoators of young
winds and that all such secondary aims as are
permissible and landable in all true education
are also to be our aims; and all these secondary
sims are usefal and praiseworthy so far as they
conduce to the main and primary aim salready
named,

All true education has the same nltimate aim
ag regards the Creator and Father of ns all:
that the material he has made shounld reach the
highest development of which it is capable
whether that in which and upon which we
work should happen to be physiocal, mental or
spiritnal, Hance in impsarting instruotion we
should be carefal to go to the best authorities
and make our information as complete as pos.
sible, but we should never bacloud the spiritual
truths we want to teach the children by two
many common place details we should alwsays
be on the lookout for spiritnal truths: for the
truths which teach us what isrevesled of Christ
and of his requirements from us. Every
lesson must aim to be practical. The historical
faots and geographical and antiquaiisn facts
must all bo subsidiary to the dootrines and
thoughts that ave to be brought out from &
portion of the Bible: hence while it would be
a good thing in some cases to take consecutive
lessons from & gospel, or to study that gospel
a8 & whole, yot it might be still more beneficial
to take such a course as the Gospels for the
Day, each of which has its appropriate and
striking lesson, One aim should be in impart-
ing instruetion to make it conscoutive, so that
we might have year—courses, and s curricalam
in our schools going on by grades from year to
year. And the grades shounld extend from that
suitable for infant olasses up to that smitable
for adnlt Bible classes,

There is ample scope here for & very com-
plete system in imparting instroction ; and
there might be graded readers in Scripture
knowledge and Church -teaching analagous to
the graded readers of the Pnblic Schools ; some
such system may probably exist—the comple-
tion and perfection of such & system should be
an aim ot those who are interested in supplying
good and profitable material for the instroction
of our scholars. I might say in concluding the
firat part of the paper that no lesson oan be
considered complete which does noi bring
Christ in some way before the pupil, just as no
sermon oan be complete without bringing the
people to Christ,

One of the highest aims should be to present
Christ : to guicken the spiritual life which we
are convinced is within the baptized Christian,
and the inoresse and growth and deepening of
whioh is his blessed privilege and inheritanae,
and the promotion and furtherance of this
growth we can make our highest aim,

If the aim as regards imparting instruotion

is 50 high, oqually bigh snd iggorsant is the
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aim a8 regards formation of oharaoter; afd
this will follow from the other—those who aim
st promoting acourady and.eXtensivenéss of
knowledge as to the things of Christ, 8s to the
Bivle's teachings—as to the teaching of The
Churoh with their aim, the glory of God, and
the good of the pupil will by so doing promote
the formation of oharacter ; and thus the bear-
ing on character of sll the teaching will be
considered by the practical teacher at every
torn and from every point of view, '
To rouse the conscience and keep it alive and
tender, to help it to grow in strength, so that
it shall bocome the reflex of the Divine Person
who dwells within, and answer to His prompt-
ings—this is the root part of character that we
shall aim to develope. The aim of our teaoher
should be for himself and his class the formation
of the mind that was in Christ. The resogni-
tion of the law of love and of its binding char-
acter. The very relat’m of teacher and taught
will conduce to this, for in this relation there
is much room for the formation of loviag friend-
ships, and there is a certain pastoral sespeot
shout the relation in & Sunday School, which is
besutiful and svggestive; the lambs of the
fl ek are committed a8 it were to the individnal
teacher ; the Chief Shepherd or pastor of the
parish availing himeelf’ of this organized help
of the assistant pastors or teachers—it is no
acoidental coincidenco that those words are
coupled together, ‘and He gave some pasto:s,
and teachers.” The true pastor is a teacher, and
Bll true teachers are pastors, pastores doni, good
shepherds, Juet as the real Shepherd tecds
his flock, feeds them, cares for them iu health
and disease, in storm snd sunshixie that they he
healthy, strong and active, so does this pastor,
the teacher tend -his little fluck in sll sincerity
and love, in gentle admonition and reproof, in
diligent teaching and guiding the mind, in
delightful work for Christ, in promoling the
opening of the child’s mind—a delight which
has thus been referred to 1 :

¢ For what delights can equsal thoze
Which stir the spirit's inner depths,

When one who loves but knowa not, reaps

A truth from one who loves and knows.’

There is 8 profundity of truth here, It is
the truth which underlies all revelation: God
loves snd knows, and He imparts that know-
ledge, or as much of it as we cau bear to us;
and the transmission of that revelation csauses
light and canses love ; 50 when one, who is doing
the god-like work of imparting the knowledge
of Divine things, actuated by love helps to
elucidate divine truth to the scholars who have
already beguan to love him, then comes the true
harmony of soul; and oharacter is formed and
raised and basutified by the irflax of light and
of love. Yes, one aim musit be to impart entha-
siasm. Eathusiasm, perhaps, is not charaoter,
it is rather a state of character, it is character
aflame, character aglow- -character molten and
charaoter potential ; and the flame of our en-
thusissm let it be holy love. Ard let the
development of character, which is our aim be
tbe growth of. Christian love, I would like to
gsee the 13th chapter of 1st Coricthians on a
goroll in every schoolroom as the aim of the
school &s regards formation of character.

And many other ways there might be of
looking &t the aim of teaching as regards char-
soter, Liove is & kind of summary and test of
the whole and most other virtues could be
deduced from it: but as we are not msking &
systematio discourse on Christian Ethics, or
trying to write & paper to be exhaustive on
Ohristian morality, but only offering sugges-
tions a8 regards our sim in forming character.
1 would like {0 emphasizs a few requisites of
the charaoter to be aimed at—one wonld be

Docility: Teachableness — holding fast to
oardinal truths, but ever ready to examine new
faots, new evidence ; we must strike the mediam
between self confidenve and self-sufficiency on
the one hand—this extreme paralyses the soul
snd prevents its growth, and then there is the

equally dangerous opposite of self distraustlead.
ing to the rejeotion of old truth for new. Alad
din'g wife was not the only one who'has made
a‘serious mistake in exchanging *old lamps for
ne#? 'The old is better, but there is in spirit:
nal matters a new that grows out of the old
rodt, there is & growih and development of
trath; and docility will enable as to grasp what
is good to prove all thiugs and hold fast that
which is good. The exaggeration of dooility
is ¢ ever leaning between coming to a krow
ledge of the Truth '; but we have not so learned
Christ. True dooility of sou! will Jead us to
seek light from Christ upon our knees, and
when we in this spirit seek for truth, the trath
as it is in Jesus will be revealed, Lot us then
not fear to inoculeate dooility as a oardinal
virtue of the oharaoter worth siming at.
Another kindred virtne is Reverence—'et us
pot allow frequent study of holy subjscts to
tend to make us over-familiar with them or
irreverent. ’
To lovae, dooility, reverence let us add firm-
ness and stability, Let us teach our scholars
to stand fast in the faith, to mind the old paths
of reverence and obedience—the last made so
easy in any sphere by the law of love, and let
us not wait to love till it is deserved ; the only
desert we had whereby to win the love of God
was onr need of that love, The wnloving and
unlovely of our scholars may need our love
most: henos let us cultivate in ourseives as well
a3 in them the perfeotion of charaoter—love,

CLERICAL ELOCUTION.

In one of her boest-known novels, Miss Austen
makes one of hercharacters gay: * Even in the
olerical profession how little the art of reading
hes been studied! How little & clear manner,
and good delivery, have been sttended to.”
There are some people in the present day who
if they spoke their minds would be ready to
echo the sbove remark, Although many of
those who conduct our Sunday servioes give us
no oause to complain in this respect, there are
others who sltogether fail to live up to their

opportunities. There is a disposition oo the
part of some of them to ignore what they call
“mere elocntion,’ sund in devoting their atten—
tion to the ideas they have to exprees, to dis-
regard such minor items as tone, modulation. 1
expression, snd distinot utterance as beneath
their notice, If this be so, the sooner the
notion ia got rid of the better. It is distinotive
of the good workman in any branch of human
endeavor, that he is solicitously careful even
about little adjunets and "small accessories, A
grest artist or a great poet ocannot afford to be
oareless about mnything, and even & great
preacher must be oareful about his elocution,
Aa for preachers who are not great, it is of the
least importance that they should pay attention
to reading and delivery. It is a noteworthy
faot that ail our seats of learning where the
fature ocoupants of our pulpits are being trained
something is being thought of the neoessity of
elooutionary knowledge andsbility, It is felt
to be important not only that the preacher
shonld have something to say, but that he
shounld know how tu say it. Sheridan Knowles,
the well-known dramatist, was in the later
years of his life Professor of Elocation &t a
well known Baptist College in Eogland, and
both here and in the States the importance df
of instruotion in thig art is being recognized.
There must be ratural ability in the pubtic
speaker to begin with, bat that ability can be
considerably aided by judicioas inatruotion, -

The service of the Anglican Church gives
ample opportunity for the display of a reader’s
ability, and too often it gives him the chance
of showing that bis ability is of & very lowly
degree, 1tis a characteristic of that sérv'ce
that it comprises & more régular and systeématio

ministrations of any other Charoh, “Avwd it
is here, very frequently, that the olergyman
seoms disposed to read in a_manner which is
distressing to his hearers and not at all eredit- -
able to his own discernment. Some ministers
read in a conventioual sing-soug tons, in which
there isno variation from beginning to end.
They even defend it a3 being the proper way
of reading, They woild consider any attompt
to be expressive, and to convey tho meaning of
what they read by the modulation and manage-:
ment of their voices, as below the dignity of
their position and work. There is on the part
of some clergymen a sort of notion thatordin-
ary methods are not to be employed in sacred
things. Not only do they spaak to us of reli-
gion in & kind of techmical jirgon, bat they
read the Soriptrres in a wiy which lifts them
a8 far as poasible above the tonch of the hum-
sanity around them, It1is the opinian, no doubt,
of & ms{ority of the ocoupants of the'pew that
the Bible, looked at a8 & marvel of Jiterature
slone, is of euffisient importance to‘make it
desirable to read it as admirably &a‘possible.
There are passages in it which csll; for the
highest efforts of any reader, no matter how
great his powers, aud it ia not tolefable that
these should be rattled off in & tedions mono-
tone, It is not too much to say that. 4 man's
ospacity to read the Soripture lessons with due
effaotiveness, snd to give them sll the meauning
of which they are ospable, is a8 good-oritarion
by which to jndge of his probable sucoess in
pulpit efforts, ~ Mail, Toronto.

“PRAYER"—AN EXTRAQT,

Prayer is s subjeot to which I have given a
good deal of aserions attention and conaidera-
tion. I feel the necessity for prayer that exists
in myself; I know my own weakness and
instability of purpose, and frequently do I lift
up my heart in a short prayer to God for help,
No human ear hears me, but I am sure He does,

and that the Prayer-hearing God will and does
answer them, Judging all men then by myeelf
I oonsider that a like necessity must exist in
others, but it is not always that a person can
think of doing the right thing at the right
time. I purposely mention thav I read prayers
out of a regular collection of petitions, for this
resson, that I have strong views.on the subject.
1 do not condemn extemporaneous prayer in
the man who osn so commaud his language
and form of speech that it will be ruitable
wherewith to sppproach the solemu Presence
into which he is going. Bat to my mind it is
an awful thing for anyone to approach the
Throne of God with an undigested and crade
mass of petitions, The swfal jumble that is
sometimes made of them is positively painfnl
for man to listen to, sud must appear impious
in the sight of God. As an ivstance of this, I
know a clergyman who advooated the system
of extemporaveous prayer, and who, on one
oooasion, after floundering abonut to & most
lamentable extent, positively * thanked God
that he had the power of committing sin,"
Men who oannot command theic language
ought to use the prayers of other men, prayers
that have been framed with much oare and
thought to meet sll the possibilities of human
peed. I am not now referring to the Book of
Common Prayer, although if I wished to point
to the most perfeot example of the kind, thatis
the book I would select. o
With regard to ooldness existing in the ser~
vioes of the Chuch, in my opinion it ought
not to be difficult to discover the root of this
évil, No matter what churoh it is, he who
leads the people in prayer should bring the
people along with him by the mere force of a
common sympathy in the object of aderation,
In nine cases ont of ten it will be easy to dis-
cover whether priest and people are in sym-
pathy—still essier will it be for the clergyman

reading of the Bcriptures than is the oase in the

t disoern whether bis people are keeping atep
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by step with him in the petitions offered, by
the state of his own feelings. There should be
a tone of voice used that would be impressive
to the heart, appealing as well as oarrying con.
viotion to the mind. Sometimes, but more
eapecially smongst & world]y-minded congrega-
tion, it is not easy for the minister to ascertain
when he has the people with him: and the
only way to make sare of it is by an increase
of earnestpess, golemnity, and devotion.—

The advocates of ¢ moral soasion ’

would tolerate 8 man drinking and
pelling within certain limits, at cor-
tain times, perhaps, and only in
certain places, But who does not
see that if this principle were good
for anything there is not & drunkard
in the world to day who would not
have been long since cured of his
pession. Where can there be found
a man or & woman amongst that un-
fortunate cl'ss, who did not at one
time or another, say to himself ‘ you
ghall drink to-day only so mueh,
snd in such a houte, and in company
with such an one.’ Deluded man!
who thus dallies with his passion
only to secure it tied and strength
to gain the mastery oyer him. Again
and again the unbappy vietim who
thus speaks to himself is found to
fall into the degrading depths of his
past excosses, What will work a
radical cure in such a heart? Chiefly
and above all, of course, the grace
of God. But how? by giving him
trength to abstain completely, to
ghun the old haunts of sin and evil
companions. But will you expsot
the grace of God to work such a
chango while you have weak man
surrounded still with all the old
{omptations | Will you agk him to
ptarve his fierce and hungry appetite
while liquor in abundance is flowing
around him? No, the only true
remedy is, to repross the passion by

 depriving it of all hope of procaring
that with which it could satisfy itself.
Place in its way insurmountable
barriers to the objoct of its desire ;
for & timo it may rage with fury but
it will fnally subside and disappear
altogother. And have not the pub
lio a right to proclaim that this shall
be done? Moral mesus failing re-
course has always been had to phy-
sical and coersive mensures, but this
can be done without lessening the
efficiency of ‘moral suasion,’ or sub.
stituting violence in its placa. May
the liberty of the individual be &
check and embarrassmentto the good
order and moral movement of socie.
ty? While the one must not be
wholly absorbed by the other, while
each has rights, it is no less certain
that the individual must subordinate
himself to the rational voiee of the
multitude.

Thers are those who say tbat the
Scott Act takes away the personal
liberty of the individual, and by
reducing bim to an intolerable sub-
jootion des!roys his inherent feeling
of personal dignity and independ-
ence. DBut these are both absurd
and exnggersted ideas of personal
liberty, which, if allowed to Lold,
would prove the fruilful seeds of
disturbance and disorder, In the
heart of a nation is buried a strong
and inalienable desire of self-pre.
servation, and no matter from what
source comes the danger it must be
vopelled, When the Seott Act is
firmly but legitimately enferced it
is not the oase of a man submitting
to the will and caprice of anmother

gary desires to the represen'ative of
the highest power in the Jand voiced
by the multitade of the pecple, and
that too for the common good of all,
Lat the people be taught thatin the
Scott Act as it exists, they are not
reqaired %3 obey the whim and
caprice of a oertain ¢lass in the com.
munity but that justice and self-
presérvation demand what is asked,
sud that the majority of the people
aro the best interpreters of these,
The Ssott Actis & law—a just and
legitimate law—and is therefore
binding in econscience. .. As a law,
it is the dictate of right reason. It
is voiced by the people. Its end and
alm is the public good, That power
into whose bands is entrusted by
the people themselves their own
safety, promulgates it. There can
be no despotism here; mo whim of
a certain class exacting obedience
from others.

The enforcement of the Scoit Act,
then, is only the application of rea-
gon to the society wherein it is law,
It is & valid, and if properly carried
into effect, adequate and practical
means to obiain & necessary and
desired end. And the value of
‘moral suasion’is, t7 educate the
public faith to this high pitch. A
practical and adequate means we
have qualified the Scott Act, bat it
w.ll deserve those high adjectives
only when ‘moral asuasion’ shall
'reach the pablic through the indi-
vidual conscience. Follow * Evolu-
tion' principles, begin with the
lowest and advance to the highest.
1f the enforcement of the Scott Aot
is permitted to be demoralized in
the hsnds of ‘cranks’ whose will
and prejudice, and not their reason,
is tho.r only goide. urging them to
the adoption of the old ezploded
Josuitical maxim of ' end justifying
means,’ then its very excesses will
defeat itself aod rouse a just indig-
uation in the hearts of the victim.
