The first
two parties are she remnant of the Cartel group,
shruok duripg the recent elections from 214
vates to 137, and the Lefs or Oppositicn, grown
recently from a band of 55 to one of 127. The
third parvy i the Centre, or Olercial Romsn
Oatholic party. It includes tep delegates from
Alsacs-Lorraine and sixteen Poles. It has
certain definite aims o which ib has alwayas
remained troe, It belisves in religions instrrg:
ticn in echools and the entire freedom of the
Roman Cabholio churob m Germany. Xt pre-
asrves its politioasl independenca and cither
opposes the Government or supnorte as it deems
beat. It mouthpiece ia Ludwig Von Wind-
thorsh, ex wininter of the old kingdom of Han-
over, the only man who ever held his own with
Piinos Biunarck on the Reichstag firor. He
ia @ coutemporary of the priuge, for Herr Von
Windthorat was born January 17th, 1812, He
is a small atight mnn with wrinkled face from
which shine forth swo eyea brimful of iutelli.

‘Theee is no question of systematic oppoeition to
the Government on our part. he Centre
would much prefer to further the affairs of Ger-
msny by » mubual good underatavding with the
Government, withoub, of courne, conceding s
single one their principles, We will especially
sopport, with tbe entire strength of our party,
bhe policy of sooial ¥aform inavgurated by the
Kaiser, With good wili on both sides, affairs
will go on with perfect smoothuses. Most jm-
portant it is that all, withoud regard to party
standpoint, should rally 8o the support of scoiety
and the Government and proteot them sgainst
svery athack,

' The new Reicheteg will suppors the peace

policy of the Government to the best of its abili-
ty. Germany's interests are tho'e of paace, and
can be furthered by peace and paace alone, The
vew Reichetag will be able to protect the inde-
pendence and eecurily ¢f the country from all
attacks whatever, from whatever side they may
come. The idea ol =ocial reform will davelop
more and more., ] am gorry Russia and Ameri-
ca did not take part in the labor conference.

their dignivy.

The roffianiem of the Presbyterian Rcvicw
a publication whose columns bhave been load.d
iately with loatheome slarders upon the char-
acter of the apostle of the Irpers, the lamented
Father Damien, is dispustiog even its own
readera. Mr, A. K. Meclasyre, Q. C.,, of
Ottawa, writes tc the Citieen of Outeawa de-
nouncing ‘‘ as an adherent of the Presbyterian
Charch'' the conduct of the Rcvicw as bigoted
and coarse, and as unworthy of a religious
body.

Pricsts Sufforing Death in Atrica.

Oae of the whites, who accompanied Stanley,
Emin, and his party on thoir march to the
African coast, was Pero Schynse, a Catholia
missionary. The priest is & Rhinelander, &
pative of Wallhausen, near Krounznach, and &
rbutent at Traves and Bonn. Ordained in 183D,
he joined the Algerian miasioners in 1882, and
in 1885 waa fent out with a missicnary expedi-
tion to the Upper Congo, to determine suitable
sites for mission stations. He fonnded one aloog
the Bayanzi River, and in 1887 returued to
Algiers. In hia recently published book, ¢ Two
Yeara on the Congo,” he described how, on
Merch 24, I887, he met Stanley, togadher with
Tivpu Tib, st Matadi, on the Lower Copgo,
when Stanlevy war starting for Aruwing an
Liaka Alkert Nyanza, On July 17, 1888 Father
Schynse started once for 7 \nzibar, and thencs,
via Seadaui, aftera jrurney of two and a balf
moanths, reached the stasion of Kipalspala, nesr
Tabora, for which he was destined. The
threatenirg attitude of the fanatic Arabs, of
Taboera, however, made it prudent for the
missien to be withdrawn, and Yasher Schynae,
with numerous negro children who wers Leiog
educnted in the station, retired by Ujni and
Urukutna ip orfer to reach the mission of Uk-
umbi at the South of Victoria Nyanza. It would
seemn that a curioun fate thus led lum to sgainy’
meet Sianley, this time in Xast Africa, st
Usukuma.

This news about Father Schynse makes it
imely to recall bere the fact that over three
c-nturies ago Catholic miesionarios labored i
part of Africa so extenmeively explored by
Stanley, and, through Stanley’s efferts, fi rmed
a mirsion ipto the Cuvbgo Tree State. They
formed a misslou which became go important
that it was erected into » nefecture npostolic
by tha Sacred Copgregation of the I'ropaganda.
Iu 1670, however, it wes rennited to the present
perfectore of the C ngo, of which it hus ever
nince formed an integral pars. 1o was named
the Micco Miesion, apd wnn in charge of Jtalian
snd Portuguess Capuchin Fathers, whoase labors
there were extraordinarily fruitful in grace and
talvatien.  One of them alons, Father Jareph
ds Montesarcho, baptised more than 50,000
peopla.  In 1662the then prefect aportolic of the
Congo, Father Bonaventure de Sorrento, cbtain-
a decres {rom the propagands aulherizing bim
to sacend the Congo river up to Abyssioia—m
thisg he could not have thought of doing if he
wore not acquainted with the rediscovered
Stanley Pool and the Upper Cungo.

The Oapuchios had, therefors, already evan-
gelized Stanley Tool and the Valley of the
Caeai. Here, then, ia the Empire of the Grand
Micoco, mentioned by thess religiour, once
more mado known to IFurop®sns, and, no
douby, the other localitice ju this country men-
tioned by them, Concobells, Avxico, and
Fuuzepno, wil{ also be dircavered. Pigalatis,
who pablished Lioper's Narrative, in 1591,
" Ralszionns del Real me di Cungo e delle
circunvincine conteado, tralli delli ecritti
ragiona menta di Xldourdio Lopez,” Ryme 1591,
nguakn_ ab rome length of this Micoco, and says
thab bis pubjecta give grent hopes of their be-
coming (atholics, althuugh they wore canuibals
sud tha* cannabilism was consiidered an honor-
able thing amone them. This author a'ds that
a good number of them,to pleasa their King and
Princes, wonld c{fer themselves to be eaten by
them, and that it was not rare in his time to
rge persons presepd themselvew to the Micooo,
in order to beserved up as Jfocd b his table,
In deacribing the country, Pignfctta said thad
beyond the kingdem of Loango ia bhe country
of the Apsigues or Anzicos, the latter the name
of the neople—Micco being the sovereign's
title, 'Tae couniry is weparated from the king-~
dun of the C'ngo by the Liver Zaire, in thad
part wherae thera sre s multitude of islands,
woihtered alopg from the Iake dowoward—the
river forming & means of tratlio between the two
countries.

Pigafebta's narrative is confirmed by Father
Oavazzi, who relates that Father Joseph di
Montesarchio, haviog been presented to the
grand Micoco, the latter, as a proof of his good
will towsrd him, ordered a big, fot elave to be
brought in, and had the skin of his arm re-
moved to ehow the amount cf fat underneath,
sndl then gave to him to ead him. Fabher
Jaseph accepted the slave, but instead of hav-
mg him roasted healed his arm, and later oo
baptiz:d him,

A'l thess details are perfuctly in accord with
recenb discoveries. Stanley sbtates poatively
that these tribes are canoibals, The islands
mentioned above, to be found on nscending the
river, and the great river, which Father Bonn-
venture wished tosacend inorderto get to Abys-
sinis, was, bayond question, the present Congo.
Similarly, the position of the Anzico’s country
is clearly indioated to the east of the Lioango,
and porth of the Ziire, which divides the Qongo
from the Anzico's land, M. de Brezza, like
S:anley. a great explorer, afficma that where is
still & tradition extsting in the country of she
missionaries having beeo there. It iafurther to
be remarked that the narration of the Oapuch-
ins are unsnimous in proclaiming the
special sslubrity of this country ; their testi-
mony on thia point is emphatic, and is confirm-
ed by Swanley, Fertility, accordiog to this ex-
plorer, is extreme—the palm tree sotually form-
1o0g foresta.

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Intense Admiration ot the Pope’s
Elder Brother for Ireland.

His Marvellously Eloquent Sermon — 8t
Agatha and Ireland Cempared—Charae-
ters of the Two Venerable Erothers—
Joseph’s Share in Leo's Labors—A Grand

Prieat and Noble an,

Right Rev. Beroard O'Rsilly, D.D., writes
to the New York sun as follows: I cannot al-
Jow the death of the venerabla Cardinal Joseph
Pecci bo paes_by without saying some things
about this illuatrious scholar and churchman
which will ot be found in the obitnary
notices of the day.

When he was elevated to the cardinalate, sad.
1y against his will by the way, he choee the
church attached to the Irish Oollege, the an-
cient diaconal Church of Sant’ Agata dei Goti,
aa that from which he was to draw his title,
This preferevce camre from the man’s intenss
admiration of Irsland, and his sympathy with
the olaims and aspirations of ber people. On
the day appoioted for his teking possession of
his church all the cardinals in Rome, the high-
est cflicials of the Roman Curia, the Roman
nobility and the entire Eoglish-speaking colozy
showed their respect for the Pope’s brother by
filling the church.

Qardinal Pacci preached the sermon, a mar-
velous piece of elcquence, worthy of the repu-
tation of 3 man whom Rome regarded as one
of her most learned and accomplished sone. To
the astonishment of all. to the dismay of some,
and to the delight of the Irish portion of his
hearers, the speaker drew a vivid and thrilling
parallel between the glorious virgin marbyr,
who had suffered for the fasith under Dacius,
and ths Celtic pation in the extr:mity of
western Europe, persecuted, tortued, cppressed
for centuries in hatred of their attach-
menb to the see rf Rome.

Agatha, the cardina. polinted ount, tard to
guffer unheard of torments from the governcr
of Oatania, both on account of ber exalted and
heroic rpurity ot lifle sand on account
of her invincible determination to give
her whole heart and life 8o Christ.
15 was & monstrous spectacle which
the entire city of Catania beheld, for days and
days in snccession ; all the power of sn imperial
governor used to bend to his will a feshie
maiden, whom her own noble relatives did not
dare to sustsin in this unequal struggle ; all the
artifices of seduction were used at firab to per-
ruade, and then, theee failing, every exquisite

which the ingenuity and croelty of the execn-
tioners eould devise. The *Acts of St, Agatha,”
that is, the authentic relation of ber sufferings
and death, has ever been tressured among the
records of the church in Sicily, What the
youthful sufferer endured, and how, at every
stage of torture, she triumped over all shab the
enemies of the faith could devise—this forms a
part of the Christian iuheritance of the popun-
latione of Catania and Palermo.

One touching incident an thir fearful narra.
tive of cruelty is that when Quintianuse, the
prator of Sicily, bad exbausted his savage
devicer by baving the martyr racked, burned by
red hot plates, and mangled before the eyes of
the multitude, that same night, in her horrible
dungeon, Sb. Peter appeared to Agaths, com-
forted and consoled her, and cured all her
wounds, thus enabling her to face victorionsly
the Cbrist on the morrow. Of conrse, as we
Oatholics firmly believe, it was as patural that
Poter should visit Agatha, mangled,broken and
bleeding in her prison, as it had been for the
angel of the Lord to visit him in bie prison in
Jerusalem and strike off his chains. The Divine
Giver of life and health could as easily make use
of the hands of the Aposetle to heal the wounds
of Agaths, a8 He had given to tha very shadow
of Peter passing through the streets of
J ert:gn.lem the virtue to cure the gick oo whem
it falk
What was wonderful in Cardinal Pecci’s dis-
ourse was the comparison which he drew
between the trisls of the Sicilian maiden and
those through which Treland had beeu so long
passivg. The Very Rev, Prior Glyon, who is
pow building in Rome a naticnal church in
bonor of St. Patrick, sat by the side of Cardinal
Howard while the diagourse was delivered. The
cardinal winoed nuder the gazs of ao many eyes
fixed upon him, but atout Father Glynn would
every now and then whisper, as the orator made
gome impreasive chservation,'* What do you say
to that, my lord ** )

More than once in the darkest hours of Ire-
land’s tortures the successors of St. Peter had
visited and comfarted her. We all know how,
from Gregory XV. in 1621 6o Clement IX. in
1667-69, the auccessive Pontiffs befriended the
suffering Irnieh Catholics by word and deed. Bub
the reflaction which forced itself on Irishmen
preogent in Sant’ Agata on this memorable ocea-
sion was—*' Would Leo XIIL also visit Ireland
in her suffering and sorrow, and generously heal
her wounds 7' The words and sentiments of
the Pope’s brother certainly inepired such a
hnpe. This was realized in 1885 when Leo
XT1IT., setting his face against the British gov-
ernment, agalnst the powerful intrigues of Eng
Jish and Irish would-be diplomatiste ic Rome,
made the appointment of Archbishop Walsh
his own afialr, oalled him to Rome, there to be
coneeerated

ABCHBISHOP OF DUBLIN,

and sent him back to his people to be their guide
and stay.

Snbaequent events, not yet fully understood
or sufficiently explained, may bave seemed in-
cunsistent with the Pope'as openly avowed
sympathy for the cause of Ireland, but well do
T know that the heart which in to-morrow’s
funeral pageany will lie pulseless and cold be-
fore the altar of Sant’ Agata dei Goti never
beat more warmly for Ireland and_ her soos
thau does the grief-stricken heart of Leo XIII.

They wera like twin brothers, these two
anguet snd venerable men whom death has so
snddenly separsted after & companionship of
eighty yeara. They were two different types of
men, however. Jogeph resembled his father in
countenance and disposivion. ‘He was all viva-
city and joyousness, Down to his dying day
nothing could check or damp that buoyant
spirit of his, which made light of the mosb en-
ormous_intellactual Isbor, rose superior to all
bodily fatigne and suffering, and in sickness as
well as in perfect health hed always a pleasant
groeting and joyous words of welcome for all
who approached him, Gifted with extraordin.
ary and varied talents, he masbered, withouta
seeming effort, whatever branch he had to study.
Books were for bim mere playthings, whose
contents he mastered in an incredibly shorv
space of timp, Then he yearned for the fields
snd mountain slopes around his father's vills at
Carpineto.

His brother, two years his junior, and his
companton in their home atudies and ab college,
wag also marvellonsly gifted, He resembled
his mother in countenence a3 well as in dispoai-
tion. He had not Joseph’s quickuseas of per-
ception or his vivacious joyousness of temper,
Vincenzo was slow, quiet, grave, persevering,
1t he had not ** Peppo's” overflowing vivacity
of spirits, he was, nevertheless, a mosb cheerful
and pleasant companion. All bright und besuti-
fal things had for him an irvesietible attraction,
The sight of $he green fields, of the flower gar-
den, of the woode in springtide, the song of
birds, fillad bim with an ecstatic delight, £ven
at the present day Leo XIII. revels in the sight
of flowers and the musio of singing birds. This
is one of the recreations in which he relaxes hia
mind from incessant and gigantio toil and from
the heavy and bitser anxieties which press upon

Joseph and Vincent Joadhim Peoci, thus dis-
elmilar in disposition, snd tnequal {n natural
taleat, were skilfully trained by their accom.
Fubed and virtnous mother,bhe Conntess Anaa

'ecci.  They were both equally pions, Joseph
ardently and enthusisstically 80 as he grew up,
devoting himeelf to the apostolic life in the

Sooiety of Jeaus, dying, ss_he yearned to die,
olad in $he lowly garb of & Jesuib, and reporing
in death among his brethren. What a share
’ OARDINAL JOSEFH PRCOI
had in the mighty intellectual labors of Leo
1I. during his pontificate will be told same
day. O:rtain it is, and we may say it even now,
thab not one of tke encyclicals pablished by the
present pontiff but had the ocv-opsration of
Cardinal Pecci, when i was not due to his in-
spiration and prompting. He it was who urged
his brother to give to St. Thomas Aquinas and
his beaching the place both now occupy in every
Oasholic school. .

I must not close withont giviog my own per-
sonal impression of the vemerable personage I
am describing. At my firas interview with the
Pope he desired me to call on Cardinal Pecci
and obtain from him whatever information I
conld about she Pecei family. I wen, in con-
gsequence, to the Barberini Palace in company
with the Mosb Rev. Dr. Xirby, rector of the
Irish College. _ After waiting s few minutes in
the anbteroom, Cardinal Peacci himself came ont
to greet ue, He wae dressed in a simple
cassock. He threw up both arma as he eapied
Monsignor Kirby, and with a joyous exclama-
tion welcomed and embraced him. The face
was a8 pale a8 the Pope’s, but the long Roman
nose was migsing. ‘The short, curly, abundant
hair was as white a8 snow, and covered with the
ecarlet beretta or ekull cap, the oniy mark of his
dignity.

es;vere taken into the cardinal’'s study, a
room most modeatly furnished, with little of
what we should in New York cail comfort, and
nothing st all of luxury., Seated cn each side
of his eminence, we soon forgod everything else
in the story he told ua of his father’s home at
Carpineto, of his reversd mother and ber many

I treasured up every word in my memory.
Ludosico Pecsi, who now oocuples the paternal
mapsion ab Oarpineto, waa subsequently invited
by Monsignor Kirby to dive at_ the Irish
Oollege, and I was nsked to meet him.

PRECOCIOUS CHILDREN.
A Temdeney im Modern Educatiom ¥hich
Should Be Checked.

There is at pressnt a tendency to unnatural
mental development io children. The whele
scheme of the public-schools system is adapted
o tha extraordinary instead of the ordinary in-
telligence. Every possible mesns is restored to
by which the slow mind may be nonaturslly
quickened, while the abnormaliy bright are
pushedforward like horsea spurred a aloog race
oourse,

The pupils of the public schoole are in a state
of oontinual nervous apprehension, fearful leat
their per cent. msay fal ! below the required
gtandard, or that they may fail to pass the
dreaded examination. ‘They have become bur-
dened with cares that should mot be imposed
upon them, and the lightheartedness and
paturalness of untrammeled childhood are
likely to become mere traditions.

It is due to the pernicious cramming
of which they are the helpless victime,and the
unnatural huery and worry that are a part of
the modern schoel regimen.

The parenta of bright children sre generally
vain of bheir precocity. They tell with what
avidily Emma takes to history ; how much of
Shakespeare George had read at ten, and how
Joha would rather remain curled np on the
gsofa, devouring books indiscriminately, shan
take part in the most fascinating game that
was ever invented. The precocity of Coleridge
and De Quincy is recalled and the children in
¢ueation, it is thought, wii] prove parallel cases.
16 is wholly forgobfen that in one instance
whera the mind continuea to develop in ninety-
nine it weakens and falls under the forcing pro-
ceas, Poor Mr. Toots is an illustration of what
the Blimler system occasionally does, and if
the examples are enly occasional no paremt
wishes to turnish the subject in their own
child, .

Precocicus children, as » general thiog, are
insufferable little prigs, They have nob the
winsomeness and innocence of childhood, nor
the wisdom that comes cnly with years and ex-
perience, Instead of making out courses of
reading, offering inducements and reward for
supernatural achievements, parents would much
betber lock book-case and take the texd bookas
away {rom such childien, and turn them out,
figuratively epeaking, like yourg =znimals to
grase. The mind will take care of itself and
keep on prowing ; but the body, suffers from
lack of exerciee, and disordered nerves snd
digestion will handicap the genius in late
yeare,

The precocious, senlative, imaginative cbild,
above all others, should be made to rap, jump,
chmb end play in open air. He shonld grow
tanned and ragged ouk of doors, instead of
dreaming over myths, or pondering weighty
questions about which he should not think for

yeara to come.

The modern idea of education in unuatural ;
and its extravagance will eventually culminate
in a complete revolution, More and more ie it
all work and no play, when play is necessary
ag work in inducing to good health and good

They have jast adopted a new me’hed,
which they think will be especially effecilve
In reducing tie number of users of lutexi.
oants among thelr parishloners, What tiey
o 1l a Temperance Cadet Suolety has been
organized, Its membera are boys whose ages
range from 12 t317 years, Theas bays, when
they join the Cadet Sasiety, take a pledge to
abatain from Intoxleating llquors untll they
huave attained taeir majority. They are alse
to aveid saloous, and to refase to carry intoxi-
cants to any persen. At present there are
abont 300 membera In the soociety. Special
features oslocnlated to attract the boys have
been introducsd Into the organization., Every
week the youngaters receive instructiens in
military taotios from competent teachers, Al
thongh the Cidet Soclety has been organizzd
brt a fow montha the 1sds can perform evcla-
tions that would surprise many ot Naw
York's militiamen. Arrangementa are belng
made to provide attractlve uniforme for the
boys, and the little regiment wili bave ite
own corps of musiclans,

According to tha plan of the Iathers the
Cadet soclcty will be e¢fHective In more ways
than one. Ouone of the Fatheratold a reporter
what the soclevy Is calculated to accomplish.
¢ In youth the hablts are formad,” said he,
¢ and if we oan keep the oadets from drink-
ing while they are beys, they wiil be total ab-
atainers when they have become men. When
they have left the Oadet Soclety, we will not
loso $rack of them, for we will have them
join our Youug Men's Aseociatlon. The ex-
ample which the boya will give to thelr elders
will in no emsll begree ald ue In cur temper-
ance work.

SALISBURY AS A SOCLD.

England Must Speak Low (o the United
states.

Loxpoxn, March 20.—A meeting of the Con-
pervative members of Parliameat, called by
Lord Salisbury, waa held at the Carlton club
po-day. Lord Salisbury made an address, in
which he satd he regretted the slow progrese of
business in the House of Commons. The
Goveroment was compelled o0 deal with ob-
structions of the most determined kind. He
trusted every aupporser of tue Governmens, at
whatever coay to his personal convenience,
would give unremitting abtention to his por-
liamentary duties. The Tithes bill and the
Lind Purchase bill were of paramount impor-
tance, 'The Tithes bill mu:b pass its second
reading before the Easter rocess.  He believed
the preposals contained in the Land Purchase
bill are such as to secure the unanimtus suppory
of the Li:beral Unionista. In regard to assisted’
eduncation, on which suvject there was much
misrepresentation, Lord Salisbury begged the
members to reeerve their opinion until the
measure was introduced. A desultory con-
versation followed Lord Salisbury’s address.
Several of the members expressed the hope that
tt.e Governmens would prevent the Boers from
acquiring Swaziland, A vote of thaoks to
Lord Salisbury was adopted,

Lord Salisbury ridiculed the report that
Parliament would roon be diesolved. He scold-
ed those Toriea whose lukewarmness had con-
tributed to the defeat of the Governmend in
several recent supplementary elections for
members of the House of Commons. He de-
clared that the new Irish bill would secure the
possession of the landlords to their property.
He denied that the Governnient had sny in-
tantion whathever of handing Swaziland over to
the Brera. Lord Salisbury also expreased the
bope that the difficulty wish the United States
over the Behring sea question would be eettled
soon **bng,” he eeid, ‘‘with such & rusceptible
nation 88 Americn Great Britain cannob nego-
tiate at tke top of her voice,” This remark was
greeted with loud lavghter.

The Prince of Wales In Berlin.

BerLiy, March 21.—The Prince of Walee
arrived here this merning. He was received at
the railway station by the Tmperor, Empress
Frederick and her dsughters, sand a number of
princes of the reigiog famelies of the German
Kwxpire. A guard of honor was also ab the
station, When the Prince alichted from the
train the English national anthem was played by
the band, The Emperor and Princs of Wales
entered a carrisge and were driven to the
castle. They were eacorted by a detachment of
cavalry. -

The Emperor was attired in the uniform of a
general of British dragoons, while tha Princs of
Wales wore the uniform of a German general.
A large crowd assembled along the route from
the station to the castle and warmly cheered
the Ewperor and the Prince.

Baltour Gets a Roasting.

LoxpoN, March 20.—In the House of Com-
mons ?o-night, in committee of supply, there
was » long sltercation between Mr. Baltour and
vhe Parnellites, Finally, after contivual bick-
ering and appeals to the chairman, Mr. Balfour
protested agalnst the eternal repebition of «x-
ploded calumnies by vhe Parneilites who, be
gaid, were wasting the time of the House with
oub presenting the slightess new feature of in-
terest either to the Government or to ths Op-
pusition.

Sir William Vernon Harcours taunted Bal-
four with alwaye making practically the sams
harrangue, and reproved him, as responsible

All that was untroe,
Certaloly the colory was not in a prospsrous
etate ; it canaot be denled owing to the want
of capital there wams great dietress, just as
there is to-day in Ireland; bat it was not the
way to improve the proepority of It to do
what the oppoaltion pspers did—ta publish
the worst lles they oould Inveut frightening
people away.”

THE FRANCO-PRUSSIAN WAR,

The Marshal then t:ld The Worid oorres-
pondents of events connected with the
Fianco-Prussian war which he has naver be.
fore touched upon in his attersnces, His
words doubtless anticipate much that be
will include In his Memoirs, and antlol-
psting tiese, have a historloal value that
are inestimable, The Marehal contloned :

““Duaring the Franco-Prusslan war my
patron maint seemed to dssert me, though,
perhape, if I had been allowsd toact as I
wished, things might have been diff:reat in
the end. Thus at Woerth. but for Da Failly
{failing me, thinge might have gone otherwiss
for Frauce. What could my men de, being
enly 35,000 ageiost 75,000 7 That day was
the anddeat of my life, Nover were teara
nearer my eyes than when I saw my gallant
eoldiers mowed down like hay and the stand-
ard of Branoce falling into the hands of the
enemy. Then came the retreat on Chalons,
whioh was sugossefal enough, and my eub-
sequent appolntment as Qainmander-in-Chief
ef the Chalons army by Palikoa. Poor
Paltiao wan in the greatest hopes of success.
I remsmber that as he handed me my com-
misslon he sald. ¢ We expsot everything
from a general like you at the head of suck
enarmy.’ Yon, bot why was I not allowed to
follow out my ewn plana ? Politics have alao
bigen stumbiing blooks Io my way. I wanted
%o draw back on Parls, leaving B.zalne at
Metz, and the other armies of the Garonns,
the Rhone and the Loire to be erganizad.

' Pallkas, however, explained to ms that
& backward maroh on Parle would inevit-
ably lead to the everthrow of the Kmpire.
That deolded me to march on Rbeims.
though I did eo with a falllng hesrt. Then,
in August, I heard that the Prusslans had
apparently abandoned the plan of march on
Parla. I changed my tactlcs, marching baok
down the Alene Vallsy. :

*“ Then oame tie formal order to join Ba-
zalne, couched in auch terms that I had no
optlon but te obey. I pushed forward with
all haste, but preelent time bad been loat,
All heart acemed to have gons out of my
_mep, ne if they foresaw the dissster that
awalted them—Sedan and osptivity in Ger-
meny,

ELECTION TO THE PRESIDEXOY,

It wan In 1873 thab another Incident oo-

ourred on St. Patrick’s Day conneoted with
my oareer. It was ou the afterneon of that
day that I met Ds Fourton, who told me
that my eleotion as Presidert of the Re-
publlc was assured, I did not thank him
for the prophscy, because I never was a
political man. I bad no ambition in that
direction. However, elght weeks later it
was fally realizsd,” Tho Marshal, who =0
far had been speaking with areat readiness,
wnddenly pansed, Iinterrupting himself just
ay the moment when I kopad he wonld speak
about his career as President of the Rapublic
and explain the mauy charges ef disloyalty
to the Republic that were breught ngalnst
him, ¢ Voila toute ce que jo peux vou dire,”
he added, brueqaely.
“ JE sUIS ; JE RESTH.”

¢ Bat, Marshal,” I snid, ** after your elec-
tion did St Pateick’s Day have no further
connection with your cureer "

¢ I den’s want to speak about that period
at all,” he answered, ‘I may eay, thongh,
that it was in Marob, 1875, that Baffet took
over the Olasy Cabinat. 1 remember we had
a gonsul:ation togetier on the 17th of that
month, and Buffst said if Clasy had soourged
the Rapublican journals wita whips he wounld
scourge them with scorplone. Again,in March
of tha tollowlog yesr, I had a consultation
with Datau e, in conaequence of which he ac.
cepted the formation of the Oablnet, Finullg,
it was on S, Patrick’s dsy, 1878, that I
dratted the epsech I read at tae openiog ex.
hibit'on of that year, You see,” eald the
Mosrshal, * that day which s dedicated to
thesalnt whose name I bear has been an event-
fnl one in my life, which, on the whole, hae
been a happy one.”

Bafore leaving The World oorreepondent
vent ired to ask the Marehal how his memoirs
wete progressiong. *‘They are quite private,”
eald the Marehal, brasquely. ¢ bave nothing
to say abont them. Whatever I may write will
be for my family alone, I am a soldier and not
s hiatorian. Bat thereis acarcely anything
more left to be wr{t'en.”

NO BIBLE IN PUBLIC SCHOOLS.

The Yyisconsin Sapieme Comrt Makes am
Imporiant Ruliag—The Decision,

Manwson, Wis., March 18.—~The Supreme
Conrt to day handed down a decision which
crenbes the greateat interest at this time, owing
to the tight beiog made by Germaz Cajholics
and lutherane against the Bennet Inw. lvseems
to have been the practice of some of the teachers
in the Ydgerton achools to rrad,ab the opening ot
the day's se8 lon,s chapler fromtbe King James
teanalistion of the Bible. Some of tha Cathoiie
parents in that city protested againat this
preaicaond sought the aid cf the courts to pre-
vent ita continuance. The case catne on demur-
rer before the Supreme Courbt, where it was
reviewed, 'The Catholici nre given a complete
victory. Tlie constitutionsl objections urged
againet the practic2 of reading thebible in the
common district schools are : 1, It violates the
rights of conscience. 2. It compels these parents
to nid in the supporst of a place of worship against
their coorent. 3 It is sectarian instruction,
The decision Bays :—

That the readiog of the bible in the schools,
although unaccompanicd by apy comment on
the part of the teacher, is inatruction, seems to
us too clear for argument. Some of the most
valuable instruction a prrson can receive may be
derived from readiog alone, without any extrin-
eic aid by way of comment or exposition. Any
pupil of ordinary intelligence who listens to the
readivg of the doctrinal portions «f the bible
wiil bs more or less instructed ,thereby in the
doctrine of the divinity of Jesus Chriat, the
et-rual punishment of the wicked, the authority
of the priesvhood, the binding force apd eflicacy
of the sacraments aud many other conflicting
secbarinn doctrines. It logically follows thaw
the place where the Libleis read is a place of
worship, and that as tho taxpayers were com-
pelled to erect and suppert the school housees,
and the children are under & law compelled to
atbend public or private schools, the conatitu-
tional clause forbids such use of the school
hounse., Iv is also shown that such instruction
in any public £chool would make it a religious
sewinory wisthin the meaning of the constitution
and hence as these schools are supported in part
by the proceads of the school funt and the one
will tax, such instruction is forbidden by the
constitution. The order of the Circuit
Court overruling the demurrer of the relstors
to the acever of the school board must be
reversed  and  the cause rem-nded, with
direction to that ceurt to give jndgment for the
relators in tha demurrer, awarding a per-
oamptory writ of mnandamus as prayed for in the
peutition,

Roms, the grest
mistrets of the world, held boundless sway over
all nations as lonoe as her brave sons remaived
sober, but as her rulers introduced the luxuries
of the Erst smong her tempera’e inbhabitants
and worshipped ab the shrine of Baochus she
was crushed, ruined, and fell, and tremendous
was the fall thereof. Holofernes, the greab
general of bhe Assyriaus, would bave conquerad
Israel a1 ke did the other natiouns, but, being &
slave to drunkenness, he lost Liu life at the bands
of the magnanimous Judith. The liberation of
Iurael from the oruel foreign invaders was lost
by the drunkenuness of the brave Simon
Machabeus and his sons and followers, who
were treacherously slain by Ptolemy snd his
soldiers wbiles they were intoxicated, The
bautle of Hassings, which decided the destinies
of England, was lost by theintemperance of the
Enpglish scldivre, who spent the nighs before the
babtile guzzling beer, whilat the hardy Nermans
under Wiliiam were strengthenicg their bodiea
and souls by wholesome praysr for that eventiul
battle which they bravely fought and nobly
won, snd by which they becamo masters of
Eoglaud. The treedom of Ireland was lost also
by intemperance, Luring 1798, s long as the
Irish remained temperate they defeated their
enemies and routed them to a man, but a8 soonr
&+ they gave themeelves to intoxications they
were defented.

If the objeot ba to rival the
military nations of Enrops, & rtinding army
1s as much needed as a powerful flzet, The
foreign commeroe of the Unlted States Iz not
contrclled by Americans, nor oarried in
American ships, Ne Earopeac power dreama
of atticking the Republic, 8o that this crazs
for an Ironclad pavy appears more like &
scheme conooctsd by contractors than by
sober-minded stateemen,

Dominion Parliament.

The events of bthe week in the Dominion
Parliament have not been altogether devoid of
intereat. Sir Jobn Thompsons bill for the
oodification and amendment of the laws relating
to billa of exchange and prowmissory notes has
undergone it third reading. Our legielation
on this important branch of commsrcial law is
now almost identical with that of the motber
country, with the exception of certain special
clauses, wherein the long usages, prevailing in
Canads, havse beea respected, as no good reanlt
could flow from changing what had prevailed,
for many years, 88 the fixed custom of our
business men,

The Rykert matter, which has been pendiog
for some time, came befors the House in the
early part of the week. Mr. Rykert finds him-
gelf in & rather awkward predicament. The
oharges preferred sgainab him by Sir Richard
Cartwright are, for the greater part, fuunded
on letters in the bhandwriting of the accused.
In these letters he inoriminates Ministers of the
Crown and their relatives to the extent of alleg-
ing that for money conslderations he was
enabled to obtain from the Executive favors, in
the shape of land grants, which had been re-
fused to less fortumate applicants, Thosa let-
ters, addressed to the parties for whom he was
regotiating, enabled the member for Lincoln, it
is alleged, to pookeb weveral thonaands of dollars
for the benefit of hiz wife. When the telltale
doouments were Iaid hefore the House, Mr.
Rykert immediately made the declaration thabt
all hia statements concernming the members of
the Government were utterly without founda-
tion, thus exculpating those whom he had
placed in a mosb delicate position before the
oonntry. He sought also to make it appear
that his own conduob had been above reproach,
Sir Richard Cartwright, in presenting the care,
made s most crashiog apeech agaiuat the hon.
member. He pointed out thav he could not
avoid the inevitable verdict that musb resuld
from his own written statements, Mr., Rykert's
reply oannot be considered, in any way, as an

snewer to the charges brought againsh himseif;

be wound up his speech, however, by stading
that be oould furnish-evidence that would place
mabvers in a different light were he aff.rded an
opportunity of appsariog either befors s special
commijttee, or the ordinary committee of parlia
ment on privileges and elections. Sir John
Thompeon made a moat guarded speezh in
moviog the adjournment ot the debate, The
requeas of Mr. Rykert to be allowed %o aprear
before the commitbes can hardly be refused.
In all probability, however, the finding of the
committee will be in the sense indicated by the
motion of 8ir Richard Cartwright—that verdich
will be confirmed by the Commons,—and in
such an event Mr. Rykert muat retire from
public life, where for so long a period he has
been a cendral figure, at least in bis own section
of the country.

The Fail or s1ismarck. !

No political event has ooccurred for s long
time so profoundiy interestivg as the resigaa-

Empire by Prince Bismarck.

Whatever may have been the cauzes which
led Yo this step, it will be regarded by the world
as a declaration by the Emperor and an admis-
sion by himeelf that his ideaa of government
are no langer practicable, and that hia work, ar
a constructive agenoy, in the consolidation of
the empire, is finished,

Bismarck has ac long been regarded ar s ccn-
trolling intiuence in Europesn politics, that bis
retirement rooat have a disturbing effech. Bis
policy, his msthods, and his purposes bad all
come to be pretty well underatood by the
s%ateamen of other countries. His action under
any given circamstances could always be calcu-
Inted with ocrtainty, and for this reason he was
a conservative force of no small magnitude.

But it has been evident for some time past
that the new conditions which have arisen, the
new forces which have come into play, were
such a3 he, from his sature, habits of thought,
and his very success under other conditions,
was unfitted to deal,

Hia first great mistake and the ome which
ultimately broughs about his downfsll was hia
attemp! to crush the Catholic Church in Ger-
many. He pisted himeelt agsinst the Bock of
Agas, assumed the 16le cf a religious persecuter,
boastfully declared that be would *‘ never go to
Canossa,” and from that day his power began
to decline, till now he step: down and oub, and
the world accepts bia dismissal as & matter of
course,

He did, bowever, **go to Canosaa” before he
retired, bub, as in mavy a former instance, ve
pentance came too late. Ib was his firsb great
failure and broke the spell of his influence. It
was o contesy in which hia policy of blood and
iron was ineflectual. Bob thab he believed and
persistel in hiam opposition to the Catholic
Church to the last, is shown by the fact that
his refusal to yield to the demands of Herr
Windthorst, the Catholic laader, was one of the
immediate causas of his retirement

Other forces, however, combined to make hia
retirement a necessity.

One of his 'greau aims wae to destroy consti-
tutionalism, for he alwaye cherished a supreme
contempt for representative insbitutions, He
regarded them as a makeshift adopted by the
British nobility to curb the pretensions of the
Crown, and a school for teachisg the people
how to rebel without breaking the law. He
knew that an educated democracy would not
reat contented with them, and did not deceive
himself with the hope that aggrezated igncr-
ance oouid ever produce a reign of perfeco
goveroment op lines of justice and righteous-
ness. He fulfilled to admiration Carlyle’s idea
of ** A Stroog Man,” and lived to demonstrate
the inherent error of Oarlyls’s philosophy.

A system which will work well at one period
of a pation’s development will be found utterly
impracticable at another period. Times change
and men’s ideas change with them. Thereis
but one institution on earth which aniversal ex-
perience has demonstrated to be adequate to
the wants and aspirations of mankind in all
conditions, in all natlons and in all agea.

Bismarck eought to destroy conatitational
government and establish absolute Imperialism,
with an hereditary line of Hoenzollerans on the
throne and an hereditary line of Biamarcks as
the power behind it,

If mankind would be content to travel oo
fram generation to gemeration in the old 1uts,
hia dream would be poesible of fulfilment, per-
haps, If Germans wcuid have been content to
till the soil, serve in tke army, pay taxes, raise
families and be gavhered to their fathers to the
tune of * Long live the Emperor and Bis-
marck,” his ideal state might have materialiged,

But mankind wae not content to travel in the
old rute, but to travel out of them, and the cld
Chancellor became like & ohbild playing on a
railway track who could not understand the
rumblings of the coming locomotive.

And the German demoocracy, inspired by a
newer and loftier agpiration than constitational
or represantative government, let him contend
with the epectre of an impractical radicalism
while they thought, labored and combined for
the vealization uf a State whersin conscience,
religion and indostry would be freely estab-
lished, aud wherein neither Hoenzollerans nor
Bismarcka would have placea either on the
throune or behiad it.

The wisdom of the young Emperor has been
doubbed, but the fact that his reseripta on the
labor quesbion were close copies of the Pope’s
allocutions on the same eubject showa that he
knew the right place to go to for inapiration as
to how he should deal with the great problem
of the age. The auggestions of a power which
has slways known how to meet and satisfy the
legitimate sepirations of humanity, he adopted
tor jmitavion. Unlike Bismarck, who would
bend all thinga to bis iron will or crush them,
ke has known encugh to winely yisld, and this
in itself, whila regarded as a mign of stubborn
self-will, is, in reality, a proof that the young
Emperor has » jueter conception of the situn.
tion and a more tractable temper in the face of
great exigencies than the old Chancellor.

Thus the retirement of Bismarck indicates
the begloning of a new epoch in European his-
tory, and we may look forward hopefully to
the time when the Vicar of Chriat will bs the
ackoowledged srbitrator in peace over the re
generated, induatrial United States of Karope.

Abthe same time tha' American Senate
Committee on Forsign Affaira has unanimonaly
adopted & resolution authorising the Presidens
of the United NSoates to enter into negotiations
for Uorestricted Reciprocity with Oapada
whonever the Goveroment of the Dominion
shall express & willingaess to adopt that policy,

These meaaures give & new sura o the réla-
tions between the two countries, aud the leaders
of the Demccr/nicpnby have declared that they
will support the Reciprocity movement becante
it is acceptable to the Liberal party of Canada.

The situation is, tberefore, olearly detined.
Democrats in the States and Liberals 1a the
Dominion are agreed cn & polioy of continental
free trade, while Republicans in the States and
Couservatives in the Dominionare for retainizg
the war of tariffs,

There can be no question ae to which is tte
best policy for the farmera snd the maeaes of
the pecple generally in this country. Fies
trade with the continent is the one thing ueeded
by sall Canadians except a few manufacturers
aod ** combines” 1n the cities whio desirs to per-
potaata protection simply because 1t enables
them to regulate prices to their own advantage
apd regulate wages to smit themselves,

From the tone of the Coneecvative press we
should judge that the Cobservative Govern
ment at Ontaws will nob respond to the Reci’
procity invitation, and the question will have
to go the people for & decieion at the next
Diminion general electiona.

THE GREAT MEDIATOR.

Pope Leo Offers to Aet as Arbltrator im
Plsbanding the Armies of Europe.

Koug, March 18 — 1 have the anthority of the
Vatican to announce threugh the Herald that
tho Pope would consent to ach a8 the mediazor
through which the simultaneous dizarmam-nt of
the European nations might be brought about, -
The question was put directiy by a Herald cor-
respondent to-mght, and the answer was equal-
ly direch,

Leo XIII1. has taken a bold stand, He holda
that the existence of imniense sarmies which are
draining the heslth of Europe and itflictiop
great suffericg up ju the toiling masses is anti-
Christisn, The Germsn Emperor wrote an
autograph letter, inviting the Pope to send an
ambaseador to the Berlin Labor Conference,
In reply the Pope sent an aubograph letter, say-
iog he counld not take part uuleas his represen-
tative was given precedence over all the dele-
xates, Then the Emperor wrote another lotter
urgiog the Pope in the interests of mavkind tc
take paro in the Conference, o far as be could,
and av least give i his moral support. To thie
the Pontiff has wermly reepocded.

AN IMPORTANT DOCUMENT.

I am aunthorized to snoonuce that the Pope
has written 3 document dealicg with the entira
problem raised av Berlin, This has been diplo-
watically communicated to the Papal Nusocio
in Germany, and will be laid before the Inter-
paticnal Conference. Thers is no doubt that a
grest movemend is on Inob to give the Popsa
leading part in the effort 10 deal with universal
labor trcubles. His Holiners recognizes this 2a
a great opportunity for she Chiurch to put itzelf
ab the head of the world wide reform demsnded
by organized labcr., He holde that nations
musb adopt the principles of Christianity and
that the Uburch ju the only power competent to
deal with the tremendeus 1ssues 1involved in the
gocial sod induatrial movement,

The German Enperor has frankly admitted
that the goveroments canrob sccomplish much
unless organiz-«d Cbristianity ccmes to their
aid. In this crisia the Pops has epoken in no
uncertain voice, ag will be seen when his address
is msrde public.

A GENEBAL DISARMAMENT,

It is admitted that if the millions of armed
men who trample upon the bread trays of the
pocr were stripped of their uniforms sud ret to
work creatirg wealth, a great deudl of the pra-
sent distress 1n Europe would disspprar. One
naticn dare nob begin to disaram betore another,
and the Pope is now in a position to negotiate
between bhe natiors for a g neral disarmament.

Braehes and
combe shounld be kept very olean, and no one
ahould ues those of another, When there is
dandruff, clearlicese, washing in cold water,
and gomotimes a little brandy will remove
it,

The use of fine combe, unless when abzo.
ot ly necessary, Is greatly to be corderaned,
and it is far better to disoard them entirely.
Many lad‘es find it convenient to wash thelr
heads dally, en account of thoir baogs, and
soch depend upon the fins comb for ¢]:ane-
ing the poalp, with ap ooccaslonal shampoo.
There are mere exudations from the acelp
than from the clear skin, and the pores need
a clearar fisld, 60 to speak, than they have
with ths accumnlationa which ocatch to the
haira and mat down tightly until they form
little acales, which being of refuse matter
turn sour and acrid, and finally contaminate
and heat the Httls fat cells whioh nourish the
halr, Thesa scales mccumulate until they
keep up a sort of irritation and itching of the
scalp, and finger nails polson it, and before
one knows it tho head {s ene maea of souly
dandraff, and before long the head is sorein
spots and the bair begins falllng.

Ladies whose neatness fn other respects is
proverbial, will not wash their halr dally—
besause—becanse—well, they can giva no rea-
son, only that they wero tanght shat it was
not at all peceseary, Aand when the acalp is
oot kept cool and fres of dandruff, and the
aecreations which cause it, the halr often
loses Its coloring matter, The heat in the
cella deatroye it, and young psrzons turn gray
who onught not wear that token of age for
many years yet,

The writer of this {a forty-three, and bas
nob one gray halr yet, and thinks, with some
reafon, that the regular washing of her head
io cold water every morning eince she was a
ohild, la the cause, andcher halr Is eoft and
silky, and guit> abundsnt for that age. Her
brothers and relatives yoeunger than herself
are bald and gray, bsoause tiey *‘ don’t think
cold water good for the sonlp.”

bronchial tubes.

MERCURY AND THE MOOXN,

and ictsrestilng paper upon the plant Mer-
cury, in which he bringe out the rematkable
and unexpocted result that this planet in its
axiel rotat'on imitatss the moon, keeping the
aame fuce always towards the sun, and hav-
fog ite *‘dey” equal tu the perioed of it: er-
bital revolution (about eighty-eight tarres-
trisl day). Whils t1ere muy be some hesi-
tition in accepting this conclusioa as fully
a:tablished, It Is unquestionably made extre-
mely probable by the nnmerous observations
upon which Sshiaparelli basen it.

FARM AND GARDEN.

Pracalcal Nates,

Do not use seed from corn grown near aome
other variety, as t16 graln may net be uni.
form. Certain varieties of graina and vege-.
tables “mix"” when grown a short distance
from each ather,

It is & waste of cash produet to feed a oalf
with milk after its rennet stomach changes so
ag to call for eclid food, and it is a mistake to
go feed it after it s ten days old, Warm
skimmed milk and a little eat meal are con-
sidered much bctier.

It is olaimed that land plaster is a special
fertilizsr for cabbages. If this ia true
there is no reason for neglooting saho &
crop, for plaster is as cheap as lime. Plaster
i{s excellent for clover and grasses, and its
ase has alwayas been beneficial compared with
ita cost.

Few farmera think of giving their swlne
green food,and still 1388 realize how much the
awloe will consume,

Country slaughtered and cared pork ought
to bo at & premium. It ought to be tie rule
that farmers slaughter only wholesome hogs,
fed on clean food and keypt in clean pans, If
this were the rule, farm-slanghtered pork
would rule away above that of the alanghter-
house,

THE HERE BED,

A supply cf herbs, Buch as can be used to
good advantage in seatening and aiso in slck-
nees, should be found in every farmer’s gar-
den. In plenting the garden at the start ome
end or one side should be =et apart for these,
a8 a number of them once started will furnish
a eupply for a long time, and for this reason
they shonld be planted where they will not
have to be distnrbed In preparing the aoll,
plantiog or cultivating the other crops.

Horseradisk, once a start is eecured, will
farnish a eupply for a llfetime without re-
planting. Tho leaver are good t> use with
salads and for medical purposes, while the
reots are good ag a conpliment and to use as a
medicine {n some casss.

Sage can be grown from seed. The sell
shotli be well prepared in a good tilth, and
the seed sowed evenly in the rows, Aftor the
t1ints make a good start to grow they should
be thinned out, 8o as to stand at leant twelve
{nches spsrt. The leaves and new growth of
ptems are the principal parts used, They
should be ploked off and dried thoroughly in
an oven, and then be stored where they will
keep dry. It is ene of the beat things that
osn he used for seasoning, while a tea made
of it is veluable in & number of complaints.

Saffronis valuable for amall ohildren ; the
flowers, gathered when they are in full
bloom, are the princlpal part ueed. They
sdonld be tioroughly dried before stering
away. The seed shonld be sown in drills at
least & foot apart, and sufficlent cultivation
be glven to keep down the weeda and have
the soil in a good tilth, A shert row will
fornieh all that will be needed for ordinary
purposes.  Another good plant tiat ehould
be {ound in every garden ls summer savory,
Like sage, It {8 good lor seasoning with guite
& number of diches, ond 1% 1a nsed to some ex-
tent medicinaily, Plint winter savory and
let the plants matore seed, and a supply can
ba kept up with very little tronble.

Oarawas, dill and fennel are often raised
and used for eeasoning and garnishing
Catalp, borehonnd and peanyroyal can also
be grown, but lo maoy places they grow wild
in such quantitiea that usually if ia not con.
pldered neceasary to grow them, While it Is
not best to attempt to grow all the different
kinds of berbs, yet a enfliolent varlety should
be grown for uwze as needed,—Rural World.

CARROTS AS FOOD FOR COw3,

The carrot i an excellent root for all
kinds of stock, cows Included. In sabatanti-
ation of the abowvs af high an authority as
Hoard's Dalryman remarks : **The idea that
oarrcts will dry off cows we take no ateck in.
We bave helped to ralze and feed thousand of
bashels of them, and have not a oriticlem te
make against them to eave that It Is hard,
back aching work to raise and feed them,
from the tirat hoelng t) the la:it lugging of
them, sliced, to the oattle, 1t dees the animals
good to ea$ them, %oo, They are especially
valuable for those whe have no slio, and muat
fead dry forage In winter,”

POINTS FOR DAIRYMEN,

A mucoessful New York dalryman olaims
that no farmer oug bt to keep a cow shat does
pot make a pound of batter per day while
giving milk, To lemsen the work In the
house in making butter do it yoursell. You
will thenlearn very and rapldly appreciate the
benefits of the modern nspllnnoe- copnected
with this bosiness, and the everluting
woman killers,—oid pans, churns and ladle
—=will bs banished. We want more butter

conferences and more edacation, The more
oorn we grow the more batter, and the mere
butter the more corn, Cows should be rajsed
and kept in an atmoephure of kindness.
Anim.) heatlalways repruieats food, and it 1a
plain we ci:n eave food with less exposure.
Atways bhave a werm stable in the winter
with a temperature of 50 to 60 degs,

SEED HOTATOES,

Perhaps there never will be a concensus of
opiuion as to the be:t mode of preparing
putitoes for seed, There are some conolu-
slone, however, that have been arrived at
t1at may be considered final. Among these
we may mention the advisability of rej-ciing
potatios for seed that are very smali, and the
extravagance of planting whols those that are
unusmally lirge. It bhas likewise been de-
monttzat:d that potato sets just freshly.cut
are lesa safs t> plant than othere cut some
days previons to plantiog, and In which a
tough ekin has formed over the wouad. It
may be that, all things considered. potatoes
about t1e8lz3 of a hen’s egg werve best for
plinting. They do not of nvoeesity reqalire
to be gut, The month of March I8 apgooa
time for sorting the different varieties t» be
planted. Not one hour sboull be spent alt:r
the l1and will do to werk in doing what could
have been done quite as well at an early
period. The potavoen then for spriog plant-
ing may all be selected for this purpose in
tie winter. If not to be cut they wiil be
ready to shovel Into bags when the time for
planting arrives, and if they are to becut
they will be all sorted ount so that this may be
deono with the least poasible delay,

PRUNING GOOSGERRY BUSIES,

Cut ont all the dead or weak wood, and
ehort o in one half all the new wood, Clean
the grass away from the roots aand keep it
awey, and mannre heavily. If you fellow
thia plan every year, your old bushes wi.l ap-
pear young aod thrifcy agsin,

TIME T0 PRUNE "REE,

Though various opinioas In respect to thie
uestion huve been held by fruit growers, yet
the consensns Is now fn faver of eurly epring
pruning. 1t ie paiticularly advisable to prune
early in the spring, a pruniog iscall:d for by
low vitality of t1e tree.  To remove a amall
limb that islikely to intarcroes with others at
any season that it is noticed is good practice,
but it ie not considered o by the majority to
do tue usoal annual pruning at any other
time than when t2e trce is dormant. Prun-
ing in the spring, befere the bude bursts int>
life, carrles wizh 15 the leaat poeilble danger
of lowering the vitality of the tree. The
mapy benefi‘s that fcllowing pruning—in-
creased robustness of the the tree, greater
yleld of better fruit, etc., are best secured by
latelligent pruning just before the tree
shows signs of lile by the bursting of tae
buds.

Beaides all
the fresh fruits, vegetables, milk, cream and
butter, you ocan have heslthy eygs, spring
chickens, young ducks—verily, food for the
gods !—can you name any srticles of foed
that an eplcure prtz:s more highly, and a$
2o small cost t3 you? You have but one life
to live ; why not make that life as pleasant
a8 possible. Have a greater varlety on your
table, eat less pork and more pouliry, uee
leses lard and more butter, and you wil be
heaitbler anrd thappler. Rsmember, you
on & farm can have all these luxuries at firss
cost, and In all their origiosl purity and
freshness.

MILK TIHAT IS NCT PURE,

The vendor who puts water in his milk
genernlly does so under the impression taat
the water poured in incorporstss itesif with
the milk, and caunnot be detected sxcept upen
chemical analysie. This shows gross ignor-
ance. The mllk will hold only its own flaid;
all fereign fluid wlll be precipitated if the
mixture la allowed to stand tor a couple of
days,

Any housewife may spot a dishonest milk-
man with very little trouble. Let her take a
long slender bottl:, cleanse i thorouglly,
and let it dry out. If, then, it s filled with
milk and allowed to stand In a cool—not
cold—place for 45 hours, all the foreign fluld
will be preoipitated—that is, 1t will aettle te
the bottom of tie bottle. The eourcd milk
will then fill the middle of the bottle and the
fatty substance will be floating on top.

Sometimes the top will ba a layer of cream,
then will come a laysr of mibumen, another
of artificial device t» make tie milk look
rich, then will come the soured milk and at
the bottom will be forelgn water, The wholo
scheme of deceptien can be read by a glanoce
at the bottle after one has had a single lesson
In the rudiments of milk toepection, This
eort of work ia not sclentific: Uy saticfactory,
but it will always develop tae fandamental
fact—whether or not the milk {s normal.

Professor Stewart, after tell Ing us that the
geat of nansea {s not in the stomach,but in the
brain, informs ue that relief from this dis-
tressing sensat’on may be obtained by ocooling
the base of the brain. He has tested this

This is werth remembering as a
relief for sick headache, to which mo many
women are subject.

attempt to ks it. The castle is etill in a pretty
fair state of preservation, and towers 150 feet
above the surrounding plein through which
fl 'ws the river Martin, & tribntary of the Lee.
From the tcp of the man tower, which is
reached by a winding stairway of 180 steps, one
cbtaing a very fire view of this pic uresque
part of Ireland. The old ivy covered batie.

% What are your objecticna to the modus
vivendi 7” That ie the question the Britieh
people may ark of ns when we appeal t> their
8y mpathies against it. Ib is wine to prepare
the answer, Woe object to the modus vivendi
becsuse it was concluded without our knowledge
and copsent—for we moat earnestly contend
that our rights should not bs mortegad without
our approval first given. The modus vivendi
was commenced,carried on and conducted with-
oub our knowledge, withous our sporoval. We
have been treated like cattle, suotioned off to
848 Frenchat a low price, aa:f wewere not wor h
our keep. Itis safe toesy that what has bren
done o this colony would pot be atbempted
with any other selt governed British dep-nden-
oy, and if attempted would cause & revolution.
We were promised in 1857—~by the famous
Lobouche despstch — that nothing shsuld be
done to prejudice our rights without our con-
pent, and up to date that prormse has been
faithfully kept.

The Indlan trlbes had no tradition
ocongerping the work and regarded It with
superstitions reverence, A part of the lind
ol the plain of Oarisea belongs to the Gevern-
mept.

Until recently the
plaln wos freqaently by wiid horses, but now
tae tiymplestfarde shilisr for the flacka of
