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THE IMMACULATE CONCEPTION

First Pastoral Visit of His Grace the Arch-
bishop to the North End Church.—First
Communion and Confirmation.—Ser-
mon by His Grace —An Address
Presented.

Sunday last was a red-letter day in the
history of the parish of the Immaculate
Conception, and will be long remember-
ed by the good parishioners as the oc-
cagion of the first visit by His Grace the
Archbishop. His Grace first officiated
at the 8.30 mass, and gave first commu-
nion to a number of children who had
for gome time past been preparing for
this great event. The church was crow-
ded to the doors at this early morning
seryice, and many who were present
besides the little ones particularly con-
terned, derived profitable lessons from
the eloquent words of advice and en-
couragement which the Archbishop ad-
dressed to the young communicants.
Nearly the whole of the early morning
congregation reassembled in the church
at 10.30, and were joined by many who
were not present at the first mass. At
this bour Grand High Mass was celo-
brated by Rev. Father George, O.M.1,
with Rev. Father Messier, P.P. of 8t. Bon-
iface, as Deacon, and Rev.Father Lavigne
a8 Sub-Deacon ; His Grace being present
and assisting. 'The choir rendered
the beautiful music of Concone’s Mass in
a faultless manner, and the sermon was
preached by the Archbishop, who spoke
from the words “This is the victory
which overcometh the world—our faith.”
Hegaid it was a sweet duty for the chief
pastor of a diocese to go round and
vigit the different parighes and missions
to encourage the people,to give them
due praise for their eftorts in the service
of God, and to tell them how great and
Powerful was the unity of the church
The teaching of the Parish Priest was
the same as that of the Bishop, the Bish-
©Op must teach what was commanded by
the Vicar of Christ on earth; they had
but one faith,they received but one
baptism, and they worshipped at one
altar. Sothat day he did not come to
teach them any new doctrine, but to
confirm what they had heard so often in
that magnificent temple. He hoped that

have so ardently desired of approaching
Your Grace for the purpose of conveying
to you an humble, but none the less
earnest expression of the unbounded
love and veneration we entertain for
Your Grace personally, of our devotion
to the sacred office you fill, and our
gratitude to Almighty God for giving to
His chureh in this country so devoted
and zealousaruler. We werenot among
those who were privileged on the glori-
ous day of your episcopal consecration
to offer vou a tribute of respect and sub-
mission as we would have been only too
happy to have done if circumstances bad
permitted, but we feel it is not too late
for us to refer to that auspicious occasion
and to assure ycur Grace of the lively
and intense interest which we feel at the
elevation of one whom, by his past repu-
tation, we could not but consider to be
highly qualified to undertake the heavy
responsibilities attaching to the office of
chief Pastor ofthe Church in this country.
We rejoiced tbat day in the firm belief
that the mantle of that great Archbishop
w hom we mourned last year, and whose
every action was not only episcopal but
eminently and most unselflshly patriotic,
bad fallen on one who was conspicuously
qualified to wear it. Duricg the past
five years the church in this province
has bad a sorrowful road to travel. We
have been fighting a great fight, and we
have been confronted once more with
the tact that we are not living in an ideal
world which listens with equal intensity
tot he claims of right and wrong, but on
a battle field where feeling runs high
and a fair bearing is often impossible;
where many positions of power and van-
tage are held by the enemy and dishon-
estly used; and if to-day there are
indications that the turn in the path hasg
been reached we are firmly of opinion
that much of the progress we have lately
made may be attributed to the courage-
ous and christianlike attitude which
your Gracc—representing’ the Catholic
people of the Archdiocese of all classes
and nationalities—has taken on matters
affecting the rights of those whose spirit-
ual interests have beenconfided to your
care. We beg moreover to assurc your
Grace that we are most ardently attach-
ed to the traditions and teachings of our
Holy Mother the church, and determi-
ned to remain true to those principles
of which you have heen and are the ex-
ponent. Itis at once our pleasure and
our pride to point to the beautiful church
in which we are at this moment assem-
bled as a monument of what we are
anxious to do under the guidance of our
beloved pastor in the interests of our
Holy Religion. Tc none, we are sure,
better than to your Grace are known the
difficalties which we in this parish have
to confront as aresult not only of the
gacrifices which we, together with a)]
our brethren, have bad to make for the
maintenance of our schools, but also
owing to the financial and business de-
pression tbrough which the country has
been passing, and which has probably
affected our parish to an extent which
fortunately very few others have exper.
ienced. Work has been scarce, the
struggle for existence with many of our
_people has been a gsharp and bitter cue,
and not a few who were once amongst
the hulwarks of the parish have had to
leave for other scenes. Meanwhile the
obligations which were contracted in the
erection of our church bave to be met,
and we find it very difficult in our pre-
gent straightened circumstances, and
especially on account of the limited num-
ber of the parishioners and the dimin-
ighed means of the Parish, to meet them.
We mention these matters to your Grace
not that we wish to complain, but be-
cause we feel that we stand before you
as children addressing a loving father,
and that it is our duty to tell you of our
perplexities and our difficulties, feeling
confident of receiving your sympathy and
paternal solicitude.

Before closing this address we feel
that we could have nv better opportunity
than the present one to speak of the
strong attachment which exists between
the Pastor and the people of this parish.
Words fail us when we try to express
our appreciation of the innumerable
sacrifices, the tireless zeal, the faithful
and noble ministry, which have been
the characteristics of the long period
during which our dear Pastor has lived
amongst us, and which bind us to him
with chains ot love, devotion and grati-
tude that no power on earth could sever.
It is true that we have had and stili
have many difficulties to overcome; it
is true that in some respects the past
has not been that onward march of un-
interrupted progress in the affairs of the
parish which we might have desired;
but at the same time we feel we have
much to be thankful for. . God bas been

blessed in that He has given us as our
Parish Priest one whom it is our delight
to honor and obey.

In conclusion, your Grace, we pray
that Almighty God will bless and sus-
tain you, and preserve you as the chief
shepherd of the flock here for many
years; that under your guidance the
Church may grow aud prosper ; that the
hostility of the past may be overcome,
the erroncous prejudices which exist re-
garding our Holy Religion soon outlived ;
and that peace and harmony being res-
tored amongst the different sections of
the population in this country, Your
Grace, assisted by your zealous clergy,
may not be bhawpered in your work
forthe spread of Christ’s kingdom on
earth.

The Archbishop replied in happy and
eloquent terms, expressing his appreci.
ation of their declaration of devotion to
the principles of the church, and bearing
testimony to the sacrifices they had
made in the interests of Christian edu-
cation aud of religion.  He spoke of the
pleasure it gave him to come to Point
Douglas where the first migsionaries to
this country landed, and where the first
mass was said, and declared pis inten-
tion of doing what he could to continue
the good work of Lis noble predecessor.
He thanked them from the buttom of bis
heart for their beautiful address, which
breathed throughout a truly Christian
Catholic spirit, and he concluded by re-
echoing their prayer for peace and har-
mony in the country.

HIS GRACE AT ST, LAURENT.

. JUNE 26,

Last Friday this parish had the hap-
piness of a short visit from His Grace
Archbishop Langevin accompanied by
Father Corbeil. They were escorted by
Count Th. de Leusse, from Reaburn to
the House of the Parish Priest the Very
Rev. Father Camper. This was the
first visit to this mission by His Grace
since his Consecration and was made in
honor of the Sacred Heart of Our Blessed
Lord, and to bless and open our beauti-
ful stone Church so very recently erect-
ed. At9o’clock the following morning
the parishioners assembled outside the
church door and many strangers from
the snrrounding country were also pre-
gent. Soon after, His Grace, dressed in
the usual robes, approached, coming
from the house of the Parish Priest who,
together with Fathers Gascon, (omeau
and Corbail, also Brother Mulvihill and
three other Christian Brothers accomp-
anied bim. The people knelt down and
were blesked by His Grace as he passed
to the West end door of the church
which was now closed. The procession
remaining outside, His Grace, at once,
began the usual ceremony of blessing
and opening a mnew church, walking
around the outside and sprinkiing the
walls with holy water until he returned
to the door which he now opened and
entered followed by the people. He then
blessed the interior of the church and
also the Vestry and tbe back of the
High Altar after which be knelt at the
Altar and concluded the ceremony. He
then took his seat on the throne, temp-
orarily erected tor the occasion, assisted
by Fathers Camper and Gascon while
Yather Corbeil went to the Vestry and
returned dressed in full vestments, to
celebrate High Mass, and took his stand
at the toot of the Altar. Then His Grace
moved to the center of the Altar and be-
gan the Mass until he said that beautiful
prayer “Dominus vobiscum,” when
Father Corbeil then wscented to to the
altar and continued the service while
His Grace returned and resumed his
seat. Afier Father Corbeil had read the
Gospel for the day, His Grace explained
to the Congregation, in a few words, first
in English then in French, the nature
and custom of the ceremony of blessing
a temple dedicated to the service of God
as practised by the Catholic Church dur-
ing all ages. He then drew their attent-
ion to the magnificent stone church they
now sat in and said * You may feel just-
ly proud of the share you have taken in
erecting it, in as much as it is, as far as1
know, the only stone church in Manitoba
except the Cathedral of St. Boniface.
However, much remains to be done yet
to comrplete this building, the whole in-
terior is still in its rough state and re-
quires much more labor and rioney to
pertect it. The people of fhis parish are
far from what might be called rich. You
could not afford to give the very large
gsum of money that has already been
gpent in putting up this large building in
so short a time. Who then Lave you to
thank for what bas been done to it?
First of all, and before all, Almighty God,
who only can inspire all mankind to do
what is good. Secondly, the man who,

matter where their lot in life is cast. To
them he went and these massive walls
bear witness that he was not disapointed.
But it cost him many a fatiguing day
walking, in al} weather, from house to
house and street to street around that
vast city for months. For whom did he
endure these months of hardships?
Well, first, for God, and then for you my
dear people, for yvou know it your church
was t00 small and many of you were
obliged to stand outside during the serv-
jves....--» many a hundred dollars of Pats
as well as of other people in Chicago,
Canada and even in far-off France bave
been freely given to build this new
church for you. Let us then join, my
dear people, in expressing our heartfelt
tbanks and gratitude to all who have so
nobly contributed towards the erection of
this great building, and let us never for-
get to Pray God to bless and reward
them in return for the great comfort you
may now enjoy in it.

« Now with regard to our schools, I
wish it to be distinctly understood by

His Grace then resumed his seat and
Father Corbeil finished the celebration
of the Mass, and Father Camper an-
nounced that by His Grace's directions,
there would be Beneliction of the
Blessed Sacrament at 7 in the evening,
to give thanks to God for the new
churchsesess

His Grace then returned to the Parish
Priest’s house and after partaking of re-
freshment he started with Father Cor-
beil, about one o’clock for Winnipeg via
Reaburn.

wrnites & Letter on the Position
of the Cathotics in Manitoba,

Most Unjust to Catholies—Rank
Tyranny, Ete,

Ottswa, June 25.—Hon. Mr. Ouimet in
a published interview states that a'l the
Roman Catholies want in Manitoba is
liberty to teach their own religious
views in schools.  Mr, Martin, M.P., re-
plies to this in a letter which appeared
in tbe Citizen, and says:

«There bas bLeen all along a very
gerious misunderstanding between the
Roman Catholic ehurch and the people
of Manitoba if the above is an accurate
statement of the position of the cburch.

1 suppose, bowever, that we must take
for granted that Col. Ouimet is in a
position to formulate the wishes of the
Roman Catholics in connection with
this question. If go, then 1 may say at
once that there is no need of remedial
legislation in order to bring about such
a state of affairs.

I believe the people of Manitoba
would be willing to give to the Roman
Catholics all that ig asked for. Every
body wishes that a golution of the ques-
tion map be found without any coercion
on the part of the Dominion Parliament,
and if the demands of the minority are
correctly expressed by the minister, I
am very much at gea in my acquaintance
with the views of the Manitoba people 1f
they will not bring about of their own
accord all that is asked.

When I introduced the school bill of
1360, I pointed out that in so for as it
provided for religious exercises in the
schools, it was in my opinion defective.

director and best advisor and who isgthe state to interfere in any respect in

matters of religion. I said then and I
still think that the clause of the 1890 Act
which provides for certain religious ex-
ercises is most unjust to the Roman

Catholics. If the state is to recognize|T

religion in its school legislation, such a
recognition as is acceptable to Protest-
ants only, and in fact only to a majority
of Protestants, is to my mind rank
tyranny.

The desire of thoge witl: whom I think
in this matter is to eliminate every
question of a religious nature from the
8chool laws and to make the schools
purely secular. This bas not been done
in Manitoba and that course is apparent-
1y not supported by a majority of the
people there. That being so, surely it
will be admitted that the nature of re-
ligious exercises or religious teaching (1
am unable to make any clear distinction
between the two) should be such asis
agreeable to the consciences of those
whose money is taken to support the
schools.

1 have sufficient faith in the liberality
of the Manitoba people to declare on
their behalf that if a final settlement of
this question can be reached upon the
lines snggested by Col. Ouimet they will
do their part, What Manitoba bas in-
sisted upon is that tt.e Roman Catholics
shall not have a system of geparate
schouls sach as bad existed prior to 1890,
which were exempt from the several
laws as to efficiency. If the Roman
Catholics are willing to accept the
schools as they exist at present and as
they may from time to time be modified
with the addition of such're]igious teaeh-
ing as they may desire, then there
should be, and I am sure would be, no
difficulty in reaching a settlement of the
whole question without any legislation
on the part of the Dominion parliament.

sure that sach attacks make one proud
of the faith that can provoke so much
Latred on tue part of blackguards; but
we hardly hoped to find his lectures so
strikingly beneficial as they are to the
Catholic canse. Mr. Leyden is an ugly
little man with a fox-like expression of
face and the action and manners of a
mountebank. We bave heard bim very
aptly characterized as a Dutch Yankee
Jew. He shows so much ignorance of
Catholic matters that we doubt if he ever
was a Catholic. For instance, on Sunday
he said that there were three steps in a
priest’s ordination : subdeaconship, dea-
conship and fonsure; whereas every
Catholic child knows that the tonsure
precedes, generally by several years, the
subieaconship. He also intimated that
he had studied Catholic theology in St
John's College, Fordham; but, as the
theological seminary was removed from
Fordham more than forty years ago,and
Mr. Leyden does not appear to be over
forty, that story is a fabrication. Fiction
seems, with vulgarity and slang, a spec

ialty of this tenth-rate spouter. He
boasted that the bold Orangemen of Rat
Portage had hurled through the wind-
ows of the town hall, ¢ like logs of wood,”
forty French Canadians who tried to sil-
ence Leyden.

ORGANIZED PERSECUTION.

Senator MecInnis has a grievance
againts the management of the British
Columbia Penitentiary staff, or, at least,
against one maember of it and the late
Inspector Moylan. We have followed
his vagaries on this subject in the
Senate and were convinced that person-
al spite, venoin and possibly religious
hatred were the moving active motives
underlying the whole complaint. It is
pitiable to see an honorable senator
making such a childish exhibition of
those debasing passions of spite, rancor
and hatred, because he happens to oc-
cupy a seat in an honorable assembly
where lie can use unpunished his priv-
ileges to abuse and persecute public of-
ficials who cannot defend themselves.
It soems the senator has a nephew who
was once on the staff of the B. C. Peni-~
tentiary and i8 not there now. It might
be interesting to know why ?

Senator Mclnnis has a grievance of
some kind and this hopeful nephew is
mixed up in it and the pugnacious sen-
ator is determired to drag the late In-
spector Muylan and the present deputy
Warden of the penitentiary into an in-
vestigation' by Royal Commission.
Senator Meclnnis may be a very import-
ant individual, in his own estimation ;
but we submit that his sessional indem-
nity and mileage aliowance are as much
as this country can afford to spend on
him. Royal Commissions are too €x-
pensive to the country to be called into
existence to gratify the spite and hatred
of a naturally quarrelsome and irritable
man whose views, at best, do not rise
above that of a narrow se opinionated
bigot.

A Government official may, in his
opinion, be a very inferior sample of
humanity ; but he is, at least, buman
and, being human, is excusable for hav-
ing angered a man like Senator McInnis.
In very fact we think that officials, who
could meet with the approval of Senator
McInnis, would Laye to be angels and,
therefore, entirely unsuited for an offic-
ial position in a penitentiary. Oneof
these officials has entered an action for
libel against a newspaper for charges
gimilar to these made by the Hon.

This whole affair is ncthing more por
less than an organized persecution ; but
it will not succeed. Only a short time
ago the Chief Justice of British Columb-
in had to administer a sharp reproof to
the Grand Jury for having embodied in

‘their presentation a malictous attack on

the Deputy Warden of the penitentisry
on a mere rumor. We hope that Senat-
or McInnis may find some more useful
and houorable and manly occupation
thau that which he is at present engaged
in. If he cannot, then he is notonly a
useless, but also an expensive luxury
on the tax payers of this country.

OUR CATHOLIC SCHOOLS.

Five years ago lagt May, by an act of
the Manitoba Legislature, the Catholic
minority of this province saw their dear-
ly cherished schools swept out of legal
existence, while the Protestant schools,
which had existed side by side with
them from 1871 until the passage ot this
act, were retained, if not in name, at
least in the enjoyment of all the rel-
igious privileges they had before. When
this cruel and unjust law was promul-
gated, the Roman Catholics met and
protested against this invasion of their
rights. They, then, quietly set to work
to maintain, in a8 efficient a way as
possible, their schools, For five long
years the unequal struggle has been
continued and we have never ceased to
fight for our rights at the same time
quietly and without ostentation, main-
taining our Catholic schools. Another

scholastic year has terminated, and the
Catholics of Manitoba, especially of
those places where their taxes were con-
fiscated for the maintenance of Protest-
ant schocls, have great reason to oon-

gratulate themselves on the results of
the school year’s work. In Winnipeg
alone, the children of Catholic parents
attending Catholic schools were fully
one-fourth of the Catliolic population
of the e¢ity, while the

taxes went, numbered scarcely one-
seventh the Protestant’ popul-
That, in itself, is 2 most satisfact-
ory showing and should silence many of
those slanderers who say that Catholics
are not alive to the henefits of a good
education, It shows that, while the
Cathbolics quietly submitted to the Prot-
estant schools absorbing their taxes,
they kept their own schools, by aprivate
and voluntary tax, in & bigh state of
efficiency and filled them to overflowing
witn Catholic children. After five years
of “rank tyranny ” the Catholics have
as efficient schools as the pampered
Protestanyt, and they have the proud sa‘-
tisfaction to say that there are not rive
Catholic children attending these pamp-
ered schools, while our own schools are
overflowing with bright and healthy
children. The work done by our schools
last year was fully up to that of any
year since 1890, while the attendance of
our schools is yearly increasing. We
congratulate our Catholic teachers, par-
ents and children on the grand work
done last year, and, in fact, every year
since the abolition of our schools. The

MR. JOSEPH MAKTIN'S LETTEK,

At the time that the Honorable Joseph
Martin first announced his school poiicy
at Mr. Dalton McCarthy’s meeting, in
Porlage 1a Prairie, in 1889, he appealed
to the Protestant clergy who were then
on the platform, and, through them, to
their brethren in Manitoba, to assist him
in abolishing the Catholic and Protest-
ant schools and establishing a purely
secular school system; for; added Mr.
Martin: “ anything short of absolute sec-
ularization of the schools would bea
gross injustice to the Catholics.” TLat
wus Mr. Martin's view then; that was
his view at the time he introduced his
celebrated school bill of 1890 ; but that
view was changed, not from conviction;
but by the pressure of the Protestant
religious bodies, and, therefore, Catholie
schools were abolished, and Protestant
8cbools retained, and the gross injustice
of which Mr. Martin spoke, has been
thereby imposed upon Roman Catholics
for the last five years. In fairness to Mr.
Martin, we must say that he protested
against this at the time and has done so
several times since, but the demon he
raised would not down and the injustice
has continued. Now, Mr, Martin has
recently written a letter, dealing again
with this subject, which our readers will
find on another page of this issue. In
this letter Mr. Martin says :

* When [ introduced the school bill of
1890, I pointed out thatin so far as it
provided for religious exercises in the

schools, it was in my opinion defective.
I am one of those who deny the right of

the state to interfere in any respect in
matters of religion. I said then and I
still think that the clause of the 1890 act
which provides for certain religious ex-
ercises is most unjust to the Roman
Catholics. Ifthe state is to recognize re-
ligion in its schbool legislation, such a
recognition as is acceptable to Protest-
ants Only, and in fact only to a majority
of Protestants i8 to my wmind rank
tyranny.”

Here is the best answer tothe Tribune’s
“ Was Manitobaright?” Was she right
in abolishing Catholic schools and retain-
ing Protestant schools, and making Cath-
olics support these schools ? Mr. Martin
says such an act was rank tyranny, and
Mr. Martin should know, The Green-
way government, the Protestanf clergy,
the hireling press of the province and all
the other puny lights huve been, for

five years, indulging in this rank tyran-

ny, while dishonestly saying that the
schools are not Protestant schools. But
Mr. Martin, who was forced by the rank
tyranny of the Bisbop of Rupert’s Land
and the Rev. Dr. King, ¢t al, to retain
the religious exercises then used in the
Protestant schools, knew differently, and
he has the courage and the honesty to
gay 80. Surely no one should know bet-
ter than the man who introduced this
school bill, and who had to change it to
meet the views of the majority of Pro-
testants, what it is, and how it operates.
He says that “the religious exercises”
provided for in this bill “are most unjust
to Roman Catholics,”—in fact it is “rank
tyranny.,” Unless the rank tyranny is
to be continued, unless religious exer-
cises most unjust to Roman Catholics
are to be continued, what reason can be
‘given, either by Mr. Greenway in refu-
sing a remedy, or Ly the Parliament of
Canada, on account of such refusal, de-
laying to grant remedial legislation.
Mr. Martin's letter has cleared the way
to a proper and fair settlement of this
vexed question. The Catholics of Mani-
toba never asked that their schools
should not work up to the same level as
the Protestant schools, We are just as
anxious as anyone to have good schools,
and we boldly say that our schools to-
day, notwithstanding the rank tyranny
against which they have been coutending
for five long years; notwithstanding that
we were supporting a dual set ot schools.
are in every way, except in furniture
and buildings, fully as efficient as
any of the Protestant

What the Catholics bave
contending for all along,is for schools
where they will be at liberty to teach
their children {heir own religious views
in their own schools. We never objected
to the government making us work up
to a fixed standard; we claim that,
despité all the difficulties placed in our
way, by the rank tyranny of the majority,
we have been working np to as bigh a
standard as the present schools, and
even higher in many things. If that be
all that stands between the Catholics
and justice, there never was the slight-
est reason for the rank tyranny irnposed

It is the
rankest kind of subterfuge for the Green-
way government to pretend so. Catho-
lics have children to educate and they
are as deeply interested as any othe\r
citizens in keeping up the status of their
schools. They have shown how sincere
they are in their demands for retigious
instruction in their schools, otherwise
they would never have made the sacri-
fices that they did for the maintenance
of such schools. No tyranny, however
rank it may be, could possibly turn them
aside from principles so deeply rooted
a8 that of religious instractior in their
schools. We fully realize that it re-
quired a good deal of pluck on Mr,
Martin’s part, as well as a great moral
courage, to speak out so plainly on this
subject, whien the minds of the people of
bis own constituency are aflame with
religious bigotry. We congratulate tke
hon. gentleman on his honesty and
courage, and, although he was the direct
cause of all our trouble, we will gladly
forgive him, if he honestly tries to re-
move the injustice and relieve Catholics
from the rank tvranny under which

they have been groaning forthe last five

years.

It would be interesting to our readers,
no doubt, if we were tn take up the num-
bers of this elaborate programme one by
one, and give each number its meed of
praise; but where each rendition was so
perfect; where the whole performance
received universal approval, and each
part an outburst of applause; where the
aundience was held captive fromthe very
outset to the close, to particularize and,
at the same time, do justice to each one,
would be a task of congiderable difficulty,
if not wholly impossible.

One part of the programme, however,
cannot be passed by without receiving
special notice—that is the role perform-
ed by the two distinguished graduates,
Miss Mary Ann Tisrney, and Mies Ethel

O’Donnell.  The Essays, “ True Glory,”
by Miss M. A. Tierney, and * The
World—a scene where everything

changes except God,” by Miss E. O’Don-
nell, were certainly special features of
the entertainment. KEach was full of
beautiful thoughts, logically expressed
and admirably enhanced by their per-
fect rendition. In their several roles
throughout the performance, the accom-
plished young ladies gave evidence of
elocutionary powers of no common stan-
dard. Butit wasin their “Valedictory,”
perhape that they were seen at their
best. In eloquent language they clothed
their ambitions for the life-work before
them, reverently alluding to the grati-
tude which they felt towards their spirit-
ual Adviser, their earnest and untiring
teachers, and the Academy which they
had Jearned to love. Their final Fare-
well to their beloved instructresses, to
their dear frienns, and their Alma
Mater, was beautifully impressive.

At the close of the programme, Rev.
Father Guillet. O.M.I., made a few
happy remarks, complimenting the
graduates, the pupils and the Sisters
of the Academy, on the excellence of
the programme and the admirable man-
ner in which it was rendered. He also
gave the pupils a few words of advice
as to how they should conduct them-
selves during vacation. Rev. Father
Fox, O.M.1., spoke next, saying that
he was highly pleased with the after-
noon’s entertainment. The music, in-
strumental and vocal, he declared a
triumph of musical proficiency—a cre-
dit alike to the young musicians and
to their efficient and devoted teachers.
Then Rev. Father Drummond was in-
vited to speak. While congratulating
the pupils on theiv accomplishments,
he warned them against forming an
exapperated estimate of their intellect-
ual aiblity. The apostles of the con-
temporary woman craze seemed to
forget that the average feminine mind
has not the mental grasp of the average
masculine mind, though exceptional
cases occur of women of genius. The
proper sphere of superiority for women
is in the patient exercise of will power.
In this Christian women are generally
superior to men.  Hence their greater
guccess in correcting the defects of their
pupils.  Men are inclined to be cross
and imaptient when they have to find
fault. Women, on the contrary.and
especially the devoted Sisters, can chide
with sweetness and therefore with bet-
ter results. A pithy French address by
Father Messier, P.P. of St. Boniface,
brought the proceedings to a happy
close; and as the audience filed out of
the music hall, the congratulations and
compliments of the visitors were exten-
ded on all sides to the Sisters and
pupils—to the Sisters, for the excellent
training which has fitted the young
ladies to conduct themselves in such a
tharming and graceful manner; and to
the young ladies themselves for the
treat which had been afforded by them.

The entertainment of Tuesday, June
the 25th, made a lasting impression on
the minds of a distinguished audience,
and inspired an ardent wish in the
hreasts of many that such treats might
come more than once a year.
