Sect. 4.—The W. S. shnll keep a fail* and impartial record
of the procecdinjrs of the Division ; write commnnications

;

notify all Stthordinate Divisions not more than ten miles
from its place of mcetinji, witiiin eij^ht weeks after, of tlie

ntime, occupation, and residence of every person suspended,
rejected, or expelled from this Division. He shall till up
Certificates ; notify*' meetings when ordered by the W. P.

;

attest to all monies ordered to be paid at a regular meeting,
and none other. He shall make out at the end of his term,
for the Division, a full report of the proceedings during his

term; and also the Quarterly Keturns to the Grand Division,

which shall embrace the immber of members initiated, admit-
ted by card, initiated bvMispensation, suspended, re-instated,

and who have withdrawn during the term—together with the
names and occupation of those suspended, expelled, and re-

jected, with the nates, and causes of expulsion, the number
who violate the pledge, and Ik)w many violate it the second
time, the number of deaths, and the whole number of actual

contributing members—the amount of receipts for initiation

fees and dues, with the per capita tax due the Grand Division

—the amount expended for benefits, with the amount on
hand—and with the W. P., certify the same He shall ])cr-

'

form such other duties as may be required of him by the Di-
vision or his charge ; and deliver up to his successor, witliin

one week, from the expiration of his term, all books, papers,

or other property in his possession, belonging to his office.

Sect 5.—^riie A. K. S. shall be an aid to the K. S., under
Wtiose direction he shall act. He shall render such assistance

to the II. S. in the performance of his duty, as he or the Di-
vision may require of him.

Sect. 6.—It shall be the duty of the F. S. to keep just

and true accounts between the Division and its members;
credit the accounts paid, and pay the same over to the T.
immediately, taking his receipt. He shall, just previous to

the dose of his term, notify every member who is three

months or mere in arrears, of the amount due by him to the

Division, adding ten cents to each notice. At the end of his

term he shall make out for the Division, a full report ; and
furnish the 11. S. with the amount of receip^ts for initiation

fees and dues during his term, with any other informatiou

-ft
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connected with his oflfice, necessary to enable the K. S. to

prepare correct returns for the Grand Division. He shall

perform such other dutici as the Division or his charge may
require of him. He shall deliver up to his successor, all mat-
ters appertaining to his office in his possession.

Sect. 7.—It shall be the duty of the T. to pay all orders

drawn on him by the W. P., attested by the R. S., and none
others : he shall receive all monies of the Division, keep a
full and correct account of all monies received and expended,
and give the Division a monthly statement of the funds.

At the end of every month he shall pay over to the Trustees,

any sums alx>ve 20 dollars then in his hands, and at the

close of his period of office, he shall pay over to them all

the money in his possessiwi, receiving a receipt from them
for every payment. He shall deliver up, when legally called

upon, all monies, liooks, papers, and other property of the

Division, to his successor in office, or to whom the t)ivision

may specially appoint, and he shall perform such other dutie^j

us may be required of him bv the Divisi<5n or his charge.

Sect. 8.—The Chaplain sfiall deliver the charges assigned
him at initiation of mcmliers and visitors, and perform such
other duties as the Division may require of him.'

Sect. 9.—It shall be the duty of the C. .o introduce for

initiation, persons who have been previously elected. Ko
shall also introduce visitors, and furnish them with, suitable

regalia. He shall, with the aid of the A. C, examine thos9
present at the opening of the Division. He shall see that
the officers' i-egalia «re in their proper places at the openinj^
T)f the Division, and take charge of the same at tlm close.—
He «hall have chai'ge of such property ofthe Division as may
not be otlierwise provided for, and render a full report to the
Division at the end of his term.

Sect. 10.—It shall be the duty of the A. C. to render such
sc /ices as the C. or the Division shall require of him.

Sect 11.—It shall be the di ty of the I.S. to attend the door

;

to admit none but members of the Order, and Candidates
for initiation.

Sect. 12.—The O. S. shall guard the door outside, and
keep otF intruders.

Sect. 13.—The officers shall attend ever}'^ regular meetingof
the Division, and when duly notified, every special meeting

;

they shall be present wliea the Division is opened.

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ARTICLE V,

—

Duties of Cmnmitetifi Watchers and
Trustees.

Sect. 1.—The Investigating Committoe, consisting of three
members, shall examine the black book ; carefully ascertain,

the age, health, profession, and general character ofthe can-
didates for membership ; and make a faithful report.

Sect. 2.—The Visiting Committee shall consist of three
members, together with the W. P., W. A., R. S, and T. ; at
least three of whom, when directed by the W. P., shall visit

every sick brother who does not reside more than three miles
from the Division Room, witliin twenty four hours after

notice is given of his illness. Where circumstances require

it, they shall apply to the W. P. to call upoiflShe member*
as they stand upon the roll to attend such brother during the
night, either by themselves or competent snbstitutes, and ad-
minister to his comfort ;—pror^dcd always, the disease, is

not contagious, in which case the Committee shall apply to
tlie W. P. to procure* competent nurses to be paid for from
the funds. They shall report his case to the jDivi»ion, and
continue to render him such benefits as the Bye-Laws require.

Sect. 3.—The Auditing Committee, consisting of three
members, shall examine the accounts tf the F. S. and T. for

the previous quarter, and report at next regukr meeting.

Sect. 4.—The Financial Committee, consisting of three
members, shall superintend the necessary purchases and ex-
penditures, examining the Bills against the Division, which
may from time to time be submitted, and report concerning
them at next regular meeting.

Sect. 5.—No person shall be appointed chairman of a
Committee who is absent at the time of appointment ; and if

any vacancy occur in the Committee, it shall be filled up by
the W. P. at the next meeting.

Sect. 6.—Every report shall be written, and shall be sign-

ed by a majority of the Committee. Minority reports shall

alsr> be receivable.

Sft't. 7.—The Trustees who shall be three in number, and
who shall be elected annually at the first meeting in Octo-
ber, shall invest or pay over, as the Division may decide at

any regular meeting, by a vote of two-thirds of the members
5resent, the money which they may hftve received from th^

'reasurer.
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Sect. 8.—For ncjrlect of duty, a Tmstee may lie removed
from office, by a motion which shall have hcen laid n the

tabic one week, and which sliall have been sanctioned by a
vi)te of two-thirds ofthe members present at a regular meeting.

ARTICLE Yl.—Duties ofMemhers.

Sect. 1.—Every brother at his initiation shall pledge him-
gelf to support the Constitution and Bye-Laws, by subscrib-

ing his name to them, and shall at tlie same time, state to

the F, S. his place of residence.

Sect. 2.—Any member who shall make public any business
which shouldBJpp known only to the Division, or who shall

divulge the name of a brotli«T who may have spoken or voted
against a candidate for membcrsliip, or who shall mention
to any person not a mem'jer of the Order, any application

for membership before it shall have been favourably received,

shall be subject co a fine not exceeding one dollar.

Sect. 3.—When a member wishes a Card of Withdrawal,
lie shall state his desire at a regular meetinff ; and when all

dues are paid, shall receive his Card from the F. S., after it

has been so voted by the Division.

Sect. 4.—Brethren applyingfor admission by Card, if elect-

ed shall pay half the regular initiation fee.

Sect, 5.—It shall be the duty of each and every member,
to reix)rt ihe sickness of any brother to the W. F., or some
other meml)cr of the Visiting Committee, aa soon as possible

aiter receiving knowledge thereof.

• ARTICLE VIL—^/ecf?cm5.

Sect 1.—In balloting for members the l>allot box shall be
placed before the W. Pi, and shall be examined by him and
the W. A.

Sect 2.—^Every successful candidate shall receive from
the R- S. as soon as possible, a written notice ofhis election,

and a request to come forward for initiation. If this be not
done by the candidate within six weeks, the election shall be
considered void unless he be sick or absent from the city.

ARTICLE Ylll.—Funerals.

In the event of the death of a brother, unless his relatives

object, the W. V. shall direct the R. S- to invite the brethren

,
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of this and other Divisions to meet at the room, and attend
the funeral in a body. •

ARTICLE IX.^Ajncndmentf.

No part of these Bye-Laws shall be materially altered or
repealed, unless the proposed alteration be stated in writinjr

at least two weeks before discussion ; nor shall it be adopted
unless two-thirds of the members present, vote in favour o^
the chaugtj. To meet a peculiar ease, however, any Bye-
Law may be suspended by a unanimous vote.

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RULES OF ORDER.

DUTIES AND PRIVILEGES OF W. P.

"Rule 1 .—It shall be tlie duty ofthe W. P.to presence order,

and to endeavour to conduct all business before the Division,

to a speedy and proper result.

llule 2.—He shall state every question properly presented

to the Division, and before putting it to vote, shall ask, '*Ig

the Division ready for the question V Should no member
offer to speak, he shall rise to put it ; and after he has risen

no member shall be permitted to speak upon it.

Rule 3.—The W. P. shall have a casting vote in case of
a tie, but in ordinary shall not vote. He shall announce all

votes and decisions. His decision upon points oforder shall

not be debateable, unless entertaining doubts on the subject

he invite discussion.

Rule 4.—He may speak to points of order in preference to

otlicr members of the Division, rising from his seat for that

purpose, and shall decide questions of order, subject to an
appeal to the Division by any two members, which appeal
shall always be in writing. On such an appeal no brother
shall speak more than once.

Rule 5.—When an appeal is made from the decision of the
W. P., he sliall put the question thus—" Shall the decision
of the Chair be sustained V '

Rule 6.—It shall be the duty of the presiding officer and
the privilege of any meml)er of the Division, to call a member
to order who violates an established Rule of Order.

MOTIONS. ' '

Rule 7.—A motion must be secDndcd, and afterwards re-

peated from the chair or read aloud, before it is debated. A
motion shall be reduced to writing if any brother require

it ....

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Rule 8.—All resolutions shall be submitted in writing.

"Rule 9.—Anv brotlier having made a motion mav with-

draw it with leave of his second, before it is debated, but not
aftenvards without leave of the Division.

Rule 10.—A motion to amend an amendment shall be in

order, but to amend an amendment to an.amendment shall

not be entertained.

Rule 11.—An amendment destroying, or altering the in-

tention of a motion, shall be in order; but an amendment
relating to a different subject shall not be in order

Rule 12.—On an amendment to " strike out and insert,'*

the paragraph to be amended shall first be read as it stands,

then the words proposed to be struck out and those to be
inserted, and iinally the paragraph as it would stand if so

amended.
Rule 13.—On a call for a division of the question, the ma-

jority shall decide. The call can only be granted when the

division called for will leave distinct and entire propositions.

DEBATE.
Rule 14.—When a member speaks or offers a motion, he

shall rise in his place, and, respeetfu^.j addressing the W. P.,

confine himself to the question under consideration, and
avoid personality or unbecoming language. '

Rule 15.—When a member is called to order, he shall take

his seat until the point is determined.

Rule 16.—When two or more members rise to speak at the

same time, the presiding officer shall decide who is entitled to

the floor.

Rule 17.—No brother shall speak more than twice nor
longer than ten minutes each time, on any question without
leave of the Division, which leave shj,ll be granted or refused

without debate.

Rule 18.—WMle a brother is speaking, nooneshall inter-

rupt him, except for the purpose of calling him to order, or
asking of the presiding officer leave to explain or to call the

previous question. A brother allowed *' to explain" shall

only have the right to explain an actual misunderstanding
of language, and shall be strictly prohibited from going into

debate on the merits of the case.

Rule 19.—For any brother in speaking to impeach the mo-
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lives of a fello.v member, or treat him with personal disre-

spect, or pass between him and the chair while lie is speaking,

shall 1)6 deemed a violation of ordci:, which may incur the cen-

sure of the presidinjj!: officer, or of t!ic Division.

llnle 20.—Ifany brother shall deem himself personally a^^-

grieved by a decision t'roni the chair, he may appeal from
saifl decision.

Rule 21.—Any conversation, by whisperina: or otherwise,

wliich is calculated to disturb a brother while speaking, or

liinder the transaction of business, shall be deemed a viola-

tian of order, and if persisted in, shall incur censure.

PRIVILEGED QUESTIONS.
Rule 22.—When a question is before the Division, the on-

ly motions in order shall be, 1st. to adjourn; 2nd. the pre-

vious question ; 3rd. to lay on the table ; 4th. to postpone
indefinitely ; 5th, to postpone to a definite period ; 6th. to

refer; 7th. to divide, if the sense will admit of it; or 8th, to

amend. To take precedence as herein aiTanged, and the

first three to be decidetl without debate.

Rule 23.—When the previous question is moved and se-

ronded, it shall be put in this form :
" Shall the main ques-

tion be now put V If this is carried, all further motions,
amendments, and debates should be excluded, and the ques-

tion put without delay. If the question has been amended
the question shall be taken on the amendment first. If more
than one amendment has been made, the last made amend-
ment in order shall take precedence in the vote. It shall not
be in order to reconsider the agreement to take the " previous
question.''

Rule 24 —"When amotion is postponed indefinitely,it shall

not come up again during the session. ^,. ,
.

ADJOURNMENT. " ' ''

Rule 25.-—A motion to adjourn shall always be in order
except«lst, when a member is in possession of the floor ; 2nd,
while the yeas and nays are bein^ called ; 3rd, when the

members are voting ; 4th, when adjouniment*was the last

preceding motion ; or 5th, wlien it has been decided that the

previous question shall be taken.

Rule 26.—A motion to adjourn simply, cannot be amend-

FILLING BLA-NKS.

Kule 34.
—
"When any blank is to be filled, by the names of

persons, a vote shall be taken on tlic names in the order of

their nomination ; but when a blank is to be filled by any
sum of money or time proposed, the question shall be first

put on the largest sum and the most remote time.

RE-CONSIDERATION AND REPEAL .

Rule 35.—Aquestion may be re-considered any time durinj^

the session, or at the first regular session held thereafter, but

a motion for rc-considcration being once made and decided

in the negative, shall not be renewed before the next regular

session.

Rule 36.—A motion to re-consider must be made and se-

conded by members who voted in the majority, except in the

case of the rejection of a candidate by the Black Balls, when
it shall be competent for any member to move a re-considera-

tion. No question shall be re-considered more than once,

nor shall a vote to re-consider be re-considered. To re-con-

sider any resolution, &c., the decision of which has officially

passed out of tlie Division shall not be in order.

Rule 37.—A motion to repeal or rescind a resolution, shall

be otFered in writing, and announced at a regular session

one week before action shall be taken on the same, and shall

only be in order when the motion to reconsider is no longer
available.

COMMITTEES AND THEIR REPORTS.
Rule 38.—The brother first named on the appointment of

a committee shall be chairman of the same, and shall call

the committee together at such time and place as he may se-

lect ; but when thus convened, any committee may elect its

own chairman and scribe.

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BVE.LAWS FOR LADY V.S.TORS.
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St BTE-LAWS FOR LADY VISITORS.

Sect. 7.—The Lady Visitors shall dispose for Temperance
purposes, of all funds (raised hy themselves) in such manner
as shall be decided upon by a majority #f Visitors present nt

any meetinp: of Avhich notice has been given by the W. P.
in open Division at least one week previously. They shall

choose at each meeting one of their number present to pre-

side.

Sect. 8.—Any Visitor charged with a i lation of the pledge,

or other improper conduct shall be made officially acquainted

with such charge, when if she requests it, a Committee con-

sisting of three members and two visitors shall be appointed
to try the matter in the usual manner—otherwise her name
shall be erased upon the order of a two third vote of the Di-
vision.
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
