14 Life members shall consist of such Ordinary members as shall have paid
four years’'membership fees and an additional fee of three dollars, }

5. Honorary members shall consist of the past Presidents of the. Society,
and such other persons as the Society mlay elect on accotint of merit, ‘Such
election being by a vote of at least five-sixths of the members present at any
regfilar meeting of the Society.

4. Candidates for Corresponding or Honorary membership shall be tom-
inated at the meeting ‘previous to their election,
