Canada’s Trade Balance Be­
coming More Satisfactory, 
Returns for November Indi­
cate—Natural and Manu­
factured Products Exporta 
for Month Nearly Fifty- 
Eight Millions.

OTTAWA. Dec. 19.—The steady, 

substantial increase in Canadian trade 
for the month of November last is 
shown in the statement issued today 
by Hon. J. D. Reid, minister of cus­
toms. For November last the total 
Canadian trade was $111,459,000, com- '■ 
pared with $106,072.000 for November, 
1912. For the eight months of the pre­
sent fiscal year, ending Nov. 30 last, 
the total Canadian trade was $777-- 
624,000, as against $713,614,000 for the 
corresponding eight months of the 
fiscal year 1912.

The export figures for November 
are decidedly Interesting. Domestic 
agricultural products exported in No­
vember last totaled $3-3 417.000, as 
against $24,176,000 for the correspond­
ing month of 1912. Exports of domes­
tic animals and their produce for No­
vember last were $7,796,000; for the 
corresponding month of 1912 these ex­
ports were $4,939,000. The exports or 
manufactures for November also show 
a substantial and healthy increase. 
They were: Domestic manufactures. 
$4,841,000, as against $3-830,000 for No­
vember, 1912. There is also a sub­
stantial increase in the exports of the 
products at the mines, fisheries and 
forest.

OUSEKEEPERS are ■ voicing their surprise to learn that eggs that 
have been etored since last April, or for eight months, should be 
considered fit ior food and their sale, at reasonable prices, endorsed
by food experts. Y • ■ ‘ ,

Properly packed In layers of salt and kept in a low tempera­
ture, April eggs will be sweet and fresh as tho new laid four months later, 
and will not deteriorate greatly in six months. *

It is the exorbitant prices received for these eggs that rankle, t arri­
éré sell their- best April, May and June eggs to representatives of storage 
houses ait ridiculously low prices. Fourteen cents a dozen seems to be the 
average price paid in the Middle States. But any farmer’s wife will tell you 
that this to seldom paid in coin. These great storage houses fit up cheap 
John wagons and load them with poorest quality of tinware and notions and 
send them Into the country to barter for butter and eggs. If a sale Is made 
it is in trade. Allowing a profit to the peddler for tots merchandise, not ten 
cents in actual value is received for the farmer’s eggs per dozen.

It costs very little to store these eggs in the great warehouses until 
cold weather, so that an average retail price of twenty-five cents a dozen for 
prime cold storage eggs would give egg gamblers a splendid profit House­
keepers, learning this, and knowing that for years they have paid forty to 
fifty cents a dozen for these packed eggs, often buying them for freshly laid 
ones, will quickly stop this unjust procedure. Ie we had a law that storage 
products should be dated when received and dated when released from stor­
age, this deception could not be practiced.

It is hard to tell fresh eggs in the store or on market, but a new laid 
one held to the light will show little or no air space at the small or pointed 
end These good eg#B are known to the trade as strictly fresh. After they 
are twelve days old they are called “fresh” and examination will show about 
one-fourth of the egg is sir space.

Juet “eggs” may have served life sentences in storage warehouses 
without any commutation for good behavior, and these are light to the 
touch, for they are badly shrunken, and watery when broken. As the shell 
of an egg is porous, eggs absorb odors and impurities, and their moisture 
and good qualities evaporate, so that stored eggs are pot good and whole­
some eating, unless carefully handled and used as soon as released from 
storage

The cure of the sneezing weaknezz Is 
effected by steeping at night in well- 
aired rooms with the windows wide 
open. In the Arctics, sneezing is al­
most unknown. Jansen, Stephenson, 
Scott, Amundsen and Peary all testify 
to Hie absence of colds" and sneez­
ing there. The membranes of the 
nose and throat become used to tne 
zero weather: they are as elastic as 
a rubber band and respond promptly 
le either cold or warmth.

Sneezing is due to turgidity and 
sver-sensitiveness inside the olfac­
tory organ. It has been codd-led into 
laziness. Hence the germs, dust, or 
tumor that falls to annoy the 
accustomed to cold air incites many 
a sneeze In others.

Full, deep breathing, vigorous gym­
nastics with your muscles, washing 
your hands, face, head, neck and arms 
always in the coldest water will 
you of the sneezing trouble.

R for making hay while the sun 
shines. The argument that It is 
only the trustee of public funds 
Is perfectly sound, but in these 
days such moral obligations are— 
’tis true, 'tis pity—lightly regard­
ed. The only way to accomplis IF 
anything .Is to exert, by the au­
thorities already established, the 
people's control over the funds In 
such manner as to remove tempta­
tion to "high finance."

Here in succient shape is the argu­
ment put up by those who want no 
interference with the plunder of the 
people by the Canadian Pacific Rail­
way Company. That company Is de­
nounced as an unjust steward and an. 
unfaithful trustee. It is charged with 
violating its contract with the parlia­
ment of Canada, it is admittedly mak­
ing away with the property conse­
crated to the procurement of better 
and cheaper railway service (or the 
people of Canada; but we are told 
that «parliament must not intervene to 
prevent the spoliation of the trust es­
tate and that no laws must be enacted 
against stock watering, stock melons 
and other abuses. The government 
is to q^and idly by and acquiesce in the 
doctrine that land worth a quarter of 
a billion of dollars, held in trust by 
the Canadian Pacific Railway Com­
pany for the benefit of the enterprise, 
may be given away" by deed of gift 
and partitioned among the greedy 
stockholders as their individual pro­
perty. Parliament Is to sit idly by, 
quiescent, while the hotels, the tele­
graphs, the steamships, the express 
business, the branch lines, the vast re­
serves in cash, British consols. Domin­
ion securities and stocks and bonds of 
other railways are “segregated.” No- 
,body is to lift a voice or stir a 
finger except the board of railway com­
missioners, which is to reduce rates, 
and thereby reduce the surplus of the 
company. Of course the C. P. has 
never admitted that the board of rail­
way commissioners has any power to 
regulate the rates to be charged by 
that company. In the second place, 
the board as a matter of fact has never 
made any material reduction. In the 
third place, the power of the railway 
commission does not extend in any 
event beyond declaring what rates are 
reasonable, i- e.. the reasonable value 
of the service rendered. The com­
mission has no authority to deal with 
stock and bond issues, with enforcing 
the trust lien attached by law to all 
the assets of the Canadian Pacific and 
held by people of Canada. The medi­
cal health officer of the City of Re­
gina might as well be asked to prevent 
the C. P. cutting any mor* melons.

Now and then we meet a man with 
a bad tooth, which ought to be taken 
out by the dentist. No other relief is 
possible, yet the afflicted person may 
endure days and nights of agony in­
stead of applying the simple, imme­
diate and effective remedy. He will 
try to deceive himself by resorting to 
alleged palliatives, chewing tobacco, 
drinking whiskey or putting cotton in 
the cavity. He deserves no sympathy 
because he knows how to get rid of 
the trouble, but lacks the sense or the 
nerve to avail himself of the remedy.

Everyone who is honest with him­
self must admit that parliament alone 
can deal with the situation presented 
by Sir Thomas Shaughnessy's financial 
administration of the C.P. That situa­
tion is dealt with by The Winnipeg 
Free Press, a portion of whose article 
we reprjnt In this issue, and commend 
to The’ Regina Province, of whose de­
liverance it is hard to speak with pa­
tience and courtesy. Surely no edu­
cated person in Canada really believes 
that the railway commission has any­
thing in the world to do with the 
capitalization of the C. P., with its 
melons and rakeoffs. The Province 
must know that only parliament can 
act, and if it opposes parliamentary 
action and seeks to persuade its read­
ers that no such action is necessary, 
what inference is to be drawn ? We 
can only conclude that for some reason 
to u^ incomprehensible it approves of 
the shameful devices by which trust 
property, in equity belonging to the 
people of Canada, is cut off from the 
enterprise and diverted by illicit rakc- 
soffs and commissions into the pockets 
of greedy stockholders at home and 
abroad, mainly abroad.

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CHARGE OF ABDUCTION 

FAILS AGAINST DOCTOR

Ottawa Physician is Acquitted Be­
fore Magistrate’s Court in 

New York.

NEW YORK, Dec. 19,—(Can. Press.) 
Dr. Geoffrey Weetrop MacDougal of 
Ottawa, who has an office here at 41 
Washington square south, was this 
morning discharged by the magistrate 
In the Harlem court on a charge of 
abduction made against the physician 
by Elmer E. Earnshaw, secretary- 
treasurer of the Caswell-Massey Drug 
Company.

Dr. MacDougal was charged' with 
abducting Mr. Eamshaw's 18-year-old 
daughter, Marlon T. Earnshaw, who 
was arrested on a charge of being 
incorribible. The girl today was 
placed on parole for a period of six 
months. A report made to the court 
by Mrs. Mary McCauley, probation 
officer, after her Investigation of the 
girl, caused the case against the phy­
sician to be dismissed.

Following the submission of Judge 
Winchester's report on the school In­
vestigation, a question has arisen a* 
to the pertinence of one of his recom­
mendations. The one In question ad- it 
vises "that application be made to 
the legislature to disqualify trustees

ment, engagement or promise shall 
be null and void, and a trustee vlo- • 
In ting the provisions of tills section «

Baron Von Forstner, of the 99th In­
fantry, who was found 
charge of cutting down with his sabre 
a lame shoemaker at Zabem, Alsace, 
or. Deo. 2. The charge against him 
was wilful assault and causing great
bodily harm by the illegal use of his 
weapon.

The sentence of Imprisonment in a 
penitentiary Involves the loss of his 
commission as an officer by 
Baron Von Forstner.

Lieut Von Forstner was the officer 
who brought about the recent trouble; 
between the military and civilian 
population of Zabem by making In 
suiting remarks In regard to the 
Alas Han citizens when he addressed 
th© recruits of his company.

Under Semi-Compulsion.
In, his testimony Lieut. Baron von 

Forstner said that he had acted in the 
way he did under a sort of semi-com­
pulsion, He had been threatened with 
impeachment before a court of honor 
If he showed the slightest reluctance 
against using Ms weapon. He testified 
that the officers had received repeated 
orders from the German army head­
quarters and from the regimental com­
mander to adopt an aggressive attitude, 
to stand no nonsense from civilians 
and to permit no insults or abuse.

Lieut, von Forstner said he acted 
under the prevailing German assump­
tion that an officer was Irretrievably 
dishonored it he permitted himself to 
receive a blow. He said that the lame 
shoemaker might have got loose from 
the men and might have struck him 
before th© soldiers could overpower 
him again, and then Lieut, von Forst­
ner would have been disgraced.

Backed by Colonel.
Col. von Reuter, the commander of 

the 99th Regiment, said he had In­
structed his officers to act as aggres­
sively as possible. A Prussian, officer, 
he continued, must not permit disre­
spect to be shown to him. He had 
threatened, he said, to bring them be­
fore a court of honor If they did not 
follow his instructions, and he had ad­
vised Lieut von Forstner, whom In an­
other report the colonel had charac­
terized as Inexperienced and hasty, to 
use both the sabre and his revolver If 
necessary.

The colonel also admitted that he 
had ordered the non-commissioned of­
ficers and privates of his regiment if 
attacked to use their weapons ener­
getically and to bring down their as­
sailants.

The evidence given indicated that it 
was highly doubtful whether the shoe­
maker was at all culpable. Only one 
cadet asserted he had heard the lame 
man say: “Walt, young man, you’ll be 
done up yet.” The court evidently dis­
believed him.

deville stage. He is entirely satisfied 
with the remuneration he is receiving for 
his talent. In common with h's many 
friends, 1 deplore the continued reference 
to the National League's failure to pro. 
vide a pension for the captain's support.

“ ‘Mr. Ansc.n is far from being an ob­
ject of charity, and would refuse any 
pension that any league would vote h'm 
The National League Is not unmindful of 
Us heroes and faithful, and if there 
should come a time when Captain Anson 
should need the organization’s support. It 
will quickly and gladiy come to his 
sistanefe.
