 COUNTERFEITERS’ DEN IN QUEBEC

- WAS POUNCED UPON BY POLICE
DANGEROUS CLIQUE ROUNDED UP

Farm House Near Village of L avaltrie Contained Elaborate

Plant and Was Fitted Up

Like Arsenal—Engraver on

Montreal Newspaper One of Six Men Arrested.

"MONTREAL, Dec. 19.—(Can. Press.)

—Early today the largest gang of
counterfeiters ever arrested in this
part of the country was taken . into
custody in a farm house five miles
from the village of Lavaltrie. They
were rounded up by Dominion and
provincial police, led. by Inspector
Parkinson and Chief McCaskell.

Five men were taken into custody
in the farmhouse where the plant was
located, while the sixth member of
the gang was arrested here by De-
tective Lapoint, who was gent in from
Joliette by Chief McCaskell to make
the arrest.

The men who were caught at the
farmhouse and taken to the jail at
Joliette were . Bartholomew Caron,
Frederick Eaton, Edouard Pariseau,
Philip Bouéquet and Eugene Gagne.
The man arrested here was Alfred
Grenier, an engraver in the employ
of the Herald Publishing Company.

An Elaborate Plant.

Besides the arrest of the six men
the police claim to have se'zed a most
elaborate plant including a printing
press, plates, specially prépared
paper and everything ‘necessary for
the counterfeiting of United States
ten-dollar certificates.

Chief McCaskell stated tonight that
the farmhouse where the gang oper-
ated was fitted up like an arsenal.

Shotguns and revolvers with plenty
of ammunition were found, and the
gang evidently intended to put up a
battle had they not been taken by

surprige. It was before dawn when
the police reached the house They
smashed down the doors and rushed
into the house with drawn revolvers
and were upon the counterfeiters al-
most. before one of them could make
a move to get out of bed.

An Effective Round-up.

The ra'‘ders left Montreal Thursday
night and got off at L’Epiphanie,
where they secured warrants for the
arrest of the quintette. Then they
left for Lavaltrie, where they remain-
ed until ¢ o'clock in the morning.
Confronted by revolvers in the hands
of 'the police the counterfeiters be-
came convinced that it would be use-
less to show fight. Every weapon in
the house was seized and the five men
were forced to dress.

The prnting press, plates, paper
and all the counterfeiting cutfit found
in the house, as well as the guns and
revolvers belonging to the gang, were
loaded into a farmer's wagon and
taken to Lavaltrie to be shipped to
Joliette, where they will be used as
evidence against the gang when they
are arraigned in court tomorrow.

1t is not believed that any of the
counterfelt certificates had been placed
in circulation, as the output of the
plant. amounting to about 600 -bills,
was found in the shack. It is also
said that the gang’s reasons for
counterfeiting United States money
was that there would be less likeli-
hood of early detection.

Inspector Parkinson of the Canadian
secret service belleves a flood of thou-
sands of borus $10 and $100 U. 8. bills
has been issued.

Cemn'aints about the bogus bills were
received by the Canadian Treasury De-
partment at Ottawa from Toronto, Otta-
wa, Hamilton and most of the other big
cities in Canada, Montreal appearing to
be the distributing centre of a gang
working with the counterfeiters at Joli-
ette,

For November last the total
Canadian trade was $111,459,000, com- *
pared with $106,072,000 for November,
1912. For the eight months of the pre-
sent fiscal year, ending Nov. 30 last,
the total Canadian trade was $777.-
624,000, as against $713,614,000 for the
corresponding eight months of the
fiscal year 1912.

The export figures for November
are decidedly interesting. Domestic
agricultural products exported in Ne-
vember last totaled ° $33,417,000, as
against $24,175,000 for the cerrespond-
ing month of 1912, Exports of domes~
tic animals and their produce for No-
vember last, were $7,796,000; for the
corresponding month of 1912 these ex-
ports were $4,939,000.

: Cunning little parasols for decora-
tive purposes may be made by the
children. They require colored tissue
paper, thread, ribbon and wooden tooth-

picks. Cut the tissue paper about the
size of a saucer, fold it over several
times and fringe the edge. Fasten two
toothpicks together, end to end, lap-
ping the ends and tying firmly with
thread. This stick is the handle, Push
one end thru the centre of the tissue
paper and wind thread around the paper
and handle to keep the top of the para-
sol secure. Tie a small bow of baby
ribben -over the. thread and smooth the
paper down close to the handle.

Here is onée method of keeping little
folks busily and happily occupied be-
tween the exciting days when school
closes and next Thursday morning.

Pictures from magazine covers make
a good puzzle if they are first mounted
on pasteboard and then cut into irregu-
lar pieces. Putting the pieces together
to form the complete picture is an occu-
pation children delight in. These gifts
are quite inexpensive-and can be pre-
pared with little labor, yet they provide
quite as much pleasure as an expensive
plaything.

‘A baby's carriage robe is made from
a yard square of double-faced white
eiderdown. At one end the cloth is cut
18 inches from the bottom and 10 inches
in ‘from the two sides. The flaps thus
made are fastened tegether in the cenire
to form a bag for -the child’s feet. Ex-
actly 'in the centre of the square, from
right to left and 16 inches from the top,
an opening for the head is cut in the
shape of a half-moon. It is six inches
on the straight side. This flap is turn-
ed down as a sort of bib, and is bound
with two-inch satin ribbon feather-
stitched in place. Ribbons at both
sides tie it closely about the baby’s
neck. © Bind the sides and bottom in
the same way. THis robe tits closely
around the neck and protects the child’s
back and shoulders. If a heavier robe
is required, a double square of cotton
eiderdown or flanneletie or other ma-
terial may be used as interlining.

A emall palm makes a useful Christ-
mas present. A palm is always an
acceptable gift, and .safe in that it
can offend not the most difficult mind..
A palm, be it whatever specles it may,
can be utilized in such a variety of
ways, that its arrival in the house is
little short of a godsend.

Besides which, palms are in most
cases easy to manage. Strange as
it may meem to some of our readers,

most of these palms are raised from
seed, which are put in pots and
plunged in bottom heat.

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SUPPORTING MAYOR HOCKEN.

Mayor Hocken is assured of the
support of all the progressive and
reagsonable men in the city. Even those
who doubt the practicability of taking
over the street railway recognize that
the mayor has approached the ques-
tion in a calm and businesslike spirit,

and thatde has not been carried away,

by the desire for haste. but has in-
sisted at every step on knowing ex-
acétly where he was at, and what he
wag getting. Mr. Moyes the other day
paid him"a notable tribute, declaring
that the mayor had given Mr. Arnold
and him a perfectly free hand, and
had asked when their report was hand-
ed in to make any other suggestions
that occurred to them in the interests
of the city. They did so, and the
resultant letter forms the basis of the
agreement being drawn up by the city’s
legal department. Yet The Telegram
tries to suggest that Mayor Hocken
is ‘in the hands of the railway com-
pany, and would have the city council
prevent the people ever seeing the
agreement that is not vet ready.

Out of The Telegram’s own mouth
Mayor Hocken can therefore be shown
to be .a straightforward and sensible
man., The men who are willing to
represant The Telegram in its menda-
cious ‘and erratic courses, are not in
the class that business men recognize

as.fit to conduct the affairs of the City i

of Toronto.

Moreover, if* Mayor Hocken is a
business man, and has the sense to
conduct the affairs of the city, he
ehouid treated as the head of any
business should be treated, and given
such support as will’ enable’ him. to
carry on a definite and progressive
policy. It would be absurd and waste-
ful and fatal in a big commercial busi-
ness to eleet a " directorate which
would split up and quarrel all year
long on.the kind of busingss that
should be done. A city council, like a
business directorate, should do busi-
ness. ' This is quite impossible, as the
past history of the city shows. With-
out some degree of unanimity, men like
the two Tommies, who simply oppose
everything that the mayor proposes,
are merely brakes, and have their
purpose as brakes, but they have no
cbnstructive ability, and a large num-
ber of such men on the council ab-
solutely blocks the transaction of busi-
ness. We regard a working majority
on the board of control as essential to
the progress of the city, and we believe
that reasonable support for a reason-
able. man like Mayor Hocken can
reasonably be asked of the citizens.

Toronto has been fortunate in eli-
minating the partisan spirit from the
municipal elections, and in this year's
nominations for the board of control
the two parliamentary parties and the
labor party are well represented in
Controller MecCarthy, Mr, Joseph E.
Thompson and Mr. James Simpson.
These men would give a general sup-
port to the mayor, and enable busi-
ness ta be done., Their election com-
mits the city"to nothing, in connection
the policy, but careful
consideration and the reference of the
whole*matter toma vote,of the citizens.

shines. The argument-that it is

only the trustee;of public funds
is perfectly sound, but - in these
days such meral obligations are—

‘'tis true, ‘tis pity—lightly regard-

ed.. The only way to accomplisi¥
anVthing is to exert..by the au-
thoritieg already established, the
people’s control over the funds in
such manner as to remove tempta-
tion to "high finance.”

Here in succient shape is the argu-
ment put up by those who want no
interference with the plunder of the
people by the Canadian Pacific Rail-'
way Company. That company is de-
nounced as an unjust steward and an
unfaithful trustee. It is charged with
violating its contract with the parlia-
ment of Canada, it is admittedly mak-
ing away with the property conse-
crated to the procurement of better
and cheaper railway service for the
people of Canada; but we 'are told
that parliament must not intervene to
prevent the spoliation of the trust es-
tate and that no laws must be enacted
against atoc\k watering, stock melons
and other abuses. The government
is to ggand idly by and acquiesce in the
doctrine that land worth a quarter of
a billion of dollars, held in trust by
the Canadian Pacific Railway Com-
pany for the benefit of the enterprise,
may be given away by deed of gift
and partitioned among the greedy
stockholders as their individual pro-
perty. Parllament is to sit idly by,
quiescent, while the hotels, the tele-
graphs, the steamships, the express
business, the branch lines, the vast re-
serves in cash, British consols, Domin-
ion securities and stocks and bonds of
other railways are “segregated.” No-
Jbody is to lift a voice or stir a
finger except the board of railway com-
missioners, which is to reduce rates,
and thereby reduce the surplus of the
company. Of course the C. P. has
never admitted that the board of rail-
way commissioners has any power to
regulate the rates to be charged by
that company. In the second place,
the board as a matter of fact has never
made any material reduction. In the
third place, the power of the railway
commission does not extend in any
event beyond declaring what rates are
reasonable, i.e., the reasonable value
of the service rendered. The com-
mission has no authority to deal with
stock and bond issues, with enforcing
the trust lien attached by law to all
the assets of the Canadian Pacific and
held by people of Canada. The medi-
cal health officer of the City of Re-
gina might as well be asked to prevent
the C. P. cutting any more melons.

Now and then we meet a man with
a bad tooth, which ought to be taken
out by the dentist. No other relief is
possible, yet the afflicted person may
endure days and nights of agony in-
stead of applying the simple, imme-
diate and effective remedy. He will
try to deceive himself by resorting to
alleged palliatives, chewing tobacco,
drinking whiskey or putting cotton in
the cavfty. He deserves no sympathy
because he knows how to get rid of
the trouble, but lacks the sense or the
nerve to avail himself of the remedy.

Everyone who is honest with him-
self must admit that parliament alone
can deal with the situation presented
by Sir Thomas Shaughnessy’s financial
administration of the C.P, That gitua-
tion is dealt with by The Winnipeg
Free Press, a portion of whose article
we reprjnt in this issue, ‘and commend
to The' Regina Province, of whose de-
liverance it is. hard to speak with pa-
tience and courtesy. Surely no edu-
cated person in Canada really believes
that the railway commission has any-
thing in the world to .do
capitalization of the C. P, its
melons and rakeoffs. The Province
must know that only parliament can
act, and if it opposes parliamentary
action and seeks to persuade its read-
ers that no such action is necessary,
what inference is to be drawn? We
can only conclude that for some reason
to us incomprehensible it approves of
the shameful devices by which trust
property, in equity belonging to the
people of Canada, is cut off from the
enterprise and diverted by illicit rake-
offs and commissions into the pockets
of greedy stockholders at home and
abroad, mainly’ abroad.

| GERMAN OFFICER'S

PLEA WAS FUTILE

Author of Zabern Disturbance
Sentenced to Short Prison
Term.

e,

LOSES HIS COMMISSION

Lieutenant Said He Acte;l
" Under Instruction to Re-
sent Indignity.

STRAUSSBURG, Germany, Dec. 19,
—(Can. Press.)—A sentence of 43
days’ imprisonment was pronounced
by a court martial today on Lieut.
Baron Von Forstner, of the 99th In-
fantry, who was found guilty of a
charge of cutting down with his sabre
a lame shoemaker of Zabern, Alsace,
onn Dec. 2. The charge against him
was wilful. assault and causing great
bodily harm by the illegal use of his
weapon.

The sentence of imprisonment in a
penitentiary involves the loss of his
commission as an officer by Lieut.
Baren Von Forstner.

Lieut. Von Forstner was the officer
who brought about the recent trouble:
between the military and civilian
population of Zabern by making in
sulting remarks in regard to the
Alastian citlzens when he addresseqd
the recruits of his company.

Under Semi-Compulsion.

In his testimony Lieut. Baron von
Forstner said that he had acted in the
way he did under a sort of semi-.com-
pulsion. He had been threatened with
impeachment before a court of honor
if he showed the slightest reluctance
against using his weapon. He testified
that the officers had received repeated
orders from the German army head-
quarters and from the regimental com-
mander to adopt an aggressive attitude,
to stand no nonsense from clvilians
and to permit no insults or abuse,

Lleut. von Forstner said he acted
under the prevailing German assump-
tion that an officer was irretrievably
dishonored 1if he permitted himself to
receive a blow. He said that the lame
shoemaker might have got loose from
the men and might have struck him
before the soldiers could overpower
him again, and then Lieut. von Forst-
ner would have been disgraced.

Backed by Colonel.

Col. von Reuter, the commander of
the 99th Regiment, said he had in-
structed his officers to act as aggres-
sively as possible. A Prussian officer,
he continued, must not permit disre-
spect to be shown to him. He had
threatened, he sald, to bring them be-
fore a court of honor if they did not
follow his instructions, and he had ad-
vised Lieut. von Forstner, whom in an-
other report the colonel had charac-
terized as inexperienced and hasty, to
use both the sabre and his revolver if
necessary. ?

The colonel also admitted that he
had ordered the non-commissioned of-
ficers and privates of his regiment if
attacked to use their weapons ener-
getically and to bring d@own their as-
sailants.

The evidence given indicated that it
was highly doubtful whether the shoe-
maker was at all culpable. Only one
cadet asserted he had heard the lame
man say: “Walt, young man, you’'ll be
done up yet.” The court evidently dis-
believed him.

The
captain is strong, physically an¢d montal
ly, and is appearing weekly on the vau-
deville stage. He s entirely satisfled
with the remuneration he is receiving for
his talent, In common with h's many
friends, I deplore the continued reference
to the National Léague’'s faflure to pro.
vide a- pension for the captain's support.
**‘Mr, Anscn is far from being an ob-
ject of charity, and would refuse any
pension that any league would vote h'm.

Reeve Says City Must Give
Water or Township Get
Legislation.

“My idea is to get legislation to make
the city supply water to the suburban
districts. ~We are net: asking something
for nothing, and there is no doubt the

city creates the conditions that exist in
these districts, and it should do all that
ig possibleto help the people in this con-
dition.”

Water supply was the main theme of
Reeve Syme’s speeche to the Progressive
Ratepayers’ Association of Little York
last night, which he attended, with
Deputy Reeve Miller and Councillor Gra.
ham, to hear the complaints, which were
many, from the ratepayers.

He said :
to the water and statute labor questions,
‘80- I think the best thing to do will be
to answer any questions with regard to
this section.”

Rates Exorbltant, ;

In replying to one question, he said
that if the clity refuses to supply water,
then the township would have to. :

“In my five years’ experience on the
council, T have found out that the city
ignores the township in a way that does
not do it credit,”” he said. Answering a
question on the amount of money spent
on charity, he stated that he considered
seven dollars a week for a child in the
Sick Children’s Hospital exorbitant. Un-
der present conditions, a child is placed
in the hospital, if the parents are unable,
or say they are unable, to pay this rate,
at the expense of the township, and the
reeve thought it sshould be left to the
d:ecretion of the council whether the
child should be admitted at expense of

municipality or not.

Much discussion followed an enquiry
by Mr:. Crombie as to whether the coun-
cil had a contract with the hydro tg light
all streets in the district or just Cedar.
vale avenue. The reeve explained th:’at
no contract had been with the electric
Light Commission, but the petition which
the ratepayers had sent in to the coun-
cil was forwarded to the . hydro, who
agreed to light the streets. Only Cedar-
vale avenue has been attended to, altho
ipoles are erected and wires strung on

all the other streets mentioned in the
petition. This was due mainly to the
fact that there was not enough busi-
ness to warrant the lights on the other
streets. Also the cost would be. greater
than the council had agreed upon. “We
want to get light for these districts
around the city,” continued Reeve Syme,
“but we can only do business with the
hydro. If I am elected for the council
next year, Iam going to submit a.b_v-
law to the people asking that we be given
the power to ‘deal with another com-
pany, as the hydro does not give us a
fair deal.”

MAY ADVANCE RATES

Unofficiai Report From Wash-

ington Given Some Cre-
dence by “Street.”

NEW YORK, Dec. 19.—From open-
ing to close, today’'s stock market exhi-
bited decided strength. The sustained
advance in shares of all classes—rail-
road and industrial, Investment and
speculative—impressed both bulls and
bears, and there was increased buy-
ing for both accounts. Not for weeks
has the street seen a market which
gave such striking evidence of in--
herent strength. Many of the repre-
sentative shares were marked up 2 to
4 points. ‘

The forward movement was brought
about by various influences. Increas-
ing firmmess during the last few days
and evidences that disturbing lqui-
dation had been completed, gave
traders more confidence.

pending enactment of the banking

d currency bill. While there are
may different opinions in Wall street
as to the ultimate effect of the changes
to -be made in the country’'s currency
system, the trading element took the
view that passage of the bill would be
a distinetly bullish’ influence. Recent
changes in the bill were construed .as
favorable and in any event, it was point-
ed out, the market would be freed of
the uncertainty which has prevailed
regarding currency legislation.

An unofficial report from Washing-
ton that the interstate commerce com-
mission was disposed to regard favor-
ably the petition of the eastern roads
for higher freight rates helped to
strengthen ' railroad stocks. Success
of the Lehigh Valley bond offering was
another influence in that direction.

Another favorable slatement was
indicated. Bonds shared in the
strength of the market. for stocks.
