HIIGH STIM PRESSURE.

It is accepted as settled according to
good authority that angines eau be work-
ed with a less consumption of steam if

run at a high boller pressure, on either

the compound or other multiple-expan-
sion systemí, than at low pressure, and

the present tendency in steam engineer-
in- oircles is toward an inerease of pres-
sura rather than a decrease. What the
exact ratio of gain is as the pressure le
incransed has not been absolutely dater-
mined by any experiments of which we
have record, but thera are sufficient data
which may be obtained lere and thore to

make the fact of the increased saving cer-
tarn. For example there are experiments
on record showiug that a comnpound en-
gine of the corlisa type, working under
80 pounds pressure, will use from 16 ta
17 pounds of steam per horse power par
hour. There are dthier cases whera a
similar engine at 110 pounds pressura uses
froi 18 to 1.5 pounds of steam par horse
power par hour. Other data are availa-
ble which show that at 150 poundis pres-
sure the consumption of steam ls reducad
by triple-expansion angines to 18 pounds,
or, perhaps, ns Iow as 12:5 pounds. Mak-
ing allowances'for differences lu the typa
and condition of different angines from
which data hava been obtained, thora is
grouni for the bclief, that with an in-
creuse o! pressure from, say, 100 pountds to
150 pouids in the conpound engine, with
suitable change of proportion to realize
the full advantage due to expansion of the
steamn, thora is at least 10 par cent., and
perliaps 15 par cent. saving in the engine
carrying the higher pressure. Without
going inîto the refinements, there is fur-
ther reason to believe that between a
cornpound enginie running at 100 pounds,
and a triple expansion angine runiing at
150 poinids, bath suitably prbportioned and
loaded, ltere is a similar gain 01 at lent
10 par cent., and periaps 15 per eent:, due
ta the engine working under the higher
pressure aid greater expansion.

It is to be hoped that the id of-

lices will take warnlng li time, and
vilil meet as far as they safeIy eau the

pubile demand for more moderate rates.

We do not urge upon thei cheap pre-
linis, because eheapiness and sound-

ness are not quite conpatible. But the

expenses have eenu growing over-rapid-
ly of late li too.many offices, and are

certainly working against the success

of the old principles. Besides, the time

slortby nust come now when the rates

may -bc reviked lu the liglit of more

exact kuowledge respecting mortality

and investnent. Mr. King states ln-

cidentally, ln one of hIs lectures, that

the Institute of Actuaries is engaged

upon a new Mortality Table which

shall be more perfect than any yet pro-

dueed. lHe loue not hold out the hope

that suvller reserves iwill bc requisite;

on the contrary, he seeis ta think that

even lnrger reserves will be required la

the future. But, put;ting the question

of reserve aside for the time, surely the

more exac6 our knowledge of nortality

becomes, and the more scientificaly ac-

curate are the new Mortality Tables,

the more possible it ought to be to reduce

premiuns. 'Originally the premiums

were franed very muchnlu the lark, and

with a Ilieral allowance for the safety,

of the Companias.

THE CATTLE TRADE.

A fa'illng off of a hal! a million of
dollars in one of the principal branches
of Canadian exports, in a period of
about seven monutis, la a muatter of too
great Importance to 'Pe passed over
ilghtly, and the fact that this dininu-
tlon In one of the sources a' our nation-
al wealth la the result of purely arti-
fielal restrictions, based upon an in-
perfect knowedge af the truc facis ln
the case, seemus ta call for some further
effort towards remedial action uipon the
part of the government at Ottawa. Iln
1892 the value of the fat cattle and
stockecrs shipped from this port, front
the opeuing of navigation ta the lst of
November ivas £6,099,400 li round
figures. During (tie correspouding
period of the present year It had fallen
tu $5,605,180. In 1892 tlere wvere
shipped 76,392 fat cattle, and 18,199
stockers. Taking these at $70 per ead
for fa't cattle, and 40 for stockers,they
represent respectively the suns of $5,-
847,340 and S752,060. DurIng the pre-
sent yeaer only 70,735 fat cattle were
shipped, not one single stocker was cx-
ported, and the volume el sheep exports
had fallen from 15,914 ta 1,512-a de-
creuse of 14,402 eaud,

The causes for this remarkable fa-
îlng off in one of the principal -branches
of our commerce are two la number and
purely artificial. Theiy are the echedul-
ing of Canadian cattle ln Great BrItain,
and the quarantine of 90 days agalust
them la the United States. The first
prevents their being forwarded ta In-
terior points ¢n the United Klngdom
and has thus destroyeld the stocker and
hait-fat cattle trade. The second pre-
vents their being shipped via the United
States durIng the wInter months and
thus forces the farmer ta feed them
until the opening of navigation here.

This not only meaus a loss to hlm but,
by the fact that It causes a rush of
shîpments ln May and June, it gluts the
English market and tius diminishes the
profits of the exporter.
. Both these restrictions are based upon
the supposed existence of thei dreaded
plIeuro-pneumonia In this couñtry and,
presumably, would bc abrogate. .were
it ta -bc provcd that the disease rea-
iy has no foothold lu Canada. Under
these alrcumsances then it might bc
well If the Premier sifould call the at-
tention of both England and the United
States ta the fact that at the convention
In Chicago, ilast week, of veterluarlans
from aIl portions of the UùItéd States

and Canada itwas unanimously resolv-
cd to petit.lon the United States author-
ites ta abolish> the ex]sting quaran-
tine on the groiuid of tie non-existence
of contagions pleuro in. the Doilnlon
Wltlh the quarantine abollshed tie cat-
ULc trade would receive new uImpetus.

Viuter-fed cattle could bc shipped via
Portland or Boston li March or April)
Instead of being held over outil May or
June, the profit of the farmer vou'ld be
inerensed, and the shipper would que
saved frm the danger of putting his

cattile upon over-supplilel markets lu
Great BrItain.

The'evl'l effects ai the schleduling of
cattlc in Great Britain cau lbe avoided,
of' course, by exportiug on'ily fiuised
catble to the other side. That ls to say
only beasts fit ta bc slaughtered at the
moment of arriva'i, and requiring no
further feeding blefore pasing into the
hands of the butcher. But here
agali an aruileial restriction
steps in. The farmer 'is com-
pelled to pay a duty of 7Yà
cents per bushel on the corn 'ieecssaiy
to. fatten them, and tiat he cannot
grow ulfficient corn in Canada for this
purpose Is proved by the faut that dur-
lug the flisal year of 1892 the corin
imported jnto this country for home
consumption princlpa'lly for stock- fecd-

ing purposes, reached 1,G85,527 nashels

va'lued at $863,455 on whIch the far-
mer paid $126,414 in duty. Huad this
tax upon his Industry not existed this
summer the cattle raiser could have al-
forded to have dlisregarded his 'losses
from the shortiess of pasture and the
prevalene of the horn-fly and stilli have
made a profit on his cattle, lnstead of
having them at the end of the season
worth practically no more to hIm than
they were when Pe fIrst put thein out
in the sprIng.

The poor prIce now rluing In pEng-
land Is due largely to tis cause also.
The 'lack of grass and the horn-fly caus-
ad cattle to be shIpped that were not
fit to slaugliter, and yet could not lie
fattened at a profit In the face of the
duty on corn. This, of course, led to
a drop In values, and at present tlPo
cattle shippers are practical!F losing
half a cent a pound on their consign-
mnents. They are oblIged to pay 4
cents, or 2d Ver pouid, Nive evigliti
for their beasts, which means practie-

a'lly 8%d per pound dead weight. The
cost of 'landing themin lu LIvexiboýl inay
bc estImated ý on nu average at 1%d
more. This makes them cdst 5%d per
pound at their destination and as -the

The only

aimenduient iii a section coimuitting the

Deiocratic party to a policy o! bi-me-

tallism by pledging the Government to
continuei the iuse or both gold and silver

a standard mîonley, and to coini both gold

iaid silver 'into iionecy of equal iutriisic
andu equuable value, sue equality te ba se-

cured tiough inîternatioail agreemcient or
by such safeguards of legislation as will

insure the mnaiitenance of the parity in
yalue of the coins o! the two metais and

the equal power of ovory dollar at al[

tiiies in the markets and in paymient of

debts. Ti7is section does not change or
amuend the law in any respect, and is equi-

valent onily to ib piankn in a convention

platfori.

The effect upon the finiancial an'd
commercial interests of the country it is

difficult te predict as yet, but that the

replaeiig of Il iiiCasurO which bred dis-

trust both at hie an'd abroad by a prin-

ciple o! sounod financo which must con-

mand the confidence of business men ail

over the woi-ld, will be beneficial, goes

without saying. Probably the imue-

diate affects will be evanescent. 'Any eu-
fort to boom prices at the present moment

would certainly result in a reaction ; for

uitil the second great issue in the Presi-

dent's plutformu, that of tariff reforn, is

either taken up or some definite guaranteo

given that no change in the oxisting ta-

riff will be made before a fixed date,

the nauf!acturing interests must neces-

sarily purchase their supplies of raw ma-

terial from hand te mouth, and curtail

tlhicr Output to the limits of the actual

demand of the moment. With the pos-

sibility of free raw naterial or a mate-

rial reduction of the duties thereon a fac-

tor to bie considered, manufacturers are

naturally chary of overstocking them-

selves, and thius finding tiemselves bur-

dened with a lot of duty paid material

ou their hands wben their compotitors
eau buy tieirs free. This leads te the
curtailiiient of their output and conse-

quently to a lasser expenditure in wages
te their cinployes which reaicts in turn
upon themuselves by reducing the purchas-
ing power of the communîity anld thus

diiniîîishing the consuimption of their

goods.

The passage of the Voorhos- bill, thon,

is oiily the first o! the two great stops
whichi are destinied to place the United

States in a sounnd financial and indus-
trial position. It is a long step in the

riglit direction, because it pionounces for
soind and stable mioney ; but it is oily

One. The second' is yet to cone, and it

will ibe the maost important ane of the

two in its bearing upon the prosperity of

both the United States and Canada. The

lay of silver as a standard of value is

over. It lias sunk to its proper place as

an ordinary moncy meétal fluctuating in
value according te the laws of supply

nil demliaud, and the United States is
freed from a monetary incubus that was

depletiug its troasury and weakening its

credit, both at hone and abroad. But

the tariff lias yet to be dealt with, and

until that question be taken up anàl the

preseut doubt and-uncertainty as te its

future put definitely at rest, the era o!

prosperity so colidently predicted by the
Demiocratic party is likely to be post-

poned.

THE EXPOIT APPLE TRADE.

ite market for Canîadida apples pre-
seats a miarked contrast to the condition
of affairs at this date last year. Thon
there was a glut e! oarly, soft fruit,
to-day there is scarcely any. Last year
large quantities had beau exported whilst
tlis year slipments have been. insjgiifi,-

caut, se far.
A late cablegram from Liverpool quotes

Blenbei.m pippins at 25s te 27s, culverts
18s, greeuings 20s, ripston pipplus 20s Od
te 24s Gd! and Kings 29s to 33s. The Ore-
gon, which sailed early in the week, took
3,000 brIs.to Liverpool and the ship-
ments,.for the week, will possibly be 0,000
te 8,000 bris. Provious to this Glasgow
lias taken 3,500 and Liverpool 4,000 bris.
Boston is reported te have forwarded
somne 88 bris. ta date, and New York has
donc little, 'about 750 brIs. going out lest
week froma there. Last fall at this time
Montreal alone had forwarded 200,000
bris. and the figures at United States
ports were also large. lI the opinion of
the trade the figures nameéd above are
the higiest we shall sec for some time, as
shipients will rapidly increase in vol-
ume.

It is probable, however, that sound
stock will realize 20s, whieh,.at figures
paid ta growers in Canaila, will leave
traders and speculators a good margia of
profit. À large proportion of the fruit
has already been bought, at the orchards,
and the period at which profitable spec-
ulation is pbssibIe, seels to have gone
by. Those who have to buy now will
run some risk, as the views of sellers
have beea ouhanced. Operators have paid
fromn $1, in the early part of the season
for fall fruit, up te $2.25. The range is
wider tihan last year. There is no doubt
of the scarcity of apples in Canada, even
buyers being forced to admit it. The
yield is, doubtless, betwoon one quarter
te a third short of last year's crop, but
last year it was plenomenally large.
Since the early part of September heavy

nmads, and storms, have done much dam-
age, all over the country, clearing -the
trees and damaging the fruit. 'Returas
from some sections bave been most dis-
c.oaraging, in conscquence. " As te 'the
English crop, it .was a happy one, but is
nuow almost exhausted. The continental
trop is large, but this chiefly affects Lon-
dont, and does not have inuch bearing on
the cost of Canadian fruit in the Glasgow,
or Liverpool markets.

The heavy sales last year may have been
profitable to growers, but shippers lost
money. This year the latter expect to
recoup themselves. They have bought
well and look on the prospects as encour-
aging. Quality this year is generally
good and the bulk of the crop is prime
keeping stock. Of the numerous varie-
ties, greenings shows the heaviest yield,
this season.

TIIE LATE SIR J. J. C. ABBOTT.

The death. of Sir J. J. C. Abbott, or-
Premier of Canada, removes from the com-
unity a manl whco was equally promi-

nient in political and commerciàl circles,
and one who bas donc muih towards ac-
celerating the progross of Canada towards
muaterial prosperity.' In 1874, when Sol-
icitorGenera, le became president of the
Canada Central Rtailway, and under his
auspices that road was pusled west as far
as Pembroke. This ajipears 'ta have first
suggested to him the.practicability of a
trans-continental railway. He proposed
the extension of the Canada Central in-
definiteIy westward,, and in 1871-72 he
joined Sir Hugh Allan in the promotion o!
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the first' Canadian Pacifie - Railway
scheme. Its collapse, and the scandai
attached thereto, are still upleasant te-
pies to dwell ipon. But Sir yohn, was
not ilseouragod by the first failure, and
in 1880 lie associated imînseilf with Messrs.
D)unîcian MeIntyre, Lord Mount Stephen,
Sir Douîald A. Smith, R. B. Angus, J. J.
1Iih, of St. Panll, and Kennedy, of New
York, in the revival of the'Canadian Pa-
eifie eniterprise, anil in 1891, with Lord
Mointi Stephen, MeIltyre and Aigus, he
wvent to England to float the eomîpany's
bonds. In 18S7 Mr. Abbott was clected
Mayor of Montreal by a majority of about
2,000 votes over his opponent, Mr. Rain-
ville. lI 1888 he was re-elected by ac-
claination, and the same year was ap-
pointed president of the Corporation of
the Royal Victoria Hospital. As an lin-
dlication of the activity o his commercial
life it imay be instance'd that at the time
of his death hc was president of the Citi-
xen's Insurance Company and a director
of the Bank o! Montroal and of the Stan-
dard Insurance Company. . He was also
I governor of McGill University, presi-
(lent of the Fraser Institute and of the
lUyal Victoria Hospital. He was in ad-
dlition a sharoholder in a number of fin-
cncial and indsiitrial enterprises.

Of ls politicali and public career it is
unneîcecssary to speak. It is recorded in,
Ciadlianî history. In faet fron bis first

'te) in political life, when lie signed the
inios annexation manifesto in 1849, to
his fiial retireinéit from the Premiership
0 Canada, hie was one of its principal
iakers and his name is indissolubly in-
terwiicd with the story of Caniada's
grIaulaill rise to take ber place among the
unttioln; of the earth. Gifted with ail
the ittribites that acquire success,hè rose
coimiieisurately as c'pportunity oforei,
and the young coniitry lad who came ta
seek fis fortunes 'iu this city in 188w
died hall 'a century later Premier ofCan-
caai and l} of years and honors.

SHAW, SIMPSON & 00.
About two months ago a quiet unas-

smîing man of alont thirty-fivé years of
ige arrived iu this city'and' commnoucd

to tlke his moals at the' St." Lawr6nce
Hlhll. Hie gave his name as Simpson aîid
snid he belonged ta Birmingliim Eng., but
had beenu a long timein the United

t' tes, aid that he' was deàiroué of start-
inîg in the produce business hore. lie 'had
a Iartner naied Shaw, he sa'id, who wvas
comîinug out from Eiugland and with the
assistance of bis partner's capital he
hoped to make a 'fai' living here. To inï-
pire confidence he asked the propietor,
Mr. lenry Hogan, to negotiate a draft
for $1,300 ou J 3oston for him.' MUr.
Ilogan did so, the; draft was duly houor-
ed, and Simpson'received the procelds in
the shape of a cheque dranv upon the
Moisoniî hiauk by Mr.' Hogan. Arm ed
wtili this cheque Simpson repaiired to the
banîk and by skilful use ofMirH. oga"s
name suecoeded in opening an a'eout
there.

Then ho procoeded to businesi. Ho se-
cured preniises at 102 Fouiidlung street,
wliere two la·ge block aId wlit' pléards

soon an~nounced tast Shmw, Sinipson& 0o.,

prodiîc aúl cóñnnis'si'oi merchants did
busi ness within. Hèlso eiigaged a ian-
ager whose reputation lins linfortîîuately
been a little blown on iii police circles.
Ii ficet it was none ether thanî Charles
Hamtinilton; who lias but recently served
out his tern of imprisonment iii jail for
complicity in the Shepard Employmuent
Agency swiidle.' The next stop vas te
insert attractively wordel advertise-
monts in aIl the country papers, and to
get two lady typewriters whose business
it was te flood the country with type-
wvritteni letters offering to retlize the
highest ia•ket price for prouluce con-
signed te the firmn for a conmis'ion of
2 1-2 per Pent. Mr. Simpson tien took
a trip through the country and appoint-
cil twoty-seven or tweity-eiglit agents
to whomr lie promised, as an ilduceient
to work, te give five per cent. coimiiis-
sion on ail sales, $2 for every new cus-
toner, and a salary of fromi $25 to $50
per month, ta be inereased in proportion
to 'the amount of gools they sent in.

These agents w'ere all reputable store-
keepers in their respective localities, and
they went to work with a vint. They
pcrsuaded all their friends and customîers
to consiga their goods to the new lirmi
that held out sucl golden promises. Pro-
ilice of ahl kinds poured i; for every-
thiig was fish tliat came to Mr.-Simpsonî's
net. le would banidle anything that was
salable-hay, grain, butter, cheese,
loney, oiions, potatoes, eggs, appfles or
vegetables. All caine alike te him, and,
as li every case he fferel prices above
the market limit, the credulous famiers
and factorymen left their old and tried
agents in this city to flock to the new
illitu.

In the meantime the trade Icre beicaine
aware that some one was selling produce
in this city at under the iarkot value.
Cheese that cost 111-4 cents at the fac-
tory was selling at 10 3-4 cents on spot.
Apples worth $3 per barrel could be
bought for $2; turkeys soll at 7 cents
instead of 8 1-2 cents ; and eggs worth 17
cents went'for 15 Tiey soon f!ound out
th'atSian, Siipàon & Co. were the soif-
ers, aud the nore'atuté ones proceeidd ta
buy liberlly' off the lirm, knowing that
suelia boîiiža6 could not last for long.

Neiher did it. Mr Simpson lad a no-
tice potel'in bis office to the effect that
lie settleti'all accounts on the fifth of the
mnoùti Th'isW ulid mâke his firs»t settle-
met d 'on the oith 0f this month-next
Suuiday. But in'th meantime ho gut rid
of hiînanašer lamiltonù plusced onîe of
bis agÉità in charge of the office, and ain
Satuï•day la t went eut"of toevn'saying he
wouùIiireturn on Monday.' It is needless
to say that ie lias not got back yet.

As to'ow muchl he bas been able te
scrape up in the threò weeks of his asse-
elIti' n' with then mysterious Shaw (who
hias' net yet arrivôd fróm' England and
probably nevar" will)' is not'acliurately
know.n It is probably ia the vicinity'of
$8,000. 'Produlià;has simply been.po'uiing
iu, and eight cars 6 fain 'stilti pi-inci-
pally hay,' peas aiiil'lÎen, are now lying
consigned to his firin in 'the"Grand Truiik
yards audi a car o "ehoee& 8lié s 'bcon re-
turned by' the'rail'aŸ ad it'e't thé

shippers. 'Whetler the agents -who con-
signedi the produce to imin are liable, or.
not, remains yet te lie secen ; but the prob-
ability is that those of his custoiers-%oi
leit thoir old agents to run after fiii sO
eugerly will have to face the loss lii-
selves.

But little symipatlhy is expressedl for
theiii lu the trade here. They mîust havo
been vell aware that io firma could afford
to do business in the îmcainer ShîawSiulp-
sou & Co. did. They kiiew that Simpson
aas an utter stranger, that.no one haid-

ever ceeu Shaw, and thcat the concernî lias
barely three 'weeks old, aid yet, for the
sake of anuticipated higlier prices. they
forsook old lieuses they hacîd been deal-
ing with for years and fell over each other
in their engerness ta iald over their pro-
duce on er(idit to a mccant tiey had nover
seau before and whoi they kiev unothing
whatever aboit. Uncder these cireui-
stances it looks as if they deserved the
experience they have gained iat the. hands
of Shaw, Simpson & Co. It fins crta!inly
cost then duarly eiough.

MONROE, MILLER & 00.
As outliel in these coîlumns last week

the bucket shopfirmi of Monroe, Miller &
Co. vas unable ta survive the failuîre ai
their senlier partnser and supposed capi-
talist, Mr. S. G. Derani-at ail events se
far as this Province is conscerned. It is
said Mr. Dorn has succeeded in effectiug
aL settleenicît With lis creditors li New
York, 'and tihat the company are atill do-
ing business in the United States and in
Toronto. But so fai as the Province of
Quebee is interested they suspended on
Tiesday last to the chagrin oh a number
of their customers in this city, wio Vere
oic the riglit side of the market and ox-

pected te rake in saine tidy profits on
their deals. Vhat mîakes it addition-
ally hard uponu theum is 'the fact that this
firm fias taken out of this city, (accord-
inîg ta their biaikers) at least $50,000
durinug the past threo mlonths, and that
Lt the present monient they ouly ow
about $4,000 here. Seue of the losers
aLppear te thinîk that the concern Cannot
have lest ail the muoney it 'iade duriug
the last "shiip " ii -New York, and that
it is siiply " Iying down " now that
the martet 'is goin against it in orîd
ta start agacin îun r a new lamse with
a cean sheet. This is Mr. S. G. Doraiu's
second exp ience iof this ind, as ho vàs
the senior prtuner of the bucket shop firi
of Ddran, Wright & Co., wlichc was snuif-
cd out in New York saine yeais ago.
Moss'rs. Monroe and Miller w'ere thei em-
ployes of that house and whiein they start-
ccd in their own nais it -vas kiown that
Mr. S. G. Doranu was the po'wer behlind tlio
ttliroeb . Miller left the ln some
montlà ago, taking out, it is said, neariy
$0,000, and the firm was reorganizod
uider the' titie o! the Monroe,. Miller &
Co., with S. G. Doran and Moinroe as
paiàtirs, and A. Ir. Doran cia inspector
for this city aiid 'districh They had at
ee time four agencies li this city; but
Christin & Co- gave up ticie wir'e a,
mîonth ago, the principal of Faii'bairi. &
Co., left the city suddely, and e! late the.
ouly agencies open here havé beeu G. H.
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Labbe & Co., of St. Francois Xavier
street,' and R. Hi. Brand & Co., on Notre
Dame street. The losses of Labbe & Ca.
will not exceed probably $2,000, and
those of R. I. Brandt & Co. will not be
more tila $1,200.it is said that the latter
bas paid, or will pay, ail bis customers
and it i considered probable tliat ' the
Monroe Miller Co. will recoup hln for,
bis Las.

'lhe. higle prices now ruling for file
table butter imake tills article ane a the

must expansive ou the liat of household
necesaities. l the experience of large
deaLers the supply of dairy made has
nover beeun ao mall, the offerings consist-
iug chiefly of late croamery. If thora la
any 'coinii, staie stuff in the country
which'will have ta be ahippesi out in the
spring for the price of grease, there ia
no indinction of the fact, sa far.

A!few years have se a marked change
il dairy methods. Ir saves tile and
trouble ta seind the miîilk to the fact-
ries aud, in a few years, aitl the ulk

.bil bu worked up, oil the fari, by thue
4utte. und ucheesu syidicatu4. At leash,
such is the tendency at ireisenit. tf late,
fille butter lais beeun butter than cheeseu,
and aithougi bis state of thilngs îîniy
nlot b perianent, il is certain tiluat va-
iues lire likely ta bu more an a paity,
oaving ta the diversiaon i iîilk ta the
cheuse inetories. bhipmenits of butter
have beenl ioderate, but cons'ideria bie
craeery is stored her( an Enuglish ae-
count. Ii former years, Montrenl buy'
crs have operated wyeuc in American but-
ter, which was held lore in bond, avail -
able for the New Yrki, Newfoodland ar
Englisli markets, as circumances fav-
ored, but this seasonî the higli prices have
operated aginut this featur of the trade.

hVIlen 28e, and over, is being paid for fall
,ra'cmery someobody maut be mnLking
mîîoany; but profit are nt what Lhey have
beea, or rather money la made moro grad-
ually. Ii 1879, J. L. Grant, of Ingersohll'
i reputed ta have cleared $70,000 and
Mr. Ballantyne, of Stratiord, close on to
$100,000. These figures were exceeded
by the well kuowni T. Il. llodgson, of
Moutrell, who maind a profit ai $200,000,
whilst the Warringtons did aven better.
These operatora confiied 'themselves 'ta
chceese. Largo purchases made this year
by the leading operators are likely ta net
handsoio returus. On account of the
low prices of grain it is fortunate that
our dairy products have beau in suci do-
mand.

TEEE DUTY ON "SWEEPS" AND THE JEW-
ELRY TRADE.,

Mr. Fred. T. Trebiltock, t he enterpris-
ing wholesale joweller of London, Ontario,
lately retuined.from an eastern trip, di-
rects our attention ta the recent action
of the Governaient in removing the duty
from "sweeps," as the filings.andi other
gold scraps, the refuse of the manuf ac-
tory and assay-crucibles are termed by
the traie. IL la croditable alike to the
Governemnt and ta those of Our large
mamufacturers whuo pressei the matter on
their attention, that tils anomal>Y has beau
removed from Our Êtatute books, The
change opens up to-such an establishment
as that of Mr. Trebilcock in London, ini
which the smelting and assaying of the
precious metals are alo carried on, on au
extensive seale, an entry to the markets
of te United States, heretofore elosed ta
Our people, at the same ihat such goods
were aIniltted frec entry from thlis side
of the international boundary. Anticipat-
ing Ihis commeidable alteration in the
statutes, Mr. Trchilcock has boeu for some
tline preparing for a larger output of
goods, and for the ýpurpose .had engaged
workimen af high skill and experience, and
lie now, with "a fair field and no favor"
cal extield lis efforts beyond the con-
fines of bis wonted terrritog. Those wha
are curions 'ta ascertain to what au exten't
the manufacture ai file jewelryis prose-
ctuted in Canada should write the louse
for a descriptive catalogue af the gooda,
esptciilly of weddling rings, in respect o!
wvhiclh the bes't markets and fashionuablo
ceviîtuei of Europe and America are ran-
sacked for ne'w designs and made ta con-
tribute ta 'the general knowlege di the
ableu workmuen on tlie premises. We shall
be muh disapupointed if the next issue of
the Tables of Tridto and Navigation does
îîot in the export cetion show the wisiom
ni the change m6do by the Government.

TH1E NATIONAL CORDAGE 00.

The statemaent of the receivers of the
National Cordage Co. nI the United States,
better known ta business men as the
" binder twine trust," shows that the
assets are nominally $12,00,500 against
$11,650,607 for direct liabilities. There
are, however, contingent liabilities of $1,-
030,820, making the total liabilities $12,-
600,443. In the avent of failure of reor-
ganization it is estimated that thora will
bh a loss 6f $1,040,300 in the item of
stocka and bonds in the assots and of
$347,80 4 in slow and doubtl accounts,
thereby reducing the assets tn $11,207,-
866, against total liabilities ai $12,G90,-
443. This nonster combine covers 20
soparato and distinct cordage companies,
among themi being the Standard, Boston,
Chelsea, Lawrence, New Bedford, Ameri-
can, Chicago, aird Elizabeth Cordage Com-
panies, Sewoll and Day, William Deering,
Middleton Twine Co. Ohio Twine Co., L.
Waterbury & Co., William Wall's Sons
and the Tucker & Carter Co. Active et-
forts are now being inado towards the re-
orgaiization of the trust anil it la hoped
that a majority of ,lto bondholters will
agre ta oxchange their bonds for pre-
ferredtiock in tho noweampaniyli tate-
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ment is now being prepari for tbem,
showing what has beau accomplished dur-
ing the proces. of reorganizationt, and in
what respects the status of the company,
the value of the property,.and the condi-
tion of its affaira will be changed if the
reorganization succeeds.

ARTIFICIAL SILK.
The French naturalist, D'Orbigny lad a

pair of tiousers spuu from spiders'cobwebs.
Reaumur, thc inventor of the thermometer
bearing bis name, attempted to produce
silk fromi gums anid resins, but iii vain. At
Paris they nlow manufacture a species of
silk from wood. l this respect aven two
iiletiods have becone knowi of lato-that
of Chardonnet, and another of Du Vivier,
whîich both, in reality, are based upon the
sain contrivances. l onue pours nitrie and
sulphurie acid, not particularly conCen-
tratei and in lineited quantity upon cot-
'ton, toais ting o! cellulose (woody sub-
stance), Que receives a kind of weak_gun
cotton, that, placed in a mixture of ether
and alcolhol, becomes a mucous, mass
linown as collodium. Ixposed te the
itir this lans becomes solid agin by
volatilization of the ather and the alco-
bol. Tho two French cleenista ni.medpre-
pare of wood a mnass similar to collbtdium,
ihat, pluced in water, becomes solid nearly
iustantaneoausly. From ihis mas, inder
iator, threads are spun that are calleid
artificial silk. It is knonva that artificial
products always are georally, inferior ta
!uatura1 pioducts. This is also the case
witlh the artificial silk just described. It
is glosey, it i true, but it differs ipgon®
degree from naturai or genuine silk, par-
Licularly by its combustibilily. It hum
with. a brigiter flame thaa sill.proper,

wvool, and even cotton.. Nevertheless, the
beginning bas been made of producing arti-
ficial silk at the laboratog,. The tinie
may comle when man will excel' the silk
worm in the production ni silk. The worm
still excels man in this reaspet.

AN INSOLVENCY LAW.

Mr. Stapleton Caldecott presidel at an
important meeting of the dry goode sée-
tion of the board of Trade this week at
which it was resolved that a committea
consisting of Messrs. Caldecott, Wyld, An-
derson, McMaster, Dunnett and Blackley,
should wait upon the Council and urge
uîpon it the desirability of taking steps to
lay before the Government the necossity
for the enactnient of a uniform bank-
ruptey law for the whole of Canada. It
will be represontei ta the Government
that marchants, ndt only in Toronto, but
at all large centres, are suffering for want
of proper legislation in this important
matter, an'd also that a general desire ox-
ists in the commercial world for a trong,
equitable law throughout the Dominion.

This is only a repetition of the old cry,
so often insisted upon in these columns, of
the need of insolvocy legislation that
should supersede the prosent systema of se-
parate methods of procedure in insolviency
cases in the various Provinces, and by

,bringing thom all under one well-de-
fined. law, enable a.creditor to recover
bis just saure ai the estate irresp etive of
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local intereste and prèjudices. It le a
difficult subject for uny government to
handie owing to the unavoidable intru-
sion of political exigencies into what
should ie purely a commercial question.
But, if the merchants put their feet down
in the matter doubtless sufficient pres-
sure will b brought to bear to induce its
becouing a live issue at OttAwa.

AN IMPORTANT CASE.

fh dispute as to the amount of insur-
auce te be paid by the Imperial, Sun, and
Lloyds Fire Insurance Companies to the
Ljusne Lumber Co. of Swede, iuvolvest
some important points uwhich will e sub-
mitted te the law courts for decision. The
Ljusne Company claimed $587,000. The
insurance companys offerred ut first $4 7 2,-
000, and afterwards increased their of fer to
$555,000. The matter was then susbmit-
ted to arbitration. ' Two of the three ar-
bitratore made an award nf $579,000,
against which the third arbitrator, the
representative of the insurauce companies,
protested vigorocuely. The companies then
decided to take the matter into the courts
in order to ascertain, first hiow far the
award of a iujority of arbitrators is le-
gally final, and secondly how far the ex-
pected profit on lumber destroyed by, lire
ean be considered as the actual value of
the burned stock. Leading cosunsel have
been engaged in the case and it promises
to be one ni great importance to insurance
men. According to one view-which
seem inl ut least one previoues case to have
been legally confirmed-an -arbitration
award must b final, but if either of the
parties concornied ean show tiat gross
iegligenco has been practised, they have
a claim upon tie gentlemen thut formed
the court.
