Took Unusuai Risks.

Warneford was abhout 300 feet up
at the time, according to several wit-
nesses, who assert that ne took un-
usual risks It is said@ that he had
been steeplechasing for some minutes
with increasing sp2ed and daring, and
that suddenly the machine was szeen
te tip over. ’

Witnesses of the accident who were
examined today -sajd -Warneford first
fell /from the machine and that Need-
ham tumbied out as it darted toward
earth., In felling. Needham. hit. the
propeller blade of the alreraft and his
death was almost instantaneous.

‘Needham; Waved Farewell.

The flight was 2 preparatory one
to sending the machine, a new bi-
plane, to Dunkirk. Needham, betque
geing up, weved good-bye to an Am-
erican friend on the aviation field, who
remarked to a bystander that the
ferewell greeting was a bhad omen.

The poor fellow felt very bad
about it, and said: ‘I deceived you.'”
Mr. Coldwell said he wanted to be
fair to Horwood. It was only right
that the commission should know
Horwood said he had accepted the
Kelly tender with the object of pro-
tecting the government.

I think it wise
to remind our gardeners of several

important points regarding the mid-~
summer welfare of the various plants,
especially the old perennials.

Now one of the greatest dangers
that will threaten your perennials is
lack of sufficient water. Even now
the earth is baked in great cracks,
not far out in the country, while even
¢ity gardens that have had their daily
morning and evening dose from the
hose will be found te be moist only an
inch or so below the surface. Water
is-one of, if not the greatest of all ne-
cesaities, and te plants it is the one
means of life.

-A sprinkling daily is absolutely no
§0ood to most perennials of the type
of paeony, lemon and orange and day
lilies, vale Jlilies, foxgloves, Canter-
burybells, the various scarlet blossom
plants described sometime ago, pop-
pies, and all the rest of the deep-
rooted tribe,

In about two weeks from new what
your garden will beg for is a thoro
scaking every three or five days. 1
accomplish this in the following way:
Every morning and evening the whole
garden gets a_ good refreshing sprink-
ling, but every morning and evening
also I take the nozzle from the hose
&tmd let thevvzat_er well slowly for fif-
een to twenfy minutes at a time on
the dgonjﬂootUd perennials. You
cannot rpossihly give these old plants,

peaially if they have formed great

lumps, toe much water.
{ And the only way to get right to the
roots of paeonies and the like is to
let that water simply soak right down
straight in. Of course, according to
the size of your garden, just so leng
will it take you to get this thoro soak-
ing done every four or flve days.

All surface rooters like forget-me-
nots, English daisies and so on, need
a sprinkling as thoro as you can man-
age, night and morning.

while vacations are in vogue than is
done by the various pests that thrive
from now on. As we have so often
pojnted out here, the garden hose is
the great remedy against these pests
on rose bushes, shrubs, trees and an-
ruals.

“As a result of furtaer progress on
toth banks of the Fecht River in
the . French artillery now
dominates the German ccmmunica-
tidns between Metzeral and Munster,
and French advanced parties have
reached the outskirts of Metzeral. All
the ground occupied in the two pre-
ceding days has been fortified, and
still the French infantry is pressing
forward. The French captured ‘many
more German machine guns, and an
unusually large quantity of war ma-
terials, particularly rifles and cart-
ridges.”

French Official View.

The following is the French official
statement concerning the day's oper-
ations:

*In the sector to the north of Arras
a violent artillery duel has taken
place today- The front here remains
unchanged- - We hold all the ground
we have captured.

GERMAN SPES ABOARD
NOREGAN STEANERS

Another Vessel Torpedoed —
S¢andinavian Wrath is
Steadily Rising.

LONDON, June 19, 2.15 am. — A
despatch' to the Exchange Telegraph
from Copenhagen says:

“The Norwegian steamer Svein
Jarl, a vessel of 1133 tons has been
torpedoed. The Norwegian news-
papers allege that German spies were
aboard the Svein Jarl and other
steamers which have been torpedoed
before they left port. The newspapers
urge the government to take energetic
action.”

“The anger of the public and the
press is rising duily over German at-
neutril shipping®” says
Reuter's Stockholm correspondent.

“Newspapers of all shades of opin-
ions are protesting  energetically

against the capture of the Swedish
steamer Torsten and the sinking of
the Swedish steamer Verdandi, both
of which carried certificates that they
had nothing ' aboard which the Ger-
mans could consider contraband. Some
of the newspapers are discussing theé
question whether, in addition to pro-
tests, the Swedish Government should
rot consider adopting some form of
reprisal.”

Twelve Men Missing.

A despatch to The Morning Post from
Christiania says that the crew’of 12
men of the Norwegian steamer Svein
Jarl, which is declared to have been
sunk by a German submarine boat, are
missing. The captain of the steamer
was rescued.

FEAR U S SPECULATORS
MAY CORNER SPELER

London Globe Complains Bitterly
. of Making ‘Dearth Gener-
ally Known.

LONDON, June 18.—''Why this advance
notice giving American speculators an
opportunity - to corner the spelter sup-
plies?’ asks a writer in The London
Globe, commenting on the report * that
the new munitions committee contem-
plates, in view of the shortage, to com-
mandeer all spelter other than that used
in factories making cartridges and shells,
and prohibiting the use of spelter for
galvanized sheets and wire unless they
are for the government.

Another writer in the same journal
charges  the government with gross
negligence in allowing the Germans to
make a long term contract at Brokgn
Hill, Australia, the world’s largest spel-
ter producer.

RUSSIA TAKING OVER .
MUNITIONS FACTORIES

Ministry Said to Have Ordered
Military Expropriation of
All Plants.

BERLIN, via London, June 18, 11.07
p.m.—The National Zeitung’s corres-
pondent, “On the Russian Border,”
who repeatedly has shown himself to
be well informed, sends a despatch,
saying that the Russian war ministry
has ordered the military expropriation
of all factories capable of making am-
munition. The correspondent says that
despite the fact that Russian ammuni-
tion factories are working three shifts
of men, the production still lacks much
of covering the gigantic consumption.

TWO KILLED, ONE HURT
. BY FALL OF AEROPLANE

QUINCY, Mass, June 18.—An aero-
plane plunged to earth with three men
today, two of them dying as a result.
George H. Hersey, Jr., of this city, a
mechanician, was killed instantly. Wm.
D. Ely, of Providence, R. 1., who was
receiving instruction in flight from
Harry M: Jones, the operator of the
machine, sustained injuries from which
he died on the way to the hospital.
Jones probably escaped serious injury
by falling on the bodies of the others.

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Toronto’s Illegal Taxation

It was quite unworthy of the assess-
ment commissioner to try and side-:
step the real issue in the matter of
the illegal assessment of city real
estate. He took up two points in his
interview ' defending' the policy of his
department, and we are free to say
that we regret any defence of the de-
partment is necessary. If the law
was carried out no defence would be
needed, and we feel sure the depart-
ment is quite equal to carrying out
the law if the commissioner can get
it into his head that the law was made
to be observed. 'Is it not a comfort-
able thing to reflect upon that a great
city like Toronto is one of the most
notorious law-breakers in the pro-
vince, but this is the fact, and Mr.
Forman is responsible for it.

Here is his defence as it applies to
the illegal assessment. We \ha.ve no
objection to his arrangements for
purchasing property. That is a sep-
arate matter, and we have no ‘reason
to belleve that Mr. Forman does not
know the ‘value of property which he
has to buy for the city. But this only
makes the offense the more heinous
when he refuses to assess the property
of the city at its true value.

“I contend that the assessment
is equalized, and therefore no in-
justice is done to anybody. The
peaple all pay taxes on the same
tasis. The act provides that we
are to assess property at _its
actual value. Now the question
is what is its actual value? We
gay that it is based on the earning
power of the property in normal
times. We could not be governed
by the speculative prices at which
property has been selling.”

e

Mr. Forman's words might be para-
phrased and echoed and the question
asked: What are normal times? Every
year for a long time past Mr. Forman
has been telling us that conditions
are abnormal, and that some day we
shall have normal conditions. The
present year is no nearer normal than
any in the past ten. Perhaps if we
pulled down all the houses in Toronto
and got back to grass land and wheat
the times would be normal. The fact
is that in his policy of assessing Mr.
Forman is not up to date, but several
vears behind the market. If he valu-
cd at actual values he would do more
to stop the booms he deprecates.than
anything else weculd. If people had
to pay taxes on their inflated values
they would not inflate,

No one hasasked, however, for as-
sessments on  “speculative values.”
The act does not ask for assessment
on “speculative values.”

Mr. Forman begs the Wwhole question
when he places this herring on the
trail. The act, as he says, provides
that property is to be assessed at its
actual value. The question really is,
Wwhy does Mr.. Forman not assess the
Troperty at its actual value? It is

It may surprize citizens, and even
Mr. Forman, to hear that the¢re has
not been a legal tax levy in Torontfo
for years. No taxes can Abe legally
collected that are not levied according
to law. The taxes must be collected
on a legal assessment, and Toronto
assessments are illegal. They are n-;t
according to the act. Any wealthy
citizen can refuse to pay, and carry
mis case to a victorious conclusion if
he has the money to fight the city.
Any citizen get get out an injunction
to restrain the ¢ity from collecting the
taxes levied on the illegal assessments
made by the assessment commissioner.
When officials begin to break the law:
there is no end to the vicious possibili-
ties of the situation. If Mr. Forman
does not realize this, he should .con-
sult the acting corporation co*unse.l-

A Suggestion

Hon. Mr. White's explanation of
why mote war ovders go to the United
States than to Canada in proportion
‘to their industrial capacity is satis-
factory as far as it gogs, but we ven-
ture to think it prompts a suggestion
to the minister of finance. He says
in effect that the belligerents cannot
ship gold to either country in payment
for all ‘the supplies -ordered, and
therefore. have to ostablish credits
on this side of the ocean by putting
up securities. Such securities have
been sent to New York, where they
heve. been discounted by J.-P. Morgan
and Company and other great bank-
ing houses. Against these credits the
belligerents can draw, and New York
bankers furnish the actual money
needed to pay the American manur-
facturer and the American wage
earner.

Needless to say these securities
must be short-time, gilt-edge obliza-
tions, whlc‘h would be snapped at by
our Canadian banks were it not that
they must keep huge reserves . and
not impair their liquid strength. But,
as matters stand, our banks cannot
discount the securities so as to give
the belligerents a line of credit in
Canada, and the belligerents cannot
ship the gold to pay the Canadian
manufacturer and bhis employes.

Our suggestion to the government
and banks would be that the latter
resort to rediscounting, and that they
be protected from loss by the strong
arm of the government. The securi-

XYork must be of the highest quality;
indeed, British treasury bills will soon
be included among them. Why, there-
fore, cannot the hanks give a line of
credit fo the belligerents upon short-
time gilt-edge securities and have the
Dominion  Government rediscount
them? Under the statute they can
borrow all the money they want upon
guch securities ‘in the ghape of na-
tional currency. The national cur-
rency will be gladly taken by the
Canadian manufacturer and the Can-
adian wage-earner, and will be re-
deemed in due time without loss to
arybody in the ordinary course of
liquidation, ’
The Dominion Government is cer-
tainly as strong as any banker in
New York, and can safely take the
securities  which are eagerly discount-
ed by J. P. Morgar. and Company.

FIGHT GAS WITH GAS.

London Times Book Describes Lat-

est War Devices.

The gas method of annihilation of
troops which the German Government
introduced into modern warfare, is
the most regrettable incident which
has occurred to date. Its effects can be
counteracted to a certain extent by
various methods, but the most effec-
tual way to* curtail its wholesale use
by the enemy is to send gas against
gas.

Important steps are being taken by
the Ontario Department of Game and
Fisheries to regulate the fishing in-
Gustry in the great lakes and to pre-
vent poaching. Arrangements have
been concluded for the chartering of
the steamer La Salle for patrol work
on Lake Erie, and Capt. S. E. Corson
will be in command. This innovation
is the resu.t of complaints of the
pound fisherman, who claim the gill-
ret men in their tugs encroach on
their territory.

Previous to this year gillnet fisher-
men were forced to fisk 10 miles from
shore west of Port Stanley and five
miles out east of that point. The
gillnet men were only allowed to take
fish. out of waters adjacent to their
respective counties. This year, how-
ever, the act was changed to allow the
fishermen to work any place they
wished along the lake in accordance
with the five and ten-mile limit regu-
lations. Their daily cateh is limited
to a certain number of fish, over which
they must pay royalties to the govern-
ment. The La Salle is recorded as
having .a speed of 15 knots: part of
her duties, too, will be to seize Am-
erican nets in Canadian waters.

The Athene, a steamer of 13 knots,
commanded by Capt. Fleming, will
patrol eastern Lake Ontario and the
St. Lawrence. This boat . formerly
ratrolled Canadian waters from Wind-
sor up thru the 8t. Clair Lake,’ and
was operated at an annual expense
of §3000. A smaller and less costly
boat to operate will replace the
Athene at Windsor.

Arthur Private Explains Or-
ganization for Forwarding

Canadian Gifts.
ATTACKS UNJUSTIFIED

Rev. Alfred Hall Believes in
Soldiers Having Every
Comfort Possible.

A mixed audience of about one
hundred attended the Overseas Club
Tobacco Fund meeting:at the city hall
last night, when Arthur Private, the
special commissioner of the club from
London, England. explained his. mis-
sion. %

The central body of the Overseas
Club in England has completed an or-
ganization whereby tobacco can be
furnished to the soldiers in the
trenches at a’ minimum of cost, and
can guarantee prompt and pesitive
delivery. Mr. Private’s object, he said,
iz to offer the services of the over-
seas organization to those in Canada
who are desirous of sending money or
tcbacco to the soldiers and sailors who
are on active service.

Owing to < Mayor Church being
somewhat late, the meeting was open-
ed by Richard Ivens, president of the
Toronto branch of the Overseas Club,
who introduced Mr. Private. The work
of the organization in the old country
was carefully outlined.

Mayor Church, who has been in
close touch with the commissioner
since his arrival, heartily ' endorsed
the work that Mr. Private hopes to
do, and highly prajsed all efforts that
are being made to supply the soldiers
with tobacco and cigarets, in view
of the long, weary -watches they- have
while in the trenches. :

Condemned Attacks.

Rev. Alfred Hall, chaplain of the
British and Foreign Sailors’ Home,
roundly condemned the attacks that
have been made in regard to sending
tobacco to the soldiers. “If a pipe will
comfort them; if a cigaret will com-
forth them, give them  as many as
they want,” said he.

The question arose as to whether

Canadian manufactured tobacco would
be sent, to which Mr. Private replied
that tobacco the product of Canadian
factories would be used, but at present
he thought English cigarets would -be
sent, But he stated that if Canadian
cigarets could be purchased on the
same terms they would take the place
of English cigarets.
Other speakers were Fane Sewell,
local secretary, and T. A. Stevenson
of the Trades and Labor Council,
while among those present were Noel
Marshall, Deputy Chief of Police
Archibald and Cal.

McConnell left his first prisoner and
drawing his revelve.: called to him to
stop. There was no answer, and the
man was just gaining the window sill
when the officer fired the shot, which
struck him in the right hand. Malcolm
fell back into the cellar, and McConnell
handcuffed the brothers together and
brought them to Court Street Station..

PORCUPINE FAVORED

Transportation, Water, Fuel and
Climate Factors in Porcupine
Development.

R. E. Kamerer in his weekly leiter
says: The development of the various
Porcupine mines is progressing in a
most satisfactory manncr. In this
connection it is interesting to note
that Porcupine is the only gold camp
in the world which has a comparative-
ly equable climate, exczllent . trans-
portation facilities ..and a plentiful
supply of labor, electric power and
water. In Australia, - for instance,
there is a woful scarcity of water.
Fuel for the creation of power costs
$30 per cord, and labor is an almost
insoluble problem, inasmuch as
operators are prohibited from em-
ploying colored labor, and the climate
is 80 hot in the gold fields of the
northern part of Australia that white
men can only work in short shifts.
The Southern Australian felds are
practically worked out.

In South Africa the life of the mines
has been determined at from 10 years
to 20 years. Labor and power condi-
tions "are favorable but the heat is
terrific. “Alaska, on the other hand,
suffers from the extreme cold and has
tremendous transportation difficulties
to overcome, in addition to which
there is always a great scarcity of
labor.

Porcupine, as stated above, has none
of these difficulties to gontend with.
The camp has an excellent railway
service, an abundant supply of power,
an excellent water supply, and a sur-
plus. of labor. Obviously, therefore,
since the gold has been locatéd, the
only necessity is the proper financing
cf the various comgranies. This is
being attended to angd. I think that we
may look for Porcupine to become
one of, if not the greatest, gold pro-
duecing camp in the world. This is
particularly true, insofar as the Dome
section of the camp is concerned. In
this section of Porcupine some of the
most valuable lodes in the history of
gold mining have been located and
mines located in this mineralized area,
will become most valuable. It will be
well to watch t‘he shares of all the
mines located in the Dorhe section.
