- IN VIRTUAL REVOLT

Chur;:hill Says Situation is So Dangerous That
Government Has Had to Appeal to Men

to Return and

Save Comrades

From Being Murdered.

London, March 25.—Defending the
military service bill in the house of
commons today, Winston Spencer
Churchill, secretary for war, declared
that the whole of Egypt was in a vir-
tual state of insurrection. The posi-
tion was so dangerous, he added, that
the government had to appeal to men
on the point of demobilization to re-
turn and save their comrades from
being murdered.

The declaration by the war secre-
tary was brought about by the re-
marks of Sir Donald MacLean, who
had sdid that Great Britain was
grossly over-insured with respect to
the strength of the army-. Mr.
Churchill asked-if he followed what
was taking place in almost every
country at the present time and, if
80, how could he say that there was
over-insurance in keeping 900,000 men
for every purpose, including ten di.
visions _on. pe..and. four . divis
sions in the home country, less than
the number kept here in the peaceful
days before the war?

Situation in Egypt.

Only three days ago, continued the'
secretary, a  situation developed in
Egypt, which was of very far-reach-
ing danger, and which made it neces-
sary to appeal to the men who were
collected at various ports for demob-
ilization to go back and help their
comrades and save them from being
murdered. The whole .of Egypt was
virtually in a state of insurrection.

Had Sir Donald read of what was
taking place on the Black sea, in
Hungary and on the whole frontier
of those small states which were
guaranteed protection by the league

of nations? 8ir Donald had said, con-
tinued the secretary, that the German
army was to be reduced to 100,000
men and that the Germans were to
have no boy scouts. That, the speak-
-er asserted; was what the allies were
going to demand. But had the Ger-
mans agreed to it, and was there any
chance of their agreeing to it if the
allies divested themselves of al] their
forces at the present time?

Must Face Facts.

“The government,” said the secre-
tary, “have to face the real facts. If
we -squandered our forces at the pre-
sent time before our terms are se-
cured, with BFuropean conditions of
increasing gravity and perplexity,
then we should throw away with both
hands all the results gained by the
sacrifices of millions of our men dur-
ing four years.”

HUNGARY ENRAGED
AT DISMEMBERMENT

Recommendations to: Conference
Have Been Largely Responsible
for Unrest.

March  25.—The proclamation
of; the Hungarian ‘revolutionists - de-
clares that the  action of the peace
conference is one of the chief causes
of the unrest. Tnus far the confer-
snce has taken no specific action re-
darding Hungary, but the recommen-
dations of the commission clearly
roreshadow the dismemberment of old
Hungary, with a circle of small mnew
states surrounding what remains of
the old territory. This while not yet
approved by the ctonference, doubtless
reached the Hungarian leaders and
gave’ impetus to the overthrow of the
Karolyi government. One of the offi-
clals who is taking a chief part in the
readjustment of territory in that
quarter of Europe, has explained the
situation as follows:

“Bohemia has been detached from
the northwest of old Hungary. The ad-
joining country of the Slovaks has
alvo been detached. The Bohemians
are Czechs, and, with Slovaks, form
the new Czecho-Slovak nation, both
parts being detached from Hungany.
to the Slovaks, and this territory :has
also been taken from Hungary.

Rumania Gets Transylvania.

Next to the Ruthenians comes
Transylvania, which likewise has been
detached from old Hungary and given
to Rumania. Next to Transylvania
comes the Banat region, which has
been detached from Austria and given
to Rumania, nearly to the Temes riv-
er, the remainder of Banat going to
Serbia. - :

Further west the new Jugo-Slav
state receives part of old Hungary up
to the River Drave. These changes
form an almost complete circle, leav-
ing mew Hungary only a compact
centre occupying the rich Danubian
plain.

All the foregoing recommendations,
it is pointed out. were justified by the
principle of rationality ~and s'elt-de_-
termination. The Bohemians, Slovaka.
Ruthenians amnl Transylvanians, as
well as inhabitants of Banat are raci-
aily Slavic or Rumanian and have no
ethnological connection with the Hun-
garians, who have held the circle of
surrounding tervitory only thru the
nowerful political influence of the
Hungarian Magyars.

DOORS WILL OPEN
FOR BOLSHEVISM

Unless Allies Recognize Dan-
ger and Take Steps in
Hungary.

A VERITABLE HOTBED

Oppressed Classes Liberated

by Allied Victory Throw
Off Fetters.

Paris, March 25.—Hungarian affairs
occupy the most prominent place in
all papers, the grave, danger menac-
ing BEurope being gemnerally admitted.
The Matin says: “What is im-
portant in regard’ to the.general situ-
ation in BEurope is the first act of the
Budapest. ~soviet ‘government. 1t
hastened to send a fraternal greeting
to the Moscow soviet.

Tariff Increase in Australia
To Boéiﬁ Her Home Industries

Government Sustained in Vot-
ing Down Resolution of
A. R. McMastar—Sir Thos.

Ottawa, March 25.—By a vote of 115
to 61. the house of commons tonight
voted down the low tariff resolution®
presented by- Mr. A. R. McMaster,
Liberal member for Brome, and finan+
cial critic for the opposition.

2. Acceptance of the reciprocity
agreement with the United States,

. 8. Elinination of duties on food-
stuffs.

4. Elimination of duties on machin-
ery needed for the farm, mining, figh-
ery and lumber,

5. General downward revision of the
tariff made after careful investigation.
and with the object of relieving the -
consumer, and of bringing more
revenue into the coffers of the state.

In soving his amendment, Mr.
McMaster held that with the excep-
tion of necessary legislation in re-
gard .to factories and so forth, there
wshould be as little interierence by the
state as possiblé, More wealth would
be created by allowing people to carry
on their business in their own way.

Reciprocity’s Effect.

Mr. McMaster said the acceptance
of reciprgcity would not involve a
great loss to the country. If there
had been reciprocity between the

United States and Canada in the year
1910, Canada would have remitted
duties amounting to two and a half
million dollars, and the United States
would have remitted duties totaling
five million dollars.. But since then
matters had changed. The elimina-
tion of duties on Tfoodstuffs would
mean a loss of revenue of over four-
teen million dollars, on agricultural
implements of nearly a million and a
half dollars, and on olls of all sorts
over two and a half million dollars,
However, even the elimination of that
would not make any substantial in-
road on she revenue of the country.-
Today, he said. Canada was raising a

substantial amount of its revenue by
direct taxation. In 1910, Great ’Brltun
raised 31 per cent. of its shue by

-
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direct taxation, the United States 6%
per cent., and Canada only 11 per
ceat.

Tariff Resolution.
Mr. McMaster’'s tariff resolution Is
as follows: S
‘Whereas, in order to meet the great
expenditure necessitated by our na-
tional obligations; it 18  imperative
that the labor and capital of this
country should be directed to the ob-
taining of the greatest economic re-
tufn, and that the energies of our
people should Be freed in order that
the.-most be made of our natural re-
sources and the strength and intelli-
gence of vur people be utilized to the
fullest extent and
Whereas it is advisable in , the
.public interest that taxation should
_be bornc¢ Ly those most capable of

susta.ning the burden, and that the:

proceeds of taxation should reach the
national exchequer, and should not
be diverted into the hands of the
privileged classes of the community;
and

WWhereas the reciprocal trade
agreement negotiated with ‘the gov-
ernment of the United States in Jan-
uary, 1911, has been accepted by that
sovernment, and legislatign providing
for its coming into force upon its ac-
ceptance by the Canadian government
has been passed by the said govern-
ment of the United Statés; and,

‘Whereas, the said agreement, pro-
viding. as it does, for the free inter-
change of the products of the farm,
the sea, the mine and the forest, and
for the freer exchange of many arti-
cleés of prime necessity and universal
use offers to the producers and con-
fumers of this counmtry an "oppor-
tunity which wisdom and patriotism
demand should be availed of;

Asks Reciprocity.

Therefore, be it resolved, that it is
the opinion of this house:

(a) That the increases of duties of
7 1-2 per cent. and 5 per c¢ent. enacted
by the statute 5, George V. chapter
3, should be repealed.

(b) That the offer of reciprocity
contained in the  reciprocal trade
agreement now upon the statute books
of the United States of America
should ‘be immediately accepted in its
entirety, and that legislation for that
purpose should be introduced forth-

way of rebate or drawback; it always
neing provided that in the event of
luny difference of duty existing under
the provisions of different parts of
this resolution, the lower duty or
!freedom from duty, prevail,

; Favors Reduction,

(e) That having regard always to
the requirements of the public re-
venue and the necessity of affording
reasonable opportunity for adjust-
ment to those affected bty the pro-
posed Changes, rubstantial reduction
should be made in the tariff with the
{object of reducing the burden upon
the consumer in respeci cf the prime
necessities of life, and with tbe object
of deliveiring the consumer (rom the
bondage now imp> ed upon him by
the exactions of m,unopoliep, trusts
and combines.

Trend to Cities.

Dr. Edwards interrupted Mr. Mec-
Master to ask if the trend from the
rural parts to the city had been
greater in Canada fin the last ten
vears than it had been in the United
States. ¢

Mr. McMaster: 1 am not prepared
to say as to that. But I am prepared
to advance the opinion that the high
protective tariff has increased the
trend of people from the country into
the town.

Dr. Edwards: Then how do you ac~
ocount for the movement to the cities
in England?

Mr. McMaster: In the United King-~
dom free trade has built up the
cities.

“And,”” Mr. McMaster replied to the
outburst of laughter from the gov-
ernment side  of the house which
greeted his last remark, “if the cities
nad’ not been built up on the free
trade, if Great Britain had not been
the shield and buckler of the allies,
she would never have had money
enough to keep this war going.” (Op-
position cheers.)

He asked if the tariff was to be left
as it was and if re’ciprocity was to
be left alone. He . believed in party
government and he would like to see
a party in power with strong prin-
ciples and capable of putting strong
liberal policies into effect, but if they
could not have a strong Liberal gov-
ernment, let them have 'a strong Con-
servative party, Party government
was responsible government, and one
could not exist without the other.

Reply of Sir Thomas.

Sir Thomas White, who was warmly
applauded on rising, said that Mr, Mc-
Master was not only optimistic, but de-
cidedly persevering. D. D. McKenzie,
a few weeks ago had mentioned a light,
but the light appeared to have gone
cut. He said tha‘ he had the advant-
age of Mr. McMaster, for he had been
brought up on a farm and the mem-
ber for Brome had not. He thought
Mr. McMaster had got hig knowled;;e
of farming in correspondence schools.
Sir Thomaxs said, Mr. MeMaster had
talked of the Canadian farmer get-
ting up early in the morning. He
thought the farmer go* up too early
in the morning to be caught by a wa.n-.t
of confidence motion masquerading,in
the guise of a tariff policy. This was
not the time, he argued, to bring for-
ward a tariff resolution in the house.
The time to do so was on going in‘o
ways and means on the budget. Only
when the budget was brought down
would the government tariff policy be
laid before the house. '

Vote of Confidence. o)

Sir Thomes declared that an ameng.!
ment offered on a motion to go into
supply would, if carried, consti‘ute a
vote of want of confidence. in the
government. The motion to' go into
supply was of vital importancefin order
thét ¢he business of the ' country
should be carried on. The member for
Brome should have walted = until the
budget was brough® down, and the
financial sltuation of the country
thereby Aisclosed. I* was impossible

to discuss a matter of this nature
without knowing the flnancial situa-
tion, and Sir Thomas declared that he
did no* propose to do so. 5

Mr. McMaster, said Sir Thomas,
should take #nto consideration - the
political conditions not only .in Can-

attempting to unsettle .the = govern-«
ment. The war was not yet over and
the country was still confronted by
many grave prob.ems. The bringing
home of Canadian soldiers and the
settlement of these men in suitable
lines of work, constituted a problem
difficult to solve. Had the member
for Brome taken into consideration
the fact that most important economic
questions were now being Considered
at the peace conference. The result
of negotiations going on in Parismight
be the consummation of treaties be~
tween the allies which would have a
most important effect on trade regula-
tions.

Still a War Year,

The acting prime minister said that
he realized the importance of tariff
matters to the.country, and he ex-
pressed the belief that the policy of
the government on the tariff would
meet with the support of the house
and the peop.ie of Canada. There
would be proposals and revisions. He
asked that members in discussing this
subject remember. that this was still
a war year, Ezat the expenditures
were” still on war scale and that
Canada was s#{ll in the position of
providing for a:Jarge army.

In closing, Sir Thomas said that the
amendment was virtually a vote of
want of confidence in the government
and that it should, therefore, be voted
down.

? Stand of McKenzie. /
. ‘D. McKenzle, leader of the op-
position, said that the resolution hav-
in.gibeen sa ably put before the house
by /the memter for Brome, he would
devote no time to.discussing it. He
wished to deal with the point raised
by the leader of the government as
to the effect of the resolution. The
tariff question, he Waghd, was one of
vital importance, and he comsidered
that there was nothing improper in
the Liberals laying their cards on the
table and telling the Bouse and the
people of this country what they were
prepared to do, if they so desired.

The people of Canada, said Mr. Mc-
Kenzie, didn’t care a flg whether the
amendment wae characterized as a
vote of want of confidence or not.
What they wanted was relief from the
present situation. It was a simple
matter for the government, if it did
not wixh to declare itsélf on any mat-
ter, to raise the cry of want of confi-
dence. Almost any proposal “might be
run into this little hen-house of want
of confidence.” The curse of this coun-
try was not party government, but
the hanging on to power by one party.

The tariff, said the leader of the,
opposition, was not a matter to be
discussed behind closed doors. No
doubt the government would have pre-
ferred to deal with' it by order-in-
council if permitted to do so.

Bourinot, said Mr, McKenzie, stated
that an amen@ment introduced on the
motion to go into supply, did not ne-
cessarily constitute a vote of want of
confidence in the government.

Dr Clark in Debate.

Dr. Clark, Red Deer, declared he
would Hhave no hesitation in: voting
against the amendment. “I shall do
80,” he said, “from very plain reasons
which will commend themselves, I am
perfectly sure, to the people of western
Canada.” He would vote against it,
he went on, in the first place because
the amendment was not meant to suc-
ceed. The opposition Knew very well
how it would be treated. They knew
it would be voted down.

In the second .place he would not
vote for it because there were cer-
tain possibilities in regard" ‘to the
handling of the tariff.

After reviewing tariff history in
Canada under the Liberal regime, Dr.
Clark declared that the Liberal gov-
ernment went to sleep for ten years.
He referred to the Liberal party as
the fiscal Rip Van Winkles.

Dr. Clark declared that the amend-
ment wag asking for ten times as
many tariff changes by the govern-
ment in war time as were made by
the Liberal sovernment in the pip-
ing times of peace. The amendment
was highly irregular and was calcul-
ated to upset the trade of the coun-
try. It'had in it an element of insin-
cerity and was playing the purely
party game.

Support of West,

W. H. Whi‘e, of Victoria, Alta., said
that ever since 1911, when the Liberal
party was defeated in trying to re-
duce the high tariff, they had brought
in many resolutions to show that they
stood where they did at that time. He
disagreed with Sir Thomas White,
when Sir Thomas %said that this was
not the time to make such an a =
ment as Mr. McMaster’s, He said the
three legislatures of the western pro-
vinces had passed the same resolution
in their houses and had got the sup-
port of the Conservative oppositions,
There had been laid before “his house
a platform that the whole west stood
for, and a platform that some Liberals
in the west went down to defeat fer,

He declared that the government
did not unders‘and the real conditions
in the west country.

Crerar Criticizds.

Hon. T. A. Crerar, minigter of agri-
ture, followed Mr. White/ He maid he
wished to be quite frank with ° the
house on this matter. His record on
tariff questions was well known in
that part of the country which he
came from. When he entered the'gov-
ernment he had done so from a sense
of duty. He did not disguise the fact
that he had always believed in'a low
tariff policy, but he thought that the
member from Brome had introduced
his resolution at an inopportune mo-
ment, and that his object was not
above criticism.

The amendment, said Mr. Crerar,
could not be accepted by the govern-
ment because its acceptance would
mean ‘the overthrow of the govern-
ment and the plunging of this country
into a general election, which was not
desirable at the present time, He
would, therefore, vote against it.

Mr. McMaster: If I withdraw my
amendment will the minister of agri- |

Mr. Crerar replied that WMr. Mc-

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‘Troopship Docks at Halifax
—Brings Hundred Men Who
Were Held in Germany. -

Halifax, March 25.—~The Royal
George with 1600 returning Canadian
.war veterans, docked at noon today,
after an uneventful wvoyage of ten
days. Major C. E, Rodgers of Toron-
to, an original Fourth Battalion man,
and widely known for his work at
Quebec during the disturbances there
a year ago, was the officer command-
ing the troops. Major Rodgers paid
high . tribute to the officers aboard
the Royal George, who, he said, had
done everything in their power to
make the voyage a pleasant one ‘or
all ranks. Major Rodgers was an eye-
witness of the Rhyl riots, and states
the reports originating in England
were greatly exaggerated. The trouble
had been due to dissatisfaction among
some labor battalions, and had been
brought to a head by the foreign
element within and without the camp.

Among the men returning ‘on the
Royal George were approximately 100
prisoners of war, including Lance-
Corporal H. Heidman, 49 Riverdale
avenue, Toronto, who was taken
prisoner on the second of June, 1916,
while serving with the Fourth C. M.R.,
and who spent two and one half years
ir. various German prison camps. On
one occasion, Corporal Heidman was
within 13 kilometres of freedom, after
escaping from a German camp, and
traveling 72 kilog, disguised as a
civilian. He was captured while
croseing a railway, and upon being
returned to his camp was given 18
days’ in solitary confinement.

IDA ASKS HELP |
FOR BABIES

For two days we have been doing a
little detective work at odd times out-
side of department stores. In other
words we have been watching how
many babies are left in go-carts and
carriages of all kinds to roar or smile

as they see fit, while their fond
mother goes into [the store to either
look around or to do her shopping.

‘One woman, and a very young and
fine looking one at that, left a baby
boy in one of the; tipsy sort of, carts
outside of Eaton’s;} on Monday, ‘or 40
minutes, and for 28 minutes of that
time he was crying loud enough to
waken the dead. |

There were hal? a' dozen women
around trying to quiet the child, or
rather the baby, because it could not
have been more than nine months old,
but their efforts were in vain. He
refused to be comforted. When the
mother did finally come out of the
store, instead of trying to soothe the
poor frightened youngster, she began
to scold him, which very naturally had
quite the wrong effect upon him,

The same thingsoccurred at Simp-
son’'s side door yesterday, only this
time the baby was :a little girl, pro-
bably: a year: old. This
mother was in the store for at least
hal? an hour, because we stood beside
the child for that length of time, and
tho we did not succeed in keeping it
from crying, we kept it from going
into a convulsion.

‘We understand that the habit of
leaving babies and small children
putside of stores is one which is in-
dulged in extensively, in fact it is
said that when the kiddie cries too
Ioudly or too long, the police women
go over from the city hall, and take
it over there for a while, or until the
mother calls for it, when, no doubt
she is given a talking to, and warned
against repeating the performance,

Carrying babies thru shops is no
easy trick, but leaving them outside to
holler and roar is absolutely crimin-
al, and - should be made an offence
which would call for a stiff fine.
Children crying as those who are le‘t
do ery, might quite easily rupture
themselves, or for, that matter break
a blood vessel. In fact, we under-
stand that children could become
idiots by just such a route.

Very well then, it is up to the
citizens with some get up and go in
them, to prevent any thing of the sort
happening. It is granted that some
children are too heavy to be carried
thru the stores,” and ' their mothers
cannot leave them behind because
there is no one to look after them.
Why then can the stores not have a
room, where these babies could be
left? - There are any number of little
girls, 14 and 15, who are forced to go
to work, so that instead of having
them doing up bundles, they could be
used as nurses for the day nursery.

It would be necessary to have one
woman in charge so that the babies
‘would be properly supervised, but the
little girls would answer admirably
for nurses, and what is more the
work would be congenial to #hem, be-
cause where is the child of the age we
have mentioned who Jdoes not like to
mind a baby? This idea could be
carried out without a hitch, and it
would not only be saving the health,
and perhaps the mind of the unfortun-
ate babe, who is left to the tender
mercy of the world at large while its
mother shops, but it would be a boon
to the mothers who will not leave
their badbies in that manner, and
therefore are not able to get down
town at all.

Ottawa, March 25.—For the first
time this session, almost for the first
time in the history of this parliament, |
the Liberals formed themselves in
bittle array, and made a frontal attack
this afternoon upon the forces of the
government. They did not follow the
Red Cross of the McKenzi¢, but were
led Into action by that intrepid war- |
rior, A. R. McMaster, of Brome, the
financial ecritic  for s the opposition.

{Judge McKenzie, however, was in the

front line of the battle, and supported
his lieutepant with a vigorous speech.
Indeed, it may be said that he sur-
prised the house by the vigor and ve-
hemence of his address, As a private
member, the judge was inclined to be
:easy going, rather long winded, and
sometimes prosy. Today, as leader of
the opposition, he was crisp, energetic
and hit right from the shoulder.
L ®

It was upon the motion to go into
supply that Mr, McMaster offéred by
way of amendment his resolution
ca:ling for sweeping changes . in the
fiscal system of Canada. The resolu-
tion called upon the government to
repeal the war tariff surtax of 7 1-2
per cent.,, and tp immediately accept
the United States recipvocity agree-
ment of 1911, It also called for free
foodstuffs, free machinery for mills
and mines, for placing lubricating ofis
on the free list, for free admission of
fertilizers and cement, for free farm
implements, including tractors, for’
free lumber and building material, for
free raw material for the manufac-
turer, and for a general revision of
the tariff downwards. It was much
the same resolution as that adopted
a few months ago by the Liberal con-
ference at Ottawa and differed but
little from the Oliver amendmient of
1917, which was supported by Hon
Frank P, Carvell and Dr. Michael
Clark. It did not go as far as the
platform of the Canadian Council of
Agriculture, but i1t went far enough
to make the western Unionist mem-
bers sit up and.tal:e' notice,

Mr, McMaster is a Montreal lawyer
with-radical views on the tariff ques-
“lon. He 1% a pleasant, genial gentle-
man, who speaks shrilly, but distinctly
and beams at you good-naturedly thru
glistening spectacles. He "is not a
demagog, and his speech today was
an argument, not a tirade. He had §t-
tle o say about the manufacturers, in-
deed, he ignored the protective side of
the tariff altogether, and pleaded for a
reduction- in,the cost of living and for
the substitution of direct for indirect
~axation, He laughed at the idea that
reducing the tariff would deprive the
government of revénue. In the United
Kingdom, he said, eighty-ene per cent.
‘of the revenue was raised by direct.
taxation, in the United States sixty-
nine per cent. in Canada; however, we
raised only eleven per cent. of our re-
venue by direct taxation, and depend-
ed on the tariff for the other eighty-
nine per cent. His argument was that
the present system bore heavily upon
the poor, and did no* make the well-to-
do pay their fair whareof taxation. He
sa'd that United States revenue bill of
1918 raised ninety-four per cent. of its
six billion dollars from people able to
pay. We could raise two hundred and
fitty million @olldrs a year in Canada
by a similar met.hotl ot.axw"lo. n.

He drew what was intended to be a
lugubrious picture of the western far-
mer who wore boots, socks, clothes
and underclothing taxed from 30 to
42 1-2 per cent.

OLD OF SHELL SHOCK

Toronto Expert Declares It “Pure
Buncombe’ That Men Havp
No Fear.

Ottawa, March 25.—It has béen impos-
sible so far to arrive at-the accurate
number of Belgian reservists in Canada
who rejoined the Belgian army when war
broke out. Information given the par-
liamentary pensions committee today by
the Belgian consul-general was that
about one thousand, 'mostly- unmarried,
had reported. However, this did not rep-
resent the total as many rejoined at
their own expense; and there is no record
of these in Canada. There are not
fewer than fifty widows of Belgian re-
servists in Canada who were living here
before the war. Nearly 50 per cent. of
the reservists lived in Quebec.

Between five and six thousand Italian
reservists rejoined at ithe beginning of
the war. Not more than twenty  fam-
illes were left widowed or fatherless,

Baltimore Federal League Club
Starts Case That May Last
a Month.

Washington, March 25.—Professional
baseball as organized since 1903 was at-
tacked as an absolute monopoly and a

violation of the Sherman anti-trust act,
by counsel for the, 6 Baltimore Federal

League Club ' in begifgling the club’s

“Comgbination ., among the various
leagues\ and. clubs described as organiz-
ed baseball,” asserted Willlam L. Mar-
bury, attorney for the prosecution, ‘‘is
and has been since 1903 an absolute and
complete monopoly and the maintenance

anti-trust law. Conduct of organize
bageball under regulations of the ma-
tional commission ¢onstitutes a mon-
opolization of trade and commerce .in
baseball.”

Mr., Marbury contended that after in-
vesting more than $200,000 in equip-
ment, the stockholders of the club “had
been betrayed’’ by three officials of the
former Federal League. These officials
he named as James A. Gilmore, presi-
dent of the Federal League; Charles E.
Weeghman, president of the Chicago
Federal League Club, and Harry Sin-
clair, president of the league’'s Newark
Club, all of whom are defendants in the
case,

Altho officials of the Baltimore Club
were present at the meeting in Cincin-
nati in December, 1915, when the ‘peace
pact” with the National and American
Leagues wag signed, Mr. Marbury con-
tended that the agreement entered into
was not sanctioned by the Baltimore
club representatives. He also charged
that in the final settlement, all of the
Federal League clubs received more fa-
vorable consideration from the old
leagues than did the Baltimore club.

The total amount lost by the Baltimore.
Club, he said, was about $300,000, and
the suit for $900,000 was brought on the
ground that triple damage could be claim
ed for violation of the Sherman anti-
trust act,

The only witness appearing today was

Edwin Goldman, a director of the

Baltimore Club. He was on the stand
only a short time and will resume his
testimony tomorrow.

The poor quality of baseballs which
have -inflicted themselves on players
everywhere may be the undoing of Wal-
ter Johnson, the Washington star, if
there ever will be such a thing as un-
doing the big pitcher.

This intelligence is brought by Eddie
Ainsmith, the new Detroit backstop, who
has c¢aught the Senators’ great slabman
almost constantly for about eight years.

“War has prevented ball manufactur-
ers from usin the same standard of
goods in the balls as formerly,” says
Eddie. “They will not stand the wear
and tear that the old ones did, and be-
come worn and fuzzy after they have
hit the ground or stands a couple of
times. In that condition they can not
be thrown as fast, the action of the
air on the ragged edges lessening the
speed.

“Johnson suffers more than most
pitchers thru this because he depends
80 much on his speed. Those throwing
slower balls and relying on curves are
much better off than Walter as long as
the war quality balls are in usé.”

Alnsmith is positive his old batte
partner is the greatest pitcher in tHe
majors, but points out that he has not
béen so effective in thee last few"sea-
zorlnlc, and all because of the poorer base-
alls.

Johnson uses his head less and wor-
ries less over studying a batter than
any pitchér in the game, Ainsmith says.

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New Training System Won Welterweight
Championship for Britton From Lewis

According to Jack Britton, who has
just removed  the welterweight crown
from the dome of Kid Lewfs, the chief
factor entering into the victory was an
entirely new system of training. Asked
for particulars, Britton said:

“I have noticed for some time past
that as a result of the short decisionless
bouts nearty all the boxers have fallén
into the habit of confining their training
to a little boxing to loosen the muscles
and train the eye. In ‘tonsequence, while
the contéstants boxed pretty well they
lacked staying powers ' and especially
were. unable to fight or hit with vigor.
They were also unequal to the of

ng punishment;

“Quite naturally the rapidity with
which the leading boxers engage in short
bouts precludes time for systematic
training, as they are compelled to hop
about the country for great distances
and hence are at a great disadvantage if
they happened to bump against a fighter
who has prepared himself for the contest.

“I have been handicapped by this sys-
tem, but I determined the first time I
was matched for an important fight I
would get in trim even if I had to cancel
half a dozen other matches.

“The chance came when the match
with Lewis was ratified, nearly a wmonth
in advance of ringtime. I at once asked
my manager, Dan Morgan, to make no

matches in the Interim, as I wanted to

try my new system of training. I said I
was determined to go into the ring in
condition to put up the best fight that
was in me, and to do that I felt it neces.
sary to get my wind in first-class condi,
tion, ‘and also to increase my strength
and capacity for hard work.

“I got all the boxing necessary in the
three-round tilts at the base hospitals
every night, but my heavy work I put in
on the Harlem Speedway, Altho that
famous coursé is not open to automobiles,
yet there is no objection to its use by a
kidmobile, I have a little carriage buiilt
for two, It is a strongly-constructed ve-
hicle, with rubber tires, and is used to
enable my pair of kids, one three years
and the other sixteen months of age, to
inspect the surrounding country, Once
a day I strapped the youngsters into the
wagon, and, going to the speedway, trun-
dled them at a good rate of speed five
miles and return. This was about an
hour and a half of road work a day, and,
while the task at times threatened to

two-year-old when I got into the ring at
Canton, and I fought llke a whirlwind
from the tap of the bell in the opening
round until I had Lewis on the floor in
the ninth, I never tired for a second
and I put up the best fight of my life.
