Guelph G.W.V.A. Claims In-
vestigation Was Only "~ .

Guelph. Ont., Nov. 26.—(Special).—
A great deal of dissatistaction prevails
in the ranks of the Guelph G.W.V.A.

fered miners willing to return to the
mines, Dr. Garfield replied.

Farrington replied that he did not
think this would be necessary for
miners in Illinois as . he did not be-
lieve there were any in that state who
would care to return under the new
wage conditions.

! Would Mean Favored Class

To pay higher wages than the pro-
posed scale would make miners a
favored class, and “would result in
the payment by the public of an enor-<
mous fund to a minority,” Dr. Gar-
field said, replying to questions from
Frank Farrington, president of . the
Illinois district of the United 'Mine
Workers. "

Such a situation, Dr. Garfield added,
does not differ from that of a cor-
poration that attempts to add to its
profits at the expense of the few.

Dr. Garfield expiained that he was
not trying to dictate to the - wage
scale committee what it shoqld do,
but that he was prepared to say that
regardiess of the amount of wage
advance agreed to by the operators
and miners the public would not be
called upon ‘to pay more for its coal,

Phil P. Penna, operator of Terre
Haute, Ind.. said that the 14 per cent.
increase would more than absorb the
margin of profit of the Indiana mines
this year. “How are these mines to
continue in operation?” he asked.

Dr. Garfield replied that under a
falling market of demand the “high
cost of operation,” mines would have
to close or else have to operate at a
loss.

Many of the mines, Mr. Penna:
said, represent the ‘“labor and sacri-
fice of men’s lives, of men who are
too old to commence again and the
government must not make a de-
mand that puts men out of business.”

Dr. Garfieid’s Statement.

Dr. Garfield's statement to the joint
conference of miners and operators fol-
lows:

“On the 24th inst. I announced that
the public must not be asked to pay more
than it is now paying for coal, unless it
is necessary to do so in order to provide
reasonable wages to the mine workers
and a: reasonable profit to the operators.
Careful investigation forces me to the
conclusion that,”in ‘accordance with this
and other principles set forth on the :
inst., the public ought not to be required
to pay any increase in coal prices at this
time.

‘“fhe prices fixcd by the government
on ecoal were calculated to increase pro-
duction for war purposes, Coal was
basic, and the increase in produciion was
imperative. The operators are now in
rece »t of margins which were necessary
to effect that ing.ease of production, but
which are largef than are required un-
dc¢r present conditions. It was estimateu
that the producticn needed for 1918 was
600,000,000 tons. The estimate for 191y
is 500,000,000 tons.

“Applying the principles set forth iu
paragraph two of the statement of Nov.
24, when the average increases in wages
{ since 1913 for the various classes of mine
| workers are deducted from the increase
in the cost of living since that time, we
arrive at the amount of additional in-
crease in wages justified at the present
time. .

1 have taken the figures of the bureau
of labor statistics for both cost of liv-
ing and for the weighted average of wage
increase. According to these figures, the
cost of living has risen 79.8 per cent. since
1913, and the amount necessary to bring
the average wages of mine workers up
to this point at the present time is 14
per cent.

Not Fair to Public.

‘“Readjustments heretofore made since
1913 were such as to give certain classes
of mine workers an average increase in
excess of the "increase in the cost of liv-
ing, and certain others an average in-
crease below the increase in the cost of
living. This form of adjustment was
made in order to establish or preserve
certain relative bases in the mining in-
dustry. I do not think this condition,
however, ought to result in giving the
mine workers as a whole, and in con-
sequence imposing upon the public, a
total average increase in excess of the
total average increase in the cost ol
living, because If thiz course be adopt- |
ed, the result would be that tie total
increated burden placed upon the min-
{ing industry wil) be far in excess of the
increase in the cost of living. If this
principle were applied in industries gen-
erally, it is obvious that the resulting
cost would be passed along to the gen-

%1t the Bell Telephone Co. can't look
out for their own interests without
partial government legislation, God
help the rural lines.” Such ‘1s the
opinion expressed by F. D. Mackay,
chairman of special committee on

legislation of the Canadian Independ-
ent Telerylione Association, in his re-
port on the association’s efforts to se-
cure long distance connection thru
legislation at Ottawa. Mr., Mackay
laid stress on the injustice of the con-
dition which pergnits anyone to go
into a pay station and get any long
distance connection he wants while
the rural subscriber is inflicted with
a surcharge of ten cents per call. It
is legislation to overcome this that
the association is striving to gét. A
bill covering this was passed by the
commons, but the - senate turned it
down without discussion. Mr. Mac-
kay claimed that the senate merely
carried out instruétiongs and that it
was done in the interests of only one
concern—the Bell * Telephone Com-
pany.

*“If any government of today were
to grant to any body of men _such
Pprivileges as are enjoyed by the Bell
Co. its political career would be very
short,” declared Mr. Mackay. It was
shown that the revenue of the Bell
Co. has been raised thousands of dol-
lars by the trade brought to it by
rural lines without the addition of a
single additional line on the part of
the Bell Co. and without additional
expense to them. The association de-
cided to carry on and expect to ob-
tain the! necessary legislation next
session,

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WHO WAS T0 BLAME
FOR CAR STRIKE?

All Evidence in, and vFi_ndin’gT
- May Be*Made Next«-
. Wegk.

Peter White in his argument for the
Toronto Railway Company before the
board which is jnvestigating the strike
of September 3, emphasizing his point
that relations bhetween R. J. Fleming.
and the employes of the company
were cordial and that the company
was not responsible for the strike
which occurred on the day the C. N.
E. grounds were full of citizens deslr-
ous of getting home, spent much of
his time attempting to generally dis-
credit the charecter ¢f James T. Gunn,
business ageént of the Elecirical Work-
ers’ Union, and Mr. Fleming observed
that Mr. Gunn was a close relative of
Sapphira and Afianias.

Mr. Gunn himself replied to the
arguments of the counsel for the rail-
way, as dld J. G. O’Donoghue, counsel
‘for the union,.and the business agent
of the union suggested ame‘ndments' to
the Lemieux act emhodying the prin- |
ciple of the Whitley scheme of joint
industrial councils and also a -glause
ordeving en‘ploxers assent to offer
of employes to hold Joint conferences
upcn matters at dispute. Mr., Gunn
further suggested that civic employes
and ail employes of municipalities,
such as policemen and firemen, 'should
come Within the meaning of the Lem-
jeux act amemded as suggested. E. N.

Crompton, fair wage officer, was the

last of the witnesses called at the in-
quiry, and his evidence was to thé
effect that Mr. Fleming refused to
meet representatives of the Metal
Trades Union, but had no objection
to meeting representatives of his own
men, Mr. Crompton also expressed the
opinion that the business agent of a
union could’ be .considered:. as , repre--
senting men not belonging to his un-
ion. His experience had been that
many men wao did- not belong to
‘aniéns were. fourd -ta be .at the bot-
tom of labor troublés. The original
application of the men had been fof a
board covering both. the electfical
workers and members of the metal
trades. Doubt as to jurisdiction had
led to the formation of a new board
covering only electrical workers of the
company.
Who Was To Blame.

Peter White, in the course of his
argument for the company, stated that
responsibility for the strike was the
sole question at issue. He claimed
that faulty and unauthorized presen-
tation of the case of certain men who
desired a 9-hour day instead of the
8-hour day of the award, was the real
cause of the trouble, which led up to
the strike. Any delays occasioned in
the sessions of the board of concilia-
tion were due to favorable negotia-
tions being carried on thru other me-
dia. Evidence, he said, went to show
that whereas on the Friday preceding
the Sunday strike-vote session of #ne
union the men had practically decid-
ed to accept the award, but a sudden
change had arisen, a leak had been
effected, and the men learnt thru this
means that they would receive, less
than they expected. A furore resulted
with its final disastrous results. :All
this, days before the alleged delay of
the company to confer with repre-
sentatives of the men.

Jamse T. Gunn, replying to the
arguments of the T. R. counsel, stated
it was quite true he had accepted re-
sponsibility for negotiations with the
company. Had he not done so he
would have been brought to book by
those for whom he was acting, the
men, and ‘his resignation would have
been called for. There had been no
serious attempt {o place responsibility
except.upon the shoulders of James
T, Gunn, despite the fact that he was
the least of the three men of his own
committee. John Noble, James Stuart
and himself. The real reason of the
alleged faulty representation of the
case of 20 men who desired a 9-hour
day instead of an 8-hour day was that
they had not been given the neces-
sary information that in many cases
they were working far more than the
average of 50 hours a week. However,
there was no doubt as to the real rea-
son for the strike, and the generous
attitude of the Hydro-Electric sys-
tem toward trade union representa-
tives formed a noteworthy -contrast to
the attitude of the management of the

Our Only Way Out.

Hon. William G. McAdoo, former
United States secretary of the tregs-
ury, in’an open letter to Coal Admin-
istrator Garfield denounces the profits
of the bituminous coal operators as
“shocking and indefensible.” He says
that the returns of these coal compan-
ies for taxation will show that during
the year 1917 they frequently made
three hundred per cent. on the capital
invested, and some of them even as
much as two thousand per cent. Mr.
McAdoo takes ‘it for granted ‘that
their profits .were no less in
1918, after he left the treas-
ury department, and suggests
that the returns of these companies
under the income tax law be pub-
lished, He justifies the demands of the
miners for higher wages, but objects
to the operators passing on the bur-
den, or any part thereof, to the public
by increasing the price of coal,

The soft coal industry of the United
States has been developed to a high
state of prosperity by ruthless meth-
ods of exploitation. The operators
have taxed the public two and three
hundred per cent. for every - increase
of wages they gave the miners, and
the ultimate consumer, as usual, has
been bled white. :

‘We cannot interfere 'in the domestic
affairs of the United States, and we
have to pay for their coal, whatever
the American operators see fit to
charge us. Our only way out is to de-
velop the white coal of Ontario by
enormously increasing the generation
of electric energy from the - great
water powers of Central Canada, in-
cluding the Long Sault Rapids of the
River St. Lawrence, The electrifica-
tion of our railways and the genera-
tion of more electric power is our one
relief. We may expect no mercy from
the bandits who control either the
hard or soft coal deposits of the Unit-
ed States, or who tried to grab our
interests in the Sault rapids at Otta-
wa in parliament some years ago.

What is Ottawa, what is Adam Beck
éoing about developing these water
powers? What does Uncle Sam propose
to do? Will Mr. McAdoo play his part
in seeing that these water powers do
not pass into a power monopoly sim-
ilar to that now upon the back of the

Yesterday ,we received a deputation
of women #sking that we make some
public statement re the egg question—
again. This little matter of the eggs
has been talked about so many times
in this column that the whole business
is becoming sort of a by-word, but at
that there ean hardly be too much said
about it.

In the markets the prices being
charged for a dozen of eggs are out of
all propertion, in fact, it is
criminal for the city fathers to allow
out-of-town people to come in and
fairly rob ‘the taxpayers of this district
as they are now doing.

That, however, can be and is equaled
by the people right here in Toronto,
who are raising’ hens and selling the
eggs. /

With the egg raisers within the city
limits the city can easily deal and that
without any technical stunts being
called into play either. For
they might decide that all persons sell-
ing eggs be forced to buy a license with
which to carry on their business, and
all those failing to do so could be fined.

BOOTS AND SHOES,
BREAD AND PORK

Prices of These Commodities
May Undergo Big
Changes.

Retailérs of boots and shoes gener-
ally, especially the larger firms, ex-
presg some doubt as to the .effect of
the order of the board of commerce
fixing gross profits at 338 1-3 per cent.
At the same time they state that there
are questions of detail which need to
be cleared up before the order can be
thoroly understood. Pork packers,
touching upon the order of the board
fixing profitg at 20 per cent., express
fear that the smaller retail trade will
suffer much hardship if it is carried
out. W. C. Miller, secretary of the
Toronto branch of the Retail Merch-
ants’ ‘Association of Canada, stated
yesterday afternoon that the fixing of
profits at this figure was absolutely
antagonistic to the principles of the
association. He stated that reports
from western centres indicated on-
position also from those centres in
several lines of the retail trade, and
that no incentive was offered to
merchants to take advantage of pre-
payments or regular trade discounts.
Bakers state that they' are even as
matters. stand. trading at a loss, and
that if the board decides to also raise
wheat prices now existent, it will be
necessary to raise prices of bread. In
a nutshell the general opinion in the
retail trade of the order of the boand
is that it will tend to restrict trade
rather than to protect the consumer.

In a few words the situation in the
bread trade may be described as fol-
lows, according to those in the retail
trade: bakers are working at a loss on
bread, but profiting on cakes; if the
price of wheat is raised the farmers
only will benefit, and the consumers
will pay more for their bread. Sev-
eral bakers say they are selling the
22-cent loaves to the grocers at 20
cents the loaf. If the price of wheat
falls bread will drop immediately in
price. More than 300,000 loaves are
sold in Toronto daily, and these cost
$31,800 to produce, selling to the pub-
lic at $33,000. The present profit per
1% -pound loaf is two-fifths of a cent
retail, profit wholesale at 10 cents the
small loaf being practically the same,
Wheat will have to rise 40 cents
bushel to justify a one-cent rise in
bread to the consumer,

In the same way the bacon situa-
tion is summarized as follows: The
Harris Abattoir bacon sold wholesale
at 431% cents a pound yesterday morn-
ing and hams 36% cents. Retailers are
selling sliced ham at 55 to 60 cents a
pound, and bacon at 52 to 56 cents.
This indicates that while hams cost
retailers less than bacon, they are
selling hams at higher prices than the
bacon. When the order goes into
effect retail butcherg will sell bacon at
51 cents and ham at 44 cents, Retail
butchers would like a proper interpre-
tation of the priceg ordered for 1920.
They claim that the recent order is

Take first the meaning of “a profit
of 20 per cent. on the selling price.”
That is a camouflage worthy of.the
gentlemen who fool .you with three:
thimbles and a pea. It applies to
‘everything—pork and shoes; . clothes
and hats, It means two dollars ‘pro-
fit out of a .ten-dollar pair of shoes.
The shoes cost the retailer eight dol-
lars. He makes his legitimate profit
on the money with. Which he buys the
shoes. The money you pay him:for the
shoes includes-the profit. So two dol-
lars on eight is 25 per cent. Twenty
per cent. on eight dollars is only one
dollar and sixty .cents.. That camou-
flage is worth forty cents to the re-
'tailer, and the board seems willing to
let him have it.

Look at These Clothes.

It is the practice of many retail
clothiers to say their gross profit is
33 1-3 per cent.” It is really 50 per
cent.,, as a sample list of figures
shows:

You pay for a suit of clothes $30

The sgeller says his profit is

8% 1<3 percent. .......iv.0.. #10

He paid for the suit ........ $20

The truth is, that as the $30 you
pay includes the seller's profit, he
can only firstly reckon his profit on
what he paid for the suit. So the true
position is this:- ! g

He paid for the suit ..

He added his profit .. . %10

He charged you: .. ool 330

His profit was $10 on a $20 outlay,
or 50 per cent, But he comes before
the' board of commerce and tries to
convince the board and the board’s
employer (who is you) that he has
been making 33 1-3 per cent. profit.
In truth every second suit is all pro-
fit, instead of every third suit, as he
professes, according to the trading
canon that is set up by some who
fast twice in the week and on the
Sabbath make long prayers and sup-
plications to the Throne of Grace.

When you get on the track of the
real causes of the high cost of living
you soon scent percentages, which
represent a few labor costs and many
,prdfits of which labor is a small ben-
eficiary, indeed. .

FOR VACCINATION

reported and in -the past 48 hours we
have had 90 cases officially reported
to the department. ¢

“Some two weeks ago the United
Statés public health service at -Wash-
ington sent a representative to inves-
tigate conditions in 'this city, in re-
gard to the present outbreak of small-
pox. After making a careful investiga-
tion, he reported back to his govern-
ment, with the result that they issued
an order, as you are aware, that all
parties passing into the United States
from the province of Ontario, after
‘Wednesday, November 26,”at 7 a.m.,
would require to show a certificate of
recent vaccination. This we learn will
affect some 30,000 people daily, and I
think you will find ‘it interesting to
observe whether or not a complaint
of a small group out of that. 30,000
will induce the United States govern-:
ment- to extend the time for the en-
forcement of that act. This is not a
matter in which any government, any
department of health or any board of
health can afford to play fast ard
loose. It is a time in which those in
authority are required to act with de-
cision.”

The M.O.H. explained he had given
two extensions of eight and ten days
already, and he believed that those
children who had not already’ been
vaccinated ‘'would not avail them-
selves of any extra period to undergo
the operation.

No Time to Comp!y.

The mayor remained adamant to all
this and moved a resolution, which
Alderman McMulkin seconded, thatu
the commitee gave a further extension
period of ten days for the children to
be vaccinated.

His one object alone in
forcing the order was to safeguard
the health of the eity. In nine years,
said the doctor, he had reduced the
‘mortality from 14.8 to 11 per thousand
persons and he asked the committee
was it fair he should be worried to
death because he was safeguarding
health? = He refused to be a coward
and - neglect his duty. If anything
gserious occurred those who now at-
tacked him would be the first to at-
tack him-again.

Affter some further discussion the
mayor'd resolution was passed.
