“Threals are being made,” said Mr.
Lock, “that they will turn cattle loose
Lpon the roads during the night, wire
up the gates and use other violent
means to prevent milk beéing sold. On
Thursday night one farmer’s house
was visited, his harn was forced, and
severa! n.ilk cons, which were laden
ready for shipment, were -taken from
a van and emptied into a diteh.”

Mr. Lock says that the opposition
comes from men who have practically
nothing to lose by the tie-up, but that
the farmers who send the .big ship-
ments are terrorized. Some of the
men he got mitk from wanted him to
promise not to let it be known for
fear of injury to their farms.

Mr. Lock thinks the authorities
ghou'd extend protection to the men
who are anxious to sell their milk.

BALFOUR DECLARES IN
FOR OF PROTECTION

Proffers of Canada and Other Col-
‘onies Should Be Accepted as
‘Regards Preferential Trade.

LONDON, May 3.—Presiding to-day at
the annual demonstrationr of ~the
Primrose League, the great organization
of the Unionists, ex-Premiier Balfour
abandoned his previous attitude of ap-
parent indecision on the subject and
came out squarely in favor of protection
under the name: of preference. He said
he was satisfied that a preference poli-
oy would ultimately be adopted by
this country, and emphasized the ne-
cessity for .‘“speedily . translating the
sentiment of brotherhood into practical
action” by ' aceepting . the proffers of
Canada and other colonies of preferen-
tial treatment for trade.within the em-
pire, before the latter is' drained of its
vital strength.-

Mr. Balfour-added that the differen-
ces 'of opinion between the Unionists
on fiscal reform, were rapidly diminish-
i'ng, and he hoped they would soon van-
ish.

BLACKSOD BAY SCHEME.

Given Necessary Subsidies Promoters
Are Prepared to Give Service.

(Canadian Assocliated Press Cable.)

LONDON, May  3.—Regarding the
Blacksod Bay scheme Sir T. Trout-
bridge, one of the promoters, giving
evidence in the house of commons,
stated that if the subeidy of £300,000
annually for ten years was given by
the' imperial and Canadian govern-
ments and the Collooney raillway hill
passed, he and  his colleagues were
preparéd to raise the .whole capital
required (£5,000,000), to construct . the
ra/lways, harbor works and the ‘steam-
ships and ‘to carry out ail the inciden-
tai works. 4

He had talked over the matter with
Premier Laurier and Lord Strathcona,
both of whom displayed great interest
in the seheme. They could not, how-
ever, make any statement as to grant-
ing a subsidy until some define pro-
posal was laid before them.

curred at Rawalpindi, Punjab,

‘A’ Hindu mob burned two bungalows,
pillaged the mission church, looted the
postotfice, burned a garage and all the
motor cars in it, destroyed the plant of
a power-house, and smashed the win-
dows of the residences ot mamny Euro-

peans.

Armed police eventually obtained the
upper hand and dispersed the rioters.
“The town is now patroled by a squad-
ron of 10th Hussars.

The outbreak is attributed to the in-
cendiary influence of a number of well-
known agitabors, who -have been mak-
ing speeches -thruout the Punjab, and
who are also held nesponsible for the
recent - outbreak at Lahome.

Rawalpindi is a fortifieéd town of the
Pungab, capital of the Rawalpindi di-
vision and district. It is situated forty-
seven miles from Attock, an important
strategic position on the Indus, and has
a population of about 90,000.

Rawalpindi is the administrative capd-
tal of the division and district of its
own name between the Indus and Jhi-
lam, on the mailway fronmi Lahore to
Peshawar. There are -an arsémal, a
fort, a fine public park, several Eurno-
pean churches, and the headquarters of
the ‘Punjab. Northern State Railroad.
Transit trade is carmied on with Cash~
imere and Afghanistan, The Sikhs sur-
rendered here, and in 1885 a great dur-
bar or review was held.

WILL AGCEPT APOLOGY. -

Such action
will greatly facilitate the work of the
commission, and the provisional con-
tract may afterwards be ratified.

TORONTO S OCEAN PORT
STEAMERS SAIL DIRECT

Three Freighters of Canadian Lake
Line From England Here
Without a Break.

The “Corunna,” the first of the thmee
new steel package freighters bought
by the Canadian Lake Line, Toronto,
in Britain,cleared from the Middlesboro
England, on Friday, April 22, bound
for Toronito. She is loaded with a full

cargo of pig iron consigmed to Messrs,
Samuel, Benjamin & Co. i
The ‘“Morena,” the second steamer,

May 2. $She is also loaded with pig
iron for the above mentioned firm, and
the ‘Nevada,” the thind steamer, will
probably leave Newcastle, England,
‘the early part of next week with a
full - load of pig iron for the same
firm,

These cargoes are probably the finst
on record to be contracted for from
Canada and delivered direct by steam-
ship from an English port to the City
of Toronto without transfer at Mont-
real. ; .

While this is not an established ser-
vice, it is an .indication of what can
be done, and in the future with deep-
ened canals a regular servicemight be
established, making Toronto practical-
ly an ocean port.

After delivering their cargoes, the
“Morena,” “Corunna”  and “Nevada'
vill go into commission in the regular
bi-weekly service between Montreal
and the head of the lakes, carrying
package freight up, and grain down.

The Canadian Lake TLine steamers
“A. E. Ames”’ and “J. H. Plummer”
are now on their way down from Fort
William loaded with grain for Mont-
real and Kingston, - respectively. The
steamer “H. M. Pellatt” left Toronto
last Saturday for Port Arthur and
