Glasgow, Jan, 28.—Bir Henry Littlejohn,
medical officer of Edinburgh, believes that
Murray Hall, the Tammany politiclan, who
upon death Jan. 17 was found to be a wo-
min, was the same person who, in 1871,
wis brought to the smallpox hospita’ dress-

says: “‘A woman who went under the name
of John Campbell and was a stonemason,
married a gid in Edinburgh.

“Campbell . suffered from a slight attack
of smal'pox, and was taken to the hospital.

At that
time she was supposed to have gone to the
United States.”

HORRORS WITNESSED IN CHINA
BY AN ENGLISH CORRESPONDENT

New York, Jan. 28.—Fresh from the
turbulent scemes in China, George, Liyneh,
an English war correspondent, arrived

Have

Thomas Hnglish Chop House, King St.

here yesterday, on his way to England,
and is now at the Waldorf-Astoria. He has
jad some remarkable experiences during
the last three years, having gone thru the
Cuban war, the war in South Africa and
the disturbamces in China.

The horrors he witnessed there surpass
in tragic interest any that he had ever
met during his long career on different
battlefields. Speaking of atrocities com-
mitted by the soldlers~from which the
Americans, Japanese and Bunglish troops
were excepted—Mr, Lynch said it was lit-
tle wonder that the natives fled ‘from the
advance ag from a terrible scourge.

Allies Created Terror. :

“A wave of fear emd horror,”” he mald
in describing the advance upon Pekin,
“preceded the advent of\,the allies to such
an extent that, in many of the villages
which we passed thru, in many houses in
Tong Chou and in Pekin itself, whem the
thresholds were passed by the invading
soldters, bodles of the members of an en-
tire family were seen hanging from the
rafters, or lylng side by side on the kong,
suffocated, as they preferred one or the
other methods of suicide to save them-
gelves from ¢heir Christian conquerors.
Three days after Peltang was relieved there
was & house not three bhundred yards from
the ocathedral im which the entire family
had dpparently committed sulcide. The
soldiérs who occupled that gquarter were
too busy looting to aitend to the buiial of
the bodies which strewed the streets. Fin-
ally ‘the fear of disease compelled them to
make some effort for their own protection.

“Any thoughtful person who has been
in Pekin with the allies cannod but specu-
late as to what effect this visitation will
have on the population of Chipa. 1t is
Juminpusly evident',bo my- mind that for
generations to come ¢he progress of Chris-
tlanity in China is-absolutely killed. In
China the faith was practically making mo

| peal progress, but what little progress It

has made among the lower classes and the
destitute coolles, who form ¢he bulk of
the so-called comverts, Is now utterly wiped
owt. It will be generations before the
recollection of this latest crusade is erased
from the memory of the Chinese people,
From Chinese Standpoint.
‘Except as regards ¢he attack on the
legations, which was utterly inexcusable,
there was nothing in the Boxer movement
which cannot thoroly recommend Iitself to

the mind of any patriotic man, to what-
soever country he may belong. K was the
patriotic rising of an exasperated people,
who were goaded to desperation by un-
scrupulous foreign aggression. The motive
of the whole movement was ‘China for the
Chinese,” as we might have sald ‘Bogiand
for the English,’ or ‘America for the
Americans.’

“The attack on the legations was abeo-
lutely Inexcusable. Coufucius says that. the
persons of emissaries are sacred. But what
defence can we make for the attack on the
Takt forts without any deglaration of war?
Let us try to look at things from a Chinese
point of view. Every seéntiment that that
people hold precious has been violated In
China by the foreigners; every Imperial
edict rings plaintively with the refraln of
‘outrages on the gods.’ '

Revolution is Impending.

“One of the effects of the oecupation of
Pekin and flight of the court has been fo
weaken the prestige of the Manchu dynasty.
The tenure of power by the weak Emperor
has been additionally handicapped by the
sin of being childless; it was already suf-
ficiently insecure without this further ca-
lamity. Now thruofit the south and in the
central provinces there is a deep and wide-
spread feeling tending toward gevolution.

“It may be urged that revolutions are
chronic in China,but never was there & time
when leaders were forthcoming of such
capacity and determination as at the pres-
ent moment. There arc a large number of
wealthy young men who have been educated
abroad In Japan, America and England
whose contact with our civilization has filt-
od their minds with patriotic asplirations.
Men of the type of Sunjatsen realize the
erormous dormant power that lies inherent
in the vast. empire of four hundred million
souls. They realize what Japan hag done
within the last thirty years, and feel confi-
dent that a similay révolution would be
actually carried out among- their couatry”
men in eveh shorter time.

«“Between them they have ample money at
thelr command, and the recent insurrection
near Canton has shown them that the Im-
perial troops could only afford an insignifi-
cant oppisition to their progress once the
revolution was fairly started. The ideal
government in their minds is that of 2
republic, and there is much in the machin-
ery of the existing Government that is 80
thcroly democratie that thruout the prov-
inces, and excepting the entourage of the
Inperial court, the existing machinery 's
actually well adapted for a republican form

of government.”

Pekin, Jan. 28.—A meeting of the foreign
envoys was held this morning, which was
attended only by those whose fellow-
countrymen have been killed in the In-
ternal provinces, the object being to def
cide what punishment should be Inflicted
upon minor officials. A report will be
made to a general meeting of the Ministers,
to be held probably after the funeral of
Queen Victoria. The Ministers refuse to
state the decisions arrived at, but it is
believed that few will be beheaded, and
certainly "not the highest officials.

Li Hung Chang and Prince Ching have,
on their request, had Cheng and Chou
¥Fu appointed to assist in the negotiations.
Chou Fu is the newly-appointed treasurer
of Chili, and was formerly Chinese Min-
ister to Corea.

The smdllest details of the heart- |
rending drama were fai lly recounted
to her, and often in privat conversation
| she spoke with tears in her ‘eyea of the
| sufferings of the victims, for she felt as
much attachment as admiration for the
whole Dreyfus family.

“Few people kmow that during the Ren-
|nes trial, she had instructed her Ambas-
| sador to keep her informed of the results |
of each session. When, causing anguish
shared by all her entourage, the monstrous
verdict became known to her, she had the
following despatch sent off:

*‘Thanks for your telegram giving the
finding agaimst that poor martyr. I hope
he will appeal against that fearful sent-
ence. Y. E

“Thereupon she withdrew into Aer pri-
vate apartments, and passed the greater
part-of the evening in prayer for ‘the just
man’ and his admirable helpmarte.

‘“Among the great ones of this earth there
is not one who had & doubt of Dreyfus’
Imnocence, yet there was no other’ who
|dared so openly and frankly to d'splay
sympathy for the victims of the crime of
1894,

8o Says Hon. R. R. Dobell, Who Has Just Retarned From Eng-
land—Blames Mr. Petersen and Would Hold His
Forfeit—Shipbuilders All Busy Now.

Montreal, Jan. 28.—(Special.)—The Hon.
Mr. Dobell has returned from Eagiand, ad-
mitting that the fast Atlantie service has
not advanced at all, but stating that it
must not be considered dead.

““Phe scheme is quiescent,”” is how the hon,
gentleman put the matter. ‘“We lost the
opportunity mainly thru the action of Mr.
Potersen. We went a certain length with
that gentieman, relying upon his state-
ment that he could finance the operatfon.
He did not succeed. All was chaotlc.
There was nothing definite. Mr. Petersen
failed and we have to bear the effect of
that failure. I for one think that Mr. Pe-
tersen’s forfeit should be finally retained.
It there is any thought/ of returning it I
shall certainly be mo party to the idea. I
wili have nothing to do with it. Mr. Peter-
sen 1s entitled to lose his forfeit. Had we
insagined that there would be any aifa-
culty we should not have proceeded so far
with Mr, Petersen. But we shall have
the fast service in time. The ‘scheme is
not dead. We shal] have to walt fer It.
I do not belieye in forcing matters. At the
pregent' time all the great ship-building
yards in Pngland, Scotland and Ireland
are full of orders. I have been making in-
quiries. = Some of them are full up.for the
next two or three years. There would be
no use in pressing the matter now, for
there would be no competition, and the
prices asked wonld be out of the question.
When things ape normal again in the ship-
building world the question may come to
the front.” %

MR. DOBELL |N NEW YORK.

The “Cabinet Free Lance” Spoke
Feelingly of the Death of the.
Queen—The Boer War.

New York, Jan. 28.—*If the TUnited States

. would only be & little more generous and

less selfish an arrangement might be ar«

rived at by which Ythe United States, Eng-
land and Canada could join in' building an
infernational Nicaraguan Canal without
forts and without soldiers.”

Thus spoke R. R. Deobell, a member of
the Canadian Ministry, who arrived from
Pngland on the Btrurla yesterday.

“A fort anywhere is a menace,” con-
tinued Mr. Dobell. ‘““The absence of forts
and soldlers on an international canal at
Nicaragua would be the best possible guar-
antee 'of peace. In case it were threatem-
ed by foreign nations the combined fleets
of England and the United States would
ensure Iits defence.”

Iinfluence of the Queen.

Mr. Dobell did not hear of the death of
the Queen until the news was brought
aboard the steamship by the Sandy Hook
pllot.,

“Thank God,” he sald, “‘that she passed
away without pain. Her history is unique,
and her Influence does mnot dle with her,
but will last for generations. ‘It s also
very far-reaching, and it should have the
result of uniting all the English-speaking
nations and peoples In the closest bond of
fraternity and friendship. Indeed, I think
it will have this result, and bring especially
Americans, Canadians and Englishmen (nto
a closer and warmey relationship.”

A Cabinet Free Lance.

Mr. Dobell somewhat facetiously describes
himself as *‘a sort of Cabinet free lance,’”
since, altho & member of the Canadian
Ministry, he carries no portfolio.

Africa.”

Years Ago Dominion Government Re-
funded a Subsidy to the Town
of Pembroke.

NOW RENFREW WANTS ITSSHARE

And Later, Possibly, the Whole Pro-
vince of Ontario Will Have to
Be Reckoned With.

Ottawa, Jan, 28.—Some years ago the Do-
minion Government refunded to the town

of Pembroke the amount of a subsidy

:wbich the town had granted to the Ol

Canada Central Railway. The reason was
that the road had become incorporated as
a portion of the Canadian Pacific Railway,
and the town argued that as the Canada
Central ceased to be a special road the
town should get back its specig} bonus. The
refund was promised by the Dominion Gov-
ernment on the eve of a hot election waich
was going on in that distriet. That fact
does not prevent the action of the Ottawa
authorities being used as a precedent whi-h
other municipalities may take advantage
of.,

A delegation visited Ottawa from Ren-
frew, and after pointing out what nad
been done for Pembroke asked that Ren-
frew be similarly treated. While Pembroke
had contributed a subsidy to the Canada
Central to have the road extended from
Renfrew to Pembroke, Renfréw had also
given a bonus to that portion of the line
between Sand Point and Renfrew. Their
claim for a refund ig based on the same
grounds on which the mouney was paid back
to Pembroke. If it was right, they say, in
the one case, then it must be right in “he
other.

But the matter of refunds is not likely
to remain here, The whole Province of
Ontario will have to be reckoned with one
of these days. The Government of On-
tario is sald to be looking quietly ‘nto the
subject, and the probability is that at no
distant day a claim will be made for re-
funds on all the provincial railways which
were alded by Ongario, and which were
subsidized also by”the Dominion, and e-
clared by statute to be works for the
“general advancement of Canpadn.”

In regard to the Renfrew delegates, the
Premier said that he would look into the
matter. This eventually may mean pay-
ments of many millions of doliars by the
Dominion treasury to municipalities and
provinces.,

A CURE FOR DEFORMITIES.

An Austrian Surgeon Reports a
Discovery Which is Considered
of Great Merit. ;

Vienna, Jan. 28.—Prof. Robert Gersuny,
one of ther most eminent surgeons of Aus-

tria, reports an important discovery which
he has just made. This discovery consists
in the use of a mixture of paraflin and vase-
line in curing physical detormities and fill-
ing cavities caused by the removal of por-
tions of bonmes. In a large number of ex-
periments this treatment has proved per-
tectly successful. 5

The mixture is injected beneath the epi-
dermis at a temperature of 104 degrees. It
hardens quickly and remains in position
without the péssibiivy of shifting, It does
not irritate the surrounding parts, and 18
in no way harmful to the blood. In a case
where a part Qs the jay was removed. this
injection filled*dut hollowed cheek to
a perfect contour. Another patient suffered
from a defect in the palate, which caunsed
an impediment in his speech. After an
operation the malformation in the palate
was corrected by the injection described,
and. the“speech became distinct.

It is believed possible that this Injection |
may also prove of great use in cases of;
muscéular constriction, but experiments In
this direction are not yet complete. A num-
ber of surgical authorities have declared
that the mixture will pessibly be invalu-
able for developing thin persons, conceal-
ing deformities of the body and face.

Prof. Gersuny declines to allow the. dis-
covery to benefit him finaneially, declarin;
that he values it purely from the medi
and scientific standpoints.

One of; the
problems that Imperial statesmen have to
solve s the creation of a constitution that
will give concrete shape to the aspirations
of the people of the Empire. The first re-

keq& a necessary adjunct to it, is a eu-
preme heah who shall be representative of
the Imperial unfon. The King of England
is such a supreme head, but he is lacking
in a fitle to adequately convey the fidea.
We agree with The London Times that the
present is an opportune momrent for alter-
ing or eéxtending the royal title, so as to
make it harmonize with the changed cond!-
tions. We confess it will be no easy mat-
ter to agree upon a title that will be sat-
isfactory to all parts of the Empire, but
we think it is quite possibie that the word-
smiths of the day may be able to give us a
term that will filj the bill. As for the epl-
thets “King” and “Emperor,” we hardly
think that they would be acceptable to
the colonies. The latter term certainiy
would be oub of place on the American
continent, and the genius of Canada does
not take kindly to the title of “King.”
The supreme head of the Empire is more
than 4 ‘‘president,” and yet the titie of
“Emperor’' would be too strong as far as
the colonies are concerned. If the Empire
were to be designated as the British Com-
monwealth, the title of “Px\)te-ctor" might
be acceptable, but as Australia has appro-
priated the name Commonwealth it cannot
be used to designate the Empire, The ap-
pellation ‘‘British Empire” is not objec-
tionable, but when we use the word “Em-
peror” to designate the head of the Em-
pire we realize that the term clashes with
the republican sentiments of the people not
only of the colonies but of Gteat Britain
itself. The word we are fooking for oaght
to be broad enough to take In évery coun-
try under the sun, even ihe United States,
as they may feel disposed some day to
come into the great Anglo-Saxon federi-
tion.

While others are working
at the Improvement of motors ard studying
the effects of electric waves on wires and
c¢ables, the medical gentlemen confine thelr
attention to the human machine,
which there is nothing of more transcen-
dent importance, as far as mankind is con-
cerned., Dr: Osler has made one of the
most critical and aecurate dlagnoses of the
nineteenth century that we have yet ‘se:n,
His article is not omly interesting from an
historical point of view, but it lmpn'rts a
store of information that cannot fail te be
beneficial to everyone who eares to profit
by it. He has made the doctor and the
gospel of health the chief forces in the re-
generation of humanity.

THE DEADLY HORSE.
People who travel' behind a horse, in a
buggy or other conveyance, run probably
one hundred times greater risk of being

railway. The ratio of danger is certainly
as great as this, if the comparison is made
on a basis of the mileage of passengers con-
veyed by horses and by railway tra‘ns. The
three people who were killed at the unfor-
tunate accident near Bowmanville on Sun-
day afternoon were the victims of horse
traction. The railway certainly killed them,
but they were not railway passengers. They
were the victims of the deadly horse. Whe-
ther the accident resulted from the care-
lessness of the occupants of the conveyance
or whether it arose from the fact that the

‘he was high-spirited and not under perfect
control, the fact remains that it was a horse
and not a railway accident. Farmers are
especially negligent in the training of their
horses. They take altogether too
many risks with untrained animals,
the innermost workings of whose
mind are always an unknown and
dangerous quantity. While the horse and
the carelessness of those who use this
agency of travel are most to blame for these
fatal accidents at rallway crossings, much
might be done to render the danger less for-
midable. At all level crossiugs particular
care should be taken to see that travelers
on the highway have a clear and \mobstrué -
ed view of the railway tracks in both direc
tions. There are numbers of crossings thru
out the country which are a perpetua’
source of danger from this particuiar cause.
In many cases the cutting down of a few
trees or the removal of an embankment
would eliminate a great deal of the danger.
Many of these crossings are already well-
krown by their fatal record. The Bowman-
ville accident ought to stir up all muniel-
palities in the province to investigate ali
the level crossings within their jurisdiction
to see if the element of danger cannot be
eliinated or reduced.

Two years ago the Secretary of State for
the Colonies, Joseph Chamberlain, appoint-
ed a royal commission to investigate the
whole question, and when he had received
its report he expressed himself in unmis-
takable terms concerning the unfairness of
France's action. Because of this investi-
gation Mr. Chamberlain allowed the modns
vivendi to expire 12 months ago, intending
to use this lack of legislation as a lever
to force France into an agreement less
objectionable than that then expiring.

Next Week on Account of
Queen's Death.

NO BUSINESS O MEMORIAL DAY.

No Work or Entertsinment-Ofty-
zens Are Emjoin2d to Attemd
Their Own Churches,

Council yesterday afternocon was post-
poned to next Wednesday week at 2
o’clock on account of the interval of mourn-
ing for the late Quen. All the members o}

On taking his seat Mayor Howland said:

The Council baving nisen the Mayor
said: Thé following telegram has been re-
ceived:

Ottawa, Ont,, Jan. 26.

I am direcied by the Governor-General
to inform you that His Excellency has
been commanded by His Majesty the King
to express to you and the citizens of To-
ronto His Majesty’s heartfelt thanks for
your kind message of sympathy.

Capt. Graham, Gov.-General's Sec.

“Before putting any moation for adjourn-
ment,” His Worship added, “I would like
to have the views of Council on the issu-
ance of a proclamation inviting the congre-
gations of the varioas religious denomina-
tions to hold simultaneous memorial ser-
vices."”

Ald. Sheppard, seconded by Ald. Frame,
moved that a proclamation be issued In-
viting the clergy of the various religious
denominations to arrange for the holding
of simultaneous memorial services in their
respective churches on Saturday, the 2nd
Feb, prox., the day of the interment of our
beroved Queen, at an hour contemporane-
ous with the holding of similar services in
England (solar time) or at sach other hour
as may her:after be announced; and that
a1l citizens be respectfully requested to at-
tend such services In thelr respective
chirches; and the attention of all citizens

He gave thanks alse
for the accession to the throne of so noble
a King as Edward VII, and asked that the
British nation might be peaceful, and as
progressive under his rule as under the
rule of his #llustrious mother.

James L. Hughes of Toronto.

Superintendent of Public Schools Henry
P. Emmerson followed with a brief ad-
dress and introduced James L. Hughes,
Superintendent of the Pubuic schools of To-
ronto. Mr, Hughes began by saying that
the Queen’s death was not an occasion for
sadness. Why should sadness prevall at
the death of a moble woman, who, in the
80 years of her life, had performed her
every duty, and had now gone to her rest?

¥From a few straggling shanties and a
population of 600 to a city of our pres-
ent proportions, with a population of 110,
000 at the lowest, is quite a jump for
seventy-five years, a single life-time. We
are accustomed to such marvels in the great
west, but Syracuse stands almost, if not
quite, alone of eastern cities in this wou-
agerful growth.

It is a curious fact that the two most
insportant, if not the sole, impulses to the
o1igin .of Syracuse in this then miasmatic
swamp, the Krie Canal and the salt indus-
try, have practicaily ceased to be factors
in the city's life. ¥ad not the lMne of the
New York Central Railroad passéd through
the young viilagef and had if, on the con
trary, side-tracked us by two or three miles,
Syracuse would to-day have been stranded
as was many another canal town which the
raliroad shunned. b

In the early days of the century a town,
to grow, must have been on a stage line.
Wlen the canal was built the line of growth
was transferred to the canal. Stage towns
fell into innocuous desuetude and decay.
When the railroad came, another transfer
was in order, and, apparently, a transfer
to stay. It was the good fortune of Syra-
ci'se, while not losing the canal, to gain
the railroad. This proved its salvation.

In view of the oft-renewed agitation of
the subject of ridding the Syracuse streets,
by some process or another, of the nuis-
ances and growing danger caused by trains
pussing at grade, it s amusiog to recall
the fierce strife of parallel streets, when the
line of raiiroad was laid out, for these very
same tracks. Water-street Tesidents even
held an indignation meeting to give vent to
their displeasure at being ignored for Wash.
ington-street. *
