ENDING OF A TWO WEEKS' WONDER

To-Day the Sacred College of Car.
dinals Assembles to Pronounce
Pope Officially Dead,

Rome, July 20.--Pope l.eo XIII is
dead.

His life flickered out at four minutes
yast four o'clock this afternoon.

The period of over two weeks that
Pope Leo  passed in the shadow of
death was no less wonderful than his
life. His splendid battle against dis-
ease was watched the world over with
sympathetic . admiration, and ended
only after a series of tremendous ef-
forts to conquer with his marvelous
will power, the weakness, of his aged
frame.

The pleuro-pneumonta, with which
His Holiness had been suffering, was
scarcely so responsible for his death
as THE INEVITABLE DECAY OF
TISSUE FOLLOWING OLD AGE.
The tested steel, which had been so
often before human ills, was bound
to break at last. To-night the emac-
fated and lifeless frame, which held
so brave a spirit. lles on the bed in
the Vatican beside which almost all
the world has prayed. The red
damask coverlet rests lightly on the
body, the cardinal'es scarlet cape s
about the shoulders, while on his head
has been placed the papal hood of vel-
vet, bordered with ermine. A white
silk handkerchief 1is bound about his
ohin, and in the hands, which have
blessed so many thousands, has been
placed a crucifix. So the body of Pope
Leo will remain wuntil to-morrow,
watched by uniformed officers of the
noble guard and rough clad Franciscan
penitentiaries.

College of Cardinals.

To-morrow the sacred college of car~
dinals will assemble for the tmp;'ea-
sive ceremony of officially pronounc-
ing Pope Leo dead. -After this sad
function has been performed the body
will be taken to the small throne room
adjoining the death chamber, where
it will be embalmed. The funeral
ceremonies will extend over nine days,
the remains being removed to the
Cathedral of St Peter's, where they
will He In state. The ultimate resting
place of the dead Pontiff will be in
the magnificent basilica of St. John

Lateran.

Lolled on a Bench.

Inside, the Swiss guards lolléd on a‘

bench and complained of the heat.
Sca.rcely a soul passed up the marbla
staircase, and the courtyard of San
Damaso was deserted except for the

heavy black carriages of the cardinals |

and their coachmen, who were awaiting
their masters. It was the hour of the
siesta. Nothing, could have been more
peaceful. Ocecasionally one of the more
energetic among the watchers venturad
into the sun to take another glanee at
the Pope’'s room. which, kept closely
e_hlltfel'ed, was in  perfect harmonv
with the quiet scene it overlooked,

At twenty minutes past four 4 man
dashed madly across St. Pef“.“‘s-ﬁqun;‘“
then quite empty. A second later 701,
lowed on a bicycle. Within a few
secords, as if by magic, newspapJy-
men, gendarmes and messengers, run-
ning, driving and gesticulating, dash-
ed to and from the portals of the
Vatican. Like a wireless meszge,
there were flashed around the words,
“He is dead.” Rubbing the afternoon
sleep from their eyes, bareheaded men
and women, carrying bhabies, emerged
from the darkened houses and cafes
and besieged the doors of the -\ati-

can. The transformation was com-~
vlete.

Every Sign of Life,
The quick movement and tense

feeling of the rapidly gathering crowd
now permedated where a few minutes
before there had been no sign of life.
The French Ambassador's carriage
drove furiously from the Vatican and
drew up at a nearby telegraph office.
Without waiting for the horses to
stop, the Ambassador jumped out nd
notified his government of the Pope's
death. ' There soon followed the car-
djnals, who, with set faces, drove
slowly homewards. Behind the shut-

{ ters of Pope Leo's room, which stiil

remained closed, all was over. The
heavy bronze doors were swung to
and entrance to the Vatican was only
obtainable by knocking at a little
wicket which was closed, kept with-
in by the papal guard and without
by the Italian police- The- latter had

| been slightly reinforced but had no

difficulty in controlling the crowis,
which were allowed to remain in the
square, just as they, were accustomed
to do before the death, but not to
enter the Vatican itself.

Preliminary Hearing of Young

JEN PLAN IR TORONT
RIPOSED Y . ORI

Two to West, Two to East and One
for Centre Toronto
by Wards,

Ottawa, July 20.—(Speclal.)—When
the Redistribution Committee met to-
night, R. L. Borden presented a new
plan for the division of Toronto. If
Toromto was to have only five members,
he said, it was necessary to divide the
wards. Under the plan which he pro-
posed, Wards Five and Six would be
wholly in West Toronto, Wards One
and Two wholly in East Toronto, while
Wards Three and Four would necessar-

ily be dividéd,

Mr. Borden/s schedule divides the
city into three electoral districts—West,
Centre and East—giving two members
each to the West and to the East and
one to the Centre.

In ceder to include all classes of the
community in each of the districts, they
should run, Mr. Borden suggested,ms
nearly as possible north and south;
ward and comPessional lines or promi-
nent streets should be gelected as bound-
aries, with due regard to population.

The following division of the city
was then proposed:

WEST TORONTO (two members)—
To consist of all of that part of the
city lying west of the centre line of
Spadina-avenue and Spadina-road, ex-
cluding the Island.

CENTRE TORONTO (one member)-—
To consist of all that part of the city
lying south of the cémtre line of Bloor-
street,between the centre lines of Yonge-
street and Spadina-avenue, and includ-
ing the Island;

BEAST TORONTO (two members)—
To consist of all that part of the city
lying east of the centre line of Yonge-
street, and also that part of the city
north of the centre line of Bloor-street,
between centre lines of Yonge-street
and Spadina-road. -

Yonge-street and Spadina-avenue, the
dividing lines between the districts, are
two of the leading thorofares running
north and south. Yonge-street is the
| most prominent highway in the prov-

ince and extends over fifty miles to the
north. Spadina-avenue is the leading
thorofare of West Toronto.’

The divieion of the city, as thus sug-
gested, will give equal representation
by population, the unit being about 41,-
000: West Toronto will contain approx-
imately about 81,000: East Toronto will
contain approximately about 82,000
Centre Toronto will contain approxi-
mately about 41,000,

No comment was made on this sched-
‘ule by the Liberal representatives on
the committee. Chairman Hyman in-
formed the committee that an error had
been made in the division of Brnce,
and the Town of Paisley should be in
South Bruce, instead of North Bruce,

Mr. Sutherland proposed -that Cape
Breton should be divided into two con-
stituencies,instead of electing two mem-
bers from the county at large as orig-
inally deeided. Mr. Borden sald he
could not see why one principle should
be applied to Cape Breton and another
principle to Queen’s, P.E.I- All the
proposals were allowed to stand.'

The tolling of the
bells after the ringing of the Angelus
at 6 o'clock conveyed the news to the
mass of the Catholic population and
thousands of silent prayers ascended for
the repose of the soul of the decessed
Pontiff. All of the bells will be tclled
three times daily for ten minute peri-
ods, at 6 a.m., 12 noon and 6 p.m., until
the day of the funeral, which will prob-
ably be Thursday. Special requiem
mass will be held at 10 a.m. on that
day, and Archbishop ’Connor will,
conduct the service at the cathedral.

The election of a successor to Leo
XIIL is an event which will not enly
absorb the interest of the Roman
Church, but will command the attgn-
tion of Christians of every name thru-
out. the world. Altho without the civil
authority which formerly attached to
his office, he bears ecclesiastical sway
over twa hundred and thirty millions
of peogle, and his political views and
desives still have great weight in the
diplomatic circles of the civilized world,

On the morning of the tenth day ar-
ter the death of a Pope the meeting of
the. cardinals for the election of 2
successor takes place. This meeting is
called a conclave, from clavis, a key,
indicating the supposed secrecy of the
proceedings, not only with respect to
the meeting itself, but also with re-
spect to the individual cardinals and
the other officials present. This custom,
which dates back to the thirteenth cen-
tury, arose out of stern necessity. More
than once in troublous times the immes
diate élection of the supreme poutiff
was so important that in order to se-
oure a speedy decision by the college
of cardinals, these worthies were kept
under lock and key. Such was the
case when Innocent III. died in 121¢,
and the election of Honorius III. was
made in two days. In 1227 Gregory
IX. was elected under similar circum-
stances, altho the election required
eleven days. However, even this ex-
pedient sometimes failed to accomplish
Jts purpose. A notable instance was
that of Clement IV., who died in 1268.
A bare majority of the college were
Italians, but there were enough Frencn
cardinals to cause a deadlock for near-
ly three years. After seventeen months
had passed without an election, the
people of Viterbo shut the card. s up
in a palace. When more .than ‘another
vear had passed without result, tune
roof of the palace was removed and the
conclave was exposed to the elements.
Even this did not avalil, for it was not
until September 1, 1271, that Gregory
X. was chosen.

Always in Rome,

Such experiences led Gregory X, and
the council he called at Lyons in 1274
to formulate a code of rules for the
government of future conclaves, known
as the constitution ubi periculum. In

ghe main this code remains in force to-
ay.

In earlier centuries a papal election !

might be held almost anywhere in
Southern Europe, but for a long period
there has been no election outside of
Rome, and generally the conclave is
held in the Vatican. Immediately after
the formal announcement of the Pope’s
death preparations are begun for the
choice of his successor. The required
number of little wooden cells, each
about 9x12 feet, are erected, the ma-
terials for these, numbered and ready
to be put together, being always kept
in readiness. At the conclave in 1873
for the first time these cells. were not
used, but small apartments of three or
four rooms” each were specially con-
structed in the great halls of the Vati-
can. These were* much more comfort-
able and convenient than the cells, as |
each cardinal is allowed the presence
of two attendants, who could thus be
kept near him. 'These suites also
made communication between the car-
dinals less easy on account of “the
large space necessary for their erec-
tion.

The cardinals then retire
appointed cells or apau'tments.mmt ht(;,l;

essembles and organizes. The oaths
of all the officers ang attendants are
received, the principals of whom are
the governor, who is a prelate, and
e marshal, who is a layman. The
conclave is officially closed at even-
ing, all persons other than the car-
dinals, their attendants anq the offi~
cers appointed being required to leave,
Before this every door but one has
been walled up, and now the last is
locked and the keys entrusteq to the
custody of the chamberlain. The offi-
clals are strictly charged to prevent
either the ingress or the egress of
any one until the conclave shall rise,
the only exceptions to the rule being
that a belated cardinal may demand
admission to the conclave and a sick
cardinal, attendant or official may be |
vermiited to leave. A committee of |
three cardinals now verifies the re-
port of the officials that none are pre-
eent save those provided for by the
constitution. The greatest care also
is had by the chamberlain that there
shall be no intercommunication be-
tween the cardinals. For this pur-
piase sentinels are stationed at inter-
vals, both night and day.

The voting sessions are held in the
Sistine Chapel, and begin on the fol-
lowing day. The following diagrams
will explain the official ballot.

i of voting, called the scrutinium, is regu-

lated by exact prescription. The pro-
ceedings are under the direction of six
cardinals, twio from each order of
bishops, priests and deacons. Every
cardinal is provided with a voting
paper, on which he writes the name of
his chosen candidate, but not his own
name. No one is permitted to vote for
himself- When the requisite interval is
passed, each cardinal, beginning with
the one of the most ancient creaticn,
leaves his staff and advances to the
high altar. Amid a solemn hush the
elector prays for a while on the altar
steps, and then, declaring aloud that
his vote is given according to his cou-
science, drops his voting paper in the
chalice, When all have voted in like
manner, the si® scrutineers 'examine
the papers and proclaim the result. If
no cardinal has obtained the required
number of votes—two-thirds of

At court he won
golden opinious, and Leopold I. was
once *compelled to say, ‘‘Really, Mon-
signor, you are as clever a politician
as you are an excellent churchman.”
When in the autumn of 1845 he was
recalled to become Bishop of Perugia,
he bore with him a request from Leo-
pold, that the Pope would confer on
his young ambassador the distinction of
a cardinal’s hat. His return was de-
layed by a month's visit at the C‘ourt
of St. James, {n England,, and several
weeks’ stay in Paris, so_that when at
last he arrived in Rome, Gregory was
at death’s door nd unable to read the
recommendation. It was the Pope's
expressed intention, however, to bestow
upon him the red hat, an intention the
fulfilment of which was only prevent-
ed by the death of the Pontiff. It was
not till Dec. 19, 1853, that Pius IX
raised him to this eminenes, giving him
the presbyteral title of 8t. Chrysogonus,
Burdensome Honors,

The episcopate of Bishop I’ecci fell
upon the darkest days of the Roman
Catholic Church., 1t was the period
during which temporal power was se-
questrating the Papal property and
tevenues- In his bishopric hedahored
to strengthen the cause of the church
by strengthening and reorgauizing the
educational and charitable institutions,
He kept a close watch on the training
and teaching of his clergy. For the
encouragement of study of Christian
philoscphy, he, in 1858, drew up a con-
stitution and rules for an academy of
8t. Thomas Aquinid$, in connection
with which an academy was founded in
1872, When later Pecci became Leo
X111, the philosophical methol of &St
Thomas became the guide of all Catho-
lic teachers.,. The pastoral letters issu-
od by the Bishop of Perugia during
these stormy years (1846 1878) were a
remarkably strong defence of the Papal
position, and were calculated to unite
the Perugian people against temporal
encroachments.

In 1875 Cardinal Pecei was appoint-
ed protector of the Third Order of St.
Francis of Assisi, and on Nov. 26 of
that year he took formal possession of
his charge. Two years later he was
summoned to Rome to take up the
duties of Cardinal Camerlengo, a charge
involving, during the vacancy of the
Papal chair, the supreme authority to
administer the temporalities of the
Holy See- Pius IX at this time was
drawing very near to the close of his
days, and many were the burdens that
fell on the Camerlengo,

The great civilizing potentiality of
the British empire had attracted the
attention of Leo from his earlist student

hours of the night, when all the rest
of Rome slept. He was the first occu-4
pant of his office to give an interview
to the press. He filled his high sta-
tion for a quarter of a century with
a benefloent care for the welfare of
man that wen him the title of “Prince
of Peace.”

Popular Affection.

His jubileees were occasions of great
rejoicing to the 225,000,000 Catholics
| who acknowledged his sovereignty. The
first of these was the jJubilee of his
| ordination, when on Jan- 1, 1888, 50,000
of his spiritual subjects from all corn-
ers of the globe went to Rome to pay
homage to him in St. Peter's. On Jan.
8 and 9 of the same year he received
the French pilgrims, who gave him
| $100,000 in gold, as a token of their
i affection. On Feb- 20, 1902, the year
of his Papal jubilee commenced, and
| Wwas marked by a celebration of great
splendor. Many crowned were
represented on this occasion. On Feb.
20, 1908, the twenty-fifth anniversary
of his election, another great outburst

i ties on this day presented him with a
! magnificent tiara in gold and jewels,
He ordered as a thanksgiving for-God’s
mercies that $20,000 be given to the
! poor of Rome.
{ O'Rellly, his biographer, says: “Be-
| tween the two great currents of thought
'in the church—the conservative and the
progressive—he steered with a firm
| hand. He sought not to secure safety
| in the great game of statsmanship, by
| playing state against state. The nobler
plan of conciliating all rivalries and
softening all asperities was the only
art on which he relied.”

CARDINAL OREGLIA,

F. Marfon Crawford Tells of the
Now Acling Pope,

¥. Marian Crawford, writing in
Everybody’'s Magazine for August,
says: The recent death of the widely
lamented Cardinal Parocchi, Vice-
Chancellor of the Church, and for a
long time . Pontifical Vicar of Rome,
leaves but one more surviving cardinal
of those who elected Leo XIIL, namely,
Cardinal Oreglia di Santo Stefano,
senior of the college of cardinals, Car-
dinal Chamberlain of the Holy See and
Bishop of the suburban dioceses
Ostia and Velletrl. Tho senior cardi-
nal, he is not the oldest in years, for
he received the purple at the early age
of 45. /
He is a man of superior gifts, but
far from easy of approach, and his
opinions about church government are
not those of Leo XIIIL., nor of the ma-
jority of the cardinals of the Curia.
He accordingly keeps himself aloof and
does not exércise the high influence and
authority which his position would real-
ly command under different circum-

stances. ‘His relations with the Pope
and his haughty and unbending charuac-
ter show themselves in an incident

which occurred at the last Christmas
ltmdiem:e. of the sacred college, and on
‘which the press commented widely.

As senjor cardinal, it was his duty
to deliver the annual congratulatory ad-
dress ify the name of all his colleagues,
to which it is customrary that the Pope
should reply, touching successively on
all the subjects referred to in the
speech. Now on this occasion Cardinal
Oreglia spoke in distinctly unfavorable
termg of the “Christian Democracy”
movement, which has of late attracted
much attention in Italy and elsewhere,
The Pope, in his reply, broke off sud-
denly on reaching this question, and
with evident feeling informed those
present that he would communicate the
rest of his reply to them thru the p “
He did so, and considerable surprise
wag caused when the Osservatore
Romano, the Vatican paper, published
a message distinctly contradicting the
cardinal’'s address, and praising and
encouraging the work of the ‘““Christian
Democracy.”

Cardinal Oreglia will never be a can-
didate for the papacy, nor will hig in-
fluence in a eonclave be great, even if
he should attempt to exert it.

er, do solemnly declare that on or
about the 29th day of June, hear-
ing that moulders and coremakers
were wanted at Toronto, Canada, I
went to the .Grand Hotel, Man-
chester, along with several others,
where I saw Mr.” Harcom, who gaid
he was chief superintendent of the
Canada Foundry Co., Toronto, He
said he wanted men to work in
:.l‘omnto. He gave me a job at
27 1-2 cents an hour. I asked him
particularly whether there was a
strike at his company’'s works in
Toronto, and he told me there was
not, but that unfortunately there
had been some agitation,which was
settled. I asked him how it was
then, he needed so many men, and
he ®aid because they were extend-
ing the firm. So under those cir-
cumstances I was willing~fo come.
There were 200 or 800 men present
who heard him state this. The
- treatment I received coming out
was not fit for a pig. We were
kept in cattle stalls on the ship.
Sixteen men slept in as many
#quare yards,there being just room
to stretch out and hardly room to
turn, At Leaside Junction I en-
quired from a bystander if there
was any trouble on at the foundry.
He said there was, but while we
were talking an officlal of the com-~
pany came up and ordered him
away. We were then taken to the
foundry, but we discussed the mat~
ter among ourselves, and I was
appointed by my associates to see
the secretary of the union to en-
quire about the trouble, We held
a meeting at the foundry om Sun-
day, and 1 was appointed chair-
man, After discussing the matter |
and seeing how we had been mis-

led, we decided to come out. On
Monday the 20th inst., we
started out, and a few

succeeded in getting out early, put
the rest of us had to force our
way thru. As chairman, I remain-
ed to see everything thru, but a
constable came up and endeavored
to hit me with a club. I dodged
the blow, but lost my baggage, and
the constable took it back to the
foundry premises, where it is yet.
Only about two dozen of us got
our baggage out, out of about 50,
I am a married man, and had a
good job in England, and would
not have come out to Canada if
conditions had not been misrepre~
sented to me. I am broke, finan~
chally,and consider i 'a hardship on
me to be treated as I have been.

And I make this solemn declara~
tion, conscientfously believing it to
be true, and knowing that it is of
the same force and effect as If
made under oath, and by virtue of
the Canada Evidence Act, 1803.

Staterment of Officinis,

An official of the Canada Foundry Co,
has given a statement to the press, He
#ay8:

“Before speaking on the renl subjectegt
fssue it would he well, to be better under-
stood, to explain that abont three years
ago the Internatignal Moulders and '(‘nre-
makers’ Tnlon of Americt and the N.F.A,
ecame to an agreement that was known as
the New York agreement. It provided that
a dispute between a loeal unfon and thelr
employers that could not be wettled any
other way be referred to an executive
formed from members of each body, and
thelr declsion to be final. It was agreed
that neither strikes nor lockonts should oec-
our until all other efforts fafled. Amlpg
in the face of this wae a strike for a re-
duetion of the working hours to 50 a week,
while other places are working 60. In-
stead of 24 and 25 cents an hour, as is be-
ing pald in Montreal and Hamilton, 2714
cents I8 being pald here. By this scale
Toronto ~ is  handleapped In competing
against these other towns. When the loeal
unfon went on strike the N.F.A. appealed
to the International authorities on the
strength of the New York agreement, The
strikers were ordered to work by their in-
ternational bhody and remained for four
weeks. Failing to reach an agreement dur-

ing this time the strike was renewed. All
negotiations were declared off, ' The em-
ployers were Informed that there would
not be a strike that week.

Men Served Notice. ,

“On Wednesday of that week after work
was done a meeting was held, and on
Thursday notlee was served on the em-
ployers individually—not on the association
~~that the men would not return to work
that day. The employers offered 54 hours
as a working week and 281, 29% and finally
30 cents an hour. This was emphatically
declined, the original demand of 50 hours
a week and 300 5-0 cents an hour being In-
sited upon. It will be seen from the above
that the employers have exhansted all
means of settlement that would be consis-
tent with the welfare of their business
They cannot afford to have their works
crippled and capital depleted in such an
arbitrary manner.

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FOR THE GENEEAL ADVANTAGE
OF CANADA,

Canadians are now watching with in-
terest a movement that is going on in
England, and another in the United
States. In England, Chamberlain has
made a sensation by coming out in fav-
or of protection. He did not use the
word, but that is what is meant, and
is involved in the advocacy of prefer-
ential tariffs, reciprocity and retali-
ation. This movement is a serious one.
The settled question is evidently un-
gettled; everybody is taking sides on
the question of free trade and pro-

tection,

Just at this time we observe a re-
markable change in American opinion
in regard to Great Britain and Canada,
Demonstrations of friendly feeling are
made officially and unofficially. The
New York Sun. the bitter enemy of
Great Britain for forty years, the con-
stant advocate of annexation as the
manifest destiny of Canada, has be-
come not only friendly to Canada, but
ready to admit our great resources,
and our determination to preserve the
independence of Canada- Mr. Carnegie,
whose interests are American, tho he
has some British sympathies, says he
thinks that free trade is the best policy
for Britain, and protection for the
United States-

It may seem uncharitable to attribute
the increase in American friendship to
the British movement .in favor of pro-
tection, but most of us have learned
that the world helps those who ‘help
themselves, and that nothing succeeds
like success. Canada is making im-
mense forward strides, and has become
a formidable competitor with the Unit-
ed States in the British market, Now
that market is in danger thru the ad-
vocacy of protection. Foreigners can
no longer count on the permanence of
free trade. They can no longer say,
‘““We can put up any tariff we please
against British imports; Britain will al-
ways let ours in free.”

We will admit that the result of the
present fight in England is doubtful.
That is the very thing that will make
shrewd foreigners careful. A heavy in-
crease in the tariff on some British
manuf: >ture entering the United States
would be a weapon in the hands of Brit-
ish protectionists, A conciliatory at-
titude is the one likely to be adopted
by sagacious Americans. On the other
hand, it would pay Great Britain to
keep the United States and other coun-
tries guessing. This much has already
been accomplished by the protection
agitation in Great Britain; it has de-
stroyed the assurance of foreign na-
tions as to the permannce of free trade,
and shaken the policy that was based
on that assurance.

THE MANITOBA ELECTIONS,

In Manitoba the expected has hap-
pened, the Roblin Conservative govern=-
ment being sustained by a good ma-
jority.

DEATH CF THE POPE.

It is the fashion to group Leo XIII,
Gladstone and Bismarck, as the three
grand old men of Europe. They had
very little in common except their
length of days and their commanding
infiuence. Nothing could be more at
variance than the aims of Gladstone
and the aims of Bismarck, and the
only similarity was the grim resolu-
tion with which each fought for his
ideas. Leo XIII was not like either.
He may have been equally determined,
but he worked by gentle and concilia-
tory methods, He sought no quarrels,
and he quietly put an end to some
quarrels that he regarded as not essen-

al. It was not that he yielded a
at deal, but that he recognized that

Fmany disputes are founded on pride,

obstinacy and regard for names and
traditions.

Many of us, for instance, have been
brought up in the belief that there is
an irreconcilable quarrel and fight for
supremacy between church and state,
Leo XIII was always saying to the tem-
poral power: “Let there be no strife,
I pray thee, between me and thee”;
and it is surprising how many diffi-
culties disappear, without any sacrifice
of principle, when this attitude is taken,
Spiritugl power and temporal power de-
pend less upon precise definitions than
upon the wisdom with which each is ex-
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ercised. mm’mnwsrom,tor

instance, depends on the affection and
reverence with which he is regarded by
the members of the church of which
he is the head, on the wisdom of his
own utterances, and on the skill with
which he manages his relations with
monarchs and governménts.

It is mot many years since
the world was supposed to be
convulsed by a struggle over
papal infallibility. ‘The difficulty
has been ended simply by letting it
alone, by ceasing to talk about it. There
was a' time when some good people
thought that a Catholic could not be a
good citizen, because he owed a double
allegiance- This difficulty disappears
when you cease to worry about doc-
trines and judge every citizen by his
actions, It is this péwer of distinguish-
ing realities from names and theories
that has given Leo XIII his title to
statesmanship, Not seeming to be in-
volved in any struggle for power, he
steadily gained in real power and influ-
ence,

PEAT FOR FLEL,

A pamphlet on the use of peat for
fuel has been prepared by T. W. Gib-
son, Diregtor of Mines for Ontario, and
W. E. H. Carter, B.A.Sc. It opens
with a reference to the anthracite coal
strike of last winter, which set every-
body thinking of our dependence on the
coal barons of Pennsylvania. Such a
strike would have made little difference
some years ago, when *“good beech ang
maple’” were our staple fuels, Now
wood has become dear and scarge, and
the question of substitutes is $mport-
ant. . Our chief hope seems to lie in
peat, which is really incipient coal, It
is found in various parts of Old and
New Ontario, and plants have been
erected at Welland, Beaverton, Perth,
Brunner, Brockville, Rondeau and New-
ington. North of the Height of land,
say 50 miles south of James Bay, peat
muskeg covers the face of the earth
for hundreds, perhaps thousands, of
Square miles,

The processes of preparation are ex-
cavation, drying and compression. The
great problem is in getting rid of the
water at reasonable cost. Cut peat is
three times as heavy and 14.36 times
as bulky as anthracite of' 'the same
heating power. Peat briquettes are
about twice as heavy and twice as
bulky as anthracite. They can be made
in Ontario for about $1 per ton of 2000
pounds, and sold at the place of pro-
duction for $3. This is esteemed to be
equivalent to $4.50 for bituminous coal
and $6 for anthracgite, which makes
peat fuel an economic possibility.

All kinds of processes for extracting
a ‘greater percentage- of 'water have
broken down, and it is this difficulty
that lessens the value of our peat de-
posits. The Ontario government ought
to offer a handsome reward for an
invention that will overcome this difti-
culty, and so turn the minds of inven-
tors in that direction. The pamphlet
is well written and fllustrated and very
interesting, but some vigorous 'action
is required if progress is to be made,

GRAND TRUNK PACIFIC,

Editor World: The G. T. P. bill is
the most audacious thing ever brought
before a representative constitutional
tody, It has been considered and rati-
fled by a portion of His Excellency's

advisers, completely ignoring the minis-
ter who should be, of all others, first
consulted in the matter. If the Prime
Minister conscientiously believes that
the G. T. P. bill is necessary, and in
the best interests of the country, but
was apprehensive that his Minister of
Railways would oppose it, then instead
of shutting him out from the cabinet
council, he should have ton.hw.lth re-
quested him to resign and appointed a
successor, and conseidered the bill in a
ful] cabinet council—certainly not in the
absence of the Minister of Rallways.
These last observations I have, on re-
flection, considered essential in discuss-
ing further objections to this G. T. P.
bill. I consider it unnecessary to sub-
sidize or build such a railway during
the greater part, at least, of the present
generation. When, by improving or in-
creasing the carrying capacity of ex-
isting railways, the product of the
Northwest right thru to the Pacific has
beerd carried to the Atlantic before a
new crop has bheen reaped, and the
rolling stock of the present rajlways
can be further improved or increased,
surely it is bad policy to saddle the
country with an additional public debt
of some seventy million dollars, and
levy an annual tax on the people for an
expenditure that will be needless for
twenty years hence. Then, this G. T. P,
road will draw its trafic from existing
roads, that can now and for the time
to come serve the people as well as
they will be served, all things con-
sidered, if the G. T. P. bill is carried.

AN CPEN LETTER,

Toronto, July 15, 1903.
W. R. Brock, M.P., Ottawa.

Dear Mr. Brock: Toronto, from a
telegraphic point of view, is much more
advantageously situated than Ottawa
to handle the meteorological business.
Toronto is the most important tele-
graph centre in Canada. Ottawa Iis
away from the front, and does not
naturally possess the resources and
complete outfit of Toronto. It is posi-
tively necessary that the Observatory
should work with Buffalo direct .for a
nrumber of hours each day to receive
American signals and send Canadian
signals in return. This connection could
not be as reliably or advantageously
established in Ottawa as can be done
in Toronto, and occasional failure and
delays would be serjously detrimental
to meteorological interests.

J. J, HilVs Explanation of the Dis- |
tarbed Financial Market,

St. Paul, Mjnn., July 20.—President
James J. Hill of the Great Northern hag
returned to St. Paul after his five !

present financial and industrial condi-
tions, he said:

“The eastern market is, as everybody
knows, in a disturbed condition. In-
dustrial stocks have been thrown upon |
the market in enormous guantities, and |
the public has stopped buying. The
trouble has ben ascribed to undigested
securities, but perhaps we would better
call them indigestfble securities,

“Out here we are not worried, nor do
we need to worry, about any of these
movements. We in the Northwest are
not dealers in industrial securities, and
our people have not invested their
money in them.

“Our broad acres do not feel any
tremors in Wall-street. From 8t. Paul
clear thru to the Pacific coast the péo-
ple are engaged in producing fopdstuffs,
in lumbering and mining, in develop-
ing the great natural resources of the
country. Therefore they are prosper-
ous, and I see no reason to believe that
this prosperity will not continue.”

CONSCRIPTION IN AUSTRALIA.

New Bill Makes Nearly 1,000 000 Men
Liable to Service,

London, July 20.—Advices from Syd-
ney say that nearly a million men are
liable to conscription, according to a
till introduced in parliament. The male

population is divided into classes, and
is liable to be called out in the follow-
ing order, as required:

Between 18 and 30 years of age and
unmarried, estimated number 386,000;
between 30 and 45 and unmarried, esti-
mated number 137,000; between 18 and
45 and married, estimated number,
245,000, and, finally, all men betweéen
45 and 60, estimated to number 212,-
{000. The total available is 980,000,

The bill presoribes that the perma-
nent defence forces shall be liable for
foreign service., The clauses are am-
ibiguous in respect to foreign service
Hability, but the militia, volunteer, citi-
zen and naval forces are liable for ser-
vice abroad.

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DOZENS OF FRENGH ORDERS
SETTLING IN GREAT BRITAIN

Driven From France, Religious Orders
Turn to Protestant Country
- as Mecca.

London, July 20.—Strange as 1t may ap-
pear, Protestant England seems to be the

driven out of France, and many of the
refugees are arriving here weekly, They
are mow making preparations to seiile
down and build@ new monasteries and con-
vonts. As these religlous orders are well
supplied with money they will have ex-
pensive places wherever they settle, Al-
ready some of the orders have determined
on locations and have begun work on the
buildings.

The French government has glven as Its
reuson for prosecuting these orders that
the organizations were reactionary, that
they took part In political Intrigue; that
they were the means of fostering the cause
of royul pretenders, and generally were a
menace to the republic and her free in-
stitutions,

Whether the Fremch government s right
or wrong, the legislation has cost the coun-
try 5,000,000 for the construction of new
schools, while the stipends of the new teach-

ers tuking the places of ejected ecclesi-
astics will amount to $1,640,000 a year.
In addition to this, It has been calculated
that there were close upon 250,000 aged and
iuvalid persens who were subsisting on re-
ligious charity.

Whether the state or their relatives sup-
port them, it will cost $25,000,000 a year—
reckoning at $100 a head—to siuve them
fiom starvation. This huge burden will
fall on fresh shoulders, which will not
relish it.

The monks and nuns thus. expelled from
their native land are wandering over Eu-
rope, seeking new domiciles. All along
the south coast of England appear these
peaceful invaders. Pleasure-seekers at
Teignmouth, Eastbourne and Boumemouth,
and rusgics of South Devon and the New
Forest have stared with surprise and
amusement at the quaint costumes that
have appeared among them. :

They are very kindly, peaceable folk,
these invaders; but the strong Protestants
in the districts have watched their com-
ing with susplcion and alarm. There I8
to them something un-English about these
monasteries and nunneries that are rising
again in England; something that wakens
the old distrust that sprang from the days
of the Armada and culminated in the ex-

ulsion of the Catholic monarch, King

ames II. .

Yet none the less the cross-crowned build-
ings rise, and the quaintly-garbed figures
move to and fro in the fields about them,
tilling fhe grmmd_ planting trees and prun-
ing the orchards. As the law now stands,
they cannot be disturbed,

Within some 20 square miles in that most
lovely land of beautiful Devon, which lies
between the moorland and the Channel,
there are now three nunneries and two
mcnasteries. The White Nuns of the Or-
der of the Hély Spirit came from France
to the old manor house of Ingsdon, a man-
sion-set in a broad park under the eastern
sweep of Dartmoor, They are about 70
in all, and are carrying on a laundry for
a livelihood.

To the west, in- the 'woody Kingsbridge
Valley, the Trappist Fathers have settled
down to their gquniet llves of agriculture.
They have at present made only two con-
verts, and these among the Devon folk em-
ployed in the garden. The religious es-
tablishments at Buckfast Abbey, Abbots-
kerwell and at Teignmouth are of older
standing. g

Away to the north Devon the congre-
gation of the Immaculate Concepiion has
established itself at the Beacon.

On the borders of the New Forest, In
the little village ‘of Martin, the Cherhourg
Trappist Fathers wave bought an estate of
600 ncres, where g large monastery is about
to he erected. \Monks and nuns have ap-
poared in Swanage, where they are about to
build a beautiful church, to the  great
scandal of Lady Wimborne and the clergy
of the Ladies’ Protestant League.

The Dominicans are coming, the Carthn-
sians are already at Parkminster. the Bene-
dictines have sent deputies to St. Mary's
College, Woolhampton, in Berkshire, whilg
others have settled in an estate in _Wales
lent them by Lord Ashburnham. TIn the
Igle of Wight other colonies of the exlles
dre forming along the coast,

Early last year a community of French
Benedictine - monks, numbering 65, settled
at Appuldurcombe Park, an historie house
near Ventnor. They came from Solesmes,
in France,

Appuldurcombe Manor was for centurles
the seat of the Worsley family, and in
earlier times still was the site of a Bene-
dictine priory which Henry V. suppressed.

A community of Benedictine nuns, 80 in
all., also from Solesmes, reached Cowes re
cently, and took up their residence nt
Northwood House, where they have built
a heautiful chapel.

More recently Clarence House, which is
sitnated exactly opposite Oshorne House,
where Princess Henry of Battenberg lives,
has bheen converted into a convent for
Benedictine nuns.

Some of the monks who have been exiled
from Domay will take possession of thelr
new quiarters at Woolhampton College, near
Newbury. but the stndents will not come
into residemce until the reopening of the
school after the snmmer vacation,

Kick on Noise on Road,

The hotel proprietors at the corner
of King and York-streets are making
strenuous protests against the condi-
tion of the roadbed of the crossing.
Tney say the portion of road where
the tracks cross is lower than that to
the north, south, east and west, and
for this reason a S8reat deal of un-
necessary noise is caused by the pass-
ing street cars, to the detriment of the
hotel business. Guests are continual-
ly complaining of the noise, and very
often move away to quieter quarters,

The City Engineer should look into
this and remedy the trouble if pos-

sible,

Ottawa, July 20.-——InI the House to-
day, a long discussion took place over
the bill to amend .the Fisheries Act.
This bill provides that explosives may
be used for the taking of seals, whales
and porpoises. It provides that
purse semes may be used in tne Pacific
Ocean on the recommeéndation of the
Minister of Marine and Fisheries.

A GREAT NATIONAL EXPOSITION

Manufacturers, Breeders and Exhi-
bitors Entering Into Spircit
of the Occasion.

Bvery department of the Dominion
Exhibition is rapidly assuming shape.
It can safely be said that in no prewi-
ous year have matters been so wel ad-
wvanced as they are this year., Nearly
the entire space in the new Manufac-
tures and Liberal Arts Buildings has
been taken up, and an exhibition of
the industries of the country will be
seen there that will not only be repre
séntative of the entire country, but will
also be as complete as such a display
can be. The entries from Montreal
and all the large centres of manufac-
during in Canada are most gratifying.
‘Several of the leading manufacturers
have special committees to look aft:r
them, among them being that of the
woolen department, the display in which
will be very thoro. In short, there is
mot a line of manufactures in the ew
tire country that will not be worthily
represented.

What is true of the Manufacturzars’
Building is true of the other bulldings.
The ground plan of each shows bhut
few places yet to be let.

| MARKET ROOF LEAKS,

i Looks Now as If a New One Will

! Have (o Be Put on,
i

The only unsatisfactory feature of the
new St. Lawrence Market go far as can
be seen by an inspection of the huge
pile is the roof, and this is certainly in
a most deplorablg condition  of disre-
pair. The storm of Sunday afternoon
washed away 8reat quantities of the
tow with which the seams are caulked,

and lert inlets for streams of water,
. which flooded large sections of the mar-
ket below. Many of the tenants, both
butchers and others, complain of severe
damage to their premises and loss of
their goods.

The construction of the roof was
bungled from the start, First, the pil-
lars for supporting the rcof were alto-
gether too light and the roofer refused
to go on with his contract, This was
remedied, the pillars were strengthenej
and the work proceeded,

The Metallic Roofing Company of
Canada claim the work was done ac-
cording to the specifications, but the
architect denies this and consequently
a large portion of the contract money
is withheld.

Last winter, when the roof leaked so
badly, the architect was satisfied to
have the contractor caulk up the seams
with tow, and this has proved entirely
unsatisfactory when a heavy rain falls.

The only remedy apparent is the con-
struction of an entirely new roof. The
boarding below the metal facing is too
light, being only 7-8-inch lumber. The
civic officials are of the opinion that
a new roof must he constructed and
that at once,

The contract for the roof was for
$12,970, of which $5000 has been paid
and the balance, $7970, held back until
the architect reports the work satis-
factory. The contractors had to fur%;

!

ish bonds for $10,000, so that the ci
is guaranteed to the sum of $17.979,
practically the price of a new roof.
Something will have to be done at once
to remedy the specifications for the
portiont now being built, as the con-
tract is upon the same terms as the
south section,
