The relations between the two eoun-
tries were till yesterday regulated by
an &t of union, signed on Aug. §; 1815,
following' upon a treaty signed at Kiel
in the previous year. By it each nation
retained its own form of government,
parliament, army, navy and custems,
and its status as  free and independent
kingdom. In this stipulation lay the
seed of the trouble which has now
arisen. Had the two nationg developed
A community of sentiment and interest,
and followed a similar fiscal policy, and
had Sweden, as the greater and more in.
 fluential power, been more careful to
' respect the rights and natural suscepti-
bilities of the lesser people, the union,
originally 'ene. of expediency, might.
easily have become more intimate and|
enduring. But various circumstances
led the Norwegians, jealous perhaps to
a fault of their separate nationality, to
ascribe to their neighbors a design to
supplant their Independence by ,l%
croachments upon these powers whic
dre the pecullar appanage of complete
autonomy, coupled with a diver-
gence in fised] policy—Norway adhe ing
strenuously to free trade, while Sweden
adopted a high systeni of protection—
induced the Norwegians to affirm their
undoubted right to a separate consular
system. The act constituting the system
was vetoed by the king, and it is the
contention of the storthing that by so
doing he forfeited his right 2s constitu-
tional King of Norway, It ig interest-
ing to note that the king's right of veta
is not absolute, for if the same bill pass
three storthings separately and subse-
quently elected his veto is over-ridden.
Altho King Oscar has forwarded a
strong protest against the method and
action of the Norwegian government,
it i8 announced by the Christiania cor-
respondent of The London Times on
g00d authority that Bweden has indr
rectly assured Norway that no forcible
measures would be employed to kecp
her within the bonds of the present
union. It is sincerely to be hoped that

- 'What is
more, the British treasury has just re-
fused to continue the grant $50,000
a year to the agricultural department
of the West Indies, and the islanders
are beginning to fear that Great Brit-
ain is losing interest in their weifare
and progress.

Canada recently extended a sub-
stantial preference to all importations
from the West Indies, with the resuit
that a substantial and rapldy increas-
ing trade has grown up between the
two countries, From a°' commercial
standpoint, it is in the interests of
Canada to cultivate the islands, and it
is to be hoped that the federal govern-
ment will not be so forgetful of this
fact as to withdraw or even curtall
the financial support to the direct

WILL EDUCATE PRISONERS.

New York Stiate Conviets to Be
Thoroly Taught. 4

Albany, N.Y., June 7.—For the pur
pose of putting into effect the plan ai
prison education, Staté Superintenden
of Prisons Collins to-day asked the de-
partment of education to assign one
of its inspecfors to supervise the work.
Teachers have been seleced from among
the convicts themselves, some of whom
are highly educated.The inspector from
the education department will organize
the prison classes by grades, and after
that it'is hoped that the system will
operate automatically.

To-day Superintendent Collins said:
‘“The foreigners who cannot speak Eng-
lish will be separated from the Ameri-
can prisoners, These foreigners will
be taught English. The other prison-
ers will be taught read, write and
figure, and it wi' soon be said that
not one convict wves our state pri-
sons without kn ing how to read and
write. The low: ;. sentence is one year,
and in that time we can teach the most
ignorant.

“I have decided to arrange for
course of lectures on law. This will
be of advantage to the foreign 'prison=
ers, who violate laws without any
knowledge of it. For instance, a fo-
reigner may marry a girl under 18
years of age. This constitutes the
crime of abduction here, unless the
consent of the parents is obtained. In
other countries it is no offence.”
