was driving her brother’s car on

the Lakeshore road, when, at stop 2,
she turned to go thru High park.

According ‘to the police of Cowan
avenue police station, Mrs. Meredith
was proceeding up the hill into the
park near the Howard residence, when
she attempted to change the gear
from high to low speed.

Near the top of the hill the engine
stalled and the car started back-
wards before Mrs. Meredith could
apply the brakes. The automobile
backed from the roadway and over-
turned into the pond, which has a
depth of about two feet Jof water.
Mrs. Meredith was pinned beneatn tne
oventurned motor car and When her
pody was removed life was extinct.

Haley is said to have been riding
in the front of. the car with his sister.
After the ' car swerved backwards
from the drive, it is said to have rolled
over and turned turtle into the swamp.
Haley was found pinned down by the
running board of the car. e man-
aged to keep his head above water
until citizens lifted that part of the
car. His sister, Mrs. Meredith, was
peneath the car for more than five
minutes, as it was not known that she
was beneath it Until Haley had bee'n
safely removed and discovered his
sister missing. The front of the car
wae then lifted and her body was
found sunk in the mud; only her feet
were showing. The back of the seat
was pressing against her neck, and
when the rescuers lifted the rear of
the car to release Haley, it pushed
Mrs. Meredith’s head further down in
the water.

At Markham, Stouffville,
Aurora, Uxbridge and Richmond Hill,
DPractically the same prices obtain, The
buyers do not say that these prices
Wiil last, but that it depends entirely
upon the export dcmand, which is
good.

So far no phenomenally high yields
of grain have been reported, but the
general run is well above—the aver-
age wheat running up to around' 30 to
35 bushels to the acre, cats from 70
to 80, and barley all the way up to 45
and 50 bushels to the acre. The eleva-
tor men report a good deal of differ-
ence in the quality of the wheat offer-
ed for sale, some of it grading higher
than others, with the spring wheat,
especially of the Marquis variety,
averaging lower in weight and milling
qualities.

DISASTROUS FIRE

Ottawa, Sept. 5.—Fire which broke
out at 3.30 this morning destroyed
the Gladstone avenue rink, the Prqg-
ducers Dairy, Limited, stables, burn-
ing to death twelve horses, and a
large amount of dairy equipment,
and damaging, in some cases ' seri-
ously, 22 residences.

The heart of the large block
bounded by Gladstone avenue, Percy
street, Bay street and Florence street
is a smoking ruin today, and 14
families are temporarily homeless.

Total Damage is $150,000.

The total damages will amount to
about $150.000, of which somewhat
over half the amount is covered by
insurance. ‘

The chief losers are E. P. and W.
E. Dey, owners of the rink; the Pro-
ducers’ Dairy Company, Limited, and
Mr. Thomas Askwith, who had ten
houses partially destroyed.

In addition 22 tenants of surround-
ing houses suffered damages to fur-
niture ranging from a few dollars_to
$3,000.

One lady, Mrs. H. L. Starratt, 562
Gladstone avenue, fell in escaping
from her house and broke her leg.

The Gladstone avenue rink was
well known, and many Stanley cup
hockey matches were played .on its
ice surface. During the summer
months it has been used as a ‘roller
skating rink.

Horses Burn to Death.

The Producers Dairy is badly crip-
pled in the loss of their equipment
and stables. " In addition to the 12
horses burned, the company lost 28
sets of harness, 27 wagons, 30 win-
ter sleighs, 5 sets of sleighs under
construction, one car load of bot-
tles, one three-ton motor truck, one
two- ton motor truck and a" big
quantity of lumber and forage.

Bonar Law Points Qut Leni-
ency Has Been Shown

MacSwiney and Others.
- ANSWER TO LABOR

London, Sept. 5.—Replying to the
Labor party’s appeal in favor of Lord
Mayor MacSwiney, Mr, Bonar Law, the
government leader, addressed a long
letter, dated Downing streef, today, to
the effect that the government’'s posi-
tion was made clear in the premier’s
statement, Aug. 25, to which there was
little to add. £

Mr. Bonar Law proceeds to state
that MacSwiney was one of the leaders
of the Irish Republican army, which
declared itself at war with the forces
of the crown, and, according to his
own written words in one of the sedi-
tiouws documents for which he was con-
victed, he and his followers had de-
termined to pumrsue their own ends,
asking no mercy and miaking no eom-
promise.

Had he been taken at his word and
dealt with as an avowed rebel, acoord-
ing to the universal practice- among
civilized nations, says Mr. Bonar Law,
he would have been liable to be shot.
Instead he was tried by a legally-con-
stituted tribunal, sentenced to a mod-
erate term of imprisonment, and given
all the privileges of a political prison-
er.

Murder of Policemen.

“To release such prisoners,” asserts
Mr. Bonar Law, “would be nothing
short of a betrayal of loyal officers

Lithuanian Forces Open Fire
With Machine Guns and
Artillery in Grodno Area,
and Occupy Town of Seiny
—Pqlish Delegates Sent to
Adjust Frontier Disputes
Are Returning to Warsaw.

Warsaw, Sept. 4.—An attack on
Polish forces by the Lithuanians
with machine guns and artillery in
the region of. Seiny, 85 miles north-
west of Grondo, is announced in
Polish reports from the northern
front. The reports declare the at-
tack was unprovoked, and that the
Lithuanians had received orders to
occupy Augustowo.

The Polish press. comments on the
Lithuanian action as- unexplainable,
as the provisional ‘*frontier ~between
Poland and Lithuania has not yet
been reached by the Poles. The lat-
ter contend that the Lithuanians are
occupying several localities on the
Polish side of that frontier.

It is announced that the negotia-
tions regarding the frontier and the
future relations of Poland and Lithu-
ania have been broken off and that
the’ Polish delegates are returning to
Warsaw. These delegates comprise a
special mission which went to Kovno
about a month ago to confer with the
Lithuanians. It s said the supreme
council has been informed that the
Lithuanians propose a new line of
demarcation running thru Maggrae
bowa, Augustowo and Szuczyn,

Who Fired First?

It is understood the Lithuanian
government places the responsibility
for-the hostilities upon the Poles, as-
serting that the Lithuanians were
compelled to defend themselves. The
Poles, on the other hand, claim the
Lithuanians opened fire first.

Tonight’s Polish communique as-
serts that the attack by Lithuanians
upon the Poles was in pursuance of
an understanding between the Lithue-
anians and the Russian BRolsheviki.
The statement says the Lithuanians
have crossed the Curzon line. the
tentative . Polish boundary drawn by
the allies, without detlafing war,

With rezard to the fightime between
the Polish =nd Russian soviet forces,
the statement announces that between
Wipdpwn and Dubienka, on the centre
At the front, the ‘Russians launched an
fttack with the intention of forcing a
grossing of the Bug, but were repulsed.
¢ is asserted thnt the Polels have
learned that at Berzec the Russians
were compelled to fight under the pres-
sure of machine guns from the rear.

In the region of Belets, on the old
Galician border, southeast of Zamosc,
the Poles ars advancing and repeatedly
breaking the soviet resistance.

To the east of Lemberz, the Poles
‘have oococupied the railway junction of
Krasne (midway between ILemberg
and Bundy) after hard fighting.

Seiny Oeccupied.

Paris. Sept. 5.—Lithuanian forces
have occupied the town of Seiny, it
was reported in advices to the French
‘foreign office today. The foreign office
that the dispute between
the Poles and Lithuanians, in which
the occupation announced is an-in-
 cident, arises from the fact that the
recent peace treaty between the Mos-
cow and Lithuanian governmenits is
in conflict as regards national bound-

NEWEST IMMIGRANTS
EMBARRASS OTTAWA

Chief Trouble With People
From Centrail Europe Who
Break Regulations.

Ottawa,” Sept. 5.—(Specfalfirne
immigration department is at present
encountering considerable embarrass-
ment from the entry of continental
immigrants, particularly Poles -and
Russian Jews. The immig}'&tlon regu-~
lations, while not placing a strict em-
bargo upon continental immigrants,
require that the fares of the incomers
must be prepaid by relatives or thet
they must be bound on a ‘“continuous
journey to their destination. Sharply
weorded cables have been addressed by
the mmigration authorities to steam-
ship companles, warning against the
carriage of those who do not come
within these regulations,

En Route to United States,

It has been found that many of
those would-be immigrants have en-
deavored to enter the United States
via Canada and to avoid the restric-
tions in force in that country.  Many
such have been sert back, and the
steamship companies have been
warned to -handle
class at their own risk.

To meet this situation the Ex-
hibition board constructed an elec*-
ric lkne (from Strachan avenue to
the fair grounds, and had it ready
in 1884. The board continued to op-
erate it until 1891, when the whole
Toronto system was electrified and
this stub line was taken over.

Practically the first demonstratlon
of wireless telegraphy was given at
the National Exhibition, and the wire-
less ‘telophone got its first ganeral
publicity here. The Exhibiticn man-
fagement were also the pioneers in
moving light and power wires frem
poles to conduits underground.  There
are probably - more electric lights to
the acre in the Exhibition grounds
than in any other similar area in
Canada, yet there are no wires to
endanger the public or obstruct the
view,

SYRIAN PRELATE
AT ST. MICHAEL'S

Says Thanksgiving Mass for
Country’s Autonomy in
Language of Saviour.

A ceremony which rarely oceurs in
a Catholic church on this continent
,took place at St. Michael’s Cathedral
yesterday morning when Rt. Rev.
Schakralla  Khoury, archbishop of
Tyre, and delegate from Mount Le-
banon to the Paris peace conference,
celebrated the 9.30 o’clock mass ac-
cording to the Maronite rite. The
mass was celebrated in thanksgiving
for the virtual independence of Le-
banon, word of which was received
yesterday in a Paris cable from Rt.
Rev. Abdulla Khoury, the brother of
Archbishop Khoury, who is. also an
archbishop: and a member of the
second Lebanon delegation now at
the French capital.

Premier Clemenceau promised
Archbishop S. Khoury at the first
conference that ILebanon should be
erected into a separate state under
the suzerainty of France, but owing
to the complications of the eastern
situation when Prince Feisal set
himself up as King of Syria the new
state could not be constituted sooner.
Lebanon under the new arrangement
will be an automonous state over
which France will hold a' mandate
from ‘the League of Nations.

The new country has a population
of a million. - The capital will be
Beirut.

Labor Sunday was observed in most
of the Toronto churches yesterday,
when special sermons were preached
and large congregations were the gen-
cral rule.

Rev. Dr. Ribourg, preaching at Saint
Alban's Cathedral Sunday evening, on
“The Way of Peace,” said, in part: .

“The widespread unrest which reigns
in the world today indicates that not
all have appropriated the Master's
wift of peace.

*The possession of peace rests ulti-
mately upon a proper relationship to
God and His world. Peace for a na-
djon, as for man, is no ‘'mere repose,
no mere sloth and quiet, but the crown
f just and holy ¥ving. The psalmist
can sing: ‘Righteousness and Peace
Have Blesscd Each Other,’ only be-
cance righteousness alone is peace con-
ceded. Peace, therefore, in a ngtion’s
life is bascd on the just relations of
men with one another-and with God.

“Moreover, for a nation as for a man,
resce is not found but made. It is cre-
ated by the reconciliation of evil with
~ood, until harmony is wrought and
love is supreme. ‘Blessed, therefore,
are the peacemakers, the ohildren of
God, who in any nation ally patriot-
ism not to pride an. vain glory, but to
doing justly "and loving mercy; not to
conquest and lust cf riches, but to that
righteousness which exalteth a nation.
They are true peacemakers, who strive
‘bat laws shall be just, humane and
ffective. True peacemakers are they
who labor to preserve harmony among
nations, and abhor the sin of inflaming
_national passions, for the sake of greed
and gain, or of forcing 2a quarrel for
the sake of pride. Above all, they are
true peacemakers, who in the complex
relations of social life, labor for the
progress of the kingdom of God alnd
oppose evil with a pure and determin-
cd spirit.

“God bless the man who goes roun
matching pleces for everyone and i
erything,” said Rev. R. Newton Powell,
of Trinity Methodist Church, 3100(11‘
and Robert streets, in an impassione
address last night upon “The Meaning
of Capital and Labor.” We need
gomeone these days to go round piec-
ing things together, labor troubles and
legal squabbles, international prorlems
and religious problems. What we must
do to solve this gigantic problem is
te get down to its roots, to strike bed-
rock. The trouble.is that we ara 8o
prone to use words, knqwlng nothms
of their meaning, and even then using
them in thelr most restricted, most
limited sense.”

The speaker then went on to point
out that Jesus of Nazareth, the great-
est friend of the needy and suffering,
was Himself the greatest of capital-
ists, in that He held within Himself
powers which, if so ordered, could
move mountains or carry out gigantic
enterprises in finance, sclence or any
of the other major sectors of life’g
fabric. “We are all capitalists,” sai
the speaKer, “not in mere coin, for this
is the least of all worthy assets of any
individual, any nation, any race; no,
we are ecapitalists in the greater
things of life. What about your
brains? What about your industry?
What about your artistry? What
arout your love of music, your ap-
preciation of the beautiful? Are not
these the greatest of all assets, and
as such do they not make all of us
capitalists in the best sense of the
term? None of us has the right to
call himself a toiler anad oppose the
capitalist. Remember the wise old
sayings of Paul, who lved in the era
of the slaves. Slaves there were, ill-
conditioned, but they knew many les-
sons we could well afford to consider.
Be loyal to your country, be true to
your employer, be true to yourself,

““And remember this: If you are not
a toilér, you are an idler. And, if you
are an idler,"you are a pest, and as a
‘pest you are a menace to society.
Therefore, it ill becomes any of us to
rear his head and say he i8 not going
to work for a boss, that he is not go-
ing to work for anyone else. We are
all working for someone else, no mat-
ter  whéther we are so-called capital-
ists or not.

Denounces Liquor.

Rev. Dr. A. S. Grant, severely de-
nounced the liquor, traffic in his ad-
dress at the Western Congregational
Church last night. Dr. Grant char-
acterized the use of alcohol for bev-
erage purposes as the greatest curse
of the human race and declared that
the responsibility for its continuance
lay not with the manufacturers and
dealers but with the people of the
country who permitted this traffic to
continue.

Dr. Grant was expected to speak
on some aspect of the labor ques-
tion, but he announced that he would
not deal with that topie, for, said he,
“I have been fighting the liquor
traffic for a long time and I am not
going to talk wbout anything else
until’ the people of this province tell
us that liquor is banned forever.”

Dr. Grant referred to his work in
the- Yukon against the liquor traf-
fic and the dance hall and the ewils
that followed in their wake. It was
here, he sai® that he was first
struck by the necessity of the cir-
cumspection of go0-called “personal
liberty.” He said that one could not
do what he liked if by SO doing he
infringed on the rights of his neigh-
bors. The rights of women and
children and dependents had to be
considered, he said, in discussing the
personal liberty to use alcohol for
beverage purposes.

Dr. Grant denied that alcohol was
a stimulant. . “It is a depressant,” he
said, “and~ has no medicinal value
either curative_ or preventive.” The
use of alcohol lowered the efficiency
of the individual, he sald. The cur-
tailment of the use of alcohol during
the war had made its impression on
the country and people were asking
if by abolition of alcohol in war time
we increased our economy and effi-
ciency why should we not maintain
that increased efficiency by prohibit-
ing the reintroduction of alcohol.

Dr. Grant stated that nowhere in
the Bible was there authority for the
use of strong drink. The wine which
Christ made from water at the wed-
ding feast was. not fermented but
unfermented winer, the same as was
used by the Jews at the .Passover
and other_feasts.

~ Brotherhood Plea.

Preaching from St. John's Gospel,
chapter 9, verse 4, in Danforth Method-
ist Church last ev.aing, Rev. John J.
Coulter, pastor, gave an able exposi-
tion of the great labor problem before
a crowded congregation.

“The very term, Labor Day, suggests
some measure - of class distinction,”
said the preacher in his opening re-
marks. “In very primitive society
there is almost no such distinction. An
English revolutionary song of several
centuries ago conveys this idea:
"When Adam delved _and Eve span,
who was then the gentleman?’

“But the individuality of men asserts
itself,” said the preacher. “Intelli-
gence and untiring effort brings about
the inevitable result, and one man has
more money than another. Probably
the man with money still works, but
not now with so much manual labor.
When unfair advantage comes into the
hands of the man with money, and
he uses his advantage against the man
who works for him, then the fires of
the Mabor question are kindled.”

“It must be remarked,” Mr. Coulter
said, “that sometimes, on the other
hand, there are unfair suspicions and
jealousy of the mamn who has by in-
telligent, honest effort made financial
success. The Christian church cannot
ignore thegse issues, but her supreme
task is to bring in the spirit of brother-
hood, by which alone such problems
are solved.”

The preacher made humorous refer-
ence to the late Prof. Osler, who, it
was stated, advised the chloroforming
of men at the age of 60. It was, how-
ever, a reminder of how soon a man’s
ability to work begins to diminish. He
coneluded with the suggestions: Our
work is to be judged by the spirit in
which it is done, and also by the effect
of our life work on human welfare.

‘““The crucial question,” concluded
the preacher, “is what did your life
contribute to human comfort and up-
lift ?”

BYRON STAUFFER
OPENS AT

Work of City Temple to Be
Concentrated on Young
People.

The doctrine of the second chance
was the theme of the discourse with
which Rev. Byron Stauffer inaugurat-
ed the work of the City Temple at the
Allen Theatre last night. A capacity
audience greeted the popular preach-
er's return to the Toronto field, and,
following the service, many former ad-
herents found opportunity to greet Dr.
Stauffer personally and express their |
hope for the prosperity of his new
endeavor.

Choosing as his text the passage in
the Epistle to the Hebrews: “Brethren,
if a man be overtaken in a fault, re-
store such a one,” Dr. Stauffer popu-
larized his subject to syit modern con-
ditions, expounding it as advocating a
policy not of condemnation but of
reclamation and reconstruction. The
missions of both church and state con-
sisted, he declared, in viewing citizens
as either 1abilities or assets, and in
converting  the former into the latter.
The work of the City Temple would,
he promised, concentrate on this work
amongst the young men and women of
central Toronto.

Dr. Stauffer emphasized the denomi-
national unity which his enterprise
had secured. His board of directors,
he stated, numbered men from all de-
nominations, and , exemplified the
heightened efficlency which church
union might be expected to realize.

“But,” he declared, “there are church
deacons that prefer their own stub-
bornness to the prosperity of the King-
dom of God.” - .

The diversity of types in Dr. Stauf-
fer’'s audience testified strikingly to
the breadth of appeal of his message.

Just One Man.

Cannot the attorney-general of Can-
pda, the attorney-general of Ontario,
our many crown attormeys and the
‘boa.rd of commerce between them get
just ome profiteer behind pﬂsog bars?
Certainly profiteering is going om
surely it is against the law, and just
as surely there must be a great many
profiteers. But if you go to the crown
‘attorney, he 'will probably shrug his
shoulders and ask, “What happened to
Curry?’ If you go to the provincial
attorney-general, he will refer you to
Ottawa, and if you go to the attorney-
general of Canada, he will send you
back to Toronto. The board of com-
merce is so stunned and bewildered
by the bump it got when it attempted
to lay the law upon Sir Willilam Price,
that it will probably gasp and say
nothing at all.

Yet when men commit murder,
theft, or even minor offenses, the hand
of the law falls heavily upon them.
The police arrest summarily all sus-
picious characters, and the cro.wn
attorney has no trouble in dealing
with a man who gets drunk or fails
to remove the snow from the side-
walk. We have judges and lawyers,
grahd juries and petit juries, and all

J the.machrine'ry needed for the admin-
istration of criminal justice. It is a
machinery that works neatly eand with
despatch in the case of the porch
climber or the pickpocket.. but it does
not seem to function in the case of the
profiteer. :

Tt is idle to say that grand juries
swill mot *indict or petit juries convict.
‘We have no difficulty in imagining
broad smiles upon twelve happy faces
when the jury got a chance to bring
in a wverdict of guilty against a pro-
fiteer. But a case of this kind never
gets to the jury, and the people are
peginning to ask the reason why.

If our laws are of no account, put
teeth in them. If they are of some
account, enforce them. The country-
side is fairly groaning under the bur-
den of a bumper crop of cereals, fruits
and vegetables. There thas-been a
great falling off in the price of many
basic raw materials, and vet the con-
sumer is getting no relief. Not much
of his money goes to the farmer or
the retailer or the manufacturer. The
greater part of it is absorbed by para-
sites and profiteers who openly com-
bine to restrict trade and unduly en-
hance prices. Is there any way to
deal with them? 'The people are ask-
ing this on Labor Day, .and they are
entitled to & reply. The attorney-
general of Canada should be awakened
from his slumbers; the attorney-gen-
eral of Ontario should be on his job.

INCREASED WAGES
FOR RAILWAYMEN

Advance of Twenty Per Cent.
Applies to the Western
Section.

(From Sunday World.) .

Winnipeg, Man., Sept. 4—Twenty
per cent. increase in wages, to take
effect at once, and to be retroactive
from May 1, 1920, for all employes
other than officials on the Canadian
National Railways System, isannounc-
ed today by A. A. Tisdale, assistant
manager, who is acting manager in
the absence of A. E. Warren. The
award will affect 30,000 railway em-
ployes between Port Arthur and the
Pacific coast.

Mr. Tisdale said that he was not in-
structed when the back pay would be
forthcoming, but said that the wage
increase would go into effect at once.

JUSTIFIES INCREASE

mind, however, first, that this is the
cost of production on the farm, and
second, that it is an average all-year-
round cost of production and not an
raverage winter cost of production. To
get the price delivered to the city, it
1s necessary to add 30 cents per can,
which would bring the price to $3.26
per can. The price agreed upon by
the proudcers was $3.25 per can deliv-
ered in the city. 'This, however, is the
winter price for eight months, when
costs of production ‘are obviously
much higher than during the other
four months. To determine whether
‘the price is too high or not, it is neces-
sary to take into consideration the
price paid during the other four
months as well, During this time the
farmer received $2.35 per can at the
farm, or $2.65 in the city. Taking
the price of $3.25 for the winter
months, and $2.66 for the summer
months, it means that the farmer re-
celves an average of $3.02 per can
for the -ear round for milk delivered
to the city, The figures of the com-
mittee, as contained in their repont
show the cost of production, plus de:
livery to city, to be $3.26 per can for
the year round. It is evident, there-
fore, that the producer is moderate
in his request for a winter price. My
first interest, however, is to sot the
facts be known, whatever the effect
may be.
Consumer Won't Object,

“As far as the consumer is con-
cerned, I have always felt that if the
consumer really understood the cost
of production of such articles as
milk, he would be quite satisfled to
pay a fair price, and I feel that the
best interests of all will be served by
giving the widest publicity to the
facts, and placing a fair price on the
necessities of 1ife, and making any
economies which may be necessary on
the luxuries.

“I think the committee has done its
work very thoroly, and their efforts
are very much appreciated by the
government, as I am sure they will be
by the public.”

E. S. Archibald, director- of experi-
mnetal farms, Ottawa; C. B, Mec-
Naught, Toronto, representing milk
distributors; R. F. Hicks, Newton-
brook,  representing producers; Thos.

The World's milk reporter made a
survey of these average costs of pro-
ducing milk and generalized them
thus: It costs four cents a, quart to
produce milk on the farm in York
and Oxford counties and deliver at
the nearest station. To this must be
added the freight charges, the far-
mer’'s profit, the dealer’s cost of
distribution and his profit.:

Collum. Babies will be judged in the
dairy building, and mothers must be
on hand at the weighing tent, oppo-
site the dairy building, not later than
11 o'clock, or two hours before  the
judging begins. To be precise, the
number of entries is 364. Mothers will
do well to note that dressiness will ac-
complish little, the judges basing their
decisions upon proportion as to weight,
height, health and general deport-
ment. Too often mothers are worried
because their. babies, fine plump little
fellows ,are not among the winners.
The chances are®Lat in such circum>-
stances the babies are found to be out
of proportion where proportion is es-
sential. There are five classes, not
including the best baby in the show.
Ten dollars is offered for the best
baby in each class.

Benny Lewis, the expert dog fancier
from the United States, has brought
over 2 string of 32 beagles, hounds,
terriers, spaniels and others, and
among them are several which he and
Mrs. Lewis admire more than most of
the others. One of these has gained
first_over all dogs of the show in 42
consecutive shows during the past few
years, and this is said to constitute
an almost unbeatable record. Other
notable breeders and kennelmen are
bringing dogs over from-the United
States and from Winnipeg, and, alto-
gether, there will be perhaps more
than two hundred entries of all kinds.
There will be six judges, one of whom
will be an expert employed at Glen
Head, Long Island, by the Scudder-
Townsend Kennels.

FOR THE EXHIBITION
Sir ;}Jam Beck Predicts Chip-

pewa Power for Toronto
. Civic Lines.

(From" Sunday World.)

“Hydro-Electric and Made-in-Can-
ade. Day"” brougnt a crowd to the Ex-
hibition grounds on Saturday which
officials estimated in the early after-
noon would be almost a record-break-
er for all except holidays. Sir [Adam
Beck, the Hydro knight, was the
speaker at the directors’ noon lunch-
eon, and the gathering heard a splen-

id address on the influence which
electricity is now exercising on the
lives of the people. The members of
the new transportatiion commission,
Messrs. Ellis, Wrighf and Miller, were
also present.

The weather, tho a little cool, was
bright and sunny, and the long list
of attractions provided for the crowds
was carried out unhampered and wit
out g hitoh. Five bands catered to tife
tastes of the lovers of music, while in
front of the big grand stand were trot-
ting and pacing races, as well as
vaudeville acts, Motorboat races, sing-
ing competitions and flying exhibitions
were some of the other attractions.
The poultry and pet 'stock show also
opened on Saturday.

Hydro Knight Speaks.

Addressing the two hundred persons
gathered at the directors’ luncheon, Sir
Adam Beck, who was introduced with
rousing cheers, said there seemed to
have been an understanding that
there would be an electric building
this year for the fair, but they had
fallen down. However, they would
have a more splendid building than
had originally been contemplated. and
it would have to be one of-the finest
in the group structures on the
grounds.

The president of the Newspaper
Association had on a previous day
said the admission to the fair and the
newspapers were the cheapest things
going, but he thought Hydro power
might be included. However, Hydro
rates were probably at the bottom, as
the Toronto board now had a canny
Scot on the board, who longed for a
good reserve.

Touching on the success of the
Hydro movement, Sir Adam regretted
the tendency to introduce politics in
the management of public utilities. The
development of the water powers was,
he said, first launched 18 years ago,
but worked for some time in the face
of strong opposition, but had finally
become, under the Hydro commission,
the largest power concern in the world.
The commission wi.3 now serving 261
municipalities, and the demand was
steadily growing. " He had years ago
urged the taking.over by the province
of the rentals now going to the Do-
minion government for water mpowers.
These rentals would make a quarter
of a million dollars available to extend
Hydro power to the rural districts,
and increase the value of the farms.

b 4 know that the increased
value' of farms will more than
pay for the installation of elec-
frictly, In the rural districts,”

Chief Industrial Province.

Ontario had always been the chief in-
dustrial provihce of the Dumin.ion, but @n
Quebec there is now a campaign to win
from Ontario this proud position. No-
thing was so valuable to this country as
the home market, and this ‘could only be
maintained and stimulated by all inter-
ests pulling together. The great anxiety
today was the need of more power, al-
tho the commission was now operating
in twelve districts, and was developing
17 whater powers. This, when ready,
would make available 840,000 h.p. against
350,000 h.p. now being developed.

There were a number of people, even
some in public life, who knew little of
the operations of the Hydro Commission.
The suggestion that there was anything
financially unsound about these opera-
tions was unjust. They were as strong
as any bank.

Chippawa Power.

Sir Adam then reviewed the work
done on tlhe Cheppawa power devel-
opment scheme, the delay caused by
the strike, and the Increased cost of
construction. But ‘with all these
handicaps this great undertaking
would be ready to deliver power in
the fall of 1921, in time to supply
power for the operation of the To-
ronto street railway when taken over
by the city. From that they would,
he expected, go forward and perhaps
take over the competing power con-
cerns at a fair price. The develop-
ment of power should, said Sir
Adam, 2o on that the industrial ac-
tivities of this country might not be
#ield up.

He was glad to see the minister of
public works present and wished him
godspeed in his road-building plans,
but he believed the price of gasoline
would go higher instead of lower,
and that good roads and motors
would not save the
situation. The building of tthe Chip-
pawa scheme, he said, would make
over a ‘million tons.of broken stone
available for road-building at half
the ordinary cost. It was close to
three railways.

Prolonged cheers were given
Adam Beck
dress.

Sir Adam then presented the Exhi-
bition with a photographic picture
of the Canadian Niagara Falls. Pre-
sident Fleming thanked Sir Adam for
the picture and .said it would  be
given a permanent position in the ad-
ministration offices.

Sir Purvis spoke briefly of the
splendid work of the Canadians in
both tthe Boer and the late war, and
also paid a warm tribute to the he-
roic work of the Canadian nursing
sisters. \

Major Clarkson James is in charge
of the exhibit, and it is specially note-
worthy as an indication of the work
of the industria] and technical schools
thruout the province, with delightful
exhibits showing the possibilities of vo-
cational training under the depart-
ment. But, not only are these sec-
tions well covered in the general dis-
play. There are more erudite. sec-
tions equally well selected. As for
instance, the biological, entomologi-
ca] and archaeological exhibits, which
will interest specially the students of
life and evolution, no matter " under
what aspects, Ornithology and botany
are by no means neglected, and the
most ancient .as well as the most
modern specimens of reptilian life
are given place among topical studies
of ancient history.

Perhaps the essential value of this
exhibit ig the lesson it teaches that
education toda.y. at least in this prov-
‘ince, is not confined to the mere rudi-
mentaries, but embracegs many of the
most intricate and erudite mental pro-
cesses. The minister of education and
his colleagues are to be congratulst-
ed upon the exhibit as an' example of
the highest type of untiring energy
and enterprise. . .

SUBMARINE CREW
SAVED OWN LIVES

Men of Submerged U. S. Un-
derseas Boat Had Des-
perate Struggle.

Philadelphia, Pa., Sept. 4.—°The
United States submarine S.-5 went to
the bottom of the Atlantic Ocean off
Cape Henlopen because a large air
intake valve failed to close when the
“sub” made a practice dive, in navy
paralnce, a “crash dive.” There were
thirty-eight officers and enlisted men
aboard. :

This was revealed today in the offi-
jeial report of the accident made by
the commander of the destroyer
Beaver, who received his information
from the imprisoned men.

Briefly, but revealing ‘the desperate
plight of the imprisoned theu, the
Beaver's report tells of the accident
and the work of rescue. .

It disclosed that it was largely thru
the work of the imprisoned men, un-
der the direction of Lieutenant-Com-
mander Charles M. Cooke. Jr., that
they were saved, and that it was their
own desperate efforts, and not a tele-
phone buoy, as first reported, -that
attracted attention of the rescuing
ships. The crew learned that the stern
of 'Qlelr ship was above water. This
supplied a ray of hope, and working
as they never worked before, they
gouged a small hole thru the iron
hull. To do this, they ciimbed up the
side of the ship, standing at an angle

| of about sixty degrees.

Thru this hole they thrust a pole, a
sallor’s white undershirt tied to it,
and wig-wagged signals of distress.
which were seen' by the steamship
Alanthus, the first vessel to pass, 27

hours later. The report of the Beaver
shows -that the accident occurred at
2 pm. Wednesday. With the boat at
the bottom in 168 feet of water, the
men worked desperately., Some of the
water was expelled ‘and the stern rose
slowly, but the storage batteries had
been flooded, releasing chlorine fumes.

The sickening fumes drove the
crews from the compartments, With
the batteries flooded, they preswmably
were forced to work practically in
darkness, aided only by small flash-
lights. The men worked in two minute
relays. They could not stand it for a’
longer period.

Sweating and panting, the men
worked at the hull. It was slow work,
but finally a hole was made and a
thin trickle of frésh air floated in.

CANADIAN GOLD
CANNOT BE FREED

Yellow Metal Must Be Held
Until Exchange Situation
Is Changed.

The following enlightening article on
the domestic gold situation is from The
Teller issued by the Sterling Bank:

The road to sound currency is the
straight and narrow path of strict ob-
servance of contracts. As a nation, we
must make good on our pled:es.. It
would, ' of course, be comparatively
simple to announce a return to redemp-
tion in gold on demand, but under pres-
ent conditions difficulty would arise in
maintaining. such redemption, If expor-
tation of gold were free. shipmentg in
payment of our cash obligations abroa'd
would quickly deplete this country’s
stocks of the yellow metal, On the
other hand, it is questionable in how far
any effectice restraint could be main-
toined on the exportation of gold, it
gold were available within this coun-
try in exchange for Dominion notes.
Hoarding probably would have to be ex-
pected; smuggling of gold out of the
country could not well be avolded. More-
over, there would be no value in re-
storing demand redemption of our cur-
rency in gold unless the recipients were
allowed to use such gold freely in inter-
national commerce, The situation would
be serious if exportation of gold were
permitted freely and if the yellow metal
were obtainable on,demand in redemp-
tion of our paper currency. Indeed,
our entjre gold holdings would be gone
in a year's time.

In December, 1913, Canada’s visible
gold stock, i.e., holdings by the gov-
ernment and the banks, amounted to
about $142,000,000. At the end of 1919
it was higher by $50,000,000. With a
population of less than ten millions, or
about one-half of one per cent. of the
ropulation of the world, the Dominion
holds approximately 2 per cent. of the
world’s gold. Moreover, gold mining in
this country would augment our hold-”
jngs of the precious metal by $15,000,-
000 annually if the leak, resulting from
the unfavorable condition of our inter-
national cash account could be stopped.
We have our fair share of gold, probab-
ly, if we can hold it and pay our obli-
gations abroad with other goods,

The real problem is so to order our
trade relations that undue drainage of
gold will not take place and to make
sure that in'our foreign relations we do
not have aggregate cash obligations ex-
ceeding current cash receipts.

New York, Sept. 4.—(Wall Street.)—

-time since the return of the railroads
to private ownership.

The advent of September brought
easier conditions to the money market,
rates for call loans, relaxing visibly,
while time funds, tho quotably unchang-
ed, were in moderate supply for three
and . four-month periods.

ROM time to time statements as to the power
shortage have been made by the Hydro Com-
mission which have received wide publicity in

the Press, and it was thought that the situation was
generally realized.
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A large number of applications, however, con-
tinue to be received by the Toronto Hydro-Electric
System, both from existing consumers for extensions
of their plants, and from others who have equipped
or wish to equip their premises for Hydro service.
Existing consumers’ demands in many instances also
show considerable increases, all of which seems to
indicate that the position is not fully understood.

The Commissioners, therefore, wish to make it
clear that the quantity of electrical energy which they
are able to obtain from the Hydro-Eithric Power
Commission of Ontario (who supply the Toronto
System and others in the province) is strictly limited,
and until moere power is available from this source,
they are unable to supply additional demands. In fact
with the allotment of power at present available, the
supply to consumers is likely to be considerably re-
stricted during the winter months, particularly so in
case of break-down or ice troubles.

The Commissioners will use every endeavorin the future
as in the past to minimize the inconvenience to consumers.
