MONTREAL, Mar, 22. —(Special). —

committee reported that in its opinion the
present ‘dominion and provincial laws were
sufficiently stringent in . their provision for
the observance of Sunday, and that mnder
them the Lord’s Day was well kept in
Canada. :

The ‘committee also reported that the
proposed legislation should be opposed, as
being in ‘some of it provisions dangerous
o the commerce of the country, and in
others as unduly interfering - with the
liberty of the subject. It moreover would
liave an irritating effect and lead to. eva-
wion on the part of the public and gener-
ally fail of ifs'object.
